When he had gone
a little piece farther he heard some
one shooting, and, turning around, saw

Then he heard one of them
shout : “Hold on boys, this man shot
me and is trying to kill me.”

He stopped and Skellon ran up and
got on the back of his rig and he drove
(him to his home, where his wounds
were temporarily dressed. Lockwood
| then drove the man here for medical
| attendance.
| Fletcher Deline, a lad 14 years of age,
who was in Lockwood’s company
corroborated this evidence. Constables
{ Wilson and Sedar gave evidence as to
finding a revolver on the road at the
| place indicated by Skellon, also to ob-
| serving tracks and marks about the
spot, which bore out his and Lock-
wood’'s testimony as to a struggle Ly
the roadside.

Dr. W. M. Mather, who attended the
wounded man, gave medical testimony,
and in answer to Mr. Anderson said
| that Skellon gave him an account of
{ the affair while he was dressing hs
| wounds. and that that account and
| his evidence givem this morning fully
acreed.
| The defence offered no evidence,

nesses cross-examined. Oliver was
| committed for trial.

DISEASE NOW SPREADING:
DISEASED GATILE S010

Reports Received in Boston Show
That Region of Infection is
Extending.

Boston, Dec. 2.—Reports indicating
that the contagious foot and mouth
disease is extending were received by
the State Board of Agriculture to-day.
Dr. Daniel E. Salmon, chief of the
United States Bureau of Animal In-
dustry, reached Boston from Washing-
ton to-day. His first action was to
hold a conference with Dr. Samuel E.
Bennett, the Boston agent of the
bureau; Dr. Austin Peters, chief of
the Massachusetts Animal Bureau, and
Dr. John R. Mohlern, chief of the
Pathological Division at Washington;
Dr. James Law of Cornell University,
and Dr. Leonard Parson of University
of Pennsylvania, experts who are aid-
ing in the work of stamping out the
disease.

Dr. S_alm(m said : ‘‘The situation is
very disquieting, principally because
cattle dealers have been selling diseased
animals and scattering the contagion,
and because there has been no ade-
quate conception of the danger of
carrying the disease by persons who
visited diseased herds. = The contagion
of this disease is carried more easily
perhaps than that of any other con-
tagious disease affecting animals, and
conseguently it is one of the hardest
diseases to hold in check by quaran-
tine.”

Loeal Cattle Men Buoyant.

A spirit of buoyancy exists among
local cattle dealers, in view of the
prospects for the present blockade: in
the trade being loosened up in the
course of a couple of weeks. THey seem
to feel that within that time sufficient
shipping space will be at their disposal
to meet the demands of the near fu-
ture, and that the supply in this re-
rard will continue adaquate for the
consignments of the winter months,
As a result of the present stringency of
hoat space, business was at a stand-
still at the Toronto Cattle Market Tues-
day, the buyers spending most of the
time in discussing the situation. Some
speculation was indulged in as to
whether the embargo was likely to ex-
tend to the other ports in the United
States south of Boston, and the con-
sensus og opinion in this connection
was that t
such an extension. Should such a con-
dition of affairs come to pass it would
mean practically the tying up of the
whole of the cattle export trade of
that country, which would mean a
serious loss to a great many people,
even tho it were for only a short period.
The way things stand now all the cattle
from the Western States are being
shipped from New York, Philadelphia,
Paltimore and some of the other Ameri-
can ports not included in the restric-
tions imposed.

Cleared in Two Weeks,

William Harrig, sr., being seen by
The World, stated that he expected to
see a clearance of the present block-
ade in about two weeks. The trade in
Canada would not be interfered with
to such an extent as many might sup-
rose, for at this season of the year
comparatively few cattle were shipped
for export. Trade was generally at a
low ebb when navigation closed in
Montreal, the owners generally holding
over what cattle they had at that time
to feed for the spring trade. He sup-

Mr. Rowell Spoke to a Large Audience

Strongly in Favor of the
Liquor Act.

MEETING OF BOARD OF WORKS

Simeoec-St, Church Anniversary =
London Man Arrested on &
Charge of Theft.

Hamilton, Dec. 2.—There was quite
an audienceat Association Hall to-night
to hear N.W. Rowell, K.C., speak on the
Liquor Act. J. J.Greene was chairman of
the meeting, and seated on the platform
with him were: Rev. John Young, presi-
dent of the Referendum Committee;
Rev. Dr. Wilson, George Sweet, Rev.
M. R. McWilliams, Rev, J. H. Haazle-
wood @and others. Mr. Greene char-
acterized the list of names published in
the papers against the act as an at-
tempt, of the liquor dealers to have the
support of a respectable element of the
community. In this respect, he Baid,
“a bank messenger’s opinion should be
as much respected as a bank mana-
ger's.” He did not see the names of a

doctor, editor, the Mayor or police
magistrate, or many other prowniuent
men’s names on the list.

