No internal
medicine is administered, nor do pa-
tients need tolie abed during the treat-
ment. In the case of the youth whose

can best be opened and extended by

{ dules fixed by congress, reciprocal and

conciliatory rather than "punitive -in
their nature, under the terms of which
power and discretion should be lodged
In the executive to negotiate the best
possible commercial agreements with
Canada and other countries;

TOWN PLANNING IN GERMANY.

During the Easter holidays, under
the auspices of the National Housing
Reform Council, a delegation number-
ing close on a hundred public men and
representatives of English munic¢ipali-
ties, visited Germany for the purpose
of inspecting some of the principal ex-
amples of town planning in that coun-
try. Cologne was their first objective,
and on arrival they found the national
flags floating peacefully side by side
and a warm welcome. One of their
Gérman hosts, according to the special
correspondence of The Londen Daily
‘Ne-wee, observe dthat “these are the
occasions that build bridges over which
the spirit of peace can pass from land
to land.” At the latér entertdinment,
given by the city authorities of Co-
lggne, the deputy oberburgmeister de-
clared that “the clouds which appear-
ed on the ‘political horizon are now
happily being dispelled, and -ve may
hope for a long period of peaceful,
ccnbined effort for improving the so-
cidl ' conditions of the two peoples.”
Eriendly visits of this kind are just
uow of inestimable service, and this
partjoular one will e returned in July
when an equally strcug deputation of
Germans will see the best’ examples
of cottage building and town planning
in England. .

Town -planning is a very live ques-
tion in Britain and the wesi of Europe
at the present time, ard a bill for its
encouragement was recently introduceqd
in the house of commons by Mr. John
Burns, pregident of the local govern-
ment board.

When Earl Crewe, secretary of state
for the colonies in the British Govern-
ment, intimated ‘in the house of' lords
fthe other day that the matter of In-
dian immigration so far as the self-
governing imperial states are concern-
ed, must be dealt with by themselves,
it was the latest and not the least sig-
nificant acknowledgment of the new
imperial ideal.

This ofticial declaratfon is in effect
a ‘recognition of the sovereign supre-
macy of each - state within its own
borders. Writing in The Saturday
Evening Post, Mr. D. D. Mann in the
course of an admirable exposition of
Canada’s place and policy, remarked
that the empire “is a free confedera-
tion of interdependent states, each
of which has as much llber.ty to do as
it pleases as any state of the Union.”
He might with truth have said each
has more liberty, since the empire is
not bound together by a rigid constitu-
tion, but by voluntary usoclatioq and
co-opetration.

The process which has now entered
upon its closing stage has been nat-
ural and Inevitable and accomplished
with wonderfully little friction, Tt be-
gan with the grant of self-government
to Canada, conceded only after its
necessity had been made plainly mani-
fest. At that date and for years af-
terwardg British statesmen clung to
the old conception of the empire and
viewed with marked disfavor the be-
ginnings of a genuine Canadian natiop-
al sentiment, and the first aspirations
towards real nationhood. Some, in-
deed, could see no other end than the
gradual dismemberment of the empire
by the dropping away of the daugh-
ter states, as they successively grew
to maturity. Others sought to secure
continuity thru imperial federation, a
schéeme well adapted to a country like
the United States, but inapplicable to
the conditions of the empjre.. These
tentative movenients were, however,
valuable for their educative results,
and with the first colonial conferences
opened the way for the new view that
reconciled both national aspiration and
imperial loyalty—voluntary co-opera-
tion or co-partnership. v

It will always be to the credit of
Canada that she blazed the trail which
led to the true and only possible solu-
tion of the imperial problem. Doubts
have been expressed whether an asso-
clation of sovereign states so 1oosely
bound can endure, and whether senti-
ment, common traditions or even com-
munity of interest will suffice to main-
tain their solidarity. We belleve it will
endure and that these will suffice, be-
cause the experiment now being made
applies a principle and carries out an
ideal of world-wide applications and
rich with possibilities making fq{ in-
ternational peace. From its very -elas-
ticity it can embrace more than the
British communities thegnselves, that
firet constitute what may just as truly
be called a league., In fact, the form
