New York, Sept. 15.—Oswald Garri-
son Villard announced tonight that
100 representative Americans had ac-
cepted the invitation of his magazine,
The Nation, to constitute a non-
partisan commission to sift charges of
atrocities in Ireland, made against one
another by the British government
&nd Sinn Fein. The announcement
says the “Committee of One Hundred
cn Ireland,” as it will be known, feels
that some neutral action is necessary
in order to preserve Anglo-Saxon
friendship and to prevent the spread
of ill-will, with the possibility of such
irritation driving the TUnited States
and Great Britaim into war. i

Referring to Anglo-American rela-
tions, the invitation says that one
grave result of the present situation
is the “rapid growth of anti-British
feeling, which seriously threatens the
unspeakable calamity of war between
the United States and Great Britain
£nd endangers the peace of the world.”

The program of the committee is
not fully developed, but its .-ponsers
suggest thdt the British gov.rnment,
Sinn Fein and others be asked to pre-
sent such evidence of violence or
wrong-doing as they possess.

Charles C. A. Jonnart, extraordinary
ambassador to the Vatican, who is
looming as a formidable candidate for
succession to the presidency is aow
resting at his country home near
Dunkerque. The A:tsociated Press was
informed today by his secretary that
M. Jonnart was in much better health
than last January, when his name was
prominently brought forward for the
presidency. The secretary added that
M. Joanart would respond to the call
of the deputies and senators if they
decided to choose him for the post of
chief executive of France.

counteract any terrdency toward
emigration from Canada by the
young men and women of the country.
This plank calls for the exclusion of
Japanese, Chinese and Hindus.

Reform of the senate and a return
to respcnsible constitutional = govern-
ment were featured in the platform,
as were the eight-hour day and a
minimum wage for men and women.

Night letters were sent to Captain
Hugh Nixon, Truro, N.S., hoping that
the ex-service men in Nova Scotia
would ensure his return to the.legis-
lature, and stating that in the opinion
of the convention the country had
been betrayed by ~the government,
v hich was declared to have broken
every promise made before the elec-
*ion of December 17, 1917.

The convention ‘was attended in all
by about 40 delegates, a number of
1.ew delegates - having arrived by
nightfall. - These all representcd some
50,000 membeérg of the association,
the western provinces being repre-
sented by proxy vote., J. V. Marsh,
provincidl organizer, stated that two
of the -great political parties had al-
ready signified their acquiescence witk
the platform formulated at the co%-
vention, but that in any case if it dfd
happen that none of the parties found
it convenient to adopt the plank, the
soldiers would form their owr party.
T'nis, .however. was a rather distapt
necessity.

- Plethera of Planks.

There were so many planks in the
platform adopted by the convention
that the executive decided to sum-
marize them into a concise readable
whole, and it will be the duty of a
special committee Alec. McGregor of-
ficiating as chairman, to sift the
wheat from the chaff and to give
the platform definite and conecrete
form.

Among the many planks given due
consideration will be that of grant-
ing widows of ex-service men an ex-

URGE LEGISLATION
10 REDUCE PRICES

Farmer and Commission Men
Another Remedy Sug-
gested by Women.

Various prices of the same article
of food as sold in city stores, the
milk situation as it affects the farmer
and the lkuyer. shortage of labor om
the farm and the co-operative stores
of ther UF.0, were among the things
discussed at a meeting of the Pro-
ducers’ and_ Consumers’ League, of
Ontario, held in the city hall yester-
day afternoon, Mrs, A. M. Huestis in
the chair.

Alderman Risk, who had made a
study of the milk supply for Toronto,
stated that 165,000 quarts were used
per day in the city. Some of the
milk when sold was 36 hours olg.
and this, when kept overnight was
48 hours old. The price to the con-
sumer is $3.25 for eight gallons, and
The  speaker
thought some arrangement should be
made to do away with a good deal of
the overhead 'expenses. He did not
blame the farmer nor the dairy, but
believed that some day there would be
a saving of four cents on the quart,
and expressed himself as strongly in
favor of municipal ownership.

