Enters Halifax Harbor

Headquarters of the Japanege Third
Army before Port Arthur, Noy. 28, vix
Tientsin, Dec. 9.—The general assatlt
on P Arthur, which began at noon,
Nov, 28, failed after furious fighting,
which lasted until after dawn of the
following day without cessation. For
Lours the whole western half of the
fortified ridge was deluged with heavy
shells, At noon the principal line of
fortifications was a perfect hell of
bursting shrapnel, and the spectacle
wias more wonderful than anything pre-
viously seen,

'The front lines of infantry, strongty
reinforeed, attacked simultaneously
dlong the entire line from East Kee-
kwan Mountain to West Rihlinlung
Mountain, Thru the haze caused by
the smoke of the bursting shells the
asgaulters could be seen emerging from
the covers of the parallels, as well as
swarming up the fortified right at ha.f a
dozen different points.

As fast as the aSsaulters were repuls-
ed, more Japanese swarmed up, only
to be mowed down in turn. The Rus-
sians resisted stubbornly.

At 9 o'clock the Japanese again cap-
tured the trench and made desperate,
but unsuccessful, efforts to cross the
pits. < The struggle continued until 2
a.m., when the Russians again re-
captured the trench, which was pile:
with dead bodies,  For over thirty yards
between the trenches “there
veritable shambles, The last fighting
was over the slain,

The first attempt to rush the north
Keekwan fort was made at 1 p.m., The
asraulters met with an awful fire from |
within and from ‘the Chinese wall in|
the rear of the fort.

The ramparts were black with bodies, |
The Japanese second assault gained a |
fecothold in the interior, where the de-|
fences were mobproof, with raised lines
of protected trenches in the rear of the
fort, where the machine guns swept the |
front of the fort and wall. 1

At 3 a.m. the Japanese established a |
trench line within the ramparts, which
they still hold. The attempt to rush
the interior of the fort failed, but por-
tions of the fort were temporarily occu-
pied. The defenders were annihilated.

The last effort of the assaulters was!
made at midnight, assisted by artillery.
The Russians fought courageously, en-
guged the Japanese with bayonets and
grenades at close quarters.

In the first assault against the ior:s{
o the eastern part of Rihlung Moun~i
tain, the Japanese failed to gain a foot-
hold, tho their artillery made the in-
terior forts a seething cauldron' of burst- |
ing shells. (

The attéempts to rush West Rihlung
also failed. The Japahese reached the
parapets from the moat, but fled from |
the fire within the fort. The walls
were black with assaulters; who were|
deluged with shells from the fort on
Antse Mountain, and from a fort in the
rear.

At 9 p.m. 2000 volunteers attacked
the supporting fort of Sungshu, intend-
ing to envelope the city from the west, |
and also to assist the assaulters of two |
Hihlung Mountain forts, This force en- |
gaged the Russians upon the fort hiil|
slopeg in a hand-to-hand mu-mnnm'.;
vhich lasted for two hours.

The Japanese assaulting the east and
west Rihlung Mountains attempted to|
rush the interior of the forts, estab-|
fishing trench lines inside the rampar:s. |

The struggle was absolutely h:meri
Lhand. The defenders of the greatest
part of the bombproofs on the lower|
levels of the fort were annihilated. and
the sections and cross sections of the|
bomb-proofs were piled with corpses.

The Japanese gained practically the
whole of the lower section of the fort,
Lut were mowed down by machine guns
and rifles when they attempted to as-
gault the higher levels.

At midnight, the column attacking
the supporting force of Sungshu Moun-
tain were compelled to retire, having
lost half their force.

“was not being supported by the gov=
ernment’” a protest was due, but that
protest should have gone to the prime
minister and the public, not to a promo-
ter who happened to be the friend of
Hon. A. G. Blair.

As chairman of the commission, Mr.
Rlair was responsible for the work it
performed, and if that work was being
impeded or impaired thru lack of pro-
per support from the government, Mr.
Blair was in all héonor and fairness
bound to take the public into the confl-
dence. But Mr. Blair appears to have
taken no one but David Russell into
bis confidence.

Referring to the ad-
mitted fact that the trusts contributed |
to the Republican campaign fund, and |

promise express or implied, he says that |
of course such a defence was merely a
subterfuge. “Everybody knows that |
the corporations do not contrlbute:
money except for business purposes,
and when a corporation contributes
money as a matter of business it means
that it is either paying for some favor |
already received or purchasing a favor
for future delivery.”

