againat the peril of a Japaness invasion.

. ine,” he says, ‘“has only two
enemies to fear, nmamely, Japan alone or
China encouraged and eupported by Ja-
pan. The former comstitutes a real danger,
for Japan has much ¢o gain and little to
risk, and her isclated position makes her
almost invulnerable to us. She could in
a few weeks throw 100,000 men into Indo-
China and easily reinforce this firet land-
ing party.

““The first phase of such a stroggle would
oonsist of Japen’s efforts to secure mas-
tery of the sea, in order to reinforce her
troops. Owing to Japan’s great superior
ity in naval forces in the far eastern
watems, our feeble division would not risk
a decisive battle, but would fall back upon
our naval base, Seigon. There it would

“be blockaded as the Russians were block-
sded at. Port Arthur. One di-
vision thug bottled up, Japan could op-
pose the junction of the blockaded ships
with the relief squagron, and having se-
eured the mastery of the eed, the Japan-
ese transports would be free to land in-
wading forces. She has two admirable
anchorages ready for her transports at
Kamranh Bay and Port Bayot. 8he
probably would take the first as nearer
to Saigon. Japan would thus be estab-
lished upon the sea route connécting Ton-
quin and OCechinChina, and who could
prevent it? In the present condition of

our defence, could we resist .an attack?
Evidently nof and within a brief time
Indo-China would be the prey of the in-
vader.”

The report then examines the means
which it is necessary to adopt for the de-
fence of the colony, and says the solution

Indo«China, so that the cclony may be
eble to defend itself for several months
against the Japanese until French naval
divisfons reached the theatre of opera-
tions.

The programme to accomplish this con-
sists of a large augmentation of the naval
forces in the Far East, an increase of the
military force of occupatpon to a minimum
of 55,000 men, the establishment of strong
naval bases at Saigon, Kamranh Bay, Al-
long Bay and Pulccondor, and 'the estab-
lishment of torpedo boat and submarine
boat stations at Cape St. James, Kam
ranh Bay and Turan.

The meport concludes with asserting that
it would be peurile to disregard the gravi-
ty of the situation. Therefore it is ne-
cessary to make some sacrifices to place
Indo-China 1n readiness to meet the shock.

Detailed estimates are given of the cost
of the work mamely the fortification of
Tonquin, guns and armament, $22,000,000;
ocoast defences, including strengthening the
naval base ab Saigon, $14,000,000; and the
establishment of torpedo and other sta-
tions, $6,000,000, a total of $42,000,000. The
deputy 'is a member of the epecial parlia-
mentary committee on naval affairs, which
appointed him to submit a report with a
programme of the defences necessary to
place Indo<China in a condition to resist
attack.

Z., and in Japan, where the
i iety consists chiefly of the pro-
fensors and graduates of the Imperiad Uni-
versity.

In this country, where the movément
was started in 1878 by Dr. Felix Adler of
New York, there were but three societies
ot the end of the first decade. The Phila-
delphia Society which has been celebrat-
ing its twentieth birthday, end was the
hostess of the recent mational gathering,
has, in an entire gemeration, enrolled &
total of 600 ‘members; 175 -of whom are
active members at the present time. ‘I'his
sociéty i8 the latgest in the list outside of
New York, the othérs being locgted in
Chicago, St. Louis, ¥ ira, N. Y., and at
Harvard University, Cambridge, where a
small cirele of strdents bias et enlisted.

The plan of the promoters of the move-
ment has been, it seems, more of the in-
tensive than extensive ofdeér, and to
strengthen and make périanent the roots
of its effort to bring together in practical
co-operation and a scheme of mutual in-
epiration those who desire to determine
the lines of moblest living; to satisfy the
intellectual craving for right thinking; for
right feelings and to-translate their ideals
of life into action. The growth in numbers
during the thirty years in which the organ-
ized work has been going on in the Unite
States can searcely be regarded as an €m-
couraging or pointed indication that the
mefhods of the society present the most
effective way of promoting, in this country
at least—and mowhere is it more needed—
that great desideratum of every age and
land, the character-building that develops
sensitive public conscience and high and
fine standards of social obligation.

The chief encouragement which the lead-
ers receive is that which comes from the
recent extension and apparent acéeptabil-
ity of their propaganda in some foreign
countries. After nearly mine years, it ap-
pears, there are now fair prospects of hold-
ing a second International Ethical Con-
gress which shall once more emphasige
the basis for common enthusiash and
strengthen the existing bonds between the
societies. The centtes in Europe, as sliso
the American Ethieal Union, have agreed
to the congress being held in London, and
the date has been fixed for nexb Beptem-
