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CONSTITUTION AND BY-LAWS

OF THE

Province of Quebec Rifle Association,

CONSTITUTION

As Revised b May, 1881

1. That this Association be called the Province of Quebec
Rifle Association,” and shall have for its object the encourage-
ment of rifle shooting in the Province.

2. Any person subseribing two dollars to the funds of the

Association shal' be a member thereof for the year in which
such sulm-ripliun shall be made

3. A donation of twenty dollars in cash, at any one time,
for that express purpose, or of a prize of not less value than
forty dollars, to be competed for at the annual prize meeting,
shall make the donor eligible for election as a life member at
next annual meeting of Council.

4. Any regularly constituted Rifle Association or Corps
subseribing ten dollars or upwards, per annum, to the funds
of the Association shall be considered as being in connection
with it, and shall be entitled to a number of memberships, for
competition only, in the proportion of one for every dollar so
subscribed. The Association thus affiliating is to select from
its members the persons to hold such memberships.

5. There shall be a Patron and Vice-Patrons named by the
Council. (The Lieutenant-Governor of the Province of Que-
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bec, for the time being, shall be respectfully requested to
become “ Patron.”)
6. There shall be a President to be elected at the annual

business meeting of the Association,

7. There shall be four Vice-Presidents — one for each
Brigade Major’s Division—to be elected in the same manner as

® 0 the President.

B 8. There shall be a Council composed as follows, viz:
1st. Two members from each Brigade Major's Division

. to be elected annually at the business meeting.

2nd. One n-]n'uwnluli\'«- member from each affiliated

Association or Corps in this Province.

l)qfl;llt}‘

9. The President, Vice-Presidents, the District
Adjutants-General of Militia and Brigade Majors, for Province

of Quebec, shall be members “ ex officio” of the Council. Five

members of Council shall form a quorum, and in the event of

vacancies occurring in the elective members, from any cause

whatever, the remaining members of the Council sha!l have

the power of filling such vacancies. All members of Council,

i excepting representatives of affiliated Associations, must be

individual members of the Association.

10. Ropl'cwnl:lli\'w to the Council shall be chosen by the

Associations they represent, and the names of delegates when

changed shall be sent to the Secretary at least one month

prior to the annual meeting.

é 11. The Council shall, at its first meeting, choose from its

members a chairman.

12. There shall be a Secretary and a Treasurer, both to be

appointed annually by the Council, and holding office during

pleasure.

! 13. The Council shall have the sole management of the

income and funds of the Association, rendering an account to
the yearly meeting, such account having been previously
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andited by a person or persons, not members of the Council,
who shall be annually named by the Council for that purpose.
The Council shall also have the entire management and super
intendence of the affairs and concerns of the Association, and
shall or may do all such acts or deeds as shall appear to them
necessary or essential to be done for the purpose of carrying
into eftect the object and views of the Association.

14. The Council shall be regulated in their proceedings '{\
such By-laws as may from time to time be enacted by them
no By-law being in any case altered or new one proposed,
without at least one month’s notice of such intention being
given to each member of Council

15. The Annual Prize Meeting shall be held at such time and
place as may be determined on by the Council, and the prizes
shall be competed for in accordance witl, such regulations as
may be passed from time to time by the Council.

16. An Annual Report, embracing an audited account of the
tinances, shall be drawn up by the Secretary, and shall ( having
been previously submitted to the Council) be published as soon
aiter the prize meeting as may be found practicable.

17. An Annual Business Meeting of the members of the
Association, for the election of Officers and Council, who shall
assume office on first day of succeding January, and the trans
action of other business, shall be held at such time and place
as may be determined on by the by-laws,

16. No alteration in the Constitution shall be made. exceplt

by a resolution duly passed at the annual business meeting or
some adjournment thereof, and no such resolution shall be pro-
posed unless a notice in writing of the terms of such resolu-
tion, signed by two members as proposer and seconder thereof’
shall have been given to the Secretary one month at least
previous to the annual business meeting, at which the same
s 1o be proposed, and it shall be the duty of the Secretary to
immediately notify all members of the Association of such pro
posed amendments, and also to post them on the bulletin board
at the opening of the annual matches.
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BY-LAWS

A+ Revised Hth May 1881

1. The Annual Business Meeting of the Association shall
be held on the second day of the annual matches.

2. There shall be two ordinary meetings of Council, the
first of which shall be held immediately after the annual busi
ness meeting of the Association, and the second at such other
time as the Council may then determine upon,

3. Extraordinary meetings shall be summoned by the Sec
retary, if required, by any six members of the Council; notifi
cation being sent to each member of the Council at least ten
days previous to such meeting, and the requisition for the
meeting and the notices to the members must state the object
or objects of such extraordinary meetings.

4. The Council shall keep minutes of its proceedings at all
meetings, which shall be entered in a book, kept for that pur
pose, by the Secretary, open to the inspection of all members
of the Council, and published with the annual report.

5. There shall be a Finance Committee consisting of three
members of the Council, to be chosen at their tirst meeting.

6. The Treasurer shall deposit from time to time in such
Chartered Bank as the Finance Committee may direct, all
sums of money received by him on behalf of the Association.

7. All expenditure for current expenses, which may be
required by the Secretary, must be authorized by the signature

of a member of the Finance Committee, and the Treasurer

shall pay all orders duly signed in such manner. Other expen-
ditures of a general nature are to be made only upon the
authority of the Council of the Association.

8. A detailed statement of all Receipts and Expenditures
shall be rendered anrually to the Council by the Treasurer.

Though a very considerable increase was last year made to
the prize list competed for at the Annual Prize Meeting (about
six hundred dollars), it is to be regretted that the number of
competitors was no larger than in preceding years; and one
great reason for this, it is believed, was the inability of the
Executive to obtain Martini Henry rifles from the Depart.-
ment, as heretofore, thus causing a very serious change in the
programme at the last moment. It is to bhe hoped, however,
that the Association may reap the benefit of this increase in
future years, and to insure this, perhaps it would be well to
consider if the time for holding the Annual Prize Meeting is
the most convenient for competitors from all parts of the Pro
vince, and whether it might be another inducement to rifle-
men to add a match for young shots,

At the last annual business meeting of the Association a
resolution was passed and a committee named for the purpose
of considering whether or not revision of the Constitution
and By-Laws could be made, tending to its advantage. A
teport on this subject will, doubtless, be submitted by that
committee, which should receive the serious consideration of
the meeting.
