Fredericton, N. B., March 12—There is 
a general impression here resulting from 
statements made unofficially by members 
of the present government that Premier 
Murray and his ministers will hand 
their resignations to the lieutenant-gov­
ernor early this week.

The elections took place on February 
24 and February 26 and if the rumor 
is correct the Murray government will 
be quite as prompt in bowing to publié 
opinion as the Robinson government was 
in 1908. The elections took place that 
year on March 8, but the Gloucester 
county election was on Monday March 1. 
Premier Robinson and his colleagues 
handed in their resignations on March 18 
and the new premier, Mr. Hazen, took 
six days before he announced his new 
government, which was sworn in on 
March 24.

Leslie Steadman of Moncton, brake- 
man, in the employ of the I. C. R- met 
his death early this morning in the 
Island Yard. He was crossing a 
track when he was struck by the 
incoming Halifax express, Engineer 
Anderson. The train was brought to a 
standstill and the engine crew carried his 
mangled body into the Island Yard tele­
graph office, where, about twenty min­
utes later he passed away.

Mr. Steadman was a brakeman on the 
way express and arrived in the city on 
Saturday evening with his train. He was 
due to leave again this morning. He 
went out to the Island Yard office this 
morning about six o’clock to get his or­
ders. After getting them he left the of­
fice and was starting to cross the track, 
when operator Bradley called to him, 
warning him that the Halifax express 
would overtake him. He continued on 
his way, thinking that he could cross the 
track before the express overtook him. 
He had crossed the first rail of the track 
and was just clearing the northern rail 
when the fender of the express train 
caught him, throwing him to the ground. 
The wheels of the engine passing over 
his legb badly mangled the body.

Station Agent L. R. Ross was notified 
and he notified Coroner Kenney. On his 
instructions the body was removed to 
Chamberlain’s undertaking rooms to 
await instructions from the family.

The Chine** foreign office announced 
on February 9 that it would sever diplo­
matic relations with Germany if the 
unrestricted submarine warfare decree 
was put into effect. On March 4 the 
Chinese cabinet agreed that relations 
should be broken but President LI Yuan 
Heng refused to accept the decision of 
the ministers and Premier Yuan Chi Jui 
resigned. Three days later, however, the 
premier resumed office after President 
Li Yuan Heng had agreed to give the 
cabinet full power to frame the coun­
try’s foreign policy also on condition that 
parliament should vote on the question 
of a breach with Germany.

There have been reports from numer­
ous sources that China was contem­
plating not merely the severance of rela­
tions but an actual alliance with the 
Entente. A dispatch from Peking on 
March 8 stated that the Chinese foreign 
minister was sounding the ministers of 
the Entente as to the conditions under 
which the Allies would be willing to 
accept China as a partner.

Peking, March 12—A mesage sent by 
Dr. Sun Yat Sen to Premier Lloyd 
George urging English officials to cease 
striving to induce China to join «the En­
tente, has been widely published in China. 
Tiie Chinese newspapers attack the mes­
sage as ridiculous and ridicule Dr. Sun 
Yat Sen’s suggestion that if China threw 
in lier lot with the allies It might pro­
voke another Boxer uprising with a mas­
sacre of foreigners and create dissension 
among the members of the Entente.

The newspapers deny that China is 
being coerced by England and declare 
that Dr. Sun Yat Sen is unwarranted 1n 
an assertion he makes that a Mohamme­
dan uprising is possible. They condemn 
the radical leader as a trouble-maker.

A king’s scout must first of all be a 
first class scout, which honor alone calls 
for a general knowledge of scouting, for 
a first class scout must pass many dif­
ficult tests before winning his badge.
Then, too, the candidate for the higher 
honors must be fully qualified to wear 
four of the following proficiency badges 
(of which the pathfinder badge is 
pulsory) : Ambulance, cyclist, marksman, 
pathfinder, signaller, fireman and res­
cuer. ...

The proficiency badges which the 
king’s scout must be qualified to wear 
are all public service badges, that is, the 
training that is necessary before the 
badges can be worn, for the scout to be 
of service to the public in a general way.
A king’s scout can make himself gener­
ally useful at a fire or in the case of an 
accident or a drowning he can render 
first aid. Then there is the knowledge 
he has gained through the pathfinder 
badge which is compulsory. The scout 
must have a general knowledge of the 
district in which lie lives, so that he 

be of service in the way of direct­
ing strangers ffrom one place to another, 
etc. Another important condition is that 
the king’s scout must submit to re-ex­
amination annually.

The following are extracts from let­
ters from a second lieutenant in the 
Royal Flying Corps:

“Since starting my course of instruc­
tion in the R. F. C. I have noticed what 
a great help the scout work lias been 
to me and in some lines it has eliminated 
a very great part of the hard work. A 
fellow does not realize how much good 
the scouts have done him until he comes 
in contact with fellows who were not for­
tunate enough to have that training.

“A fellow lmrdly realizes the great 
advantage he has over the average man 
in the army, if per chance he lias a lit­
tle scouting. For instance, I have been 
exempted already from signalling in­
structions which is about one tenth of 
the course, and then when I was called 
to lecture to the class in first aid, it took 

breath away, not to mention being I

Let us sec what this implies. If tile 
idea of national thrift were really to 
spread among us, there would be ho 
more purchases of mere luxuries, or 
tldngs that could be done without ; ho 
more motors, no theatres (save where 
the work is voluntary and the money for 
the war), no new clothes—they Would 
become a badge of shame—no books, 
no pictures, no new furniture, no new 
carpvts, no victrolas, and for our chil­
dren no new toys'savc such as can be 
made by the affectionate industry of a 
father working overtime with bits of 
stick and cardboard.

Such a programme would threaten to 
wipe out manufacturers and knock down 
dividends like ninepins. At first sight, 
a manufacturer, reading such an article 
as this, turns pale with indignation and 
contempt. Let him wait. Let us fol­
low the money that is saved a little fur­
ther and see what happens to it.

Every cent of the money that can be 
gathered up by national thrift should 
be absorbed by national taxes and na­
tional loans. Our present taxes are, for 
war-time, ridiculously low as far as all 
people of comfortable, or even of decent, 
means are concerned. And they are 
made with one eye on the supposed 
benefit to industry. We need a blast 
of taxation—real taxation, Income tax 
and all, that should strike us like a 

of German gas. As things are, 
we should go down before it. Armed 
with the new gas helmet of national 
thrift we could breathe it easily enough 
and laugh behind our goggles.

Over above the taxes we need a suc­
cession of government patriotic loans, 
not money-lenders’ loans at market and 
super-market rates, but patriotic loan^ 
in the real sense, at a low rate of inter­
est, let us say four per cent., and issued 
in bonds of twenty-five dollars, with a 
dollar a year as interest.

The people, one say, will not sub­
scribe. Then, if not, let us perish; wc 
do not deserve to win the war.
