“Our captain said to us, at the mo­
ment for the charge. “You will have to 
run hard, for we are in the first wave 
of men," and we did run. When we 
came to the first trench we leaped over 
It with a stab at the occupants. You 
could' hear nothing but the hoarse 
breathing of your neighbors and the 
roar of the guns. Bullets whistled about 
everybody’s ears from one side, evident­
ly from machine guns.

The situation on the eastern front is little changed, according 
to the latest official reports. Teutonic gains near Dvitisk and in 
Volhynia seem fairly well offset by the reported progress of the 
Russians in the central sectors, where they are admittedly on the

Then at 4.Î5 
o’clock on Saturday morning, the real 
cannonade began. Along our section of,
•ay, five miles, there must have been 
8,000 shells fired In five minutes. The 
bombardment was the biggest thing in 
the history of ■ the war. The flash of 
guns was so continuous as to give an al­
most unbroken light in the grey dawn.
Four Shells for Every Yard.

“The earth shook as in continuous 
ague. We had guns everywhere and all 
were firing their hardest at carefully re­
gistered points in the German trenches.
For every yard of trench four shells fell 
within five minutes, and each shell had 
a radius of destruction of at least twenty 
yards. After five minutes there was a 
second’s pause. The guns were switch­
ed to longer ranges, and the Infantry be­
gan Its work.

REV. N. FRANCHETTE 
OF HARTLAND WEDS

Paris, Oct. 2—German troops have re­
lieved the Austrian forces on the first 
line along the bank of the Danube, ac­
cording to the Petit Parisien’s Bucharest 
correspondent. He adds that “a Ger­
man battalion which tried to cross the 
river at Semendria on last Saturday was 
destroyed. A detachment coming to its 
help in a barge was drowned. Several 
attempts at various places to cross the 
river were repulsed with heavy losses.

"Bulgarian soldiers are deserting in 
large numbers and taking refuge in 
Roumania. Eight hundred arrived on 
Thursday at Calafat. Most of them be­
longed to the cavalry regiment at Widin. 
A majority of the men saved their equip­
ment. They declare that the Bulgarian 
women are doing their utmost to pre­
vent the men from joining the coldrs,

and that the soldiers will throw down 
their arms on the first occasion on which 
they meet "the Russians. The^add that 
the gulf between the people and the gov­
ernment is increasing, and that M. Stam- 
buliwski, the leader of the Agrarians, 
has presented a new petition to King 
Ferdinand."

Douglas Sladen’s Twenty Years of 

My Life (E. P. Dutton & Co.), al­
though it opens with an autobiographic­
al sketch, is really more about the lives 
of other people than it is about him­
self. It is a book of memories and an­
ecdotes of the interesting persons whom 
Mr.- Sladen met before, during and af­
ter his editorship of the English Who’s 
Who. Says the author in his preface:

The twenty years of my life which' I 
here present to readers are the twenty 
years which I spent at 82 Addison 
Mansions, Kensington, during which X 
was in constant intercourse with most 
of the' best known writers of the gen­
eration. The book is, therefore, largely 
taken up with personal reminiscences 
and impressions of them—Indeed, not a 
few of them, such as Conan Doyle, J. K. 
Jerome, I. ZangwiH, H. A. Vachell, 
Charles Garvice, Eden Phiilpotts, Mr. 
and Mrs. C. N. Williamson, Mrs. Crok- 
er, Mrs. Perrin. Madame Albanesi, 
Compton Mackenzie and Jeffery Far- 
nol’s mentor, wrote specially for this 
book an account of the circumstances 
which led to their being authors.

“For it must be remembered that the 
majority of authors start life In some 
other profession, and drift into author­
ship as they discover their aptitude for 
it Conan Doyle was a doctor in busy 
practice when he wrote The White Com­
pany. Jerome was a lawyer’s clerk 
when he wrote Three Men in a Boat, 
both Hardy and Hail Caine began, as 
architecte; ZangwiH was a teacher, and 
W. W. Jacobs was a clerk in the gener­
al post office.

Many of the reminiscences have to do 
with American writers and customs. 
During his first trip to America in 
1889, Mr. Sladen wrote: ‘T was sitting 
next to H. M. Alden, the editor of 
Harper’s Magasine, one night at din­
ner. Suddenly he pulled out his watch. 
‘It is now nine o’clock,’ he said; .‘at this 
moment there are 100,000 people in Am­
erica writing poetry, and 
will send it to me.’”

Early Career of Arthur Conan Doyle.

