But the
weight of our inexhaustible supplies of
shells began to tell. The German's front
trenches became well nigh uninhabitable
from constant pounding, and it was evi-
dent that the front line was very lightly

aeroplane equipment also. was evident.
The numbers of ou:s’:lgh&up wbas 80
great that we were able eep observ-
ers in the air above the German lines at
all times, with ‘plenty of machipnes in re-
serve, to foil every ‘German attempt to
make observations above our positions.

“On Friday night, the machine gun
fire was like rain, falling constantly on
Sae German positions and preventing re-
‘pair work on the wire, ( Then at 425
o'clock on Saturday morning, the real]
cannonade Along our section of,
say, five es, there must have been
8,000 shells fired in five minutes. The
‘bombardment was the biggest thing in
the history of .the war. The flash iof
guns was 50 continuous as to give an al-
most unbroken light in the grey dawn.
Four Shells for Every Yard,

“The earth shook as in h‘c;:!ntin‘llxo:ﬂ
e. We had guns everyw an
:g;lln firing their hardest at carefully. re-
gistered points in the German trenches.
For every yard of trench four shells fell
within five minutes, and each shell had
a radius of destruction of at least twenty
yards. After five minutes there was a
second’s pause. The guns weré switch-
ed to longer ranges, and the infantry be-

gan its work.

“Now it was the guns’ business to

Paris, Oct. 2—From ‘the accounts giv-
en by wounded soldiers and others who
have returned from the front, the story
of the charge which marked the critical
point in the new offensive movement is
being gradually pieced together, One
point on which there is general agree-
ment is the great speed with which the
movement was executed.

The strenuous fighting on the western

on the

gront has focussed attention
mighty armies locked in death struggle
there, and for the moment less thought
has been given to happenings in other
parts of Europe waere the war is being
waged.

The German methods of supplying
submarines with oil and provisions,
either at sea  or from concealed places
along the coasts of the British Isles,
have been ferreted out and practically
disposed of. This compels the boats to
return to their bases at more frequent
intervals, and leaves them only a com-
paratively short time in position and
equipped for effective duty.

Aeroplanes are described as exceed-
ingly useful in locating and following
the trail of submarines. They can de-
tect one even a hundred feet beneath
the surface. It is tae habit, the report
say, of the German submarines to slip
into favorable positions along the steam-
er lanes and lie on the bottom for long
periods, rising occasionally to the sur-
face for observation and other purposes.
As the batteries are not exhausted by
' this method, the boats, not being in mo-

Husband Slain By Man Who

SHE HAD REPENTED

Planned to Elope But Changed
Mind and Told Husband—
Latter Shot Intruder and Him-
self Was Stabbed to Death

Boston, Oct. 1—With four bullets in
his head, Peter Mercodlaino, aged thirty-
one, drew a knife and stabbed another
Italian, Peter Peone, through the left
temple, killing him instantly, at the
Peone home on the fourth floor of 18
Stillman street. Mercodlaino is dying at
the Relief Hospital, and Peone’s wife is
locked up at the5 Hanover street police

station as a material witness.
The tragedy came as an end to an il-
licit romance between Mercodlaino and

been living some time at 18 Wiggins
street, North End. He met Mrs. Peone
while engaged in painting her home, the
little fourth floor tenement in Stillman
street, a short time ago.

He fell violently in love with Mrs.

Mercodlaino: then ' staggered down
three flights -of - st@@Ffr. " “the . street.

He
caught sight of a policéman standing
down ‘the street and lurched into the
doprway of 48 Stillman street.

Seeing the bleeding man stagger into
the .doorway, Patrolman James Kelli-
her, ‘hade for the place on the run. He
found Mercodlaino lying in the hallway
making a feeble effort to throw a loaded
revolver away.

Patrolman Kelleher summoned the pa-
trol wagon of Station 1 and it arrived
with Sergeant McDevitt, Patrolman.Ja-
cob Jacobson and clerk Walter French.

Clerk French, after looking at Peone,
thought he was alive and started with
him downstairs on his back, but when
he reached the street floor it. was found
that he had died.

Sergt. McDevitt, Patrolman Kelleher
and Jacobson took Mrs. Peone and sev-
eral others who belong in the house to
the station to be held as witnesses.

The police took the wounded man to
the Relief Hospital.

