British Line,Advanced,on Front Between
Somme and Ancre — Enemy Game
Blocked by Effective Artillery Fire

London, May é—The British line has been advanced on a considerable front
between the Somme and Ancre rivers west-southwest of Morlancourt. The Brit-
ish positions in the neighborhood of Locon and the Lawe river on the southern
leg of the Lys salient in Flanders, have been improved as the result of local
fighting, The text of Field Marshal Haig's statement follows:

“A successful minor operation was carried out by us last night between
the Semme and Ancre rivers, west-southwest of Morlancourt, Our line in this
locality has been advatced on a considerable front in spite of strong opposi-
tion from the enemy, whose losses were heavy. More than 150 prisoners, two
machine guns and a trench mortar were captured by our troops. Our own casu-
alties were slight.

“Local fighting took place last night to our advantage in the neighborhood
of Locon and the Lawe river. Our positions in this locality have been improved.
On the remaindet of the front the situation is unchanged.”

London, May 6—Wounded British air-
men back from France report that the
squadron operating in an important sec-
tor of the Amiens front has probably]
established a record by bringing down
106 enemy machings in six weeks, in-
cluding twenty-one' on one day. :

The only’ member of the squadron
known to have been wounded up to the
time ‘this man returned to London, said
it was hard work getting the Geerman
airmen to fight. “Practically the only
times they wouid come dut,” he said,
“were about nine o'clock in the morn-
ing, when the glare of the sun would be
in our faces and in the ‘evening. Even
then they: would slip away if they had
half a chance. "

“T'he -supreme confidence of our fel-
lows is half the battle. During the Ger-
man offensive they have been doing four
‘shows’ a day, returning only for am-
munition and an occasional meal and
possibly a game of cards, if the morn-
ing’s work was particularly good, and
the afternoon’s threatened to be heavy.

“Nearly all the machines we brought
down were two-seaters. In fact, few of
the German airmen will fly anything
¢lse. The pilots like a man with a gun
behind them.”

The airman said the German infantry
was bombed and machine gunned by the
aviators four times a day regularly, and
that when the enemy came forward in
masses they were easy prey for the air
forces. :

KAISER VISITS ‘LONG HERMANN'

Big Gun Bombarding Paris is So-Called
By the Germans; Has Found
His Boswell

London, May 6—The Kaiser has
found his Boswell in, Karl Rosner, war
correspondent of ‘the Leokal . Anzeiger,
who, 'says the Daily News, retails to
the German - public -all -the wise and

Rosner faithfully records how
Kaiser as the clock strikes one sits down
to bis soup, which he brings with him
in a thermos saucepan, and how, after-
ward, he busies himself ideally with
picking fresh violets to send them to the
Kaiserin. Rosner accompanies the Kais-
er on his round and witnesses his meet-
ing was a squad returning from the
battlefield.

“What’s Tommy dojng?”
Kaiser.

“Tommy is running away, your Ma-
Jesty,” is the reply.

_“Let him run, then,” observes the
Kaiser, “people who are in a hurry must
not be kept back.”

Rosner gives an account of the Kaiser’s
visit to the big gun, and says “Long
Hermann”—as it seems to be called by
the Germans—is firing at Paris. Rosner
wriles:—“It does not really look like a
gun at all; it is more like a gigantic grey
crane, which for some unaccounable rea-
son has been planted here amid violets,
primroses and other spring flowers. It
stands dreaming, as it were, and then
it suddenly awakemns, disturbing the
peace of this field. The violent disturb-
ance of the air, which shakes the very
trunks of trees, becomes quite visibly a
black thread cuttinz along the sky. This
thread is the traveling calamity.

“It can travel thus seventy-eight miles,
but it is satisfied this time with less. It
will remain on the move' exactly 180
seconds. We stand still and watch its
course. Birds which had been soaring
in the air come back frightened to the
trees and once more the gun stands like
some prehistoric animal. More minutes
—the calamity has landed in Paris.”

GLOOM N GERMANY

IN SEIZED MAIL BAG

With the British Army in France, May
5—(By the Associated Press)-—Interest-
ing comments by German civilians have
been furnished from an enemy mail bag
captured by the British. Almost without
exception refcrences are made to the
stoppage of leave and the parcel post
from the front. The tone is resigned
rather than recalcitrant. One letter from
Berlin, dated April 25, said: “Peace does
not seem to be coming along as we fond-
ly hoped. All this in the west is too
wicked for anything. Four years of it
now, and no sign of the end. We hope
every day it will come to a decision, and
that the British will be driven into the
North Sea, but they stand firm.

