Templeton, a fellow worker in
the People’s: Park Bank., Di~Giacoma
was rescued last night after five hours
of feverish, increasing toil by relays
of men v‘ho battered, burned and
drilled their way to him while the boy’s
relatives waited ahxiously outside for
word of his fate. The first judgment
of the attending physicilans was that
Di Giacoma would recover!

He and Templeton were filing away
the books of the bank into the vault—
newly constructed and pronounced im-
pregnable by the manufacturers—after
the bank closed. The safe was walled
with concreté and battleship: steel fif-
teen inches thick.

First out last night, Templeton called
back “I'm going to lock you in” He
caught the heavy door and pushed it
slightly. He, was horrified to see it
slip silently into the panel. When he
attempted to open it he found the
time lock had sprung, preventing the
vault being opened by means of the

SPEECH FROM THRONE.

The Speech from the Throne in the
Provincial Lefislature does not fore-
cast much legislation, but it is very
satisfactory in that it tells the people
that the Government lived within its
income last year, the only burden be-
ing the. Valley Railway debt,

The people of the Province will read
with great satisfaction that a system
of road patrol is to be established.
Now that we have so great a mileage
of good roads it is imperative that
they be given the prompt repair which
traffic makes necessary. To let them
run down would be the worst kind of
economy. It is also satisfactory to
note that the Government anticipates
further federal aid, of which New
Brunswick has so wisely availed itself
for several years, and that thereby the
raileage of good roads may be stjll fur-
ther increased

An interesting announcement is that
which forecasts legislation empowering
municipalities to make loans to farm-
ers. The farmers had asked the prov-
ince to assume this task. It is obvious
that the people in a county can most
accurately judge of the ability of any
‘farmer in the county to repay a loan,
and municipal administration would
probably be more cautious and less like-
l¢ to involve loss. Those who have
sought assistance are chiefly one-crop
farmers, and the Speech wisely sug-
gests the desirability of more mixed
farming, to prevent the loss that at
times is certain to fall upon the one-
crop farmer. The Speech also refers
to the improvement in dairying and
‘commends the greater attention paid
to orchards and stnall-fruit.

THE Y. M. C, A. APPEAL.

The value of the work done by the
Y. M. C. A. is not measured in dol-
fars, but in manhood and citizenship
—in the physical, moral and spiritual
weliare of boys and young men. Nor
are those older men who have the in-
clination debarred from benefits de-
rived from healthy physical exercise.

The Y. M. C. A, in St. John oper-
ates to the full limit of the accommo-
dation that is available. It reaches
great numbers of boys and many
young men and exerts a healthy in-
fluence upon their lives. It reaches
out and .confers a benefit upon the
boys of the east and south end boys’
clubs, which at regular intervals are
its guests. The newsboys also kmow
its hospitality. It is, however, upon
the members of the regular classes the
most beneficent and lasting influence
is exerted. There are so many attrac-
tions of a doubtful or injurious char-
acter offered to boys in a city that it
is most desirable to have them linked
up with an organization whose ideals
are lofty, and whose training leaves
good impressions upon the young
minds. In the healthy physical train-
ing and clean sport which form so
large a part of the dally routine they
are taught to play the game fairly.
The boy or youth is pitted against
himself in the sense that he is urged
to make a better record; and he is
taught in competing games that the
game itself, and not victory or defeat,
is the thing that counts.

A good many busy men and women
in this city find time to give person-
al assistance in the work of the Y. M,
C. A: They know its value, and the
closer they get to it the more earnest-
ly they proclaim its value. Once a
year the Association makes an appeal
for the financial assistance without
which its doors would be closed. This
year’s appeal will be made next week.
It will afford those who cannot- give
personal service the opportunity to
help in a very important and substan-
tial way. If they pause to think of
the results of the work, in better man-
hood and highcr‘ citizenship the re-
sponse will be general and generous.

Two Bills for More Severe
Penalties are Introduced
in Legislature.

Two bills providing heavy penalties
for violation of the prohibition law
are before the Maine Legislature.

In the Senate Tuesday Senator Cram
of Cumberland introduced an act to
amend the revised statutes with ref-
erence to the wsale of intoxicating
liquors.

The wact provides that mo person
shall knowingly transport into the
State, or from place to place therein,
any intoxicating liquor or aid any per-
son in such transportation without be-
ing in possession of a permit ‘con-
ferred the national prohibition aet.
The failure of any person so trans-
porting intoxicating liquor to’ exhibit
such permit when reguested to do so
by any duly qualified officer shall be
deemed to be prima facie evidence that
no such permit exists.” s

The penalty for violation §s fixed at
a fine of not less than $300 mor more
than $600 and costs end in ‘addition
thereto imprisonment for not less than
three months nor more than six months
in jail, and in default of payment of
fine and costs imprisonment for six
months additional in jail.

