Striking Ref-remce to Deposed
Monarch in_Sermon by Rev.
S. S. Poole

In the course of a deeply inspiring ser-
mon, focussed on the conclusion of hos-
tilities and the steadfastness of the Brit-
ish nation in the cause of right, Rev. S.
S. Poole, pastor of Gefmain street Bap-
tist church, made unique reference to the

To which jeer the martyr
called back, “He is building b coffin for
your Emperor!”

“Some have been unduly worried about
the Kaiser,” said the Baptist clergy-
man. “We should not measure this
man’s importance by his own exagger-
ated estimate of himself. He hag swag-
gered through the continent of Europe as
though he owned ‘the whole world, and
the people that dwell therein. But he
did not. Poor wretched little fellow
with his withered arm and his withered
soul, what does he amount to anyway,
with all his shining armor? A bit of
dust that one day shall be blown out of
sight. The timber, for his coffin was
felled long ago. Another tyrant has
been depoced and the day is not far dis-
tant when he will vanish entirely from
the .earth.”

In no case was a merchant ship sunk
at sight. Care was taken to see that
the crews of all vessels got safely away.

In addition to carrying out their at-
tacks on enemy war craft the submarines
played: an important part in convoy

the British submarine commanders car-
ried out twenty-four cruises, totalling
22,000 miles which probably constitutes
a record for any submarine.

In the first and second years of the
war seven British submarine commanders
carried out a total of 120 cruises, extend-
ing for 850 days, all of which were
actually spent in the enemy theatre.
