The Committee on the Bible T'ranslation Cause reported as fol-
lows :—

That since an intimate acquaintance wiih the Sacred Writings of
the Oldand New Testaments, is an object of paramount importance
for the production of correct views of divine truth, and the pre-
servation of the spirituality of the churches, and since our Brethren
cannot but be sensible of the obligation which rests upon them to
diffuse, both at home aud abroad, the word of God, which is to
them the only guide and arbiter in things divine ;—this Committee
recommend that the churches be requested to aid the American and
Foreign Bible Society, with their contributions, either by the for-
mation of distinct organizations, where it is deemed practicable,
or in conjunction with Union Societies, where the effort likely to be
made would be too inconsiderable to warrant the establishment of
Auxiliary Societies, not however intending, by this suggestion, to
impose on the general union effort the necessity of incorporating
the Bible cause, together with the other objects for the present.

The preaching of the gospel will be very inefficient, unless the
scriplures are carefoily examined.
