On October 1st the Public Works de­

partment take over the business of the 
Water and Sewerage Commission (East 
side and Portland) and that of the Water 
Commissioners West side. Just wbat 
the saving in salaries will be no one 
can tell as yet, but as there will no longer 
be any commissioners they will not be 
paid. This will save $1,800, for the East 
side commission and $1,050 on the West 
side. The probable saving by the unit­
ing of these departments will not exceed 
$4,000. The total saving of salaries effect­
ed by the union will therefore not be more 
than $8,600 and so far the increases in 
salaries are $2,900 with two extra clerks 
in the Chamberlain’s office and the two 
directors yet to provide for.

Street Tramway» In New York.
During the year ending Sept. 80, 1888, 

tho number of passengers on the street 
railways and elevated railways of New 
York city was 876,013,580, an increase of 
18,000,000 over the numticr for 1887. 
This, at the uniform fare of 5 cents, 
represents a totul revenue of $18,845,- 
679.80. There are nineteen “city rail­
way” companies, eighteen of which are 
horse car surface lines, and the other i» 
the elevated railway system, with its four 
parallel lines. The equipment consists 
of 3,054 cars and 13,580 horses. Tho ele­
vated lines have 021 cars and 291 locomo­
tives. The number of employes is 11,725. 
—Scientific American.

prorogued to-day until November 16.
The Queen in her speech of prorôgâtion 

said “ My Lords, It is with much satis­
faction I release you from the labors of a 
protracted session. Our relations with 
the other powers continue most cordial 
Since the beginning of the session nothing 
has happened to diminish the confident 
expectations of an unbroken European
peace. ------

The. only exception to the tranquil 
course of events has been a very partial 
renewal of attempts formerly made bf 
the followers of the Mahdi to invade 
the Southern frontier of Egypt 

The invading force was arrested and 
dispersed with conspicuous skill and 
complete effect by the Khedive’s troops 
supported by a small British contingent 
under General Greenfeil.

fcThe Harbor commissioners 
consist of five members, three of whom 
shall be appointed by the Governor in 
Council, cine by the Common Council of 
St John and one by the Board of Trade 
of St John.

The snm of $750,000 is provided for the 
commissioners first to pay $500,000 to the 
city of St. John for hatbor rights and 
privileges and $250,000 to acquire private 
nights in the harbor and to make im­
provements.

I w 
come their cooperation in the comol 
defense of the empire.

I gladly acknowledge the care and lib 
ality with which you have provided 1 
the wants of the public service. J

My Lords and gentlemen.—X 
measures you have taken with no 
grudging hand to strengthen the naval 
defenses will enable my subjects to pur­
sue their industry and enterprise in a 
more complete security of peace. Hie 
Act reforming the local government of 
Scotland will, I am convinced, contribute 
largely to the welfare 
ment of my people in Scotland. I 
much regret that the pressure upon your 
time has prevented your passing the bill, 
conferring responsible j government 
my subjects in Western Australia, and I 
trust this very desirable object will be 
effected at an early day.

I note with satisfaction the improve­
ments introduced into the constitution of 
the Universities of Scotland and the 
steps yon taken towards the establish­
ment of technical education in England 
and Wales. The intermediate Education 
Act for Wales will^supply a deficiency in 
the educational system which has beep 
acutely felt for many years.

DRAGGED IN THE MIRE.THE EVENING GAZETTE
The Ancient and Honorable Name That 

Has Been Disgraced.
New York , August 27.—A great sensa­

tion in aristocratic circles is in everyone’s 
mouth here to-day. An honored name 
for generations has been dragged in the 
mire by a young man who inherited 
wealth and position from a long line of 
distinguished ancestry. Robert Ray 
Hamilton has been an honored member 
of the best social circles in this city for 
many years. Few have stood higher in 
the public esteem. Fresh from the Colum­
bia College law school he took a lian d 
in politics and has served four terms in 
the Legislature. In that body he was 
regarded as a very swell young man, 
with high notions of propriety, morality 
and dignity. He was the leader of the 
reform element in the New York Legis­
lature, and last year introduced some 20 
measures looking to the correction of All 
sorts af abuses in the moral and political 
atmosphere of this great city. His pet 
measure was a very stringent statute for 
the suppression of vice and immorality, 
of which he was the author. Under his 
guidance it passed the House of Assemb­
ly but died in the Senate. From the time 
he entered politics he has, in season and 
out of season, been conspicuous in his 
effort to make laws for the better 
conduct of man and woman. This made 
him very popular in the swell district 
on Murray Hill, which he represented, 
and had it not been for the scandal his 
own immortality has brought upon 
his name, he would have 
been the Republican senator from 
perhaps the richest district in New 
York city. His career, so far, has been a 
very brilliant one, and allhisfuturo look­
ed bright With good character, ample 
means, and of pleasing address, he was 
rapidly growing into a form where he 
could have gratified his desires for 
political promrnehoe to the limit He 
had his eye on a seat in Congress, and 
doubtless would have obtained.! rit had 
not this blight fallen upon his hereto­
fore good name.

