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TERMINAL CITY.

That history repeats itself is shown
clearly enough by the interest that is be-
ing taken by American capitalists in Port
Mulgrave or Terminal City as it has been
named by the projectors of & new steam-
ship line between Europe and America.
Port Malgrave as every oune knows lies
on the Gut of Canso and is the present
terminus of & line of railway which ex-
tends east from New Glasgow and is a
part of the Intercolonial system. The
Terminal City company has been chart-
ered by the legislature of Nova Scotia, as
its  prospectus states, for the
purpose of founding and fostering
the growth of a large commercial, manu-
facturing and fishing centre pear the
eastern terminus of the Strait of Canso.
The property of the company, the same
d t tells us ists of 3046 acres
of land on the Nova Scotia side of the
Strait of Canso, with a water frontage of
six miles. They have also 1522 acres of
land on the island of Cape Breton, with a
wide water frontage on Caribou Cove.
Besides these are coal mines. covering
a coal area of eight square miles, at
Caribou Cove, in Richmond county,
Cape Breton Island, with seams of coal
varying in width from 3 to 11 feet, and
running direct to the water’s edge. The
Termipal City Railroad is to be built
from Mulgrave, N. 8,,to Terminal City,
a distance of 5} miles, and also & line
running from Wright's Cove, Cape Bre-
ton Island, to connect with the govern-
ment railroad of Cape Breton, a distance
of five miles, - 250,000 shares of treasury
stozk to be sold to develop the property
at a par valoe of $10. The entire stock
of the company  is 500,000 shares, of the
value of $5,000;000. A line of steamsnips
is to be run from Terminal City
to Europe. That there is a serious
intention in all this is shown
by the excursion party which passed
through St. Jobn this morning en route
from Boston to Port Mulgrave for the
purpose of being present at the sale of
lots Which takes place to-morrow and
the two following days.  Fifty-four
persons have paid $50 each for the round
trip from Boston to Port Mulgrave and
this of itself shows that there are a good
many people who have faith in the new
enterprise.

The Terminal city company embodies
an old idea, although the enterprise has
the appearance of novelty. The first
railways that were built in the Maritime
Provinces were mainly constructed with

. & view of obtaining more rapid commu-
nication between New York and Europe.
The yery name European and North
American railway, which was once borne
by our own line to Shediac, embodies the
original design of the road, which was to
form part of a great system of railways
from New York to a port of Nova Scotia
connected with Europe by a line of steam-
ships. Halifax was at that time thought
to be the most available port, but it is
clear that it is not regarded with favor
by the promoters of the Terminal City
enterprise. They evidently believe that
the Straits of Canso form the proper ter-
minus, and we are not disposed to dis-
pute their cheice.

The wea voyage from Europe to
Terminal City will be about 130 nautical
miles shorter than to Halifax. The
distance by rail from Terminal City to
a common point on the Intercolonial,
such as Moncton, is only 31 miles farther
than it is from Halifax sothat there is a
clear saving of 100 miles, besides having
a better and less dangerous port as a
terminal point for the steamship lines.
The outcome of the Terminal City enter-
prise will be watched with interest here.

THE SHORT LINE.

Referring to our article on the opening
of the Short Line from Oxford to New
Glasgow, the Amherst Record accuses us
of making two very grave mistakes and
says:

In the first place, it notices the utter-
ances of a violent Halifax grit paper
which never has agood word for any
great public work with which a “ tory ”
is connected, and whose utterances, de-
nunciatory, or otherwise, on any mat-
ter, the people of Nova Scotia pay not
the slightest attention to. In the second
place mE Gazerre predicts that “the
whole trade of the Gulf Shore of
the Province of N. 8.” will be drawn to
St. John. We are prepared to concede
the “drawing” powers of St. John within
certain limits, but those limits do not
comprise the “whole of the gulf trade of
this province,” and this our contempor-
ary will soon find out. Itissafe to say

- that the particular interests of St. John
to the detriment of those of Nova Scotia
towns and other places, were not taken
into consideration by . the promoters of
the “new Nova BScotia Railway.” The
yery idea is absurd, and should only be
treated as one of our contemporaries
little pleasantries.

