London, Feb. 7.—Joseph Chamberlain,
on being interviewed regarding the re-
sult of the general election, said the
1i1al victory would only take a little
longer than he had hoped for. Tariff
reform  had lost many votes owing to
the successful abuse of the Lords and
the wobbling of local leaders in Scot-
land and the north of England. He de-
clared tariff reform must remain the
main object of the Conservative policy.
It was the most popular plank, and
there was nothing to replace it.

Respecting the suggestion that the
policy should be’ changed or the Im-
perial side displayed in order to get
food taxes, Mr, Chamberlain said there
were always wobblers when a great
policy was proposed, but there woulds
be fewar wobblers in future, The work--
ing classes in many parts were far
ahead of their leaders on tariff reform.

His researches
in* the files of the case' ha% caused
him to overhaul legal data and opinions
compiled by such statesmen as Daniel
Webster, as the dispute over the fish-
eries treaty has continued with\ more
or less vigor for 75 years. The case
will be presented té the Hague tribunal
in May. Judge Turnér was a member
of the commission that negotiated the
treaty over the Alaskan. boundary.

ARE T0 REPAIR FAULTY
CEMENT SIDEWALKS

Mayor Morley in Favor of City
Council Superintehding the
School Board Finances

What will prove a very welcome an-
nouncement to pedestrians in Vietoria
was made at Friday's meeting . of
the streets, .sewers and bridges com-
mittee of the city council, the decision
having been reached to repair a griev-
ous fault which has Been discovered n
connection with the system of laying
cement sidewalks in various parts of
the city, and which has been the cause
of numerous complaints.on the part of
cilizens ;who have suffered injury, in
some cases quite 'Sérious: =

Ald. Humber brought the matter up,
pointing out that in many Sections of
the city the cement sidewalks, at points
where crossings are provided to allow
of vehicles entering private premises,
have. been so constructed as to con-
stitute a trap for unwary pedestrians
after nightfall—the crossing at the
edge of the sidewalk dropping suddenly
from grade to the level of the road-
way. ASs a result of this,, when people
are walking along the edge of the side-
walk they are liable to find them-
selves sprawling upon their backs ow-
ing to the trap, and they are lucky if
they do not suffer serious injury in
consequence. Ald, Humber told of a
lady on North Park street, who a few
days ago fell down at one of the cross-
ings and broke her leg. He did not
know whether the city would be sued
for damages in this case or not.
There was general agreement on the
part of the members of the board to
remeédy the matter at once, and on mo-
tion of Ald. Humber, seconded by Ald.
Sargison, it was decided to instruct the
city engineer to proceed at once ‘with
the work of bringing all these cross-
ings up to the level of the sidewalk
and provide a slanting approach from
the street outside of the edge of the
sidewalk. ‘A tile drain will be laid un-
der these approaches to carry off-the
wdter: which would - otherwise be* ob-
structed. 3

The chairman cf the committee, Ald.
Banmnérman, called attention to the fact
that the parks superintendent, 'D. D.
England, was - procéeding with' -the
work of laying tlie drains in the park.
He 'thoughit this work should be done
under the supervision of the city en-
gineer and proper specifications called
for and tenders-called for the work in
the -ordinary way.

Aldermen Humber and'  Rdymond
agreed that contract work was the
best and instanced the proposed work
of grading and draining the grounds
of the George Jay school, for which
tenders have been -called.

Mayor Morley thought it would be
well to inquire if the city council
should see fit if it would not be well to
have 'all expenditures on school work
done under the supervision of the cily
engineer. The city supplied the money
and it seemed only fair for the council
to' have a say in the manner of its
expenditure.’ He promised to take the
matter up with the board of school
trustees. 2
A petition was read from a number
of the residents of Victoria West, ask-
ing the ciiy to open up a thoroughfare
through the Indian reserve and con-
struct a new bridge across the inner
harbor to connect with Johnson street.

MANY MURDERS

AGENT OF SAILORS’
*UNION IN CUSTODY

Police ~Investigate ~ Mysterious
Disappearance of Men at
Aberdeen

t . & -
Aberdeen, Wash., Feb. 4.—Stoutly
protesting his innocence of the whole-
sale murders’ with:which the local po-
lice are trying to connect him, Wil
liam' Gohl, agent for the Sailors’ union
here, is:to-day under a special guard
in the jail at Montesano.
The spiriting away .of the prisoner
from Aberdeen was prompted by the
threats of violence on the part of the
angry sailors who congregated on the
streets :last night:and discussed the
murder charges against Gohl.
Gohl, who came here seven years ago
from San Francisce, is directly charged
with the murder of Charles Hatteberg,
a sailor, (formerly in the employ of the
accused man, whose body was found
in the waters of Gray's Harbor weight-
ed down. by a fifty pound anchor and
with ‘two jagged bullet holes (in ‘the
head. In addition to the .murder of
Hatteberg, the police are trying to get
some explanation of the death of forty
other persons, whose bodies have been
found .in ‘the harbor here during the
past five years. .
Gohl maintains that he is innocent
of any wrongdoing. 3
He 'points out ‘that Hatteberg was
his most intimate friend, that the tes-
timony of the'dead man -resulted in his
acquittal when ‘he was arrested some
time ago onthe charge of stealing au-
tomobile, blankets and that he had no
motive . for making ' away with his
friend. B i
The police say. they have evidence in
their possession that will show that
Gohl:lured Hattebergcand John Hoff-
man, who has been missing for sev-
eral months, : to . his lonely ' cabin on
Indian- creek, and there, after shootirg
both men, disposed of the bodies in the
bay.

. The policeare Also trying to connect

Gohl with the disappearance of two
score of sailors.  whom -they . allego
placed their earnings in the hands of
the prisoner for-safekeeping.

At the time of Hatteberg's-disappear-
ance, the. police say. that Gohl told
them that'the -sailor had gone io
Alaska to accept a job as caretaker of
a lighthouse.

Led by the chief of police, the search
for additional bodies in the waters of
the harbor here is continuing to-day |
with renewed - activity. ‘Scores' of ‘men
are. engaged . in the work, but up to
noon their . efforts ‘'had been unre-
warded. '

Gohl has waived his right to a pre-
liminary hearing, and this afternoon is
seeking . counsel to. defend him.  The
murder of Hatteberg is supposed to
have occurred on the evening of De-
cember 24th,-and John Hoffman is sup-
posed to have been killed on the same
night.” According to 'the police, boasts
made by Gohl led to the investigation
and the finding of Hatteberg’s body.

Chief . of Police ' Dean says: “We se-
cured a -tip ‘that Gohl .had ‘murdered
Hatteberg and Hoffman about six
weeks ago. Strapped’ on the back of
the body of Hatteberg we found a 50-
pound anchor, ‘sufficient to hold the
body down. It had been placed there
with care. I. am-of the-opinion: that
Hoffman’s body will be found in that
vicinity, as he is also missing, I know
that a number of men have been mur-
dered.”

Companies to-day
dispatched cablegrams to the Cham-
bers of Commerce at Shanghai, Can-
ton, and other Chinese ports, making
known the boycott they have declared
against the port of San Francisco and
irnstructing ' the : Chinese organizations
to circulate the information.

The boycott .is ‘the direct result of
an alleged . unfair treatment thef Chi-
nese declare their countrymen who en-
ter .the United : States' through this
port .receive at: the immigration sta-
tion on Angel island. They believe by
enforcing - this - boycott * they - will' be
able to force the United States gov-
ernment to take cognizance of their
demand- for 'changes in the methods in
vogue 'at Angel island.

The cablegrams sent to China  ad-
vised Chinese ‘coming to‘ America to
enter by way.of ports in Oregon and
Washington.  The bhoyeott-also virtual-
ly will include the Pacific ‘Mail Steam-
ship . Company .and other trans-Pacific
lines into San Francisco.

Gimli, Man., Feb. 4—Major Moody,
of the Northwest Mounted Police, who
for many years’ past has been in com-
mand ‘at Fort Churchill on Hudson
Bay, arrived in Gimli yésterday after-
noon en route south,

The arrival of a party from the Far
North always arouses much interest
here, - and the majority of - citizens
turned out to greet the weather beaten
travellers from the great lone land of
the north. But the major’'s arrival oc-
casioned more than the usual excite-
ment .when it was learned that a full-
blooded Eskimo, attired in his native
garb, accompanied the party, he being
the only representative of his race in
this part of the world.

Major -Moody leaves this afternoon
for Winnipeg, and at the present time
it is his intention to leave the Eskimo
in Gimli with the rest of the drivers
and police who accompanied the party
frcm Churchill with half a dozen dog
trains, .

STATES AT MERCY
OF INVADERS

UNPREPARED FOR WAR,
OFFICERS -DECLARE

Coast Defences Offer-But Lit-
tle Security—Army Re-
organization

o™

» Washington, D. C., Feb, 4.—It was
learned to-day that the report of the
general staff of the army will point out
that the United States ‘is totally un-
prepared for war at the'present time
and that our elaborate coast defence
offers little security because of  the
country’s defencelessness against land
attacks.

The report,. which soon:is to be sub-
mitted, is the result of an investi-
gation upon which its authors have
been working for two’years.

It is understood that it will set forth
a’ comprehensive - plan for reorgari-
ization of the ariny with a properly
proportioned and effective fighting ma-
chine as the great object in view.

One of the léading = officials of the
administration, 'in discussing the sub-
ject: to-day;’ pointed” out some of our
weaknesses. “He declared that our po-
sition ,as a world power really. has
been assumed and that its continuance
depends upon the acquiescence of for-
eign cabinets and the reorganization of
the army &o that it can be mobilized
to defend our coasts from - land attacks.

His statement, which is said to fore-
shadow thie report of the general staff,
sets forth that the present standing
army-of“the United-States is not strong
enough to prevent-a foreign foe' from
capturing the strongest coast cities.

It ‘would take six months to even
prepare to repel foreign invaders; it is
stated. Following 'is some. of the ar-
gumentis to be 'set forth:

Japan could land 100,000 veteran
troops on the Pacific coast = within
three weeks and could put douhle that
number upon American soil within ten
days’ more.

In iwo weeks Germany could place a
trained army of 200,000 upon the A't-
lantic coast of the United States:

Once entrenched in our  coast. cities,
a foreign army of 150,000 veterans
couid hold out indefinitely against five
times that number of American troops,
it is contended. .

It is pointed out.that the navy .is
largely depended upon for.coast de-
fence, but that it cdn defend only one
coast at a time and under present
conditions it would be impossible to
predict which coast might be attacked.
Also it is urged that the navy is es-
sentially an aggressive weapon - and
should not be tied .up for coast  de-
fence, because an invader unmolested,
might capture our -insular possessions
and send emissaries 'to sigm a . peace
pact.

It is a.well known fact that there is
considerable dissatisfaction on:the part
of officers in’ certain branches of the
army who contend that the army has
not been given propér attention'in. re-
cent years ‘in the matter ©of
propriations. N

Some ofiicials here are inclined-to-be-
lieve that the talk of danger to our
coasts is perhaps in some degree
work of agitators representing these
factions of the army .who desire to
gain large appropriations.

The general staff, however, has had
the matter under serious consideration
for some time and when their" report
is submitted it is expected that it will
be an official document that will carry
much weight and receive the most

The situation
has been growing mere serious-and it
has.‘become ~general “knowledge that
the wvaluable lands of the province con-
tiguous t« the line of the G. T. P. and
valleys that will be ‘accessible "when
that railway is constructed' are being
taken up by large syndicates under the
working of the act as it is now inter-
preted.

[ saw the district and have no intention
1 of ever seeing it.

In reality the land
is taken up in a wholesale way by
syndicates interested who find a ready
market for it with speculators in the
United States.

