Is not the Lumber Interest beln
trifled with?®

It is a great disappointment to

New Brunswick that another session
of the Legislature has ended without
anything kaving been dote to relieve

the over-burdened lumber industry.
Towards the close of the session of
1886, when a delegation of gentle-
men interested in the trade visited
Fredericton and presented their
claims to members of the Govern-
ment, they were told by the latter
that they had a good case and were
led to believe that some measure of
relief would ‘be given to them.
Those who composed the delegation
were friends of the Government, and
50 confident were they that the con-
dition of the trade and the justice of
its claims for relief were to be con-
sidered that they used their in-
fluence to restrain members who
had intended to bring the subject up
in the Assemlly by resolutions, be-
lieving that the informal assurances
they had received would be the more
readily carried out if the matcer was
not pressed in the House. The
genera! election came on  soon after,
and, although the leading men in
the trade on the North Shore. sup-
ported the Government, yet, so ear-
nestly were the people opposed to
the high stumpage tax, notwith-
standing its improved admiristra-
tion in other respects, the = govern-
ment lost ground at the North, four
members opposed to it being return-
ed from this County.

The Government had pleaded the
revenue necessities of ths province
as an excuse for 1ts excessive lumber
taxation, but though it continued to
do this after the election its mem-
bers still gave their friends here rea-
son to hope that immediate relief,
in a certuin way, would be afforded.
Under these circumstances, when
two by-elections took place in Nor-
thumberland the lumber operators
were amongst the most  staunch ad-
herents of the candidates supporting
the Governthent, who were returned.

It was now hoped that the Gov-
ernment would have the courage to
give some measure of justice to our
lumbermen, but last season was al.
lowed to pass and no step was taken
by it to fulfil the informal pledges
given in its behalf. Still, the more
sanguine of " its supporters on the
North Shore could not believe that
it was the intention, from the firss,
to trifle with them, and that Mn.
Blair and his assnciaze\‘:'ere, reslly,
as well satisfied with the"high-stum.
page imposition as were the owners
of the railway and company lauds
by whom the Government’s policy is
so cordially approved.

It is well, to remember two points
in connection with this question,
One of these is the admission by
the government that the rates of
stumpage ave excessive; the other
the plea that they have been wain-
tained only because the revenue de-
rived from them has been necessary
to the maintence of the public ser-
vices of the province. When the
Attorney-General was delivering the
able speech with which he introduc-
ed the Quebec Confevence resolutions
on the fifteenth of last month, he
made oneot his most telling and
best-applanded points when he
plainly and hounestly said it was a
matter of great regret that the in-
adequate allowances which the prov
ince derived from Dominion sonrces
rendered it necessary for the gov-
ernment to impose taxation that was
over-burdening the great lumber in-
dustry of the province. We have
the question, therefore, logically .in
this position, viz.—that as the ad-
mittedly excessive and burdensotie
stumpage-tax was justified on the
plea of insufficient revenue to main-
tain the ordinary public services of
the province, it should be reduced
the;moment the revenue-insufficiency
ended.

It is not necessary, we believe, to
say here that the ADVANCE has giv-
en an independent .and honest sup.
port to the Blair Government, not-
withstanding the misgivings we
have experienced for some time as
to the insincerity of that Government
towards the lumber interest, and it
is, therefore, with more than ordin-
ary regret that we feel impelled by
duty and loyalty to the chief indus.
trial interest of our people, to say
that that intevest has, simply, been
deceived, cajoled and humbugged;
and that the farce, in our judgment,
ought now to be considered as play-
ed out.

We ask those who have, all along,
acted with\the ADVANCE in its sup-
port of the /Government, whether, in
view of the new and costly under-
takings which the legislature has
been induced to sanction, at the re-
quest ot Mr. Blair and the Provin-
cial Secretary, it can be claimed by
these gentlemen, or those, who have
supported them in those undertak-
ings, that there is any longer force
or honesty on the plea that the rev-
enue of the province is insuflicient to
provide for its ordinury public ser:

We assume, therefore, that before
deciding to ask the legislature to
authorise these new charges upon the
revenues of the province, the Gov-
ernment was satisfied that the public
finances were in u sufficiently buoy-
ant condition to sustain them with.
out, in any way, interfering ‘wich its
ability to provide for the ordinary
public services. If it were not so,
the new undertakings would only be '
evidence of reckless administration.
It, however, it were 80, what was the
Government’s first duty? It was,
clearly, to afford to the industry
which its leader, himself, admitted
was over-burdened, some measurc of
relief. It was all the more binding
upon the Government to do this, be.
cause of the informal pledges to that
end given dnring the last two years.
That such relief was not afforded,but
new expenditures of & non-essentinl
class entered upon, proves the indif-
ference of the Government to the
promises made by its members, as
well ag to the just claims of the
lumber trade, which have ‘been pre-
sented by petitions trom the people
of at least the four northern counties,
and through the press and the
personal vepresentations of members
of the legislature and other promient
‘men speaking for the section of
the province so injurionsly affected
by the exorbitant taxation referred
to.

