H8 LONDON, April 9.—The correapond- 
ent of the Standard at Klerkadorp. 
Transvaal Colony, has cabled, a gra­
phic account of the battle at Doom- 
bait farm* (March 31, in which the Brit­
ish had three officers and 24 men. killed 
and 16 officers and 131 men wounded, 
while the Boers had 137 men killed or 
wounded.

A small force of Canadians and 
mounted Infantry, says the correspond­
ent, were opposed by sevenfold their 
number. Six hundred Boers charged 
confidently, calling upon them to sur­
render. Lieut. Carruthere, of the Can­
adians, sprang to his feet 
claiming that he would not surrender, 
shot the foremost Boer with his revol­
ver at a distance of fifteen paces. The 
Canadians had no cover except the 
short grass. Lying prone upon the 
ground they fired steadily and forced 
the Boers to seek the shelter of a 
screen of trees. Many of the Boers 
climbed these trees and fired down on 
the Canadians. The latter kept the 
enemy at bay for two hours.

When all but fifteen of the British 
troops were killed or wounded, the 
Boers ventured another rush and cap- 
turetd the handful of survivors. Lieut. 
Carruthers was the only British offi­
cer vrhc was not seriously wounded. 
He had several flesh wounds, but re­
fused to go to a hospital. Some of the 
Boers wanted to shoot him when he 
was taken prisoner, but they ultima­
tely thought better of this, saying : 
"He is too brave a man to die that 
way."

All of the dead men and most of the 
wounded had several wounds each.

FREDERICTON, April 9.—A gigan- 

tic railway scheme is to come before 
the legislature at this afternoon ses­
sion, it is salfl.

It Is said that a syndicate of Am­
erican capitalists headted by ‘Seward 
Webb, who recently acquired the Can­
ada Atlantic Railway, is seeking an 
Atlantic terminus. The propject Is 
that they are to acquire the charter of 
the St. John Valley Railway, building 
a line from Quebec to Fredericton ; 
thence over the line already under con­
struction from Fredericton to Chip- 
man, thence across the province to 
Pug wash and on to Cape Breton, with 
passenger terminus at Loulsburg.

The syndicate has. it Is stated, 
nlng rights and properties on the east­
ern as well as western sections of the 
proposed route, and only ask from the 
legislature of New Brunswick the char­
ter for the St. John Valley system.

St. John will be made the freight 
terminus and a short line for freight 
Will be constructed from Chlpman to 
St. John, and western grain will form 
a large share of the exports.

The syndicate does not at present 
ask for a provincial subsidy, and fur­
thermore has assured the government 
Of Its willingness to deposit a large 
sum as evidence of bone fldes. It Is 
said Geo. McAvity, now in New York, 
is promoting the project and acting 
for the syndicate.

Ih the legislature at Fredericton yes- 
yesterday, a motion by Mr. Flemming, 
urging that the government encourage 
the establishment of Industries which 
would utilise our hardwood forests 
was defeated.

Hon. Dr. Puggley stated that ar­
rangements had been- made with the 
New Brunswick Railway Co. so that 
the latter would sell 16,000 acres of theln 
lands In Madawaska at 25 cents per 
acre, and the government would make 
arrangements on this basis and ad­
vance the money to settlers for the 
purchase of the land.

The bill to amend the divorce act, so 
as to enable a Judge to refer ques­
tions of fact to a jury and to provide 
for the holding of the divorce court In 
other counties than York, was agreed 
to, though Mr. Hazen vigorously ob­
jected to one or two sections.

Bills In amendment of the New Brun­
swick election act and relating to 
jurisdiction of stipendiary magistrates 
were agreed to.

At the evening session a bill to make 
further provision for the erection of 
permanent bridges and other improve­
ments of public highways, and for ex­
penditure made necessary by the fresh - 
ets was agreed to. A number of other 
tills were agreed to, including one to 
continue the act Incorporating the 
Woodstock and Centreville Railway.

FREDERICTON, April 9.—The house 
met at eleven o'clock. On motion of 
Mr. King the bill to provide Increased 
fire protection for the villages of 
Hampton and Hampton station 
agreed to in committee.

