TRANSPORTATION QUESTION.
Mr. Clarke then plunged into a dis­

cussion of this question, of which 
he demonstrated his complete mastery. 
The question should be examined from 
a national.point of view, and its sat­
isfactory solution meant a great deal 
to Canada, and particularly to St. 
John. The electors should consider 
this great question with a free and 
unbiassed mind.

In November, 1902, the Grand Trunk 
railway made a proposition to the 
government of Canada for the build­
ing of a transcontinental railway, 
which they claimed was necessary for 
their financial salvation. The only 
share of the grain business they could 
get was the haul from North Bay. 
When the grain came down from the 

. west the best of the business was of 
course obtained by the C. P. R. Sir 
C. Rivers-Wilson at the meeting of the 
G. T. R. Company, and also Mr. Hays, 
the general manager, stated that the 
company could not continue to pay 
dividends unless the transcontinental 
line could be proceeded with. Mr. 
Hays and Senator Cox sent a petition 
to the premier asking for aid. and 
stating that they were ready to pro­
ceed at once. At that time they were 
proposing to go no further east than 
Montreal. In return for the aid re­
quested they agreed to turn over all 
the freight which originated on their 
new system to the I. C. R. at Mont­
real, thence to be shipped from the 
ports of Halifax and St. John. It was to- 
be an all-Canadian route, built entirely 
on Canadian soil. That petition was 
not made known to parliament until 
parliament .was almost at an end. Had 
it been made known public opinion 
would not have allowed the govern­
ment to make such a foolish bargain 
as they had done. (Applause).

In March, 1903, parliament was as­
sembled and the members informed 
that a commissison was to be appoint­
ed for the solution of the transpor - 
tion question. Inside of three months 
and before the appointment of the com­
mission, which was to have the solu­
tion of the question as its special work, 
the government had given substantial 
aid to the Great Northern. Then came 
the proposition of Mr. Hays, which 
was to Include a section from Winni­
peg to Moncton.

BOSTON, Sept. 29,—Arrangements 

have been practically perfected for th 
opening here next week of the inter­
national peace congress and triannia1 
general convention of the Episcopal 
church. The former will be in session 
about one week and the church 
clave three weeks. Secretary of State 
John Hay is expected to welcome the 
peace delegates on behalf of the 
tional government, and action will bo 
taken looking towards a movement to 
end the Russo-Japanese war. Rt. Rev. 
Dr. Boyd-Carpenter, Bishop of Ripon, 
and the Lord Bishop of Hereford 
here to attend the peace conference, 
and they will be present with the 
Archbishop of Canterbury at the Epis­
copal convention. Dr. Boyd-Carpenter 
will preach next Sunday in Trinity 
church, and the other English bishop 
in Emmanuel church. The Bishop of 
Fond du Lac, Wis., Rt. Rev. Charles 
C. Grafton, the dean of the high church 
forces in the United States, will preach 
at the Church of the Advent.
Grace of Canterbury is expected to de­
liver a sermon in Trinity church a 
week from Sunday. Fully 90 bishops, 
500 clerical and lay delegates and many 
others prominent in church affairs 
will be here by next Wednesday, the 
day the convention will be formally 
opened. Bishop Hamilton of Ottawa, 
Bishop Coadjutor Carmichael of Mont­
real, Hon. S. H. Blake of Toronto and 
other churchmen will officially repre­
sent the Anglican body in Canada. 
Bishops will be present from England, 
Africa, Southern Brazil, Alaska, Porto 
Rico, Philippine Islands, China, Japan 
and Hawaii, 
legislation to be considered is the 
divorce evil and the proposed enact­
ment of a more rigid canon bearing on 
the re-marriage of the innocent per­
son in a divorce case. An attempt will 
be made for forbid the re-marriage of 
a divorced person for any cause what­
ever during the lifetime of the other 
partner. At present the re-marriage of 
the innocent person in a case where 
infidelity is proven is allowed, but 
many of the clergy object to officiating 
in such cases. The question of erasing 
the objectionable word “Protestant," 
in the legal title of the church, “Tha 
Protestant Episcopal Church,” etc., 
will also be threshed out. The extrem­
ists on the high church side are ta 
favor of the term “American Cathollo 
Church in the United States," or some 
similar name, but it is hardly probable 
that any change will be made at this 
time. As a compromise it is possible, 
however, the name will be changed to 
read “Tha Episcopal Church in the 
United States.” Much important legis­
lation is also on the order paper.

BOSTON, Oct. 1. — George H. Brig­
ham, of Calvin Austin suicide fame, is 
under arrest. He defaulted his bail 
at Winthrop while charged with dis­
turbing the peace at the house where 
his wife was staying in July. He is 
now in Winthrop lockup. con-

The Calvin Austin arrived at St. 
John Sunday, August 21 with the re­
port that George H. Brigham, of 35 
Highland avenue, Winthrop, Mass., had 
ended his life by jumping overboard 
while the steamer was off the Maine 
coast Saturday morning.

In Brigham's sleeping apartments 
were found letters to his wife and to 
the captain of the steamer. The lat­
ter contained a request that the letter 
to Brigham’s wife be forwarded to 
her unopened. Brigham stated to the 
captain that his home had been brok­
en up, and that he was a fugitive from 
justice.

