No Information <P 
has been deceived at the State Depart­
ment' concerning the proposed resigna­
tion of the officials of the Newfound­
land government on account of the new 
agreement. Some facts in relation to 
the Newfoundland government and the 
fisheries were stated, In which It ap­
pears that the British government has 
been very much embarrassed during 
the negotiations on account of the de­
mands of Newfoundland. The 
foundland government is under the con­
trol of the merchant fishermen on the 
island, who buy and cure all the fish­
ing products. They oppose any Am­
erican fishing rights. Including those 
guaranteed by the treaty of 1818, and, 
are dissatisfied with arrangements that 
the British government makes to carry 
out the terms of that treaty.

The real fishermen of the Island are 
not in harmony with the restrictions of 
the Newfoundland government, such as 
denying the privilege of selling halt 
and of allowing* the fishermen to take 
employment of the American fishing 
vessels.
sire these privileges, but it interferes 
with the plans of the merchant fisher­
men. The Newfoundland government 
ha^ no real responsibility In the way 
ofjferrylng out obligations. That de­
volves upon the British government. 
Great Britain, It Is asserted, would not 
coerce any of her colonies to remain 
under the British flag if they were de­
termined to withdraw, but at the same 
time desires to keep all the colonies 
and to keep them on terms of amity 
with their neighbors. The whole course 
of Great Britain in this matter is com­
mended by the American authorities as 
being fair and reasonable, hut all ne­

OTTAWA, Oct. 8,—The provincial 

premiers began their conference with a 
busy day. Sir Wilfrid Laurier In the 
morning opened the proceedings with 
an address of welcome, to which each 
of the nine provincial, premiers replied 
briefly. The federal representatives 
then reared and Premier Gouin of 
Quebec was made chairman of the pro­
vincial representatives' meeting, and 
Deputy Attorney General Lanctot of 
Quebec was made secretary. After an 
hour’s discussion in the morning the 
meeting was adjourned to give the re­
presentatives of the new. provinces of 
Alberta and Saskatchewan an oppor­
tunity of deciding whether the resolu- 

of the^ Quebec conference of 1902 
would meeU their views.

The Quebec resolutions’ provided for 
Increasing the allowances for legisla­
tion made to. the provinces made at 
confederation about a quarter of a 
million dollars each. The allowance is 
now from fifty to eighty thousand. The 
Quebec resolutions also proposed to 
Increase the eighty cents capitation al­
lowance from the population returns of 
1880 to those of the census of 1901. They 
also proposed an allowance of twenty 
cents a head for the administration of 
criminal justice.

At the conference of the provincial 
representatives this afternoon there 
was signified a practical agreement In 
the principles of the Quebec resolu­
tions. However, some of the represent­
atives did not wish to subscribe to all 
the details. Premier Whitney, as lead­
er of the opposition in Ontario, ' criti­
cised the resolutions when Premier 
Roes laid, them before the Ontario 
house. While he now wants an In­
crease in provincial subsidies he Is un­
willing to subscribe to the exact terms 
of the resolution. He criticized It.

Premier Peters of Prince Edward Is­

land In the case of his province does 
not want the allowance based on the 
last census returns, as the population 
of the Island has decreased. He wants 
a minimum fixed for the allowance 
which a decrease In population will not 
affect. The premiers of Manitoba, Sas­
katchewan and Alberta, while agreeing 
to the principle of the Quebec resolu­
tions, have Just had a census taken of 
their provinces, which shows a tre­
mendous growth over 1901. They want 
the capitation allowance given on the 
basis of population shown by the 1906 
and of future censuses.

A sub-committee consisting of Messrs. 
Gouin, Weir, Murray, McBride, Pugs- 
ley, Foy,Campbell and Secretary Lanc­
tôt, was appointed to revise the Que­
bec resolutions. They will report to a 
meeting of the provincial representa­
tives at ten o’clock tomorrow mom. 
Jng. If the new draft of resolutions Is 
adopted it will be presented to Sir Wil­
frid Laurier and the other federal min­
isters tomorrow at 11 a. m.

