FHE QUEEN ON THE OPEN-
o

ING OF THE NEW PARLIAM

“ My Lords and Gentlemen,

“ We are commanded by her majesty to acquaint
ou that her majesty has availed herself of the ear-
ext opportanity of resorting to your advice and as-
sistance after the dissolation of the last parliament,

“ Her majesty continues to recewve from foreign
powers the gratifying assurances of thew desire to
maintain with her majesty the most friendly rela
tions,

“ Her majesty has the satisfaction of informing
you that the objects for which the treaty of the 15th
of July, 1340, was concluded between her Majesty,
the Emperor of Austria, the King of Prassia, the
| Emperor of Russia, and the Snltan, have been fully
accomplished, and it is gratifying to her majesty to
be enabled to sfate; that the temporary separation
which the measures taken in the execution of that
treaty created between the contracting parties and
France has now ceased.

« Her mojesty trnsts that_the union of the princi-
pal powers upon all matters affecting the great in-
terests of Furope, will ufford a firm secarity for the
maintenance of peace.

“ Her majesty is glad to be able to inform you
that, in consequence of the evacnation of Ghorian
by tho Persian troops, her majesty has ordered her
wminister (o the court of Persia o return to Teheran.

“ Her majesty regrets that the negotialions be.
tween her pienipotentiaries in China and the Chi-
nese government have not yet been brought to a 9t
tisfactory conclusion, and that it has bee: ne
to call into action the forces which her wajesty has
sent to the China seas, but her majesty still trusts
that the Emperor of .China will see the justice of
the demand which her majesty’s plenipotentiaries
have been instracted to make. Her majosty is hup-
py to inform you that the differences which had
arisen between Spain and Portugal about the exe-
cution of a-treaty conclnded by those powers in
. for regulating the navigation of the Douro,
have been adjusted sicably, and with honone to
both parties, by the aid of her majesty ‘s wediation.

“ The debt inenrred by the legistuture of Upper
Cannda for the purposes of public works is a seri-
ous obstaele to further improvements, which are es-
sentinl to the prosperity of the United Provinee.
Her mujosty has authorised the governor-geveral to
mike a communication on the subjeect toZthe coun-
cil and assembly of Canada.  Her majesty will di
rect the papers to be laid before you, and trusts
that your earnest attention will be directed to mat-
ters so materially affecting the wellure of Canada
und the «trength of the empire,

 Gentlemen of the House of Commons,

“ We have to assure you that her mujesty relies
with eutire confidence on your loynlty and zeal to
make adequate provision for the public eervice, as
well as for the further application of sus granted
by the last parliament.

My ),ur:lx and Gentlenen,

“ Wa are more especially commanded to declare
to you that the extraordinary expenses which the
events in Canada, China, and the M
have oceasioned, aud the necessity of maintaining
a force adequate to the protection of our extensive
possessions, have made it necessary to cousider the
wmeans of increasing the public revenue. Her ma
Jjesty is anxious that this object should be eflected
in the manner least burthensome to her people, and
it has appeared to her mujesty; alier full delibera-
tion, that you may at this junctore properly direct
your attention to the revision of doties affecting the
productions of foreign countries. 1t will be for you
to consider whether some of these duties are not so
tritling in amount as to be unproductive to the re
venue, while they are vexations to commerce. You
tay further examine whether the principle of pro
teetion, upon which others of these duties are foun-
ded, be not earried to an extent injurious alike to
the income of the state and the interests of the peo
ple.

* Her majesty is desirous that you should consi
der the laws which regulate the trade incorn. It
will e for yon to determine whether these laws do
tiot aggravate the natural flactuations of supply
whether they do not embarrass trade, derange the
currency, and by their operation diminish the com-
fort and increase the privations of the great body of
the community.

After discussing those which
referred to questions of foreign and colonial poliey
his lordship came to the sabject on which hing
the eutire interest of the de —the
of the laws whieh regulate the trade in corn
said that the most exiravagant opinions had been
entertained on this subject, and
vailed on both sides of the question ; he felt satisfi
ed that the corn-laws were no proteetion to the agri-
calturist, and did not believa that the price of corn
would be ruaterially altered by the abolition of the
cortclaws.  The price depended on the expense of
cnltivation, on the cost of production. The land
that a repeal of these laws would throw ‘out of cul-
tivation was anything but corn land. It had never
been worth the foreigner’s while to import corn an-
less be could obtain 53s for it free of daty. He did
uot believe it was possible that any larg
of corn would be introdaced at any enally re
duced pr He felt that an alteration in the corn-
laws, and freedom of trade, would yet, and soon, be
triumphant. The advantages he anticipated from
that glteration were 10 be obtained by raising the
prices of food on the continent, in order that their
manufacturers wight not be able to compete with
ours, and that they might 88t be able to turn their
attention so exclusively tomanufaciures, If these
laws were abolished and the continental prices rai
sed, speculation would be renewed in English corn
and very greatly relieve the faniver in depressed
years.
