Article 6.—ft shall be the duty of each Church to send by its Messengers a 
letter to the Association, giving an account of its state, particularly of the ad­
dition and diminution within the last year ; and generally, of whatever relates 
to its peace and prosperity, together with the whole number of .members in 
communion. It shall also forward money for the printing of the Minutes.

Article 6.—When any Church shall desiie admittance into this body, app 
tion must be made by letter, and satisfactory evidence furnished of their I 
and order : this being done, and a vote of acceptance taken, the Moderator shall, 
on behalf of the Association, give to one of their Messengers (if ару he present) 
the right hand of fellowship.

Article 7.—When/a Church shall neglect to make any communication to the 
Association for three years successively, it shall be considered as having with­
drawn from us, anti shall be dropped from the Minutes, unless two or more 
members request its continuance, and shall engage to enquire into its standing, 
and report at the next meeting of the Association.

Article 8.—Although as an Association, wé disclaim all power over the 
Churches, so far as respects any interference with their independence and dis­
cipline, yet we deem it our privilege to judge for ourselves of the propriety of 
continuing any Church or Minister in our connexion, which to us shall appear 
to be unscriptural in principle, or irregular in practice. In order, however, that 
we may not withdraw our fellowship without sufficient reason, from any Church 
or Minister against whom a complaint is made by two members of this bodtiit 
shall be the duty of the Association to appoint a Committee to investigate the 
points of complaint, and report the result of their enquiries to the Association, 
that they may decide as duty shall appear.

Article 9.—Alterations and amendments may be made in this Constitution 
from time to time, such as experience may dictate.

AM ACT FOB TUB INCOBPOBATION OF CKBTAIN BODIES IN CONNECTION WITH 
THE EASTEBN AND WESTEBN BAPTIST ASSOCIATIONS. let

pciPassed 12IA April, 1866.

Whebeas certain persons are associated together in Ghorches consti­
tuting a religious community known as the Baptist Church, in connec­
tion with the Eastern and Western Beptist Association : And whereas 
sundry chapels and other buildings hare been erected, and lands pur­
chased or otherwise conveyed or held in trust for the use of such church­
es ip the several Counties of this Province, or for educational or other 
benevolent objects in connection therewith, and inconveniences hare 
been experienced in managing the same by Trustees, without being in­
corporated for that purpose

Be itilherefore enacted by the Lieutenant Governor, Legislative Coun­
cil, and Assembly, as follows

1. Every Board of Trustees of any Chapel or Seminary for education, 
and lahd and buildings held therewith', or held for the purpose of erect­
ing any Chapel or Seminary thereon for the use and benefit of any Bap­
tist church In connection with the Eastern and Western New Brunswick 
Baptist Association, or in connection with any Baptist Education, or 
other Society, to be hereafter chosen for any such purpose, and their 
successors, shall be a body corporate by the name of “ The Trustees of 
the Baptist Chapel,” or other property as the case may be, in the place 
in which the trust property may be situate, and by the: name shall 
have perpetual succession, power to sue and be sued, a common seal 
renewable at pleasure, power to hold and receive real and personal 
estate, and improve, sell, let, or assign the same or any part thereof, or 
any interest in or arising out of the same, and make bye-laws, and ex­
ercise such other powers as are conferred by law for the purpose of 
managing the temporal affairs of the said chapel, or other property for 
the benefit of the Church to which the same may belong, or the 
educational or other objects to which it may be devoted.

2. All Chapels or other property as aforesaid, held in trust as afore­
said in any part of the Province, shall be subject to the provisions of 
this Act whenever a Board of Trustees to manage the same shall be 
elected as hereinafter mentioned, and a conveyance thereof shall be 
made to the Corporation by the existing Trustees ; and the said Cor­
poration shall then hold the same for the purposes aforesaid with as 
good a title, legal and equitable, as such Trustees had at the time of 
the conveyance.

