THE NEW MARINE DEPOT.

Hon. Mr. Haxen has done well in securing a site on 
the West Side of the city for a marine depot and general 
repair shop. During the past few years the equipment of 
the marine department has been greatly increased in this 
section of the country. St. John had the honor of ha\ing 
the first steam fog alarm in the world. It was the inven­
tion of -Robert Foulis, a mechanic and engineer of great 
ability—a man who was well informed and highly practi­
cal in everything but money making. An effort was 
made to deprive him of the honor of his Invention which 
is now used all over the world. A complete record of the 
proceedings by whith Mr. Foulis proved himself the in- 

of the steam fog whistle is to be found in the 
official journals of the Legislature of New Brunswick. 
It is well that this official recognition of Mr. Foulis’ gift 
to the world has been preserved, for although It is not so 
many years since he died, there are but few people today 
who know that he ever lived.

Prior to the Invention of the fog whistle, belle and 
gongs were the only protection of the mariner in thick 
weather, and they were hardly dependable, as they could 
be heard only a short distance from shore. In navigating 
these days the coastwise mariner is scarcely ever out of 
the sound of a fog alarm in thick weather, and when the 
atmosphere is clear there is always more than one light 
in eight, and, as they all differ in material respects he is 
able at all fîmes to know the exact locality he is sailing

NEW CHI'S MET
Nothing could be more deeply sig­

nificant of the progress in the Flow 
ery Kingdom, says the Literary Di­
gest, than the determination of the 
new leaders to abolish the oMsys- 
tem of writing, which required the 
student to memorize no fewer than 
8,000 Ideograms, as a preliminary to 
the pursuit of written knowledge. For 
many years Chinese students, both 
men and women, have been admitted 
to the leading universities of the 
western world, and it is but natural 
that they should have contrastedk un­
favorably this cumbrous and labori­
ous method of preserving and Impart­
ing knowledge with the advantages 
offered by a phonetic alphabet. Con- 
sequetly steps were taken some time 
ago to construct such an alphabet 
and substitute it for the previous 
mode of writing. These steps are de­
scribed in La Revue (Paris) :

"The task was entrusted to e 
learned committee, composed of 
Chow-IIi-Chu the secretary of the Chi­
nese legation at Rome, the adjunct 
secretaries Wan and Chou, and the 
professor of Chinese and Japanese at 
the Schol of Oriental languages in 
Naples and one of the greatest pdy- 
gots In the world. These gentlemen 
have studied ail known alphabets and 
combined them to form one which 
shall represent every sound in the 
Chinese tongue. The alphabet adopt­
ed bv them consists of 42 characters, 
of which 23 are vowels end 19 are 
consonants.

•Of the vowels four are taken 
from the Greek, four from Russian, 
five from Latin, and one from Chi­
nese. Of the nine remaining vowels, 
two are modified or elongated signs, 
and seven are reversed Ideograms.

"Of the consonants, 14 are from La­
tin, three from Russian, and two from 
the Greek. With these It is possible 
to write all the words used in the 
vulgar tongue in any part of China.

"The Innovation has been received 
with enthusiasm, especially In the 
southern provinces, and it is believ­
ed it will be in general official use 
by the end of the year.”

New York. Nor. 26.—A twelve per­
cent. rate for call money, the high­
est since January 8, 1 Dio va used some 
unsettlement in stocks today. The 
advance was ascribed to a variety of 
causes. Including the worldwide tight­
ening of monetary conditions, the 
Balkan war and the strain upon do­
mestic reserves.

Some local banks called loans, but 
this move was not general. The high 
rate yielded slightly when one of the 
most prominent Institutions offered 
several millions at six per cent., In 
keeping with Its fixed policy, but 
when this supply was exhausted the 
quotation mounted again to the high 
figure. Before the close the rate again 
declined. Last week’s bank statement 
disclosed an excess of loans over de­
posits of almost $200,000,000 and this 
fact was taken Into account in today's 
flurry. The faHure of American bank­
ers to bid for any part of the South 
African gold received In London to­
day is thought to be the result of 
an understanding between local finan­
ciers and their European confreres.

