The Grand 
Trunk Railway had been allowed to 
take $35,000,000 of the common stock 
of the Grand Trunk Pacific and had 
been allowed to build separate branch 
lines with no additional security.

The Grand Trunk Pacific would bo 
in a position to keep the western lines 
and refuse to accept the eastern ones 
which would mean that they could, di­
vert traffic southward at Port Arthur 
to American ports.

Mr. Middleboro < alculated that the 
road had cost $102,000 per mile, as 
compared with $38,000 per mile which 
was the cost of the Canadian Pacific 
Railway in 1886. "Take it any way 
you like and you will find yourself in 
this remarkable position, that you are 
building a transcontinental railway 
for the purpose of reducing freight 
rates and paying twice as much as 
was paid for the C. P. R.” said Mr.

Dealing with the first question, the 
speaker quoted Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s 
speeches In which he had represented 
this road as one which would reduce 
frleght rates. As to Its cost—this 
road which was now admitted even by 
the opposition to have cost $181,000,- 
000—Sir Wilfrid had time and again 
said it would be only $13,000,000, the 
interest on the cost of construction 
for the seven years when the Grand 
Trunk Pacific was not required to pay 
Interest on the line. As for the cost 
of the road Itself. Sir Wilfrid had said 
the money for It would be borrowed 
at three per cent, and the Grand 
Trunk Pacific would pay three per 
cent rental and in this way what the 
government gave with one hand it 
would take ba<'k with the other.

In Mr. Middlebro’s calculations, 
however, he explained that he Intend­
ed to use fpur per cent, since the In­
terest on loans made and the national 
debt for years past was about 4 1-10 
per cent. He then gave a caluclation 
to show what really had been given to 
the G.T.P. as a subsidy instead of the 
$13,000,000 to which Sir Wilfrid had 
referred, the figures being as follows:

Seven years interest at four per 
cent, compounded $56,867,000.

Seven years Interest on bonds on 
mountain sections $13,472,000.

For implementing G. T. P. bonds,
$10,000,000.

Difference bjWtween three per cent, 
paid by G.T.P. as rental and four per 
cent, paid by Canada for the money, 
capitalized, $45,900,000.

This gave a tptal of $125,000,000 in­
stead of $13,000,090, "a pure gift to 
this company which we will never get 
back, a gift of $76,000 per mile for a 
road we built ourselves."

I make the charge that one of the 
elements which has served to swell 
the cost of the railway .has been the 
manner in which the transcontinental 
commission called for tenders, con­
tinued Mr. Middleboro. He pointed 
out that under the act tenderers were 
required to deposit ten per cent, and 
such additional security up to thirty 
three per cent as the commissioners 
might demand. If the tenderer did 
not advance the extra security he was 
liable to forfeit deposit within ten 
days. In consequence of tills provis­
ion the commissioners were given ex­
traordinary powers over tho contrac­
tors and, moreover, only a few men 
in Canada could take contracts on 
such terms. He contrasted this with 
the policy adopted by the present gov­
ernment in calling for tenders for the 
new Welland Canal. Contractors for 
tliat work were asked to put up a 
definite deposit m About five per cent, 
of the contract price, the result that 
for the first section there were ten 
tenderers for the second seven and for 
th third and fourth, nine each. In the 
case of the Welland Canal there was 
competition for contracts. In the case 
of G. T. P. there was none.

The member for North Grey discuss 
ed the transaction by which M. P. 
and J. T. Davis received $740,000, or 
ten per cent, for assigning their con­
tract to M. J. O'Brien.

He argued that high prices for the 
work were allowed in the Davis con­
tract because the district was difficult 
of access.

The Davis brothers were allowed 
to hold a contract without doing any 
work under it until the progress on 
adjoining contracts provided means 
for bringing in supplies. Then they 
were able to dispose of the contract 
at a profit of $700,000, and Mr. O’Brien 
was able to make as much on that 
contract as on the easier adjoining

IThe housing survey planned Dy the 
Board of Trade and financed by the 
city was started yesterday. Two men 
are employed in the work, under the 
direct supervision of Dr. G. C. Melvin, 
medical health officer. They will cov­
er several blocks along Brussels 
street, gathering detailed Information 
In regard to the size and character of 
the buildings, the area available for 
yards, the condition of occupancy, the 
number of persons living In each 
house, the amount of air space for 
each, the nature of the ventilation, 
lighting facilities, sanitary arrange­
ments, etc.

