This
order in council 1z in the printer's
hands and will be ready for general
distribution wthin & few days, Un-
der the new regulations the war ser-
vice gratulty is payable acconding to
length of service. There are two
scales, one, the higher, for those who
have served overseas, which includes
Great Britain, and the other, lower,
for those whose service has been con-
fined to Caneda.

-uity for those soldiers whose service
has been in part overseas is six
months. “The minimum, for those
whose service has been entirely in
Canada, is three months. All soldlers
@fscharged on or after November 11,
1918, will be eéntitled to the benefits
of this order in council, according to
their class, provided they are not dis-
qualited by misconduoct, ete. The regu-
lations are retroactive beyond the
11th of November, fnsofar as any sol-

For instance, a married man whose
wife was recelving separation allow-
ance willl be enttled to receive $600
in all, if he has been on active service
for three years or over, any part of
which service was at the front in an
actual theatre of war.
A proportion of the gratulty equal
to separstion allowance, namely $30
per month in the case of a private,
would be pald direct to the wife. A
soldier, without such dependents,
would be entitled to receive in all
$420, 1 he had been on active service
for three years or over, any part of
which service was at the front in an
actual theatre of war. The gratuity
would be payable in the above cases
in six monthly instalments, the first
payment to be made on date of .dis-
charge.

Aside from Heaviness of Lib-
erty Group Bond Market
Lacked Features.

New York, Dec. 27.—Covering of
short contracts was a factor of consid-
erable importance in today’s stock
market, prices in general recovering
at the first signs of support, though
manifesting some irregularity on ‘pro-
fit-taking towards the close. Among
the few conspicuous exceptions to the
better trend were St. Paul common
and preferred, some of the secondary
coalers, and several of the other rails,
whose rental or contractual relations
with the government are yet to be de-
finitely determined.
Far more active, relatively, than
stock was the bond market, the turn-
over in that quarter aggregating prob-
ably the largest total of any session
this year.
