Ottawa, July 6.—According to a state-
ment made by Hon. G. P. Graham, to-
night, he expects the Transcontinental to
be fully completed by December 1, 1911,
while the cost he now estimates at $63,-
437 a mile, not including allowance for
interest for the 1804 miles between Mone-
ton and Winnipeg. |

The cost of terminals at Moncton 1s
placed at $97,000 and the Quebec 'termirr
ale is placed at $2,000,000.

In regard to cost of re-building the Ql:le-
bec bridge the minister furnished no In-
formation.

By a-greerhent of March 1, 1907, be-
tween C. N R and G. T. P. and the
government, the value of N R.llanqs
at Winnipeg, where the union station is
to be built was placed at $2,625,000 upon
which the G. T. P. and the government

are to pay equal shares, one half. This

includes grading, leveling and filling, as
at. date of agreement, but does not in-
clude buildings, fistures, tracks, etc. For
these which the C. N. R. undertakes to
construct and supply. The G. T. P. and
the government are to pay in equal

Georglan Bay Canal Report.

The report of the Georgian Bay and
Ottawa River Canal Survey was present-
ed to Parliament Saturday.

The route from the mouth of the French
River, on Georgian B"ay. to Montreal, via
the Ottawa River, Mattawa River and
French River, is 440 miles. Of this about
410 mil=s is river and lake navigation, and
only thirty miles actual canal. There are
two entrances to- Montreal proposed—one
through Lake St. Louis and St. Anne Jde
Bellevue, the other by the Back River or|
Riviere des Prairies, to the north of the|
Ieland of Montreal. The estimated cost

by the Lake St. Louis and Ste Anne de
Bellevue entrance for a twenty-two foot
rhanne] is about $100,000,000. For the
Riviere des Prairies entrance, the cost
would be somewhere about $94,000,000.
The engineers estimate that the canal
would be open for traffic for 200 days in
the year. With locks 600 feet in length,
and a depth of twenty-two feet, the canal
would afford communication between
Montreal and the lakes to the very largz-

.| est vessels now on the great lakes. It s

estimated that a hundred million horse-
power would be developed.

The survgy provides for the construction
of storage reservoirs for the epring flood
waters of the basins on watersheds tribu-
tary to the French and Ottawa Rivers,
both to maintain throughout -the summer
depth of water for purposes of navigation.

POISONER OF DOCTOR,

Claim They Have the Right Man{

Philadelphia, July 6.—Under suspicion
of knowing something of the case of Dr.
William H. Wilson, of this city, who died
June 26, after drinking poisoned ale, Fred-
erick Gies, Jr., a foreman in a well known
publishing house in Philadelphia, who was
taken to police headquarters last night,
was given a thorough examination today
by the detectives who are investigating

cused of having caused Dr. Wilson’s death,
but the police say he answers so closely
the description of the man wanted, that
they were compelled to detain him.

After a preliminary examination of Ges
at midnight last night, Superintendent of
Police Taylor said, “While the case against
Gies is circumstantial, I am quite esure
he knows all about the matter, although
he denies all knowledge of it. As a re-
sult of information we have received, I
can say that another arrest, that of a
doctor, will be made as soon as we can
find him. We will also have here the
suspect, Frederick Buckman, the express
agent, who received the package of poi-
soned ale sent to Dr. Wilson and the Key-
stone Type Foundry employe who sold the
letter “S” to the man who prepared the
poisoned ale. Then we shall see how
strong the links in our chain really are.”

CHICAGD BALLOON
BACE CONTESTANT
REACHES QUEBEC

Thunderstorm Brought It to Earth
Suddenly After 1,000 Miles Journey.

(Special to The Telegraph.)

Montreal, July 6.—After traversing near-
ly 1,000 miles of ether between Chicago
and the eastern township of Quebec, Dr.
‘Fielding, of San Antonio, Texas, in his
balloon, the “Fearless,” encountered a real
Canadian thunderstorm at Shefford this
afternoon, and his gas bag came to earth
in such a hurry that after being dragged
over fences and other obstructions the
crew were finally depoeited breathless but
unhurt in a pond. Incidentally Dr. Field-
ing is convinced that he has won the prize
for long distance aeronautic work in the
race, which started from Chicago on Sat-
urday, the “Glorious Fourth.”

Dr. Fielding was accompanied on his
long journey through space by Captain
Honeywell, an experienced aeronaut, who
took charge of the balloon. It was Dr.
Fielding’s first experience at {ong-distance
ballooning, and on reaching Montreal this
evening he expressed himself as more than
delighted with his novel experiences.

For a long time during their trip from
Chicago the occupants of the balloon had

‘little idea where they were going, but Dr.

Fielding knows the St. Lawrence Valley
well, and tried tn'gnt his balloon towards
Montreal. In this they failed, owing to
the circular thunderstorm winds they ran
into, which carried their balloon over
towards Shefford, where the storm broke
on meeting a current of cold air, and the
balloon was sent to the ground much
faster than its occupants desired.

LOOKS LIKE BRYAN
ON FIRST BALLOT

Scattering Opposition Cannot
Agree on a Candi-
date

MURPHY SILENT

Tammany Leader Will Not Commit
His Delegates; Waiting to See How
the Game is Going; Open Fight for
Vice-President; McCarren Turned
Down,

Denver, Col., July 6.—Above the hub-
bub of this last strenuous day before the
Democratic national convention, these
main developments of the day stand out
prominently: |

The wave of Bryan sentiment has in-
creased to apparently overwhelming and
irresistible 'proportions, and the nomina-
tion of the Nebraskan seems now assured
beyond any reasonable doubt, unless
some unlooked-for reversal of present con-
ditions occurs.

All efforts to unite on a vice-presiden-
tial candidate have proven futile and the
convention will begin its deliberations to-
morrow with the contest for second place
wide open. A majority of the Pennsyl-
vania delegation in caucus named Colonel
James Guffey as national committeeman
in open defiance of Mr. Bryan’s demand
for his displacement and on the heels of
Guffey’s stinging public arraignment of
Bryan as a “hypocrite, ingrate and falsi-
fier.” A minority of the Pennsylvania
delegation held a rump caucus which
sought to depose Guffey from leadership
and install James Kerr, a Bryan man, a3
Pennsylvania leader.

The New York delegation appointed a
committee of ten to draft a platform and
named Judge Alton B. Parker, the Demo-
cratic standard-bearer of 1904, as the New
York representative on the platform com-
mittee. The New York caucus was silent
on the presidential and vice-presidentiil
situation and New York still fails to
show her colors.

The Democratic national committee held
its first meeting to consider contests,
which resulted in the dismissatof “Sena-
tor MecCarren’s New York contests and,
the seating 'of Roger Sullivan’s Illinois
dElegates.

The foregoing are only the main features
of an eventful day—a day marked by the
culmination of that noisy demonstration
which ushers in a national convention,
with delegations and their hosts of fol-
lowers pouring into town, with bands and
marching clubs wvieing in turbulent de-
monstration and with streets and hotel
lobbies filled with surging crowds. Amid
all this confusion, the men of action have
worked ' unceasingly. Most of the states
effected their organization, electing mem-

bers of the committees which will serve
tomorrow.

Tide Strong for Bryan.

Aside from the many private confer-
ences over candidates and platforms, the
day has been one of preparation and busi-
ness detail for the coming assemblage.
The arrivals during the day and the night
hawve practically completed the roster of
state ‘delegations and have gained an idea
of the aggregate strength commanded by
the Bryan forces. There has been one
continuous swelling of the Bryan strength
with only scattering accessions for ather
candidates, This has become so appar-
ent that the nomination of Bryan eeems
assured, not only by the required two-
thirds vote of the convention but by
practically a unanimous vote, except that
of Minnesota and Delaware, whose repre-
sentatives still insist they will be stead-
fast to the end to their favorite sons,
and scattering - anti-Bryan votes from
Georgia, New York, Pennsylvania, Maine
and ecveral other localities, a scattered]
opposition, dwarfed by the magnitude of
Mr. Bryan’s total. While this seteady
tide of Bryan strength lLas been setting in,
the allied opposition have been looking
intently but vainly toward New York,
for it has been recognized that Chief
Murphy, the political genius of the dele-
gation held a key which might unloose a
movement of genuine force against the
Nebraskan. With New York taking the
lead and throwing its 78 votes against
him, Guffey and his Pennsylvania cohorts
would have followed suit; Georgia was
wavering and- likely to turn a block of
southern strength away from Bryan, and
this, with the organized strength of John-
son and Gray, might have given vitality
to the allied opposition. But all theee
reckonings have come to naught becausé
of New York's persistent silence. Mr.
Murphy ‘is aeither for Bryan or against
him, and with this leaderless, aimless po-
sition, the allied opposition has crumbled
to pieces. If Murphy has waited for
gomeone else to take the lead, as is gen-
erally believed, he will have the satisfac-
tion of going back to New York with the
declaration that it would have been lack-
ing in political sagacity for New York to
act against Bryan until the aggregate
strength of the opposition was demons-
trated to be.sufficient to defecat him.

ON THE NORTH POLE?

Explorer Peary All Ready Except Getting

Roosevelt’s

Blessing.

