Sectarian Schools, although Mr. Gough
himself is not, thus far, publicly pledged
to such a lineof policy. His next step was
to secure the return of Mr. McPherson
from England in time to vote with the Op-;
position, while the River du Lonp Com-
pany supposed him safely shelved for the
Session. He next secured the services of
at least four members who were opposed to
Sectarian Schools, mainly hy appeals to
their vanity and their personal grievances.
He had previously, no doubt, arranged that
through ecclesiasticalinfluences two French,
Sectarian School members should desert
the Government and go over to the Oppo-
sition ; but with consummate ability he did
choose to announce the fact until after the
Sectarian School men had fully and hope-
lessly committed themselves to hisside of the
House. When the means adopted to force
these men to vote contrary to theirown wish-

es were made known, those members of the

Opposition who deprecated such a course
had gone too far te draw back, and were
fairly ontrapped into outwardly sanctioning
what they could not at hegrt approve. Mr.
Gough had secured his men for the
Session, at least ; and, althongh they do
not quite count up a majority, they make
a very respectable appearance in point of
numbers, at least. While he has not won
a great victory, he has made a consider-
able gain, as the men who will stand up
with him in the Want of Confidence div-
ision must, for their own salvation, go
forward and stand by him to the end.

The one exception, noted aboye, to the
perfection of Mr. Gough'’s tactics was the
fact that the manner in which Messrs.
Therriault and Girouard were brought to
vote with the Opposition was too patent to
the public. It was no secret that priestly
pressure was employed unsparingly. Mr.
‘Girouard, for instance, bad been denounced
by the priests in his constituency, and by
the French Press, for his support of the
School Bill, although he had voted against
the non-sectarian clause ; but he continued
to hold that he had done right, that the
measure was a good one, and that he saw
no reason for not still supporting the
Government. To this view of the matter
he continued firm when he arrived in
Fredericton, and up tv a few days ago:—
in fact, he has not changed his opinion on
the subject even yef. But he has
explained that he has been follow-
ed by threats and remonstrances
and urgings from clerical quarters, even to
the House of Assembly,and that in selr
defence he is obliged to vote against bis
own convictions! The particulars of his
case were revealed at an inopportune time
for the Oppositiofz. They came when the
Roman Catholic members were declaring
they bad *‘ accepted the situation ;’’ when
this declaration was being used by non-
sectarian members in justification of their
alliance with the Opposition of last year
which fought for Separate Schools; and
when the country continyed to be deeply
agitated by the incidents of the Westmore-
land Election. The case of Mr. Therriault
was somewbat similar. Notwithstanding
the fact that he aided the passage of the
School Bill last year, and afterwards took
a seat in the Government, his attendance
was secured in the interests of the Oppo-
sition by those who bate the School Act
beyond all other ** abominations.”

These circumstances have placed the non-
sectarian members of the Opposition in a
false position, as it leaves them liable to
the charge of sanctioning a form of coer-
cion against which they have always pro-
tested. It, further, weakens their support
among their Free School friends, while
their known principles fail to recommend
them to the Sectarian element; and it
gives the lie to the assertion, believed for
a time, that the School question has noth-
ing to do with present eontroversies in the

Legislature. The result nay be a triumph
for Mr. Gough, but to those who failed to
gee the trap until too late too withdraw, it
is anything but & pleasurable incident of
politieal warfare. Yet, had not the facts
connected with the massing of the whole
Roman Catholic delegation on the Oppo-
sition side, as if in response to Mr. Mcln-
erney’s phillipic against the School Act,
alarmed the House and the Country, there
was every prospect of success for Mr,
Gough’s elaborately plnnnéd scheme for
securing the control of the Provincial
Government. There was only a single wis-
calculation, but that was on a vital point.
The politicians must understand, once for
all, that alliance with the priestly power

Hamors of Nova Scotia Politicians.
As the Nova Scotia House of Assembly

| publishes official reports of its Debates, we

are enabled to procure copies almost of the
exact words used by members in their bril-
liant political disquisitions. And these
siudied harangues have afforded us infinite
amusement. They are far from being
either dull or common place reading,—
they are at once lively and piquant. For
instance, what can be happier than the fol-
lowing from the lips of the Leader of the
Opposition, Mr. Blanchard, in his review
of the Government's policy and priaci-
ples:—

