But the cave remains uncnanged. Its
walls echoing the voices from out the
ages and bearing testimony to the
foundation of the Masonic lodge.

In the early ageg the laws of re-
ligion and philosopny and those of
architecture were very closely united
in thought, and it was held that these
laws were secrets “to be known only

|to the few. The working tools of

the builder became emblems of moral
truth and the arts and crafts were
secrets jealously guarded. . There
must have been a secret oredr of
architects who built the Temple of
Solomon and openea friendly rela-
tions with foreign nations, made of
the organization an international fra-
ternity. Great material help was
given him by Hiram I. of Tyre and
the society of Phoenician architects
in the construction of the Temple,

When. Diocletian began his reign
he determined to destroy Christianity
and began the persecution of all re-
ligious secret orders. For a time
the buildes, owing to their value and
services to the state, were exempt
from these laws of suppression and
enjoyeh special privileges, but gran-
uaily during the Dark Ages, they were
forced into mire secrecy, taking ref-
uge in caves and secluded places to
hold their meetings.

ANCIENT RENT WRANGLES

sesterces (about 60 Sterling) a year
for a house which had been rented at
only half that sum. Crassus. fam-
ous for his wealth, maae much of
his fortune building nouses which he
let by the year. He had trouble
with the courts when pe tried to make
a tenent pay 15,000 sesterces for a
bachelor's apartment.

Against these abuses Caesar pro-
mulgated a law according to which
landlords could not exact more than
2,000 sesterces g year for villas in
Rome, or more than 500 sesterees in
the rest of the country.

In addition to sucrose there
are the well known forms of sweeten-
ers, glucose and malitose. These are
also sugars. But they are hot suc-
roses. Maltose, the produet of which
is to be made from corn, is somewhat
sweeter than glucose but only about
three-fifths as sweet as sucrose.

Briefly, the process consists of mix-
ing the cornstarch with warm water
and malt and then putting it through
the same processes which ordinary
sugar goes through. The new sug-
ar looks a little like confectioner’'s
sugar and tastes 1like Christmas
candy.