Rev. J.  Young said Principal Grant
had entirely different views in regard to
the question from what the liquor geal=
ers’ campaign literature put forth.

Mr. Rowell said all legislation or any
legislation which will raduce to the
Jowest possible point the evils of the
liquor traffic he would support. Twenty
odd years ago there were T000 licenses
issued in Ontario, thru the efforts of
the temperance people there wers LOW
only 3000. A marked improvement in
social conditions was noticeable in the
last twenty or thirty years, but he
guoted figures to show that last year
the amount of spirits consumed was
more than in the year 1897. The aver-
age consumption in 1897 being 312
gallons and last year 51-10 gallons
per head in Ontario, He said the exist-
ence of the saloon has a baneful in-
fluence in politics, and quoted Ameri-
cah cities in support of this. The
saloon, Mr. Rowell stated, turns out the
professional briber, in either party in
politics, and largely controls the politi-
cal situation. The saloon ig an undue
tax on the business interests of the
country. The meén who would discour-
age drinking in the home and encour-
age it in the saloon were severely dealt
with by the speaker.

Board of Works,

The meeting of the Board of Works
to-night was not lengthy, tho several
rather important matters were dealt
with. A number of taxpayers request-
ed the city to build a walk up the
mountain at the head of Wentworth-
street. It was decided to recommend
the Council to grant their application.
The chairman, Ald. Morden, and the
City Solicitor were authorized to ob-
tain options on property on Walnut-
street before anything is done in re-
gard to widening the street.

The application of ex-Engineer Win-
gate for retiring allowance of $900 was
ordered to be dealt with at a joint
meeting of the Board of Works and
Sewers Committees.

Mayor Howland Looks Forward to
Day When Toronto Wili Have
a Worthy Press.

TALKS TO WARD SIX CONSERVATIVES

Tirade Against Newspapers — Dr.

Ben{tle Neshitt Discusses
Prospects of Party.

The Conservatives of Ward 6 held a
rousing gathering in Brockton Hall an
Tuesday night. Had the occasion
marked the eve of an election it could
not have been more enthusiastic, and
the whole affair partook of the nature
of a celebration, for, as it was philoso-
phically put, “If we have not won yet
it will not be many moons before we
have “the Ross government out.”

Willilam Crealook, president of the
., association, was in the chair, and
~among those present were: Mayor

{Howland, Dr. Beattie Nesbitt, M.L.A.;

Claude Macdonnell, J. H. MkGhie, Ald.

Hall, John Badgerow, T'homas Hirst.
Increase in Ten Years,

J. H. McGhie said there never was
s‘uch a glorious time as this for the
 Conservative party. Not only had the
{ Ross government adopted the policy ot
{ the Conservatives, but sooner or later
they would be in the cool shades of
opposition, and continuing, the speaker
lsaid that, #tho Ontario was practi-
cally  stationary during the last ten
years in the matter of population, the
cost of government had greatly in
creased. From 1891 to 1901 the cost
or_clvu government had increased from
$174,000 to $281,000; the administration
of justice from $251,000 to $414,000;
the Treasury Department from $13,400
| to $24,000; the inspection of public
institutions from $7000 to $13,240.
Surely there was something ' wrong
there. Mr. McGhie also said that they
should never again allow such a thing
to occur as a Liberal taking the sef®t
of the late Clarke Wallace.

Claude Macdonnell observed that On-
tario was one of the best educated and
most intelligent parts of the world,and
under such circumstances it was a dis-
! grace that an unprogressive govern-
ment ghould be allowed to remain in
power for 30 years.

Member for North Toronto.

Dr. Beattie WNesbitt, M.L.A.,. was
given a rousing reception. He spoke
of the union and solidarity of the
Conservative party. While it was
quite natural, he said, for the Liberals
to talk about getting somebody over
' to their side by the same method as
they did everything—buy them—they
would never . get a Conservative.
[Cheers.] In previous elections, as
the courts had shown, they had won
thru money, and it had been said that
' by fair means or foul they would re-
tain power, but this time, knowing
that the province was 80O thoroly
against them ,the idea of winning by
fair means had never entered thelr
heads.