Interesting details of conditions on
the farm were given by Mrs. F. E.
Webster of Creemore, representing the
women’s auxiliary of the U.F.O. She
instanced a case in which a ninety-
year-old father had no help on his
land but such as was given him by
two boys and a girl aged respectively
eleven, fourteen, and sixteen, the girl
cutting grain with her left hand ke-
cause she had a painful boil on her
other hand. Another man of 80 had
no help but from two girls. Still an-
other case was that of a woman
whose _husband had the “flu” She
had three little children, one an epi-
leptic, and no one but herself to do
the work. No help to be got any-
where. Forty per cent. of the popu-
lation had left the farms and homes
were lying vacant. The speaker also
told of the fruit going to waste on
the ground because there was neither
labor to collect it nor baskets to carry
it away. She brought a beautiful apple
and exhibited it as a specimen.

: . ' Comparison -of Prices.

Testimony to conditions was added
by Mrs, H. L. Laws, secretary of the
U.F.0.,, who -descrited an effort to do
away witH the middleman as illus-
trated by 'the U FLO. store at 130
East King street and of another about
to be established. Here produce came
from the farm to be handled by a man
who was paid a salary, thus doing
away with a good deal of the middle-
man’s profit, the dividends to be div-
ided amongst club members and those
holding participation certificates.

“Why do you want a wholesale or
retajl man?’ asked Mrs. Laws, “all
you want is a commission man and
a farmer.

Mrs,. Orr gave a  comparisen - of
pricgs of farm produce as sold in the
city, eggs ranging from 80 cents a
dozen in Parkdale, 72 cents on Col-
lege street,” and 58 on the farm with-
out express which would be - two
cents extra.

Mrs., Mclvor thought there should
be legislatien on the matter and that
this alone would ‘give a general’ rem-
edy. ;

Develop Family Feeling.

Naples, asking the legion to- commun-
icate with the greatest urgency the
“financial conditions and war materi-
als” of “that unit,” there being in
view a ‘“vast movement to impose on
the government at Rome the political
and economic recognition of Great
Bolshevik Russia.”

“Taking the favorable opportunity
afforded by the vast movement of,
the metal workers.” . the document,
added, “it has been decided to en-
large the movement, giving it a poli-
tical charactr.”

What Moscow Says.

London, Sept. 15.—Heavy engage-
ments with the Poles in the region to
the east of Brest-Litovsk and in the
Kovel area in Volhynia are reported
by the Russian soviet staff in Tues-
day’s official statement from Moscow.

“North of Kobryn (30 ngles east of
Brest-Litovsk) flerce fighting contin-
ues. In the Kovel region the soviet
troops were engaged with an enemy
column in the region of the Brest-
Litovek high:road. We have again
occupied  the town of Rohatyn (40
miles southeast of Lemberg). _

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The Tariff Inquiry.

The tariff commission opened its
sittings at Winnipeg on Tuesday, and
The Winnipeg Free Press believes that
the ‘hearings' before the commission
will remove many misunderstandings
and clarify the fiscal situation. 'The
Free Press would not have the east-
ern people believe that the bulk of
the westerners favor free trade. The
commission, it says, will adopt no new
fiscal’ policy for Canada, because the
present government is committed to

interruption since 1879. Conservative
and Liberal governments alike have
maintained a protective tariff f9r
nearly half a ceatury, and no consid-
erable body of public opinion
favor of free trade.

Thru Norman Lambert, secretary of
the National Council of Agriculture,
the organized farmers of western
Canada presented their argument on
Tuesday to the tariff .commission. Mr.
Lambert, it will be observed, shies like
The ’:Free Press from the advocacy
of free trade. It is a tariff for reve-
nue, he Say8 which the farmers desire,
and one from which the protective
brinciple is eliminated. However, as
the National Council of Agriculture
and the organized farmers of the west
insist upon free trade with the mother
country within five years, it is little
consolation for the manufacturers and
their employes to know that a linger-
Ing instead of a sudden death awaits
them. Free trade with Britain means
practically free trade with - all the
world, because goods from Germany,
France and the United States shipped

shipped from England into Canada
duty free. Much of the cutlery, for
exambple, shipped from Sheffield to
Canada before the war bore the leg-
end ‘“Made in Germany.”