The best way to purify national
politics,” he continues, “is to be-
gin with the campaign fund. Votes
can not be bought unless there is
money with which to buy them:, and
money will not be subscribed to
buy votes if it must be subscribed
in the open and the corporation’s
interest in the result be known to
the publicc What argument can
be made against the publication in
advance of the election of the
money subscribed for the campaign?
What right has a party which ap-
peals to the public to conceal from
the public the purpose of its vic-
tory? And how can the purpose of
a victory be better determined than
by an examination of the campaign
contributions? Not only ought the
larger contributions to be made
public before the election for the
information of the public, but it
would be well to require a publica-
tion of the principal expenditures of
the committees. The use of enor-
mous campaign funds collected from
the trusts can not be continued
without danger to the country.”
An enactment of this kind is no less

imperatively negeded in Canada. The
trusts and corporations of this country
are no less active in their own interests
than are those of the United States
and their relations are so intertwined
in many cases that the Dominion is
actually being utilized and exploited
for the benefit of outside aggregations
of capital. It is the trust influence
exercised upon members of the legis-
lative bodies which renders it almost
impossible to obtain the passage of acts
conserving public rights and effecting
reforms necessary for the public wel-
fare. There cannot be the slightest
doubt ' that publicity is the greatest
deterrent to those who are continually’
attempting to debauch the electorate
and to acquire improper power over
the members of our popular and other
assemblies for their own ends. Pub-
licity means exposure and exposure is
of all things the most dreaded. To se-
cure by the publication of all campaign
contributions and expenditures the
substantial purity of our federal and
provincial elections is an object which
should receive the approval and sup-
port of every citizen who desires to sce
parliament and the legislative assem-
blies truly representative of the peo-
ple’s will and using their powers exclu-
sively for the public good.

BRITAIN AND NEUTRALITY.

Considerable feeling has undoubt-
edly been excited in Japan over the
large contraband trade done in Britain
on Russian account.
alone at least 400,000 tons and probably
much more are believed to have found
their way into Russian hands, mainly
thru German agents. Large quantities
of ammunition are Aalso understood to
have reached Russia indirectly from
English sources. On the other hand
Japan hergelf has purchased in Cardiff
at least 70,000 tons of the very best de-
seription of smokeless steam coal, and
since Nov. 17 ten or twelve steamers
have been chartered for its conVeyance
to the east. In Februdry, March and
April last it is estimated that 200,000
tons of Cardiff steam coal was shipped
directly or indirectly on Japanese ac-
count, but since April the bulk of the
shipments have been of a speculative
character.” Cardiff merchants, however,
say that in no case has there been di-
rect dealing with the Russian or Jap-
anese governments, and on no occasion

were they informed regarding the pur- |

poses of the shipments which were
made in the ordinary course of trade.

When the sailing of the Baltic fleet

became probable Great Britain some
months ago intimated that the ships
would not be allowed to coal at British
ports on its way eastward, and on this
account Russia was obliged to postpone
the departure of the fleet until other
In view
of the situation at Port Arthur it is
clear that action on the part of the
3ritish government has been of inesti-
mable benefit to Japan, and the Japan-
ese people freely recognized at the
time the strictness with which Britain
was carrying out her duty as a rieutral,
It is evident enough, at least with 1e-

CASUALTIES ON GREAT LAKES.

During the Past Season They Have
Been Fewer Than for Years.

Chicago, Dec. 9.—Sailing the great

lakes during the season of navigation
just closed has probably been the
healthiest occupation in which men

are engaged in earning a livelihood.
The figures complied up to the close
of the season show that a smaller
number of people who sailed the lakes
were lost than for a quarter of a cen-
tury past. The total number of dead
{was 49, compared with 66 in 1896, 88 in
1897, 95 in 1898, 100 in 1899, 110 in 1900,
122 in 1901, 140 in 1902, and 94 in 1903-

But two sailors lost their lives in
what might be called shipwrecks.
This is in striking contrast with the
two preceding seasons, where a number
of crews were lost by the sinking of
their vessels. One of the two lived un-
til he got ashore, and died from exhaus-
tion in the woods.