Of all the men who used to come to 
No.-82 Addison Mansions, Mr. Sladen 
recalls none were more identified with 
the success of Jerome’s two periodicals, 
The Idler and Today, than Arthur Con­
an Doyle and Israel Zangwill, and the 
former had been writing for ten years 
before he achieved commanding suc-

“While he was in Japan, he lived ii 

a native hbuse in Azabu outside Treaty 
limits, receiving permission to do su 
under the legal fiction that he was tu­
tor to the daughter of the wealthy Jap­
anese who lent him the house under a 
similar fiction. It was just outside th,' 
Azabu Temple, a favorite resort for 
holiday makers, and had delightful 
bamboo brakes, whiclr rustled rhythm to 
Arnold in his garden.

“The house had its proper parapher­
nalia of shifting wooden and pgipac, 
shutters, thick padded mats of primrose 
straw, flat cushjpns to kneed on; flat 
quilts to' sleep on, tobacco-stoves, finger- 
stoves and kakemonos. It was so na­
tive that you always had to t^ke off 
your boots when you went to see him. 
Here he wrote, The Light of the World, 
and he used to, read it to me batch by 
batch as he finished it

“His manuscript was most edifying; 
he wrote a beautiful scholarly hand, full 
of character, rather like the hand of 
Lanfranc, who was Archbishop of Can­
terbury in the reign of William the 
Conqueror. ' He did very little sight­
seeing or bargaining. His time was 
taken up with receiving Buddhist ab­
bots and the sages who, by extraordin­
ary abstinence and striking concentra­
tions of mind and will, had acquired 
supernatural powers, jufct as Hall Caine 
used to see the leading Mohammedan 
‘ulema’ in Egypt. They had a profound 
respect for him. I always fancy that 
Arnold had in his mind some magnum 
opus on those eastern superhumans, 
which he never gave to the world.”

Our general was killed 
last week while going about in what 
was considered a safe place.

Well, I think I have Said enough. War 
is horrible and I shall be pleased when 
it is over. X crept outside our trenches 
a few nights ago and brought in a 
beautiful Turkish Mauser rifle and 
munition belt. Ï intend to keep it as a 
trophy and to use it if necessary in self 
defense. You cannot show a Anger above 
the trenches in the daytime with­
out bringing down a stream of Turkish 
fire.

I cannot say when we are going to ad­
vance, but xl believe we are waiting fdr 
the Anglo-French troops to advance 
from the south and join on our right. It 
may be a long time before we get to 
Constantinople.

We lost very few men because they 
were under cover all the time.

The dead are still unburied, but a ten- 
hour armistice will take place tomorrow 
to give them a chance to bury them. 
The smell is pretty bad now and I can 
assure you there are few things in the 
world so unpleasant as the stench of a 
dead Turk,

We only hold a 
here, about three miles long and two 
wide, so it can all be raked by Turkish 
artillery. Consequently one is never safe

The Philadelphia Ledger says;—“The 
, love of a good play is probably as keen 

as it ever was, despite the childish de­
sire for an easier form of amusement 
which even the wisest may feel from 

. time to time. If good plays sometimes 
seem to fail as often as they succeed, 
the reason may not be solely a debased 
public taste. The critical faculty among 
the theatre-goers is weak enough, to 
be sure; but in the mass they appreciate 
the best, though they, too, often put up 
with the worst.

Even the 
comedy pictures denote this care on the 
part of the producers. The success of the 
more prominent feature plays, wherein 
a remarkable IVdeUty to detail is evid­
enced, may haVé turned the attention of 
many of the more successful motion- 
picture directors to fact that close at­
tention to detail’is necessary to produce 
a finished picture.

In a recent picture or two produced

No good reporter ever flashed a note­
book so obviously. When he makes notes 
at all he uses a wad of copy paper, tuck­
ed away in his pocket. He does not but 
into everybody in sight, direct all thrill­
ing stunts or telephone in headlines to 
his admring editor, without any 
facts to carry the lines. This type of 
newspaper reporter has only recently 
been eliminated from the stage. He has 
managed to keep in the screen pictures. 
As many ^ceqario editors have been 
drafted from the newspaper offices, it is 
to be hoped that some day we will have 
a newspaper reporter on the screens 
who does not charge every scene with a 
brand new notebook and a busy pencil.

The newspaper reporter in real life is 
usually a quiet, decent chap, with no 
blatant eccentricities of dress, manner or 
conduct to distinguish him in a crowd.

Attention to realistic detail should be 
somewhere between the scenario editor 
the director and the producer, not to 
speak of the girl behind the scissors, who 
edits the films. There is no vital neces­
sity for misinforming an audience, while 
amusing it. The careless producer will 
eventually pay the price for his lack of 
foresight