Peone ‘was also sent to the hospital.
The medical examiner said that Peone
had died instantly when the knife blade
penetrated his temple. Mercodliano is
not expected to recover.

Message to Woman Written on Door

Inspector Thomas Gleavey of Police
Headquarters was assigned to investi-

ate the North End murder. With Po-
iceman James Callahan. The inspector
. found the following message written in
lead pencil on the outer door of the flat
ocenmied by Peone:

“My Dear Carmella: “I'll come around
tomorrow to find out, yes or no, if you
will come with me or not.

{large calibre, hid in a closet in the bed-
jroom of the little tenement, instead of
i going to work, as usual.. It was his plan
to avenge himself on the man who ha
 tried to win away his wife’s affections.

True to his promise, Mercodlaino ar-
rived at the Peone home, He brought
with him a suit case and shortly after
reaching the house went into the bed-
room and began packing Mrs. Peone’s
clothes in this. The woman apparently
sald nothing to him of the change in her
plans, nor of the presence of her hus-
band in the closet, awaiting the minutes
of vengeance.

While Mercodlaino was busily pack-
‘ing the clothes, Peone, the husband,
opened the closet door.

Levelling the revolver at Mercodliano,
he fired five shots, One of the bullets
passed through Mercodliano’s neck, an-
other pierced his right cheek, a third
flattened itself against his jawbone,
breaking it; and a fourth shot grazed
the man’s temple, while the fifth shot

went wild.

Bleeding profusely from his wounds,
Mercodlaino grappled with Peone. The
lover had a fully loaded revolver in his
' pocket, but made o attempt to use this.
Instead as he closed in on Peone he drew
a stiletto from his pocket and with one
. vicious lunge sent the fine blade of this
deep into Peone’s left temple,

(Montreal Gagette.)

A visitor yesterday at the new head-
quarters of the Montreal branch of the
Canadian Patriotic Fund on the third
floor of the Drummond Building was
Harry Thomas, who for twelve years
has been a representative of the C. P. R.
at Hong-Kong, and recently interested
in the relief work for the families of
soldiers which is being done there.

“Everybody in Hong-Kong is busy,”
he said. “The young men Gave nearly
all gone to the front, and the older ones
who remain are on the reserve force, do-
ing their best to take the place of those
who would be doing police and other
supplementary military work. The. de-
sire to do something of real value is
universal among the British who have
been unable to get to the front. As an
illustration of this, I may tell you a lit-
tle story of a happening in the early
days of the war which amused the
whole of Hong-Kong. When the re-
serves first began to drill, under the di-
rection of a sergeant of the regular
forces, the non-com. was determined to
make it plain to all who expressed desire
to serve that they were not playing at
soldiering, and must expect to do all
kinds of things, and do them without
question. One morning he lined up
several privates, and after putting them
through a really hard spell of drill, pro-
ceeded to give them their details for
later in the day. When he announced
to one of them that he would be on
duty in front of certain banks and other
buildings in the financial section for a
certain number of hours, the private
answered: ‘I beg pardon, sergeant, but
I am afraid that I have a number of

| matters of importance to pass on to-

day, and it will be difficult for me to
neglect them.” The sergeant was indig-
nant. ‘You will do as I tell you, he re-
plied. ‘Your private business can wait.’
Later, he went to one of his corporals
and asked the name of this private who
had ventured to suggest that he had
business which was of importance suf-
ficient that he thought he could neglect
his military assignments.

* Jerome K. Jerome — Sir Edwin
Arnold in Japan

Douglas Sladen’s Twenty Years of
My Life (E. P. Dutton & Co.), al-
though it opens with an autobiographic-
al sketch, is really more about the lives
of other people than it is about him-
self. It is a book of memories and an-

Mr: Sladen 5met before, during and af-
ter his editorship of the English Who's
Who. Says the author in his preface:

The twenty years of ‘my life which' I
here present to readers. are the twenty
years which I spent at 82 Addison
Mansions, Kensington, during which I
was in constant intercourse with most
of thé best known writers of the gen-
eration. The book is, therefore, largely
taken up with personal ‘reminiscences
and impressions of them—indeed, not a
few of them, such as Conan Doyle, J. K.
Jerome, 1. Zangwill, H. A. Vachell,
Charles Garvice, Eden Phillpotts, Mr.
and Mrs. C. N. Williamson, Mrs. Crok-
er, Mrs. Perrin. Madame Albanesi,
Compton Mackenzie and Jeffery Far-
nol’s mentor, wrote specially for this
book an account of the circumstances
which led to their being authors.