“We have such a scarcity of shoes in
Ettlingen it is impossible to get them. If
there are any in Belgium, please send
me a pair,” says a letter dated in Et-
tlingen on April 26.

“Are you not coming home on leave
soon? How much longer is it going to
last?” reads a third letter.

“At the gravest crisis with which the
Empire has ever been faced,” says the
letter, “the government had staked their
existence on a two-fold Irish policy—
conscription and home rule, They can-
not achieve both except at the cost of
much present bloodshed and lasting hate.
They might achieve thé first and by it
make the second impossible. In my op-
inion they would fail in the attempt
and have to go on leaving both undone.
Their successors then would have to
find a way out of the worst Irish situ-
ation in my memory, which goes back to
the Fenian days fifty years ago”
_Asserting his opinion that it is pos-
sible now to achieve the double pur-
pose; Sir Horace says further: “I believe
the government could not only satisfy
the reasonable aspirations of the Irish
at home, but also get them to follow
voluntarily the instincts of the chival-
rous race and the example of their kins-
men and sympathizers throughout the
United States and the British dominions.
There is only one alternative to the dis-
astrous policy upon which the gov-
ernment has embarked, namely, to set
up immediately a responsible govern-
ment in Ireland.

They should pass
through parliament without delay the
necessary legislation as a war measure.

SAID GAMBLER
MADE A MILLION

District Attorney Finds Losses
Heavy in:Raided House

Business ‘Man Gave Tib; Told New
York Police Reynolds Tried te Black-
mail Him Out of $53,000

P

New York, May 4—Ia raiding the
brownstone hou$e of Thomas L. Rey-
nolds at 85 West Sixty-eighth street on
Sunday night and-capturing a gambler
while he was spinning his electrically
controlled roulette wheel, ¥nspector Dan
Costigan and his men, it was learned,
had the aid of a wealthy New York
business man, from whom, it is alleged,
Reynolds had tried to extort $58,000 by
blackmail.

This man aided the detectives in find-
ing an attractive young woman who
spent her time in New York. seeking the
acquaintance of wealthy men from other
cities for the purpose of introduecing
them at the Sixty-eighth street gambling
house, where Reynolds would try to take
money away from them. The business
man that Reynolds sought to get was
not given to gambling, and refused to let
himself be robbed after he and his wife
had ‘been trapped at the house of Rey-
nolds.

Two of Reynolds’ associates marked
this man as a victim when they met him
at Palm Beach three months dgo. Fhey
were a man and woman who posed as
man and wife. They cultivated ‘the ac-
quaintance of the New York man with
great skill. They met his wife.

Reynolds’ workers followed up the ac-
quaintance after the return to this city
about two months ago and invited the
New York business man and his wife to
dinner at Rector’s. The invitation was
{ accepted, but on the way there the host
drove his guests to Reynolds’ house on
a pretext.

Reynolds insisted on knowing the
friends of - his callers. When it was
mentioned that the party was on the
way to Rector’s, Reynolds said:

“Really, I cannot allow that. I am
{ having ' dinner here: alone, something

that I cannot bear. It will be ready in
a few minutes. There will be plenty for
'all. I have one of the most wonderful

chefs in the world and plenty of wine.
Come in, come in. Don’t compel me to
use force.”

He had his way. After dinner the

women retired to a room’to talk and
the three men played a few rounds of
cards. Reynolds then produced his rou-
lette wheel, '‘but the proposed victim
| said he did not gamble. But this diffi-
| culty was overcome by Reynolds, who
said that they would spin the wheel a
while “just for amusement.” This they
did. _At the end of an hour and a half
the guest said that he thought it was
time to go. After entreating him un-
successfully to stay longer, Reynolds
finally said:

“Well, if you must go, all right. Will
you settle this little matter, now?”

“What little matter?”

PLUNKETT URGES. HOME
RULE FOR IRELAND AT ONCE .

cussion of future prospects. The appoint-
ment, as chief secretary, of Edward
Shortt, radical and home ruler, who was
clected to parliament by the Irish vote
of Newcastle and who voted against the
application of conscription to Ireland,
followed by the appointment of William
Archer Redmond, M. P. for East Tyrone,
who is a captain in the British army, as
intelligence officer on Lord French’s staff,
created for a few days the impression’
that the government had abandoned its
intention of enforcing conscription.

It is, however, generally realized that
the policy of the government is two-fold
and that its declarations regarding home
rule and conseription stand equally firm.
In the best informed circles it is believed
that if home rule is passed conscription’
will be enforced at once and that the
same result would follow the rejection
of the home rule bill by the Nationalists.