The penalty for & second convietion
is ‘fixed at a fine of not less than §800
nor more than $1,000 and costs andd’in
addition thereto imprisonment for not
less than six months nor more ‘than.
one year, and in default of payment
six months additional. :

The act further provides that who-
ever aids in the sale of any intoxicat-
ing liquor in this state by acting as
agent, broker, employe or ‘messenger
for: either the buyer or the seller shall
be pumished by a fine of mot less than
$500 and costs and imprigenment for
not less than two nor more than six
months, and in default of payment im-
prisonment for not less than two mor
more than six months additional,
Another Liquor Bill.

Cram of Cumberland—Act to amend
the law relating to seizure and for-
feiture of wvehicles carrying intoxicat-
ing liquors intended for illegal use.

The chapter, as amended, provides
that all automobiles, trucks, wagons,
boats or wessels, and vehicles of every
kind, not common carriers, containing
intoxicating liquors intended for sale
or containing intoxicating liquor in the
possession of or in the control of any
person transporting the same without
being in possession of a permit issued
under authority of the mational pro-
hibition act, found within the state in
the possession or control of any per-
son, shall be seized by any officer. The
liquors and automobiles, trucks, wag-
ons, boats or vessels, and vehicles of
every kind, not common carriers, shall
be libelled as is provided for the libel-
ling of intoxicating liquors and the
vessels in which they are contained,
and shall be declared forfeited by the
court and sold in the same "manner as
is provided for the sale of vessels con-
taining ‘intoxicating liquors.

Any claimant of any such boat, ves-
sel or vehicle. must allege and prove
that the use of such boat, vessel or
vehicle for the transportation of in-
toxicating liquors as aforesaid, was
without his knowledge or consent.

Probably the condition towards the
alleviation of which most atteniion has
been ‘directed in the therapy of dia-
betes is glycosuna, or sugar in the urine.
While this symptom in most cases is
regarded of not morg than secondary
importance, it is nevertheless one in
which the success of the use of insulin
may be convincingly demonstrated.

No case of diabetes meéllitus have
been encountered in which - insulin,
given in adequate amounts did not
make patients aglycosuric within a
short time despite the fact that they
had been excreting large quantities ¢
sugar for months while on a fixed diet
and even in spite of large increases of
calories in the foodstuffs.

Dosage Differs.

The dosage of insulin required to ef-
fect this has naturally varied in differ-
ent cases and with various preparations
of the pancreatic extract, bit as a rule
is much less than is required initially to
render the patient sugar free. :

Certain cases may after a period of
insulin: treatment recover sufficiently as
no longer to require extract to main‘ain
them on basal diet. N

The opinion of the experimenters at
the present time is that these pati~als
should be protected for a time by the
use of small amounts of insulin.

An illustration of this is given in the
case of a man of fifty-seven who ruter-
ed the hospital on November 10, 1922.
Hé was placed on a diet of prtein,
twenty-seven grams, or one ounce - fat,
116 grams, or five otinces, and carbohy-
drates thirty-four grams, or about 1%
ounces, and containing 1,288 calories.
He remained on this diet for nine days,
during the last four of which the sugar
excretion was twenty-seven grams a
day.

On November 19 the diet was in-
creased to 2,280 calories. Simultane-
ously the dose of a batch of insulin re-
quired to make him sugar free on the
increased diet was calculated and ad-
ministered on the same day. The result
was that the patient has been sugar free
continuously since that time on the
same diet, though the dosage has grad-
vally been reduced to half the origina
amount. .

FIND JUTE SUBSTITUTE

The discovery of ‘a new fibre known
as “malvavisco,” which is said to be a
‘substitute for jute, is announced by
the Industrial Experiment Laboratory
of the Mexican Department of Com-
merce and Industry, The malvaviseo
plant grows abundantly in the humid
level lands near the rivers and at pres-
ent is employed in Vera Cruz for mak-
ing brooms.  Prolonged experiments
have shown this plant to possess
qualities similar to jute and the cost of
extracting the fibre to be small. The
fibre has a silky appearance and has
been woven into cloth with excellent
results, says Assistant Trade Com-
imissioner H. Bently MacKenzie, Mexico
City, in a report to the U. 5. Depart-
ment of Commerce. 2

Dr. Steinmetz Says Human
Race will be Saved
by Bacteria

Cross.- bred for Protein —
“Biolo‘gical Engineers” to
Produce “Energy Crops”
and Abridge Many of Na-
ture's Processes.