The news of his double life fell upon 
all circles in New York as a bomb shell. 
While a very few of his tnore intimate 
acquaintances had a suspicion of his 
conduct, the great majority of people 
regarded him as above suspicion. Six 
months ago.he resigned his position as 
chairman of the Republican committee 
of hie district and actually loqt his 
residence in the district ho had re­
presented to follow to the west side of 
the city a woman who has now attempt- 
to take his life and is held for murder in 
a New Jersey watering place,, The 
woman for whom Robert Ray Hamilton 
has sacrificed so much has had a strange 
career. She came to the city when quite 
a girl, and led a speedy life. Site has 
been known in various quarters in 
which she has lived in this city as Eva 
Swinton, Eva Mann, Carrie Gilsey, Ada 
Macintosh, and finally Mrs. Robert Ray 
Hamilton. During her earlier career 
here she sought and obtained employ­
ment.

HARBOR COMMISSION

The simple problem for the voters of 
St. John to consider when they deposit 
their votes on Tuesday week is whether 
they are prepared to consent that the city 
shall incur an expenditure on account of 
harbor improvement of from £600,000 to 
$1,000,000 or whether this responsibility 
shall he transferred to a commission with 
the Dominion government behind it To 
place tliis harbor in a proper position to 
do the work likely to be required of it 
and to enable it to accomodate eleven 
ocean steamships at its wharves would 
involve an expenditure something like 
the following:

If this estimate is wrong it errs in con­

sequence of it being too small. The Sand 
Point Pier >s here included on the pre­
sumption that this property might be 
obtained back from the Dominion Gov­
ernment. although it is hardly probable 
this could be done without the payment 
of a considerable sum oi money. Of course 
if the Dominion government held on to 
this property and declined to spend any 
money in improving it the people of Car- 
leton might bid good by to any hope of 
seeing steamships loading and unloading 
on that side of the harbor.

If it will cost the corporation $820,0Q0 
to put the harbor in proper condition to 
do a large business, such as we hope" to 
see done here, the city would require to 
raise this money by loan. Some people 
talk of obtaining this money at 4 per 
cent, but it is by no means clear that 
this could be done where so large an in­
crease of the present debt is involved. 
St. John now owes, including the water 
and sewerage debt, something like 
$2,600,000 and an addition of $820,000 to 
this sum wotild bring it up to the large 
figure of $3,480,000. If we could get this 
additional debt for as low 
a figure as 4 per cent 
it would bring the annual charge on the 
city for interest up to more than $190.000 
or about $20 a head for each taxpayer in 
in the city. But such an expenditure for 
harbor improvement would involve a 
much larger annual sum than the mere 
4 per cent of interest. We would have 
to calculate that these wharves, made as 
they would he of perishable material, 
would require to he entirely renewed in 
twenty or twenty five years, and this 
would demand 
cent at least, 
annual burden on the city arising from 
the new expenditure for harbor works 
would he something like $65,000. We do 
not believe that our citizens are prepared 
to face any such responsibility as this, or 
to place our corporation in such a 
position that the sum of $225,000 a year 
would be required to pay interest and 
renewals. Instead of this dangerous 
stale ofaflairs involving so large an 
amount of possible taxation the placing 
of the harbor in Commission will 
enable us 
by the payment of $600,000 of 6 per 
cent bonds involving a saving in interest 
of $30,000 a year. As these bonds are ex- 
empt from taxation the city is really 
paying for them $7.32cts. per cent a year 
this being the rate of taxation added to 
the 6 per cent interest. The annual 
charge or loss to the city on account of 
these bonds may therefore lie put down 
at $36,600 or $12,000 in excess of the net 
revenues of the harbor as they have 
averaged for the past seven years. 
Oil the one hand therefore we have, if 
we place the harbor in commission a cer­
tain reduction of $12,000 a year in our 
civic expenditure and no possibility of 
any further risk or loss on account of 
harbor improvement. On the other hand 
if we do not place the harbor in commis­
sion we have either to see our harbor 
abandoned by ocean 
subject ourselves to an 
of $820,000, and an additional annual 
charge of more than $65,000 a year 
a great part of which we can never hope 