Asto the first charge we see no im-
proprity in noticing the utterances ofa
Halifax Grit paper in regard to the Short
Line, the more especially since the
friends of that very paper, at the recent
Provincial elections, carried not only
Halifax county but two thirds of the
constituencies of Nova Scotia. As to our
prediction that the whole trade of the
Gulf will be drawn to St. John, we stand
by that statement. There is now a con-
tinuous and direct line from St. John to
Port Mulgrave on the straits of Canso
which is brought within 306 miles of
this city. From Halifax to Port
Mulgrave is 185 miles, from Port Mul-
grave to St. Johu is nearly 306 - iles,
and here we are on the threshold of the
great American market. The people of
Pictou stand in the same position as
those of Port Mulgrave with regard
to the two cities while as to places
west of Pictou such as Pugwash and
‘Wallace the advantages of St. John are
still greater. Our Amherst friend seems
to have prejudices in favor of Halifax
against St. Jobn, but we cannot see why
seeing that the Halifax peo-
ple  have selfishly attempted to
prevent  every public work which

seemed likely to benefit Amherst. The
Halifax people killed the Baie Verte
canal scheme, which would have teen of
so much benefit to Amherst if carried
out. They tried to kill the ship railway
also, and whatever benefits Amherst de-
rives from that work have been obtained
in spite of Halifax. The same is true
with regard to the Oxford Short line
which was not built by the good will of the
Halilax people. The people of Wallace,
Pugwash and the Gulf Shore know these
facts and they will bring their trade to a
friendly city like St. John, and not to their
Halifax enemies, who would have kept

them in a state of perpetual serfdom if
they had possessed the power.

SOME RECENT LAW DECISIONS.

Speaking of the recent imposition of a
fine of $25 on a young man for kissing
his affianced in Mountain Park, and a
fine of $10 on the party of the second
part, by Recorder de Montigny, of Mon-
treal, a correspondent of one of the Que-
bec papers makes tho astonishing state-
ment that & married couple who had
shared their joys and sorrows for a score
of years, were before the same court &
few months since for the same offence,
where the husband got off with a fine of
$5 and the wife with an admonition not
to let the like occur again.
We say the statement is astonishing
for a variety of reasons. We are aston-
ished that one occnpying the dignified
position that Mr. de Montigny fills should
80 correctly estimate the values in affairs
of this kind, of which it is not to be sup-
posed that he had any knowledge from
personal experience. The young man
undoubtedly got his money’s worth, if
not it was most likely through his inex-
perience or modesty, and the young
lady, it is to be presumed, did not con-
sider the amount in which she was
mulcted wholly mis-spent. To the
credit of Mr. de Montigny we must say
that the fines appear to have been very
fairly adjusted. We are unable, how-
ever, to arrive at & conclusion how so
grave and dignified a man as the
Recorder came to so equitable a decision.
In the matter of the “couple who had
been married a score of years,” we
find much thatis perplexing. Such peo-
ple rarely indulge in osculatory exercises
and that they should be so forgetful of
the customary ways of married life as to
kiss in a public park seems inexplic-
able. But Mr. de Montigny was equal
to the occasion, thongh the occasion
was without a precedent. He rea-
soned, most likely, that the man
was absent minded— possibly might
at the moment have thought that his
companion was some other man’s wife—
so he fined him $ as an admonition
that he should keep his wits about him
in foture. But he imposed no fine on the
lady, recognising thatshe merely sub-
mitted passively to the will of her lord
and master. We are inclined to the be-
lief, however, that this couple were not
married at all, and that Montreal lost $30
by the neglect of Recorderde Montigny
to demand the production of their mar-
riage certificate.

NOTE IIE_CPIIEIT.

The Sun is taking a great deal of
interest in the Kent election- and
is quite free with its advice
to the electors of that coumty. It
seems to us that the conservatives of
Kent ought to be capable of selecting a
suitable person to represent them with-
out any outside assistance or advice,
especially when the advice comes from a
paper like the Sun. While the Sun is
@xpressing so much anxiety in regard to
the Conservatives of Kent it might not
be improper for it to look at home and
see how the Conservatives of St. John are
prospering under its management.

The Halifax Echo, which is simply an
evening edition of the Halifax Chronicle
thus gives up the repeal contest of Nova
Scotia. Itsays:—

Many people in this province who
would be glad to see Nova Scotia aeain
managing its own affairs and fixing its
own tariff decline any longer to discuss
the question of repeal, because they have
been forced to the conclusion that it is
hopeless and impracticable, and they
can employ themselves better in doing
what they can to advance the interests
of the province as a member of the con-
federation. In political speeches made
during the late election campaign, when
the subject of repeal was referred to by
members of the government or their
supporters, it was a question that was
no longer a matter of practical politics.