To such an extent has this gone that
it is reported that during the tast week
a temporary office was opened in this
city where names for use in the stak-
ing of lands'were purchased. The price
paid was" $1 and light liquid refresh-
meirts. The word was passed around
in circles where there were many men
availabie 'who might lendtheir names
for the purpose intended.- Very soba
the required number ‘were obtained
ahd the permission glven to make use
of the names in staking land.

The situation® has become such that
there is necessity for prompt . action
cn the part of the local government if
tne arable lands of this province ‘are
t¢ be saved for the actual settlers who

THE FIRE LIMITS

MAYOR MORLEY WILL
SUBMIT RESOLUTION

- e e

Proposal Would Widen Present
Area to Very Large Ex-
teni

(From Friday's Daily.)

Mayor Morley will, at Monday even-
irg's meeting of the City Council, pre-
sent an, important resolution provid-
ing for the extension of the fire limits
beyond present lines, and should the
recommendation be acted upon by the
fire. wardens the area in which wooden
buildings will' be prohibited will be
very greatly enlarged.

“I am sorry that a move in thig di-
rection was not made. by last year's
council,” said his worship to the Times
this morning. “As a result of this
regligence there have been ~many
wooden buildings built just outside the
present fire limits which ought to have
been prohibited. I shall strongly urge
a2n-extension of the limits on the coun-
cil, though, of course, it will be for the
fire wardens to say whether the by-
law shall be amendeéd as I suggest.”

The mayor's proposal calls for the
new limits to- be defined as follows:
Commencing at the southerly end of
St. Lawrence street, thence .north.to
Superior, along Superior to Douglas;
thence to the junction of Douglas and
Blanchard streets, thence along Blan-
chard to Broughton, up Broughton to
Quadra, thence to Mears, along Mears
to Cook, along Cook to Pandora, down
Pandora to Blanchard.

Then, gtarting from the projected end
of ' Discovery street, on the harbor
front, north along the shore line to the
intersecting point of the Esquimalt
road and Roek- Bay Dbridge; thence
easterly along Bay street to Douglas;
south along Douglas to Pembroke;
east along Pembroke to Blanchard;
thence south along Blanchard to Pan-
dora, connecting with the line indi-
cated in'the foregoing paragraph.

The lines thus drawn are intended
. to include as within the new fire limits
al! that section of James Bay lying
east of St. Lawrence and north of
Superior. By the lines defining the
northerly boundaries of the fire limits
the waterfront above the railway
bridge is included, which area also in-
cludes the major wumber of the saw-
mills of the city. The sweep of the
new line in an easterly direction 'also
widens very materially the limits
much beyond their present dimensions.

The fire limits as at present drawn
are as follows: Commencing at a. point
on the shore line of Victoria harbor at
the westerly end. of Herald street:
thence following the shore line north-
erly to the centre of the westerly end
of Discovery street; thence easterly
along the centre of Discovery street to
Store street;. thence northerly along
the centre Store street to Pembroke
street; thence easterly along the south-
erly line of Pembroke street to the
northeast corner of lot 770, block O;
thence southerly in ‘a line parallel with
the eastern.line of Douglas street dis-
tant 120 feet (or the width of #wo lots)
from such street line to the centre of
Fisguard street; thence easteriyv along
the centre of Fisguard street to the
point of intersection of the centre lines
0oy Fisguard street and Blanchard
avenue; thence southerly along the
centre ‘line of Blanchard avenue to the
point of intersection of the centre lines
of Blanchard avenue - and -‘Pandora
avenue; thence easterly along the cen-
tre lines of Pandora avénue to the
point of intersection of the centre lines
of - Pandora avenue and Blanchard
sireet; thence southerly along the cen-
tre line of Blanchard street and Court-
ney street (Rae); thence westerly to
the point of intersection of the centre
line of Courtney street and Douglas
sireet; thence southerly-along the cen-
tre line of Douglas street to the point
of ‘intersection of the centre lines of
Douglas street and Humboldt street;
thence easterly along the centre line of
Humboldt -street - to the point of the
centre lines of Humboldt street. and
McClure street and Belleville street;
thence westerly along the centre. line
of the James Bay causeway; thence
northerly and westerly along the
James Bay . causeway outer wall and
the shore line of Victoria harbor to the
point of commencement.

That the mayor’s proposal is likely
to have an important bearing upon
building operations within the area de-
fined as the new limits is indicated by
the following clauses in the by-law
bearing on the matter: \‘

Every building within the enlarged
fire limpits as determined by 'this by-
law shall be in all things subject to
the regulations contained in the build-
ing by-law and amendments thereof
in" force within the fire limits, and,
from and after the passing hereof, no
hLuilding works upon any building .in
course of erection shall be continued
uvrnless the owner shall first comply
with the regulations contalned in sec-
tions one and two of the building by-
law and of this section, as if such erec-
tion had not been commenced.

Every person being the owner of any
Fuilding now. in course 'of erection
within such extended fire limits shall,
within twenty-four hours of the final
passing of this by-law, apply for a
permit as directed by section one of
the building by-law, and in default
thereof and on proof that such owner
is continuing such erection it shall be
lawful for the building inspector upon
being satisfied that the regulationsg of
the said building by-law and amend-
ments are being disobeyed, with work-
men and others to enter into and upon
the premises an.l cause the said erec-
tion then found to be pulled down and
the cost thereof shall be payable and
recovered against the owner in de-
fsult.

In addition to the foregoing remedy
every person committing or permitting
an infraction of this regulation shall be
llable to a penalty not exceeding two
Lundred dollars.

62 per
cent, ‘Edmonton’s  loss . cannot be re-
garded seriously, as her-total of $2,128,-
166 shows that the city is, and will con-
tinue to be, for some time to come, an
important factor in the building line.
*«As regards Ontario, this-.province
presents a' series of bewildering gains.,
Toronto total of $18;200,000 shows. the
greatest volume of work undertaken in
any city in the Dominion. It is a re-
cord of whieh Canada can be justly
proud, as there is posibly no -city: of
like size in the world that can boast
of such pronounced growth, Ottawa
also forged ahead in a most striking
manner, her total for permits issued
being $4,527,590, as against $1,794,075, a
gain of 152 per cent., while other ad-
vances: which ‘gave evidence to the gi-
gantic. strides which are being made
are: Kingston, 165 per cent.; Berlin,
129; Fort William, 90; London, : 83;
Peterboro, 43; Windsor, 42; Niagara
Falls, 33; and Hamilton, 16 per cent.
Although Port Arthur failed to submit
comparative figures, it is known that
her total of $584,810 is also in excess of
the'amount registered in 1908. .-

In the east’ Montreal recorded an
increase of 53 per cent.,, and Sydney a
gain . qf 139 per cent. The activitly
shown in these two places is more or
less  representative of the progress
made in most of the castern towns and
cities. Apart from -Halifax, few, if
any, places met with reversals. Three
Rivers, as is generally known, spent
huge sums in- the rebuilding of her
burnt district, but in this and other in-
stances, no record of operations have
apparently been kept.

Regarding operations in December,
Fort William’s and Brantford's gains
of 2921 per cent. and 1200 per cent, re-
spectively, are by far the outstanding
feature. The other increases noted are,
however, of a most substantial natuar?,
ana. while smaller amounts are regis-
tered in some caces, as compared with
the corresponding imonth in 1908, these
represent, as stated above, .the after-
math of a most gratifying harvest and
the preparation of the *‘soil” for ' a
more prolific crop. %

All in all, 1910 promises much. To-
ronto predicts a total of $23,000,000;
‘Winnipeg ‘expects to build to the ex-
tent of $14,000,000; Montreal reports the
outlook as ‘‘roseate’”; and Vancouver
says , that  she. is- just beginning to
grow. This is only an idea of the op-
timism . which pervades the entire
country. ' Prospects for both large and
small work were never better, and ar-
chitects and builders can look forward
t6 a@n extremely busy season. To sum
upthe situatien in a.word, 1909 has
been 'a great year, but 1910 will, unless
all signs fail, be a greater one in every
respect.

VANCOUVER GITY
~ ASKS CHANGES

SEEKS POWER TO
HAVE CIVIC 'PHONES

Other Amendments to. Charter
Sought by Deputation to
Legislature

Vancouver has a charter, but it.finds
that document requires about as many
amendments each year as the whole
Municipal Clauses Act does—sometimes

mcre. Thig morning the private bills
committee considered this year’s list of
requests, some of -which the Terminal
City has been making annually,

Mayor Taylor, City Solicitor Mae-.
¢onald, City Treasurer -Baldwin -and
Ald. Stevenson were present to - look
after the city’s interests. Mr. Farrell,
managing-director of 'the B: C. Tele-
plione Company, with H. B. Robertson
as counsel, and A: T. -Goward, local’
nianager of the B. C. Electric Railway
Company, ‘with E. Bodwell, ' K.C,,
were also there to watch sections af-
fecting those corporations.

The first section taken up.dealt with
the use of the streets by the city for
poles for a munieipal telephone.if one
should be decided upon. }

City Solicitor Macdonalg -explained
that the city desired to use its own
streets for the placing. of poles, and of
constructing and operating a municipal
telephone * system, but it found -itself
faced with the objection by the B. C.
Telephone Company' that the company
had the sole right to use the streets
for that' purpose. Another company
was now pressing for a franchise, on
the strength of a plebiscite in.'which
the people voted “yea’” by some 1,800
majority to the question: “Are you in
favor of a competitive system of tele-
phones?' The city could grant this
franchise or any franchise to a com-
peting corporation, but it could not get
into the businéss itself. In other words,
the city had something it could give
away, but could not use itself. Mr.
Macdonald pointed out to a legislature
that was almost wholly Conservative
that at the.reécent Conservative -con-
vention in Kamloops a resolution was
passed enunciating the view of the
convention that the province should
carry on 'a telephone system. If good
for the province it was better for Van-
ccuver. It was more likely to be.suc-
cessful and ten times more profitable,

Mayor Taylor said it was the opin-
ion of all citizens that they should have
an opportunity, if they saw fit, to es-
tablish a competitive system.. It
seemed strange that the city could not
get control of its streets.

Ald. Stevenson - told the committee
that the citizens were unanimous In
their wishes./'Thé matter had: been
thoroughly discussed in the press.and
on the platform. Personally he was a
sirong advocate of control of. these
utilities. There was no intent to in-
terfere with the investment of capital,
but the public should have first con-
sideration over .any private interest in-
volved.

C. E. Tisdall, M.P.P., announced him-
self as in favor of the requset, and re-
called that Dr. McGuire and A. H. B.
Macgowan had fought for the section
in last session’s bill.

H. B. Robertson, for the company,
spoke of the increase in the number of
telephones 'in Vancouver last, year,
from 4,500 to close on 9,000, and of the
ccmpany’s intention to spend $500,000
in improving: and extending its system
there. If the section under considera-
tion was to be granted it would inter-
fere with the company’s financial ar-
rangements in that regard. If the city
was to go into the business there
would be inconveniences of a du  sys-
tem, and in any case the city’could not
give the .service the B. C. Telephone
Company. could.

Mr. Tisdall, following up the claim
that financial arrangements would be
interfered with, asked Mr. Farrell if
he would say the company put in the
services that were asked for last year.

Mr. Farrell replied that the company
had some difficulty, the growth of Van-
cecuver had heen so great. Even the
city was mot able to furnish all .the
water® services re(juested., The com-
pany had been hampered in the obtain-
ing of material from the manufaciur-+
ers, but were®now only one hundred
applications behind. v

“How many have you been behind
in 1909?” asked Mr. Tisdall.

Mr. Farrell admitted that the com-
pany had been as much as 400 applica-
ticns behind.

“I clajm that in:1909 the company
did not commence to give the service
the public demanded,” declared Mr.
Tisdall. ;

Dr. McGuire remarked that last year
Mr. Farrell had stated to him that he
ywould not oppose this applicatipn in
future if it was dropped then.