As we have said, the course of the
Government in this matteris a bit-
ter disappointment. It has given a
shock to the faith that was reposed
in its statements respecting the ne-
cessity of the excessive taxation im-
posed; it is a humiliation to those
who, in a spivit of friendship to the
Governruent and relying on the us-
surances given, have influenced their
friends to believe that relief would
be extended as soonas the revenue
necessities or the province would
warrant it, and it has demonstrated
that the crippling of an important
industry, the enforced idleness of
wills, the resulting exodus of people
from the country and the waste and
withdrawals of capital involved, do
not cause the Government to realise
the duplicity and injustice which have
characterised its course towards the
lumber interests of the North Shore,

A groat chango of front.

One of the most complete changes of
front that has ever been made by Sir
Johu A. Macdonald and his followers
in Parliament, took place last week?
Our readers will romember the quite
full account published in last weck’s
Apvaxce of a debate in Parliament
arising on a question put to Sir John
by Mr. Mitchell in reference to the
“‘standing offer” of reciprocity contain.
ed in the Taritf Act of 1878, Mnr.
Mitchell simply wanted to know why
the Dominion government had not
placed certain natural products on the
Canadian free list which the United
States had placed on theirs, with a
desire to meet the Canadians half way.
Sir John and other members of the
Dominion government said they
wouldu’t do it and that there
would be no reciprocity in any of the
articies mentioned in the offer under
the Dowminion Act until the Americans
placed the whole lot on their free list,
and he intimated that, even then, it
was a question . whether his govern-
ment would keep its pledge or not, in-
asmuch as it must look after tho in-
terests of ‘‘our own people”.

Al the Tories applanded this declar-
ation of a gross breach of faith on the
premier’s part. To illusteate the tem-
per in which the subject was dealt with,
we quote from the Gazette—the organ
of the government in Montreal whose
editor-in-chief, Hon. Thos. White, is
one of Sir John's cabinet. The Gazette
said:—

The Congress of the United States,
to suit its own purpose, in the interest
of its own people, placed certain articles
on the free list, which happen quite by
the accident of chance to ge included in
the acticles embraced in the standing |
offer of reciprocity on our Statute bogk.

A very important debate was begun
by a question from Sir Richard Cart-
wright: ‘I desire to know whether the
attention of the Minister of Finance
has been drawn to- the retaliation bill
recently introdunced in Congress and
likely to affect certain important inter-
ests in this country.”

SIR CHARLES TUPPER

said : —"'I am led to suppose that the
bill was iutroduced under the impression
that the Government of Canada were
unwilling to carry out the arrangement
which the Goverument of the United
States expected would follow upon the
reduction of certain duties by the
American Government, and I may say
that if that bill was introduced under
any such impression the action that the
Canadian Government has taken will
entirely remove that impression. I do
not anticipate that that bill will be
proceeded with or any action in that
linetaken by the American Government.
The policy of both parties in this House
and in the country has, 1 believe, been
stoadily directed to ubtaining a free in-
terchunge of the natural products of the
two countries. I sny that from the
date of the ubrogation=f the Recipro-
city Treaty both sides, whether in Gov-
ernment or Opposition, have been al-
ways prepared t) do everything possible,
if we cannot obtain a Reciprocity
treaty, to obtain reciprocity of tariffs,
aud as far as we could to obtain the free
interchange of the natural products of
the two countries. That is the policy
of the Guvernment to-day.. The mo-
ment that the atrention of the Govern-
ment was called (by a communication
from Sir Lionel West, covering the
memorandum of the American Depart-
ment of State) to the fact that certain
duties had been removed from articles
men‘ioned in the Act of 1879 and
especially pownted to as inviting Reci-
procity; I say that the moment our at-
tention was called t this an Order in
Council was passed by the Canadian
Government placing those articles on
the free list, and the proclamation will
issue in due course.” This announce-
ment was received with loud applause
by the Opposition, while a dead silence
reigned on the Government side of the
House,