The house went Into committee on 
the bill to amend the succession duty 
act. This bill provides that costs shall 
be taxed by the clerk of the pleas and 
not by the Judge, and that life insur­
ance »ha.ll be regarded as part of the 
estate and subject to succession duty 
whether it comes to the executor or is 
transferred to a third party. The at­
torney general explained the provisions 
of the bill, which had1 been rendered 
necessary by the modern plan of In­
vesting large sums of money In life 
insurance.

Mr. Hazen thought it a pity to im­
pose succession duties on life insurance 
coming to a widow’ and children.

The attorney general said that where 
the estate went to the widow and chil­
dren or immediate relatives there 
no succession duty unless It amounted 
to $50,000. An estate of $60,000 would 
pay about $500 In succession duties. 
The bill was agreed to.

The house went into committee on 
a bill relating to the crown timber 
lands of the province. Hon. Mr. Pugs- 
ley explained that certain persons 
abroad who 'had been examining the 
timber lands of the province desired to 
invest their money In pulp mills. But 
as the present timber license on crown 
lands are only for twenty-five years, 
they did not care to invest such large 
sums in pulp mills without an assur­
ance that they could have a longer 
lease of timber lands so that their sup­
ply of pulp wood may be permanent. 
The government recognized the foice 
of these representations. The j resent 
bill permits the government to lease 
land to a company for 999 years, each 
lease to be subject to the payment of 
stumpage and all other regulations now 
in force or which may be made from 
time to time. Before gr toting such a 
lease the government must be satis­
fied of the company’s intention to in­
vest a capital of $2.000,000 in pulp mills 
and the company shall pay a mileage 
rate of at least $2 an acre or $1280 per 
square mile. Such licenses may be de­
clared forfeited if th - >mnany do not 
carry out their enterprise. One of the 
companies Into, csted requires a thous­
and tor'> ' і і paper a week.

Mr. Hazen asked horn many square 
miles they would require. Hon 
Tweedie said from 200 to 1,000.

Mr. Hazen asked how' these people 
were to get land if the available lands 
were all under lease.

The Hon. Mr. Tweedie said they 
would have to purchase the unexpired 
term from the present licensees. The 
bill provides that the purchaser shall 
not acquire any other title to the land 
except as license*.

Daily reports of en­
listment wll be sent by telegraph to 
headquarters and as soon as 2,000 men 
have been enrolled orders to cease en­
listment will be telegraphed to all 
points. It will therefore be a case of 
"first come, first enlisted." The rates

LONDON, April 8.—The gallantry of 
the Canadian troops at the engagement

Natural History Society rooms last eve­
ning to hear a lecture on Spring Buds 
and Blossoms, the second of Dr. G. U. 
Hay's course on plant study. Although 
the spring is not very far advanced, 
the lecturer had an abundance of ma­
terial before him In the shape of buds 
and the simple early flowers of the 
trees whose structure and development 
he showed In a very plain and Inter­
esting manner, Illustrating with a 
microscope the pollen of alder blos­
soms and the minute flowers of the 
willow. In the study of plants, Dr. 
Hay emphasized the Importance of 
children planting seeds In boxes, tend­
ing them, studying their growth under 
the direction of their teachers, com­
paring them with plants growing In 
the fields and woods, and making their 
growth the subjects of measurements, 
drawing and composition exercises. 
This plan of making plants grow m 
small gardens la better than pulling 
flowers from the wayside for study, or 
breaking off the branches and shoots 
of trees, and thus destroying their 
symmetry. The school garden will 
come soon, and In the meantime child­
ren may have gardens of their own on 
a small scale.

the seeidiing of the ninth contingent 
from New Zealand to South Africa, and 
the acceptance of a tenth. Along the 
same line the following correspondence 
between Mr. Chamberlain and the Earl 
of Hopetoun, governor general of Aus­
tralia, will be read with great interest 
in Canada. On March 18th Mr. Cham­
berlain cabled the earl as follows:

"The patriotic action of New Zea­
land in offering Tenth Contingent of 
1,000 men has strengthened hands of 
his Majesty’s government in their ef­
forts to bring the Avar to an early con­
clusion. Contingent has been grate­
fully accepted, and large reinforce­
ments are being sent from here.