D. L. Taylor, of the W. H. Johnson. 
Co.,
on the Austin and during the trip lis­
tened to a recital of all Brigham’s 
troubles. During the evening the let­
ters were written and between three 
and four o'clock in the morning Brig­
ham left the room and was not after­
wards seen by anyone on board the 
steamer. It was believed by many at 
the time that he had carried out his 
intention, expressed to Captain Taylor, 
of committing suicide by jumping ov­
erboard.

Advices from Boston were to the ef­
fect that those people who were well 
acquainted with the man were Inclin­
ed to doubt the suicide story. They 
alleged that Brigham had several times 
announced his intention of making 
away with himself, and had 6n these 
occasions disappeared, but always 
turned up later.

L did 
not hear him tantalize the prisoner at 
all. I had no conversation with the 
prisoner before I arrested hlm. I had 
none afterwards concerning this as­
sault. I was present all the time that 
Constable Coates, Constable Corey and 
the accused were together, and could 
hear anything that was said by them.

Oldfield Proctor, sworn, said: “X re­
side at Havelock Corner. I am a 
laborer. I was there at the time of the 
affray. When I got there I saw Oscar 
rush Into the crowd. I heard him say,

ing." I saw him come at Sam Keith. 
I saw him strike Sam Keith. When I 
arrived at the pile of shingles Mc­
Knight was there. That was the first 
I saw of hlm. I next saw Oscar In the 
middle of the road with Mrs. Wright. 
They were hitting one another’s sticks. 
I next saw Oscar coming towards 
where McKnight was. He had a stick, 
carrying it up in the air. I saw him 
Strike McKnight on the head with the 
stick. I heard the blow. It sounded 
loud. I saw McKnight fall immediate­
ly. I did not see where Wright went 
after that.

Frank Peterson, sworn, said: "I re­
side at Havelock. I am a son of Oscar 
Peterson. I am 18 years of age. 
side with my father. I was present 
at Havelock on the evening of 16th, 
and saw the latter part of the fight. 
I got there between 6.30 and 7 p. m. I 
saw several men take Oscar Wright 
from the door of Wright’s shop. Three 
of them were Sam Keith, Chip Keith 
and Fred Perry. Mrs. Wright had a 
long stick in her hand. She was beat­
ing Oscar. They let go of Oscar. I 
was then on the opposite side of the 
road. I was about three or four rods 
away. Dudley Keith came along with 
his wife, driving. He turned and went 
away, and soon came back with Ira 
Wright and his brother-in-law, Mitten. 
Ira and Mitten got out of the carriage. 
Two men took off their coats. I stood 
in about the same position all the time.
Oscar said, "This is the black -----  I
want to get at,” starting for Sam 
Keith. I did not see Oscar after that 
till he was again clinched by the 
crowd—I can’t say how many. Mrs. 
Wright and W. C. McKnight were 
beating him, and he (Oscar) fell to the 
ground. I had seen McKnight prior 
to this at the shingle pile. I can’t 
swear positively how far I was from 
the shingle pile. I might have been 20 
feet away from where Mrs. Wright and 
Oscar were fighting. I first saw Mc­
Knight at the shingle pile. Charles 
Coates was there when I first saw Mc­
Knight. I did not see McKnight have 
any stick. When McKnight came back 
I saw Oscar Wright get up, assisted by 
nobody. He got a club near where he 
was lying. He swung it arouid as if 
clearing the crowd. The crowd went 
back. The next I saw was Oscar and 
Mrs. Wright having a duel. Both were 
striking with their clubs. They kept 
this up about a minute or two. No 
person interfered with them at that 
time. The shingles were about 10 feet 
away from where this row was. The 
next I saw was a club coming down 
on McKnlght’s head. There was a 
crowd between me and McKnight. I 
heard no blow. I saw the arms that 
struck the blow above the crowd.

The pork factory of Dunn Bros. In 
Falrville has been in operation for some 
mdnths curing and dressing hogs, but 
it is only during the last few days 
that the other branch of the business, 
the slaughtering of the animals, has 
been in full working order. The firm 
have recently added to their outfit a 
complete plant for dealing with the 
pig in a live state, and since Monday 
have effectively handled five car loads 
In this condition.

It is necessary for packers In this 
province who slaughter their own stock 
to send a car from place to place col­
lecting hogs as they are offered. 
Messrs. Dunn, however, notwithstand­
ing that the supply is as yet somewhat 
limited, were able to secure two car 
loads from Florencevllle, Carleton Co., 
and the remainder of their stock came 
from Toronto direct.

The hogs In their live state weigh 
from one hundred and fifty to two 
hundred and fifty pounds, and one- 
third is usually deducted for waste in 
dressing. The animals delivered this 
week at the factory have all been in 
prime condition. They were shipped in 
cars holding about ninety hogs apiece, 
so the factory has the excellent record 
of handling about four hundred and 
fifty hogs during Its first week of op­
erations. The capacity of the Falrville 
establishment Is about three hundred 
animals a day, and as the season ad­
vances the number dealt with will In­
crease as the supply throughout the 
province becomes more plentiful. The 
factory Is fully equipped In every de­
tail and Is the first establishment of 
its kind in St. John to adopt the mod­
ern method of slaughtering and dress­
ing by machinery.

THE OLDEST, LIVING THING. '

Said to Be a Huge Cyprus Tree 6,280 
Tears Old.