This evening the delegates attended a 
reception given by Sir Wilfrid Laurier.

STORM ST. JOHN’S, Nfld., Oct. 8. — Popular 
anger against the modus vlvendl 
ranged by the United States and Brit­
ish Governments relating to the New­
foundland herring fishery is growing. 
There is a general feeling that the 
compromise arrived at was a backdown 
on the part of the British Ministry. 
Archbishop Howley, the Roman Cath­
olic primate, speaking yesterday at a 
parochial festival, declared the modus 
vlvendl a shameful betrayal of the 
Colony’s Interests and advocated agi­
tation throughout the Colony against 
it. He urged an immediate calling of 
the Legislature, spirited protests to the 
throne, the despatch of delegates to 
England and to Canada, and an.appeal 
to all autonomous British Colonies t» 
Join in resisting what he termed an un­
bridled invasion of Colonial rights. At­
torney General Morris speaking at the 
same function, stated .that the Colon­
ial Government was unaware of the 
terms of the modus vlvendl, but It had 
done everything within Its power to 
protect the Colony.

Today the Telegram, the premier’s 
organ, ascribes the modus vlvendl to 
the craven policy 0f timid -Downing 
street bureaucrats and expressed the 
hope that the Newfoundland 
ment wll) show the same resentment 
and spirit of determination and teach 
little Englanders like Elgin and Win­
ston Churchill the same lesson that 

t -‘he colonist# of Natal taught them 
when they tried to ride roughshod 
over the colony a few months ago. 
The Herald prints a letter of Con­
gressman Gardner, who represented 
the American’s fishing Interests at 
Washington^ published 
wherein Mr. Gardner Is quoted as ad­
mitting that _ American vessels have 
no right to ship Newfoundlanders in 
their crews. The paper then observes 
that in view of this letter the British 
government's action in graning such 
a concession is incomprehensible.

SYDNEY, N. S., Oct. 8.—The worst 
colllson in the history of the Sydney 
and Louisburg Railway took place 
near the town Reservoir, four miles 
out, about three o’clock this afternoon, 
and as a result one man is dead, an­
other dying, but nine more injured to 
'« greater or hess extent, bu) none 
It Is now believed fatally.

The accident was caused by a colli­
sion to the deep Cut of the road be­
tween No. 6 construction train and No. 
55 with a load of coal empties coming 
from Louisburg.

The construction train which .had 
several empties and a van containing 
men, was going along the track picking 
up railway ties. When near Morten 
Junction It was obliged to go back to 
Dominion No. 4 to cross engine No. 44, 
and after the cross was made proceed­
ed again to war* -Fort1 Morten in charge 
of Engineer Parker Étolmes and fire­
man Donald. The engine
■reversed and had all cars ahead of It, 
’farthest in advance being the van to 
which the workmen were standing.
As they entered a deep- cut near the 

town reservoir No 36 dashed Into them. 
Donald McLeod, who had charge of the 
construction crew, was standing on 
the steps, and seeing coming fatality 
jumped off and escaped. With a crash 
the big engine. "No. 35 crashed through 
the construction van, and of t!«9 eleven 
men Inside not one escaped injuries. 
The van was smashed to kindling wood

and the unfortunate men were strewn 
to all directions along the track.

Norman McLennan was killed out­
right. His brother Dan when brought 
to Glace Bay about 3,30 appeared to 
be In a dying condition, having re­
ceived terrible Injuries on the head.

Teams were at once secured and the 
men taken to St. Joseph’s Hospital, 
and all the physicians of Glace By are 
now attending to the Injuries. The 
cause of the accident will be Investir 
gated, as It appears both trains 
thought they had a clear trade There 
Is no more dangerous spot In the road 
where a collision could occur.

The Injured are Dan. McLennan, 
brother " of the dead man. He Is 
conscious tonight and dying. Dan. Mc- 
Asklll is very badly hurt and will 
probably have to undergo an operation 
before morning.

The others are: Patrick Hamilton, B. 
Bagnell, Wm. Basey, Michael Murray, 
James Cameron, Malcolm McDonald 
(brakeman on 55) had a leg broken.