Of lhe Faith, Practice, and Covenant of the Church of Christ, 
composing the Eastern New Brunswick Baptist Association.
Article 1. We believe that there is but one only living and true God, 

who is a Spirit, in finite, eternal, and unchangeable in his being, wisdom, 
power, holiness, justice, goodness and truth: Deut. vi.

himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works, which is.,the only 
foundation.of salvation for lost and helpless sinners; and thereby the 
Ministers of the Lord are encouraged to preach the Gospel to every ra­
tional creature, because the purposes of God, and the infinite value, of 
Christ’s atonement, secure the increase and establishment of Christ's 
kingdom, so that the kingdoms of this world shall become the kingdom 
of our Lord and of his Christ ; and He shall reign for ever and ever.

That™ Bishop or Elder hath no more power to decide any case or 
controversy in the Church than any private brother, yet they, having 
superior gifts for teaching and ruling, ought to exercise and improve the 
same for the beneflt of the Church ; and the Church ought to be sub- 
jected to the gifts bestowed on the Minister from the Lord, while he is 
rightly administering in his place ; whose place it is to lead in the act­
ings of the Church, and to administer the ordinances of the Gospel, and 
devote himself to the work of teaching, warning, rebuking, and exhort­
ing the people publicly, and from house to house : Matt. xx. 26 2J ; 
1 Peter v. 8 ; Acts xx. 20-28, 81 ; Heb. xi*j. 17 ; 1 These, v. 12, IS.

6. That the Deacon's office or work is to take care of the poor, ana 
to have the oversight of the temporal affairs of the Church, and to min­
ister at the Lord's Table: Acts vi.

7. That every believer is commanded to be faithful, to improve every 
gift and talent which is bestowed on him ; in order to which, there ought 
to be such a Gospel freedom that the Church may know where every 
particular gift is, that it may be improved in its proper place, and to Us 
right end, viz., the glory of God and the good of his people ; and the 
Church ought to be subject to such improvements: 1 Peter iv. 10, it 
and v. 6 ; 1 Tim. iv.

The Church to communicate of their temporal 
worldly substance for his comfort and support, and that by an equality, 
as nearly as oan be ascertained, that one may not be burthened ana 
another eased. But this is not to be effected by force or compulsion, or 
by the sword of civil power ; but it is to be a free-will offering, agree­
ably to the Scriptures of truth; and every member deficient in this 
matter ought to be disciplined by Gospel rule, as for any breach of 
covenant, or neglect of performing Christian duty : Luke x. 7 ; Rom. 
XV. 27 ; 1 Cor. ix. ; Gal. vi. 6. л

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ih society, they must'see to it that they lire fitted for those positions. 
The uneducated must remain as they ever have been—the “ hewers 
of wood and drawers of water."

It must not be disguised, however, that we want each and every 
year money. Educational institutions in other countries arc liberally 
aided, and New Brunswick Baptists have tried the withholding 
system too long not to be satisfied that another course must be adopted 
if we are to advance. In the United States—that land of Colleges and 
Academies—our brethren are moving as they have never moved before, 
to place their Academies in the front rank, seeing that if their 
Colleges are Well filled by properly prepared students, they 
look well to the feedm. ’

The late Educational Convention in Brooklyn, N. Y., composed of 
the foremost men in our body, from all parts of the Union, giv 
weight to a subject that has been mooted several years—the raising 
of an endowment for the Seminary. The Watchman and Reflector, one 
of the leading Baptist papers in the United States, in commenting 
that Convention, says :—“ It is evident that in the view of our most 
“ distinguished educators all over the country, the Academy is the 
“great educational question of the day. As we provide for and 
“ perfect this, we provide for and perfect the whole system. As 
“Baptists, we are behind other denominations, and have already 
“suffered vast loss, both in our higher institutions of learning on the 
“ one hand, and in our Ministry and Laity on the other. Let us hasten 
“ to repair our loss. Let our men of wealth and far-reaching wisdom 
“come to our help. Let the Academy be well endowed, strongly 
“ manned, amply furnished, and have the very best curriculum." * * 
“ Our neglect, as Baptists, of the Academies has worked disastrously 
“ on the Universities."