London selling In this market was 
another factor which contributed to 
the depression of stocks. It was esti­
mated that Txmdon sold 25,000 to 30,- 
000 shares here and that 7,000 shares 
were sold on direct cable from the 
continent. The award of the arbitra­
tion board to the eastern railroad en­
gineers was reflected In the stock 
market, railroad shares being depres­
sed In the early part of the day to a 
more marked extent than the Indus­
trials. Later in the session when the 
flurry In money rates induced some 
liquidation, the whole list sold off and 
prices fell from 1 to 3 points below 
Saturday's close.

The bond market showed heaviness 
in sympathy with the pressure on 
stocks.

New York, Nov. 25.— There were a 
number of adverse news factors at 
work in today's stock market which 
stimulated bear operations and tend» 
ed to restrict fresh buying of securi­
ties. Among these may be mentioned 
the alarmist war news from abroad, 
the report of the engineers' wage 
scale commission which gave a mod­
erate Increase of pay, and higher 
money rates which aoproximated a 
mild stringency. As to the first named 
factor there is little doubt that a con­
siderable degree of uneasiness pre­
vailed upon European bourses and 
that a moderate volume s>f certain 
stocks were pressed for sale in this 
market from abroad. The tone of re­
liable advices, however, was not such 
as to indicate serious alaim upon for­
eign bourses. In fact they suggested 
that the unsettlement reflected mere­
ly cautionary selling in case present 
Plans of the powers for amicable set­
tlement of the Balkan disturbance 
should fail to materialize and this 
was regarded as a remote contingen­
cy. As to the increased engineers’ 
wage scale this was in line with all 
predictions and it’s unlikely that it 
will be made the basis for granting 
an increase of freight rates. Perhaps 
the chief adverse influence was the 
rise of call money to 12 per cent, in 
the late afternoon. This did not oc­
cur, however, until the bulk of the 
day's renewals had been effected at 
6 per cent. All things considered, the 
market gave a very good account of 
itself. Banking Interests would wel­
come a further period of relative dull­
ness until the money situation be­
comes normal but there is every indi­
cation that these Interests would 
lend active support to the market on 
any decline from the going level of 
prices.

The return 
tide from the West will begin reason­
ably soon, although big crops and car 
shortage may delay It somewhat be- 
yond the usual time.

$30,000,000 Increase in October agri­
cultural exports is significant of the 
enormous flow of our crops still to 
come and to be turned Into return 
money for this country. Our Stock 
Exchange securities are in great favor 
abroad, and aa soon as settlement 
•there is accomplished, the demand 
for them will press large.

The general business of the coun­
try shows no appreciable halt. And, 
in fact, the report of bank clearings 
shows increase In every part of the 
United States, Indicating continued 
growing activity.

The Steel Company is operating 95 
per cent, of Its capacity and booking 
tonnage far into 1913 at good profit. 
The equipment companies are full of 
orders and the needs of railroads in 
this direction are very great. The 
stocks of these companies must feel 
the benefit soon.

Discussion of* the tariff question 
has done great good, because it is 
becoming evident that only a few 
schedules will be affected, and the 
question of needed government rev­
enue will have always a deferring In- 
fluence on Congress—the hand that 
cuts but also needs the money and 
must not cut Itself.

Stocks are In strong hands, with the 
market In perfect control. Bear 
raids are thus far Ineffectual and 
prices remain Irregular, but not de­
pressed. The rise Is only deferred 
and Is quietly waiting for normal 
money conditions. Meantime bear 
traders may bring about temporary 
declines, but the operation is difficult.

Gleason, who was found dead In Oliv­
er Mallott's house, Milford, on Mon­
day 18th Inst, was brought to a close 
before Coroner Wm. Quinton In the 
Fair ville court house last evening.

After the coroner bed reviewed the 
evidence G. Earle Logan, who was 
present representing the crown, In 
answer to the Jury's question If the 
Mallette could be held on any charge 
for neglecting to summon a physi­
cian when they learned the Man was 
very 111, explained the law regarding 
the case, and said that, although the 
Mallette were very neglectful and 
morally liable, they could not be held 
criminally liable.

Policeman Stinson of FaJrville was 
recalled to the stand and testified 
that he had made enquiries since the 
previous bearing but had been unable 
to learn where Gleason obtained the 
liquor which had caused his death.

The Jury brought In a verdict to the 
effect that Peter Gleason came to his 
death by his own hand, the cause be­
ing acute alcoholic poisoning.