Printed cards have been furnished 
the surveyors upon which they set 
down the information obtained In a 
form which will make It readily avail­
able for classification.

The recommendations of the Coro­
ner’s Jury which has been Investigat­
ing the causes of the Grand Union 
fire fatalities, as well as the address 
of the Coroner, Dr. Roberts, will be 
read with Interest by the general pub­
lic, and will doubtless receive the 
careful consideration of the public 
authorities. Some years ago the pre­
sent Provincial Government adopted 
an act providing for the protection ot 
life In hotels, and set about compel­
ling the equipment ot hotels through­
out the province with suitable Are es­
capes, and life ropes In sleeping cham­
bers. But it Is probable that this act, 
the first of its kind to be adopted by 
the province, does not meet all the 
requirements, and might be amended 
so as to cover a larger variety of con­
ditions and contingencies, 
the questions raised by Dr. Roberts 
will come under the Jurisdiction of 
the city authorities rather than of that 
of the Provincial Government.

With the growth ot the city, and the 
increasing complexity of the conditions 
in which people live the problem of 
protecting life becomes more compli­
cated, and will demand more consid­
eration on the part of the public auth­
orities than has been given to it in 
the past.

Judge should be paid a proper re­
muneration for his work, and that 
these additional means of adding to 
his stipend should not be permitted. 
I would ask the minister to take Into 
consideration an Increase of the re­
muneration not only of the County 
Court Judges of New Brunswick, but 
also of tho judge of Divorce apd Matri­
monial Causes."

There will be general agreement 
throughout the country that the sal­
aries of the judges are hardly suffi­
ciently large to meet the necessities 
and demands of their position. In the 
majority of cases gentlemen accept­
ing the appointment to the bench do 
so at a pecuniary sacrifice which they 
should not be called upon to make. 
Any effort in the direction of improv­
ing this condition should meet with 
aprpoval. The Department of Justice 
will take the whole matter into con­
sideration and make the best ar­
rangement possible.

That the high cost of living affects

1CANADIAN NORTHERN RAILWAY.
Diary of Events JThe affairs of the Canadian Northern ^ 

Railway Company have been much be­
fore the public for the past few days, 
as the direct result of an application 
made on their behalf for governmental 
assistance In the financing of their 
projects. While opinions on the wis­
dom of any plan of public aid differ, 
the main point to be considered now 
Is that the government is insisting that 
before aid of any character is granted, 
there shall be the most complete infor­
mation on the company's financial af­
fairs and the country shall be entire­
ly safeguarded.

It would appear as good logic that 
It the affairs of the Canadian Northern 
have become too big to be success­
fully handled through the financial re­
sources of the company behind ihat 
railway, this condition should receive 
prompt attention from the public. 
Many reasons have been advanced to 
show why the C. N. R. should now be 
in the position of an applicant for pub­
lic favor, and of these there is one 
which strikes directly back to the 
National Transcontinental Railway 
construction.

George Fleming Green, the Ameri­
can invèntor, w as a Canadian by birth, 
although practically his entire life was 
spent across the border. Born in Mon­
treal 82 years ago today, he was only 
seven weeks old when his parents left 
the Canadian metropolis and settled in 
the village of Chicago, arriving there 
shortly before the little frontier com­
munity was incorporated as a town. In 
In his twelfth year Green went to work 
In the shop of hk father, a cabinet 
maker, and he soon manifested his In­
ventive genius. He was still In his 
'teens when he perfected a number of 
minor inventions and realized suffici­
ent money from their sale to secure a 
better education, 
first wire and cord harvester-binder, 
but others reaped the reward. A den­
tist’s appliance operated by electricity, 
a cash-conveyancer for stores, and an 
Improved photographic shutter, were 
among his numerous other Inventions. 
He established a factory in Kalama­
zoo and this supplied financial re­
sources for carrying on his electrical 
experiments. The latter part of his 
life was largely devoted to perfecting 
an electric motor for operating street 
cars. Eventually be succeeded, but 
his motor was denied protection by the 
United States patent office. He car­
ried on the fight, and his claims were 
finally allowed by the courts, but he 
died shortly afterwards, at Kalamazoo, 
Mlc-h., in 1892. before reaping his re­
ward for his life-long struggles.