After Luncheon With the

President an Inspection

of the Vessel Will be Made, and a Start Made To-
Wards Frozen North---Confidence Reigns Among All

Hands That Mission Will

‘be Successful.

New York, July 6.—With the Peary
Arctic Club pennant fluttering from her
main truck and flying the Stars and
Stripes at her mizzen, the Arctic explora-
tior steamer Roosevelt, left her pier at
East 24th street today, carrying Comman-
der Robert E. Peary who is to head an-
other expedition in quest of the North
Pole.

The Roosevelt will head for Sydney, C.
B., where she will stop to take on coal.

Before the ship left, Commander Peary
expressed the hope of reaching the North-
ern goal before his return. “I have done
too much work in the Arctic regions,”
he said, “to believe that I can make the
Pole without strenuous work. I am not
foolish enough to say that I am going to
do or die, but I am certainly going to
put into this. trip every bit of energy—
mental, moral and physical—that I have
in order to succeed in my undertaking.

“lI know my path will be hedged in by
many trials and undoubtedly many disap-
pointments, but: I feel confident as my
ship leaves New York today, that if I do
not reach the Pole itself, at least I will
carry the American flag further north
than it has been carried by any previous
explorer. Unless unforseen circumstances
intervene within the next year, I hope
to plant the Stars and Stripes at the
Pole.” .

As the Rooeevelt swung out into the
East River, a few minutes after one o’-
clock, a crowd on the pier cheered good-
bye while the whistles of the river craft
joined in the farewell.

On board the Roosevelt, in addition to
Commandeér Peary, Mrs. Peary and their
children, Marie and Robert E., Jr., were
a number of members of the Peary Arc-

tic Club, including its president, 'Chomas
D. Hubbard; vice-president Zenas Crane,
and Herbert I. Bridgeman, setretarg,
sceveral members of the Explorers Club
and personal friends of Commandar Peary.

Commander and Mrs. Peary will lunch
with President and Mrs. Roosevelt to-
morrow at Oyster Bay. After the lunche
eon, President Roosevelt will go aboard
the ship bearing his name to inspect her
and to bid her commander and crew God-
speed on the journey. Peary will return
to New York and will join his ship at
Sydney, C. B.

Among those who wi]l go as assistants
to Peary, are Donald McMillan, of Maine,
a graduate of Bowdoin College;” Dr. J.
W. Kensall, of New Kensington, Pa., the
surgeon of the party, and Professor Ross
G. Marvin, a professor at Cornell Uni-
versity, Mr. Marvin was with Peary on
his last expedition.

The Daughters of the Revolution pre-
sented to Commander Peary a peace flag,
with the request that he carry it with
him to the Pole as “a shield and buckler
against all disaster.”

Captain Bartlett, Peary's sailing mast-
er, said that the Roosevelt would be at
90 degrees in August. “We will pick our
collier at Sydmey, and put on life-boats
and some extra rigging,” he said.

However, they kept the cou-
stables covered and, seeing it was im-
possible to disarm the fanatics without
bloodshed and danger to the women, the
constables returned and wired to Regina
for reinforcements, which will be on the
ground tomorrow when they will doubt-
less be overpowered and disarmed.

Report Now That Prominent Men Are |
Mixed Up in Flewelling Shortage—
Officials Reticent.

Rumors- have been in circulation in Fred-
ericton and St. John that the shortage in ;
the moneys of that department charged in i
the account of the late Mr. Flewelling to- |
tal some $21,000; that of this amount a
member of a former government is eaid '
to have had dealings to the extent of a
good many tholsands, and that another
thousand dollars or thereabouts was un- |
accounted for through the game commis- |
sioner’s office. It appears, if rumor be |
correct, and the public will know in a few
days by the . special auditor’s report,
whether it is or not, that a member of a
former government was in the habit of
making drafts for large amounts upon
some lumbermen who were supporters of -
that government; that these drafts were
accepted and when they fell due were'
paid from the public moneys kept in the
bank in the name of the late Mr. Flewell-
ing. It is further said that the amounts
thus manipulated from the public moneys
total somewhere in the vicinity of $13,-

-1000. The remaining $7,000 which appears

as a shortage, seems to have been all or
nearly all which can be properly charged
as a shortage to Mr. Flewelling himself.
The public will await the offi¢ial report
with some interest.

Officials Reticent.

Fredericton, N. B., July 38 (Special).—

THE C. P. R. AND HALIFAX
The public is entitled to more definite

kpowledge than it now has concerning
the proposal whereby the C. P. R. is to

obtain the right to run its own trains
over the Intercolonial from St. John to
Halifax.

* Halifax harbor is in many respects, one
of the best in the world. The people of
Halifax are entitled to, and in time will
receive, any advantages which may arise
from the value of their harbor because it
is the Atlantic port nearest Liverpool.
Just how much that fact counts for in
transportation is mot yet clear. St. John
thinks much of the advantage is has in
being nearer the West, and so affording
the short rail haul which is the basis of
cheap transportation. St. John is farther
from Liverpool than Halifax, but water
carriage iz cheap and the difference in
distance is not serious. It is noteworthy

in this-conmection that passengers bound
for the West from Britain do not leave
the steamers which touch at Halifax, but
as a rule come on to St. John and take
the train from here. Both ports
bound to have a great future. If each
gets the traffic to which it is legitimately
entitled and politicians are content to let
it go at that, there will be no room for
well founded complaint. National trans-
portation is too big an issue to be modi-
fied by the aims and ambitions of any
particular port—if the laws of transpor-
tation are not temporarily suspended on
account of political considerations.

With these general principles in mind
some attention may be given to the C.
P. R.’s alleged desire for running rights
over the Intercolonial. First let us re-
call that when Sir Thomas Shaughnesey
passed through St. John on his way to
Britain a few months ago he impressed,
upon those who interviewed him his con-
viction that St. John should urge upon
all concerned the wisdom of permitting:
the C. P. R. to cut out the Halifax call|
and bring its steamers direct from Liver- |
pool to St. John, and take them direct;
from St. John to Liverpool. Time and|
again. during the winter months the C.
P. R. management sent out press de-
spatches showing how much delay—wholly
unnecessary—resulted from the call at
Halifax. The general burden of the C.
P. R. complaints was that there existed
no good excuse for compelling the steam-
ers to go to both ports so long as the ob-
jects for which the subsidy is given could |
be served by coming to St. John only.
Sir Thomas, in his emphatic statement,
merely reiterated what had been said on|
behalf of his company again and again,
but in saying what he did he made it
.appear that the desire to avoid Halifax,
and so save time and money, was a setfl
tled conviction reached after long exper-!
ience and due consideration.

voters—eaying where they shall vote, but
having no power to decide who shall or
shall not vote. The principle of provin-
cial control and the secrecy of the ballot
are guarded, thanks to the opposition.
The government saw that it could not
afford to stick to Mr. Aylesworth’s pro-
gramme, and the Minister of Justice was
yesterday compelled to rise in his place
and announce the terms of surrender.

Not long ago the Manitoba Free Press
was telling Sir Wilfrid that he should
resort to the closure and jam the whole
Aylesworth measure through. In this
Mr. Sifton's organ was thought to repre-
sent the Western Liberals. The threat
was not effective. The making of it, and
its failure, will not improve the relations
between the Premier and his followers m
the West.

FERNOW ON FOREST POLICY

In an address to the Nova Scotia Lum-
bermen’s Association on July 1, in which
he discusses “A Forest Policy for Canada,”
Dr. B. E. Fernow, Dean of the Faculty
of Forestry of the University of Toronto,
began with this summary:

The general arguments for conservative
forest management are:

(1) That a shortage of natural supplies
is in sight.

(2) That wasteful lumbering not only

\destroys useful material, but wastes the

soil.

(3) That climate and waterflow are un-
balanced by forest destruction.

Nobody in his senses would proclaim
that a timber famine is in sight in Can-
ada, if only the needs of the present popu-
lation are to be considered, for Canada
has at present the largest per capita al-
Jowance of forest area in the world, name-
ly, at least 40 acres, or more than five
times ae much acreage as the next best
supplied countries, Sweden or the United
States.

But Canada cannot shut herself off
from the rest of the world, and in this
modern world questions of supply and de-
mand cannot be considered for one part
without reference to all other parts. Hence
the question of both supplies and of con-
sumption by other countries must enter
into such an inquiry.

After examining the forest wealth of the
civilized world, Dr. Fernow finds that
while Canada is far better off than any
other .country, nevertheless the time has
come when she must seriously consider the
better management of her timber resour-
ces. Of the situation in Eastern Canada
he said in part:

For Ontario, I have satisfied myself that
two-thirds of the province is destined to
remain for every timber country, if not
waste. Applying the same proportions to
the other provinces, which probably have
really less farm soils, the permanent wood-
land area, unfit for farm use, south of the
height of land, may be set-down as one
hundred and fifty million acres. The ques-
tion what the fate of two-thirds of your
territory in the Eastern provinces is to be,
would appear important enough to inquire,
whether a change of present policies may
not be advantageous, even if there were no
concern as regards wood supplies calling
for it. It is true that this area is omly
fit for timber growing, and should there-
fore be systematically devoted to it. This
area located mainly on Archaean rock for-
mation is overlaid mostly by thin goils,
which are liable to rapid erosion and wash-
ing of the soil, wherever the vegetation or
soil cover is destroyed, creating waste
‘lands.