Now, there is one little subject that ro-
body has touched :(i)on yet, unless acciden-
tally. My learn friend from Hants
touched it lightly, but he did not tell us
anything very particular about it. I found
in almost every house in the County of
Inverness, certainly in two out of every
three houses, a copy of the celebrated
pamphlet of the late honorable Attorney
General of which thousands and thousands
were, issued and spread over this Province.
Ang,reslly, the truth is that, good looking
as I am, I could bardly get alongside
of the Scotch girls in my county because
they bad been told in this pampblet that
the price of the butter and pork and every-
thing raised on their farms would come
down in consequence of this confederation.
‘'hat pamphlet did more. 1t defeated the
present hon. member for Inverness, my
hon. colleague, and it almost defeated me.
It was endorsed by the Government as their
p'attorm, and it was considered to be true.
W here is that pamphlet now ? O, where
is the shade of Martin I. Wilkins? 1 do
not expect it will ever grow less, but if
that pamphlet has not grown less, I am
mistaken. Where is that pamphlet now
that did so much mischief? L need not
teil this House that there never was a d.y
when the produce of the farm brought
higher prices than it has this year.

Mr. Blanchard ‘—1 thought that byeand
bye some of these gentlemen would have to
say something. The hon, member inter-
rapts.me by saying pork.

The extract does not exhibita high order
of intellect or statesmanship, but it is
pleasant, gossipy reading. The same gen-
tleman in the same great speech, which
mast have occupied aday or two in deli-
very, thus refers to a member of the House
on the Government side, one Tom Morri-
son,—for shortness, sometimes called
*¢ Billowy Morrison,” with whom Mr,
Blanchard at one time co-operated : —

The hon gentleman from Colchester [Mr.
Tom Morrison] the other day made a speech
in which he made allusion to old Tom.
Well, old Tom is a liquor 1 used to like
once, but I do not care for it now. 1t used
to drink very pleasantly, but it is getting
sour now and it is weak as well, so weak
that it is perfect dish water. It was once
a noble liquor fit for a prince to drink, the
sound of it went to the ends of the earth,
and many-a time 1 have been almost drunk
with excitement in this house when I have
been drinking of it. But when this trashy
dish water came in its place the only result
was nausea. ‘I'hereis none of the generous
flavor of the good old liquor and the gusto
with which I once partook of it is gone.
Even the sound of the ram’s horn is gone
from the hon. gentleman's voiee, and it is
impossible to get even the old shouts that
used to be brought out of it.

One more extract {rom Mr. Blanchard’s
great oration; the ‘‘ram’s horns’ are
again introduced, likewiso the D—-I.
Mr. Blanchard cheerfully observes :—

The Chronacle says that 1 said something
very impious about the old gentleman down
below, but that is very little to me. I
strongly suspect he is the leader. 1 think
I see the cloven foot every now and then.
The cloven foot was in that $6,710.94, and
it is all over them, and crops out in every
thing they do. Yet they have no leader.
Their leader is the man with the tail and
the cloven foot.

And again hear Mr. Blanchard refating
Mr. Garvie's statement that he is “ a fiddle-
stick.””

The old ram’s horns have ceased to blow
even in the person of the hon. membar.

The Local Government got off some good
things too.

Soutb, in 1862.]

One dark, drizzly night, ten winters
ago, a row-boat was leisurely propelled up
a river in South Carolina.

ration. ~After the preliminaries of singing
and prayer, by one of the clergymen pre-
sent, the chairman, a nervous young man,
introduced the lecturer. As he stood up
behind the lights of the lecture stand, one
quickly noticed that Mr. Howeis no longer
young. His smoothly shaven face is pale
and bloodless..

The three engines and plow, sent from
Sussex yesterday morning to plow out
Read's cutting, did not get there until
11.45 p. m.,and did not reach Monctun
until 3 this morning.

A Train left Sussex at 12 o’'clock last
night for Salisbury to bring down live
stock, to be ready to connect with this
morning’s Train from Sussex, which arri
ved at 9 50 a. m. at St. John, Lringing 4 car
loads. A large number of cattle are still
waiting transportation along the line.

An engine left St. John to-day to bring
in a train ot cordwood. 8 or 10 cars are
expected this evening.

The Train which left here at 9.30 will
proceed on to Shediac as soon as the road
is clear ; but it is uncertain it it can leave
Moncton for Shediac to-day.

The Train for Sussex will leave St. John
at the usual time (5 o’clock) this evening.

FreperIcTON, March 15.

Dunn, Esq.., and Captain Sloan of this
City. The only portion of the vessel in-
sured was that owned by the estate of D.
Robertson. The crew were composed en-
tirely of colored men.

$3,000 and re-classed before she sailed.

zas with the intention of disposing of tle
vessel. The Captain of the schooner
¢¢ Susan,’’ now in this port reports having
szen the bark passing Musquash harbor,
with her colors flying and laboring heavily,

Abandoned at Sea.