As for the election trials pending Dr.
Nesbitt explained that at the present
time the Liberals had 48 seats and
the Conservatives 46, and there were
four to hear from. Three of the lat-
ter seats had previously been held by
Conservatives, and if they succeeded in
holding them still the party would be
in power. If, however, the govera-
ment retained power it would be he-
cause the Conservatives had not done
their duty, and he accordingly urged
 thems to do their level best on alkepos-
sible occasions. o

Recent Defalcations.

Referring to the government’s claim
that they had honestly administered
the affairs of the province. Dr. Nesbitt
spoke of the present defalcations in
the Treasury Department, and asked
if such a thing could have occurred
in one department what guarantee had
the people that it did not exist in all
of them. [Cheers.]

Ald, Hall dealt briefly with municipal
questions, and complained that every
time the city wanted to do anything
they had to run to the legislature.

A Man of Ideas.

Mayor Howland was likewise well
received. Referring to the Tarte epi-
sode, he said, the people had the spec-
tacle of a strong man in a weak gov-
ernment—a man who had ideas and
who was not afraid to express them.
He was almost the main trunk of the
tree, His Worship, continuing, spoke in
a gheering strain and predicted that
at the next Dominion election there
\\'m&(li' be a Conservative majority, and
as fdr the province it was the sense of
the people that it was time for a house-
cleaning,

Newspapers His Bogey.

The Mayor also had a few words to
say about the press. Notwithstanding
the press of the city, he said, had made
it their business to misrepresent and
misreport him, to invent facts and to
steal facts, he was confident that the
citizens of Toromto could see thru the
iocking-glass, and that they knew the
man as he was and not as he was
mirrored. He looked forward to the
day when Toronto would have a press
\\".rzl‘tvhy of itself; a press that would
rise to its own dignity. What was the
use of teaching homor, truth and loy-
alty to the children when the press
in a most cynical way printed false-
hoods and was not ashamed of them?
He also looked forward to the day
when the press would become a pro-
fession, with rules of its own and with
a code of honor laid down, so that un-
worthy representatives would be ex-
cluded.

REPLY TQ **BYSTANDER.”
——
Member of Canadian Preference
League Answers His Attack,

- com—

A member of the Canadian Pre-
ference League has handed The World
the following reply to Professor Gold-
win Smith's recent ecriticism of the
league in his ‘“‘Bystander” column :

Professor Goldwin Smith's
have for a long time been at the dis-
posal of the United States, as op-
posed to the interests of the com-
munity in which he has elected to live
for so many years, and it is not sur-
prising to learn that he has now even
bequeathed his brains to that ooun-
try. He is consistent, therefore, in his
attack upon the Canadian Preference
! League. The solicitude usually shown
by that gentleman, as well as by other
prominent men of this country, for
the welfare of the United States or
for any community other than the one
of which they form a part, is an un-
i solved problem to the mind of the
ordinary man. .

The origin of the Canadian Prefer-
ence League was simple enough. The
idea evolved from a question asked by
2 prominent Englishman as to what
the great mass of the Canadian peo-
ple were doing for themselves.

Canadlians in the past have lacked
ordinary business acumen in protect-
ing their own interests. They have
neglected the substance at home while
grasping at the shadow abroad. They
have relied too much on the support
of outsiders, instead of developing what
wag within themselves and within their
own country. The average Canadian
does not seem to realize that the ex-
penditure of a- §6 bill by him, pro-
perly directed so as to benefit the
,other members of the community of
'which he forms a part, has more prac-
tical value than a whole year's chant-
ing of “The Maple Leaf Forever.”

The Canadian Preference League
seeks simply to put the principle of
patronizing home industries and insti-
tutions into practical effect. As the
leagues offictal circular says, By serving
these around him each member of the
league will also be serving himself
by reason of the increased prosperity
which will result to those upon whom
he is relying, directly or indirectly, for
his own support.” The pledge puts
it thus tersely : ¥

“I hereby associate myself with the
Canadian Preference J.eague, and as a
member thereof I pledge mysell to give
preference when making purchases to
the products of this country and to all
articles of Canadian manufacture.when
| the quality is equal and the cost is
not in excess of that of similar foreign
products or manufactured articles. I
also undertake to give preference to)
Canadian labor and to this country’s
educational and financial institutions.”