The brief filed before the tariff com-
mission by the Canadian Manufactur-
ers’ Association wastes little time
with Mr. Lambert's “tariff for reve-
nue.” It plunges at once into a de-
fence of the principle of protection,
Rigid adherence to present schedules
is ot insisted upon. Indeed the manu-
facturers ask for the fullest investiga-
tion, and are quite satisfied to have
any duties reduced which are found
to be excessive. They say that the
average duties are moderate compared
with those of other countries, bteing
about on a level with the low tarift
schedules of the Underwood law in the
United States. The average duty
levied by the Dominion parliament on
all imported goods is a trifle over 14
per cent., and the average upoa duti-
able goods is 22 per cent.

These are not high duties and
surely there is not a man in the coun-
try unwilling to pay a trifle more for
goods made in Canada. Seven hun-
dred thousand wage earners work in
these Canadian factories, and they and
their dependents certainly have some
claim to consideration. Moreover, as
every other nation is armed to the
teeth with tariff munitions how can
Canada afford to go unarmed and be-
come the dumping ground for foreign
factories?

Within the tariff wall which keeps
out foreign importations the Canadian
manufacturers should compete. The
suspicion that they combine instead of

some popular dissatisfaction. Neither
the farmers nodr the manufacturers
touched on this delicate question, but
it ids one of great interest to the peo-
ple. The government must prevent
combinations in restraint of trade and
check prbfiteermg among those who

Public Ownership Scores.

Winnipeg Grain Growers’ Guide: The
municipal electric light and power
plant, owned and operated by Winni-
peg, has once more given a striking
demonstpation of the value of public
ownership efficiently administered. The
Winnipeg Eléctric Railway Co. oper-
ates three public utilities, street cars,
8as service and electric light and pow=-
er. O'u account of increasing cost of
operation the company has just secur-
ed permission from the public utilities
commissioner to again increase car
fares and gas charges. It made no at-
tempt, however, to secure higher rates
for either electric power or light, and
has made no claim that these services
are not profitable to the company. If
there had been no municipal light and
power system to compete with the com-
lpamly and compei efficient and econom-
cal management, there is no doubt
that the Winnipeg Electric would have
gmskgnd and probably secured an increase
in its lighting and power rates. As
it is the citizens of Winnipeg are still
getting electric light at three cents a
unit, and power at one cent, which is
only one-third of the rates charged by
the company before the establishment
of the publicly-owned plant.

“BACK TO THE DINNER PAIL" SHOULD BE A GOOD SLOGAN

FELLOW STUDENT

New Haven ¥outh Implicated
in Whiskey Smuggling
From Canada.

Woodsville, N.H., Sept. 15.—Robert

T. Meads of Legrange, Ill., the Dart-
mouth College junior, who shot and
killed Henry E. Maroney of Medford,
Mass., a fellow student, after a drink-
ing bout in a college dormitory, last
June, pleaded guilty to manslaughter
today. He was sentenced to serve 15
to 20 years at hard labor in the state
prison.

Meads’' plea and the sentence came
unexpectedly. In advance of his in-
dictment by the Grafton County grand
Jury yesterday, trial had been set for
next Monday, and the stage was being
prepared, with interest in the case
keen because of expected disclosures
regarding the smuggling of whiskey
into Dartmouth College from Canada,
during the last college year.

The grand jury’'s indictment was for
murder. Young Meads was taken to
the courtroom from the county jail in
the automobile of hid father, A. H.
Meads, Chicago, a lawyer, to make the
formal answer to the indictment this
afternoon. At the direction of the
court, the indictment for murder was
read, and Meads was asked his plea.
Cooly he replied “I plead guilty of
manslaughter.” The indictment was
handed to Judge John E. Allen of
Keene, who’ was presiding, and he
passed down to the clerk his written
sentence of not less than 15, or more
than 20 years at hard labor in state
prison.

Again Meads slfowed entire self-con-
trol, hearing the sentence without any
show of feeling. 'His father spoke with
him, and after a few minutes he was
returned to the jail, where he has
been since June. There his mother
and sister, who have lived nearby all
summer awaited him.

Story of the Crime.