The largest item of losses was men
falling overboard, eighteen being cred- |
ited to that cause. All but two of these |
occurred in harbors. Eleven sailors
fell into the hold of ships and were !
killed, and nine were killed by machin- ,
ery, either aboard ship or on docks.
One was burned, one committed suicide |
and two dropped dead from heart dis-
ease. The largest number lost at one |
time was four, who were drowned by
the capsizing of a small boat in the St.
Clair River.
| Lake Erie again leads with the larg-
{est number of «asualties, nineteen
losses taking place on that lake. Eleven
sailors were lost on Lake Superior, nine |
on Lake Michigan, seven on the St. |
Clair and Detroit Rivers, two on Lake
Huron and one on Lake Ontario.
| The small number of the season’s
| dead is ascribed by vesselmen to two
causes; one was that there were no
great storms during the entire period |
of navigation. In fact, the season was
remarkably free from dangerous gales;
the other reason was the absence of
fog to a remarkable degree, which |
tended to prevent disastrous collisions.

Not a passenger was lost or even re-
ported as being hurt on any of the
,1akes, altho millions were carried.

Flagging had been the first system
adopted, then gates. That the latter
had not shown palpably superior ad-
vantages was shown by the record dur- |
ing one year that 40 per cent. of the
accidents in Massachusetts had been
where gates were used. No general
solution applicable to all localities could
be formulated. Whether to elevate or
depress tracks was a question to be de-
cided by surroundings. Track eleva-
tion was the ideal method. Its practi-
cability had been proven in Chicago.
Adjacent property was not damaged,
streets not blocked, and traffic not’
bhindered by grading, while the general
appearance was superior. As against all
this, there was greater cost.

The subway with tracks raised and
street depressed brought less damage
tc property, but there was its tunnel-
like character, and no such plan should
be resorted to unless there was assur-
ance of adequate drainage.

The third possibility was the over-
crossing, a simple bridge of steel or ma-
sonry, or the street might be raised to
gsome extent, in which case deprecia-|
tion of property was to be reckoned
upon. A viaduct might be preferable.
It was often possible to reduce cost oy |
closing streets and diverting traffic, |
thus obviating the need for other con-
struction work.

It appears that it is preferable to
these people to believe the lies manufac-
tured out of whole cloth by irrespon-
sible hangers-on of the Liberal party
than believe the actual - truth, simply
because it does not suit their purpose
that the truth should be known.

Public Property Soon.

AMAZING SPEED OF WABASH TRAIN

Traveled at Rate of 87 Miles an
Hour Between St.Louis and Buffalo

According to a speed recorder con-
nected with the Buffalo and Susque~
hanna private car “Sinnemahoning,”
in which the New York State World's
Fair Commission traveled to and from
St, Louis, Wabash train 16 made a run
on the Detroit division Friday night,
Dec. 2, at the rate of 87 miles an hour.
It was a remarkable performance, and
shows steam power is still capable of
great things. The Detroit division is
well adapted for speeding. Members of
the commisgsion noted that they seemed
to be traveling a little faster than they
had ever before moved., They looked
at the recorder and saw 756 miles an
hour registered. But the indicator be
gan to move further around until a
maximum of 87 miles was reached.

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Wheat—There has been an extremely er-
ratic wheat market to-day.

Weather predictions: are
for a break in the drought in the south-
west.  Primary receipts  were 809,000,
against 796,000 a year ago. The Modern
Miller said wheat suffered from dry weath-
er, but the crop would be helped materially
‘Ix,v predicted break-up of drought. On
any further advance, we think wheat might
be sold for a turn. It is only a scaiping
market.

Corn—Shorts covered quite generally to-
day because of the cloudy conditions over
the corn belt, and the official predictions
of a breaking of the drought to-morrow.
Unsettled weather would probably in-
crease the difficulties now encountersd in
getting the corn to the market. Private
elevators turned out 16,000 bushels con-
tract corn to-day. Argentine shipments
were lighter than last year, at 1,928,000
| bushels. - Export trade was slow, and bids
[ low. Corn does mnot show very miuch
| strength or resistance, but prices look very
low compared with wheat.

Oats— Were quite firm to-day, with other
grains, but trade was light, and fear of
heavy deliveries is holdiug back buy-
ors.

Provisions—There was a larger provision
trade to-day, and prices showed considera-
ble strength, with some increase in the
general business. Packers are generally on
the buying side.