“For it must be remembered that the
majority of authors start life in some
other profession, and drift into author-

it. Conan Doyle was a doctor in busy
practice when he wrote The White Com-
pany. Jerome was a lawyers clerk
when he wrote Three Men in a Boat,
both Hardy and Hall Caine began, as
larchitecis; Zangwill was a teacher, and
W. W. Jacobs was a clerk in the gener-
al post office.

Many of the reminiscences -have to do
with American writers - and customs.
During his first trip to America in
1889, Mr. Sladen wrote: “I was sitting
next to H. M. Alden, the editor of
Harper's Magasine, one night at din-
ner.

Here he wrote, The Light of the World,
and he used to. read it to me batch by
bateh as he finished it. 2

“His manuscript was most edifying;
he wrote a beautiful scholarly hand, full
of character, rather like the hand of
Lanfranc, who was Archbishop of Can-
terbury in the reign of William the
Conqueror. ' He did very little sight-
seeing or bargaining. His time was
taken uwp with receiying Buddhist ab-
bots and the sages who, by extraordin-
ary abstinence and striking concentra-
tions of mind and will, had ‘acquired
supernatural powers, just as Hall Caine
used to see the leading Mohammedan
‘ulema’ in Egypt. They had a profound
respect for him. I always fancy that
Arnold had in his mind some magnum
opus on those eastern superhumans,
which he never gave to the world.”

H. G, Wells

H. G. Wells “was already married
when I made his acquaintance, and had
got through the first marvellous part
of his career, on which he draws for
so many of his books.

“He and his wife found a great dif-
ficulty in coming to our at-homes, be-
cause they were such very late-at-night
affairs. Once they stayed with us, sleep-
ing at the Temperance hotel, round the
corner, called rather appropriately the
“London and Scottish,” because all our
bedrooms were turned into sitting rooms
for the night.

“The pair of them looked ridiculously
young. Wells was very boyish in,those
days, he was slight in figure and youth-
ful in face, with thick, rebellious, fair-
ish hair, and a charmingly
manner, It seems odd to think now
that then he suffered from such very
bad health that he was not expected to
live long.

“Those were the days in which he
used to write about flying men and
scientific millennia, most brilliant books,
which told the British public that a
genius had dropped from heaven, whose
crumbs were picked up by John Lane.
Wells became a Vagabond at a very
early date, but he disliked making
speeches, and in point of fact, hardly
ever did make one in his early days;
so his wonderful literary gift was not
recognized so quickly as it would have
been if he had been constantly making
speeches before 'iterary clubs and other

ends Thrilling Tale Of

Landing of Australian Troops
To Fight Turks At Dardanelles

(Daily Missoulan) -

A citizen of Missoula, who wishes th&t
lis name be not revealed has received
what is undoybtediy the most  interest-
ing private account” from the Eur‘opeau
war to reach the Gardenicity. This:let-
ter which is here reproduced in full, was
written by the chaplain of an Adustralian
regiment, who shall otherwise remain
anonymous also. -

This description of fighting is given
added interest on' account of the fac,
that it describes actions and trench war-
fare on the Galipolli peninsula, from
which comparatively little has been writ-
ten, ‘The chaplain descyihes among many
things a charge that beyond doubt, will
someday become famed as one of the
world’s most spectacular.

The letter follows:.

My Dear Friend: s e

Your letter was so welcome, coming as
it did amid the din and clash of war.
cannot think or speak of anything but
war now. We are surrounded by it here,
s0 you must excuse me if 1 make it the
principal topic of this lettery It may be
interesting to'vou to know something of:
what we have been through during e
past month. s