Dublin,- May 5—(By the Associated
Press)—The opening of the-election.cam-
paign in East Cavan today brought to
the constituency about twenty Irish M.
P’s and numerous representatives of the .
Sinn Fein . organization. Attempts toig
make arrangements for rival speakers to”
use the same platform were unsuccessful
and numerous rival meetings were held.

Priests who made addresses spoke on
opposite sides, but generally urged.the
bishops’ appeal for a compromise by the
withdrawal. of both candidates. Both
sides agréed in denouncing conscription,
but the Sinn Feiners repudiated the ac-
tion of parliament and contended that
Ireland’s case must come before the
ace conference.

In Dublin today the collection for the
anti-conscription fund resultéed in the
payment of first instalments averaging
£300 to a parish.

Speech by Joha Dillon,

London, . May 6—Anti-conscription
speeches were made from the same plat-
forms by John Dillon, Nationalist lead-
er, and Professor Edward de Valira,
head of the Sinn Fein, yesterday at Bal-
laghadereen,: in Dillon’s constituency of
East Mayo. Good humor and enthus-
iasm characterized the demonstration,
which was attended by 15,000 persons.

Mr. Dillon said that if the Irish kept
quite determined for another two weeks
they would defeat conscription. It was
an atrocious form of oppression to com-
pel a people to fight for a country not
their own. He personally opposed con-
scription, whether in Great Britain or in
Ireland, and believed it was a great
blunder to depart from Englend’s selg
tled policy against compulsory services
especially when it was not to defend th{,

| soil of Great Britain, but to send hug:

armies to the continent.

But it was impossible and unthink-
able, the Nationalist leader declared, to
attempt to apply conscription to a free
and democrati¢ people, unless there was
agreement amounting almost to unanim-
ity. He earnestly appealed for a spirit
of frank and friendly co-operation
throughout, Ireland. - 'Without this, unity
was imposSible. 'Committees through-
out the country must be organized with °
a sincere desire to give fair representa-
tion to all sections.

Professor de Valera said his follow-
ers would unite with those of Mr. Dil-
lon to defeat conscription. With refer-
ence to the issue raised in Fast Cavan,
he said there was only one arbitrator to
whom the Sinn. Fein would submit,
namely, the free choice of the electors.

It has learned also the sanctify-
ing power of wholesome amusement to
minds tried and tormented by the serious
business of this cruel war. Most of all
was it ministering to the spirit, so that
many boys who crossed the seas indif-
ferent and godless were brought face
to face with eternal realities, and were
finding that “the way of the cross leads
home.”

We were therefore following the lead-
ing of the spirit of God when we help
forward this work. As Christians we
would profit much if we study this work.
It has its lesson for-the church; and it
must be considered in all plans for re-
construction after the war. There are
phases of this work that belong entirely
to the exigencies of warfare, but there
are others that must enter into the per-
manent church work, if ever we are going
to hold the soldiers when they return.

The Red Triangle Hut has meant for
thousands the salvation of the whole
man, spirit and mind and body. And
thovsands of others have found it easier
to enter the valley of the shadow of
death, because through the ministry of
the Red Triangle hut they have found
Him before whom all shadows flee away.

of war. I quote from Hon. H. R. Brand,
vice-chairman of the British war mission
to the United States:

“We discovered to our surprise at the
beginning of the war that war apparent-
ly meant prosperity and not poverty.

they had more money than they ever
had before. The result was that con-
sumption actually tended to go up among
the poorer classes,and labor and mater-
jals vitally required for war purposes
were diverted tc meeting these new de-
mands. But we found that business as
usual is impossible. The ravenous de-
mands of a modern war compel every
nation at war to choose between peace
and war. If they have elected for war
they must order their economic lives ac-
cordingly ; they must turn their industry
from a peace to a war basls, and they
must see that every war demand has a
prior claim to every peace demand.”

We have had exactly the same experi-
ence in Canada except that because we
are farther away from the scene of con-
flict, and have an abundance of every-
thing we require, we are at least two
years behind England in grasping the
full significance of the situation into
which we have been forced by the war.
We must now wake up, and with a full
realization of our duty put forth every
effort to provide men and food, the two
great essentials this country is called on
to contribute. Consider the 'words of
Sir Robert Borden to the delegation of
farmers:

“I do want you to realize that a situ-
ation exists which you do not quite un-
derstand. We talk of hardships here in
Canada. We have had hardships, and,
God knows, too much sorrow; but we
have no conception of what is going on
in France at the present time.”