New York, March 8—The future of
the human race rests with the “biologi-
cal cngir’leer," according to Dr. Charles
P, Steinmetz, chief consulting engineer

spoke here on “Inventions of the Fu-
ture,” at _a dinner of the Advisory
Council of the Federal Engineers De-

neers’ Club.

The' “bivlogical engineer,” he said,
“miay enable the world to support many
times its present population by produc-
ing “energy crops” after coal gives out
and by feeding the human race direct-
ly on nitrogen-fixing micro.organisms.
*The bacteria and other microscopical
plants and animals take the nitrogen
from the air at present and hand it
Lover to plants, which hand it over to
cattle or futnish it directly to man in
the form of seeds, There is tremen-
dous waste in each of these steps. It
may be possible for the biological engi-
neer, the speaker said, to cross and re-
cross bacteria and other nitrogen pro-
ducers, until he has pdoduced a strain
which may be used directly for food.

Dr. Steinmetz would feed them on
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mineral matter, o that there would be
but one step in the conversion of min-
eral elements into the form of human

beings. Further than that, he pointed
out, this progress could be carried pn
in darkness. Vast areas now under
cultivation for the production of grain
for cattle and for beans and other ni-
trogenous grains could be turned over
to the production wf tlyle “energy crops.”

Swift-Growing Grasses. .
- Instead of vast waeat, grain and veg-
etable fields, and big grass ranges, the
land formerly so used would be cover-
ed with swift-growing green grasses,
fcrns or other plants—the nearest thing
that the ‘scientists could breed to the
great -plants of the Carboniferous per-
iod which are now stowed away as coal
in vatious parts of tlie earth, but are
being rapidly exhausted.

“In our time, we have seen the sugar
beet’ doubled in size and sugar content
by the'application of scientific methods
to its growth,” said Dr, Steinmetz.
“Working in the same line with other
plants probably fast-growing grasses,
why would it not be possible for biolo-
gical engineers to breed a type of vege-
tution which might be called an “éner-
Fy crop,” “fixing the solar energy on a
arge scalep i

It takes time of®course to coniBine
old varietieg of plants and produce new
ones, but micro-arganisms can be made
to grow at the .rate of a generation a
day or two generations a day. New
species can be produced which will mul-
tiplp at a very rapid rate and their
production of nitrogen can be greatly
stimulated s

In a century or two or even a short
period, we might be making a large
pert of our nitrogenous food directly
in this manner and clearing large areas
for the more efficient capture of car-
bon through the energy of the sun’s
rays.

Coal Energy Wasted.

When the “biologicas engineer” is
producing “energy crops” it will be-
come the business of the phygicist and
chemist to discover some more efficient
method of transforming the energy of
cerbon into work.. . &%°a¥% $

About 99 per .cent, of the energy of
toal is wasted at present in its use for
lighting purposes. This loss is due to
the fact that present processes make it
nceessary to produce heat twice in the
process of transforming the energy of
coal into electric light.

Some “cold process” is needed where-
by the carbon can be converted into
electricity without the intervention of
heat, according to Dr. Steinmetz, who
admitted, however, that we have not
even a clew in that dérection as yet, ex-
cept possibly in the cold light of the
firefly and other luminous creatures.

Dr. Steinmetz said that he had heard
that the Germans during the blockade
had made considerable progress in find-
ing strains of bacilli and other minute
creatures which could manufacture pro-
teins. He sald also that micno-organ-
isms had been found which could pro-
duce rubber from simpler materials.
He pictured an age in which the mi-
crobe might do most of man’s drudgery.

Speaking of the inefficiency of the
present method of producing nitnogen
for human food, he said:

“It is a most extravagant plan, Only
a very small part of the whole plant

is used for food. Only a very small
parl of that is protein, It takes a whole
year or season to grow, and even then
wes ‘may not use it directly. We feed
it to cattle, but its production of ani-
mal protein is very small. The amount
of protein which we get when the ani-
mai is slaughtered is very small com-
pared to that which is consumed by
the animal”

Wheat and other grains are foods
which man accidentally hit upon. in
paleolithic . times, according_ to the
speaker, and no symstematic effort has
ever been made to find a more econo-
mical grain or to develop one. But no
grain, however efficient, he said, would
begin to produce energy so economical-
ly as that of cultivating the bacteria
which furnsh the grain with nitrogen.