refunded'in the shape of harbor 
We do not think there can be

Since President Harrison took office 
the dismissals of Democratic office hold­
ers have been so numerous, that very 
little is left of the so called “Civil Service” 
system.

Hamilton’s first offer of marriage was 
made with the intention of breaking off 
her relations with Mann and leading 
her to a better life. But the natural per­
verseness of her character led her to de­
ceive him. She agreed to leave her 
lover forever and to lead a respectable 
life, and made the most solemn protesta­
tion of love for Mr. Hamilton and detes­
tations for* Maun.

Danger In Celluloid.

Umbrella and cane handles, collars, 
cuffs, and scores Of bther articles of con­
venience, utility and even elegance, 
manufactured from celluloid, are in daily 
use by large numbers of the people. 
The question is asked, “May they be 
safely used?” Celluloid is made from 
gun cotton, the powerful and violent ex­
plosive compound. Gun cotton is made 
by saturating absorbent paper with ,a 
mixture of two parts of nitric acid and 
fivo parts of sulphuric acid. The cellu­
lose of tho paper, derived from tho cel­
lular tissue of the cotton in common use, 
is clianged by tho combination and be­
comes gun cotton. To make celluloid, 
the excess of acid is washed out by the 
free use of water, and by pressure : care­
fully applied. After the removal of all 
uncoinbined acid, it is reduced po a ho­
mogeneous plilpy mass, strained until it 
becomes nearly dry, and is then mixed 
with about one-tliird of its weight of 
gum camphor.

These materials are mixed as uniform­
ly as possible by careful manipulation 
with wooden instruments, and then by 
grinding. Tho pulp which is turned out 
by grinding is spread out and reduced to 
slabs of various thicknesses and rolled 
between steam heated rollers, and then 
becomes moderately elastic in straps of 
medium thickness. In this form it is 
worked up into the various articles 
which are offered for sale and use. Al­
though gun cotton is easily manufact­
ured, its manufacture for experiment oi 
for general use is not recommended ; and» 
although celluloid articles may be safely 
used with ordinary care, a bonfire oi 
such articles for amusement is not rec­
ommended. No injuries from such use 
havo been reported. A word to tho wise, 
however, suffices.—American Analyst.

with his usual
cleverness, entered quite fully into 
the law bearing on the matter 
and pointed out how far the Probate 
Court had rights and powers in the 
premises and wherein those prerogatives 
would be restricted or rather where they 
would be practically an interference with 
the jurisdiction of the Equity Court say­
ing that while the proceedings in the 
Probate Court are final, it is no part of 
the duty of that court to settle the legal 
construction of a will, nor to determine in 
the case of different claims to whom pay­
ment should be made, or when the 
amount is contested what the sum shall 
be. All these questions said his. Honor 
belong exclusively to this court. The 
executor may if he choose procure 
the decision of any controverted 
right before acting or he may act on his 
own responsibility and decide for him­
self. The relative rights of legatees and 
other questions affecting the distribution 
of an estate cannot properly be heard 
upon the settlement of the executor's 
account.

For the same reason the executor can­
not be allowed for payments in his ac­
counts the effect of which would pre­
judice the rights of those who claimed a 
larger share than had been paid to them. 
His Honor adds “as I think this is the 
law it shows conclusively that the pro­
ceedings in the Probate Court form no 
answer in this suit.”

After stating certain questions 
evolved from the examination of the 
facte, and the arguments, His Honor con­
cludes that if he directs inquiry into the 
amount of the several funds 
inquiries will be as follows viz.

1. What was the amount of the person­
al estate that came into the hands of the 
executors ?

id received by him?

7. What is unpaid of the said annuities? 
Judgment was also delivered in the