A few years hence Nova Scotia repeal-
ers will be as extinct as the dodo.

The Woodstock Press calls attention
to a singular condition of affairs with
regard to the transmission ofthe mails
from St. John to Edmundston. It says
that a passenger by the N. B. R. may
leave St. John in the morning and ar-
rive at Edmundston at 645 the same
evening, but the mails that leave St.John
at the same time will not reach Edmund-
ston till between two and three o’clock
the next day. Consequently news is at
least two days old before they reach it
and it takes them an equally long time
to makes their wants and doings kno#n
to the outside world except by telegraph.
The reason of this delay is that the
mails that arrive at Grand Falls in the
afternoon, instead of being forwarded to
Edmundston the same evening by train
remain at the Falls till next morning
and are then forwarded by team. This
state of affairs appears almost past belief
and should have the immediate atten-
tion of the post office authorities.

GUATEMALA AND SAN SALVADOR.

Reported Battle and a Hostile Alliance,
Crry oF MExrco, July 17.—Senor Pou,
the confidential agent-of the provisional
government of San Salvador arrived
here on Saturday night from San Salva-
dor. He has received telegrams an-
nouncing the battle of July 17 and receiv-
ed on Sunday a despatch from Gen.
Ezeta, stating that an alliance had been
formed between Guatemala and Hondur-
as, and they had declared war against
San Salvador.
Gen. Ezeta wires that be has invaded
Guatemala and is marching(towards the
Guatemalan capital, opening everywhere
a victorious road to it. The amicable
relations of Nicargua and Costa Rica are
assured against Guatemala and her ally.
Minister Dieguer of Guatemala doubts
the authenticity of the report of the
battle between the troops of Guatemala
and San Salvador. He has received no
advices.

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Loxpox, July 21.—This afternoon a
public test was made of the new Gifford
gun, in which liquified carbonic acid gas
is substituted for powder, making the
discharge noiseless and smokeless. The
trial took place at head quarters of the
London Scottish rifle volunteers at Buck-
ingham Gate, and the inventor, Paul
Gifford, whose name is connected with
Gifford’s injector and pneumatic tubes
in use in the postal service, demonstrat-
ed the practical character of his latest
invention, Gifford made an excellent
record at 600 yards sight and the verdict
of the entire company was that the gun

is satisfactory in every way.

OBESITY IN HIGH LIFE.

Society Leadera Who Are Foreed to
Live on a Most Abstemious Diet.

There are two sides to the woman ques-
tion, and while one-half the sex is actu-
ally starving for nourishment the other
is overburdend with superfluous flesh,
the result of rich food and pampered
luxury.

The fashionable woman who lives ina
city mansion or makes her home in an
exclusive apartment-house devotes Ter
entire time, her fortune and energies to
society. She literally lives in pleasures.
She has nochildren ,no time for study, and
consequently no cares. Servants relieve
her of all household duties. A regularly
employed stenographer, who comes from
the typewriting institute for dictation,
makes light work of the heaviestmail,
and by the help of an almoner
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charities are fostered and approved claims
of poverty cancelled with liberality as
as well as despatch. Through the medi-
um of the telephone dressmakers, millin-
ers, shoe dealers and other agencies of
supply can be communicated with and
goods are brought to the house for inspec-
tion and purchase, thereby doing away
with shopping. Nights are given up to
thedissipations of the season and the
fashionable woman spends her days in
bed, recuperating from the fatigue and
excess of the night. Exercise is taken
via & carriage, a coach or a yacht, and
the result of all this is high-toned obes-
ity—a disease that threatens to become
epidemic, not only among the exclusive
sets but well-to-do persons who live in
hotels, and flats.

Here is a diet on which some of the
wealthiest and most massive women are
forced to live in order to reduce their
alarming proportions:

Breakfast—Nuts in  variety, raisins,
fresh fruits, without sugar or cream, hot
water.

Dinner—Soft boiled eggs, fresh fruit,
vegetables such as lettuce, asparagus,
beets, celery, tomatoes and cresses;
clear brown soup, hot water.

These two meals constitute the daily
diet. On retiring a cup of obesity tea is
taken. Immediately after rising the
patient drinks a pint of hot water and is
commanded to take two hours of exercise
in the open air before breakfast. Driv-
ing does not count. It is necessary to
keep up this treatment for an entire
month before a reduction is noticed.
Asevery body knows who has ever tried
it, extra fat is acquired more easily than
it is got rid of, and, although a woman
may starve down fifteen pounds by giv-
ing up tea coffee, wine, sweets, pastry,
fat, well-done meat and farinaceous
foods, she generally ends by indulging
her appetite and weighs thirty pounds
more than she did at the beginning of
the treatment.