W. R. Ross, the chairman, asked if
the city would go ahead with a system
if this section was granted.

Mayor Taylor said the matter would
-have to be referred to the people, but
he thought they would be in favor of
it. -

“Is there a bona fide feeling that
such a system would be installed or is
the power desired as a club to use .on
the company?”’ asked the chairman.

The mayor replied that there was a
bena fide feeling, a very strong one,
for competition, although not so strong
for a municipal system.. For himself
he was opposed to a dual system.

Ald, Stevenson' stated that citizens
within a block of an existing line had
been asked to pay construction fees.
This was an absolute imposition on the
rublic. Another thing was that cir-
cies were drawn and. rates for residen-
tial telephones increased 25 cents a
month from one to the other. The peo-
ple were apsolutely helpless to get any
remedy in these matters. ?

Another -section sought power to ap-
point an inspector of electric wiring,
Mr. Macdonald calling attention to re-
cent fatal accidents due to the crossing
bo( Harmless wires with high voltage
wires. The ecity’s request would really
be of some service to the companies
interested, as they might be able to
shield themselves behind the city.

MURDERED AT SEATTLE

Carbolic Acid Poured Down His
Throat While He Lies Un-
conscious

Seattle, Wash., Feb. 5.—Seized from®
behind by two or more men, garroted,
dragged to -an alleyway, robbed and
then deliberately killed by having car-
bolie -acid poured down his throat as
he lay on the ground unconscious, was ;
the fate that befell Charles A, Gun-
stead on Post street near Yesler Way.

The -murder of Gunstead is one of
the most unusual and fiendish crimes
that has ever been committed in Se-
attle. There is not a mark on the man’s
body, save the acid burns around his
mouth. *

When the body was picked up the
man’s coat and wvest had been pulled
up around his neck, while the under
side of his clothes showed beyond any
possible doubt that he had been drag-
ged along the'muddy street for at least
a block. The theory regarding the
strange c¢rime is that several men came
up’ from -behind Gunstead, bound and
gaged him before he could summon
help, dragged him to the dark alley
known as Post street and riffed his.
pockets of all his money. Carbolic acid
was then poured down his throat,” and

OFFERED TO NANAIMO

Proposed Work is Put Before
Citizens’ League of the

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THE WAR CLOUD
IN THE BALKANS

CRISIS IMMINENT
IN OLD STORM CENTRE

German and Austrian Machin-
ations May Be Offset By
British Gold

(By Herbert White, Berlin Correspond-
ent of the United Press.)

Berlin, - Feb. 3.—Two loans, recently
raised, may bring about Armageddon
in Europe. This is what the Wilhelm-
strasse is now thinking. Upon one of
them, raised by Servia and Montene-

gro, the peace of the Balkans depends. |

The other, which Persia ig now trying
to secure, may determine whether
Great Britain and Russia, or Germany
on the other hand, is to be paramount
in Persia.

When the inner history of the Balkan
crisis comes to be written it will be
the most fascinating story of modern
times. For excitement of incident, plot
and counterplet, no novel of Intrigue
or adventure will ever approach it.

Here is the story in a nutshell: Ger-
many and Austria are as closely allied
for the time being as any two powers
ever can be. Their aims and their am-
bitions are identical. And the chief of
these is that they both want a seaport

on the Mediterranean. Their economic.

and commercial development makes it
imperative. Even at the risk of war
they must have it.

The port they want is Salonica. For
them both it is just the ideal position.
They could run a railroad along and the
trade of Asia Minor, the future market
of Europe, would be theirs. Unfortu-
nately Servia blocks the way. This
little mountain state is the key to the
Balkans. And so Germany and Austria
say “Servia must be ours.”

But Servia does not want to belong
to Germany and Austria. In fact, Ser-
vians have an idea that they should be
independent. - Moreover, Montenegro
feels that when Servia falls under the
heel of -Austria she also will follow.
‘Within tke last few weeks Servia and
Montenegro raised a loan in England.
Now the.Austrian secret agents report
that the two countries are feverishly
stocking their magazines and hastily
equipping their fighting men.

A similar uneasiness is pervaﬂlng
Turkey and Bulgaria. Turkey is seeing
to her navy and officers and men have
actually received two months’ pay, a
fact which nearly stupified them with
astonishment and made them certain
that war was at hand.

These four Balkan powers see that
their interests are identical in regard to
the policy of Germany and Austria,
But they also see that that policy is
likely to be opposed by two other
powers in the shape of Great. Britain
and Russia., :

Russia is keen to help them. Great
Britain does not want to be dragged in.
;And as might be expected, thé Balkan
states are not anxious to receive any
assistance from Russia, knowing that
her eyes are riveted on the - Darde-
pelles, and are accordingly keen on
Great Britain.

Gérmany and Austria are. - elever
enovgh t{o see that they need not
worty with regard to England in this
matter. All their efforts accordingly
are directed toward making aid from
Russia to the Balkans impossible.

There is one easy way of doing this.
By stirring up another war between
Russia and Japan. And if the diplo-
mats of the Ballplatz and the Wil-
helmstrasse have thelr way this will
come about.

Count Vvon Aerenthal, the foreign
{minister of Austria, is an artful indi-
vidual. What he does not know about
making trouble can safely be left out.
His first act was to send as Austrian
ambassador to Japan one of his person-
al friends, Herr von Calle, who is re-
garded - as Austria’s most eminent
diplomatist. Then again, orders were
given that each time a Japanese visits
Vienna or Budapest he is to be receiv-
ed with the greatest cordiality; and the
charm of Austro-Hungarian hospital-
ity is well known. The famous press
bureau of the Ballplatz, which eclipses
even that of the Wilhelmstrasse in its
wonderful ramification, was also set
to- work. Not a week passes without
rumors of serious Russian-Japanese

- tension issuing from this source.

Good care is taken that Japan knows
that Russia .is feverishly working” in
order to double-track the trans-Siber-
ian railway in the mountainous regions
and reinforcing her army corps in the
Far East. Russia, on the other hand,
is informed of every step in Japanese
development in Manchuria,

One of these days Russian &nd Ja-
panese interests in the Far HWeast will
clash once more and war will again
ensue. That will be Austria’s appor-
tunity. The slightest mobolization of
Russian troops in the Far BEast will
give Austria her opportunmity. In less
than a month Servia will belong to her.
Salonica will be put a step. Then Ger-
many and Austria will liave their
Mediterranean port and the Haps-
burgs a triple crown.

Persia Seeks Money.

The fate of Persia rests upon the
result of her application t6 BEngland
for a loan. If she gets it the govern-
ment will be in a position to continue.
If it be refused, anarchy must follow
and Pérsia will become the prey of the
conflicting intérests of England, Russia
and Germany. The latter country
would be only too pleased to put up
any mohey required in a moment but
the German foreign office is well aware
that even at the worst Persia would
never accept German assistance. The
Kaiser and his country are not popular
amorg the Persians.

The present position of the Persian
government is indeed an unhappy one.
‘When the Nationalists came into power
they found a state of administrative
and financial chaos, difficult even to
understand, and more than difficult to
remedy.

Mohammed All, the ex-sultan, had
not merely misgoverned his country;
he had wrecked it. His extravagance
had been carried to a length of reck-
lessness alinost passing the bounds of
sanity,

Having borrowed deeéply from the
Russian and British governments and

“pended payménts of interést.

Having exhausted his credit in the
legitimate money market he resorted
to jllleit compacts with the money
changers df ‘the -bazaar, pawning the
nrealized revenues of years to come
P{t incredible usuaty.

Having beggared the national coffers
he prevailed wupon various foreign
monopoly-holders to advance unearn-
ed royalties on unstarted operauons at
a ruinous discount,

In short, he plunged into the most
*hopeless bankruptcy that any man ever
knew and in the end could not even
pay his bodyguard of Russian Cos-
sacks,

When the Natignal government came
into power they were thus faced both
with = importunate creditors and an
empty exchequer and blank budget.
Obviously "money had to be ralsed
somehow, It was needed for the most
rudimentary beginnings of constitu-
tional goverament.” - It was wanted
urgenfly for a scheme of military reor-
ganization to strengthen the central
government, to support the provincial
governments, to overawe local unrest.
Above all it Wwas needed for:the initia-
tion of those admihistrative and execu-
tive reforms without which the revolu-
tion could accomplish nothing.

Of these needs the government had
the acutest consciousfiess. But where
was the money to come from? Not
from the revenues, which were dislocat-
ed, forestalled, pledged or paralyzed.
Not from the :banks, which, far from
being ready to lend more money, were

much. Not fromm the money changers,
who in sullen sorrow were fingering the
worthless paper which the late Shah
had foisted upon them in ‘exchange for
five millidn good' siiver kranss,

Only one possibility lay open—an ap-
peal to the good-will of the governs
ments of England and Russia for a
loan. Hating the very thought of it,
as they did, the Persians were at last
driven to this course. England might
be friendly to them. Russia would be’
sure 1o want more than her pound of
flesh.

The loan is still under discussion, At
present it appears as though England
will grant it. The new government
may he’ as much opposed to helping
Persia as the other was favorably in-
clined.

But the fact remains that without
assistance Persia cannot go on. What-
ever happens the government will not
80 to Berlin for assistance, If it does
not come from London or St. Peters-
burg, thén financial ruin will force the
fall of the government and Persia will
be given up to the most hopeless
anarchy.

Extending Krupps’ Works,

Germans as a whole expected that
the wWholesale extension to Krupps’
works at Essen would have their effect
upon the armament works of the
other European powers. England has
already increased hers and now the
news has reached Berlin that France
is following suit. :

By the end of: this year extensive en-
largements will. have.:taken place in
the great Creusot works and factories,
and these will not stop until their ca-
pacity in the direction of the production
of arms and ammunition will: have
equalled those of the Krupps.

More than_this, the French govérn-
ment is consideroing the establishment
of a large branch arsenal at some point
on the coast between Calais and Cher-
bourg. This, of course, is in accord-
ance with the English plan of the con-
centration of her entire naval strength
in the North Sea. The site will extend
approximately to two hundred dcres
and will include docking accommoda-
tions. The cost will be about $10,000,~
000.

‘When this is finished England and
France will not only have their navies
ready " to take the offensive against
Germany in the-North Sea, but both
will have great docking and repairing
facilities close handy.

Baltimore, ,Md., Feb. 4.—Miss. Ma(}e
Lowspn, an - Ameérican girl, was /snot
and instantly killed yesterday by Elijah f
Baba Babal, a Persian Mohammedan, !
who then committed suicide by shoot-
ing himseif in the breast at the Uni-
versity of Maryland, where they were
both students.

The double tragedy was the result of
a fierce love conceived by the Persian
but not requited by the American girl.

The Persian pleaded with Miss Low-
sen to fly with him to his own countiry
at every opportunity.. Miss' Lowsen
was a member of the third year class
in thie school of dentistry, and the Per-
sian was a second year student in the
school of medicine,

He sought out the girl yesterday, and
after exclaiming in his native tongue
svhat is supposed to be an expression |

of..his . fatal affection, fired the shot
that ended her life instantly. With the
same revolver he fired another bullet
into his own heart.

That the Persian premeditated ‘the
tragedy was shown by a letter address-
ed to relatives in Des Moines, Iowa, in
which he said:

“] am of sound mind and I know
what T am doing. The girl has ruined
me. I am not going to leave her to
ruin  the life of anyone else.”

The shooting took place in a hallway
at the Idelsside, .a students’ boarding
house. The Persian took a seat at
lunch at the same table with Miss
Lowsen, but others who were at the
same table say they did not exchange
a weord during the meal.