He was repeatedly
and enthusiastically cheerod, and thus
had immediate assurance that he spoke in
the best style the sentiments which all on
the Liberal side would have been glad to
uttor had they possessed the same gifts of
oratory. While expressing himself heart.
ily in accord with the greater part of what
Sie Charles Tupper had said, he took ex.
ception to his remarks concerning Mr
Mills, *‘Itisplain,” he said, ‘‘that the
hon. Minister was not in his place on
Wednesday last when the conversation on
this matter took place, or he néver would
have madle ‘the remdrks regarding
my hon, friend that he has made.
The counversation on that oecasion
bore upon A very important interna.
tionalarrangement, The hon, gentleman
is parfectly correct in saying that it has
been the avowed policy of both parties to
move1n the direction of reciprocity in
natural pr&l\mtq. Certain action had
been taken by the United States in free-
ing products, 'The question was whether
the avowed policy of the Administration
would be earried out or whether they had
a secret policy besides that which they
avowed, My friend quoted that avowed
policy na set forth in what is known  as
our statutory offer, The First Minister
veplied with a good deal of warmth. He
stated in the first—" At this point Mr.
Speaker interrupted, calling attention to
the rule of the House agaiust referring to
a past debate. He did not wish to have
a pnst dubate discussed. Mr. Davies
said he did not desire to discuas it,though
the F'inance Minister hal done so, He
werely wished to refer to what had been
discussed and proceeded:—*The First
Minister stated that there had been uo
official commnunication with the Govern.
ment of the Dominion with reference to
any complaints on the part of the United
States. as to our not having carried out in
good faith the terms of the statutory
offer wo had wade The “=iscussion
arose as to the meaning of the statutury
offer, und it was intimated that it was a
mere permissive clause, and that the Gov.

That the state-
ment made by the Frat Minister was not
a mere haphazard one was proved by
the fact that the Minister of Justice, atter
agreeing with him as to the character of
the clause, wound up by saying that if the
Government used its discretion in the way
in which the member for Northumberland
(Mr. Mitchell) suggested, reducing the
duties on articles as the United States
did, they would betray the intercsts of
the people of Canada, This gave the pol-
icy of the Government in a_oclear, terse
and undisguised way. Tlm’? were not
willing to carry out the statutory offer
in the sense and terms in which guntlemen
on this side of the House understood, It
was argued, as it could fairly be argued,
that in the consideration of a great iuter-
national offer of this kind you could not
put the same narrow meaning npon the
words as you would in a simplo contract
wmade between man and man. One great
country is making an offer to another,
and the spirit and motive of the offer is to
be considered in constituting the words,
and it would have been in the highest
degree dangerous to the interests of the
country had the decision the Government
had arrived at been adhered to, as proven
by the statements which have been
made here to-day. The member for
Bothwell says in view of tho change
of front on the part of the Gov-
ernment:—*‘I desire to know what has
been the motive. Where is the despatch
the (Government has received?

never have supposed from their lvoks that
the Government's ancient policy had been
succesafully carried out, as Sir Charles
Tupp:r had sought to make it appear,
The Liberals kept up the cheering 8o loag
and enthusiastically that at last one or
two of the brightest iutellects on the Min.
isterial side began to have a glimmering
idea that this was an act of tho Govera.
ment they aupported and should be ap-
plauded. Thoy clapped their hands ina
suggestive kind of way, but the idea did
not meet with the approval of the vast
body. However, they will soon learn to
grow enthusiastic whenever this great re-
form is reforred to and will point to it
with pride. Morcover, they will bo pre.
pared by-and-by to denounce as an un:
patriotic citizen, a disloyal nnbj«ﬂ of the
Queen, an Anucxationist and a traitor the
man who hints that this Government was
just a little bit “‘orowded” into. deing the
right thing.

MR, MITCHELL.

When the applause had subsided suffi-
ciently for a voice to be  heard Mr. "Mit.
chell cried, “‘Weo have one progressive
Minister on the other. side,” at which
there was another outburst. Sir Charles
Tupper, who had looked oa stolidly, at
Tongth smiled one'of those characteristic
sm:les which change his face from an im-
penetrable, forbidding mask iuto the very
embodiment of good humor, and said he
thought he would have to quote the ro-
mark of a member from the Northwest
(probably Mr. Daviu) about the daugerous
character of the complineuts of gentlemen
opposite *“You don’s seem to be much dis-
pfenml with them,” swid Mr. Mitchell,
encouragingly. The Liberals cheered the
remark nmfehuorcd Sir Charles, shouting
wordsof approval of his course, while the
Government supporters still appeared ex-
ceudingly mournful, \When he could get
in a woed Sir Charles said he would have
groat pleasure in layiug the despatch and
other papers roferred to in relation to this
wiatter on the table.