"His Majesty’s government do not 
desire to press for further offers, but 
if your government should wish to fol­
low example of New Zealand we should 
gladly accept reinforcements of 2,000 
men on same terms and conditions as 
last. The contingent, if offered, should 
consist of unmarried men."

To this the Earl of Hopetoun replied 
on March 20th:—

"My government informs me that 
government of commonwealth gladly 
accede to request contained in your 
telegram of March 18, and will de­
spatch reinforcements consisting of 2,- 
000 men; conditions same as before."

On March 21st, Mr. Chamberlain 
cabled as follows:—

"His Majesty's government warmly 
appreciate patriotic action of your gov­
ernment In offering further reinforce­
ments, and gratefully accept this val­
uable addition to forces engaged In 
South Africa."

The intense loyalty of the Australians 
wâs shown In the senate of that coun­
try on March 21st, when a labor mem­
ber offered a motion to adjourn for the 
purpose of discussing the proposed de­
spatch of a further contingent to South 
Africa. So markedly hostile were the 
other members of the senate that he 
promptly withdrew the motion and 
dropped the subject.

celebration called La Fiesta de Los 
Angeles, and In honor of the two great 
conventions it will this year surpass 
all previous ones. There will also be 
excursions to the orange groves, the 
seashore and the mountains.

La Flïsta will begin May 1 and will 
last eight days.

To begin with, Los Angeles will be 
brilliantly Illuminated and gorgeously 
decorated. The abundance of flowers 
In' Southern California makes possible 
a lavish use, impossible in any other 
city of the country. The buildings that 
front on the retail streets of the city 
will be fairly covered with blossoms 
and green ehrubs. The broad spread­
ing leaves of the fan palm, as well as 
many other kinds of semi-tropical veg­
etation, will cover every ugly telegraph 
pole or other object that would de-r 
tract from the festive spectacle. The 
arrangements that are being made 
promise to eclipse all former events of 
the kind.

Most of the figures used will be em­
blematic of the two organizations that 
will be in attendance. But there will 
also be the regulation colors of La 
Fiesta. These colors consist of red, 
emblematic of wine; orange, of fruit, 
and green, the olive. The gaudy effect 
that is produced by these colors Is pe­
culiarly Spanish and it is this as much 
as anything else that characterzes La 
Fiesta.

La Fiesta will open on Thursday, 
May 1. with a grotesque parade of Elks 
of Southern California. Until the men 
have marched down the streets on the 
opening day no one not in authority 
will know of what the foolishness will 
consist. These matters, as well as 
many other arrangements for the 
Fiesta, are always kept profoundly 
secret. Like the Mardi Gras in New 
Orleans. La Fiesta In Los Angeles has 
acquired many customs that could not 
well be broken. The Elks in their 
grotesque manner will march to the 
city hall and capture the city officers. 
The key of the city will be delivered 
to them and from that time to the end 
of the celebration merriment will reign.

On the second day will be held the 
floral parade. This will consist of gor­
geously decorated carriages and turn­
outs of all descriptions. It is the floral 
parade that is the unique feature of 
La Fiesta, and the part that Los An­
geles claims cannot be reproduced else­
where In America. The vehicles, rang­
ing In size and shape from the dog­
cart to the coach and the automobile, 
will be so burled In blossoms and green 
leaves that no wood or iron work will 
be visible. Many large floats, emblem­
atic of the occasion, are even now in 
preparation. The Foresters, In th Mr 
brilliant uniforms, will be In the pro­
cession ; and the great Chinese dragon, 
carried by a hundred celestials winding 
its tortuous way through the gayly de­
corated streets, will also be there. The 
dragon will on that day kow tow to the 
queen of the Fiesta, for the Fiesta there 
Is never a king, only a queen.