(St. Louis Globe-Democrat.)
‘‘The statement recently made that 

there are yews in England which are 
the oldest living things on this earth,” 
Thomas C. Ireland said, "is 
reel."

“These yews are old, very, very old: 
there Is no doubt about that; some of 
them were stalwart trees even before 
Caesar landed on these shores.
Is one now standing in the churchyard 
at Fortingal, in Perthshire, which De- 
cantiole, nearly a century ago, proved 
to the satisfaction of botanists to be 
over twenty-five centuries old, and an­
other at Hedsor, in Buclas, which Is 
3,240 years old. How Decandole 
rived at an apparently correct estim­
ate of the enormous age of these living 
trees is a simple thing, and the prin­
ciple is doubtless well known today to 
all. The yew, like most other trees, 
adds one line, about the tenth of 
Inch, to its circumference each 
He proved this after an Investigation 
extending over several years, and we 
know now, a hundred years later, that 
his deductions were correct. The old 
yew at Hedsor has a trunk twenty-sev­
en feet In diameter, proving its great 
age, and it is in a flourishing, healthy 
condition now, like its brother at For­
tingal.

‘‘Their years are few, though, com­
pared with those of trees I have in 
mind when I made my first assertion 
that the statement printed about them 
In a scientific journal was incorrect. In 
one chapter of his tvritings Humboldt 
refers to a gigantic boabab tree in cen­
tral Africa as the ‘oldest organic mon­
ument’ in the world. This tree has a 
trunk twenty-nine feet; in diameter, 
and Adanson, by a series of careful 
measurements, demonstrated conclus­
ively that it had lived for not less than 
5,150 years.

“Still it is not the oldest organic 
monument in the world, as Humboldt 
declared, for now Mexican scientists 
have proved that a huge cypress tree, 
standing in Chepultepec, with a trunk 
118 feet and 10 inches In circumference, 
is older than it—older, too, by more 
than a thousand years—for it has been 
shown, as conclusively as these filings 
can be shown, that Its age is about 
6,260 years. To become Impressed with 
wonder over this one has only to dwell 
on that duration for a little while in 
thought.

“Yet It Is not so remarkable when 
one stops for a moment to remember 
that, given favorable conditions for its 
growth and substance, the average tree 
will never die of old age—its death is 
merely an accident. Other younger 
and more vigorous trees may spring up 
near It, and perhaps rob Its roots of 
their proper nourishment; insects may 
kill it, floods or winds may sweep it 
away, or its roots may come in contact 
wfith rock and become so gnarled and 
twisted, because they have not room 
to expand In their growth, that they 
literally throttle the avenues of Its 
substance ; but these are accidents. If 
such things do not happen a tree mky 
live on for century after century, still 
robust, still flourishing, Sheltering with 
its wide spreading branches the men 
and women of age after age.

Hutchinson, the director of 
the meteorological observatory, re­
turned Saturday morning from Hali­
fax, where he was installing a new time 
ball on the Citadel. All were connec­
tions were made and final arrange­
ments concluded yesterday, with the 
result that the first dropping of a time 
ball in Halifax took place today.

Mr. Hutchinson explained that the 
time ball at Halifax will be 
synchronous wit the one at St. 
John. As is the case with the ball at 
St.John, the Halifax ball will be hoist­
ed to half elevation at 12.45 p. m., full 
elevation at 12.59 p. m., and dropped at 
one o’clock. At ten o’clock in the 
morning the transmitting clock in St. 
John will correct the electrical clock 
in the Western Union office at Hali­
fax. This clock was specially de­
signed by the meteorological service 
for the Halifax time ball, with which 
it is connected by wire. The 'mech­
anism connecting the clock with the 
ball works automatically. A peculiar 
feature of this clock is that it sends a 
signal to the Citadel every hour dur­
ing day and night, and corrects a 
clock placed there by the meteorolo­
gical department to give the correct 
time to the man whose duty it is to 
look after the hoisting of the ball.

Will Have to Work Hard to
Escape Defeat.

COBOURG, Oct. 3.—E. B. Armour, 
son of the late chief justice, has been 
chosen as the conservative candidate 
for West Northumberland.

TORONTO, Oct. 3.—It has been final­
ly decided that Hon. Geo. E. Foster 
will be the conservative candidate in 
North Toronto. His opponent will 
probably be Mayor Urquhart.

WINNIPEG, Oct. 3,—W. H. Hast­
ings, conservative organizer in Mani­
toba, declared today that so far as 
Manitoba is concerned, the verdict is 
a foregone conclusion. There is not a 
division in the province where the lib­
erals have a license to win, taking the 
voters' lists as they stand today, and 
the temper of the electors. The lists 
are clean. There are no dead men and 
no repeaters upon them, as there were 
when the lists were prepared by the 
liberals. As to the Territories, there 
is not a single seat that conservatives 
concede to the liberals. Premier Haul- 
tain and Bennett, leader of the oppo­
sition in the legislature, who is also 
a conservative in federal politics, will 
go on the stump together for the con­
servative candidate on October 6th. 
In Brandon, local conservatives are 
confident that they can defeat Sifton, 
and a convention will be held Tuesday 
to select a candidate. There are sev­
eral strong men who are willing to un­
dertake the task, and if Sifton is not 
beaten he will well know that he has 
been in a fight. He will be beaten 
sure if he does not stay at home and 
attend strictly to his own election.