“That second-class mail matter be 
made self-sustaining. A law obliging 
bulk matter to be carried outside of 
the mails Would gO a long way toward 
solving the problem. " •*

"That if this proposition is rejected 
the rate on bulk packages be increased 
to two cents a pound to news agents 
and dealers, and to three cents a" 
pound to subscribers, advertisers and 
exchanges. • " "

Mr. Bell's statement that on account 
of such good markets'he could raise 
the price of butter fat was enthusl-- 
astically received by the farmers, who 
are sending their cream to Mr. Bell’s 
creamery.

A Babcock tester which has been 
purchased by the society was on ex­
hibition, and when Harvey Mitchell, 
dairy superintendent, was introduced 
he proceeded to explain the working ot 
the machine.

Mr. Mitchell said that the ruinous 
competition In butter making could be 
stopped by sending cream to the 
creameries. He also advised the farm­
ers to do'their bfesr. to produce a large 
amount of winter cream.

This closed the case for the defense, 

and court waa adjourned until this 
morning, when Mr. Baxter, for the de­
fense, and the attorney general will 
Address the Jury, and hie honor will de­
liver his charge.

William E. Clarke, who was collect­
ively tried on the charge of common 
assault 'on Miss Amelia Vaughan, 
criminal assault on Grace Tuttle and 
attempted rape on Ethel Train, was ac­
quitted ot the first offence, while on 
the- two more serious counts the Jury, 
after deliberating tor about six hours, 
disagreed, standing ten for conviction 
and two for acquittal.

MR. BAXTER OUTLINES DEFENSE.

MONCTON, N. B„ Oct. 7,—Battered 
and bruised from contact with stones 
and floating debris of the Petltcodiac 
River, bloated beyond recogMtion by 
two weeks In the water and clothes 
weighted with many pounds of mud, 
the body of Albert J. Gorham lost two 
weeks ago Saturday was recovered 
this afternoon, 
about eight miles up river, on the 
Westmorland side first saw the body 
and Stewart A. Steeves recovered It 
from the water as It drifted ashore.

Walking across the marshes to drive 
home the cows, about four o'clock, 
Hoar saw a dark object floating up 
river which he believed at once to be a 
body. The body was floating on its 
tafce and the coat was up over the 
head. Above the body circled a hawk, 
which first drew the attention of young 
Hoar in that direction. He immedi­
ately sent a boy who was with him 
to notify Stewart Steeves, who went 
to the river bank and following along 
the bank he finally got the body when 
It came ashore. The terrific wind 
which was blowing made it Impossible 
to put out a boat into the river, which 
at this point Is a quarter of a mile 
wide and so along the marshes, over 
dikes and fences Steeves followed. It 
was about high water when the body 
was first sighted and. for half an hour 
the body remained stationary then It 
started down stream and at spot about 
a mile below where It was first seen 
tt drifted on the bank. Steeives rolled 
It away out of the water and then go­
ing home got a team. He then left 
for Moncton arriving here about nine 
o’clock.

The body was taken to Tuttle's un­
dertaking rooms and Coroner Purdy 
summoned. The following Jury was 
empanelled: W. O. Schwartz (fore­
man), James McD. Cooke, В. E. Smith, 
Dr. B. F. Reade, F. ,W. Glvan, Ezekiel 
Steeves and J. Pierce Delahunt.

High tides and heavy sea today are 
supposed to be responsible for bring­
ing the body to the surface. The tide 
was very high and ran swiftly, being

greatly roughened by the heavy gale, 
which blew all day. The body waa 
weighted with mud, great takes of 
which filled every pocket, and it had 
worked in under the clothes in large 
quantities. When examined It waa 
found that the watoh Gorham carried 
waa gone, but a piece of the chain and 
the charm still remained. The key to 
the store which he carried was also 
missing. On the body were found 
cuff links, a few small papers, a coupla 
Of flannel samples, 
small perfume bottle, memorandum 
and order books.