A
destArticle 1. This Society shall be called the New Brunswick Bap­

tist Home Missionary Society.
Акт. 2,—The design of this Society shall he to promote the faithful 

preaching al the Gospel of Christ, and to spread Bible Christianity 
throughout the destitute (sections ot New Brunswick.

Art. 8.-—Any person may become a member of this Society, by con­
tributing $1 or upwards, annually to the funds. Thirty dollars paid 
at any one time shall constitute a life member ; and any person paying 
в sum, which, in addition to previous contributions, shall amount to 
one hundred dollars, shall be a Director for life ; and any Baptist Church 
°k or Auxiliary, which contributes annually to this Society,
shall be entitled to be represented by one delegate for every twenty 
dollars so contributed. , J

Art. 4.—The officers of this Society shall be a President, Vice-Presi- 
dents, a Corresponding Secretary, a Recording Secretary, a Treasurer, 
and an Auditor, who shall be annually appointed by the Society.

Art. o.—The Society shall appoint an Executive Committee, exclu­
sive of the officers above named, residing in the City of Saint John and 
its vicinity. The officers above named shall be members ex officio of 
the Executive Committee, seven of whom shall be a quorum at any 
meeting regularly convened. This Committee shall have power to call 
its own meetings, form its own rules of business, and fill any vacancies 
which may occur during the year, and convene special meetings of the 
Board and of the Society, shall appoint Missionaries, and instruct them 
as to their sphere of labors, shall expend the funds for the objects of 
the Society, providing that all amounts contributed for any specific 
object, shall, as far as possible, be faithfully applied in accordance with 
the wish of the donors; shall employ such agency or agencies for the 
collection of funds, and for all such purposes as the interests of the 
Society may demand, and shall make an annual report of their pro­
ceedings to the Society.

Art. 6.—Every Auxiliary Society, who shall agree to commit all its 
funds to the direction of the Society, shall be entitled to receive mission- 
ary labor, in such field, as it may designate, to an amount at least equal 
to its contributions ; provided such designation be made at the time of 
payment

?•* officers of Auxiliary Societies shall be ex officio Direc­
tors of this Society, and their members shall be members of this Society.

Art. 8.—The annual meeting of this Society shall be held at such 
time and place as shall be determined upon at a previous annual meeting.
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6.—When Missionaries are employed permanently, in case of thiir 
wishing to retire from the service of the Board, they muat give three 
months notice to that effect, and no Missionary shall change bis field of 
labor without consent of the Board.

6,—The Missionaries of this Board shall be amenable to the Board 
’ ь n [* tbful Per,ormance of their dotv as Christian Missionaries, and 

shall be liable to be dismissed at any time for dereliction of duty, or 
I??.®1™?C0B<*u0t> or *®r Presohing sentiments in opposition to 
God s Word.

REGULATIONS OF THE BOARD.
RtTie I,—There shall be a meeting of this Board for the transaction 

of business on the first Monday in every month.
^h® Recording Secretary shall keep a faithful record of the trans­

actions of the Board.
S>-The Corresponding Secretary shall prepare a faithful report 

annoellyj of the operations of the Society, which, if judged advisable 
sbadl be printed under the direction of the Society.

No man shall be employed by the Board who cannot furnish 
FStigfeetdry evidence of good moral and religious character, of conse­
cration under divine influence to the work of the Ministry, and of such 
mental attainments as shall enable hib, with the divine blessing, faith- 
fully and successfully to fulfil its responsible duties.

6.’—In case of wishing to dismiss a Missionary permanently employed, 
onaoeount of incompetency on his part to* fulfil the duties of bis calling, 
or on account of inability on the part of the Board to pày his salary, 
three months notice shall be given to such Missionary.