Hts superiors believed that 
Canada would fall an easy prey to an 
Invading army, and Hull was ordered 
to attempt the conquest With 2,000 
men he crossed the river, and Issued 
a proclamation promising the people 
relief -from "British tyranny and op­
pression," and threatening with In­
stant destruction" all Canadians who 
fought bèslde Indians. Hulls inra- 
slon served only to show M&J.-Gen sir 
Issae Brock, the breve and reeource- 
ful commander of Upper Canada, 
where the first blow was to he struck.

In August of 1812 Hull re­
alised the danger» of his situation, 
and returned to Detroit.

1 The final session of the court Inves­
tigating the deaths ot Alfred John­
ston and Jude LeBlanc, whose lives 
were lost in the Grand Union Hotel 
fire was held last evening with Cor­
oner W. F. Roberts presiding, when 
the jury retired to consider and weigh 
the evidence, and after two hours* de­
liberation submitted their verdict to 
the court in which they found that 
every reasonable effort was put forth 
to save the lives of the unfortunate 
victims, that the Johnston "boy had 
died of suffocation while trapped in 
the hotel and that Jude LeBlanc’s 
death had been caused by the Inhala­
tion erf flame and a weak heart 

The court opened shortly after eight 
o'clock with the Jury IL T. Hayes, 
foreman, Edward Bates, R. J. Walsh, 
W. H. White, James Lewis, F. S. 
Thomas and W. M. Wetmore present, 
and after being briefly addressed by 
the Coroner as to tho duty which be­
fell them as Jurors they retired with 
copies of the evidence submitted and 
the recommendations suggested by 
Coroner Roberts. The evidence was 
carefully and thoroughly taken up sec­
tion by section, and when the clock 
hand was nearing the hour of eleven 
they returned and Foreman Hayes 
submitted the verdict as the finding 
of the jury.

these individuals lost their lives; but 
if possible to derive, from the evi­
dence presented to you and what you 
have been able to observe as individ­
ual members of and collectively as a 
Jury—information that will morally 
persuade you to the bringing into life 
resolutions, that will make for the 
greater safety in the future erf the 
City of Saint John. Then will this 
jury have not labored in vain.

Important Enquiry
It has been many years since so im­

portant an inquiry has been before 
our people, not so much perhaps be­
cause of the death of two of our fel­
low citizens, while this is to be so 
sincerely regretted, but because of the 
fact that possibly one of them might 
have been saved had certain authori­
ties carried out the duties pertaining 
to their individual offices—and as we 
further glean (from the evidence pro­
duced, no doubt said duties would 
have been put in practice had the of­
ficials been thoroughly conversant 
with their duties. I feel, as Coroner, 
that the latter finding is a lamentable 
one, and, if this enquiry has done 
nothing more than divulge this sad

but perhaps ten, twenty, fifty or even 
one hundred at any time we will have 
served the interests of the public well 
—and further Mr. Foreman and Gen­
tlemen I think that indirectly as a 
result of this inquest other conditions 
have been brought to your notice 
which are only samples of very un­
fortunate ones existing freely, dealing 
with the lack ot safety and well-being 
of human lives, which It will be your 
duty to refer to in the form of recom­
mendations for its betterment

Who Wae Responsible?

A Exception is taken by- officials ot 
the Board Of Health to the reports 
which have been circulated regarding 
the plumbing bill, now before the 
legislature. In a Fredericton despatch 
to the Telegraph yesterday 
it was said tho feeling was that the 
bill aimed at the formation of a trust 
and would increase the cost of plumb­
ing, and oblige plumbers to buy their 
supplies from a member of the asso­
ciation or a merchant having the as­
sociation's approval.