Under present methods, with wasteful
lumbering mo one concerned in the future
conditions; allowing fires to run and to

| destroy any attempt of nature to recuper-

ate, the waste land area is continuously
increasing, and by and by you will find
out the consequence not only in a timber
famine but in disturbed water flow, for
as is well known, now even to. Americans,
water powers and forest cover are in close
relationship. The mountainous condition
of British Columbia, even more than the
thin rocky soils of the East, rules out
most of the territory from farm use, and
predicates even greater liability to destruc-
tion as a result of mismanagement of the
goil cover. In short, all the arguments
for the adoption of conservative measures
such as other nations have practised for
some time, or begun, can be shown to
exist, and find illustrations in Canada.

And what may such measure be?

It is clear that the first step should be
to eradicate the inexcusable ignorance re-
garding this national property. Is it not
common sense for the manager of any pro-
perty, before he determines what is to be
done with it, to become acquainted with
the character, value and contents, and can
a government, responsible to the future
generations as well as to the present, do
less?

The first step then is in a forest survey.
Millions of dollare have been wasted in
surveying and subdividing land, absolutely
uselessly into squares, as if all the land
were fit for settlement. Natural bound-
aries of rivers, lakes and mountains would
in most places have sufficed to locate this
information on maps. Such'a reconnais-

| sance survey should be mainly descriptive,

segregating farm soils and the different

! forest types, with statements of their con-

tents and condition, whether virgin, burnt

| or in good reproducing condition, swamps,

ete. Such a survey for Nova Scotia, for

. instance, could probably be accomplished
. within one season, for an amount not to

exceed $10.000 to $12,000.

It requires men who can gee wholesale,
can recognize types of country and forest,
can generalize and. use judgment as well
as eyes.

And when the lands surely fit for farm
and orchard are definjtely known, it is
proper to have them withdrawn from for-
est use as fast as your increasing popula-

| tion can take care of them, and at the

same time prevent rigorously the settle-
ment or so-called settlement of the unfit
areas.

The speaker dwelt strongly upon the
need for educated foresters in the publie
service, saying:

“To do these things, to make the for-

estry surveys, and organize a service in |

each province, that will take care of the
forestry interests for permanency, of course
a special department manned by men who
understand and know what forestry is,
will be required. Indeed, the first neces-
sity preceding all attempts at a real forest
service is to secure the education of the
men, who can give the technical advice

AN INSPECTION TRIP

The gentlemen appointed to take testi-
mony regarding certain unusual features,
of the construction and management of |
the Central Railway made an inspection
trip over the road Friday, and all re-
turned alive. They did not discover what
bad become of the $1.200,000 of public
money supposed to be spent on the rail-
way, but at least they saw enough to con-
vince them that no such money could have
been spent in producing the property they !
nxamined yesterday. l

Possibly some of the money went astray.
The testimony to be heard néxt week may
throw some light upon that point. Money
voted for railroad purposes which does not
vroduce railroad results may be assumed
to have been diverted to other ends. If
so, the public ought to know al about it.

Meanwhile the -inspection confirms im-
pressions which were already general. The
road is unfit for heavy traffic. The grades
are very heavy at some points, the road-
bed ie miserable in most places, the curves
are sharp, the bridges are light or old, and
there is no rolling stock worth mention-
ing. The people in the section which the
Central traverses were entitled to a good
toad. The province paid for a good road.
But it is not to be found today.

1t is now clear that if any transcontinen-
tal railway were to think about utilizing

All these facts lead to two. conclusions;
first, that there was something approach-
ing highway robbery in comnection with
this enterprise; and secondly, that the
bonds, which the legislature authorized on
the assumption that the road would be-
come a part of a transcontinental system,
were issued under a false impression. How
that false impression was created is still
well remembered. Leaders of the old gov-
ernment were forever asserting that the
road would be sold or leased to the Grand
Trunk Pacific. If an election campaign
were proceeding the transfer of the Cen-
tral was represented as a thing of the
immediate future. This only meant that
someone needed money. The docile gov-
ernment majority of that day was prodigal
in its provision for the Central—or for
gentlemen more or less closely identified
For a time the public was de-
ceived. Had the old government ocontinued
in power the facts would have been ¢on-
cealed; but public suspicion at length was
aroused and the Central became a telling
campaign issue. If the commission of in-
vestigation succeeds in getting to the bot-
tom of the Central mystery the people will
have had at least some return for the
money the enterprise cost them.

OBSTRUCTION

In summing up the public benefits aris-
ing from successful Conservative resistance
to the Aylesworth bill an Ottawa reviewer
says: “Federal interference with British |
Columbia and Quebec has been withdrawn |
altogether. Intervention in Manitoba has

of the voters where there is an overlap-
ping of federal and provincial ridings and
the provincial registration stands with no
names added or removed. This is ex-
actly what the opposition proposed in the
beginning. Federal control is still im-
posed in six Ontario constituencies, but
it is made wholly judicial, so that the
only objection to it is that it is an in-
vidious and meddlesome interference with
provincial rights.”

Here, then, was obstruction that was
both justifiable and successful. It is the
business of an opposition to oppose. Mr.
Borden, in this instance, opposed to good
purpose. And, “obstruction” need not be
regarded as an offensive word in the cir-
cumstances. The Mail and Empire re-
minds Canadians that Sir Wilfrid has a
record as an obstructionist, and the prin-
ciples he obstructed twenty-three years
ago were the principles Mr. Aylesworth
eought to put in practice in the Elections
Bill which has caused the trouble at Ot-
tawa. The Toronto journal quotes from
the “Life of Sir Wilfrid Laurier,” written !
by his friend and admirer, Mr. J. S. Wil-
lison, editor of the Toronto News. In the
course of his story ‘of the life of his hero
Mr. Willison tells of the fight against the
Franchise Bill of 1885. He says the Lib-
erals regarded the measure as bad, and
therefore determined that it should not
go through Parliament. ‘“They resorted,”
he adds, “to a deliberate policy of ob-
struction, and adopted every device that
the forms of Parliament would permit to
block its progress. They divided into re-
lays, and while one contingent slept the
other kept the debate going. They forced
as many as 25 divisions at one sitting.
They read whole books to the Speaker,
and spoke for hours, even for days, on the
most insignificant details of the measure.
Mr. Laurier was not orie of the more ac-
tive of the obstructionists, but he was in
thorough sympathy with the policy of his
associates.” Here is the statement of one
Liberal with reference to the action of
the other Liberals in Parliament.

The injustice of the Aylesworth bill was
glaring. But for resolute resistance by the
opposition the government would have
listened to the counsel of Ma_nimba Lib-
erals and jammed it through. The ob-
etruction gave the people of Canada time
to understand the bill and to see the
position in which the government had
placed itself by introducing it. The peo-
ple know now that the government had
not the courage to stick to its guns in
the face of popular antagonism aroused by
the opposition’s attacks upon the meas-
ure. The government—thanks mainly to
Mr. Aylesworth—has lost much strength
by this feature of the session.

“A DARK, UGLY MOMENT”

Lord Morley has won no little praise
by his firmness in dealing with the men-
acing conditions in India. Some feared
that the Radical and the theorist would
encourage sedition by weakness in the

face of danger, but he is showing that
he will wos permit agitators to smoke

in powder magazines if he can prevent it.
In his recent speech on the situation he
referred to the prophecy made by Lord
Macaulay in 1836, when he was in India
as a member of the Supreme Council.
Lord Morley quoted Macaulay’s words:
“Tt is my firm belief that if our plans of
education are followed up, there will not
be a single idolater among the respecta-
ble classes in Bengal thirty years hence.
And this will be effected merely by the
natural operation of knowledge and re-
flection.” An this is Lord Morley’s com-
ment:
ation of knowledge and reflection carries
men of a different structure of mind, of
different beliefs, of different habits and
customs of life—it carries them into
strange and unexpected paths.”

Of the India Press Act, Lord Morley
said that in view of the fact that it in-
volved no restriction upon the expression
of opinion in regard to matters of public
pelicy it could not justly be characterized
as a measure providing for the judging
of cases of seditious libel without a jury.
It was no restriction of the freedom of
the press. It was said that the incendi-
ary articles—for they were incendiary and
murderous—were mere froth. “Yes, they
are froth, but they are froth stained with
bicod.” When men admitted that they
deliberately wrote these articles and pro-
moted these newspapers with a view of
furthering murderous action, “to talk of
the freedom of the press in connection
with that was wicked moonshine. You
may put picric acid in ink and pen just
as much as in any steel bomb.”

The situation through which he was
trying to feel his way, he said, was one
which presented difficulties as great as
any responsible government ever had to
face. But he ended his speech with a
pote of optimism: ‘If a crisis comes,”
he declared, “it will find us ready.. We
have a dark, ugly moment before us, but
we shall get through it, but only with
gelf-command ‘and without any quackery
or cant, whether it be the quackery and
cant of order or the quackery and cant
of sentiment.”_

THE ALL-RED LINE

Our Ottawa despatches, recording Sir
Wilfrid Laurier’s resolution presenting.the
All-Red line proposal for the approval of
Parliament, suggest that this scheme is
to form part of the government’s election
programme. It must be apparent that the
plan is dependent not alone upon Cana-
da’s support, but upon the co-operation
of Britain, Australia and New Zealand as
well, and, as Canada can do no more at
present than announce its readiness to pay
its share of the cost of launching the pro-
ject, the launching is necessarily a long
way off. Formal announcements by the
other governments concerned, when they
are made, must be followed by a confer-
ence as to the proportion each contribu-
tor is to pay.