"Phis is not a boyeott of the goods
of any particular country, but a natural
and practical preference for our own.
Professor Goldwin Smith finds fault
| with the league because its object, he
concludes, is to “repel connection with
the United States by systematically
boycotting American goods.”” The pur-
| pose ‘of the league, however, is solely
'to serve the material interests of the
Dominion by the encouragement and
support of all legitimate efforts which
tend towards a rapid increase in the
country’s trade and to let the political
situation take care of itself.

Professor Smith asks how Canadian
gpurchasers in their daily shopping are
| to be kept informed as to the parity
of the quality and the price of goods
| of domestic and foreign manufacture
| respectively or even as to the na-
| tionality of such goods. Canadians
surely are intelligent enough to dis-
criminate in these respects themselves,
and the retailers will very soon 1ind
it to their interests to handle Cana-
dian goods almost exclusively. It is
| true that some people have a snob-
{ bish prejudice against the products of
their own country. With some neople
it is carried to such an extreme that
it sometimes takes years after the
| same goods are surpassed in quality by
Canadian manufacturers before the
preference for the foreign product is
overcome. The constant comparison
which the pledge of the league involves
upon each member will be of great
educative influence in teaching Cana-
dians the value of their own products.

upon national commerce - fall within
the regulative power of the Congress,
and that a wise and reasonable law
would be a necessary and proper exer-
cise of Congressional authority, to the
end that such evils should be eradi-
cated.

I believe that monopolies, unjust dis-
criminations, which prevent or cripple
competition, fraudulent overcapitaliza-
tion, and other evils in trust organiza-
tions and practices which injuriously
affect interstate trade can be prevent-
ed under the power of the Congress to
“regulate commerce with foreign na-
tions and among the several states,”
thru regulations and requireruents
operating directly upon such commerce,
the instrumentalities thereof and those
engaged therein. ;

I earnestly recommend this subject to
the consideration of the Congress with
a view to the passage of a law rea-
sonable in its provisions and effective

not the creature of law, but undoubt-
edly the laws' under which we work
have been - instrumental in creating
the gonditions which made it possible,
i py unwise legislation it would be
:gy enough to destroy it. There will
undoubtedly be periods of depression.
The wave will recede, but the tide will
This nation is seated on a
continent flanked by two great oceans.
It i8 composed of men, the descend-
anfs of pioneers, or, In a sense, pion-
eers themselves; of men winnowed out
from among the nations of the Old
World by the energy, boldness and love
of adventure found in their own eager
heants. Buch a nation, so placed, wil
surely wrest success from fortune.

Great fortunes have been accumu-
lated, and yet in the aggregate those
fortunes are small indeed when com-
pared to the wealth of the people as a
whele. The plain people are better off
than they have ever been before.

Reference to Trusts,

In my message to the present Con-
gress at its first session I discussed at
length the question of the regulation of
those big corporations commonly doifig

an-nterstate business, often with ‘spme.

tendency to monopoly, which are popur
larly known as trusts. The experience
of the past year has emphasized, in
my opinion, the desirability _of the
steps I then proposed. A fundamental
requisite of social efficiency is a high
standard of individual energy and ex-
eellence, but this is in nowise jncon-
sistent with power to act in combina-
tion for aims which cannot so well be
achieved by the individual acting alone.
A fundamental base of civilization is
the inviolability of property, but this

is in nowise consistent with the right |

of society to regulate the exercise of
the artificial powers which it confers
wpon the owners of property, under
the name of corporate franchises, in
such a way as to prevent the misuse
of these powers, Corporations, and
especially combinations of corporations,
should be managed under public regu-
lation. Experience has shown  that
under our system of government the
necessary supervision cannot be .ob-
tained by State action, It must, there-
fore, be achieved by national action.
Our aim is not to do away with cor-
porations; on the contrary, these big
8ggregations are an inevitable develop-
ment of modern industrialism, and the
effort to destroy them would be futile
unlesg accomplished in ways that would
work the utmost mischief to the en-
tire body politic. We can do nothing
of good in the way of regulating and
supervising these corporations until
we fix clearly in our minds that we
are not attacking the gorporations, but
endeavoring to do away with any evil
in them. We-are not hostile to them;
We are merely determined that .they
shall be so handled as to subserve the

publie good. We draw the line against |

misconduct, not against wealth, -
Go With Caution,

In curbing and regulating the com-
binations of capital which are, or may

become,injurious to the public,we must |

be careful not to.stop the great enter-
prises which have legitimately reduced
the cost of production, not to abandon
the place which our country has won
in the leadership of the international
industrial world, not to strike down
wealth with the result of closing fae-
tories and mines, of turning the wage-
worker idle in the streets angd leaving
the farmer without a market for what
he grows.