Maroney, a senior, who had passed
all his examinations, and with -class-
mates was celebrating the approach-
ing commencement with a spree, was
killed by Meads in Maroney's room,
on the college campus in the early
morning of June 16. "

The Kkilling of Maroney by Meads
uncovered rum running operations at
Dartmouth College from Canada, in
which Meads was alleged to be a
leader. Maroney, a senior, went to
Meads’ room late on the night of June
15 to obtain more whiskey. There
was an argument over the price, in the
course of which a part of Meads stock
was taken without payment.

The celebrating students fled. Later
when Maroney entered his own room
he found Meads awaiting him, and
the shooting followed. Meads escaped
and set out towards the tracks of the
Boston. and Maine railroad. He met a
fellow student and prevailed on him to
accompany him. After walking several
miles the young men boarded an early
morning train, paying fares to Boston.
At .Franklin, Meads was apprehended
and returned to Hanover.

Whiskey From Canada.

In the investigation which followed,
officials found evidence that whiskey
had been run into the college town
from Canada, by students and others
for several months. They found a
cache of liquor in the basement' of
Meads’ domitory, and learned of week-
end trips by Meads and companions to
Montreal, sometimes by train, and at
other times by automobile.

President Barnest. M. Hopkins,
Dartmouth College, announced that the
activities of the rum-runners had been
causing  the college authorities con-
cern for some time, but that they were
convinced it was being done on only a
small scale; that but few students
were involved; and that with the ap-
prehension of Meads they felt the
operations would be stopped.

After Meads arrest, it was given out
that he intended to plead that he fired
In self-defense. The decision to plead
guilty followed a conference of counsel
with the presiding justice.

FATALITY AT MANILLA.

Lindsay, Ont., Sept. 15.—A sad fa-
tality occurred at Manilla, 18 miles
from here. Thomas Gray was en-
gaged in cleaning out a well and in
some unacocountable way the hook
became unfastened, allowing the buc-
ket, heavily laden, to fall into the
well, crashing on his head. He was
kilied instantly.

must be impressed, not only with the
vast resources of the Dominion, but
with the vigor and vision of those
men who years ago planned to make
it what it has become. They builded
better than they knew, and time alone
can show to what dimensions the
structure will grow.

Practically all resources of the
Dominion are demonstrated here, that
is all the material resources; the arts
have not been neglected, education
takes a more prominent position each
year, but except for the government
child welfare exhibits, the human re-
scurces have hardly been touched.

Angd it is just here that a great gap
is visible in an otherwise wonderful
show, and this is specially noticeable
in the woman’'s building, where wom-
an, the chief custodian of home and
life, should be demonstrating what
she is doing for the greater human
welfare of the Dominion.

True, certain evidences of women’s
dexterity are shown to a very limited
extent, but we fail to see any demon-
siration of those Wonderful activities
and talentss of the splendid construc-
tive abilities of Canadian women,
which have found expression during
the past 10 or 20 years, particularly
during the years of war.

Were a messenger from Mars to be
éropped into the Exhibition he would
learn a great deal about Canadisn
men, their industries, their vision,
their interests and abilities, but he
might well leave with the impression
that the interests of Canadian women
were restricted tog canning, knitting
and crochet.

However, there is hope, for we hear
that 1921 is to be a woman's vear.

It might have been better to call it
Home-makers’ Year, partly on the
grounds of our disapproval of any
cleavage between the interests of men
and women, but also because perhaps
the term home-maker is more in¢
clusive. It includes husband. childrem
family affection, love, happiness, pro-
tection, judgment and good-citizen-
ship in their broadest sense.

However, whether 1921 is to bé
Woman's or Home-makers’ Year, we
can safely predict certain actions on
the part of the directors, who, we feel
sure, are anxious for everyune to
know what Canadian women are, what
they have done and what they yet
can do. Of course, the directors will
begin by electing women upon their
board, who will be carefully chosen to
1epresent women’s national interests.

In order to accomplish thig they will
naturally call a conference of leading
women . from the great organizations
who wil] suggest nominations., From
such organizations as the Federal
Women’s Institutes, the United Farm
Women, IO.D.E. graduate nurses,
Women's Industrial Organization,
Social Workers and others.

The Canadian National Exhibition
Association is composed of 137 repre-
sentatives of manufacturing, agricul-
tural, educational and other Canadian
interests.