The brigdac to which T am attached as
chaplain, left Egypt on the “first of
March for an unknown destination. In a
few days we were landed and took pos-
session of the Turkish island of Lemuos,
which is now the base of the Mediter--
vinean army. A large army of English,
French, Australian, New Zealanders and
Indians was gradually collected for op-
erations against the Turks and the Dar-
danelles. Several weeks later, on the
twenty-iirst of ' April, a~huge fleet of

troopships and warships left Lemnos af-|

ter dark and toward midnight anchored
under the lee of Imbros, some miles
from the peninsula. The Anglo-French
troops were to land at the southern end,
while the Australian apd New Zealand
troops were to effect a landing fifteen
miles north, on the western side at
a place called Capa Tepe.
" The idea was that the Anglo-French
forces were to sweep the Turks north-
ward along the peninsula  and drive
them on to us where. being caught
between two fires, they would be
annihilated or compelled to surren-
“ der. The powerful shore batteries of the
Dardanclles, the mine fields and the tor-
pedo tubes would then be taken on the
rear and the Dardanelles would be open-
»d to the allicd fleet. The warships
would then proceed through the Sea of

a. m. and there was a faint giimmer of
dawn in the castern sky. The destroyer
next to us began to man her boats, and
suddenly inferno broke loose from the
shore. Such a fearful hail of bullets
from ritles, machine gans and shrapnel
as pusses oll imagination! "It was ap-
palling. There was no cover. We were
packed so clesely together that one bul-
let would wound or kill three men, and
we could not hit back, for the enemy
was invisible.
off the funnels and upper parts of the
destroyers. The order was given us to
man the boats and we tumbled in as
fast as pussible and pushed off for the,
shore.
1t was only 800 yards away, but to
,me il seemed miles and to have taken
hours to reach. There was dreadful
slaughter in the boats. 1 could then see
only what was happening in my own.
I'irst the *“cox ”was shot, then an oars-
man fell dead across my feet; then a
bullet came through ~ the boat and
grazed the puttee on mmy leg; then an-
other of the men collapsed without a
sound and we knew that he was dead,
and so on, It was horrible. 1 never ex-
pected to reach the shore alive. There
was only one anxiety among the men—
to rcach the shore and rush the Turks
with bayonet.

After what seemed like endless hours:

the boat touched.bottom about twenty
vards from the begch. As I jumped
up to get out, a bullet went through the
sleeve of iy jacket and caught the lad
beside e, A shrapnel shell splashed a
man's brains over me. Another caught
the gunwale of the boat between my
knecs and as T was getting out and near-
Iy blinded me with splinters. 1 was
pushed from behind and fell into about
four feet of water. I went promptly to
the bottom, and being loaded with a
pack, three days’ rations, a water bof-
tle and an overcoat, I found the utmost
difficulty -in rising. I almost thought I
had been shot. I never fully realized till
then how difficult it is to walk quickly
through water, fully dressed. I got onto
the beach exhausted and had.to lie down
amongst the falling bullets to get my
breath. T had made up my mind by
this time that T had but a poor chance
of getting through the morning alive.
Anyhow, T picked up a flat stone and
held it in front of my head, and it was

fortunate 1 did so, because a bullet that’

would have brained me glanced harm-
leesly off it 1 moved forward then to
where the tide had made a little
along tie shore. Al the soldiers carry-

a non-combatant I had none. I tore up
the sand with wy bare fingers and made
a little shelter in tront of me. I never
felt so small in all my life. I felt as
if. 1 could sgueeze myself into a thimble.
I must also admit that I feit a little
cowardly, but it was only for a few min-
utes. The lad on my left, not feeling
safe, raised himself a little and began
to dig with his entrenching tool.” He
was shot through the heart. - The man on
the other side of me got a. bullet in the
thigh and was in great pain. - I pulled
him toward me and lying as I was, cut
his trousers open and put a dressing. on.
Every soldier carries a little bottle of
iodine and a field dressing which can be
applied in a few minutes. “1 had a look
around then and saw all- the' other
boats landing. . They were suffering just
as much as’ out, boats had suffered. The
beach was strewn with dead and wound-
ed. Two boats landed about fifty yards
from where I was. They held fifty sol-
diers each, but only tiventy came ashore
altogether. They came under the fire
of a Maxim gun, which can rattle off
about 600 shots per minute. But these
twenty , had their revenge. They cap-
tured the gun and bayoneted every mah
of the crew. So far.only a few min-
utes had elapsed from the time we left
the destroyer and as there was a good
number of men ashore the order was
given “Fix bayonets and charge.” I
could hear the click of the bayonets fit-
ting onto the rifles and then in the
semi- darkness our men gave a wild
Australian cheer. and rushed the hill.