Germans Could Net Take Them
With 150 Divisions of Their
Best Storm Troops, Experts Say

Paris, May 5—Paris is now speculating
as to how long the Germans will be able
to continue to endure the frightful
Josses of men which they are continually
suffering on the western battlefront.

It is estimated by experts here that
the Germans have had available for ser-
vice on the west front since the break-
up of frost in Russia 250 divisions at
the very highest figure. Assuming that
a German division still consists of 13,-
570 men, this would give a total avail-
able strength of 3,392,000.

Now during the five weeks that the

:great battle has already lasted at least

150 Divisions are known to have been so
reduced, or at least fatigued to such ex-
tent that they have had to be taken out
of the line.

It is true that many of them have
been reinforced and thrown in again,
sometimes several times in succession,
as the evidence of prisoners has shown
beyond dispute, but such made-over div-
isions are never of the same value as the
fresh troops.

The people who are inclined to be pes-
simistic as to the present position of the
battle may well ask themselves this
simple question:

If after five weeks of desperate efforl
these 150 divisions, or 2,000,000 men, and
the best existing German -troops, have
been unable to carry a single important
town, such as Amiens, Arras, or Be-
thune, what likelihood is there that the

GETTING READY.
By _this time most amateur gardeners
have at least made a start. Their ground

has been cleaned up. All the old cans,
stones, bricks, pieces of wood, broken
toys and other kinds of refuse have been
removed or buried so deeply that they
will not be troublesome. Where this has
not been done it* is high time that the
prospective gardeners “got busy.” The
basis of successful gardening is the prep-
aration of the soil. In the case of the
city lot there are many difficulties to be
overcome before the soil is in really good
.condition. The more working it gets the
better. The soil for vegetables cannot
be too well prepared. Many garden
seeds are very fine and require well pre-
pared soil to give good germination. Con-
tinued cultivation serves ‘to  destroy
weeds, conserve moisture and maintain
a finer physi¢al condition of the soil
This cultivation should be repeated at
| intervals of a week or two weeks
| throughout the entire growing season
! and may be carried on successfuliy’ with
i a hoe and rake.

The soil should be dug to a depth %uf
from six to ten inches and all the lumps
should be broken up with spade or fork.
The manure or fertilizer should be work-

| ed well into the ground, at least to the
full depth of the top soil. The ground

.Potato Bread.

One cup mashed potato, one teaspoon
salt, two and'one-half cups flour (more
if necessary), four tablespoons water,
iwo to four tablespoons liquid yeast, or
one-half cake dry yeast, or one-sixth to
one-half cake compressed yeast.

Short process: Mix the salt with the
mashed potatoes, which are free from
lumps and cooled until lukewarm, Add
one-sixth to one-half cake compressed
yeast softened in four tablespoons warm
water, .or two to four tablespoons liquid
yeast, or one-half cake dry yeast. When
|| liquid yeast is used no additional water
must be added. Blend with this potato
and yeast mixture one cup flour. Stir
untli smooth, cover, and set to rise. |
When this sponge is light and soft, knead
in enough flour to make a-rather stiff
but elastic dough. Be sure that it is
stiffer than ordinary dough. Cover and
let rise again until very light. Knead
down, mold and place.in lightly-greased

To this add the well-beaten egg and the
mashed potato (free from all lumps).
Beat until smooth,*then add the twice-
gifted mixture of flour, salt and baking
powder. It will usually not be neces-
sary to add any liquid. Mix until a
dough is formed stiff enough te roll

and place on greased baking sheet. Bake
fifteen minutes in a moderately hot oven
or until a delicate brown. Bake more
slowly than ordinary wheat-flour cookies.

Potato Thistle,

The Canadian soldier in France or
Flanders does not pause, before going
over the top, to ask himself whether the
exertion will net him a profit. The Can-
adian soldier of the soil at home, wheth-
er young or old, facing a world-crisis
and a world-shortage of food, may fair-
ly be asked to manifest a like spirit.
One grows rather weary of being told
that it is useless to ask the farmer: to
raise a crop unless he is fairly well as-
sured of a good profit. Food will win
the war, and what shall it profit any
producer of food to huckster with fate
while the Hun knocks at the door?

uBt the appeal does not come to the
farmer alome. Wherever there is a vac-
ant lot capable of successful cultivation,
in city, town or village, vegetables should
be saised for local consumption. One
little plot of potatoes, beans, peas, car-
rots, parsnips, turnips, lettuce or other
vegetables may mean little, and may
even seem to cost the amateur gardener
more than it should; but the aggregate
yield of all such lots, all over the county,
will be an important addition to the
world’s food supply, and will release for
export to “gigidly-rationed England a
supply of other foods that are sorely
needed, and are essential to the winning
of the war.