Official returns from 210 cities re-
porting to The American Contractor,
reveal that so far as building permits
go the present January leads its next
nearest rival, that of 1922, by 45 per
cent., and thus gives promise, as has
been so generally predicted, that 1923
will considerably outdistance the year
just ended in amount of construction.

Soaring prices and local strikes fail-
ed to check the continued business ex-
pansion last week.

Most people, said the
doctor, ate from habit and desire, re-
gardless of whether the food was what
they required. The most up-to-date
automobile made required gasoline, oil
‘and a cooling apparatus to keep it go-

‘ling; but people expected the human

body to do its work even whep it was
not kept supplied ‘with the requisite
fuel. At this point some of the more
common errors in dieting were discuss-
ed, jncluding excessive meat eating, and
the drinking of large quantities of tea
and coffee. “I have,” said Dr. Gilday,
“known of so many men and women
who have died in middle life simply
because they did not eat properly.”

\ In speaking of the housewife’s re-
‘eponsibility in so far as suitable cloth-
ing for herself and her family were
concerned, the speaker mentioned, inci-
dentally, that he still wondered how
women could stand the great changes
in temperature they” did when they
wore so little clothing. L TEae

Turning . directly to the housewife
herself,  Dr. Gilday declared that
enough thought had not been given her.
As a general rule she did mnot get
enough recreation or ‘sufficient change
of thought. Quoting Anne Shannon
Monroe, he said, “The most conseien-
tious women often become so obsessed
with their responsibilities as never to
lay the burden down or'look beyond
it. Like a machinist in a great factory,
who spends his life making over and
over again the same small cog, their
minds become narrowed down to their
little ‘part in the scheme, and they
know nothing of the great machine into
which their work fits. Having no vision,
they cannot communicate one.”

Before concluding, the work. of “the
family physician was mentioned. The
family physician of the future would
concern. himself with the general nom-
plete affairs of the family, and not
onfine his efforts to a mere attendance
on its individual members. His duty
would not be only to treat people when
they were sick, but to keep them well.

DIABETES CASES
(Montreal ‘Gzzette.)

Alarming increases of diabetes cases
in the last. few years were indicated
last night by Dr. I. M. Abinovitch of
the Montreal General Hospital in ad-
dressing the McGill Chapter of the
Sigma Xi Society, at its fourth. meet-
ing held in the Physics Building of
McGill University, The syllabus for
the evening was a reviewing of recent
research work in surgery, medicine and
enginering.

“If diabetes increases during the next
forty years like it has done during the
past forty years, it will rival tubercu-
losis in its menace to the race, and if
it increases similarly during the follow-
ing forty years, it will equal the total
deaths of the world. There are over a
million diabetics in North America,”
declared Dr. Abinovitch.

That diabetes greatly affects mortal-

ity statistics was indicated by figures
given by the speaker, showing that
mortality from all diseases combined
had greatly diminished during the last
forty years, but, with respect to dia-
betes, the reverse was the case. The
figures were not quite so appalling,
however, when one considered that the
number of cases handled by the in-
surance companies, by whom the sta-
tistics were arrived at, had greatly in-
creased.

Diabetes might be defined as a con-
dition which rendered ‘the body unable
to utilize sugar in the proper manner.
Allen’s treatment of starvation. had .
been applied until it was discovered
that persistent starvation had not the
power to rid diabetics of sugar. Insulin
treatment had proved successful in the
treatment of this disease.

Speaking this morning with reference
to-the lath situation in New Bruns-
wick, -Alexander Wilson, of the.Wil-
gon Box Company, said that the lath

from time to time what developments
there would be. He said a' great many
small operators - had gone into the
woods to get out lumber for laths but
the nature of the winter had been such
that it had in°many cases been a bad
yenture, and the small operators had
been put out of business. At present
the price of laths was high, but there
was nothing stable about it. He did
not know of any vety large shipments
of laths from this port, and in fact laths

to there being so much snow in the
woods. The general situation was fair.

The largest shipment of recent times
from this port is one of 4,000,000 spruce
Jaths which the schooner Harry A. Mc-
Lénnan is ready to take to New York.
They are being shipped by Thomas
Bell and Company.

J. Fraser Gregory, of Murray and
Gregory, said this morning that prices
had advanced somewhat in the lumber
market recently. This was due to a
certain extent to the heavy fall of snow
in the lower part of the province, which
had forced many operators out’ of the
woods and therefore very materially re-
duced the cut. The American market
was strong but there still existed the
embargo. Not a Canadian car was al-
lowed into the United States with lum-
ber, and even when the embargo was
raised the lumber would have to be
sent on American cars. Laths were
strong but the same conditions which
had affected other parts of the lumber
market had obtained in connection
with laths.