Society men, while as corpulent 98 the
women, are more indifferent to appear-
ances and less willing to make the sacri-
fice required to veduce their weight.
One specialists has . on his books the
names of thirty women prominent in
New York society whose wealth average
$300,000. All have fat they want to be
rid of Treatment is resisted to the

1, The Weights and Measures Act provides for
aregular biennial inspection of all Weights and
Measures used for trade purposes, as well as for
irregular inspeotions of the same, which may be
made at any time when deemed necessary by the
inspector, and it also imposes a heavy penalty on
any trader or other person who wilfully obstructs
or impedes an inspector or assistant inspector in
the performance of his duty under said Ast, or
who refuses tofproducu the whole of his weights
and measures for inspection when called upon to
do 80 by an inspecting officer.

9. Every trader, manufacturer and owner of
weights, measures. and weighing machines when
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect-
ors of Weights and Measures for verification fees,
is entitled to, and is specially requested to de-
mand trom the officer who makes the inspection,
an official certificate (“Form 0, 6” with the words
“Qriginal for the Trader” printed at the head
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether
or not the stamps attached” to such certificate
represent exactly the value the amount of cash
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that
certificates of verification are of no value what-
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of
fees charged are attached. 7 :

3. Owners and holders of these official certifi-
catesare specially requested to keep them care-
fully for two years,and in order to secure their
safe keeping it~ would be advisable to placard
them in their places of business in the manner
in which ordinary license certificates are done,
for it must be distinetly understood that all trad-
ers who are unable to produce their properly
stamped certificates, when asked to do g0 by an
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob-
abilify, have to pay over again their verification

fees.

MATTERS AT THE POLICE STATION.

Secret Reports and Investigations
Which Are Not Calculated to Im-
prove the BDepartment.

With reft to his pension Of-
ficer Weatherhead states that he was
first charged for leaving his beat for 20
minutes, but that the second time he ap-
peared before the chief he {was charged
with leaving it on two occasions. To a
GAzETTE reporter this morning the chief
denied the truth of this. Weatherhead
further states that as no date was fixed
for the investigation he had not an op-
portunity to bring his witnesses before
the chief.
His witnesses ure officers McGuiggan
and Perry, both of whom, ‘Weatherhead
states, are prepared to prove that he was
taken suddenly ill at the time of his
leaving his beat. When a GAZETTE re-
porter saw the chief of police this morn-
ing that official refused to give the
names ofthe witnesses he had examined.
He refused alsoto give the names of
the? informant in the case in ques-
tion, and stated that the public had no
right to enquire into the business
of the police department. In this the
chief is mistaken. For the days of the
Star Chamber are over, and if a charge
against an officer is a fair one thenit is
better in the interests of everybody that
the details of the investigation should be
published. Every man hasa right to
know ihe name of his accuser, for there
are many considerations which might
actuate this “reporting” which is now in
vogue at the police station.

Even Officer Weatherhead is ignorant
of the name of the other officer who
made this charge against him, and he is
ignorant as well of the evidence against
him.

Secret reporting of this kind is not cal-
culated to improve the condition of the
police force, and the sooner this fact is
recognized the better.

In the case of Capt. Rawlings, who was
reported for drinking while on daty July
12, Chief Clark also refused to give
much information. He had settled the
case, he said, and as far as could be
learned had reprimanded the captain.

Mrs. Crandall’s parents lived in
Morris, and when the sad news of her
death came her father started for Dakota
to bring back the remains of his daugh-
ter and grandchild, Crandall and his
wife ~ had notgot along very well to-
gether, and in some way rumors of foul
play crept out.

“The next afternoon the bereaved fath-
er arrived in Morris with his dead.

The bodies were frozen solid, and arrang-
ments were made to thaw them out.
When this was done. Mrs. Crandall’s

body was examined.¥ A' deep wound in
her side was found. It didn’t take the
people of Morris long to make up their
minds that murder hsd been committed.

Crandall, it was thought. had arrived
with his surviving:child, and  gone
to the house of his mother, who lived
near the village. A lynching party was
organized in short order and, armed
with ropes, &c. The house was visited
and thoroughly searched, but Crandall
was not tobe -found. His mother,
insisted that he had not arrived, but she
was not believed. Finally the crowd
gave up the search and went home dis-
gusted.