When the girl left the table the Per-
sian followed her and confronted her
in the hallway. The girl’s friends say
that the man had gone insane with a
frienzy of love and jealousy.

IN THE SCHOOLS

HGUSE CONSIDERS
BILL FOR INSPECTION

Opposition Urges That Only
Qualified Medical Men
Shall Act

V\’hi]e the session of the House was
not a very long one to-day, two very
important measures iwere discussed.
One of these, the tax reduction bill, i
dealt with din another ecolumn. The
other was the bill to provide for the
medieal inspection of school buildings,
their surroundings and the general
health of children, teachers and jani-
tors. This was taken up in commit-
tee and discussed at some length, all

but one section being disposed of.

This was section 4, which deals with

| the qualifications of the inspectors and

reads as follows: “School health in-
spectors shall be duly qualified medical

| practitioners, unless otherwise permit-
ited by the provincial board: of health.”

The opposition objected to the proviso
than any other than a properly guali-
fled physician should be given this im-
portant work in any school. In the
end the section was held over for fur-
ther consideration.

Hon. Dr. Young, Minister of Educa-
tion, explained the bill along the lines

‘he had done in moving its second read-

ing, and asked the co-operation of the
House in passing a measure which was
so desirable as this.

“British Columbia is the dumping
ground for all the medical students of,
the Dominion,” J. H. Hawthornthwaite
asserted. “They get their degree and
come out here to practice on the in-
habitants of this province, eSpecially
in the coal mining distriets.”

He jinsisted that only duly gualified
first-class medical men, and good ones
at that, should be.employed as inspec-
tors, and asked who else the Minister
of Education intended to appoint un-
Cer the exception made in the clause.

Dr.. Young replied that the member

H. C. Brewester pointed out, on the i

next section. . that the duties imposed
on the inspector ‘made it plain that
nene hut qualified and experienced
reedical men would be able to fulfil
them.

As to Physical Defects,

Special examinations  are provided
for in section 6 as to sight and hearing,
condition of throat and teeth, and as
to any other physical disability or de-
fect liable to prevent them receiving
the full benefit of school work, the test
and examination to be made at least
once in every school year.

Dr. Young said on this that the pro-
gress of a class was that of the poorest
scholar. A child was very often blaméd
for backwardness when it was dué ont
tn a mental defect but, to some physi-
cal disability of which no one was
aware.

John Jardine considered that this ex-
amination should only be made when
it was deemed necessary, and proposed
an amendment to that end which was
not accepted. He also urged that only
medical men be employed as inspec-
tars.

J.» H. Hawthornthwaite asked why
the act should not read that only those
who exhibited slowness should be ex-
amined. There was too‘much use of the
surgeon’s knife nowadays, and before
allowing them to practice on the little
cnes there should be protection te the
last degree for the children. Take ton-
silitis, there was now a rush for the
Lnife whereas there were many in mid-
dle and old age who had outgrown this
trouble, as children of to-day would.
He moved that the committee rise and
report progress.

The Premier would not agree to this
and twitted the member for Nanaimo
with showing a different attitude to
thkat on the second reading.

Parker Williams declared the bill to
ke in general principle one of the best
things the Conservative party had ever
irtroduced, not that it was perfect in
details. The rural  districts would,
hoewever, get the worst of it and might
have to put up Wwith poor inspectors.
This made it important that only good
medical men should be employed as in-
spectors, for there was no place where
a medical man could not be had at
least once a year.

Cost is to Be Small.

The minister stated, in regard to the
remuneration of inspectors, that there
was no intention of appointing men at
a salary. Whatever was paid would be
a matter of agreement between the
school board or the provincial board of
Lealth, as the case might be, and the
inspector.. In other places the cost ran
about fifteen cents per pupil per year.

Mr. Jardine secured an amendment
to the remuneration clause restrieting
it to cities -and municipalities and im-
proving the wording of the section,

EPIDEMIC OF RABIES
IN WESTERN ONTARIO

Mad Dog From Across the Bor-
der Responsible for the
Outbreak

Toronto, Feb. 4. —Three or four weeks
ago 4 mad dog ran across the interna-
tional bri at Lewiston from the
American,:de, and striking out into
the rural istricts, bit several other
canines, a couple of cows and several
hogs. Finally it dragged itself into the
bush by the roadside and died. An
epidemic of rabies has broken out in
various /parts of Western Ontario,
scores of dogs and séveral cattle have
had to be put to death, and at Jeast
four people have been sent to the Pas-
teur Imstitute at New York and Chi-
cago as the result of bites.

|NEITHER REDUCTION

NOR ABOLITION IN SIGHT

Minister of Finance Expllains
the: Proposed Amend-
ments

‘

February 3.

There is to be no reduction in the
poll tax, nor is there any hope held out
that it will come for some time. 'The
drop in taxation:contained in the bill
brought down the other day is all that
the government intends to do at pres-
ent,

In moving the second reading of that
bill this afternoon the minister of
finance made these announcements. At
the same time he defended the manner
in which the reduction in the income
tax is graded, claiming that there was
no discrimination against the man of
small income, as might appear from
the fact that the cut in the rate is
greater on incomes which exceed $4,000

than it is on those which are under that {

figure. He advanced the argument that
the reduction comés out equitably on
all men, in that the possessors of the
larger incomes are paying a greater
amount in ta*(es than the average cit-
izen.

The measure will ‘be discussed pretty
fully by the opposition before it is al-
lowed to pass’ into law.

Hon. Mr, Bowser, moving the second
reading of the Assesssment Act amend-
ment biil, said the government.was in
the happy Dposition of being able to
bring down proposals for the reduction
of taxation. The country at large was
to be congratulated on thée possibility
of reductions by reason of the handling
of the finances of the province since
Premier McBride had taken office. It
was proposed to reduce the tax on
realty and personality from three-fifths
of one per cent. to one-half of one per
cent. The farmer was to get, in addi-
tion to other exemptions which he had
at present, an increase in the exemp-
tion on his personality from $500 ‘to
$1,000. With this it could not be said
that the farmer had not been generous-
ly dealt with,

This was an expensive province to
keep up, and there must be expendi-
ture if it was to advance as it should.
It had, reached a gratifying financial
position and had a large sum in the

banks, but it must be remembered that ,
this latter was from the sale of natural |

alsets. The * government had heavy
demands to meet and it was impossible
to entirely reduce taxation under any

one head. Taxation in B, C, compared,

more than. well with the other fprov=
inces, and with the proposed reduc-
tions would be lower than ever before
in the history of the province.

The government did not propose:.to
increase the exemption of $1,000 on
income. Take the not unusual salary
of $100 a month, the:amount on which
a man paid income tax was only $200.
At one per cent, with ten per'cent dis-
count . for prompt payment, all his tax
amounted to was $1.80@ year. . For that
what did he receive? The advantage
of living in.this province, unsurpassed
so far as wise government was con-
cerned—(here a broad smile spread over
the faces of the opposition)—a country
with. great natural advantages -and
highly prosperous; the advantage of
roads, trails and bridges; the advant-
age of living in a country where a man
got a high rate of wages. Continuing,
Mr. Bowser said:

i Case for the Poll Tax.

“It has been proposed that we should
do away with the poll tax, largely used
in educational purposes. That the poll
tax is mot a scieéntific one we all admit
and it is one wé would like to do away
with it we could. No member of the
executive or their supporters
house’is in love with it, but it is pe-
culiarly adapted to this country.” We
have a large floating population who,
if it were ot for this tax, would not
contribute a cént to the revenue, in re-
turn for the advantages they receive
from the administration of the affairs
of the:province. ' Qutside the forcign
population everyone will admit that the
time is not yet opportune for the aboli-
tion of the poll tax. If it were not for
it allens would not contribute any-
thing; that is, the Chinese and Ja-
panese and others would not pay one
cent, and therefore the housé can see
that it would be unfair to do away
with the“tax. It is said that'we should
exe:npt every elector from the liability
tor this tax. That would mean that we
would be comnfined to the Chinese, Ja-
panese and East Indians. Let us see
what that would amount to. 'In the
year ending June 30th, 1908, the' total
of the poll tax collected was $207,783,
and for the nine months in the fiscal
year which ended on !\Iarch 31st, «1909,
the amount was $153,75! It is estimat-
ed that there arc in the province 10,000
Chinamen, 6,000 Japanese and - 3,000
Hindus, or 19,080 in all. Forty per cent.
of that mumber would be exempt by
reason of being women and children
or males under eighteen,
number taxable 11,400. It is safe to say
that another 156 per cent. cannot be
easily reached, so that we are left with
9,690 to collect from. The cost of col-
lection would be. 10 - pér, ¢ent., which
would leave a net amount of a little
over $26,000 revenue from this source.
It would not pay to attempt to collect
such a small amount, That is the
strongest reason I know why, for the
present at least,” we-must continue to
collect the poll tax as in the past. I
hope the “time will' come, and  that
shortly, and within the life of our ad-
m;niatration svhen we can afford to
give it up.’

During the
next fiscal year, it was estimated, the
treasury would receive $85,000 less from
the tax on realty, $30,000 less on per-
sonality, $35,000 less on income and
$5,000 less by reason of the fncrease in
the exemption on the farmers’ person-
ality, or a total of '$155,000, meéaning a
like saving to the taxpayers.

The change in the taxation of banks
had, béen decided upon because of the
difﬂculﬁy dn. arriving at the income of
pranches on acdount of the method of
book-keeping. A sectlon had been put
in for the bemefit of the cldim holders
on the E, & N. land grant, who had
first to buy the surface rights before
theéy could get at the minerals. The
reductions in the tax on realty, person-
ality and income and. the increased ex-
emption on farmers’ personality could
not be made to apply to the 1910 taxes,
as the rolls were made up and it would
cost more for clerical assistance to
make the alterations than the saving
in taxation, but to enable the taxpayer
to benefit by the reduction all the same
it was proposed that the discount for
prompt payment should be 25 per cent
this year instead of the customary 10
per cent.

No Reduction to Worker.

Parker Williams (Newcastle), consid-
ered the bill was a. farce so far as
giving any real reduction in taxation
to the worker.

Mayor Morley Wants Boneless
Steer That is All Ten-

The B, C. Stock Breeders’ Associa-
tion met -this morning in the women’s
building at the fair grounds with Presi-
dent Paterson 'in the chair. The Hon.
Richard McBride was present and ad-
dressed the meeting. Mayor Morley
also gave an address, and the secre-
tary’s report was read, showing a
credit balance. The meeting -elected
officers for the year,‘ President A. D,
Paterson being elected for the fourth
time.

The association went one better than
the Dairymen’s Association yesterday
and provided a stove, which made mat-
ters considerably more comfortable for
those who were able to obtain seats in
its vicinity.

Mayor Morley announceéd he had seen
no signs yet in the association of a
Luther Burbank who could grow a
boneless steer that would be all tender-
loin, but he presumed that was what
the association was aiming at.

The Premier, introduced by the presi-
dent, said: “There is nothing I could
offer that would, be at all instructive
but I think the government has from
time to time assisted the association.

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GOVERNMENT TO
KEEP UP FIGHT

Radical Section of the Liberaj
Administration is in the
Saddle

(By Charles P. Stewart, London Corre-
spondent of the United Press.)