Mvr, Charl ton reminded the Mivisters of
the language they had used a weck ago,
when Sir John had said that to free any
articles which the Americans chose to free
would be in the highest degree improvi-
dent, and when Mr, Thompson had wsaid
that it would be betraying the interasts of
the people of Canada,

Mr. Mitchell pointed out that the no.
tion which had been so characterised was
just the action which the Government had
now taken,

SIR JOHN MACDONALD,

who had entered the Chamber in the mid-
dle of the debate, now rose to reply. His
first contention was that although the
Americans had beguu to froe list the arti-
cles in question four years ago, ths Op-
position were now calling attention to the
matter for the first time, a remark which
elioited a chorus of dissent from tho Re-
form side of the House. Then he reiter-
ated his statement that the ‘‘statutory
offer” was permissive merely, and in order
to show the result of a different construc-
tion asked whether it would be fair for
tho United States to compel vs to make
oranges free while they retained the duty
on potatoes, The Governwent, he said,
had taken up the matter the moment it
was brought to their notice, aud he hoped
teseo the free list of natural products
added to,

After some remarks from Mr Ivyl,
Mr. Somerville, of Brant, rose to point
the moral of some remarks which Mr,
Ives had made on the subject of patrint-
ism, Ho produced what promised to be
an exceedingly interesting telegram re-
garding the Dominion Cattle Company,
the Texas ranching concern of which Mr,
Ives was a leadiug spirit. He was in-
terrupted, however, by Mn Speaker,
whose sensibilitics . were at last aroused,
and who declared that the debate could
not take such a range as Mr. Somerville
proposed to give it.

SIR  RICHARD CARTWRIGHT
said: —“If thero is any losson to be learn-
ed from this incident it is the extreme folly
of gontlemen who live in glass houses
throwing stonos —(cheers and laughter)—
the extreme folly of mon whose record
for loyalty won't bear investigation—
(gronns, cucers aud iptorruptmn)—-fnr
one second either in their own persons or
in their colleagues, presuming, as many of
these gentlemen have done from the be
ginn'ng of the debatg, ta cast imputations
on the loyalty of better men than them.

in Scotland, who was for many years
munagor of Cochran’s stock farm of Cane
ada.  Mr, Doatty made the importation of
stock for the old governwent and had
given him (MoLellan) assistance with the
liorse importation. I'rom the best infor=
mation received it appeared that the
Shropshire sheep were the bost suited for
this province, All the authorities named
agreed on that point, Mr. Beatty, adding
that it was dosirable that the importation
should include somo few Leicesters, Some
of our own farmers recommended Cheviots,
He wished to say on behalf of the govern.
ment that nothing would be done in re-
gard to the importation of sheep until full
information was had as to which were the
best breeds to introduce here, He thought
more attention should be paid to the raia-
ing of sheep for mutton purposes than for
the purpose of wool. The sheep would
cost, landed hers, about $45 each, and it
waa thought they would roglize at least
two-thirds of their cost. ore was a
great demand for good mutton in the east-
orn states, and our farmers would be able
to tind a good market there, if they are
ablo to produce the article that is wadted.

Mr. Young spoke of the islands of
Miscon and Shippegan as being well
adapted as sheep raising localities,

Beer under the Scott Act.

Weatherbia vs. Nicholson,—Iu this case,
which was an appeal tried before Judge
Peters of Georgetown, and judgement re-
served. His Lordship to-day delivered
his decision, allowing the appeal and
quashing the conviction with costs. The
facts were that the apellant sold beer, for
waich sale two magistrates convicted him
of a breach of the Scott Act. The de-
fendaut appealeqd and on the'appeal it was
contended that the beer sold was not in-
toxicating within the meaniag of the Can-
ada Temperance Act.

His Lordship, in delivering judgement
to-day, said that it was open to very grave
doubt whether or not the Act was not
wholly void for not detining what percen-
tage of aleohol must be in liguor before it
came within the meaning of the Act, but
that was unnecessary to decide, as he was
of opinion that neither ale, beer or light
wines were intoxicating within the mean-
ing of the Act; and on that ground the
conviction must be quashed. His Lord-
ship stated further that there was a very
great distinction between ‘‘intoxicating
liyuor” and *‘exhilarating fluids,” and Bass
ale or light wines came under theylatter
head and their sale was not a breach of
the Act—Glvbe.

The “Oharter Oak.”

Mr J. H. Phinney, of Newcastle, has
one of the best assortments of Kitchen and
pantry furnishing goodsin the country,
his display of stoves of different kinds
being a particularly good one.

said: Mr. Farrell came in and bid deceased
“Good day.”

Deceased asked, What is the news?

Farrell said: ‘“No news. much; they’ve
been expecting you over to Shediac to set-
tle this affair.”

Deceased said: *‘They promised to send
me word, and I got no word.”