In conformity with the custom that 
always obtains In La Fiesta, the name 
of the queen will be kept secret until 
the day of the parade. Great care Is 
always taken in selecting the queen, 
who Is always one of the most promin­
ent society women of the city. Another 
society woman will be chosen as grand 
marshal of the floral parade, and she 
will have as aides twelve society buds. 
It is stated that this is the first occas­
ion in which women are to act in this 
capacity.

There will be a company of richly 
dressed caballeros, mounted on spirited 
horses covered with bejewelled cap­
arisons. Gold and silver bridles and 
saddles, mounted with lavish displays 
of the precious metals will mark their 
appearance. As they ride through the 
streets they will give exhibitions of 
Mexican vaquero riding.

The third day’s festivities will consist 
of a race matinee. Troops of men and 
women in all classes of society will 
roam about the streets of Los Angeles 
while La Fiesta Is in progress. These 
are considered days of Indulgence. Peo­
ple of no little repute In the city may 
be seen throwing flour and confetti. If 
they make the day hilarious and the 
night hideous, no notice Is taken, for 
no one Is held accountable.

Recently Dr. Catherwood has had an 
unusual number of cases of consump­
tion under his care, many of them be­
ing in tenement houses, where whole 
families were infected with the disease.

It was two weeks ago that Dr. 
Catherwood first began to feel ill. He 
was Induced to rest for a few days, but 
the A’st did him no good. He consulted 
a fellow physician, who laughingly 
said that if he didn’t know Catherwood 
for a big husky fellow without a taint 
of any disease in his blood he would 
say that he had consumption.

Dr. Catherwood is a native of Mls- 
sulted specialists with the result al­
ready mentioned. When Dr. Cather­
wood went away he was failing fast 
and his friends were shocked at the 
change in his appearance In two 
weeks.

Dr. Cathewood is a native of Mis­
souri, and his father. Col. Catherwood 
fought in the Civil War with the Mis­
souri regiment. He Is one of the 
Catherwood boys mentioned In Winston 
Churchill's novel, “The Crisis." His 
maternal grandfather was chief jus­
tice of the supreme court of Cali­
fornia years ago. Dr. Catherwood is 
32 years old.

Nearly Mobbed for His Method of 
Advertising Church Social.

WILLIAMSPORT, Pa.. April 7—Rev. 
E. A. Wilson, of the Bcclesla mission, 
of Ulysses, narrowly escaped being 
mobbed Friday for Issuing circulars 
that the people of the town regard as 
an insult to the community.

In advertising a church social one cir­
cular said: “There will be a kissing 
party, a sparking society, honeymoon 
opera. Wild West bazaar, etc. All hus­
bands and wives of young men and 
ladies will exchange companions to en­
joy their supper. Admission 25 cents." 
A crowd of citizens prohibited the 
social 1n the church.

He then advertised a revival service 
at which “Right Rev. Dr. Smart, one 
of the most comic speakers in America, 
will speak and an opera singer from 
Chicago will furnish the singing." The 
circular went on to say that: “Seventy- 
five per cent, of our membership chew 
and smoke tobaôco, drink wine, beer 
and whiskey for the stomach's sake 
and use profane language moderately. 
We are not religious cranks, and permit 
our members to do whatever they 
please, so long as they support the 
church."

In another circular announcing a 
social he says the people can have all 
they want to eat if they pay 25 cents. 
The footnote says: "Surely you can 
pay this much to helf» us out of our 
church debt. God seems to have de­
serted us. Good people, for Heaven’s 
sake do come and help us out."

This last effort to hold a social would 
have resulted In a riot had the "Rever­
end" person attempted to carry out his 
plans. A Mg mob assembled in front 
of the mission, and was prepared to 
do damage if necessary.

And Horrified Old Lady Called for a 
Policeman Instanter.

NEW YORK. April 7.—There is a 
gray old cabman In the Fifth Avenue 
Hotel rank whose specialty is driving 
old ladles. Hie name Is John H. 
George. He has a nice old horse, which 
lost all the hair off its tall long ago.

mlSaved Panama From Bombardment 

by the Rebels.