OTTAWA, Oct. 2.—There has been 
some delay in preparing the list of re­
vising officers of the province of On­
tario due to the refusal of numerous 
men to act. This unwillingness is 
doubtless traceable to the fact that the 
election campaign interferes with the 
deer hunting season, which opens in 
Ontario on November 1st and lasts un­
til the 15th. The government will be 
lucky if the gentlemen who refuse to 
serve as returning officers even remain 
in their constituencies to vote. In 
Quebec most of the returning officers 
have been appointed. Sixty-nine On­
tario writs went out today.

The exquisite harmony which exists 
in this city and province is typical. 
There is about the same united liberal 
loyalty to Sir William Mulock in cer­
tain liberal circles in Ontario as there 
is toward Mr. Emmerson among the 
Pugsley wing of the party In this 
neighborhood. There is about the same 
feeling among the stable and solid 
business men of Montreal toward Mr. 
Prefontaine as there would be among 
the old fashioned liberals toward At­
torney General Pugsley it he were 
made minister of railways.

This Is a good time for the people to 
have their say.

Grand Trunk 
bosses have had more control at Otta­
wa than is good for this country. We 
have had a sufficiency of scandals. 
Ministers who have gone to Ottawa to 
get rich can afford to retire, but the 
people cannot afford to employ them 
any longer. A term in opposition 
would be a good thing for our present 
rulers, and their removal would be very 
greatly to the advantage and credit of 
the country.

A SPLENDID MEETING.

(From Monday’s Daily Sun.)
Last evening’s political meeting at 

the Opera House was a very great suc­
cess. The most critical hearer could 
not ask for better public addresses 
than those of Mr. Casgrain and Mr. 
Clarke. The most exacting speaker 
would surely not desire a better audi­
ence or a more appreciative hearing. 
Mr. Clarke’s throat was troubling him, 
and in the latter part of his time he 
spoke in a low voice. (He could, how­
ever, be heard in every part of the 
building by an attentive listener. The 
Intentness of the audience and the deep 
interest with which his discussion of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific scheme was 
followed to the end afforded a re­
markable illustration of the in­
fluence a strong, sincere speak­
er over an intelligent audience 
deeply concerned in the question. In 
treating the case of Jackson, the man 
whose connection with the attempt to 
procure perjured evidence called out 
the scathing arraignment of Judge 
Street, Mr. Clarke was led to contrast 
the conduct of the government which 
rewarded his iniquity by a public ap­
pointment with the treatment accord­
ed by the same ministry to Lord Dun- 
donald. As on another recent occa­
sion the audience broke into loud ap­
plause at the mention of the late com­
mander. The cheers were renewed 
again and again, as if every one pre­
sent was determined to proclaim his 
own affection for Lord Dundonald and 
his indignation over the degradation of 
the militia. Hardly less emphatic was 
the intimation of the people present 
that they utterly and Irrevocably con­
demned the railway deal. It becomes 
more and more clear that the transac­
tion has few friends in this town.

While in Quebec certain government 
organs and still more government 
speakers are calling upon the people to 
vote for the government because the 
tories in other provinces are waging a 
race war against the French-Can- 
adians, Hon. T. Casgrain, of that race, 
has been going from town to town in 
the maritime provinces, received every­
where by the English speaking con­
servatives with the greatest favor. Mr. 
Casgrain can hardly expect to meet 
even in his own county of Montmor­
ency, where he is so greatly admired, 
a. more cordial welcome than was 
given him in St. John. The answer of 
this town to attempt to raise the race 
cry in Quebec is to greet in a most 
cordial way an eminent and worthy 
French- Canadian public man, to hear 
him with every manifestation of satis­
faction, and to give testimony on part­
ing to its emphatic admiration and re­
spect.

Compared with Sir Wilfrid Laurier, 
Mr. Casgrain is a young man. He 
achieved far more in political life than 
Sir Wilfrid had at his age. 
much higher standing in the profes­
sion which both have adopted than Sir 
Wilfrid could ever win. He is not in­
ferior to Sir Wilfrid 
speaker, and is certainly a much more 
consistent and reliable politician. 
There is no reason to suppose that Mr. 
Casgrain may not attain as high a 
place as that occupied by the premier. 
Those French journals and speakers 
who by their slanders and base ap­
peals to race prejudice are trying to 
destroy Mr. Casgrain, are doing their 
own a greater wrong than is done by 
fair opposition to Sir Wilfrid Laurier. 
They will find In his case as they have 
already done in the case of others that 
the English speaking conservatives are 
prepared to do Justice to good men of 
all races and creeds.

This is the first time that either Mr. 
Casgrain or Mr. Clarke has appeared 
before a St. John audience. Their il­
luminating addresses have added a 
great deal to the local store of political 
knowledge. Their appeal to the rea­
son and the conscience of the people 
will lead to a more careful considera­
tion of the questions at Issue. One 
other service their visit renders.