When taken out of the water Steeves 
says the flesh was quite white and he 
could easily recognize the remains aa : 
those of Gorham, with whom he waa 
well acquainted. The body became 
greatly discolored when exposed to tha 
air and was unrecognizable when 
brought to Moncton. A large bruise on 
the left side of the forehead was about ! 
the only mark of the two weeks’ 
tenancy to the waters of the river, j 
When thé body was found the collar 
remained’ unfastened in one side, con­
firming the story of the boys wfeo saw 
the remains Just after Gorham waa 
drowned from the wharf. They said 
that on one side the collar stood up, 
and as it was a habit of Gorham’s to ! 
leave his collar unbuttoned on one aide ] 
this at the time strengthened the be- j 
lief that It was his body which had ] 
been seen in the water.

This afternoon at low tide on tha j 
flats, just at the spot where the Boil? 
was seen by the boys, a hard hat wai 
found partially burled in the mud, 
which is believed to be that of tha de­
ceased, although his name was not 
marked in It, as had been supposed.
It was found at the spot where ihe 
boys who saw the hat following :ha 
body on the day of the drowning and I 
saw it disappear. The Inquest w:n 1 
adjourned until tomorrow night and 
the funeral takes place Tuesday after- j 
noon. A reward of one hundred dol­
lars had been offered for the finding o( 
the body.

Mr. Baxter then brief! y addressed the 

Jury on behalf of the prisoner. 
He said that the case was a 
particularly difficult one to try because 
of the extreme range to point of time, 
it is a hard position for a man to be 
placed In! to be asked to give off-hand 
an account of his doings for three 
months back. He would be able to 
prove where Clarke was for the time 
mentioned In most of the charges. He 
would prove that Clarke never lost a 
quarter of a day from 24th of May 
until 24th of June, and consequently 
that the prisoner could not have been 
at the place whère Miss Vaughan was 
assaulted. As regards the Tuttle 
charge he said he would show clearly 
every movement of the prisoner from 
4.30 o’clock until.six o'clock,.and as it 
was shown by the evidence that the 
assault was commltteed at about five 
o'clock consequently the prisoner could 
not have been at the place where the 
assault took place. As regards the 
Train case he would put the prisoner 
on the stand himself to show what he 
did that day.

Ralph Hazlett, an empolye of the C. 
P. R., was, the first witness for the de­
fence. He said I heard of the arrest of 
Clarke on Monday morning, the 6th of 
August. On the Saturday before this 
date we were working In Carleton- 1 
saw Clarke working there on that 
morning. On Friday Clarke worked 
there all day and most of the night. 
On Thursday, August 2nd, I came over 
to the city and went to the news room 
in the I. C. R., Mr, Ritchie, my fore­
man, told me I had better go back to 
Carleton. After dinner I did so, and 
stayed around for a while and came 
back to Carleton and met Clarke at 
the ferry floats. This was somewhere 
about 4.30 o’clock. I spoke to him and 
we walked along Prince William street 
and King to Germain street. I left 
Mm at the foot of the market. It was 
About fifteen minutes to five when I 
left1 the prisoner. He remembered do­
ing glaring work some time during the 
summer In company with the prisoner.

To Dr. Pugsley—I can give -no ac­
count of who wae working with me 
any day In July as I kept no record of 
time. I do not know where I was 
working an August 2nd, nor who was 
with me. Oh! do you mean Thursday? 
Clarke and I worked together all day to 
Carleton. On Saturday, August 4th, 
Clarke knocked off work at twelve 
o’clock, and as far as I know he did 
not work any more that day. The time 
book would be no actual evidence as 
to whether Clarke was actually work­
ing or not. Mr. Rltehle, the foreman, 
was not over to Carleton on the Thurs­
day in question. I did not see Clarke 
until the Saturday afternoon of August 
4th.

CLARKE ON THE STAND
Wm. E. Clarke, the prisoner, was 

then, called, to the stand. The prisoner 
said that for the past two years he 
had lived at 31 Metcalf street, and dur­

C. P. R. On Wednesday, the 1st of 
August, witness went to work in the 
new department. In the afternoon he 
went to the Bay Shore. Thursday he 
again went to Bay Shore. In the af­
ternoon the witness and Haslett went 
to Rodney wharf to go to work.