A member of the Board of Health 
pointed out yesterday that the bill 
originated in the board itself, and that 
it was in line with legislation in force 
in practcally all cities in Canada and 
the United States of over 40,000 popu­
lation. "The act," he said, "provides 
for the creation of an examining board 
and the licencing of plumbers. Its 
object is solely to protect the public 
from Incompetent plumbers and poor 
workmanship. Now a master plumb­
er may put a gang of men to work, 
some of whom may not be competent 
plumbers, but the public may have 
to pay the price for the services of an 
incompetent man as for an expert. 
If this bill is adopted the competent 
man will get a licence,

ship they are paying for. Our in­
spectors have found many cases of 
improper repairs. Under the licencing 
system tho public can be sure of good 
workmanship, and the cost of plumb­
ing should be reduced.

The examination will Include ques­
tions upon the theory and art of 
plumbing, upon the plumbing regula­
tions of the province, and an ocular 
examination in the practice of the art 
of plumbing. The fee for such examin­
ation is to be $5 for each applicant;

No person unless holding a plumb­
er's license shall after the expiration 
of one month from the passing of 
this act work as a plumber or engage 
in the art of plumbing within the city 
and county of St. John without direct 
and immediate supervision, except 
that a person who has for three year; 
been in the mechanical work of the 
plumbing business may be deputed 
by his employer to perform minor 
work under his direction.

What government is there today 
which should not hold its head in 
shame if shown to be a party to or 
indifferent to a condition endangering 
the life or lives of the people.

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miles nearer the mouth of the Bay of 
Fundy than la St. John. The distance 
from Montreal to St. John tojr Canad­
ian Pacific Railway Is 483 miles. The 
distance from Montreal to Oak Bay, 
St. Stephen, by the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, is 438 miles, or thereby, and 
if in the future a branch line to con­
structed from Mattawamkeag to Oak 
Bay, this would shorten the total dis­
tance from Montreal to Oak Bay to 410 
miles. The river St Croix and Passa- 
maquoddy Bay Is comparatively well 
sheltered water, never closed by Ice 
and protected from the swell of the 
Bay of Fundy by numerous islands 
near the mouth, and as there is deep 
water right close in shore ttr-khe aides 
of the river and bay, practically no 
dredging whatever would be necessary 
to form a shipping channel. Leading 
lights for the guidance of shipping at 
night would of course have to be pro­
vided; probalbly some joint, agreement 
regarding cost of same could be made 
with the United States.

Assuming therefore that the river 
offers reasonably attractive facilities 
for shipping, the question arises as 
to what part of the river should be 
developed first; whether St. Andrews 
ought to be the terminal or some 
point further Inland, and I have no 
hesitation whatever In recommending 
that, because of Its geographical po­
sition as being the furthest point In­
land suitable for deep water navlgar 
tion. Oak Point overlooking Oak Bay 
should be selected as the terminus. 
Oak Bay is a magnificent site reached 
by a comparatively straight stretch 
of river nine miles further inland than 
St Andrews, wrlth ample room for 
swinging and excellent accommoda­
tion for the construction of terminal 
facilities, In addition to which there 
Is already the Town of St Stephen a 
short distance off with numerous In­
dustries, moderately large, and varied 
commercial activities, affording an 
absolutely certain considerable am­
ount of traffic the whole year round 
the moment accommodation is pro­
vided. The land at Oak Point slopes 
gently towards the river and bay and 
is all cleared and at present under 
grass. It Is not that St. Andrews 
does not afford many more excellent 
points suitable for deep water termi­
nals, but simply that by going further 
Inland, the rail^iaul is shortened and 
there already is considerable local 
business; nevertheless If It should be 
considered advisable to construct one 
or more wharves at St. Andrews, the 
side of the river from Joe’s Point up­
wards would be most suitable.

Recommendation
I therefore recommend with great 

confidence that wharf areas, railway 
terminals, roads and freight handling 
facilities In general, should be design­
ed on a comprehensive, practicable 
scale, and constructed by degrees at 
Oak Bay as may be necessary.

Outline of Proposed Works
I have shown on Plan 1 accompany­

ing this report the approximate rela­
tive position of the proposed terminal 
to the surrounding towns, and the 
railway connections. Complete sur 
veys are now in course of being made 
and borings are being taken to ascer­
tain the nature of the strata at Oak 
Bay, and should this report meet with 
your approval, detailed plans and es­
timates of cost will be prepared.