The project is Imperial and commercial
rather than political, and whatever course
may be mapped out should be such as to
command the approval of the leading men
of both parties; for the perfection of the
scheme may well have to include a period
when the present Canadian administration
has been succeeded by another. Thus far
the British government’s attitude in re-
gard to this matter has been rather non-
committal. Sir Thomas Shaughnessy, who
recently returned from England, was still
inclined to question the practicability of
94 or 25-knot ships for the Canadian route
with our present population and traf-
fic; and the 2l-knot steamers of
which he epoke would not meet the re-
quirements laid down by the promoters of
the All-Red idea, who dwelt upon the im-
portance of placing on our short route
vessels as fast as the Lusitania and Maure-
tania and so diverting at least some of the
business from New York by offering a
quicker passage across the  Atlantic and
through to the Pacific coast and the Far
East. It is likely that Sir Thomas, on
his recent trip, formed some idea as to
the course the British government is likely
to follow in regard to this matter, and if
s0- his advocacy of the slower steamers is
significant. The elections will come long
before the All-Red scheme has been
worked out. There is no reason why it
should be featured in party politics.

“OUR LITTLE NEIGHBOR”

. Fifteen years ago a witness testifying
before a Congressional committee on rail-
ways and canals warned American busi-
ness men of Canadian competition in these
words:—

“Our little ‘neighbor Canada, with a
population no greater than that of New
York State, has expended $60,000,000 upon
her waterways. * * * This country is a
great producer of grain and breadstuffs,
and so far we have managed fairly well to
hold our own. * * * But a competition
is coming in the near future such as our
people have never faced. I find that a
parallelogram can be taken in the Can-
adian Northwest equivalent in size and
productiveness to a parallelogram in Eu-
rope which would include the most of
Germany and Russia, France, Holland and
Belgium, Sweden and Norway and Great
Britain and Ireland. We think that we
in Minnesota know what fine wheat is.
Minnesota and the two Dakotas raised
150,000,000 bushels this past year, and yet
we never saw such wheat or dreamed of
wheat of such quality until we saw the
wheat that came from the Peace River
Valley, fifteen hundred miles northwest-
ward from the far northwestern City of
Duluth, in latitude 59 degrees North and
longitude 111 degrees West. * * * Inside
of five years, at the present rate of prog-
ress, there will be a clear waterway
through Canadian territory of fourteen
feet in depth all the way from Lake Su-
perior to the ocean. * ** What does it
mean? It means that all the breadstuffs
for direct exportation coming from that
great region tributary to the Great Lakes
will be carried by Canadian instead of
American vessels.” :

Today the New York Journal of Com-
merce says sorrowfully that something
like a literal fulfilment of these conditions
has come about.

CANADA AND OPIUM

Mr. W. L. Mackenzie King makes it
clear that Canada has been permitting
some of its people to make a lot of money
by building up a traffic in opium. The
“dope” is sold~to Canadiane as well as
to Asiatics. The trade is increasing rapid-
ly, and as it increases there is a tendency
in our western provinces to regard it with
something approaching an easy toleranc
born of familiarity with the facts. Mr.
King's report places the matter squarely
before Parliament, and it must be sup-
posed that Parliament will not be satis-
fied with anything less than drastic action
looking to the suppression of a business
which this young country cannot permit
without deep disgrace. Mr. King's refer-
ence to opium is found in his report on
the claims of the Chinese residents of
Vancouver, who suffered loss through the
riots in that city in September last. He
says: ; .

“Regarding it as an anomaly that the
government of Canada should, under any
circumstances, be held bound to make
good pecuniary losses in an industry so
inimical to our natural weliare, and hav-
ing regard to the discretion given me by
my commission, I feel it my duty re-
spectfully to submit that the operations
of the opium industry in Canada should
receive the immediate attention of the
Parliament of the Dominion, and the
several legislatures, with a view to the

_enactment of such measures as will render

impossible, save in so far as may be ne-
cessary for medicinal purposes, the con-
tinuance of such an industry within the
confines of the Dominion, and as will
assist in the ‘eradication of an evil which
is not only a source of human degrada-
tion, but a destructive factor in national
life. This industry, I believe, has taken
root and has developed in an insidious
manner without the knowledge of the
people of this country. Its baneful in-
fluences are too well known to require
comment.

“The present would seem an opportune
time for the government of Canada and
the governments of the provinces to co-
operate with the government of Great
Britain and China in an united effort to
free the people from an evil so injurious
to their progress and well-being. Any
legislation which may be directed to this
end, will have the hearty endorsement
of a large proportion of the Chinese resi-
dents of this country, who, as members
of an Anti-Opium League, are doing all
in their power to enlighten their fellow
citizens on the terrible consequences of
the opium habit, and to suppress, as ef-
fectually as possible, the traffic, which,
for so many years, has been carried on
with impunity.” :

The use of opium by Asiatics in a white
country inevitably is followed by the_con-
tamination of a great mumber of whites
of both sexes. It is sometimes said by
easy going folk that the Chinese must
have the drug. Recent developments in
China, as well as in America, have shown
that this is not true. Canada should lose
no time in setting ite face against this
evil. ‘

WATER SUPPLY AND INSURANCE

Some years ago a series of fires showed
that St. John’s water pressure was geri-
ously deficient, and the insuramce rates
were raised. A portion of the increase
was suspended when chemical engines were

purchased, and the expectation is that t.he\

remaining twenty-five cents will be taken
off when the underwriters meet this
morning. It is probable that the deécrease
will be accompanied by a request that the
city go on improving.its distribution sys-
tem, and such a request would be reason-
able. In fact, the distribution system
must be gradually brought to a point
where the city will get the full benefit of
the fine supply and satisfactory pressure
now available. The older, weaker, and
smaller distribution pipes will, no doubt,
be eliminated systematically. True econ-
omy demands that this course be pursued.

The watershed and the shores of the lake :

chould be inspected carefully and measures
should be taken to prevent the contamin-
ation of the water at any point.

Nor are these things all. The process of
securing a satisfactory pressure and a
plentiful supply of water for all purposes
has not been untroubled. Today the pres-
sure, quality, and quantity of the water
are not to be questioned. But it is to be
remembered that no longer ago than six
months, the vicious proposal to return to
the dual, or high-and-low level, system was
revived, and actually commanded some
support at the council whose members had
Jong before that time clearly and unequi-
vocally committed themselves to the single
service we now have. Some business men
who had not closely examined the two
systems were disposed to believe it better
to return to the old plan of a supply for
each level—a plan which would cut in half
the value of the Loch Lomond extension
and double the risk that any fire might
grow into a destructive conflagration.
There are reasons for believing that this
obgession about the dual system is not
yet buried beyond resurrection. It should
be. And care should be taken to see that
the water supply for a long time to come
is controlled by men who will give it a
fair trial and whose methods will be above
question.

GOT FOURTEEN YEARS
PRISON FOR BEATING
TWO HORSES TO DEATH

Toronto, July 5 (Special).—For Killing
two horses with most revolting cruelty at

Galt, John Bunyan, a weak-minded indi-
vidual, was sentenced to fourteen years
in the penitentiary.

The first meeting of the Agricultural)
Commission in Madawaska county wae |
held at St. Leonards, July 2. A large
gathering turned out to meet Hon. Dr.|
Landry, who conducted considerable of
the enquiry in French. Much interest
was manifested. Belonr +iolette presid-
ed and there were 120 farmers in attend-
ance. Speaking in French, Hon. Dr.
Landry explained the objects of the com-
mission and during the afternoon went |
over the various questions upon which
information was sought. The farmers
generally expressed themselves as need- |
ing more good stock for breeding pur-
poses, especially to secure better cattle
for dairying. In horses the Clydesdale
was the breed preferred.

At the evening meeting the proceedings
were in English and addresses were given
by Rev. Father Babineau, who emphasized
Dr. Landry’s remarks as to the import-
ance of the prosperity of the farmers to
the general prosperity of the country.
He strongly urged that more stock should
be kept on the farm, so that the fertility
of the soil might be retained. He ex-
plained that the butter factory at St.
Leonards was' closed this year, largely,
he thought, because of the large market
for milk and butter among the men em-
ployed on railway construction. “The
farmers also were so generally employed
on railway work that they gave but lit-
{ tle time to their farms. He hoped that
the factory would re-open next year.

Rev. Father Martin, of St. Andre, ex-
plained the situation of many of his
parishoners in regard to the land upon
which they had settled. Thirty-two set-
‘tlers, he said, had been encouraged by
the government to take up land which
was the property of the New Brunswick
Railway Company. These men had been
there for a good many years; they had
cleared considerable land, erected dwell-
ings and fences; but they had never been
able to get any title to their holdings.
The government had apparently been un-
able to arrange with the New Brunswick
Railway Company, and now this company
wae exacting not only a rental for these
lands but the lumber companies who had
the lands leased for lumbering would not
allow these settlers to cut even fire-wood,
without charging stumpage. These peo-
ple were in a very uncertain position and
lately were becoming discouraged. He
asked that the commission make a report
upon- this matter and endeavor to have
the eettlers protected in their property.
Their land was fertile and they were
ciose to a market, had constructed roads,
and it would be a great pity to have them
leave the country. Could other lands in
the neighborhood be secured for settle-
men they would be quickly taken up, and
the settiement much extended.