The power of the Congress to regu-
late interstate commerce s an abso-
lute and unqualified grant, and with-
out limitations other than those pre-
Scriped by the constitution. The Con-
gress had constitutional authority to
make all laws necessary and proper
for executing this power, and I am
satisfieq that this power has not been
exhausted by any legislation now on
the statute books. It is evident, there-
fore, that evils restrictive of commer-

constitutional amendment. 1f it prove
impossible to accomplish the puTposed
abgve set forth by such a law, then,
| asguredly, we should not shrink from
| amending the constitution so as to se-
cure beyond peradventure the power
sought.
Make Special Appropriation.

The Congress has not heretofore made
any appropriation for the better en-
forcement of the anti-trust law as it
now stands. Very much has been
done by the Department of Justice in
securing the enforcement of this law,
but much more could be #one if Con-
gress would make a gpecial appropria~
tion for this purpose, to he expanded
under the direction of the Attorney-
General,

Tariff Reduction Not a Remedy,

One proposition advocated has been
the reduction of the tariff as a means
of reaching the evils of the trusts
which fall within the category I lave
described. Not merely would _this be
wholly ineffective, but the diversion «f
our efforts in such a direction wsould
mean the abandonment of all intelli-
gent attempts to do away with these
evils.

The question of regulation of the
trysts stands apart from the question
of tariff revision.

Stability of dconomic policy must al~
ways be the prime economic need cf
this country. This stability should not be
fossilization. The country has acquies-
ced in the wisdom of the protective~
tariff principle, It is exceedingly un-
desirable that this system ishould be
idestroyed or that there should be vio-
lent and radical changes therein. Our
past experience shows that great pros-
perity in this country has always come
under a profective tariff, and that the
country cannot prosper under fitfal
tariff changes at short intervals.
Moreover, if the tariff laws as a whole
work well, and if business has pros-
pered under them and is prospering, it
'is better to endure for a time slight
inconveniences and inequalities in some
schedules than to upset business by
| too quick and too radical changes.

The Reciprocity Idea,

One way in which the readjustment
! sought can be reached is by reciprocity
| treaties. It is greatly to be desired
that such treaties may be adopted.
| They can be used to widen out our
markets and to give a greater
field for the activities of our producers
on the one hand, and on the other

| lowering of dutie§ when they are no
longer needed for protection among our
own people, or when the minimum of
damage done may be disregarded for
the sum of the maximum of good ac-
complished. Kf it prowe impossible
ito ratify the pending treaties and if
there seem to be no warrant for the en-
deavor to execute others, or amend
!the pending treaties so that they can
/be ratified, then the same end—to se-
cure reciprocity—should be met by di
regt legislation.

| Wherever the tariff conditions are
tsuch - that a needed change cannot
‘with advantage be made by the ap-
plication of the reciprocity idea, then
it can be made outright by a lowering
of duties on a given product. |,

In my judgment, the tariff on anthra-
cite coal should be removed, and an-
thracite put actually,where it now is
nominally, on the free lst. This would
have no effect at all, save in crises
but in crises it might be of service
i to the Dpeople.
| It would be both unwise and un-
necessary at this time to attempt to re-
construct our financial system, which
has been the growth of a century, but

some additional legislation is, I think,

degirable. The mere outline of any
plan sufficiently comprehensive to
meet these requirements would trans-
| gress the appropriate limits of this
| communication.

Labor and Capital. i

How to secure fair treatment alike
| for labor and for capital, how to hoid
|in eheck the unscrupulous man,whéther
‘employer or employe, without weaken-
| ing individual initiative, w¥thout hamp-
| ering and cramping the industrial de-
velopment of the country, is a problem
! fraught with great difficul{ies and one
. which it is of the highest importiance 10
solve on lines of sanity and far sighteé
common sense, as well as of devotion
to the right. This is an era of federa-
ation and combination. Exactly as
business found they must often work
thru corporations, and, as it is a con-
stant tendency of these corporations to
grow larger, so it is often necessary
for laboring men to work in federations,
and these have become important fact-
ors of modern industrial life. Both
kinds of federation, capitalistic and lab-
or, can do much good, and as a neces-
sary corollary, then, can both do evil
Opposition to each kind of organization
should take the form of opposition to
| whatever is bad in the conduct of any
given corporation or union—not of at-
tacks upon corporations as such, nor
upon unions as such; for some of the
most far-reaching beneflcent work for
our people has been accomplished thru
Loth corporations and unions. Each
must refrain from arbitrary or tyran-
nous interference with the rights of
others. Organized capital and organ-
ized labor alike should remember that
i the long run the interest of each
must be brought into harmony with
the interest of the general public, tnd
the conduct of each must conform to
the fundamental rules of ebedience to
the law of individual freedom and of
justice and fair dealing toward.all.