One hundred and thirty-seven might
surely include some few women with-
out any chance of danger to these
interests. One has only to go to the
Exhibition day by day to see how
women are manifesting their interest
in it, and how they contribute (with
the children) a large share of the daily
receipts.

It goes without saying that a large
building will be provided, for, ob-
viously, the present one is totally in-
edequate for the purpose, indced, the
present manufacturers’ building, plus
the present small women’s building,
would be none too large—for half .the
adult population and all the children
of the Dominion in their relation to

the home would find expressien in it.]

This building will, of course, contain
a conference hall, where women of the
cdifferent organizations may meet an-
nually their sisters from thruout the
Dominion.

We read that Manager Kent inti-
mated “that the directors have in
view the erection of a new transpor-
tation, a pure food and electric build-
ing and a temple of music.” Good!
and we teel sure that he is keeping a
surprise for ug all, a new woman's
building, which will be worthy of the
Exhibition.

FOR NEW SCHOOL

Trustees and the Ratepayers
Discusses Question at Large
Public Meeting.

One of the largest meetings of
school trustees and ratepayers ot
school section 26, Danforth Park, ever
held in the district took ‘place in
Secord school, Barrington avenue, last
night, E. Corlett occupied the chair,
and the chief topic of discussion was
the erection of a school in the western
section.

‘The trustees submitted three sites
for the proposed school building, one
which received most favor being a
piece of land on Coxwell avenue,

about three and a half acres, the prop-
erty of J. B. Harris, offered at $24,000.

D. McCarthy pointed out that the
land. altho suitable, was too near the
present: school and suggested a site
farther west. He stated that the resi-
dents in the eastern section would
befere long make application for a
school in their district.

The discussion on the sites submit-
ted provoked a debate which lasted
two hours, becoming at times very
heated. It was eventually decided to
instruct the school trustees, Messrs.
Jennings, C. L. Davis and Andrew
Grant, to look over the district and
select a site farther west, and report
at a meeting to be called at an early
date.

G. W. Anderson, principal, Secord
school, reported an attendance ot
1,004 pupils, with a staff of 21 teach-
ers, in the enlarged school, and all
rooms full. New pupils are being en-
rolled daily, showing the urgency of a
new district school.

D. McCarthy, C. W, Moore and other
residents were appointed to accom-
pany the trustees on their tour of
irspection. !

Preparations are being made, at
Simpson Avenue Methodist Church
for the unveiling of the bronze memo-
rial tablet to the memory of the 26
men of the church who fell in action
overseas. Attached to the tablet is a
metal box, hermetically sealed, con-
taining a record of the church in con-
nection with the war, and a full list
of the men who enlisted for service.

The unveiling ceremony, it is ex-
pected, will take place early next
month. !

|ROAD THRU PARK

IS BURNING TOPIC

Needed for Children Attend-
ing School—Abandon Fall
Fair Idea.

P ——

A roadway thru Prospect Park Ce-
metery for school chiluren ‘living on
Harvie avenue, Karlscourt, is still agi-
tating this district, and the consensus
of opinion is that it is up to the board
of education to provide this right of
way. The controversy dates back to
1911-12, and has been a bone of con-
tention ever since. .

Chas. T. Lacey, president of the
Fairbank G, W. V. A, and a former
school trustee for school section 15,
in a statement to The World said:

“In 1912 we hired two of the rooms
in Hughes Public School, but we soon
found this to be inadequate as the dis_
trict was growing rapidly. To make it
easiér for the school children to get
to school we suggested that a foot-
path should be made from Hatherly
road to McRoberts avenue, and after
the school board and York township
council had interviewed the cemetery
board, arrangements were made for
the township council to construct a
roadway—=a two-plank walk at its own
expense, and this was done.

“This road, however, is not used so
much these days as the population
on Harvie is greater than on Hatherly
road, and the portable schools are tak_
ing care of the children together with
‘the Fairbank - Public School on
Vaughan “road.

“The sum of $80,000, which the ce-
metery board are now asking for a
strip of roadway across their proper-
ty,” said Mr, Lacey, “is too absurd to
think of, but the cemetery board being
a private corporation can dictate its
own price unless the city will consent
to expropriate it.”