Poor fellows! Had they seen it in
broad daylight they would néver have
attempted it. Military experts say that
it is one of the most famous charges in
history. 1t is almost incredible that
they could have dug out the Turks from
such an impregnable position in so short
a time. My first impulse was to grab
a ‘rifle and bayonet and go with them.
The cheering and yelling would do
your heart good to hear, But after clear-
ing the first, ridge I saw So many
wounded and dying that I had to turn
my attention to them. Every soldier
wears around his neck an aluminum
disc on. which is stamped his name,-re-
giment and religion, so that all a priest
has to do is to open his shirt and 'see
his disc. /

The hills our men charged rise
abruptly from the shore for' about 500
feet, They are very rugged and broken
and covered with a dense scrub, giving
{ good shelter to the enemy. They drove
the Turks back from trench to tremch
]and line to line, the latter firing as they
{ retreated. Our men never fired until it
| was daylight, but they used the cold
| steel with great effect. The Turks, as

¥we have often seen since, do not relish

i the bayonet. It was splendid to see:the

| tide of battle surge up and up the hill
until by eight o’clock the summit was
captured by our brave fellows. But they
were not satisfied. They had the enemy
on the run and cleared them for about
eight miles inland, or half way actoss

[ as stretcher bearer. Our casualties that
day were over 1,000. The second and
third days were almost as-bad,

Our men are now well entrenched and
it will be a very difficult task to move
{us. We are really between the devil and
| the deep sea If we saould be driven
! back we have nowhere to retire except
into the sea. I was in wet clothes for
two days and had no chance to change.
1 was the only priest ashore for two
i days and was kept very busy. I have
i heard confessions in all’ kinds of ‘weird

and bullets whizzing around. I go along
the trenches every day in case anyone
might want to see me.” It'is all so
strange and uncanny.

Passing along the trenches a soldier
with his rifle through & loop hole and
one eye on the enemy may call me to
hear his confession, while it is being
done the bullets are flopping into the
sand bags of the parapet a few inches
away. It is consoling and satisfactory
work, if a little dangerous. I feel that
1 have done more work during these few
| weeks than during all the years that 1
have heen a priest. I have seen some
wonderful - manifestations . of
mercy during those weeks. . :

This is our fifth Sunday ashore and I
have not said mass during that time, as
my vestments have not yet come from
the troop ship and even if they had it
would not be advisable to gather men
together in close formation as a shrap-
nel shell might exterminate the whole
ilot. T have seen some horrible sights
| during those weeks. Our men are brave
{and bear the most horrible wounds
without a groan. Our regiment lost
half its strength the first day we landed.
| Only yesterday a poor fellow was taken
from my side by a shell and all we
found of him afterward were fragments
collected in the scrub.

War is abominable. I shall never vol-
untecr again in any capacity, for I have
seen enough of it. It is not so much
personal fear that would deter me, as
i the awful sights and nerve-shaking or-
! deals of fire one bas to go through. You
| have no idea of what an awful thing
shell fire is. I have seen strong men
| become gibbering idiots as the result
of a shell bursting near them and tear-
ing men to pieces. Yet they were un-
touched. - Tt will shake the strongest
nerves. I live with my regiment in the
trenches and every man who is not on
the firing line has his hole in the
ground, called a “dug-out,” into which
he dives when shell fire opens. The
whole ground we occupy is like a rabbit
warren,

The “dugout’ 'is just like a grave ex-
cept that it has steps at one end by
which to enter it. In these we eat and
sleep. They are not very comfortable,
but are good protection against shrap-
nel. When it rains they are indescrib-
ably horrible. I have had my clothes
and boots off only once during the past
month. [ had a wash twice and one
shave; so [ can assure you I do not look
a think of beauty. [ am cultivating o
peard and in another month T expect to
Jook as fierce as a Bedouin chief.

Water is scavee. We only get enough
drink and eobi with, but none

te

We ..ave sleeping valises, clothes and
other comforts, but they are still on
board the troop boats and cannot be
brought ashore, as our wagon transport
is no use in such a roadless country as
tais. Food is good and plentiful, but
there is little change. It is always itin-
ned beef and biscuits that you could not
break with a steam hammer.

I have had several narrow escapes; so/
many in fact that I wonder why I am
still alive. I had four bullets in my pack,
one through a jam tin, out of which Ij
was eating, which spoiled the jam and
made me very wild. One tarough my
water bottle, one through a tobacco tin
in my pocket, one took the epaulette off
my tunic, and once I had nineteen shrap-
nel bullets through a waterproof sheet
on which I was lying only a few min-
utes previously.