To put it plainly and bluntly, if we
fail to do our utmost to increase produc-
tion this year we will be doing Germ-
any a good turn. When we reflect upon
the horrors of the struggle now being
{ waged on the western front, and what it
would mean for the world if the Hun
should triumph; when we think of
what the people of Britain, France and
{Belgium are suffering and must suffer;
when we compare their lot with our
own, and realize how careless and indif-
ferent we have been because of our very
abundance and our failure to rise to the
height of that ideal of devotion and sac-
rifice which_has dotted the red fields of
lFrance and Flanders, with the graves
{ of our sons—surely we must feel that the
‘to the limit of our resources and regard-
less of profit, is one which can only be
‘ignored by those to whom righteousness,
freedom and humanity are empty words;
and to whom the only music in all the
world is the clamor of the market place.

Complaints Regarding Guardsmen;
Staff of Army Crowded With
Officers Who Never Have Been

en Parade Ground

London, May 5—“Guardsmaids” is the
term levelled at the heads of Britain’s

most aristocratic regiments by Pringle, a
member of parliament. “How many
men,” he asked in a debate in the com-
mons, “are acting as maidservants who
ought to be in the army? There are
guardsmen cleaning windows in Kensing-
ton who could surely do more useful
work.” His question elicited no reply,
but there has been considerable criticism
in both parliament and the press of able-
bodied men employed in purely non-
combatant duties. The Globe refers to
them as “toy soldiers.” It says: “We
should like to draw the attention of our
new air minister to the large number of
men on his staff, who, though holding
the rank of officers, have never been on
the parade ground. If the new minister
will make inquiry he will find, there are
scores of officers incapacitated from
wounds who would welcome the oppor-
tunity to' take up work with the air
force staff. While the director of na-
tional service is calling men of forty to
fifty to serve in the ranks it should be
an infallible rule that no man fit for
active service, who has not served at
least eighteen months abroad should be
eligible for a staff appointment at home.”

Lord Rothermere, when holding the
office of air minister, in a letter to the
press, said he had received a letter from
a member of parliament which complain-
ed that there were more staff officers
than certified pilots on the western
front. This, it is charged, is also the
case with the administrative, transport
and commissariat branches of the Brit-
ish army, both in Britain and in the war
area. Thousands of men are still hold-
ing jobs that could easily be worked by
womern.

Dr.. Falconer’s Lecture.

A masterly address, full of power and
containing the interesting suggestions of
a scholar well versed in his subject, was
heard by the Women’s Canadian Club
on Saturday evening in the Congrega-
tional church hall, when Professor J. W.
Falconer, D.D., of Halifax, delivered an
address on “Jerusalem Old and New.”

Gallipoli Veterans Join Blue Devils
in Helping Liberty Loan; 45
Days on Voyage; Were in Au-
stralia Convalescing

New York, May 5—The “Cooee” of
far-off Australia intermingled today in
the streets of New York with the sharp
“hurrahs” of the American and French
war heroes, who are here aiding the Lib-
erty loan campaign.

From the throats of 400 “Anzacs”—
men from Australia and New Zealand—
the canyons of lower Broadway and the
wider thoroughfares of Fifth avenue re-
verberated with the peculiar cheering of
the Australians and the answering
“cooee” of women from their homelands,
who. lined the sidewalks. Most of these
women wore mourning. Few men from
Australia were in the throngs and these
were far above the military age. The
black dresses of the women told the
reason.

Coming Unannounced,

Like the visit of the French “Blue
devils,” the coming of the “Anzacs” was
unannounced. But like the Frenchmen
and the Americans fromr Pershing’s
forces who are aiding in Liberty loan
rallies, all of them are heroes.

They all saw service on the Gallipoli
peninsula against the Turks and, after
the withdrawal of the Allied forces from
ihat theatre, faced the Germans on the
western front in France. History re-
cords that they and their fellows al-
ways gave a good account of themselves.

It is for only a few days that these
big, rangy men, most of them from the
shecp runs and farming country, with
their “campaign pots” cocked on the
sides of etheir heads and bearing the
“rising sun” insignia of the Twin-Com-
monwealths, will be seen on the streets
of New York, urging delinquents to sub-
scribe to the Liberty loan. Having re-
covered from wounds, they are again on
their way—with more than two-thirds
of their journcy ended—to the battle-
fields of Europe to take up arms anew
against the Teutonic allies.