London, Feb, 7.—England’'s new Lib-

eral administration means to assume

the aggressive against “privilege” at

“once.

radical element of the
Liberal party is in control. It was a
formidable element even before the
election, but the governmental machin-
ery was in the hands of Libcrals, main-
ly, of a moderate type. The party’s
victory at the polls, however, was dis-
tinctly a victory for the radical wing.
Extremists dictated the platform, ran
the campaign, and though they won by
a much smaller majority than the Lib-
eral majority at-the last preceding elec-
tion, are unquestionably to be given
credit for the majority the pariy did
get. i

There is another reason why the Libw
erals are more radical now than they
ever were before. The very smallness
of the party’s majority compels radi-
calism. The leaders will have to muster
every vote they can possibly get —
among them the votes of the Labor
members. These members are exerem-
ists of the most pronounced type and
in return for their support, the even-
ness of the balance is much in the Irish
Nationalists’ fawor. The Liberals need
their votes, too. If the latters’ major-
ity- had been larger it is more than
possible that they might have attempt-
ed to avoid fulfillment of Premier As-
quith’s home rule pledge. As, the sit-
uation has been developed there is no
doubt of .its fulfillment at all.

The radical Liberals appreciate all
this and propose to run things in their
own way. Moderates who raise further
objections to the execution of the ex-
tremists’ plans will be read out of the
party with neither hesitation nor re-
morse.

Premier Asquith, nominal Liberal
leader,;1s one of the moderate group.
Among politicians there is much specu-
lation as to how long he and the ex-
tremists can work together. The gen-
eral opinion is that a clash is likely at
any time. When it comes H. H. Asquith
will have to step aside. He will -then
be succeeded as premier and party
leader by David Lloyd George.

The extreme

Though he may not remain so fbr |
long, "Asquith is still,  theoretically ai '

least, the foremost English Liberal. As
such, he will be summoned by the King
to accept the premiership again and to
form a fresh cabinet. .

There is still speculation as to whe-
ther Asquith will accept' the premier-
ship without assurances from the King
that the latter will create enough
Liberal peers to avoid in the future the
possibility of the Lords overruling the
Commons. Had the Liberals won 'by
an overwhelming majority, the King
would have followed precedent and the
constitution by.complying ‘with - the
domjinant party leader’s wishes,

The Liberal majority is so slight,
however, that there is doubt whether
Asquith will insist on the creation of
=the 400 or 500 Liberal peers necessary
to change the complexion of the -House
of Lords, and also whether the King
will comply in case the request in this
matter is problematical, but for the
present it is assumed that Asquith will
go ahead and form the new cabinet.

In this new cabinet David Lioyd
George, the arch-extremist, will retain
his old post as chancellor of the ex-
chequer, next in importance to the
premiership itself. Herbert Gladstone,
not being advanced enough, has been
quietly shifted from the home office to
the socially more exalted but political-
ly less important place of governor-
general of South- Africa. John Burns,
another pronounced radical, will suc-
ceed Gladstone as secretary of state
for home affairs. In place of the mod-
erate Augustus Birrell the radical Win-
ston Churchill will probably become
Irish secretary. In place of Churchill,
Louis Harcourt, another radical, is
likely to be made president of the
board of trade. The moderate Walter
Runciman is due to WLe shifted from
the head of the board of education to
the presidency of the local government
government board, made vacant by
John Burns, where politics does not
particularly count. Dr. Thomas J.
Macnamara, an extreme radical, is
slated for the presidency of the board
of. education.

For administrative reasons the other
cahinet places will probably remain
temporarily in their present hands.
Some of those mentioped may be un-
changed for a few weeks, but the re-
arrangement in question is a certainty
as rapidly as possible without too much
confusion. In one case the Liberals’
plans were upset by the defeat of Col.
John Seeley, a radical, in Liverpool,
and the consequemt necessity of find-
ing a vacant constituency that he can

.carry before he can be put at the head

of the admiralty, as was intended, in

' place of the too moderate Reginald Mc-

Kenna,

‘Whether Asquith demands the crea-
tion of New Liberal peers or not it is
certain that the question of curbing
the power of the Lords and their radi-
cal reformation along modern lines will
be discussed by the King and the pre-
mier, and it is believed that the King
will make such promises of support in
the proposed reformation as will per-
mit the premier to hold the
club over the House of Lords. The pre-
mier will probably be authorized by
the King to tell parliament at its open-
ing on February 15th, that a continua-
tion of its oppoistion to the Commons’
reforms, including the budget, will
bring the threatened swamping of the
upper chamber with new peers created
from the ranks of the Liberals. The
Liberals think the threat will be suf-
ficient without the necessity for actual-
ly creating the new members of the
upper house,

the budget with possibility that the
land tax clause will be considerably in-
creased in amount, the Jlevies upon
swollen incomes made a good deal
higher and several other provisions ma-
terially strengthened.

Election = reform legislation will
follow. There will be a reapportion-
ment of constituencies so that the pop-
ulations of various districts will have
fzqual representation. Residential qual-
ifications will be so altered as to give
the franchise to thousands.of the'semi-
nomadic working classes who have
hitherto been practically denied the
ballot. Plural voting will be abolished.
The administration will neither urge
nor oppose woman’s suffrage but will
leave the lawmakers to settle the ques-
tion as a non-partisan issue.

As soon as provision has been made
for election reform, a bill will be pass-
ed provided, of course, the programme
goes through, giving nome rule to Ire-
land subject to veto by the Imperial
parliament and non-inclusive of Ire-
land’s right to legislate upon foreign,
cclonial or financial matters.

Finally, the necessary law. will be
passed empowering labor unions to
levy upon their members to pdy such
representatives as they may elect to
parliament. The unions did, in fact,
make such levies until recently — a
practical necessity. as members of par-
liament receive no regular salaries and
the majority of labor representatives
were unable to give up their work to
attend sessions without pay. The. le-
gality -of the system was questioned,
however, and after a trial and series of
appeals ending in the House of Lords,
which .is the British supreme court, a
decision was rendered against the
unions. It still stands.

The Liberals believe all this legisla-
tion too urgent to be delayed  even
while the lawmakers reform or abolish
the House of Lords. As sogn as it is
disposed of,- however, it will be the
peers’ turn.

The moderate Liberals originally in-
tended to retain a small group of life,
though not hereditary, lords and to
fill the rest of the seats in the upper
house with' members chosep by the
Commons. While the moderates re-
mained in control this plan was adopt-
ed, indeed, as a part of the Liberal
programme. ¥

The radicals, being dominant how,
are going farther than the moderates
planned. Their idea is to make the
upper house wholly elective and to
have the members elected, not by the
Commons, but by popular vote. This
will not be done at once. It is feared
so great a change might shock British

too greatly. At the outset the mom-

‘rship of the upper chamber will be
reduced " from something over 400 to
Out of this 300 the present pcers
will'be permitted to ‘¢hoose 100 of their
oWwn number to ‘serve for t . rest of
their lives. The other 200 will be chosen
by popular vote to serve, not alone for
a single parliament like members of the
House of Commons, but for specific
terms of from five to nine years—the
exact period has not yét been definitely
determined. The elections will be haid
at such intervals that but half. the
upper house legislators will go out of
office at once. As members of the
original group of life peers die, their
places, too, will be filled by popular
vote until the whole house becomes
elective.

Leaders among the radicals say they
did not originally mean t6 deal so
drastically with the peers, but that the
latter taught them, by the campaign
they made against the budget, the ne-
cessity for the most thorough overhaul-
ing of the entire system of life and
hereditary legislation.

With its normal-attendance of less
than 100—and these the best of the
country’s aristocrats—the House of
Lords, the radicals agree, represented
much intelligence despite its selfishness
and political bigotry. When an addi-
tional 400 who seldom attend and an-
other 100 who never before attended a.
session of parliament, turned out to
vote against the budget, however, the
Liberals explain that they got an illus-
tration of what the peers really are,
that surprised even them.

The carrying out of the programme
necessarily depends on the premier’s
ability to keep the Liberals, Laborites
and Nationalists together. It will be a
stupendous achievement if he succeeds,
and there are more prophecies of fail-
ure than of vietory.

The Conservatives’ defensive cam-
paign will be directed wholly to the
gaining of time, especially as a split
in the so-called ministerial party is
more imminent now than for many
years. :

Delay is profitable to the minority
party in the English parliament. Bri-
tish parliamentary majorities have a
constant tendency to disintegrate. Even
while a majority remains to an admin-
istration it is only with the greatest
difficulty that the attendance can be
kept up: There is constant danger of
an unexpected vote with the dominant
party’s forces so reduced by absentee-
ism and the oppositions ranks—either
by accident or deslgn—so well filled,
that the former sustains a defeat.

In England whenever the opposition
triumphs in parliament the administra-
tien is bound to resign and call a fresh
elegtion. This precedent has been dis-
regmrred but once in recent yearsand
thew the punishment meted out to the
offending party was such that its mis-
take is never likely to be repeated.

Wilson, seconded by Thomas Mann,
the following committee of manage-
ment was appointed: Hon. Chief Jus-
tice Cameron, Messrs. John Wright,
Alex. Lowry, John Martin, Geo. Reid,
Alex.

Saunders (secretary).” No other Pres-
byterian congregation then existed
west of Kildonan.

P,Britain, France, Italy and Rus-
sia Busy “Isolating” War-
like Kaiser

Paris, Teb. 7.—Slowly but surely
Kaiser Wilhelm seems$ to be growing
feebler from the “iSolation_ process.”
Diplomats-deny it. Conservative news-
papers, both in Engaind and Germany;
say it isn’t true. But if the proverbial
straw in the wind shows which way it
blows, the report is not.at all exag-

gerated.

France, England, Italy and Russia,
from the four corners, \a"re converging
to ‘a quadruple alliance, though it is
under way with the most diplomatic
“gum shoe” accompaniment. France
won’t admit it is true, but it is, never-
theless. It may be a long time beforc
there is any public announcement of
this four-sided betrothal, but a betroth-
al it is going to be.

There exists, of d@ourse, between
France and England, the “entente cor-
dialé” of long standing. And between
France and Russia a firm ' alliance
exists. Between France and Italy
there is no open. joining of hands, but
a holding of hands there is, anyhow.
Recently there have been many ex-
changes of visits of high officials on
the French-Italian border and publi~
sentiment is warm in both lands, one
for the other. The meeting of the
King of Italy ‘and the Czar of Russia
is matter of history, recent' enough
though “it be.

And now comes the news that King

whispering to each other like a lot of
old maids? It may also be noted that
Kaiser Wilhelm ,0of Germany has been
very much missing at the various con-
fabs, as-has the venerable old Emperor
Franz-Joseph of Austria.

The father of this little affair, this
quadruple entente, is of course none
other than that big man of France,
ex-Minister of Foreign Affairs Delcasse.

commerctal ’friéndship should exist ‘be-
tween the countries, but Germany—Ger-
many has ''far-seeing eyes and some-
times—got' “+the notion Delcasse was
anticipating other things. Kaiser Wil-
helm thought he meant to encircle Ger-
many and instead of sending commer-
cial drummers across the border; sol-
dier-men with bayonets and gatling-
guns and other wicked things.

I am notsaying what M. Delcasse
was thinking of. That’s his affair. And
for his politics he hads paid with his
political head. Germany demanded it
and Germany got it. But if these re-
cent, hasty, afternoon calls between
the four gentlemen. mentioned, don't
mean the quadruple entente, what dc
they mean?

Admiral Besson, of the French navy,
was asked what he thought of the
quadruple, ‘“‘one for all and all for one”
doctrine.

“At the' pregent time,” he said, “the
one thing which keeps peace in Europe
is the preponderence of power reposing
in the British fleet over that of the Ger-
mans. Without this strength, Ger-
many would certainly feel free to at-
tack France, whereas now she is afraid
lest, should she do so, her commerce
and industries would be destroyed by
Great Britain. In case of a conflict, the
Russian army would. march againsc
the Austrian forces and the Germans
found near the border. The French,
assisted by the 100,000 soldiers’ forming
the English army, would & attack the
enemy on the France-German frontier.
The German fieet would measure
strength with the British fleet and the
French and Austrians would have it
out in the Mediterranean. 5

“I don’t believe the ;Italians would
throw off the Triple Alliance, so there-
fore their navy, with the Austrian
navy, brings dbout.an equilibrium of
sea - power in the Mediterranean
weighed against France.”