“Well” says Farrell, “I've got papers
here; if you'll pay $59 and some cents
they’ll let you off.”

Thos. Bastian's double Orime.

A sickening tragedy was enacted last
Friday at Painsec Junction, 7 miles from
Moncton, on the line of the Intercolonial
railvay. About two monthe ago Thamas
Bastian, who has for some years kept a
house of refreshment opposite the railway
station building at the Junction, was fined
for a violation of the Canada Temperaunce
Act. He paid the fine, $50 and costs. A
fortnight ago Bastian was taken be.
fore Justice Abercrombie at Shediac a
second time and convicted of a second
offence, for which he was fined $100. On
Friday Constable James Farrell of Shediac,
was a passenger on board the branch train
from Shediac, which is due at the Junec-
tion at 11 30, and stepping over to Bas-

Bastian in regard to the fine.’ He stated
that he had been aunthorized by the tem-
perance committee at Shediac tv accept
ove half the amount of the fine, which
with the costs would amount to $59 and
some cents. Bastian said in effect that he
did not cousider the conviction had been
fairly obtained and that he would pay
nothing. Farrell then stated that he had
a distress warrant and being informed by
Bastian that he owned the house and all
its contents, intimated that he would
make a seizure, Bastian warned Farrell
aot to touch anything in the house, saying
with an oath that if he did there would be
trouble. Farrell notwithstanding started
for the shop, when Bastian went into his
bedroom adjoining, got a revolver and
followed Farrell. The latter seeing the
weapon made a slight movemeat towards
Bastian, when the latter fired, the ball
taking effect in Farre'l's abdomen, very
near the groin. Farrell started out of ihe
house, Mrs. Bastian rushed into the room
where the shot had been fired, caught her
husband’s arm, when the pistol was dis-
charged a second time, the ball lodging in
the wall. Bastian then went into the shop,
and no douht overcome by remorse and
passion sent a bullet crashinginto his brain.
Bastain and Farrell were 8o near to each
other when the shot was fired that Far-
rell’s clothes were burned by the powder.
After being shot Mr, Farrell left thehouse:
going directly over to the station house,
where he asked to be sent to Shediac as
speedily as possiblee. When he reached
the station building the blood was oozing
through Mr. Farrell’s fivgers as he held
his hands to his abdomen. He was takel
to Shediac by the branch train, which left
in a few minates, and Dr. Harrison was
called in attendance. The tragedy occur.
red during the ten minutes that eiapsed
between the arrival of the Shediac branch
train at Painsec and the arrival at Painsec
of No. 2 express train (from Moucton for
Halifax.y The affaic paturally created
much excitement, especially among the
passengers io the two traine,

AVhen the Coroner, Reporters and other
persons reached Painsec some two hours
after the tragedy, Bastain was still lying
in a great pool of his own bluod where he
had fallen. The cries of his widow and
stepdaughter could be heard all through
the house.

Coroner Chipman Smith of Shediac hav-
ing beey potified of the sad affajr, imme-
diately repaicad to Painsec with the fol-
lowing jury called by Deputy Sheriff
Sweeney: Calixt H. Gallant, foreman, A.
J. Cormer, A. Y. Clark, J. G. A. Belyea-
Wm, Jackson, Louis Ayer, Woodford
Avard. The evidence taken was as fol-
lowss

MISS BELINDA EIRWAYN,
Sworn: Was in the sitting room whea Mr.
Farrell came in. My“stepfather, the de-
ceased, was on the lounge. Mr. Farrell,
after saying ‘‘good day” to my father,
said:

““You did not settle that Scott Act fino
with the parties in Shediac.”

Father said, ‘1 was not notified and I
don’t congider myse}* properly gonvicted
in this case, as I was sick at the time the
sale was made.”

Mr. Farrell said, ““I have a bil] against
you.” |
} Father said: “I wont pay it- I will go
to Dorchester quietly.

Farrell, I ran todeceased, caught hisarm
and said, “Father dear, what are you
doing?” He then raised the pistol and fired,
the ball entering the wall. He then left
me standing in the room and ran toward
the sbop: He fired a third shot and drop-
ped as he fired. I then called the girl. I
did not see deceased fire the shot at hime
self but heard it and when I went in the
shop he was lying on the floor. On exam-
ination I found he was dead.

To Coroner: Farrell said something when
deceased fired at him. When deceased
fired he walked away from me. He was
a very passionate man. I did notsee him
when he fired the shot at himself. After
being shot Farrell left the house, holding
on to his body as though hurt,

The body of deceased is now lying as it
fell in the shop.