SAN FRANCISCO, April 9— Pana- 
ma was aved from bombardment on 
the night of March 14 by tho French 
cruiser Protêt. News to this effect 
was brought here yesterday by the 
British steamer Colombia, which was 
at Panama two days after the incident.

Flushed with their victory over the 
Lautaro and other government vessels 
on the morning of January 20th, the 
insurgent steamer" Padilla and two 
small consorts had been preparing at 
a port of Colombia, South of the isth­
mus, to bombard and take Panama. 
The cruiser Philadelphia having with­
drawn her shore battalion and moved 
southward, the way seemed clear for 
the rebels, but they failed to take cog­
nizance of the French cruiser.

Word was sent to the Protêt that the 
insurgents contemplated a bombard­
ment of4hc city, and her comamnder 
promptly caused word to be sent to 
the rebel leader that if such an at­
tempt was made during his stay In the 
port the Protêt would sink the Padilla 
and all other insurgent vessels that 
could be found.

The rebel commander paid little at­
tention to the threat, and In the dark­
ness of the night of March 14 the Pa­
dilla and her consorts steamed up for 
tie south, heading In for Panama with 
decks cleared for action. The Padilla 
was ready to open fire when the Pro­
têt’» search light found her. The Pro­
têt prepared for action and when the 
Insurgents saw that the Frenchman 
was in earnest they turned and sailed 
out to sea without firing a shot.

The testimony of greatest Interest 
adduced this morning was that con­
cerning the anchors. It was shown by 
Investigation that the bottom fluke of 
the starboard anchor was broken and 
the hook of the other fluke was gone. 
One witness also testified that between 
sixty and seventy-five fathoms of 
chain were let out Instead of ninety as 
first stated.

A number of pilots gave testimony 
as to the manner in which they would 
under the circumstances have brought 
the Superior up the harbor. As a gen­
eral thing they coincided with Pilot 
Rogers’ action. Hqn. C. N. Sklitner 
appeared with W. J. Mahoney today in 
Pilot Rogers’ Interest.

Robert Doherty, examined by Mr. 
Skinner, testified that he went down 
yesterday to examine the anchor. He 
found the starboard anchor with one 
fluke broken off at the shank and the 
hook of the other fluke broken. The 
chain was unshackled at the fifth shac­
kle. Each shackle is about fifteen 
fathoms in length.

To the Court—I saw no appearance 
of the broken fluke.

Phillip G, Doody, who had been a 
pilot in this port for thirty-four years, 
was called. He testified that if he had 
been aboard the Superior lie would 
have done exactly the same as Pilot 
Rogers did under the same circum­
stances. With the wind te the east­
ward he would certainly have thrown 
the starboard anchor.

James MoPartland, examined by Mr. 
Skinner, said under the circumstances 
he would have brought the Superior 
up on the west side and let go the port 
anchor. If he came up on the east­
ward to moor her he would have 
thrown the starboard anchor.

Charles Daley, pilot, examined by 
Mr. Skinner, testified that pilots come 
up on both the east and west sides of 
the harbor. If he had come up the east 
side he would let go the starboard an­
chor In order to moor the vessel. It Is 
very often the case that captains in­
terfere with the pilots in regard to the 
speed of the vessels. The captain Is 
in charge, and If he insists on doing 
anything It must be done.

To the court—When the ship took 
the broad sheer sixty fathoms of chain 
would be too short and ninety would 
not hold her. Chain or anchor would 
have to go.

Pilot James S. Spears testified that 
If the port anchor was inferior to the 
starboard he would have thrown the 
latter.

Edward Fletcher testified that if he 
had brought the vessel up on the east­
ern side of the harbor he would have 
let go the starboard anchor.

Capt. Thompson, recalled, stated that 
the bottom fluke of the anchor was 
gone when he examined it yesterday.

D. L. Hutchinson testified that on 
afternoon of the day of the accident 
the wind was fresh north to northeast, 
from 14 to 16 miles an hour. His rec­
ord for the day was handed in.

Adjournment was made until two 
o’clock this afternoon, when argument 
will be heard.