The most Inteiezting objection to 
Mr. Borden’s railway policy is that ad­
vanced by the Toronto Globe. It is 
held by the chief organ of the railway- 
owned government that the Intercol­
onial “is not a success commercially.” 
The Globe eays that neither party has 
ever thought of raising the local tariff 
rates on the government road to a 
profitable point. Then the government 
organ wants to know how Mr. Borden 
or a commission of management would 
get over this difficulty if the Inter­
colonial were extended to the Pacific. 
If the Intercolonial rates are made the 
basis the road will not pay. Mr. Bor­
den is asked whether he will make one 
rate in the east and another in the 
west, or whether he will raise the 
rates all round. It is contended by the 
Globe that the difficulty is one that 
cannot be overcome.

Now see what this means. The peo­
ple are asked to pay for this transcon­
tinental railway. Having paid for it 
they might naturally expect to own 
and operate it. But the government 
organ says that this will not do be­
cause the government must accept 
low freight rates. Therefore the road 
for which the people pay must be 
handed over to a company so that the 
same people may be made to pay a 
higher scale of charges.

This is surely the height of absurd­
ity. If the people are willing to pay 
profitable rates for railway carriage 
why should they not pay them to a 
government as well as to a company ? 
No more hardship would be imposed 
upon the people if they paid the gov­
ernment the full value of the service 
rendered than if they contributed divi­
dends to the promoters of the Grand 
Trunk Pacific. If the people of Can­
ada, all of whom are interested in 
transportation, are to be compelled to 
pay interest and profits on this rail­
way, they would do better to pay to 
themselves as owners, than to the

CHATHAM, Sept. 28.—The exhibi­
tion has been favored with exception­
ally fine weather, and people from 
far and near have come to see the 
show. Taken on the whole the show 
as a show of what o"r own people can 
do is rather disappointing. The firms 
which Contribute most largely to such 
manufactures as this locality can pro­
duce are conspicuous by their non- 
representation. A. & R. Loggle, one of 
the largest fish curing concerns in the 
dominion, has no display. W. S. Log- 
gie, another lafge handler of fish and 
other lines of merchandise, Is also a 
non-exhibitor. Not a piece of manu­
factured wood, if we except one or two 
small, exhibits from Newcastle and 
Chatham, Is shown; not a boot or shoe 
of domestic make, not An article from 
any machine shop; hardly any line of 
Industry is represented her e except 
that of agriculture.

It may not be fair to say that the 
fault lies with the management, It may 
rather be that our Industrial concerns 
are as yet so undeveloped that those 
who are engaged in them feel too 
weak to put up such a show as the age 
demands. It Is to be hoped that this 
disability may be removed In some 
way before the next annual display.’

J. M. B. BAXTER.

Mr. Baxter was the last speaker, and 
announced that as the general Issues 
had been ably discussed by the speak­
ers who had preceded him he would 
content himself with a few observa­
tions as to the position of St. John In 
this contest. A citizen of St. John had 
recently said to him that he had decid­
ed to remove to another part of the do­
minion, where the chances for hls fam­
ily would be greater. He felt that St. 
John was not progressing as she 
should. Now what was the remedy 
for this condition of affairs. Owing to 
the distance from the great centres St. 
John could not hope to lead as a manu­
facturing city, but she could handle 
the goods of other places. The winter 
port was the answer. (Applause). 
What party can the people of St. John 
look to to develop that enterprise. The 
liberals often say, what has the con­
servative party done to help St. John? 
"I answer that the conservative party 
has made St. John. (.Hear, hear). 
It was due to the tariff put Into force 
by the conservative party that the 
country was prosperous. Do not for­
get that it was owing to the subsidy 
given by the conservative government 
that the short line was built. What 
have the liberals done?”

A voice replied, “They have built the 
elevator.” "Yes, and used it as a car 
warmer,” said Mr. Baxter. Mr. Baxter 
said that he had a good deal of respect 
for the political memory of Andrew C. 
Blair, but Blair was throttled. He was 
not allowed to extend the I. C. R., and 
hls recommendation that the govern­
ment purchase the Canada Atlantic, 
had also been vetoed. The government 
of the day had pretended to co-operate 
with St. John to make this city a win­
ter port, but they had done nothing. 
Col. Tucker had for years been prom­
ising that the harbor would be dredged, 
but nothing had been accomplished in 
that line. The government must do 
the dredging, as It Is Impossible for St. 
John to do it. The liberals have re­
tarded rather than assisted the de­
velopment of the winter port Idea. The 
drill shed they have promised, while a 
small matter to discuss, had not ma­
terialized. It was another of those 
airy castles of ■ he government. “Pos­
sibly It has vanished with the ‘foreign­
er,’ ” suggested the speaker. “The 
conservative party has undoubt­
edly made mistakes," said Mr. 
Baxter, “but its experience in opposi­
tion has undoubtedly purified it and 
made It competent for the work which 
It was about to undertake.”

In concluding Mr. Baxter paid a 
glowing tribute to Mr. Borden, whom 
he described as a leader any man 
might he proud to follow, one whose 
mind was too broad to be swayed by 
narrow prejudices, and who is not lim­
ited to the Idea of one winter port, but 
would nationalize the ports of both 
Halifax and St. John.

The meeting closed with three cheers 
for the king and Dr. Daniel.

The first rally of the campaign just 
opened was held by the Conservatives 
in the York Theatre on Saturday night. 
The attendance was large and the dif­
ferent speakers were supported with 
unstinted applause.' The chair was oc­
cupied by R. B. Emerson.

that the people of St. John saw their 
path of duty and he evidenced a num­
ber of resolutions passed by the Board 
ot Trade, a non-partlzan body, whose 
members were both Liberals and Con­
servatives. The first resolution he re­
ferred to was that moved in January, 
1903, by James F. Robertson, urging 
the government to extend the Interco­
lonial Railway across the continent 
and to Improve the harbor facilities on 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence and on the 
maritime province coast.