Approximate Estimated Cost
To commence with, I would not rec­

ommend that more than three steam 
ship berths should be provided, say 
probably about 1,800 Lin. feet of 
wharfage along the shore, having for­
ty feet of depth at low water; this 
shore wharfage could be extended as

Coal to the extent of from 60,000 to 
76,000 tons per annum.

In addition to which there 
sMerable local output In agricultural 
products, chiefly potatoes, this amount­
ing to about 40,000 tons annually.

A 
very large and most modernly equip­
ped sardine canning plant is located 
near the town, but is unfortunately 
closed at present; It Is hoped, how­
ever, that It will soon be reopened. 
I am Informed that the locality ad­
jacent to St. Andrews abounds In 
black and red granite, but this Indus­
try has not yet been developed. Brief­
ly, St. Andrews Is at present a resi­
dential summer resort with practical­
ly little or no Industry.

Town of Woodland, Maine.
The town of Woodland, close to St. 

Stephen, has a population of about 
2,000 and has extensive paper mills, 
known as the St. Oroix Paper Com­
pany, with an output of about 60,000 
tons finished paper per annum.

City of Calais, Maine.
The city of Calais is within about 

two hundred yards of the town of St. 
Stephen, being directly opposite on 
the other side of the river end con­
nected by a bridge and a tramway. It 
has a population of about 7,000 and Is 
the seat of the chief lumber Industry 
on the St. Croix river. It has also two 
shoe factories and is the eastern ter­
minus of the Maine Central Railway, 
which company has also quite exten­
sive machine shops there.

Hydro Electric Power.

There is considerable undeveloped 
hydro electric power in the vicinity of 
St. Stephen. The St. Croix river has 
a water shed of over 2,000 square miles 
and has a very large percentage of 
lake surface, so that from Its physical 
condition the rainfall is somewhat con­
trolled and runs off gradually. The St. 
Croix Paper Company 
developed some 10,000 
land and are 
9,000 H.P. at 
further up the river, and there Is still 
a vast amount of power on the Can­
adian side undeveloped at Milltown 
upper and lower dams. This power 
could be utilized for operating an elec­
tric railway or tramway between St

Having been honored with Instruc­
tions from you to examine Into and 
report on the St Croix River, in 
Charlotte county, New Brunswick, 
with a view as to its suitability or 
otherwise for a new deep water har­
bor which would be open all the year 
round for the largest class of mer­
chant shipping, I beg respectfully to 
submit the following:

On 29th November, 1913, I left the 
Port of St John, N. B., by tug boat 
and steamed down the Bay of Fundy 
to the estuary of the St Croix River, 
proceeding by way of Head Harbor 
Passage, an opening between Campo 
bello Island and Deer Island and dis­
tant some fifty miles from St. John. 
The River St. Croix forms the inter­
national bpundary between the State 
ctf Maine, U. S. A., and the Province 
of New Brunswick, Canada. Having 
examined the entrance I continued up 
the river, passing the Town of East- 
port Maine, on the left till the Town 
of St. Andrews, about fifteen miles 
from the mouth of the river, was 
reached. I examined the approaches 
to the Port of St. Andrews and possi­
ble development from Passamaquoddy 
Bay, and landing, examined the fore 
shore, after which I proceeded nine 
miles further up the river to Oak 
Point the head of deep water naviga­
tion and situated about five miles 
south east of the Town of St Stephen. 
I carefully examined the headland of 
Oak Point and The Ledge, as well as 
the Canadian side of the river, and 
later again visited the Port of St. An­
drews also making myself conversant 
with railway faculties In the vicinity 
of St. Stephen and St. Andrews and 
the feasibility or otherwise of extend­
ing the railways with a view to the 
construction of railway terminals 
alongside deep water wharves. I vis­
ited the principal industries in the vi­
cinity of St. Stephen within a radius 
of about ten miles and inquired into 
the amount of present traffic, the 
existing conditions for handling 
same, and the reasonable probabilities 
for future development.

I again visited the river and vicini­
ty on 23rd and 24th February, 1914, 
and after exceptionally severe weath­
er and found the river quite open for 
navigation. Thin Ice had formed over 
It between Oak Point and St. Stephen, 
but a tug boat passed up without any 
difficulty whatever.