1¢ was shown by Larry Turdiff and
others that practically every acre of
crown land m the lower part of Madawa-
ska county was taken up and occupied.
The eettlers were confined to a narrow
strip along the river from four to seven
miles wide, the New Brunswick Railway
| Company’s line running parallel to the
river at about this distance and prevent-
ing the extension of settlements. It was
urged by Beloni Violette and others that
the government should take steps to ac-
| quire the land on each side of the Inter-
| national Railway. Nearly all of the land
!along this line in Madawaska county was
| well adapted for settlement. It lay in
!the valley of the Grand river, and would
{ be rapidly taken up if arrangements could
be made.
| A discussion upon the improvement of
| live stock followed and it was the general
opinion of those present that an agricul-
tural society should be formed and an_ ef-
fort made to introduce good breeding
stock in horses, cattle and sheep.

H. P. Timmerman, who was present,
was called upon and he promised the peo-
ple the assistance of his department of
the C. P. R., in connection with all their
industrial and  agricultural business. It
was pointed out to Mr. Timmerman that
thus far this season there had been no
refrigerator car service from St. Leon-
ards. This omission would be a serious
loss to ehippers of perishable products.
Mr. Timmerman was glad to have the in-
formation and promised immediate inves-
tigation into the matter.

Hon. Dr. Landry complimented the peo-
ple on their representatives which they
had sent to the legislature, and aseured
them that whilst he was head of tl}e de-
partment of agriculture he would give his
very best services to the people of Mada-
waska county. :

After a few remarks from the chair
man the meeting adjourned with cheers
for the commissioner for agriculture.

Two sessions of the commission were
held at Clair’s on July 3. The attendance
was not so large as at St. Leonard’s but
much interest was manifested. Hon. Dr.
Landry spoke in French strongly urging
the farmers in that beautiful and fertile
portion of the province to avail them-
selves of every opportunity to advance
their business. il

Enquiry showed that there were practi-
cally no vacant farms in the district and
that more land would undoubtedly be
taken up if it were available. No pure-
bred cattle or sheep were in the, district,
but the farmers- had the services of an
imported Clydesdale stallion. It was
shown that the butter factory started at
Clair had not received any government as-
sistance and as other factories were com-

paratively nearby, there had not been suf-

%

ficient supply of milk to maie it profitable,
Dr. Landry adviged the people as to the
necessity of stock improvement, urged
them to Hoin one of the existing agricul-
tural societies, through which his depart-
ment would endeavor to assist them inm
getting the stock they needed.

The evidence given went to show that
nothing but seedling apple trees had ever
grown. The Tllustration Orchard, planted

a few years ago, had completely died out, |

and the farmersof the!district who bought
and planted trees from time to time had
never been successful to get them to grow.

Evidence, however, was given that in the |
settlements back from the river some trees |

are growing and doing fairly well. It was
suggested that if a nursery for the grow-

The department would be very glad to
have every farmer ally himself with an
agricultural society, as much good could
be accomplished by a strong and enter-
prising society in any district. He im-
pressed upon them the necessity of mak:
ing a thorough study of the art of agris
culture, for withoi: this knowledge suc-
cess cannot be obta.ned. An effort should
be made gradually <in this direction.
Through the section of the province which
he had already visited he had seen no
more fertile fields than in Madawaska.
The village of Clair's seemed to be thriv-
ing and the people contented. New Bruns-
wick had fallen somewhat behind agri-
culturally compared with the other prov-
inces of the Dominion; in many respects
Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia and Prince
FEdward Island were ahead of us, but there
was no reason why such should be the
case, as we were as well situated for suc-
cessful farming as any province of the
Dominion. Thirty years ago these prov-
inces were as far behnd as we are to-
day. ‘We must forge ahead. Denmark thir-
ty years ago was the poorest country in
Europe but today she ranks among the
wealthiest, and this change for the better
was brought about by the development of

LOST THEIR HOME IN

HALEVBURY FRE

Mrs. McLaughlin of Head of Mill-
stream, N. B., a Sufferer In On-
tario Conflagration. ;

Among the sufferers from the recent fire

in Haileybury (Ont.), were Mr. and Mrs.
Wilbert H. McLaughlin. Mnrs. M¢Laugh-
lin is a daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Joseph
Mason of Head of Millstream (N. B.).
She and her husband moved from Toronto
to Haileybury about a year'ago. They had
built the house in which they lived and
had just finished it. They saved most of
their clothing but lost nearly all of their
furniture. They had $1,000 insurance on
the house and $700 on the furniture.

PREY
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VICTORIA COUNTY
FARMERS’ VIEWS
ON AGRICULTURE

The programme of the agricultural com-
mission in Victoria County was carried
out with meetings at Andover on Monday,
Plaster Rock on Tuesday, and New Den-
mark and Grand Falls on Wednesday.
Leading farmers from the different dist-
ricte attended and manifested consider-
able interest in the work of the commis-
sion.

At Andover, David Currie presided and

there were present: J. E. Porter, Jos.
Porter, Wm. Hartt, Judson Corey, Alex.
Walker, T. H. Manzer, F. E. Henderson,
D. Wetmore rickett, Senator Baird, Jas.
A. Scott, Donald, Innes, J. C. Manzer,
Geo. E. Baxter, S. P. Waite, F. Pickett,
J. Williamson, C. Jenkins, Harry Beve-
indge, and many others. A considerable
mumber of vacant farms were reported,
though just how many were for gale was
not accurately ascertained.

The meeting, on motion of J. E. Porter,

assed a resolution recommending the gov-
ernment to alter the assessment law per-
mitting all unimproved lands to be assess-
ed according to the increase in their value,
due to the improvements of other lands
in the same district. Mr. Porter said tha
runder’ the present t arrang t
as soon as a man improved his farm
was immediately taxed to its utmost value,
thus discouraging improvements. He
thought the change as proposed would pre-
vent capitaliste and others from holding
Jands for epeculation and give some en-
couragement to the actual settler. The
‘Western fever and C.P.R. harvest excur-
sions were thought to be the principal
causes for 8o many men leaving the coun-
try. ,

J. E. Porter said that he knew of one
settlement entirely vacated, due to the
rum and bad government, both provincial
and municipal. He, himself, had been
greatly impoverished on account of rum,
although he never drank a glass of liquor
in his life. He thought another reason
why many New Brunswick farms jad been
vacated was on acoount of the restricted
market. We were limited to the Mont-
real and Toronto markets, outside of the
local demand, and in Victoria County were
at the mercy of the C.P.R., although he
gave the C.P.R. credit for doing all they
could to promote the shipment of potatoes
to the Upper provinces. He thought if
the government could in some way secure
the American market for New Brunswick
farmers that it would do more to encour-
age agriculture than any other factor.

Says Farmers Are Badly Treated

Judson Corey said the farmer asked for
least and he got the least. A farmer was
entitled to the widest possible market the
world affords and the cheapest possible
transportation. The reverse of this con-
dition was the position of the farmers of
Victoria County. He found the market
very much restricted for all kinds of pro-
ducts.. A short time since he had tried to
sell a hundred pounds of butter and was
unable to get 15¢c in cash for the lot. The
only way he could sell it was to take out
the value in store goods. Local buyers of
beef tried to beat the farmer down to the
lowest price, instead of paying fair market
mrices. The reason farmers sold hay and
ats and potatoes instead of more live
wock and dairy products was that a cash
market had been developed for these raw
products. He also thought the govern-
ment, if they wished to emcourage the
.. eeping of more live stock in remote dis-

tricts, should place these districts in as
favorable a position to sell live stock pro-
ducts as those close to market.

Referring to Farmers’ Institute meet-
ings, he said the class of speakers that
had lately been sent to these meetings
made the farmers “very tired.” The On-
trio speakers sent here did not know
New Brunswick conditions and they did
not try to find out.

Donald Innes had neo fault to find with
the market. He was able to eell all he
could produce at a fair price. The rea-
son he thought that beef did not sell bet-
ter was because the farmers did not have
enough of it to bring in buyers. In this
connection, it might be stated that P.
Heffernan, of Perth, told one of the mem-
bers of the commission that he had out-
side orders for beef cattle which would
vequire 500 head to fill between now and
the end of the year, and that he was sim-
ply unable to get the beef. Large quan-
tities of beef were being imported from
the West to supply the men working on
railway construction.

Mr. Innes, continuing, said the dairy
industry had been largely bonused and in
fairness bonus might in some way be
given to encourage beef production.

Several men present thought that the
bolding of special market days would as-
gist in the disposal of farm products. Mr.
YTorter and others thought that such
markets would not be supported and
weuld soon drop.