It is earnestly hoped that a Secretary
of Commerce may be created, with a
seat in the cabinet. The rapid multi-
plication of questions affecting lahor
and capital, the growth and complexity
of the organizations thru which both
labor and capital now find expression,
the steady tendency toward the em-
ployment of ecapital in huge corpora-
tions, and the wonderful strides of this
country toward leadership in the inter.

Home Industry Jdea Not Pushed—
, Mamufacturers Wwill Discuss
: the Question,

Scotch tweed made in Canada, of
ool grown in Canada, woven by Cana~
dian artisans, involving Canadian capi-
tal and consumed by Canadians, yet
advertised as manufactured abroad!
That is one of the contradictions of
the textile trade in Canada to-day.
vast quantities of tweeds are being
consumed in the Dominion- which are
manufactured here, and yet the factory
managers are not pushing the goods as
home-made products. These Canadian
tweeds are neccessarily of first-class
quality, or they could not compete with
the Scotch article, and yet Canada's
manufacturers are not recelving credit
for the great volume of business they

have created.
Remedy for the Ewil,

The remedy for this evil is to be dis-
cussed before the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ Association within a few
weeks. Those familiar with the sub-
ject assert that it is merely another
instance of the timidity of the textile
trade in Canada. Scotch tweed retails
for from $1.75 to $2 per vard. This is
for the genuine article. The Canadian-
made Scotch tweed brings a little less
price than the imported goods. About
the only difference in the two articles
is in the matter of the durability of the
dyes used in coloring the-wool. The long
experience of the Scottish manufactur-
ers gives lthem some trade ®ecrets
which the Canadian manufacturers
have not yet acquired, In finish and

uality the Canadian woven
genera.la‘!% the equal of the imported
stuff. It is as soft and gives general-
ly as complete satisfaction, but the
trade admits that there is some dif-
ference in the quality of dyes used
which gives the imported fabric a gloss
and lasting quality which Canada has
pot yét been able to duplicate.

The point of the argument, however,
in favor of having the factories put
the Canadian label on the stock is that
the home made product is competing
daily with the Scotch made tweeds to
advantage. If this can be done, those
favorable to the organization of the
*patronize home industry’”’ movement
in Canada insist that the home-made
tweeds, labeled as such, could even
more successfully compete with the
smported cloth.

Not Pushing Home-Made Tweeds,

And yet manufacturers of Canadian
Scotch tweeds are not pushing their
stock as made in Canada. There are
a number of mills turning out these
tweeds in Canada, and in Toronto im-
mense quantities of the output of these
mills are consumed, but mostly under
the name of imported stock, or without
the fact being prominently brought
out, that the textile mills of the Do-

" minion bave manufactured the stock.
1t is another illustration of the manu-
facturers fearing to undertake a cam-
paign of education along the lipe,that
will be permanently beneficial to the
trade. This is the view taken of the
subject by a number of ‘well-known,
tailors in Toronto.

Nearly as Good.

“yes, we use a great deal of Scotch
tweed made in Canada,” observed one
leading King-street tailor,” but much
of it is sold as imported goods.
Canadian Scotch tweed is not as good
in every respect as the imported fabric,
but it is of an excellent quality. It
competes fairly well with the genuine
article. I am told that the home fac-
torles have mever been able to master
the proposition of mixtures of dyes. I
am told that the waters of Scotland
in a measure contribute to the success
of this peculiar product. But no Cana-
dian manufacturer of tweeds need be
ashamed to put his goods out under
their propey label and push them. A
little education of the consuming mass-
es in Canada, too, is necessary in order
to make this home industry idea a
puccess. Too many people are inclined
to accept an imported article as neces-
sarily superior to the domestic. Of
course, @ manufacturer must cater. to
this taste. He is in the business to
manufacture what will sell. It would
be tuin for him to turn out a stock
that his jobbers could not handle. When
Canadians get in the habit of asking
for home-made goods, with the labels
properly stamped and exhibit these
labels with pride in the industrial and
commercial development of their own
country, then the manufacturers will
have no hesitancy in putting Canadian
labels on all their goods. I have people
come in here frequently and insist on
having a union label on their clothes,
but I don’t recall a single instance of a
Capadian insisting on having a home-
made label on his suit.”