DR. J. MERRICK PASSES:
WAS GRENVILLE PIONEER

Ex-High Sheriff of Cork Indig- |
nant at Gen. MacCready's
Supposed Insinuation.

1,500;

Cork, Sept. 15.—General Sir Neville
MacCready, military commander in
Ireland, in a telegram to Harold Barry,
former high sheriff of Cork, who has
been active in the interest of the
eleven hunger-striking prisoners in

the Cork jail, was considered by the
recipient to have raised the question
whether certain of the prisoners were
really on a hunger strike—an imputa-
tion which the ex-sheriff in his reply
immediately repudiated.

General MacCready's message Tre-
ferred to the prisoners Upton, Reilly
and John Peter Crowley, and said:

“I understand these men are now
on a hunger strike, but if not they
will be tried as soon as possible.”

The general said he regretted Mr.
Barry would not attempt to persuade
the men to abandon their course of
refusing food, and declared that if
any of them died of hunger the re-
sponsibility would rest largely with
those who encouraged them to persist.

TROTZKY HAS ARRIVED
AT LIDA, LITHUANIA

Copenhagen, Sept. 15-—A despatch

to the Berlinske Tidende from XKovno
reports the arrival at Lida, Lithuania,
of Leon Trotzky, Russian B-lshevik
minister of war., Lida is occupied by
Russian troops. Trotzky’'s st=y in Lida,
the despatch adds. is not connected
with the Russian offensive.

New Red armies are being organized
in the Beresina and Upper Dnieper
River districts, and Trotzky is plan-
ning a great winter campaign against
the Poles, says a Helsingfors despatch
to the Politiken.

It is reported that offensive move-
ments by the Bolsheviki have already
begun at some points on the Polish
frontier.

Rails in Demand.

, 'The most favorable feature of the
etock market was the sustained de-
mand for rails. Denver and Rio
Grande proved an exception, how-
ever, the preferred shares breaking
severely on unconfirmed reports that
the federal court had ordered the
sale of the property in connection
with wWestern Pacific railway litiga-
tlon.

Qils, ranked with transportations in
activity and strength and steels, cop-
pers and equipments had their occa-
sional £purts with shippings, tobac-
cos; and miscellaneous specialties.
Gains were shaded at the close, how-
ever, on the wusual profit-taking
movement. Sales amounted to 575,-
000 shares. ;

Leadership of the bond market was
again assumed by the new French
eights, which rose to the maximum
of 1023%. losing one per cent.
Other foreign bonds were firm and
Liberty issues were steadier than at
any recent period. Total sales (par
value) aggregated $13,250,000.

BRAZIL AND MACKAY

France Is Reported a Buyer of
Wheat Futures in
Winnipeg.

Chicago, Sept. 15.—New export busi-
ness ténded today to check depression
of values in the wheat market. Prices
closed unsettled 1 to 11-2 cents lower
to a like advance, with December 2.41
to 2.411-4 and March 2.35. Corn lost
1-4 to 31-8 cents, oats finished un-
changed to 1-8 cent down, and pro-
vision# at a rise of 15 to 65 cents.

At first the wheat market was fn-
usually nervous, beginning with a little
show of strength, based on the smali-
ness of country offerings, but then
breaking sharply as a result of gossip
that for_elgn demand was very slow
Later, however, houses with seaboard
connections were good buyers ot
future deliveries. It was said also that
France bought futures at Winnipeg.
Assertions that millers were finding it
difficult to get choice spring wheat had
a further bullish effect on the Decem-
ber delivery. On the other hand,
speculative selling continued to kee‘p[
March relatively weak. ‘

Enlarged rural offerings pulled down |
the corn market, especially September
contracts. Reports of wet weather in
some sections, and of frost in Wyom-
ing, .exercised only a temporary bull-
ish influence. Oats were steadied by
short coverings. .

Higher quotations on hogs gave
strength -to provisions. Hogs reached
the topmost price level yet this year.

MAKES STRONG PLEA
FOR PROFIT SHARING

Cost Accountants’ President
Sees Chance for Uniting
Capital and Labor.

“T believe every effort made by
employers towards sharing ;profits
with their employes will save this
country and every other country a
great deal ' of trouble in connection
with differenees between capital and
labor.”