I have lost count of the shells that
nearly accounted for me. I hardly ex-
gect to get through the business alive, but
seeing that I have been in luck so far, 1
may. Five nights ago the Turks launch-
ed a fierce attack along our line, They
intended to push us back into the sea,
and with that end in view they. sent at/
least 15,000 men against us. The slaugh-
ter of Turks was awful. They came o

|in mass” formation—German style—and

in dende- dofumils, only to "be mown down
by the concentrated and rapid fire of
machine gans and: rifles. At ofie o’clock]
they broke and fled, byt came on again
at 3.80 and the slaughter continued  with-
out cessation till; mid-day. . ..

We rescued a lot of their wounded and
treated -them very well and a good num-
ber of tfem came in and surrendered.
We lost very few men: because they
were under cover all the time. i

The dead are still unburied, but a ten-
hour armistice will take place tomorrow
to give them a chance to bury tiem.
T e smell is pretty bad now and I ecan
assure you there are few things in the
world so unpleasant as the stench of a
dead Turk.

We only hold a small strip of land
here, about three miles long end two
wide, so it ean all be raked by Turkish
artillery.

I hope you will be able to read. this
scrawl. | It.is written under difficulties.
Fhis is the only paper I could raise and
1 am writing it lying flat on my stom-
ach, - A few minutes ago & Turkish aero-
plane passed: over our heads and drop-
ped a bomb twenty yards from where I
am.’ It killed a man—blew him to
pieces—and covered me with stone and

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Three Recruiting
~ Held And

Meetings
‘Five Men Enroll

Attendance at Meetings Not Large and
Response Not so Generous as Hoped
For—The lIssues Laid Before the Citi-
zens in Unmistakable Terms

-

Three meetings were held in the city
last evening in the interest of recruiting,
and excellent addresses ~were followed
with keen appreciation. Five men en-
rolled, four from St. John—Wm. A.
Dale, Chester G. Whittaker, Harry
Leroy Little, Edward Besbara, and
Wm. G. Duncan, of Apohaqui.

Last Night's Meeting.

W. H. Barnaby was chairman at the
meeting at the Centenary schoolroom and
at the opening the church choir gave O
Canada. The attendance was very
small. ;

. Rev. Geo. F. Bond, Sackville, brother
of the late premier of Newfoundland,
was the chief speaker. He remarked that

in Germany there was no need of re-
cruiting meetings for every man of mili-
tary ability, whether he liked it or not,
had to serve and was serving now, or if
eontumacious was shot. It was so in
almost all the other continental nations.

«But we British have it as our glory
that we are not compelled to serve as
soldiers. We never have compelled a
man to be a soldier. We invite them to
serve and I hope we shall be able to
respond without conscription. Lord
Kitchener at present at least is not a
believer in conscription’ but he believes
we shall have enough men without hav-
ing to resort to a law to compel men to
do their duty and to act up to their
rights and privileges as British sub-

5. . i
“We are the State in Britain; ours is
a democratic regime under which we
live as British subjects and every man
is called upon to exercise the highest
privilege a man can exercise when he is
asked if he will respond to his colintry’s
call. Thank God for the privilege.”
Rev. Mr. Bond then sketched the work
of the 100,000 men of the British army,
the “contemptible little army” as the
kaiser had termead it and said that they
fn a sense professional soldiers but
,hey saved Paris, they saved France the
empire and the world.

It was that “contemptible little army”
that made the magnificent retreat from
Mons. The world had not been told all
that retreat yet. Perhaps it would never
be told in detail for in its heroism and
its grandeur it would be lost to the ad-
miration and the emulation of the world
because it was so full.  All through the
war its magnitude made it impossible to
realize all, i N

At first. Germany had busily circulated-
the untruth that it was England that
had forced war upon them by designs
upon the integrity of Germany. “Why,
England, with its little army of 110,000
men, fewer than were on the borders of
Germany at any time, could not have de-
signs on Germany with 76,000 of that

* army int India. But Germany has given
up that now; it is not now so blatantly
told as it was and now we know as we
never did that Britain, went into this
war because she was compelled to for the
/gake of her honor, which would have
heen enough,.and always will be suffi-
cient in the case of England, but she
was compelled to go into the war for
her own defence and the defence of her
overseas possessions, to save them from
the - fate of Belgium and northern
France. / 2

Kitchener's New Army. ;
The 8,000,000 men who had joine

Kitchener's army were such as had
never been gathered in an army in any
part of the world. In voint of num-
bers, in motive, in composition and in
morale it was the most magnificent army
the world had ever seen. (Applause.)
It was an army in which there was no
marked difference between the rank and
file and its officers. Thousands of men
in the ranks were from the highest social
position in civil life, professional men,
scholars, university =~men—Oxford had

.all.

no students left but those who were
physically unfit and foreigners—business
men and others so that in composition
it was vastly superior to that which had |
been raised in Britain or any other
country.