On the march up town the “Anzacs”
were received at the city hall by Mayor
Hylan. Bands played the British and
American national anthems. Rear-Ad-

miral Nathaniel R. Usher and a guard
of honor received the visitors at the Bat-
tery when they landed. Their trip across
the Pacific was by way of the Panama
canal and the men had been on the ocean
for forty-five days.

After the parade the men attended a
luncheon in their honor at an uptown
restaurant. Later they weént sight-seeing. -
Automobiles were placed at their dis-
posal and theatres threw open their
doors to them. Attentions of every kind
were showered upon them.

Tomorrow the stalwart sons of Can-
ada’s sister dominion will assemble at
the British-Canadian recruiting mission
in 42nd street, where they, with Harry
Lauder and his company, and a United
States marine band, will participate in
a monster recruitihg rally, after which
they will break up into parties of five
and tour the city in behalf of the Liberty
loan. During their stay here the soldiers
will be under command of Lieutenant
Sharp, through whose instrumentality, in
conjunction with the Canadian officers
of the recruiting mission, they were per-
mitted to visit New York.

Prices on mixed paints have under-
| gone ‘revision upward during the week
;co]ors going up 15c. a gallon and white

tand marine paints have all been affected.
| Tin again features the metal markets,
| and a further advance of 5c. a pound

| livery. Stocks are at a very low point,
| and prospects of further receipts by no
| means bright. In line with the market
ion tin, solder has advanced a straight
10c. a pound in some quarters. Figures
now, named are said to be only nominal,
and orders are now being taken subject
to stock being on hand.
. A firm situation in turpentine exists.
Prices at primary points have registered
advances, and quotations here,
thought, will go to higher levels to-
wards the end of the week. Advices
from the southern states indicate that a
reduction in production by 25 to 50 per
cent is:expected under last year’s total,
producers turning to other forms of ac-
tivity. The market locally is virtually
bare of supplies, though further ship-
ments are expeoted almost daily.

There has been an intimation from
the War Trade Board at Washington
that exportation of 10-gauge black sheets
and plates is to be restricted.“The board
indicates that no further permits for
stock shipments will be granted, orders
for specific work only being considered.
This is not retro-active, and mills xvill
be permitted to fulfll present centracts,
which really means that supplies for this
year will.be largely taken care of.

Price changes of a miscellaneous na-
ture have becn fairly numerous, and the
tendency has been ward. However,
a declinel in llln-ass spring wire and brass
8] wire has proved an exception,
tmh a slight one. Among thezplines’,
to advance are boxwood rules, atger
bits, centre bits, car bits, stepladders,
turnbuckles, corrugated strap and tee
hinges, fly swatters and chamois skins.
Business for the month just past has
been exceptionally good, according to re-
ports now available, and prospects for
the present month are very encouraging.

THE GROCERY MARKET

‘The following comment on the market
situation as regards food stuffs appeared
in Canadian Grocer last week:—

Interest has cenfered on the budget

i

Commons in Tuesday and the lines in
which the grocer will be particularly in-
terested are tea, coffee, chicory and to-
bacco. In brief, there has been a cus-
toms duty of ten cents a pound Jevied on
tea, and an excise duty of tem cents a
pound on all stocks now in dealers’
hands. The customs duty on green cof-
fee and chicory has been made five cents
a pound British preferential and seven
cents intermediate, as against two and
one~quarter cents and three cents form-
erly levied. The excise on tobacco,
cigars and cigarettes manufactured f;

foreign leaf has just been doubled, and
an excise ‘of five cents a pound is now
to be imposed on the home-grown raw
leaf. Aonther item to be affected is
matches, on which an excise taxation of
one cent per hundred is imposed. - At|
time of going to press, it is impgssible!
to secure expressions of opinions from
manufacturers and wholesalers affected.

Imported groceries generally are reach-
ing a low ebb as regards supplies, ana
little opportunity presents itself of re-
placing. Not only is difficulty in se-
curipg evident, but continually higher
prices continue to be manifest. Orders
now placed in foreign markets are only
being accepted in the event of bottoms
being available at time goods are ready,
and no guarantees as to prices are given
—in short, contracts cannot be made to-
day for foreign ‘goods.