GAS EXPLOSION
“KILLS ELEVEN MEN

Over One Hundred Succeed ivn
daking Escape From Penn-
- sylvania Mine

Indiana, ' Pa., Feb. 7.—Ten Hungar-
fans and one American were killed by
a. gas explosion Saturday in the No. 2
slope of the Ernest mine of the Jeffer-
son & Clearfield Coal Company, .five
miles north of this place, The explos-
ign occurred in a heading where 12
men were working., One of these, An-
drew Krazcer, escaped by crawling a
quarter- of a mile on his stomach to
evade. the noxious gases. His inability
to speak English prevented a lucid ex-
planation of the cause of the explosion.
When he saw the lights of the rescu-
ers he moaned and tried to crawl. He
was slightly burned, but suffered
chiefly from the effects of after-damp.
He was placed in a car and immedi-
ately taken to daylight.

Some of the dead were found near
the entrance to the heading, others lay
tlong the track a short distance from
each other, almost at the face of the
coal. Two bodies nearest the face of
the working were.burned slightly about
the face and arms. The position of the
bodies showed the men had made des-
Rerate efforts to crawl away from the
headings.

One hundred and ten men working
in the same slope escaped through
other headings of the mine, although
they were held back for about ten
hours by the black damp, until a
rescue party of 12 mine bosses reached
them. One thousand other men, work-
ing in adjoining mines within a radius
o fthree mines, heard the concussion,
but pald no heed to it, and did not
learn of the disaster until they came
out of the mines at night.

The rescue party of twelve mine
bosses went into the mine about 9.30 in
the morning shortly after the accident,
and when they came out, about five
o’clock,- they brought with them the
dead bodies and announced that there
was no one else in the mine

Prince Frederick Henry's name
freely mentioned in . connection
several affairs of an unprintable
acter, and he received orders from t
Kaiser to absent himself from
many for an indefinite period.
stated that befare he was dismissed
from court and expelled from the
country he was summoned to the Im-
perial presence to receive a violent hox
on the ears from the Kaiser. After
this episode he left Germany and has
subsequently resided in Egypt and
Italy.

Prince. Joachim Albert was the hero
in the romantic story which startled
the world a couple of years ago when
his name was coupled with that of a
German actress, Miss Mary Sulzer
Prince Joachim Albert had an affair
with Miss Sulzer and this gave rise to
unpleasant comment, not so much on
the merits of the case as owing to the
fact that Miss Sulzer was of plebeian
birth. - If she had beén “a noble, so-
ciety- would have pardomned the Prince's
vouthful folly. ¢

Prince Joachim Albert, - recognizing
this fact, conceived the idea of tr.
forming Miss Sulzer into a full
baroness by persuading some
cunious aristocrat to make her his wife
without claiming any of the rights of
matrimony. His agents found a young
Austrian nobleman of fallen fortunes,
Baron Liebenberg, who was willing to
sell his name to dishenor for 10,000
kronen and he was. engaged for this
purpose. He agreed to marry Miss
Sulzer in London, then to disappear
immediately after the wedding and
rext to provide her with justification
tfor divorcing him.

The plan was carried out, but the
Frince omitted to pay the 10,000 kronen,
with the result that Baron Liebenberg
made all the facts of the case public by
way of revenge. Upon this Prince
Joachim Albert likewise fell into dis-
grace, was dismissed -from the court
and sent away from the country. He
retaliated by marrying Miss Sulzer and
settled down with her on an estate
which he bought in Austria.

The brothers inherited the palace fn
Berlin from their father. The Kaisér
was resolved to forbid its sale. The
Princes claim the right to sell it by
virtue of the ordinary law of the land.
and the Kaiser claims the right to pre-
vent them selling it by virtue of the
family laws of the house,of Hohen-
zollern, which give him absolute power
over all members of the family and
their property.

The question to be decided will
whether the family laws of the house
of Hohenzollern can overbear and out-
weigh the ordinary law of the land
and whether two princes of the Im-
rerial family have less personal rights
than ordinary citizens of the empire.

‘Washington, D, C, Feb. 5.—Congress-
man Hayes of California,, and Con-
gressman Humphreye, of Washington,
testified before the House committee
on naval affairs yesterday, that the
Pacific  coast is practically without
protection in the event of war.

OUT FOR INCREASE.

Conference With Operators of
Bituminous Districts to-Be
Held at Toledo

Indianapolis, Ind,, Feb. 4,—The selec-
tion. . of St. Louis,- Mo, for -the mext
meeting place of the United Mine
‘Workers of America, ended the session
of the convention. Clashes at the clos-
ing session were caused by the airing
of grievances -of .individuals-against/of-
ficers of the various local unions, and
although in most cases the disputes
concerned trivial matters, many _of
them will be taken up and disposed of
on the floor of the next convention,
instead of in committee as heretofore.

Many of the leading miners will go
to Toledo, where they will enter into
conference. . with the foremost mine
operators. of the middle and Atlantic
states.

It is predicted that the miners: will
stand by their demands for a flat in-
increase of ten cents a ton in every
bituminous district and that they will
fight rather than concede a penny.

The operators, on the other hand, are
known to be opposed to an _increase,
but might be persuaded to grant. a
slight raise of the rate. This, however,
is known to be unacceptable to the
miners and it is feared that the ques-
tion will come to the point of a ‘great
coal strike for which, it is stated, the
miners have been preparing for five
years.

The organization is in excellent
financial condition to carry on a strike.
The treasury reports show a fund of
more than 2,000,000 for defence, and it
is believed 'by many of the le'aders that
now is the time for attion.

DETAILS OF ACCIDENT
ON KAGA MARU

Over Two Thousand Miles
Covered With One Pro-
peller

Details of the recent accident to the
steamer Kaga Maru when on her way
from this port to Japan arrived on Wed-
nesday by the steamer Awa Maru, of the
same line: ¢

The steamer. left -this; port for. Yoko-
hama: on the 21st. December, taking -a
cargo of 2,900 tons of wheat flour, her-
rings and raw cotton, with one second
cabin passenger and 123 in the steerage.
The weéather was fine for four days after
her departure, but from the night of the
fifth day it suddenly changed, a violent
gale rising, and the sea was rough during
the ten following days. The breaking of

a screw occurred at 1.48 a, m. on Decem-
ber 29th, when the steamer touched 51.28
Lat. and 180 W. Long., about 1,900 nautical
miles from Victoria and some 2,340 from
Yokohama, by smashing a shaft in a
tube at a point 10 feet 10 inches from the
propellers, measuring from the ‘éxtremity
of the starboard side; which made the
screw on ‘the right side irimovable. It
dropped into the sea four.days later. The
cause is quite obscure, as- the- shaft was
strongly made, was one foot in diameer,
of cast iron, and had nothing to fear from
storms, but it seems to have probably
been caused by rust on account of its ex-
posure to sea water coming in and out
between the brass cover and the shaft.
At present, however, it is difficult to know
the real cause as the damaged part.could
not be seen from outside. It is a rare oc-
currence to lose a screw during a voyage
and a rare piece of skill”to have effected
so long a sail with only one screw and
yet arrived earlier than expected. The
chief engineer vividly related his anxiety
over his responsibility in bringing the 130
persons on board safe to their destina-
tion with the limited supply of food, coal
and water for so prolonged a voyage,
when the accident took place.  The speed
was estimated at between 2 and 7 Knots
per hour after the accident, and they
were fortunate in getting the steamer safe
to Kinkazan, where they could communi-
cate with land to get necessary supplies.
His fears increased when he saw the
speed fall below two nautical miles even
with the aid of sails. However, the re-
turn of fine weather after the 8th inst.
enabled her to run at an average of 10
or sometimes 12 Rnots, so as to arrive at
Yokohama earlier than expected. Ac-
cording to Mr. S. Saito, a cabin passen-
ger, the passengers were horror-struck
when the steamer made four hours’ stop
after the accident, but were pacified bv
the purser.

H M. S. ALGERINE
AGAIN IN PORT

UNEVENTFUL CRUISE
; DOWN WEST COAST

Survey‘Work Occupied Seven
Weeks of Time—Sports
En Route

(From Saturday’s Daily,)

Early this morning H. .i. S. Algerine,
one of the sloops of war on this station,
steamed into harbor after a long cruise
to the coast of Mexico and Central Am-
erica. To the Shearwater was left the
glory of looking after British interests in
Nicaragua while the Algerine . was .en-
gaged in survey work, some seven weeks
of the time being spent in that work.

The Algerine left here last October g0~
ing with the Shearwater to attend the
Portola festival at San Francisco. The
officers and men speak very highly of the
treatment they received at that place.
They. enjoyed it very much, and they
describe the festivities as being. well
worth the visit. San Diego and Salina
Cruz were ports of call, a week being
spent at each place, but the farthest the
vessel made was Lobitos, The seven
weeks were spent in completing surveys
previously commenced. This place is the
shipping port for the petroleum wells, two
large English companies having charge
of the operations. Talara and Negrites
are near by, and each place was visited.

Chrigstmas was celebrated at Lobitos,
where the ship’s company was entertained
ashore. Sports were indulged in, the most
important event being a saflors’ race for
pig, the one ‘that caught the pig to keep
it. The lucky winner decided not to slay
the prize, but to keep him for a pet. All
the way home the pig was kept, weather-
ing safely all the storms of the Pacific
and the heat of the semi-tropics, only to
die on the day of his arrival. As soon as
the vessel arrived this morning the pig
was allowed to go ashore, where he im-
mediately proceeded to fall from a jetty
and break his neck. He was immediately
killed and will provide food for the Royal
Navy at this point.

Coming north the comet was plainly
seen for several days .off the coast “of
Southern <California. The only mistake
being that it was thought to be Halley’s.

A severe Tehuantepecer was experienced
which' gave the vessel considerable trouble
off the Mexican coast,  but from San
Francisco north they came under sail with
a fair wind.

In the matter of sports the Algerine
was not very successful. On the way south
the comhined teams of the Algerine and
Shearwater were beaten by H. M. S. Bed-
ford at football. The Algerine team was
also beaten at- Negritos in a game of
cricket. They got back at the latter team,
however, by beating them at football. The
big flying meet was witnessed on the way
north, and some interesting fishing was
done when coming under slow steam. One
of the fish, a coryphene, weighed 38 .1bs.
It is one ‘of those peculiar yellow fishes
that turn blue when dying, and then re-
turn again to their original color.

The-officers and men of the Algerine are
thinking: of nothing now but the coming
return to England. They expect to leave
in about a fortnight, all except Lieutenant
Benson, who has not been here as long as
the others.

The Algerine has been very busy since
she has been on this Coast. She has
steamed over 40,000 miles, being out at
sea 200 days in less than two years. She
wil: now be ‘overhauled in readiness for
the new commission.

HAT MANUFACTURERS WIN.

Awarded $74,000 Damages in Action
Against Members of Union.

Hartford, Conn., Feb. 5.—A verdict
allowing $74,000 damages to D. E, Low
& Co., hat manufacturers, in their suit
against Martin Lawler and other mem-
bers of the Hat Makers' union was re-
turned by a jury here yesterday.

The company claims that the de-
fencants violated the Sherman law by
declaring and enforcing a boycett
against them through ‘‘a conspiracy”
in restraint of {rade.

The suit grew out of the great strike
of hatmakers last spring which in-
volved ' the unions of Danbury, Nor-
walk and Bethel and for some .time in
force throughout the east. '

The company suffered $240,000 dam-
ages through Lawler, claiming that he
was chiefly responsible and asked that
amount of damage from him and his
associates.

PIONEER DEAD,

Robert Balfour Passes Away at Vane
couver.