To a juror: The shop door was open when
Farrell came in. Farrell was going out
the hall when the third shot was fired,
Farrell came in the front door and went
out the same door. 1 did not see the pis-
tol when deceased came out of the bed
room, but he must have brought it out as
he did not have it when he weut in.

After the Station Agent and Dr. Legere
had given their testimony the jury return-
ed a verdiot of suicide.

FURTHER PARTICULARS.

Miss Kirwan said her father had not
been selling any liquor since his first con-
viction about two months ago. saying he
would go out of the _business, They did
not have any liquor to speak of, but about
three weeks ago an old man a cripple, who
waa going about the country buying bar-
rels, had called and asked for a drink, her
father being sick at the time. She replied
that they did not keep anything for sale.
He pleaded “like a cripple that he is,”
said Miss Kirwan, for something warm,
saying that if her father were up, he wounld
get itif it were in the house, She then
got a bottle of gin, which was ths only
liquor in the house, gave it to him and he
took some. She did not ask for pay mor
did she receive any, but ten cents was
found on the counter after the man went
out. Miss Kirwan thought this man’s
pame was White, but she was not sure.
Her father was shortly afterward summon-
ed to gppear before Mr.” Abercrombie at
Shediac and was gonvicted on the evidence
of the man who had got the gin. She did
nnt express an opinion as to this man, but
thought the proceeding a very queer one.

Her fatherdid not think the conviction
fair and had said he would not pay; he
would go to jail first. She said her father
was3 a very passionate man and she had sev-
eral times heard him saythat if any person
came to disturb his property there would
be trouble. She further stated that dur-
ing the conversation between Farrell
and her father, the latter had said
the house and all its contents — every
nail of it—belonged to him, at the
same time warning Farrell uot to tonch
anything. She believes the shooting
would not have occurred had Farrell not
started to investigate as if to make a
seizure of Jdistress. Miss Kirwan is a
smart looking young woman. Shestated
most positively that they had not been
selling liquor snd that they did not keep
it for sale after the first convicticn.
Those living in the immediate vicinity
also say they do not believe that liquor
has been sold as a regular thing in the
house of late.

THE PRINCIPAL PARTIES TO THE TRAGEDY.

Thos. Bastian was 68 years of age on

2u0d February last. He had been a resi-
dent of Painsec for about 20 years. He
went to Painsec from Chatham where he
iived and worked as a xigqer for some
time after arriving here from Eogland.
He was section foremanon the {. C. R

at Painsec for a number of years, but
gave up his position after having hurt his
back while lifting a rail about six years
ago. Itis about four years since he
moved into the house at the junction.
Bastian was known as a quick-ten;pered
man, who sometimes did and said things
for which he was sorry when explanations
were made. He was, however, regarded
as a very fair man, and when the first

he has since kept a public house, lately
however, without a bar in connection.
Mr. Farrell has been known as a cunstable
for a number of years.

The item of $25,000 for departmental
buildings was then moved,

Mr. Haaington said some reasons
should be given before any sum was voted
for this purpose.

Hen. Mr. Mclollan said the question
of new departmental buildings had fre.
quently brought before the attention of
the government by the survoyor general,
The health of the employes and the satety
of the public records demaunded that a
new buildiug be erected. It would cou-
tain the offices of the surveyor-general,
chief commissioner and provincial secre.
tary. The present offices of the two
latter would then be ocenpied by the
auditor-geveral and the chief superinten
dent of education. The building now ve:
cupied by the chief superintendent of
education and auditor-general was in a
most disgraceful coudition—as bad as the
prosent crown laud office,

Hon. Mr. Mitchell described the pres-
ent condition of the crown land office.
The building was old and rotten, and the
health of officials was endangered. The
maps and charts were most valuable, and
at present there was no place for their
safe custody. The building, outside and
inside, was a disgrace to the province.
Every hon. member who had visited the
building knew the correctness of his views
and that was true of the building occupied
by the auditor-gencral and chief superin-
tendent of education,

Dr. Alward regarded this as a matter
of provincial importance. It was of vital
concern thatthe original surveys, copies
of original grants, ete., in the crown land
office should be preserved. It was nec-
essary on that account that a proper
building and proper vault should be pro.
vided. He regretted that the government
had not seen their way clear to grant an
additional $2,000 to the St. Johu public
hospital; that institution received patients
from all parts of the province. He gave
particulars of the working of the hospital
and spoke of the ability of its medical
staffand of the large number of patients
from outside districts that had been
treated there every year,

Hon. Mr. Blair said the government
had been waited upon by a delegation
in referonce to increased aid for the St.
John public hospital, at the time the
grant had been submitted to the legisla-
ture, and there was no way of increasing
it.