That, said Dr. Stockton, Is the policy 
of R. L. Borden, and he was a man 
that stood by hls word, a thing that 
cannot be said of all the political 
leaders In Canada today. The propo­
sition before the people of Canada Is; 
Shall they have a government-owned 
railway or a railway-owned govern­
ment? If we wanted the latter all we 
had to do was to keep Laurier In, for 
then Mr. Hays would practically be 
the premier. But the people of the 
maritime provinces did not want this, 
for it ,'s their ambition to make St. 
John and Halifax national ports. 
(Applause.)

Dr. Stockton, continuing, referred to 
a telegram which had been sent to 
Hon. A. G. Blair by Walter W. White, 
the mayor of this city, saying that the 
freight would certainly go to Portland 
if the government scheme was carried 
out, and that the people who signed 
the telegram urged that no govern­
ment assistance be given to any trans­
continental railway that will not be 
bound to ship through maritime pro­
vince ports. Among the people who 
signed this resolution were W. M. 
Jarvis, D. J. McLaughlin, W. H. 
Thorne, T. H. Estabrooks, W. S. 
Fisher, R. B. Emerson, William 
Thomson & Co., A. W. Adams, T. B. 
Robinson, Troop & Son, James F. Rob­
inson, W. H. Bamaby, T. McAvlty & 
Sons, W. F. Hatheway, John Seller, 
George Robertson, Macaulay Bros. & 
Co., and other prominent men of both 
political par-ties.

Were we to be so bound by party 
politics that we could shut our eyes to 
al this? No. He believed the people 
of St. John would say no. It was a 
question, as Carlyle once said “of teeth 
and claws,” and unless we did what 
was right in the matter we would find 
ourselves under the claws. The Grand 
Trunk Company wgre paying one-tenth 
of the cost of this railway, while the 
people ot Canada are not only paying 
the other nine-tenths but are handing 
the whole over to the railway corpora­
tion as soon as It Is completed. He had 
lived here for over forty years; every­
thing he had was here, and the inter­
ests of the city were his interests, as 
they should be the interests of every 
man who has a vote In this constitu­
ency.

Before closing, Dr. Stockton alluded 
to the dismissal of Lord Dundonald, 
and aroused the audience |o great en­
thusiasm.

DR. DANIEL* M. P.

Dr. Daniel, M. P., was the first 
speaker. After the applause with 
which he was received had subsided, 
he discussed In general terms the is­
sues before the electorate.

So far as this port was concerned, 
Dr. Daniel said, he could not see how 
the people of St. John could give any 
answer except one of condemnation of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific scheme. Why 
should we be taxed one million dollars 
and over, merely to aid the Grand 
Trunk Railway to make the shortest 
Haul to American ports, In order to 
allow them to carry on their business 
at the greatest profit? If the people 
of St. John had their interests at 
heart he could not see how the liberal 
party could get a single vote from 
this constituency In favor of their pol­
icy. (Applause.)

Dr. Daniel said that he wished to 
refer to a very important matter and 
one which should have a great bear­
ing on the results of the coming con­
test This was the manner in which 
elections had been carried on in cer­
tain parts of the dominion under the 
guidance and approval of the liberal 
leaders. Canada had always been a 
free country; every man always had a 
perfect right to hls own ideas and 
could place hls ballot In the box with 
the feeling that it would be counted 
for the candidate for whom It was In­
tended. (Hear, hear.) But what had 
we found to be the condition of af­
fairs In Ontario? We had learned 
that the liberals had committed rob­
bery and the candidate for whom the 
ballots were not intended got the 
benefit of them. Dr. Daniel said he 
was well aware that in the liberal 
party of this city there were men just 
as honest as any in the conservative 
party, and men who he did not 
think would under any consideration 
commit or be a party to a scheme so 
nefarious as the one recently carried 
out In Ontario. But so long as these 
men, with the liberal party in gen­
eral, excuse such actions, so long must 
this work of crime and fraudulence 
go on. (Hear, hear.)

Speaking further of the dishonesty 
of the liberal party, Dr. Daniel said 
that Sir Richard Cartwright, that once 
great man—for there was a time 
when he was honest and an able 
leader—had dropped into the ranks of 
the party schemers and had lately 
supported some of the most Infamous 
proceedings ever recorded In the an­
nals of political history. Only the 
other day we found him excusing a 
man named Jackson for procuring 
perjured evidence, and unless he had 
become so hardened to the practices of 
hls party, Sir Richard Cartwright 
must have tingled with shame when 
Mr. Borden told him that the doctrine 
he enunciated was the most damn­
able doctrine ever set forth In Can­
ada.

SHERIFF WAS LATE.

ing Came Off Successfully.