The St. Croix River is navigable for 

the largest class of vessels for about 
twenty-five miles in a northerly di­
rection from Campobello Island and 
the Bay of Fundy. It its narrowest 
Part between Deer Point and Dog Is­
land, near Eastport, the river is about 
2,600 teet wide and it has an average 
approximate depth at low water the I 
whole way up to Oak Point varying 
from about forty feet to 350 feet. For 
about eight miles of their course, v 
sels would pass through Pasamaquod- 
dy Bay, which Is approximately about 
twelve miles long and six miles wide 
and which, having deep water, would 
aflord magnificent anchorage if desir­
ed. The river and bay are at all sea­
sons of the year free from ice, but 
there is a variation in the tide of 
about twenty-four feet between high 
and low water. The approach for 
vessels entering the St Croix River 
from the Bay of Fundy would be flrom 
Grand Manan Channel between Grand 
Manan Island and Campobello Island, 
thence by Head Harbor Passage, and 
I understand the Grand Manan or 
North Channel, Is looked upon more 
favorably by navigators than Is the 
channel to the south of Grand Ma­
nan Island.

The heaviest storms in the Bay of 
Fundy are generally from the South 
East, so that as soon as a vessel 
rounded Head Harbor Point, she 
would be perfectly protected. The cur­
rent of the river Is most rapid for a 
short distance between Deer Point 
and Dog Island, where it varies from 
two to five knots, and there is a 
curve just off the town of Eastport. 
The radius of the curve would be ap­
proximately about one mile and a 
quarter, but the navigable part of 
the river or roadstead at that place 
Is about 2400 
rent is comparatively small. It was 
principally on account of this curve 
that I desired an opinion from a 
navigator’s point of view but the 
three captains who accompanied me 
on my second visit of Inspection, un­
hesitatingly assured me that it did 
not present any difficulty owing to 
the great width, and that It compar­
ed very favorably with several cur­
ves In the St. Lawrence Ship Chan­
nel.

Although professional soccer attracts 
such big crowds, the players receive 
payment that could hardly be dignified 
by the name of salary, ar-1 is less than 
the wages of a skilled laborer on this 
side of the Atlantic. A minor league 
baseball player in the backwoods 
league would turn up his nose if offer­
ed such a sum as Is received by a 
soccer star in England, while a major 
league player wouldn't find it suffici­
ent for cigarette money. With the ex­
ception of a few luminaries that could 
be counted on the fingers of a one- 
armed man, no professional soccer 

yer in England gets over $18 In his 
weekly pay envelope. Even that mu­
nificent sum Is given only to players 
of unusual ability, the rank and file 
getting $16 a week.

In spite of the vast sums that pass 
through the box office window, and the 
mere pittance that goes to the players, 
the soccer magnates of England loud­
ly insist that there isn’t any money In 
football, and pose as philanthropists 
who carry on the game for the love of 
sport. That, at least, has a familiar 
ring. There seems to be a crying 
need for a federal league in England, 
to shake things up, and give the poor 
player a chance to start a bank ac-

Professional soccer, which Is to Eng­
lish fans what professional ball Is to 
Americans, Is now reaching the excit­
ing tage. with the semi-final scheduled 
for day after tomorrow. Soccer foot­
ball contests in John Bull's Island 
often attract crowds that make the 
"tremendous concourse of humanity"

• 6 The new sewer, which Is being con 
structed in order to divert the sew­
age from the Marble Cove, should 
prove & great benefit to the northern 
part of the city. Up to the preant the 
sewage from practically the whole 
section of the city west of Douglas 
avenue and south of Victoria street 
has been deposited in the Marble 
Cove, and from a sanitary point of 
view has been very unsatisfactory. The 
water in the cove Is very shallow and 
at low tide the flats are left bare. 
Much of the material carried down 
by the sowers was left exposed be­
tween tides ahd this was said to be 
liable to affect the health of people 
living In that vicinity.

The new arrangements of the Board 
oB Health whereby all houses were 
compelled to have proper sewerage 
connections tended to Increase the 
amount of filth deposited in the Mar­
ble Cove and people residing near this 
body of water have long been agitat­
ing for the continuation of the sewer 
to the main channel of the river.