Alex. Walker told of the market days
in the Old Country and how he had mis-
sed them here. He believed that such an
arrangement would be a great benefit.
| He thought there should be a Fair in An-

dover at least twice a year and at the

Rpring Fair a specialty made of the sale

oi seeds, when one farmer could sell to

Jonathan Brown said he always had a
good market for his products and the

Potato Bueiness. .

A discussion then ensued upon the po-
%ato business, and J. C. Manzer pointed
out how the potato market had grown.
He had done what he could in this direc-
tion. Twelve years ago Victoria county
did not ship potatoes, and they were then
worth about 40 cents per bbl. of 165 lbs.
He and others had tried to open up out-
side markets. They had sent trial ship-
ments to Liverpool, England, and lost
money. They had sent them also to
Montreal and Toronto. W. W. Hubbard,
then connected with the C. P. R., was
entitled to some credit in assisting to
open up that trade. The result of plac-
ing New Brunswick potatoes in the Up-
per Province market had been that the
year before last Victoria county potatoes
to the value of $200,000 had been eold in
Toronto and Montreal. Of this amount
the farmers got about $135,000; about
$50,000 was paid in freight and the bal-
ance went to the shippers for their ex-
penses in handling and shipping. These
ghippers had now eighteen frost proof
pctato houses in the county, and there
'was scarcely a farmer in the county who
was more than eight or ten miles away
from one of these houses and with a cash
market for all the potatoes he liked to
|bring in. One result of the growing of
ipotatoes was that "the cultivation and
{§ertilizing of the land necessary to the
growth of that crop enabled it to pro-
duce the ordinary amount of grain and
hay in the two years succeeding. He
thcught is was most important that the
government and the railway company

ould make every effort to extend the
potato market. New Brunswick potatoes
were of the highest quality, and would
win vheir way in competition in any
wvailable market. He {l:ought something

might be done to assist in placing pota-
toes from the St. John Valley in the

West Indian market and perhaps else
where. Two years ago he had had an en-
qury from Norway for a shipment of
thirty cars of potatoes at a price which
would net the farmer about $1 per barrel.
At the time the order was received it
was impossible to fill it, but it showed
that when the product of a country had
obtained a reputation there was a pos-
sibility of making sales sometinfes Where
one least expects.

He thought one of the most urgent needs
of the farmers was better roads to enable
them to get their products to the points
of shipment. The C. P. R., he thought,
had done all they could in regard to rates
and facilities to encourage the shipment
of potatoes.

A number of those present complained
that Andover was discriminated against
in freight rates, Harry Beveridge stating
that there was no point on the line,
whether above or below, which paid the
same rates as were required from Andovar
importers and ehippers.

Mr. Manzer suggested to the commis-
sion that a thorough enquiry should be
made into the starch business. The es-
tablishment of starch factories would be
a great safeguard to the potato growers.

Leabor Question.

The labor question was discussed and
& great shortage reported. A motion was
passed recommending that the Govern-
ment try to secure additional farm labor.
A motion was also passed asking that
steps be taken to procure a supply of
heavy brood mares and good breeding
stock for dairy purposes. A preference
was expressed for Shorthorn and Ayr-
shire catfle. Another motion asked that
if the government continues to give grants
to exhibitions that such grante should
not be charged against the agricultural
appropriation, as in the opinion of the
meeting the eghibitions were for the
benefit of the places at which they were
held and were of practically no benefit
to the farmers.

In the discussion upon immigration, Mr.
Masters, a late arrival from England,
pointed out that KEastern Canada was
soarcely ever heard of in the Old Country.
All the available information was in regard
to the West. For his part, from what
he had heard from friends in the West
and what he knew of the country here,
hle thought this province to be the better
place.

Mixed Farming.

Geo. E. Baxter presented his recon-
mendations to the commission in the
form of a short paper, in which he pointed
out that if mixed husbandry and stock
raising was, as he believed it to be, the
sheet anchor of successful farming, that
the rising generation must be given in-
struction which would show them the
possibilities of such a course. The farm-
ers at present on the land did not take
kindly to stock raising and he doubted
if they ever would. He recommended
that courses in agricultural work should
be available at the University and per-
haps elsewhere in the province. Teach-
ing of this nature must be given in the
rural schools and  high schools if our
coming farmers were-to bhe more success-
ful than those now on the land. He
recommended the abolition of the duty
on fertilizer and that the users of ferti-
lizers should be informed upon how to
buy ' the fertilizing ingredients and mix
them themselves, nearly eighty per ceat.
of the bulk of commercial fertilizer being
merely filling material, and it should be
possible to procure much more cheaply at
home than to buy it abroad and pay the
freight on it. .

He also strongly recommended that the
government should continue the work
started by Prof. Robertson for the pro-
motion of the poultry industry, under
which chickens were fattened and placed
on the English market, thus opening up
dn almost unlimited demand for our poul-
try products. This work had been dis-
continued by the Dominion department
because the Canadian market for poultry
had so developed that it was almost im-
possible to supply it.. If, however, farm-
ers and their sons and daughters would
develop this business, as they might, tlie
foreign market would be essential and
this should be secured. If, he said, our
50,000 farmers would each raise on an
average 50 chickens for aunle, it would give
an output from the prawince of 2,500,000
chickens, and bring an income of over
21,000,000. Up-to-date poultry plants, il-
lustrating how chickens ‘could best be
reared and fattened should be éstablished
at Fredericton and elsewhere, where not
only could an illustration of business
methods be given, but they might be made
the centre from which the best classes of
stock could be distributed throughout the
country.

Speaking on agricultural education, he
thought the money devoted to Farmers’
Institute work could be better employed
in providing short courses of instruction
on various agricultural matters. The con-
ciderable amount of money annually giv-
en to exhibitions he thought of little prac-
tical benefit to the average farmer, but as
the hotel men and other city dwellers, as

well as the railways, wanted them, and |
the farmers liked them for a sort of a|
nationa! roliday, he thought it should be !
the aim of the managers to make these |

paid tribute to the C. P. R. for appointing !
and hoped |

exhibitions as educative as possible.

Donald Innes’ Views,

Donald Innes, at the request of the
meeting. told of some of the work he had
heen doing in the hand selection of seed
grains. He simply had a quarter of an
acre for his seed plot for each variety,
from which he selected enough of the long-
est and best heads to seed a quarter of an
acre the following year, the erop of
that quarter of an acre being used to seed
his general crop. As a result of three
years of this work in wheat, the number
of grains in the average head had increas-
ed 25 per cent. and the weight had in-
creased 30 per cent.

At Andover, as elsewhere, farmers com-
plained bitterly of the ravages of dogs
among their sheep, but the opinion was
divided as to how the matter could be
remedied.

Plaster Rock Meeting.

At Plaster Rock, Hon. Dr. Landry and
H. P. Timmerman joined the other com-
missioners and a very interesting session
was held.

CENTRAL FOUND
INBAD SHAPE

Commissioners Made a Trip
Over Road Friday to
See for Themselves

MUCH WORK NEEDED

Practically Would Have to Be Rebuilt
to Form Part of Grand Trunk Line
—The Curves and Grades—A Dis-
crepancy in Mileage—The Mines
Visited.

The commissioners appointed to enquire
into the affairs of the Central Railway
spent Friday in an examination of the
road from =vorton $o Minto, taking in the
spurs and sidings and making themselves
generally familiar with existing conditions.

EBy previous arrangement the commission-
i ers—Judge Landry (president), A. I. Teed
| and Fulton McDougall—with H. A. Pow-
lell, K.C., their counsel, met at Norton
‘at 9 o’clock yesterday morning.

An en-

! gine with a special car attached was in

waiting. The other members of the party
were J. S. Archibald, one of the commis-
sioners of the road; T. C. L. Ketchum,
official reporter; W. C. Hunter, the su-
perintendent, and a Telegraph reporter.
The regular train for Chipman and Min-
to was given the right of way as far as
Belleisle. The special started at 9.20 and,
after passing the other, continued on its
way, without a stop to Chipman. Seats at
the rear of the car had been provided for
the commissioners and details of the work
having been made in two hours and ten

minutes. An inspection of <the mine
owned by G. H. King was at once pro-
ceeded with. The train was taken up the

" spur, about three-quarters of a mile in

length, leading to this mine and the mine
of the Northfield company. The commis-
sioners descended the shaft and examined
the working.

The coal throughout this entire section
is in a blanket formation about three feet
thick. At the King mine the shaft is
about thirty-six feet deep, the workings
extending over a large area underground.

On returning to the surface the train|

returned to Minto.

After an interval for dinner the train
was backed down the main line to enable
the commissioners to see how far the
rails had been laid. Originally they ex-
tended about three miles past Minto but
about half a mile at the end has recently
been removed, the rails and sleepers being
utilized in repairs elsewhere.

An inspection of the other spur was the
next step. This branch serves eight mines
and is about two miles and a half in
length. This completed the inspection of
the road on the outward journey.
done on the road were given them by
Mr. Hunter throughout the journey.

After a few minutes’ stay at Chipman
the run was cenfinued to Minto which
was reached at :11.30 a. m., the journey

From the figures given it would appear
that, including the spurs and the exten-
sion of the main line there is less than
seven miles of track beyond Minto sta-
tion. Reports issued by the late govern-
ment indicated that between ten and
twelve miles had been laid. It is prob-
able that this apparent discrepancy will
form part of the investigations at a later
stage.