WELSH Gﬂw TROUBLES

Twelve Hundred‘ Tons Stalled in
Kingston, Owing to Lack of
Boat Accommodation.

IT IS HANDLED VERY MANY TIMES

Sieamer Glengarry, Half.Loaded
With Scotch Coal, Goes Back to
Kingston for Welsh,

No wonder that the Welsh coal Is notU
muking good with local consumers. It has
experdenced much trouble in transporta
tion. It would be unreasonable to expect
the coal to be at fts vest after all the
shaking up it has received in geiting here
it would need an- experfenced census-taker
or some other equally abie persons to say
how many times the. poor old coal has
been handled in shipment. The wonder is
that the coal got here at all, is the opinion
of some people interested in it.

The fact that the Seotch coal, thru some
delay not yet explained, but for which
some explanation should be demanded by
the Board of Control, arrived here sim
vitaneously with the Welsh coal, tangled
up things generally for the muaicipal fuel
mapagement. The Street Commissioner
bad to do all in his power to get men to
unload the coal, and now there is trouble
ou the horizon in regard to the delay o:
boats at this port, owing o lagk of uu
loading facilities.

Consultation With Mayor,

This difficulty was considered sufnciently
serious to bring Manager Cultle of the
Montreal Transportation Company to 1o
ronto, and he had a talk with uhe Mayor
yesterday afternoon. Controller Cranc was
present, and Street Commmissioner Jones
and Uity 'I'reasurer Coady were in the con-
ference. It developed that there¢ is about
1200 toms of coal at Kingston, and thatl
it must be brought here as soon as pos
sible, altho they have no boat facllities
there for sending it. The steamer (ilen
garry, which brou:mt a cargo of Scotch
coul, is only half unloaded, but she leaves
right away to bring up the Welsh coal
from Kingston. She takes what Scotch
coal she has aboard to Kingston and re-
turns as ballast. The steamboat men are
Lervous as to tha possibilities of a freecze-
up, and the comsequent difficulty of get
ting their boat back into the ports of
the St. Lawrence.

Will Hold Shippers Responsible.

There is a demurrage of $80 a day ca.m-
ed in the event of the boats being held
over four days, but an effort will be made
to make the shippers respomsible for tals
charge, as it s thelr fauit that the boat:
Wwere not liere earlier. The boats are he-
iag unloaded as fast as they can be, ana
there is any quantity of coal availaole foi
the demands upon the manicipal fuel pile.
More carts have been procured, and the
delivery system Is better. The rush at
the Treasurer's office Is not nearly ¢
heavy, but the ordsrs are stlil coming In
guicker than they can be filled.

Scareity of Hard Coal.

There ‘seems but little hope for even a
fair supply?of hard ccal this winter. The
dealers are getting some, but it was ali
ordered by consumers long ago. There i:
not so much ofa rush for the Welsh coel
as there was a day or two ago,but the pro-
vidential state of the iweather Is
accountable for it. Some people
are loud in thelr praise of the Weish
coal, while others say unprintable things
about it. The cold snap will come, and
then any old kind of ceal will have to do.
In any event, there is a lof of soft coal
available, so it is not a case of freeze-out,
even if it Is somewbat of an inconvenience.
By the way, the city has reduced the
price of Hocking Valley soft coal to $6.50
a ton. It was $7, but since the Welsh and
Scotch coal came there has heen little or
no demand for the Hocking Valiey. Some
who have used it say that it is all right,

‘Blames Bad Milk.

The Local Boardof Health will meet this
afternoon, and Dr. Sheard will urge the
necessity of further accommodation at the
Isolation Hospital.

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VAGARIES OF MARINER'S CUMPASS

Address of Arthur Harvey Before'
the Astronomical Society.

The meeting of the Astronomical So-
ciety, held last night In the Capadian In-
stitute, was well attended.

R. Stupart, dlrector of the Observa
tory, Mr. Harvey hac been enabled tc
esamine ancd compaie the magaetic tem
perature and the meteorologicar  records
and he had found that the motion of the
magnetic pole yaried as the annual tem
perature at Toronto,6 varied. In othet
vords, whatever the cause of that move

* ment might be, it- was hastened by a warm
year and retarded by a cool yeap in the
region to the soutn of it. Th.s was #
peint ‘that appeared to have not béen not
ed before. Speaking of local shots of mag:
netic dntensity, which may alsv deflect
the needle, Mr. Harvey said there werc
pany such regions in Canada, a remark-
able one being near Kingston, and extend
ing to and beyond Ottawa, within a few
miles of which the compass will <hange
geveral degrees from Its true northetly di
rection. Among other localities siradlarly
affected was Kennehee Falls, near Port
Arthur, as was shown by Lefroy's mag
retie survey of the.Northwest, and even
near Toronto instances were cited where
on certaln occasions the magnetic needle
had to be abandoned by surveying partics
This led to a discussion as to whethe:r
the force of local attractions, espccially
more powerful by electric or magnetic
storms, may not be a lidlen source o
danger to navigation.