J. B. Nicholson, president of the
National Society of Cost Account-
ants, in an address last night to the
Canadian Society of: Cost Account-
ants, thus emphasized the importance
of a profit sharing plan being in-
stituted by employers.

The meeting, which' was held in
Foresters’ Hall, 22 College street,
fwas also representative of the Do-
minion Association of Chartered Ac-
countants, in annual convention here,
who suspended their night session to
allow their members to attend.

The profit sharing plan, said Mr.
Nicholson, had been adopted by a
number of American firms and was
being very favorably received by the
workmen. Where installed it acted
a’s an incentive to the workman to
give his best services to his employ-
er. The scheme also allowed him an
opportunity of keeping in close
touch with the buysiness and to be in
a position to know what the profits
were, as the scheme provided for a
labor representative on the board of
directors, The speaker <cited the
Willys-Overland Co., of Toledo, Ohio,
as the firm having perhaps the best
organized scheme.

“I belleve,” said the speaker, “that
the profit sharing plan is the best
effort of its kind to bring capital and
labor closer ~ together. In other
words, the rcapitalist is willing to
give some of his profits to the men
who have been responsible for its
making, while labor feels that it is
but getting what it justly deserves,
so that an amicable feeling between
the two is established.”

HITS GAS COMPANY
FOR RATE INCREASE

Speaker at Ratepayers’ Meet-
ing Advocates Buses for
Toronto.

“Motor Buses for Toronto,” was the
subject of an interesting address given
by J. C. Fitzgerald at the regular
monthly meeting of the Central Coun-
cil of Ratepayers’ Associations, held in
the city hall last night, George
Shields, president, in the chair.

The speaker pointed out that in
every city in which buses were oper-
ated with any degree of success, they
supplemented, rather than supplanted.
street cars and the rapid transit sys-
tem. In New York, London, Paris,
Brussels and elsewhere, the bus sys-
tem was operated in conjunction with
tramways. ‘The street railway can
secure advantages from the bus not
open to the independent operation,”
said Mr. Fitzgerald. “They can post-
pone indefinitely the building of cost-
ly track extensions, and can give bus
service on streets parallel to congest-
ed trackways, thus recouping the rail-
way for bus losses thru the attain-
ment of higher schedule speed on the
car routes. It can give short cut ser-
vice between factories and the resi-
dential districts of the workmen, thus
avoiding the transfer of large masses
of rush-hour riders at but one or two
overworked down-town intersections,
and finally it can use them in emer-
gencies during fires, breakdowns, etc.

“Therefore,”” said Mr. Fitzgerald,
“buses successfully supplement\tram-
ways, and the more they supplement
them, the greater should be their suc-
cess.”

Proceeding, the speaker claimed that
buses could fulfil this function to
great advantage in North Toronto,
and on that portion of Yonge street
extending from Front street to St.
Clair avenue., “Rel.ef,” he said, “could
be given where it is most required.
The cost of trackage and equipment
for car service in this district would
at present be almost prohibitive,

The speaker gave official figures of
the operating cost in Akron, Ohio, and
other cities, and pointed out that
buses, like street cars, must fall back
upon busy thorofares to make up for
deficiencies incurred in extending ser-
vice to such districts as North Tor-
onto.

TORONTO T0 FIGHT
PHONE RATE BOOST

Attorney - General Raney
Likely to Oppose for the

Government.

The \b_o:«xrd of control decided yes-
terday that Toronto would play a lone
hand in fighting the rate boost pro-
posed by the Bell Telephone Company.
The diseussion arose in. connection
with the reading of a letter from the
Assoclation of Canadian Municipal-
ities suggesting' co-operation in oppos-
ing the rate increase. It was decided,
however, to give other municipalities
the benefit of any facts or data bear-
ing on the phone issue. gathered by
this city's staff.

Singer, addressing the board,
urged that the city ask the Dominion
government to expropriate the inter-
ests of the Bell Telephone Company
and turn them over to.the provinces
of Ontario and Quebec.

Controller Cameron said he believed
provincial control was the only feas-
ible way of handling phone systems,
but Mayor Church opposed the idea of
expropriation.