“There has never been an army likel

it; it is an army that has responded to
the call of duty, the call of honor, the
call of country.”

‘Rev. Mr. Bond then said that there
were still occasionally to be found in
Canada men who did not mind whether
Britain overcame or was overcome; he
was afraid there were many more than
they sometimes cared to acknowledge.
These men wanted while the others were
fighting, to stay at home comfortably
and profitably and, even so far as they
dared, to make money at the expense of
those who had gone and were spilling
their life’s blood that those who stayed
at home might do so in comfort. That
was not only shameful but it was crimi-
nal. Every man, unless he had a super-
lor call at home, should be at the front
or preparing to go. : :

Really in Danger.

“It is an actual literal fact that we are
in danger. It is true that our hearts
hsve_been uplifted in the last few duyi;
they have been heavy enough for a long
time, but we must not yet be too opti-
mistic. A victory such as we have gad
does not. mean, that ‘we shall see a sud-
den termination of the war. Germany
has been preparing for it for forty years.
She has- 4,000,000 men'on the two fronts
and I have seen 'an, excellent calcula-
tion that she will be able:to keep them
at the front in that number until Jan. 1
next. After that she may feel the strain
although I have séen another calculation
that she may keep the mass up until
the spring. :

“Germany has been preparing for this
for forty years. What does this mean?
It means that we are confronted by a
nation whose animus towards us is such
that while she would not design to in-
flict any serious loss, it may be, upon
Russia, and she might not on France—
though Bernhardi said that France
would have to be crushed—yet the great
animus of the German nation is toward
us as British. Britain has been to her
the huge effete nation that lay stretched
across her path in her ambitious long-

‘ing for her place in the sun.”

Waated British Colonies.

Rev., Mr. Bond then went on to show
what the British colonies were the prize
that Germany wanted most as a result
of this war, and pointed’ out that the
men who were being recruited now were
going not .for. adventure, he thought, so
much as with the stern determination
of a deep resolve and while he would not
utter a word but in honor of "the men
who in the first armv wefit and did so
nobly, he thought that the men now go-
ing, men who loved their homes, who
had weighed the matter with ntelli-
gence and to whom the command of
conscience in “I ought and I must” was
imperative, would be the noblest of them
The men from eighteen to forty-
five who could go could not afford to
stop at home. They should begin to feel
in Canada that they had been saved by
the blood of those who had fallen and
that every act of life was sprinkled with
the consecrated blood of the British)
dead.

Judge Forbes spoke briefly, mention-
ing the provision of the Patriotic Fund
and giving an instance of how the war
was affecting the Old Country for the
family with whom he had stayed in
Edinburgh some years ago had the
three sons at the front, one son-in-law,
a chaplain, and a daughter a nurse.

In one small parish of far away Island
of Skye the minister had left for the
front at the head of 270 men.

The chairman and Rev, W. H. Barrg-
clough, B. A, also spoke of the need of
more men, and the meeting closed with
God Save the King.

He told also of the pillage, destrudtion
and savagery wrought by the Germans
in their country and the assistance that
the Belgians merited to drive t‘he enemy
again from their country. The speaker
told of the preparations that Germany
had been making for years and the ad-
vantage that she took to speedily further
her preparadness at the time of the Boer
war; of the ambitions she cherished;
and lastly of the terrible penalty that
humanity would suffer should she be the
victor and we the vanquished. He made
a plain appeal for recruits. He asked
every eligible man to weigh the matter
carefully and act according to his con-
scientious judgement, considering what
has already happened and is beckoning
his help and what can be warded off by
timely assistance.

Rev. P. R, Hayward.

Rev. Mr. Hayward was an advocate of
conscription. He would like to see the
government, enforce -such a policy but
under the present system he urged that
every possible means be worked to get
at the young men and make them seri-
ously consider the matter. Some, he
said, might ask why he was not making
his appeal in khaki. He had for them
a reply. He said that he had considered
the situation carefully more than once
and had wavered on indecision time and
time again. He believed that being a
married man his time had not yet come
and that those who have no one depend-
ing on their support should fall in first.
He appreciated that many married men
had decided otherwise and he honored
them for the step they took.