In a general sense all lines are main-
tained, with the undertone a strong one.
Since last issue, the Canada Sugar Re-
fineries advanced its refined sugar price|
twenty-five cents to $8.65. Fair deliveryl
of raw sugars has been .made and dis-
tribution has been fair. T'he nut mark-
ets are very firm, with advances made
for walnuts, almonds and peanuts. Can-
ned goods are moving out well, as also
are dried fruits. A new regulation is
being made with regard to the shipment
of matches via the Great Lakes. Boxes
now have to be lined with tin, and this
will be an item of increased cost. Spices
are very firm. Candles, some lines of bis-
cuits, chewing gum, cracked corn, fancy
molasses, cotton and sisal rope and cot-
ton lines are up. The general outlook is
for active trade at fully maintained
prices. .
Totonto.

An_ unusually quiet situation prevails
in all markets during the week, and price
changes have been comparatively few.

New prices have been established on
war grade flour which provide for a de-’
cline of fifteen cents a barrel. This is
due to the lengthening of the extraction
from seventy-tfour per cent. to seventy-
six per cent. The demand for wheat
substitutes shows a decided increase and
indicates that efforts to save wheat are
bearing fruit. The action of the gov-
ernment in curtailing the use of wheat
flour in cakes and pastry is expected
to still further relieve the situation,
though as yet no opiinons are given as
to how greatly this will ease matters.

Government action in curtailing the
amount of sugar which can be used in
the manufacture of cenfectionery and
limiting $upplies which can be held by
individuals will, it is thought, release
greater supplies to the consuming public
generally. With the preserving season
{not so far away, it would seem that
| every measure to enable refiners to pro-
| vide surplus stocks should be adopted.
| How the householder will fare in dis-
tribution at that time has not yet been
made the subject of an announcement
by the Canada Food Board.

The position of spices may still be
termed .one of extreme scarcity and con-
tinued high prices. Duringt the week
sharp advances have been recorded in
paprika, and intimations are that at
primary points there is an absolute
dearth of supplies. Nutmegs have also
recorded an advance of five cents a pound
in some quarters, and spot stocks are re-
ported light. Celery seed is firm, and
prices being quoted for the last few
weeks by some sources are due for higher
levels towards the end of this week,
more in keeping with today’s market.

A very firm situation prevails ‘in all
lines of nuts. Almonds and walnuts are
reported as considerably higher for im-
port, and an even stronger tone is ex-
pected to develop. Filberts, it is thought,
will also go much higher.

In one part of the line, he said, as they
come up and down, fully 150,000 cups of
coffee were served daily, Captain Dingle
referred to the concert parties for the
amusement of the men and this must be
kept up on a high plane. He told of
the training school where these concert
artists ‘were trained and rehearsed and
how they come out first class artists for
the entertainment of the soldiers.

“The soldier at work is safe but it is
the soldier on leave, that is not,” said
Captain ' Dingle. He added that the
problem  of entertaining the soldier on
leave was the hardest.

Of the returned soldier he said that he
would come home with a new view-
point on life, though, perhaps. not in
sympathy with formality in churches.
The elementary law of Christianity is to
fight, to die, to be wounded for another,
which the soldier of today is doing, “and
for us.”

Speaking of Queen Mary and her
work In the war, Mr. Adam said that
undoubtedly she was “the greatest wo-
man in the world.” She was interested
in all thisgs pertaining to the welfare
of the soldiers. “She goes right to the
huts of the Y. M. C. A. with her apron
on and serves the coffee.”

Speaking of contributions to the Y. M.
C. A. Red Triangle fund he said that
these should be considered from the sac-
rificial point of view of “Mow much of a
sacrifice can we stand for the Y. M. C.
A. He said Canada had not even started
yet to sacrifice in this war.

*Mr. Adam then took up the notion
abroad that the Canadians had been
picked and thrown into the difficult|
situations along the various battle fronts.

Vimy Ridge to know that. Yes, you
have sent great stuff overseas but you
have not sent enough. -Canada has grown
rich since the war but on the bloodshed
altars of France and England.”

Dwelling on the sacrifices of the wom~
en in the war the speaker showed that
before the war 200,000 women were
working at industrial occupations in
Great Britain, whereas now there were
4,000,000 so engaged. Referring to the
women in the war on' the Scottish bor-
der, he said that they were toiling in
the munition plants, working amid acids
and fumes that were practically eating
away their beauty—their bloom/of health
and all that women hold dear.