Vancouver, Feb, 6.—Early last even-
ing death removed one of Vancouver's
most respected citizens in the person
of Robert Balfeur. Thetlate Mr. Bal-
four was a pioneer of this city. In the
early days he was engaged in building
bridges on the C. P." R. construction,
and, following this work, he came to
Vancouver in 1885.. In company wit
his father-in-law, Mr. Martin, he built
the Burrard House on Hastings street,
east of -Carrall, but hardly had the
paint dried on the new building when
the big fire of June 13th, 1886, wiped 1t
out. Later Mr. Balfour and Mr, Martin
erected another Burrard House on the
corner of Cordova and €Carrall, where
the Ranier hotel stands at present,

The deceased was elected a Vancou-
ver alderman in the first regular elec-
tion held here in December, 1886. In
later ‘years Mr. Balfour turned again
to bridge building, and was a member
of the firm of Armstrong, Morrison &
Balfour, which -had the contract for the
substructure of the million dollar
Fraser River bridge at New Westmin-
ster,

He had a ranch at Langley, where
he lived for some time, afterwards
coming again to Vancouver, but lat-
terly he has spent most of his time at
Ottawa, where he had business con-
nections with Messrs. Mackenzie &
Mann, of the C. N..R. ' He leaves a wife
and family to mourn his loss.

Commissioners  Recommend
That Force Be Increased
by Twenty

Vancouver, Feb.,, i—The board of
police commissioners at 'a meeting
yesterday forenoon decided to recom-
mend that the force be increased by
20 men and passed estimates for the
vear to provide for the additional force.
Chief Chamberlin in his estimate asked
for a total of $122,000 to cover the
salaries of the department. The De-
department last year was granted $90,-
800 but of this sum only $88,669 was
j used. The .additions to the force will
include 10 men ior patrol duty and 10
| for mounted duty.

Mayor Taylor expressed himself as
much in favor of adding to the force
and said it was desired to make Van-
couver the best policed city in Canada
He said that he could appreciate the
effect a good sizéd mounted force
would add. The old city'jail on Cor-
dova street it is proposed to -repair
‘and make over into a stable for 12
horses. For this expense $1,000 was
recomraended. In his report the chief
said that substations located in Grand-
view, Mount Pleasant and Kitsalano
would soon be needed, but discussion
of this was left over to a futurs
meeting.

It was decided to take up with the
city solicitor  and city council the
question of a common jail here, for
which purpose police headquarters are
now used. In the opinion of Chief
Chamberlin the present jail should be
merely a lockup, It has been the cus-
tom to keep short term prisoners in 1t
but according to the act the authori-
tics may have no right to do this- but
are supposed to send all prisoners un-
‘dar sentence. to the provincial jail,
which ig usually overcrowded.

MANUAL TRAINING .
IN NANAIMO SCHOOL

‘Mr. Donnell Addresseéf'»a"i' Meet-
ing of Board of Trus-
t_ees :

Nanaimo, Feb. 5.—Mr. Dixon, of the
High school, addressed thé board of
trustees at. its meeting last night,
stating he had thought of bringing up
the question of music in schools. - The
students at the High school had al-
ready  rented .a plano with ‘the $70
made from their publication, and they
had sufficient funds to .last wuntil next
summer “when -he (Dixon) weuld have
a proposition to submit to “the board
on the subject,

Mr. Donnell,. provincial drawing in-
spector, was present and addressed the
board. on the subject of: drawing and
also on manual training:in schopls. He
stated he had been in the city the past
few days instructing the’local teachers
on the subject.  In .reference to assist-
ance the trustees could lend ‘the teach-
ers he thought the board ‘should sup-

He referred to the work
being done in Victoria, Vancouver and
New Westminster and stated a room
suitable for such a purpose could be
madée in the basement of the Central
schocl, the total cost of putting in 24
benches being between seven and eight
hundred dollars, and the total cost; in-
cluding a teacher, would mean about
$2,000, At the present time, remarked
Mr. Donnell, the government had under
consideration a bill to .assist manual
training in schools to ithe: extent of
three-fourths of the cost. 3

Mayor Planta thought manual train-
ing was work in the right direction, be-
ing of more use for boys in after life
than many of the subjects taught in
the schools to-day. He expressed him-
sclf .in favor. of the scheme, ‘but would
like to see all the trustées present' be-
fore any definite action Wwas taken.

It was, therefore, decided to adjourn
the meeting until Monday afternoon at
4 o’clock, when the subject will be
thoroughly gone into and definite ac-
tion of some kind taken in the matter,

The tax reductions were-further dis-
cussed this afternoon, and the bill deal-
ing.with them: given & second reading.
There was no amendment proposed at
this stage, but in committee it is likely
that some changes will be sought to
be made in‘the bill in order to made
the reduction a real one to the tax-
payer. The session was a short one,
only two government bills coming in
for attention, and the routine business
unusually light.

Rev. F. T. Tapscott read prayers to-
day. .

H. B. Thomson introduced a private
bill for the incorporation of the North-
ern Vancouver Island Railway Com-

pany. ;

J. H. Hawthornthwaite, resuming
the debate on the Assessment Act am-
endments, 'took the occasion to tender
congratulations, in his pwn character-
istic way, to the Minister of Finance,
and congratulated the House on the
financier selected to guide the province.
As Attorney-General he had proved
himself, from his party’s standpoint,
a huge success. Tt could safely be said
that the Conservative party was iIn-
deed indebted to him, more especially
in regard to his handling of the elec-
tions. A short time ago the province
had a different sort of finance minister
in Captain Tatlow, and on his resigna-
tion a sigh of relief went up from the
farmers who had been tortured by his
taxes. But the change brought no
amelioration. The few minister had
handed out to the farmers, working
classes and small business men a
lemon. The bill would not grant the
relief it was claimed it would in any
shape or form. The increase in the
exemption: on farmers' perscnal effects
in the average farmhouse would not
exceed $500. It was an interesting fact
that a member of the government,
Hon. F.  Carter-Cotton, in his news-
paper had made the statement that the
time had now arrived for the abolition
of the revenue tax, that the time was
opportune and it should be :dealt with.
The opposition would welcome support
from that gentleman when an amend-
ment along these lines was offered. In
regard to railway taxation Mr. Haw-
thornthwaite demanded that no exemp-
tion should be given the E. & N. or the
Nanaimo-Alberni line so long as it em-
ployed aliens in eonstruction.

Hon,” Mr.. Bowser reminded him that
the . exemption only dated from the
completion of the line. If there was

-any breach of the eonditions on- the

part of the company the exemption
would, of course, lapse.

“If the Attorney-General has to be
satisfied that there is a breach the
company will continue to be exempt,”
remarked Mr. Hawthornthwaite.

H. C. Brewster.
H. C. Brewster said there were one

" or two details of the bill which had al-

ways attracted attention from the Lib-
eral side, and which were not yet set-
tled by the bill brought down. In the
first place, had the Minister of finance
made a different arrangement of the
reduction in income tax, in fact set it
on its head, so that thé .man who was
getting less income get the greater re-
duction it woulld be received in a dif-
ferent spirit.. From the leader of the
Liberal party, the late member for
Delta, the government had had demand
upon demand for the giving of the
personal property tax collected in
muniecipalities to the municipality. It

"had been pointed out, and needed no

further argument,  that this was only
the fair thing to do for the municipali-
ties having large sections of road to
keep up and not having power to raise
the revenue to do this. It fell heavily
on them to keep up roads and bridges,
and it was regrettable there was no
measure of relief “offered in this bill
The small farmer got no relief,

The hon. gentleman recalled that his
first attempt at Ilegislation in the
House was towards having a reduction
in the farmers’ tax. Now it was pro-
posed 16 ‘increase the exemption on the
farmers’ personalty from $500 to $1,000.
In 1907 he had introduced an amend-
mend allowing exemption to the extent
of $1,000 on actual, improvements on
agricultural !ands. The reason he had
brought that in was that if a man

Columbia without ecapital and under-
took to make a living by clearing that
land and bringing it under culture it
was impossible. An  energetic 'man
would go in, work himself almost to
death 'in clearing a portion of land by
strenuous effort, erect a house and
perhaps a barn. He was just realizing
that he had accomplished something
when along would come the assessor
and fine him for making these im-
provements by boosting his assessment
and taxing him. The amendent he had
proposed was that a man should not be
taxXed until he had acquired $1,000
worth of improvements.

The
Premier took the view that it would
be unfair to the old pioneers to give
aid now. . It was just as if he had said
that because.-our: great grandfathers
had chopped down.trees with flint axes
it 'was wrong for us to use steel axes
‘to-day. The government should make
it possible for the settler to get on
the land und could do so, and should
do so instead of trying to make polii-
cal ¢éapital out of it by going ‘back to
Ottawa. They could make it possible
for a man to make a decent living off
the land in.-this province. In conclu-
sion Mr. Brewster said: ‘Instead of
reducing- the taxation in - quarters
where it is most needed, I consider this
refluction is placed in quarters where
it could stand even a higher rate. I
look upon the poll tax as certainly an
unscientific tax, and 1. would have
thought that the minister would have
abolished it. Relief is,given those who
have migans to pay 'taxes while the
bungen rests on those ‘who can ill af-
ford to pay.”

Condemns Poll Tax.

Hon. Mr. Carter-Cotton took up the

arguments of what he called the Con-
solidagted Oppeosition, Limited. He
2rgued in reply that the reduction on
small incomes was._ larger in -propor-
tion than on the large incomes. He
would oppose any“attempt to divert the
personal property tax from the pro-
vincial exchequer to the municjpalities.
This would simply be shifting the des-
tination of the tax instead of relieving
the people, as the government pro-
posed, and would be bringing about
representation without taxation. Ex-
-rressing his personal opinion, the per-
sonal prox)e‘rty tax was not scientific
and should be abolished, because a tax
on~ capital.
* “If that is done will -the hon. gen-
tleman be in favor of the government
assisting municipalities?” asked Myr.
-Brewster.

The President of the Council replied
that this was a wide question. Speak-
ing salely for himself he thought that if
the present rate of taxation allowed on
municipalities was not sufficient some
scheme must be devised whereby they
ould be given an adequate revenue.
He had always advocated government
aid ‘to the large trunk roads. The in-
cidence of the poll tax was unscien-
tific and unfair. There was no equality
in basis for such a tax, and while the
difficulties which caused it to be en-
forced thirty or forty years ago had
passed away, the time would come, he
Foped, when the government would see
its way to abolish the revenue tax al-
tcgether.

The second reading was carried with-
out division.

DESCRIBES. INDIAN
RELICS OF PROVINCE

‘

Government Pamphlet Written
by Dr. Newcombe Interest-
ing to Scientists

Those interested in anthropology will
find a néw pamphlet issued by the pro-
vincial government an extremely use-
ful gmd reliable publication. It has
been prepared by Dr. Ch‘arlgs F, New-
combe, M. D., of this city, under the
direction of the curator of the.museum,
Francis Kermode. It describes and
gives the use of cach'of the specimens
at the provincial museum . and. - con-
tains' iltlustrations of the  principal
totemis “and impléments . and other
relics. In its introductory the pamphlet
says:

“Since the foundation of the museum
in December, 1886, the various govern-
ments in power from time to time have
afforded space for the safe keeping of
donations to the ethnological collection.
At first it was mainly formed by such
conations, but,  notwithstanding the
ever-increasing - demands for financial
assistance from all parts of the thinly
populated and enormously - large tef-
ritory, sums of money were wisely
spent in the purchase of collections
made by Captain Chittenden, and
Messrs. J. Deans and: F. Jacobsen.