There has been no complaint about
the rail of the bridge; the alleged trouble
was that there was something the matter
with the span. If the bridge had been
new the rail would not have stood the
weigat of a 1,300 or 1,400 pound harse

I always ame
own town in the morning by the ele-
vated railroad, being usually in a hurry.
In the evening having more time to
spare, I preferred going home by the
boats that ran up the East and Harlem

——

all thc way down and up the Harlem
and East rivers whenever the tide
would serve me. Of course I could
not be expected to row against the
swift East river current, and I became
quite learned in the matter of tides
and eddies.

Oae evening in September, as the
tide would be favorable at least as far
as the mouth of Harlem, I invived
Charley Guest to take passage in my

rivers. The air of the water was pleas-
ant to me, and the kaleidoscope of the
lighted river front continually present-
ed new features of interest.

One evening when I was on the boat
going up the East river, I had a strange
and startling experience.

Night had set in early, as the day
had been dark, and the river front was
not yet fully lighted. The boat was
running pretty close to the New York
shore, aud I was at my usual place, on
that side of the boat, on the lower deck,
as near to the water as possible, leaniug
on the rail and gazing alternately at the
water and the docks.

It was when we were passiug a pier a
little way above Courlaer's Hook that
my strange experience began.

The pier that I speak of was planked
up at the sides and at the water end
with upright planks, which' were pro-
bably fastened to stringers across the
piles. Ihad noticed that before, as 1

~bad everything slong the river, b:ing a
“minute obzerver. At the time I speak
Vof there was also a bright lantern light

at the head of the pier, doubtless in-
tended as a signal for some vessel that
was expected to land there. ©

Suddenly, while I was gazing at the
pier without being esvecially interested
in it, a human face became visible in
one of the planks near the middle, as if
it had been framed there.

It was aman’s face not at all good
looking, with coarse and brutalfeatures
and with wild and stating eyes. The
light frum above neither lighted it up
nor cast 1t into the shade, but enabled

~it to be clearly seen from where I stood.

I should add that the tide was then low,

aund that the spot at which the face was

framed in the plank appeared to be a

little below high water mark.

The vision—that was what I was com-
pelled to call it—was sv weird and un-
expecied that it startled me. Though
uot at all timid, I am a nervous person,
and I confess it upset me.

In another moment the boat passed
beyond the pier, and I lost thefview of
that pallid and sinister face, but not by
any means the remembrance of it.

{had been working very hard of late

compressing a good deal of my sort of
labor intv a very few hours every day,
and there had been more or less worry
mixed with it, and the weather was
very hut. It was natural therefore,
_that I should believe that I was begin-
ning to beill, and that my illnessafflict-
ed me with the unpleasant faculiy of
secing things that did not exist.

As there is not a particle of supersti-
tion in my nature, I told myself thatl
had been the victim of an optical illu-
sion, and that there could not possibly
have been any such face framed ip the
plank of the pier as that which I sup-

I saw. .

That was also the opinion of my wife
when I related my experience to her.—
Though I had reason to suspect that
she took a more serions view of the
vision than I did, she was of the opin-
ion that I had been overworking my-
self in the hot weather, and that I veed-
ed rest and recreation. There was noth
ing for it, she said, as good as country
air and an absence from work and busi-
ness bother, and she was determined
that I skould have the air and the ab-
sence.

I left the matter in her hands, con-
cerning mywself only with arrauging mat-
ters 8o that I could leave the city for a
while and the result of her machinations
was that our little family was shipped
off to a farm house back of the Catskills,
where we conld not even get the daily
papers until they were so stole that I
cared nothing for them,

It seems to me that I led there as
easy and indolent a life, as far as busi-
ness cares are concerned, as a man could
lead, and after a while the weird face
which I had seen framed in the plank
ceased to haunt my dreams. Then 1
considered myself cured.

We were in the country but two weeks,
that being the limit of the absence I had
allowed myself, and when we returned
to town I resumed my former habit of
taking the elevated road to business,
and a Harlem boat home in the evening.

1t was on my second trip up the river
by the boat that I had a recurrence of
the vision which had so seriously troub-

me.

I was on the lower deck again, atand-
ing at the forward guard rail, watching
the always interesting punorama of the
lighted river front, when the hoat pass
ed that same pier above Corlaer’s Hook,
ard I noticed the same lantern hanging
here.

Suddenly, directly under the lantern,
and a little below high water mark, as I
had previously judged, appeared the
same weird, sinister, brutal, evil-look-
ing face which I had seen there before,
pallid and corpse-like, with wild aad
staring eyes, framed there in the plank
as when it first confronted me.

1 was 80 startled and shocked by this
second vision, that I staggered back
from where 1 stood,and wight have fall-
en if a deck hand had not caught me
and held mo up.