CHARLESTON, S. C., Oct. 2.— De­
tails of the lynching of John Morrison, 
a white man, who killed Wililam 
Floyd, Saturday, at Kershaw, in a 
quarrel over ten cents, have just been 
received. A special to the News and 
Courier from Kingstree tonight, says :

“Immediately after the killing of 
Floyd and the arrest of Morrison, feel­
ing became Intense, There was little 
said, but It soon became known that 
the sheriff of Lancaster was on his 
way to assist in protecting the pris­
oner. An electric light had been 
placed before the guard house and a 
policeman was on guard. At about 8 
o’clock the light went out and a 
crowd poured into the alley, over­
powered the policeman, took the keys 
and brought Morrison out. He was 
taken just outside the town limits and 
hanged to a tree with a pair of buggy 
lines. Two shots were fired into Mor­
rison's back as he swung. Sheriff 
Hunter of Lancaster with deputies ar­
rived at Kershaw on a special train a 
few minutes after the guard house was 
forced, and he heard the pistol shot* 
He began searching for the lynching 
party and found the body about mid­
night. Troops from Camden arrived 
later. An Inquest was held and the 
usual verdict rendered. No arrests 
have been made.

DR. A. A. STOCKTON. і RAG-PICKER’S RACE FOR A PLACEman

Among the rag-pickers of Paris ex­
ists a hierarchy. Those of the first de­
gree, the aristocrats, are inside the 
city, and have the first pickings of the 
household dustbin. Then the rubbish 
is carried away in carts to works In 
the suburbs, near the city of the “bif­
fins,” or rag-pickers, where It under­
goes a second sorting. In the works it 
is pitchforked on to a couple of endless 
bands, which carry It to the breaking 
machine. Now comes a curious cus­
tom (says the Manchester Guardian). 
There are only sixteen places along 
side the endless bands where the sec­
ondary experts can filch out sardine 
tins, broken bottles, rags, and other 
things, as the rubbish passes along. 
But there are fifty applicants. In the 
old days these used to lie and sleep all 
night round the doors of ther works, in 
all weathers, sleet, snow, or _ frost, 
providing ample material for the hos­
pitals. To put an end to this a hun­
dred yards’ scratch race is organised 
every morning, the distance between 
a couple of lamp-posts, and the first 
sixteen choose their places In the order 
of their arrival.

standard histories, and Mr. Prescott 
recognized this in one of the most cor­
dial tributes ever paid by a literary 
master to his fraternal helper. The 
reader of the history of Philip II. will 
not have failed to notice in the pre­
face his acknowledgment of indebted­
ness. Mr. Prescott chose him as his 
companion in his visit to Europe in 
1850-51, when he was received at all 
the great European capitals with the 
finest social honors from scholars and 
the literary circles generally, and as 
well with especial distinction in Spain.

After Prescott’s death, Kirk entered 
seriously on the task he had set him­
self—the story of that extraordinary 
personage, Charles of Burgundy, the 
rival and the ally by turns of Louis 
XI. of France. This^ work was pro­
nounced by Edward A. Freman, one 
of the richest of historical biograph­
ies. Meantime, he contributed to the 
Atlantic Monthly, then in its vigorous 
youth, a series of keen critical articles 
on the writers who had impugned 
Prescott’s veracity and accused him of 
credulous trust in the early Spanish 
authors in respect to his histories of 
Mexico and Peru. Nothing in the 
way of extinction of these critics and 
would-be rival historians was left to 
be done, and probably no one today 
could name one of the squelched sub­
jects of his excoriating exposition,

Mr. Kirk wrote much for the North 
American Review, and afterward for 
the Atlantic Monthly, besides other 
periodicals. In 1870 he left Boston for 
Philadelphia, where he made his home 
for a long time. There, until 1886, he 
w-s editor of Lippincott’s magazine) 
and there he finished the final edition 
of Prescott’s works ; and completed his 
history of Charles the Bold, the first 
volume of which he had .published in 
1863. When he gave up the editorship 
of Lippincott’s, it was to accept the 
lectureship of European history at the 
University of Pennsylvania. Also he 
devoted years of labor to the two sup­
plementary volumes of Allistone's Crit­
ical Dictionary of English Literature 
and British and American Authors, 
thus forming a continuance of» the 
literary history of the English tongue 
on a plan which has been in small 
measure since copied by others.

Mr. Kirk’s second wife, who survives 
him, became known as an author under 
her maiden name of Ellen Warner 
Olney, daughter of Olney the geograph­
er, and author of many novels which 
have had popular acceptance, such as 
Love in Idleness, Through Winding 
Ways, A Lesson in Love, Sons and 
Daughters, and The Story of Margaret 
Kent—the last named a very remark­
able character study, which she pub­
lished under the pseudonym of Henry 
Hayes, in 1886. It was very much dis­
cussed, and is, in fact, a “problem” 
novel of the best sort. In 1879 Mr. 
Kirk became librarian of the Lenox 
library in New York city, and never

:HOW TO LIVE FOR
A HUNDRED YEARS.

BRIGHT PROSPECTS ON THE IS­
LAND.

HALIFAX, N. S., Oct. 2,—The cam­
paign opens in Prince Edward Island 
by a liberal conservative meeting in 
Charlottetown on (Monday evening. 
The conservatives are all In the field 
ready for battle, while the liberals, es­
pecially in Queens, are demoralized.

The question of the possible duration 
of human life, when put to great 
statesmen, scientists and others who 
have almost reached the century mark 
of life, has been answered in various 
ways, says a writer in The London 
Lancet.

Von Moltke, at the age of 90, was still 
possessed of fine intellectual power and 
remarkable vitality. When asked how 
he managed to live so long and in such 
excellent health, he replied: “By great 
moderation in all things and by regular 
out-of-door exercise.”