1,900 Feet Long
Arrangeront» for the construction 

of the main trunk sewer were com­
pleted! last summer and the work of 
excavation was started early In the 
new year. The new stretch of sewer 
will be about 1,900 feet in length and 
will be of concrete construction with 
brick lining. The Inside diameter of 
the tube will be thirty inches. The 
line will tap the present main In the 
field at the rear of the St. John Rail­
way Company’s car barns and will cut 
across the side of the hill above the 
St John Power Boat Club house and 
then will follow the shore to a point 
in the channel of the main river at 
Rowan’s wharf. The Boyd’s field sew­
er which was one of the problems of 
former councils, Will enter the new 
trunk.

In several places the trench Is <mt 
through solid rock to a depth of tw^fr 
ty feet but the greater part of the line 
runs through earth. The new sewer 
will care for all the sewage that now 
empties Into the Marble Cove, and will 
serve Douglas avenue, Victoria, Met­
calfe, Clarendon, Albert, Durham, 
Douglas. Kennedy, Cedar. Main and 
Harvey streets.

'ourse there was some excitement 
during the big forest fire which swept 
that region some time ago, but for­
tunately it turned out that the first 
reports about the loss of life were 
grossly exaggerated.

“Nobody can tell Just what kind of 
proposition the Porcupine district will 
prove. At the present time there are 
two companies carrying on mining op­
erations on an extensive scale. These 
are the Hollinger and Dome. The Hol- 
llnger has been paying big profits from 
the start, and perhaps you know that 
a St. John man, Mr. Alexander Globe, 
is the manager. He went to South 
Africa with one of the Canadian con­
tingents, and after the war got Into 
the mining game there with the De- 
Beer’s people. Later he came to On­
tario, and has been manager of the 
Hollinger mines.

"It Is all quartz mining in the Por­
cupine. A good deal of prospecting'is 
still going on, and there. Is a vast area 
which has not yet been explored. The 
gold Is there In some places in heavy 
veins, but whether the camp will be 
a permanent one nobody knows. There 
is no such doubt about the Cobalt; 
that Is the greatest nickel and silver 
camp In the world, and mining opera­
tions can be carried on indefinitely.”

Mr. Adams has a number of Interest­
ing stories to tell about the luck of 
some of the men who have made big 
fortunes in Cobalt and the Porcupine.

Department of Water and 
Sewerage Preparing for 
Easy Season—Eight Inch 
Pipes.r Start will be Made Within 

the Next Few Weeks — 
Will Increase Efficiency 
of Mains.

As soon as the weather permits, the 
department of water and sewerage will 
continue the work of renewing water 
mains in many of the streets. No pipe 
smaller than eight Inches will be used 
and this is expected to make quite a 
difference in the volume of water 
available.

When the water system was first 
Introduced here mains as small as two 
Inches were used, but It has been 
found that many of these were almost 
completely filled up by corrosion and 
amount of water trickling through the 
aperture was scanty Indeed. During 
last summer, when renewals were be­
ing made, it was found that several 
four inch pipes were practically closed 
and of no use as a means of carrying 
water. The s 
tlcularly comm

Within the next few weeks a start 
will be made In the work of cleaning 
the big water mains that carry the 
city’s supply from the source to the 
distributing valves at Marsh Bridge. 
It Is expected that when the pipes 
are cleared of all accumulations caus­
ed by corrosion that the supply at the 
Marsh Bridge will be greatly Increased

In order to Insert the cleaning ap­
paratus in the pipes manholes will be 
necessary, and these will be cut at 
various places, and will be so arrang­
ed that they will always be available 
for cleaning purposes.

The apparatus for cleaning the pipes 
has the general appearance of two 
railway car wheels on an axle, with 
a rotary plow arrangement ahead. 
The contrivance passes through the 
pipes end on, and the apparatus Is 
capable of being expanded or con­
tracted to fit different sized pipes.

In order to place the machine In 
the water is shut off and the 
cover removed. After the 

cleaner Is In place and the cover 
placed in position the water is turned 
on and the force of the stream forces 
the cleaner along. Should the appa­
ratus become stalled all that Is neces­
sary Is to open up the pipe and give 
it another start.

It Is expected that several weeks 
will be necessary for the thorough 
cleaning of the mains, but there will 
be no noticeable reduction of the wat­
er supply while the work Is under