Leaving Minto a quick run was made
back to Chipman and the rgachine shop
was inspected. The machinery consists of

planing, drilling and boring machines and |

a large lathe and trip hammer. The com-
missioners also visited the spot where the
G. T. P. connects with the Central.

At 5 p. m., the party returned to the
special which started on the return jour-
ney. The engineer was ordered to make
stops at intervals for a closer inspection
of the road. Norton was reached at 6.55

From an examination of the conditions
on the Central railway, as they exist to-
day, the road as a commercial enterprise
appears to ‘be in the same class as the
Salisbury & Harvey, the Kent Northern,
Cape Tormentine, and other branch
roads in the province. From Minto to

Cumberland Bay the road for a hranch |

line is in fairly good condition. From
the latter point to Young’s Cove there
is muych need of ballasting and drainage.
The 'road-bed is generally low and needs
building up. The want of proper ballast-
ing has caused kinks in the rails, a con-
dition which results in considerable jolt-
ing when any speed is attempted.

In order for the road to form part of
. system the impression is
cenveyed that it would have to be entire-
ly rebuilt. The average grade is one and
a half per cent. and in one place the in-
cline is two per cent. Fairly large loco-
motives are used, but on account of the
Leavy grades not more than seven cars
can be brought through to Norton in one
train. The curvature on the forty-four

miles from Norton to Chipman is very|

marked. S curves are very frequent and
sharp in many cases. At present the coal
traffic is very light. The traffic generally
has been helped considerably by the con-
struction work on the G. T. P.

MAINE FISHERMAN
BRUTALLY” MURDFRED

Wm. E. Pinkham, of Port Clyde,
Slain While on His Way Home
from the Shore.

Rockland, July 3—William E. Pinkham, of
Port Clyde, a village in St. George, about
20 miles from here, was murdered tonight
while on his way from his fishing boat to his
home. Pinkham was about forty years old
and was engaged in lobster fishing. In go-
ing to his home from the shore he had to
pass through a piece of woods, a distance
of about sixty yards from his house.

Two boys, who saw him enter the wodéds,
heard cries and later saw two men who in
the early dusk they were unable to recognize
running away from the place. The boys
lying on the ground un-
conscious and with his face covered with
blood from wounds on the head. He died
before the doctor’s arrival, and without mak-
ing any statement as to his assailants.

THE ““EMPIRE” OF HAITI

That little republic of Haiti which
now and then chooses to enliven her

domestic and foreign affairs with a
so-called revolution; can boast of a
rather funny period of her history.

In 1811 the negro general Christophe

proclaimed himeelf cmperor, and, in
[ spite of the emallness of his empire, sur-
| rounded himself with a pompous official
household like the grand monarchs of Eu-
rope. He ended in 1820 by suicide, and up
to 1849 the little state could again enjoy
its party fights and revolutions as a re-
public. In the latter year another negro,
General Faustin Soulouque, seized the gov-
ernment, and on August 26 took posses-
gion of the state as its proclaimed em-
peror, calling himself Faustin I. 'He es-
tablished his government upon the pattern
of Napoleon’s. That he, who was born
as a slave, had some difficulty in reading
and writing did not bother him. For his
coronation he ordered exact reproductions
of the crown and the coronation robe of
the Emperor of the French; to pay for
them, of course, he deemed unnecessary,
’ and the “Purveyors to His Majesty” were
| very glad to receive some part payments
by and by. The civil list of the emperor
was fixed at 150,000 gourdres (1 gourdre
equals 96%c.); that of the empress, black
as her spouse, at 50,000 gourdres. Her
court attendants included two ladies cf
honor, fifty ladies of the 'court, and
twenty-two waiting maids. The court had
a grand almoner, a manager of the im-
perial theatre, a governor of the imperial
palaces, etc. The emperor founded two
orders of knighthood: the order of St.
Faustin for military merit, and the order|
of the legion of honor. His division gen-
erals and vice-admirals he made princes
and dukes, and the brigadier-goncrals‘
| counts; every superior customs officer be-!
} came a baron. All at once Haiti with its
[ not quite 10,000 square miles and its popu- |
| lation of about 900,000, had 59 dukes, 100
| counts, 336 barons and 340 knights.

| la Marmelade. The most humorous names

| Haleine (he was the librarian-general of
the empire); Dumas Labroudic, Count de
la Tortue; one Count du Numero-Deux;
one de Grand-Gossier (large throat); des
Guepes (wasps), du Diamant, de la Bom-
barde, etc. One of the knights had toj
hear himeelf called Knight Coco.

BIG I. C. R. CONTRACT
AT MONCTON LET
- WITHOUT TENDER

Ottawa, July. 3 (Special).—Mr. E. A.
Wallberg, of Montreal, who has frequent-
ly appeared before the public accounts
committee during the past or three ses-
sions, was again on the stand yesterday
this time to give an explanation of the
sewerage and water works which he is
putting in at Moncton in connection with

the car repair shops of the I. C. R. The
sewer is 2,880 feet long, and is comstrugt-
ed of concrete 312 in diameter at a
depth of 23 feet. The arrangement for
carrying out the work was made by Mr.
MacKenzie, engineer at Moncton, with
Mr. Wallberg, and according to Mr. Mac-
Kenzie’s admission at a former meeting,
without the knowledge of Mr. Butler the
chief engiheer. The conditions, which
were entirely verbal were that Mr. Wall-
berg is to receive 15 per cent. over the
actual cost of the work.

During the course of his testimony, un-
der examination bv Mr. Crocket, Mr.
Wallberg said he was to be paid as soon
as the work is completed, but so far he
bas received nothing.

Mr. Crocket: enquired what the cost
would be, but the witness would not haz-
ard a guess. -Mr. Chisholm, M. P., for
Antigonish protested against the witness
being asked the question.

Mr. Crocket said it was an extraordi-
nary thing ‘that the witness could not
give an approximate idea of what the
sewer would.. cost.

Replying to Dr. Reid, the witness said
his bookkeeper was keeping tab on the
expenditures week by week. He had
asked him for a statement as to what
Lkad been dome, but the bookkeeper had
been too busy to prepare it.

Dr. Reid, “Well, we’re going to get at
the cost of this work even if we have to
bring the bookkeeper from Moncton.”

The witness replying to further ques-
tions was not certain whether Mr. But-
ler hed asked him as to the cost of the
work.

Dr. Reid said he had been informed
that the undertaking would cost at least
$60,000 and this without any written agree-
ment or contract. Included in the work
was over 60,000 yards of excavation at
' 58 cents per yard, which itself involved
an expenditure of $35,000.

! camp at 7.45 o’clock and made a record
| march to Plumpweseep.

' The four miles were covered inside of
one hour and the army under Col. Mac-
kenzie was ready to move at 9 o’clock.
The 10th and 19th field batteries were
| placed on the hills, as told, and after the
battle opened, rained shells on the- camp.

While the northern force was advanc-

ing, the defending force was spread out
under cover and companies A and B of
the 67th took up a particularly good po-
sition on the ridge around the swamp to
the west of the drill grounds. Companies
A and B of the 71st and other corps were
placed on the outskirts and formed the
advance guard.
! At 10.20 o’clock the first rifle shot was
| fired between skirmishing parties and ten
| minutes later the big guns of the 12th
| spoke from the Knoll. The answering
ishots came from the artillery of the en-
emy and the engagement became general.
The skirmishing parties sent out by the
defending force for a distance of a mile
or more were withdrawn and massed
along the railroad track to repel the at-
tack.

The umpires were kept busy in keeping
account of the wounded and prisoners
and early in the action Col. Oglivie had
counted ten per cent. of the troops m
action on the casualty list.

The sharpest fighting took place a few
Lundred yards to the north of the-rail-
way track in plain sight of the camp.
Four companies of the enemy were seen
approaching through the trees and Capt.
Percy Guthrie, of South African fame,
led A Company of the T7lst hurriedly
across the track and lay in wait for the
| approaching troops. The advancing of-
| ficers made ‘a grave mistake at this point
{and had they been in action the umpires
say their whole battalion would have
been wiped out by the deadly fire from
Capt. Guthrie’s company. The twenty
rounds of ammunition were all exhausted
by these parties, but many of the troops
| had not fired a shot.and the men looked
| somewhat disappointed when the umpires
| called the fight off at 12 o’clock. It was
at first understood that the southern
force had won, but no decision was given
cut by Col. White as he was busy in his
office all day.

In addition to the umpires given yester-
| day, Capt. Mellville, of the Engineers,

The officers and
non-commissioned officers were not capa-
ble of taking commgnd of a detached
company, and in his opinion in order to
qualify for a  taptaincy, an ofticer should
be capable of commanding a regiment. It
scems to be the general opinion of the
officers that the marches like the one to-
day should be held more frequently than,
once a year. It is also suggested that the
officers occupy their time in the evenings
figuring out war games such as are used
in the regular army. -

During the afternoon the tired squad-
rons of the Hussars who had been left
out of the sham battle by mistake, were
given parade drill on the plain. The in-
fantry regiments were drawn up on the
infantry parade ground and after much
lusty cheering were dismissed. The reg-
ulars and ordnances corps wert busy in
striking the tents and taking account of
the supplies.