The C.P.R. offi-
cials contend that the average amount
used is about 117,000 gallons a day.
At Tc per 1000 gallons, this ' would
amount to $2925 a year. ' The Council
considered that $3000 would be putting
the price at a low figure, and ordered
the solicitor to draw up an agreement
for three years at this price. The C.
P.R. furnish themselves with water in
Toronto, but most of the engines in
the west end get the water from To-
ronto Junction. Mr. Spragge stated
that the company contemplated doub-
ling the size of the car shops, plans
for which are now before the manage-
ment. The report of the chief of po-
lice was placed on flle and a reso-
lution, which first suggested a cheque
for $25 that was afterwards cut out,
was passed congratulating Constable
Harper on his bravery in the recent
shooting affray.

The speaker arouses the keenest in-
terest of his audience by carryiug the
class along thru the discourse, aékip

such as: “What did he turn the wrhier
into ‘when the rod was placed in his
hands?” Some of the class evidently
had their attention distracted at this
point, for, instead of answering “blood,”
a few replied “wine.”

Gradually the speaker broadens his
subject. -So cunningly does he drift
from the lesgon to a sermon that the
digression is not observed. At all times
his language is made up of homely
phrases, and his {llustrations ure so
picturesque as to hold the interest
without exception.

In fact, hiz Bible lessoms are compos-
ed largely of a ‘series of pictorial pen
zketches of the subject in hand, the
characters, biblical lore, the period, the
people, their habits, their relation to
God; in fact, a most alluring array of
facts are .thus presented for the con-
sideration of the class in a succinct
manner, apd, withal, most pleasing. The
tendency is to bring out the striking
features of the story of the creation
and ‘the progress of the people from
that date on down thru its histOry,
producing logical conclusions, and, in
the simplest manner, ggeking to estah-
lish the inspiration the book of
books.

Holds Interest of Audience.

Mr. Newell has a most engaging man.
ner. There is not the suggestion that
he is preparing to deliver a most power-
ful sermon, using biblical characters as
a vehicle to catch the attention of his
audience. The interest is centered so
gradually that when the climax is
veaiched p person finds himself in-
stinetively wondering why he had not
suspected what was coming. His per-
orations are well-timed, and so im-
pressive as to command breathless at-
tention. His style is singularly enter-
taining, and yet his figures of speech
deal with affairs of everyday life. For
irstance, Mr. Newell was dwelling upon
the fleeting character of the pleasures
of the world—upon the sordid things
of life.. He was talking of Moses and
the opulence with which he was sur-
rounded as the adopted son of the
king's daughter—a prince of Egypt. He
was robed in purple; had at his com-
mand all the wealth of a mighty mon-
arch. The people worshipped him; all
earthly pleasures were his, to be in-
dulged in at will. It was these things
that he was commanded to give up by
the Lord in order to lead his people
out of bondage. He was to know
what privations were, and from his
lofty position in the eyes of the world—
Egypt's world—he was to become a
wanderer without a home. He had
been dazzled with the worldly pleas-
ures, and, becoming a servant of the
Lord, meant the forfeiture of all these
privileges. After this bit of exhilarat-
ng word painting, Mr. Newell turned
suddenly toward the side of the hall,
pointed into the balcony, and iz a
most impressive manner, with well
modulated tone and uplifted hands, ob-
served: ‘“You, young lady, sitting there
in that balcony with the blush of youth
on your handsome face and sunshine
in your eyes, remember that sitting
near you is a white-haired lady with
withered features, on the verge of the
crave. Not long since she was the
dicture that: you now- present, and, re-
iember, too, that you will soon be tot-
ering on the edge of the grave. This
s the ultimate end of earthly joys, of
ordid life, but the Christian’s life ex-
ends on into the future, into eternity.”

There is no disputing the fact that
his man of such unassuming mien,
vith  his earnestness and logical
inguage is provoking extraordinary in-
arest in Toronto.