“You should fight,” he said, “because
the British empire stands for principles
higher than any other empire. If it were
to show Germany that England could

.| make bigger guns, could produce bigger

and superior shells and could put more
men in the field, he would not shoulder
the gun. He was interested in civiliza-
tion and in the welfare of humanity.
The British empire must prevail.

“The empire must endure, not for our
sake, not for the empire’s sake, but for
the world’s sake.”

At the recruiting meeting in the West
End last evening, only a small number
of people welcomed the speakers who
went to the West Side in the interests of
the great cause. Recruiting Sergeant W.
Tomlin took:the names of two young
men, both of whom promised to enlist
subject to the approval of the medical
officer.

Captain A. J. Mulcahy, chairman of
the meeting, introduced the speakers of
the evening, in a ringing appeal to the
patriotism of the young men of West
St. John, and splendid appeals for men
were made by Rev. F. S. Porter, Lieu-
tenant Teed and John Keefe.

Patriotic numbers were played by the
Carleton Cornet Band, the popular West
Side organization, which has been ac-
cepted for active service.

Rev. F. S. Porter, in acknowledging
three cheers and a tiger, said that if he
had on the king’s uniform he would feel
worthy of the applause.

“Those who live in the midst of great
events, are the last to conceive the sig-
nificance of those events,” said Mr. Por-
ter.

“Are you alive to the significance of
the situation?” Speaking of the inabil-
ity of people, remote from the war zone,
to visualize the scenes of warfare, Mr.
Porter said that when a recruiting ser-
geant mounted a platform, hastily con-
structed on ruins of a Zeppelin raid in

London, recruits flocked to enlist. Amid
the ruins which had occurred in actual
warfare these Londoners knew what war

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meant. They acted and did their duty
by enlisting in the defence of their coun-

try. .

“We like to read, we like to hear about
war, but we do not respond to the
country’s call in her hour of need. We
must realize the seriousness of the situ-
ation; we must take the measure of our
foe; we must see what we have to do
in Canada with the war that is now be-
ing waged in Europe. We are out in the
defence of civilisation, of the funda-
mental principles of humanity; for
right, for justice, for honor. We are
out to defend the weak, the defenceless,
the innocent.

Writing from “Somewhere in France” to a friend in St. John on Sept. 13,
and dating his letter at the headquarters of the 6th Field Anibularice, Second
Division, Canadian Expeditionary Force, , Rev. E.. B. Hooper, chaplain of the
26th battalion, announced that he had been transferred temporarily from the
26th to the 6th Field Ambulance. This field ambulance is the one which will
fook after the sick and wounded of the 26th battalion, so that the chaplatn will
be ditectly in touch with his own regiment, to which it is expected fle will be
transferred again a little later on. e

Captain Hooper was appointed senior chaplain of the 5th Brigade ecatly in
September, but on Sept. 30 the director of chaplains assigned Captain Shat-
ford, of the 24th battalion, Montreal, who had been in France for three months,
to the 5th Brigade, and asked. the Rev. M. Hooper to join the 6th Field Ambu-
lance. It is undesstood that Chaplain Stafford’s term of setvice only extends
for a short time longer, whereas Chaplain Hooper volunteerd for the whole
period of the war, Rev, Mr, Hooper joined the 6th Field Ambulance on the
morning of Sept. 34 and was then evidently on his way to the. front.

_ Chaplain Hooper speaks in the highest terms of Chaplain Shatford. Rev.
Mr. Hoopet’s letter coming at a time when St. John hears that the 2nd Division
of Canadians are in the firing line, is of most timely interest, ' He writes:

“It may be some satisfaction to those who have dear ones in'the 26th and
who think of me more kindly than I deserve, to know that when any of the
men are sick, wounded or dying, it is\my field ambulance which will fook after
them, and 1, their old chaplain, who loves them, will minister to them. This
is a comfort to me and it may be to some others.

Attention to realistic detail should be
somewhere between the scenario editor
the director and the producer, not to
speak of the girl behind the scissors, who
edits the films. There is no vital neces-
sity for misinforming an audience, while
amusing it. The careless producer will