Coming to the boys in France and
Flanders, Mr. Adam said he had seen
them in the trenches, “going over the
top”, coming back, in the hospital, un-
der all circumstances and ‘when in their
presence “I could not but imagine that

front. Great Britain is in this war, also,
I suppose you know that. Well, the idea |
that Canadian forces have been put into |
the difficult places is an absolute lie.” |

The speaker went on to show that byi
comparison the British and Canadian air-
men that the casualty in the imperial“
troops was five to one when compared
to the Canadian list. In Scotland, with
4,500,000 people, taking the army alone
she has contributed one in every seven
and taking the army and navy she has|
one in every five in war service. |

In Canada there is one in every twenty
in the service “and the slackers are not
all in Quebec.” (Applause.)

Speaking of the British navy he said |
that England had doubled her strength
at the end of the first year of war. “And
where were these extra sailors to come
from? Sailors cannot be made in a day.” |
She stripped her coast guard line, he said, |
and left it protected by the British Boy
Scouts. “Just think the coast of Britain

To bring home the greater sacrifices,
Mr. Adam referred to the conscription
law in England, taking as it does all
males from eighteen to fifty-one years.
The unmarried man gets twenty-four
cents a day and the married man gets
twelve, the rest going to the support of
his wife and children. The wife gets in
all $5.25 per week with which she must
clothe, buy food,and supply all the neces-
saries of life to herself and family.

“0O Canada, you talk of sacrifices. It
is true you have produced wonderful
fighters, some of the best that this war’
has produced, we have but to recall the
second battle of Ypres, the capture of

[ was talking to spiritual superiors.
Nature’s first law is self-preservation
which more or less controls and governs
life. In the trenches self-preservation is
not the first law of nature but self-sac-
rifice which, so help me God, is looking
out of the eye of every man. Self-sac-
rifice is a higher law than self-preserva-
tion, and for a time I was almost agreed
with the German philosophers who teach
that ‘soldiers are supermem’”

Chief Justice McKeown spoke of the
solemnity of the touching meeting and
asked Rev. H. A. Goodwin to close with
the simple benediction.

In St. Andrew’s Presbyterian church
in the morning Dr. Adam spoke on the
text “The work of righteousness is peace
and the effect of righteousness is quiet-
ness and assurance forever.” These are
the objects for which the Allies are
fighting, he said, and it is only through
righteousness that they may be attained.
Only through the righteousness of the
individual can the nation attain to vic-
tory. Dr. Adam pleaded for serious-
ness and sacrifice that the war might be
won earlier. Speaking of the work of
the Y.-M. C. A, he said that it was play-
ing a great part in helping the soldiers
to win the war and that a refusal to
contribute to its support was “uncom-
monly like treason.”

Danish Sailor Claims te Have Been

Prisoner, on Submarine; De-
stroyer Attacked

Boston, Mass., May 5—After an ex-
perience as a prisoner for two weeks on
a Germsan U-boat, during which time
the submarine wassattacked by destroy-
ers with gunfire and depth bombs, Ru-
dolf Petersen, a Danish sailor, reached
this port today. Petersen said that he
was on the Norwegian ship Storskog
when she was hailed by the U-60 off
Kinsale, Ireland, early in March.

All the officers and crew, nineteen in
number, were taken on the submersible,
which was 800 feet long and sald to
be one of the largest turned out at Kiel.
The Storskog was then sunk by gunfire.

For two weeks the submarine kept
on her hunting grounds, sinking many
ships, Petersen said. Once they missed
a deep-laden British transport by a nar-
row margin, but the next day they sank
a freighter. The feat elated the Ger-
mans, and they tossed up their hats and
shook hands all round.

“But I thought my last moment had

come,” Petersen said, “when in the Eng-|§

lish channel a British destroyer attacked
us. These destroyers go so fast there is
not any chance to torpedo them. This
one dashed up and quickly began firing.
Then we submerged. We could hear the
propellors churning above our heads,
and a moment later the submarine was
shaken by a fearful explosion.

Mr. Hilyard said he was naturally,
pleased over his election, especially in a
contest with some more experienced poli-
ticians and would endeavor to justify
the confidence placed in him by the elec- !
tors. He said that he would go into the
work with a good deal of vim but he
believed there was no reason why the
affairs of the council could not be car-
ried on in a pleasant and harmonious
fashion. He had enough Irish in him
to make him a fighter but he hoped that
this would not lead to any misunder-
standings. He was glad to enter a de-
partment so well organized as that of
water and sewerage. He had nothing
against any of the other departments
but he was sorry for Commissioner
Fisher. That department had defeated
two men and he believed it would de-
feat another, for the reason that enougn
money was not provided to run it to the
satisfaction of the citizens. He pledged
his best efforts in his own department
and full co-operation with the others.

Commissioner McLellan welcomed the
new commissioners and said there was no
doubt that the new council would work