‘“While meney for local museum pur-
poses was difficult to . obtain, wealthy
millionaires in the United ‘States were
induced by certain leaders in science
to acquire, -by special expeditions, for
American museums, material which
was rapidly passing into the hands of
private curio hunters.' This has largely
been worked up under the leadership
of Proiessor Boas, of Columbia Uni-
versity, New York, and deseribed in
reports_of the PBritish Associatien for
the Advancement of Scienee, and of
the American Museum of Natural His-
tory, New York, and in contributions
to various other Sscientific journals.

“The province is fortunate in the
fact that so much of the traditional
history of its early inhabitants and of
their customs has been saved and
made accessible to all, students .of
anthropology. Such specimens as have
been preserved by the provincial mu-
seum, though comparatively few in
numbers, and incompléte serially, are
‘of great scientific value,-and illustrate
| the chief points in the -common life of
the Indian of Britisk Columbia, and
many of their ceremonial usages.”

REORGANIZATION
OF ASSOCIATION

FRUIT GROWERS -TO
CONVENE IN KAMLOOPS

Work- Will Conform With New
Plan—Presentation = to
Capt. Tatlow

In line with the reorganization of
the agricultural work of the province,
commenced by Capt. Tatlow and the
segregation of the farming and horti-
cultural industries into separate de-
partments, the Fruit Growers’ Associ-
ation of B. C. will be' taken over by
the department also, and for this pur-
pose there will be-a convention of fruit
growers held at 'Kamloops in April
next when the constitution of the Fruit
Growers’ Association will’ be recon-
structed and a determined effort made
to raise the industry to the same de-
gree of publicity and recognition as the
stock breeders, dairymen and farmers’
institutes.

The decision was taken at
the meecting of the Fruit Growers’
Association held on Saturday at the
women’s building en the fair grounds.
The president, H. Puckle, said he had
hoped after the last annual meeting to
be able to present an improved state
of affairs, but it was found under the
constitution nothing could be done.
Three quarterly - meetings had been
held, costing $150 each. He thought
more good could be done ‘with the
money by spending it in literature. The
growth of farmers’ institutes had left
but two places for fruit growers to
form societies—Windemere and Kere-
meoes. These are now forming farm-
ers’ institutes, and were out of the-
field. "Phe association’s list, however,
was a work that should not be let drop.
The membership of the association was
only 97, and should be 1,000. The mem-
bership cost $1 and the lack of support
showed that the association had not
the confidence of the fruit growers. The
methods were wrong and the associa-
tion must be put on a different’basis.
The association should give up quarters
ly meetings, but dircet its attention to
the work of exhibitions, consignments
and shipping. The president concluded
with the remark that the -association
had¥not hit the mark, ~

Deputy Minister of Agriculture W. E.
Scott said the fruit growers’ industry
was large and prosperous, and is go-
ing to be larger, The attenddnce, how-
ever, was so small (there being about
ten present) that something was wrong
and the remedy should be discovered.

It is proposed that the B. C. Fruit
Growers’ Association should@ continue,
but be under the agriculture depart-

‘ment, when it can be made & tremend-

ous factor in the province. Mr. Scott
suggested that the association could
provide judges at fairs, collect and
select exhibit fruit, improve and ex-
pand the work of the agsociations, col-
lect crop reports, obtain.lists of ship- Y
pers and quantity of available fruit,
compile lists ‘of prites and places to
purchase supplies.

DOMINION ACT T0 BE
" 'BROUGHT INTO FORCE
Hduse Unanimously - Approves
Proposal—Attorney-Gen-
eral Gets Praise

Legislative Press Gallery,
February 4.

What a great many people. will re-
gard 'as one of the most - important
measures to be brought before the House
this' session—in some of¢ its bearings
even more far-reaching in its effects
upon the future well-being of the pro-
vince than any railway policy—was
discussed in the House this afiernoon.
This wag the bill which is: necessary
to give to the lieut.-governor in coun-
cil power to proclaim the Federal Ju-
venile Delinquents Act in force in any
part of the province where the loeal

authorities make arrangements to that
end.

As was to be expected in. the case
of such a proposal the discussion was
cenducted with no thought of politics,
and the rather unusual scene was Wwit-
nessed of Liberal members giving gen-
erous praise to the author of the bill,
Hon. W, J, Bowser, who gave the
House a . very full description of the
federal act and explained thé circum-
stances under which it might be put
in operation in_any city in B. C.

The attorney-general « expressed his
sense of the honor of introducing what
was the first attempt of a province of
.the Dominion to bring into effect the
federal statute known as the Juvenile
Delinquents- Act of 1908, a most import-
ant development in the treatment of
young offenders. 'In 1903 the system
was first introduced in-Canada, but it
had been in existence before that in
the famous court conducted by Judge
Lindsay in: Denver, sas. well as in St.
Paul and Chicagoe. -1t was becoming
recognized - in *all eivilized countries,
that in dealing with this class the
methods . adopted in c¢riminal matters
was not the proper one. The Dominion
parliament +had passed a- bill dealing
with the subject in 1908, and ' B. C. was
the first province to propose to adopt
that legislation -as a whole. In Mon-
treal, Ottawa and Toronto juvenile
courts, but-as yet no province had
made the act® applicable to its whole
area. The ;system had been tried in
Great Britain, Germany, Australia,
Sweden and in twenty-six 6f the states,
Experiericé had demonstrated. = wher-
ever tried that at least 90 per eent. of
juvenile offénders are not criminal at
all, but only in need of guidance and
‘proper ‘care. What was wanted in ‘deal-
ing with Stich offenders was a special
court, pt"es)ﬁed over by a speeial judge,;
a man wh ““would take an interest in
the childrén, a man of good tempera-
ment, ‘wWis€] perhaps having boys of his
own, one Who could talk to them as
boys and ‘gc¢omplish what-could never
be done by the usual methods of erim-
inal "procedure,

Detention Homes,

There would be needed ‘also a deten-
tion nome: in each city which decided’
to adopt this system. This would be a
prime necessity, for it was quite wrong
to put . a boy'in jail among ‘the ordin-
ary offenders. Modern legislators were
coming to see that it ‘was not right to
place a juvenile offender in jail, but
that he should be placed in' a deten-
tion Home, .presided over, for prefer-
ence, by a married couple. Then there
was alse needed a probation officer of
the same sort of ‘temperament as the
juvenile court judge. His duty would
be.to see the boy in the first place. No
case would be tried unless the proba-
tion. officer and the parents wWere first
notified. The officer would go to see
the boy, would question him, see what
his temperament was and what his en-
vironment and companions. He would
take charge of the®boy—for conveni-
ence, the attorney-general "said, he
spoke of boys, as they would be the
majority of offenders, but the proce-
dure applied to girls as 'well. It was
not intended that there should be any
punishmeu. of the -boy, but he would
be placed on probation under the su-
pervision of the officer for the time
stated and brought back from time to
time to see whether he had improved.
If found after a time that he was in-
corrigible he would be brought back
finally and sentenced to industrial
school.

The judge would have the advantage
of consulting with a committee from
the Children’s Aid Society, a commit-
tee for Protestant children and another
for those of the -Roman Catholic faith.
This commiftee was a most important
factor in the work. Under the Domin-
ion act the parent or, guardian of a
child could be brought up and charged
as an accerory, and if they were the
really culpable one punished instead of
the boy. The act made it imperative
that the children could only be -dealt
with “up to sixteen, and no child could
be sent-to the industrial school under
twelve,  unless under very exceptional
circumstances. The courts would  be
conducted m an informal manner, al-
though evidence would, of course, be
taken under oath.

“Industrial Schoot.

The industrial schoo]- which- the pro-
vince had established. near Vancouyer
would be a link in this system. There
was no reason to be ashamed of the
work which had been dene so far at
this institution. .Last .session a vote
of $1,000 \'_vas taken for the  purpose of
sending the superintendent and ma-
tron, ‘M»r, and Mrs.  Donaldson, on a
tour of inzspection of several of these
homes and industrial schools in the
States ‘and the Old Country. The re-
sults ;as' contained in the report which
they' had made to him were very grati-
fying. ‘They “had wvisited some of the
best of this class of 'institution in
Washington, Colorado, IHinois, Penn-
slyvania, New York and the Old Land,
_gaining a great- amount of valuable
hints on the.conduct of them and of the
operation of juvenile' offenders’ legis-
lation. In the Old Country trades were
taught and the boys turned out able to
g0 ‘out. into life possessed of an honest
trade well- taught.

Since its establishment in 1905 there
had been 113 boys pass through the
school at Vancouver, and at present
there were 85 in it. Last year 20 boys
were  received and 30 were liberated,
of whom 24 were pardoned or paroled.
Altogether 68 had been liberated since
the ‘school was opened, and of these
54 had been pardoned; leaving only 14
who had served their time, mainly be-
cause they had no home to go to if they
had left, and so remained . in the
shelter of the home ‘as long ‘as they
could. . Except in very few instances
the boys had 'not gone back to their
old surroundings, but had grown up
into-good’ citizens, Those in the school
were all the way from 11 to 18 years
old. There 'was a tailor shop in the
school, and so expert were the boys
that.they not only made all their own
clothes :but the umiforms for the offi-
cers .as. well. A shoe-making shop
would be started shortly. There was a
fine gymnasium ‘under "an ex-army
man. The boys had ‘to put in three
hours study every day and had manual
training-daily. They had fire ‘drill; and
in case of fire' the building could be
emptied speedily and without loss of
life. The religious training of the boys
was carefully looked after. Mr. Doénald-
son and his good wife had been a great
success in their respective positions,
and much credit was due them for the
gratifying results, ;

The object of the government in the
bill . now before the House was to give
the lieut.-governor in council power to
put the Dominion act'in force anywhere
in the province when all'was ready for
it. When it was proved to him that in
any city that had a detention home
and a probation officer whose whole
time and attention would be given to
this work, not only before itrial, but
after, ‘'and when they also convinced
him that they had committeés appoint-
ed and were prepared.to pay the ex-
penses of all the officers and the salary
of the magistrate, the lieut.-governor
in council would be willing to proclaim
the Dominion act. in force in that city.

Credit Due Bowser.

John  Jardine said it 'would be grati-
fying to everyone to find that the at-
,torney-general had taken ‘this step,
which reflected great credit' on his re-
partment and on himself. Every mem-
ber must be convinced of the necessity
of prevetning the complete demoraliza-
tion of boys who, from'the nature of
their environment, &are unable to ‘ex-
tricate themselves. He- hoped 'the suc-
cess anticipated by the "attorney-gen-
eral would. be.attained, and that in
the course of a few years there would
be little need for the system, and that
the trouble would diminish almost “to
the vanishing ‘point. Mr.'Jardine dweélt
on the manner in which lands are be-
ing gobbled up by “corporations and
speculators. in British Columbia, thus
reducing the opportunities fér boys and
youths to go.out on the land,

Parker Williams’'saijd it was hard to
see why at this early stage of the pro-
vince’s ' history it had to deal  with
social evils -‘which were eating out the
heart of “older lands.” This legislation
was only dealing with effects. the
cause would continue until the whole
system was very radically ch.rged.
There were t00 many ¢ities wher: the
cost of a home was so excessive as to
lead ‘to the troubles ‘which the bill was
seeking to remedy. Take Vancouver,
where the people seémed ‘to live on sell-
ing real estate ‘to each = other—and
heaven help the man who was-left with,
it on his hands in the end—with the
consequence that house rents were so
high that people let most of the rooms
in-their house, the family living in the
cellar and sleeping in the garret. The
children had no place to play, but in
the streets, and the result was only
what was to begxpected. Mr. Williams,
who has been wvoicing the complaint of
the dweller in remote rural settiemhents
in the matter of school facilities, sug-
gested humorously that some of the
children  from his . constituency would
havé to commit’ some crinje and get
sent to:the'-industrial - s&hool, when
they might run' a fighting' chance to
get an education.

+ Province Should Help. ;