‘“What's the matter, koss? he asked
Are you sick?”

“I’'m afraid that something is the
matter with me,” I answered faintly.
Did you notice the pier we just passed?

“That one where the lantern hangs!
I 'most always notice it, byt I didn’t

look that way to-night. Is there any-
thing the matter with it}

“Did you see & ghost there!?

“No, but I wouldn’t be a bit surpris-
ed to see something in that line. It was
just off that pier that a passenger on
this boat jumped overboard and com-
wmitted suicide. He was standing just
where you were a bit ago, and ail of &
sudden he got over the rail, and into
the water he went. We stopped the
boat and did all we could to save him,
but nothing was seen of him after he
went overboard.’

‘What kind of a man was he?

‘I thought he had boen on a big
spree, and that he had got a touch of
the jim-jams. He was a hard-looking
/wie, one of the toughest subjects I

eversaw. Hisface was as pale as a

sheet, and his eyes were wild and

queer. I saw him just before he
jumped and he had the look of a crazy
man. . Sey, boss, dou’t you think you

had better go into the cabwn and rest a

bit?

I followed the man’s advice, and
suppose he must have spoken to thl
captain about me, as some person con®
nected with the boat kept me in sigh-
until I was safe ashore iu Harlem.

As I have said, 1 am not a bit su-
perstitious, and am no believer - in
ghosts, evenrsuch as are provided by
our spiritualist friends; yet the coinci=
dence of the suicide with my vision
and the similiarity between his desl
cription and the face in the plank
troubled me more than I care to coni
oss.

1 made nomention of my last ex-
perience to my wife, as I thought she
had been worried epough about that
matter; but I did consult my family
physician about it, as I considered my
secoud 1llusion to be indicative to
some serious constitutional disorder.

rowboat, and submnt to a late dinner
at my home in Harlem.
Charley was detained by business,
as it happened, aud it wes dark when
we gut away. I took the oars and he
took the rudder lines, and weut up the
East River with the tide.
In rowing up previously, though I
el cluse to the pier which I have
wmentioned, I had never again seen the
face in the plank. Therefore I was
compelled to connect it vith the Har-
lem boat and the suicide, and that
cirrumstance impressed me.
On this occasion we had passed Cor-
laer's Hook, and were a little below
aud in sight of that pier, when a row-
boat came up and passed us swiftly.
It was rowed by two men, who were
evidently pulling their best, and in the
stern was seated a man whose face
strikingly reminded me of the face [
had seen framed in the plank. Oppo-
site the pier he jumped overboard, and
the remaining two men in the boat
without seeming to notice his perform-
ance,pulled swittly under an vpen dock,
and dlsappearad.

Charley and I allowed our attention
to be atiracted to the man who went
overboard. He partly dived and par:-
ly swam to the pier, showed his head
there a moment, and then suddenly and
unaccountably sank.

Before we could recover from the
surprise, another boat came from the
same direction, with two oarsmen, and
a man in the stern and one in the bow.
Their uniform at once told us that it
was & police boat, and the detective
sergeant in the bow hailed us quietly,
ana wanted to know if a rowboat had
passed us there.

As briefly as possible I told him
.what we had seen, aud he caused his
boat to be pulled in there, and followed
witk. mine, watching hum while he ap-
peared to be examining the planking
of the pier. :

‘River thieves, and it is very lucky
that you happened to be just where
you were, 80 that you could point out
their den. Just look here.’

He pulled a spring catch near the
edge of the river—it was then almost
high tide-—and a square of plank open-
ed outward, showiug a hole into which
the water flowed freely. A pistol shot
from within told us that somebody re-
sented this intrusion. The sergeant
closed the hole at once, and it was not
long before the rising tide covered it
entirely.

1 heard the rending of planks above,
and then two shots were fired. I may
call the bowels of the dock, and two
policemen brought to the head of the
pier the man whom I had seen in the
rowboat that escaped.

‘Thuat’s the man,’ said the sergeant.
‘Take him in acd lock him up tight.
Thatis Dan Skilly, he continued addres-
sing we, 'voe of the worst of the river
thieves, and the leader of the East
River gang. I might never have found
his den if it had not been for you.' " _

I was not at all surprised at this since
1 had seen the man in the rowboat and
the panel in the plank, and I was really
glad that my supposed optical illusion
had such a solid basis of fact.

The sergeant hailed a tug which tow-
ed Charley Guest and me in my bost
up to Harlem in a hurry., At home I
took pleasure in explaining the affair to
my wife, and the beauty of it was that
Charley and I were not called upon to
appear against the river thief, who was
sent to Sing Sing last November