Crispi, the Italian statesman, said:
"Regularity and abstinence are the sec­
rets of long life.”

Neal Dow, the American apostle of 
temperance reform, replied, when ask­
ed the question; “Refrain from fret­
ting.”

Cornaro replied: “Extreme temper­
ance in eating and drinking.”

Dr. G. N. Pope, the aged Tamil schol­
ar, said: “Be sure to have some great 
life work to do which holds you upon 
the earth for the accomplishment of a 
purpose, and you will live.”

These words from the lips of emin­
ent men who lived to a wonderful old 
age, are of Intense Interest, but they 
are not the cold and judicial advice of 
the scientist.

Recently, I worked out a plan, the 
rules of which, if followed carefully, 
will result in the increased longevity 
of one’s life. My first word of advice 
to those who would live long is to avoid 
disease, especially such diseases as one 
Is disposed to contract through inherit­
ed weakness. This is to be done by 
knowing one’s predisposition to disease 
and exercising the necessary care, in 
occupation, general habits and diet, 
that will indefinitely postpone the at­
tack to which one is predisposed from 
birth.

I advise such care in diet and general 
habits of life as will defer as long as 
possible the hardening of the coats of 
the blood vessels, that generally comes 
on before its natural time, and other 
deteriorations of bodily vigor that are 
the concomitants or equivalents of the 
physical conditions of old age. In old 
age the tissues dry up and the joints 
stiffen. Keep your tissues moist and 
your joints well oiled.

The first thing needed to keep the 
tissues healthy and strong and the 
various organs in good working order 
is a certain amount of exercise taken 
every day. Regularly taken exercise 
strengthens the heart, thereby causing 
the great organ to pump the fluids of 
the body to the remotest corners and 
thereby improving nutrition and caus­
ing all the other organs to do their 
natural work and to take a delight, so 
to speak, in doing their natural work.

This nutrition abundantly supplies 
the body with power and furnishes ma­
terial for the combustion which, when 
sufficiently strong, gives the body the 
ability to resist chills, which are the 
natural enemies of life. A prerequisite 
to the successful effect of exercise is 
oxygen. Hence fresh air in plenty is 
the second useful thing.

Among other circumstances influenc­
ing the duration of life heredity is of 
great influence. Those whose ances­
tors have lived to great ages have a 
good chance of longevity, while those 
whose parents and blood relations have 
died early have mostly inherited a 
tendency to short lives, yet it is pos­
sible by judicious arrangement of the 
manner of living to increase the dura­
tion of their lives, especially by count­
eracting the tendencies of which their 
short-lived ancestors have died.

In fact, no matter what kind of food 
is taken, the quantity should be small. 
The human body can live and thrive 
and work on a surprisingly small quan­
tity of nourishment. Great moderation 
in eating Is, therefore, one of the keys 
that unlock the doors of long living.

As to the food accessories, alcohol is 
quite unnecessary for most 
and ought to be avoided entirely, ex­
cepting in the smallest quantities.

Little tea and coffee will go a long 
way. These liquids should be taken 
moderately and in a diluted condition. 
The use of tobacco in any form is con­
sidered injurious to the system, the 
poison acting particularly on the 
stomach and heart. The majority of 
men, however, derive a certain amount 
of comfort from using tobacco, and, 
therefore, may take It in small quanti­
ties.

Great temperance In all these things, 
when they are used at all, will prevent 
the shortening of life that comes from 
their free use.

As the nervous system exercises great 
power on all the functions of the body, 
it ought to be kept in a healthy condi­
tion by regular mental work and judi­
cious occupations. Thé fear often 
pressed that steady mental work is 
likely to wear out the brain too soon 
is unfounded. The wearing theory Is 
wrong, as well for mental as for phy­
sical work, both of which may be con­
tinued In old age.

Well directed mental work assists the 
nutrition of the brain In a similar way 
as action of a muscle promotes Its nu­
trition. Work Is the best preventive of 
mental depression and the most pow­
erful promoter of a Cheerful mental 
frame, a contented mind, sympathy and 
hope, which exercise a highly beneficial 
effect on every function of the body.

Fat and gouty idlers who are afraid 
of death should study zoology, chemis­
try or some other science. Lord Salis­
bury was one of the most enthusiastic 
chemists in England.
Gladstone, Crispi and 
statesmen; Pope Leo XIII. had the care 
of his great church on his minât Dar­
win, Spencer, Huxley, Sechi, Dalton 
and a hundred other scientists and 
philosophers lived to an old ago, al­
though they were physically complain­
ing almost their entire lives. Insepar­
able from the functions of the brain, 
sleep is most essential, which is to some 
people so dear that they sleep away 
more than half of their lives, 
much sleep Is injurious, causing slug­
gishness of mental and physical func­
tions, slowness of circulation and de­
generation of the small îrteries of the 
brain. From five and a half to seven 
hours of sleep daily is sufficient for an 
adult.

The skin ought to be kept in я 
healthy and vigorous condition by the 
daily bath, cold if the health is good, 
warm jî it is feeble.

The simple way to live to an old age 
and in health, to continue preserva­
tion of intellgent activity and happi­
ness, consists in a careful attention to 
and practice of the rules herein laid 
down.