Commencing at 7- o’clock this evening
the militia will get away as quickly as
possible and none will be left by tomor-
row evening. Major F. Morrison has
been named as transport officer.

The hardest worked corps.in camp was
the Quebec battalion which has been
drilled since Tuesday by itself. As stated
T.t. Col. J. W. Baker will command the
regiment made up of the four companies
in camp and the two which will be add-
ed from Nova Scotia and Prince Edward
Island. The major has not yet been de-
cided upon. An effort has been made to
get Colonels Chipman and Fairweather to
go as second in command, but it is under-
stood both have declined.

The brigade staff, in command of the
62nd and the composite regiment, has not
vtt been decided upon, with the excep-
tion of Col. H. N. McLean, commanding
officer. One company of the 3rd regi-
ment, R. C. A. of St. John, will likely

go.

The men have been put through a hard
drill and many have dropped out since
being chosen and new ones had to be sub-
stituted. Neither officers ar men will re-
ceive pay but will be allowed so much a
day for support while traveling and in
camp.

The members of Canton La Tour No 1
of St. John and a committee of Odd Fel-
lows met the visitors at the boat and
preceded by the Third Artillery Band, the
combined forces marched to the Victoria
Hotel. Their appearance was very favor-
ably commented on by the spectators who
lined the street near the steamer landing
and the many who viewed the march
along the route followed.

The visitors lost no time in seeing the
sights of the city and a number turned
out to the ball game on the Victoria
grounds. Led by General Welsh, who is
in command of the cantons, the Odd Fel-
lows cheered heartily for the winning team
and roused considerablé excitement.

Of the deaths which were due directly
to the celebration of the day there were
but three, one in North Sunderland, one
in Leominster and another in Quincy, all
caused by the use the impromptu can-
non. Two more are dying in Boston as
the result of serious injuries, and a third,
a Boston man is in a serious condition at
Northampton as the result of a runaway
caused by the ‘explosion of a cannon
cracker under the horse he was driving.

At Sebago Lake in Maine four young
people were drowned and a similar acei-
dent happened in Malden where a young
man lost his life.

One boy was struck by a locomotive in
Somerville and a man was struck by light-
ning in Methuen.

Three suicides, by shooting, laudanum
and hanging, with the deliberate Kkilling
of one ltalian by another in Lawrence,
completes the list of the dead.

The mosy, startling catastrophe of tha
day was the collapse of the baseball
bleachers in New Bedford, where one per-
eon was seriously injured and a ecore of
others badly hurt. |

Four People Drowned.

Portland, Me., July 4.—This afternoon,
while Harvey Jaquis, 25 years, Benjamin
Krabe, 29 years, Margaret Hawkes, 20,
and Gertrude Lowell, also 20 years of age,
were out sailing on Sebago Lake near
Whites Bridge at North Windham, the
boat in which they were gailing wae cap-
sized. The young people live at Windham
Corner and had been in attendance upon
a French picmic at Sebago Lake and were
returning home, when their boat was
geen to capsize, but they were drowned
before assistance could be rendered. The
boat was in charge of George Moses but
he managed to save himself, but the
others were drowned and their bodies
were recovered later in the afternoon.

Actor Suicides.

Portland, Me., July 4.—James A. Nunn,
55 years of age, an actor playing char-
acter parts with the Phelan Stock Com-
pany now in this city, was found dead

in his room in a local hotel this
morning. In his pocket was found a
bottle containing a small quantity of
laudanum. Nunn claimed Indiana as his
home state. He has a wife and one child
but they have been living apart. He was
heard to say that he was determined to
end it all. He did not appear at break-
fast and a search revealed him dead in
his room.

Two Fires at Calais.

St. Stephen, N. B., July 5.—(Special.)
—Two fires last evening marked the close
of the Fourth of July celebration- in
Calais. A small house on South street,
owned and occupied by Wm. Cogswell,
was almost completely destroyed, though
wooden houses standing close on either
side were not damaged. This fire is sup-
posed to have been set as it-has been the
scene of frequent fires within a year.

The fire companies were just returning
from that blaze when an alarm was
sounded for a blaze in a barn attached
to the home of Wm. Spinney on Union
street.. This building was in a nest of
small wooden structures dry as tinder and
the fire was very threatening. A general
alarm was sounded and the companies
from Milltown (Ne.), and Milltown (N.

empire had dissolved in the heat of its
own passion and its own lusts.

In the midst of all this chaos, while
the shepherds were watching and the

angels sang Hosanna, occurred an event
which changed the current of the world.
The new spirit controlled the allied un-
regenerate forces of man’s nature and
made possible the formation of a new and
perfect brotherhood of which Christ was
the head as the great Elder Brother.

Dr. Campbell then gpoke of Odd Fellow-
ship as the outcome of the natural crav-
ing for fellowship. It was needed, he said,
to soften the asperities of life and re-
move the evils of prejudice and bigotry.
In tracing the history of the order, he
deprecated the attempts made to trace the
founding of the order back to ancient and
mystic times, asspming that the three
great principles bégan with the race: It
was clear that the organization belonged
to a much later period. Antiquity did
not always stand for right and justice and
a certain amount of distrust would be
felt in the order if it was heralded that
it was a survival of the dark ages.

The establishment of social clubs in
England in the early pagt of the 18th cen-
tury was the firct appearance of Odd
Fellowship. In 1760 lodges were formed in
London and by 1788 the order was recog-
nized by the country at large as a worthy
institution.

As plants profited, however, by trans-
planting and culture so the order en-
larged by being transplanted.

In 1819 in the City of Baltimore five
men laid the foundations of the Indepen-
dent Order of Odd Fellows which had now
become a distinctive Ameérican institution.
The order had calmed the elements of dis-
cord and stilled the tempest. Odd Fellow-
ship was an association composed of men
and women widely differing in rank, pro-
fession, age and religion but who were
¢onsecrated together in the bonds of duty
to their fellow creatures. The fundamental
principle was fraternity. A true Odd Fel-
low must be obedient to his Creator, faith-
ful to his country and fraternal to his
fellow men.

Reférring again’ to the superior brother-
hood of Christ, the preacher eaid Jesus
saw a brother in every man because in
himself He had the elements_of brother-
hood and because through his life shone
the light of God’s love for men. It was
becanse the Master had the spirit of
brotherhood that He was enabled to make
the supreme sacrifice and it was the nobl-
est office of man to reincarnate the spirit
of the sacrifice in their own lives by being
brothers to all.

Odd Fellowship had attained the in-
fluence and power which it had because it
had the right inspiration. The inapira-
tion came not at the organization cighty-
nine years ago but 1800 years ago when
the wise men came from the East to offer
their gifts to the Babe in the manger.

Dr. Campheli then treated ‘of the three
great proneinles of the, order—the cardi-
nal -virtues of friendship, love and truth.
Love he said was the great electric dyna-
mo of Odd Fellowship drawing its cur-
rent from the very heart of the Father.
The most delicious music could not com-
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pare with the rapturous litany ascending
to the Father in recognition of the love
bestowed upon man. Love was the great-
eat thing in life.

DEATH IN THE TELEPHONE

English Test Shows Germs on the
Mouthpiece

Guinea Pig Incoculated With Ma-
terial Taken from Mouthpiece
of Public 'Phone Showed Pro-
nounced Signs of Tuberculosis.

* A London dispatch says:—According to
a report by a medical officer from West-
minster to this week’s Lancet, a startling
result has been attained from a test to
discover whether tuberculosis germs exist
in telephone mouthpieces.

One of the post office public telephones
on the central exchange was wiped around
with a swab to remove any exXisting germs

in the mouthpiece and the contests of the
swab used to inoculate two guinea pigs.
One guinea pig was killed twenty-three
days after inoculation and a post-mortem
examination showed pronounced signs of
tuberculosis. The second guinea pig was
killed twenty-seven days after inoculation
and showed similar signs of infection, thus

proving that the deadly germs of tuber’

culosis can be transmitted by the public
telephone as at present in general use.
It is added that this proves eonclusively
that all telephones, whether in public or
private use, need to be periodically disin-
fected, as is the case on the London Stock
Exchange, where the fifty telephones are
sprayed daily with a disinfectant under an
agreement with the General Post Office.

T0 BE THED N CHARGE
 OF CAIMINAL ASSHULT

In the police court yesterday afternoon,
Martin Downs was committed for trial at
the next séssion of the county court on
the charge of criminal assault on Mre.
Annie Fredericks, of Mispec, on June 18.
E. S. Ritchie appeared for Downs. The
evidence of Mrs. Fredericks, her husband,
and their little girl, Kathleen M., was
taken.

Mrs. Fredericks said that she had been
living in the top flat of the house. On June
16, she was preparing to move downstairs
to live and was doing some papering in the
rooms. Downs came in while she was thus
engaged and caught hold of her. It was
only after she had struck him over the
knuckles with the scissors that he let her
go.
Her screams attracted her daughter who
was upstairs and who came down just as
Downs was leaving the house. As the
defendant was going out of the door she
hit him over the shoulder and on the
back of the head with a stick. Mrs.
Fredericks said that as far as she could tell
Downs was sober. She told her husband
of what had happened as soon as he came
home to dinner,

The evidence given by the complainant’s
husband and little girl was corroborative.

HERE VERY LOW
