Rev. W. J. Clark Declares in Its
Favor, But Leave It to
People.

PARTY SHOULD NOT SWAY

Strong Appeal to Commission-
ers to Allow Majority to
Rule on Question.

[By Staff Reporter.]

Woodstock, June .8.—The _first stage
of the discussion of the church union
question was reached this morning in
the General Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church, with the presentation by Rev.
Dr.- W. J. Clark, of Montreal, the con-
vener of the union committee, of the
views of the majority of the committee,
and a reply by Rev. Dr. D. D. McLeod, of
Barrie, on behalf of the minority.

Dr. Clark declared. that, while -in his
own view the time had come when a
union of the Presbyterian, Methodist and
Congregational churches should be con-
summated, he would not be In favor of
<€oercing ‘the minority if, on a vote of the
people, it was found taat a very consid-
erable minority existed who were opposed
to union.

Go With People.

“But,” he added, “if the people belong-
ing to this church vote overwhelmingly
in favor of union, even in spite of a pos-
sible disruption, T would go on with it.
Disruption is a terrible thing, but there
are worse things than disruption.”

Dr. Clark called attention to the fact
that since last fall an organization had

RUINED DWELLING

Police Are on Guard in East
Zorra — Tornado Scattered
Furniture All Over Farm—
Some Peculiar Tricks.

Woeodstock, June $.—Hundreds of people
form this city and distriet flocked to the
scene of last night's terrible eycloneé in
East Zorra Township this morning, and
gazed upon the chaos left by “the wind
and hall.

A staff of county constables was put in
charge last night at the home of Mr. and
Mrs. Thomas Bartley, which was com-
pletely demolished by the tornado, and
all attempts at looting were put down.
The belongings of Mr. and Mrs. Bartley
are being gathered together as quickly as
possible. ‘Much of the furniture of the
house, including stoves, beds, dressers,
etc., was smashed to pieces by the storm
and parts are to be found a quarter of a
mile away. A large roll of money, which
Bartley had in the house, cannot now be
found, while several valuable family
treasures are missing. The bodies of Mr.
and Mrs. Bartley have been brought to
this city, by order of corone: MacKay.

A son of the aged couple, 28 years of
age, s heart-broken over the tragic
occurrence. -He had just ordered a supply
of lumber from a firm in the ecity, in-
tending to build his parents a new home
this fall

Across the road from Bartley's farm
hundreds of curious paid. a visit to E.
Brown's house. All was confusion there.
A great scantling from wne Bartley house
pierced the wall of the Brown home and
fell in the front parlor, cutting a hole in
the wall as cleanly as if it was done by
a carpenter.

In one of the bedrvoms a small stick
of wood, about three feet long and two
inches in diameter, pierced its way
through the panel of a door, showing the
remarkable force with which it must have
been driven.

In Woodstock many windows were
broken by the hall.which was as big as
a small hen's egg. Greenhouses suffered
very heavily.

Those
who favereq holding up the sale stated
that there were rumors. that the prop-
erty had been purchased for the erection
of a dance hall, amd dance halls are not
particularly favored in Methodist sec-
tions.. The about-face -attitude- of - the
church trustees ‘was scored by several
delegates, who scentéd’ some “‘undey-
hand move,” as it would be impossible
for a dance  hall . to thrive in" suych a
neighborhood, “It ‘was’ asked, * How. d¢
We know that the majorly of ifustees
are -opposed to the deal going through,”
whereupon - a. delegate ‘from Delaware
waved aloft & paper, which. he de-
clared, was signed by eight out of the
eleven trustees, asking ‘'the conference
to bar the sale. Then came a storm
It was demanded if that petition
was signed in regular meeting of the
board of trustees. The answer was In
the negative.

“It is a queer thing that the mem-
bers of a board of trustees will meet
and agree upon a sale in regular ses-
sion, and in private get their heads to-
gether, eight out of eleven, and reverse
their decision,”” shouted a delegate. It
was moved that the report be referred
back to the church board to be threshed
cut during the next year. After much
argument the question was put and
lost.

When the conference rose for noon
period, the delegates were debating a
motion to refer back to the conference
committee. There were comments be-
ing freely made in half undertones that
the real trouble was that another
would-be purchaser was behind it all
and his offer would be worth more in
dollars and cents than the price at
which the site was knocked down at
auction.

All Agree to This.

Another motjon affecting the same
parish met with no objection. It asked
sanction for the sale of the old horse
shed at the new church.

The conference approved an applica-
tion of Birr circuit, in the London dis-
trict, for authority to sell the old par-
sonage, the proceeds to be applied to-
wards the purchase of another at Ilder-
ton.

Union Church, in the Wingham dig-
trict, is to be sold, and the funds ap-
rlied to building a new church.

Tithes Proposed.

The committee on systematic giving
urged that the ministers endeavor to
educate their congregations into the
system of giving tithes of ‘their in-
comes.

“When we took office we
proposed to be politically virtuous. We
tried to change the system and arrange
so that good Tories would secure con-
tracts. But we found that this resulted
in loss, in fallure, and in dissatisfaction.
So we had to give it up, and go back to
the same old Liberal contractors.”

Then G. W. Fowler got after the Min-

ister of Militia. He had bought 100,000
acres of Jands in. the wilds of New
Brunswick “for “$2 an acre. Mr. Fowler
said that the land was low, rough and

“That’'s the only kind of a job to have
on a hot day like this.”” declared Elec-
trical Engineer E. V. Buchanan, as he
watched the men for a few fleeting sec-
onds. : .

With this Cotiplet 48 the kevnote of
the service, 2,500 persons gathered in
Victoria park yesterday afternoon. when
practically all denominations joined with
the Salvation Army in a memorial ser-
vice to those lost on the Empress of Ire-
land.

Sad Sacrifice.

“It is a sad sacrifice to the God of
speed,”’ declared Rev. A. J. Johnson, of
Dundas Centre Methodist Church, refer-
ring to the disaster. *‘If they had not
been in : jch a hurry In that fog the

human cai o would have been saved. It
comes as a warning of public responsi-
bility. Let us hope it may mean the
salvation of life instead of the destruc-
tion of life.”

Envoy William Ward said. *“We are all
on board of the ship of Gospel, which
Is unsinkable. Millions have arrived and
millions more will be taken on board.”
Mayor Graham persided, and with Con-

troller Ashplant, made addresses on be-
haf of the city officials, in which the
sympathy of the city was extended to

the bereaved.
God’s Warning.

Dean Davis declared the disaster was
God’'s warning to come unto Him. *It
has touched the heart—of the King on
the throne,”” he said, ‘“and the question
for  you to answef is,” ""Are you ready,
are you prepared to meet God?”

“We are here to express our sympathy
for those at heme who have suffered by
the loss of dear ones,” sald Rev. Dean E.
Davis, the first speaker in the service.
“We ars ®ere, not to express in vain
words our sympathy for those who are
left, but to :pray for them. Only &eod
alone can comfort them. Yesterday I
knelt between @ brother and Ssister who
had returned, having lost a dear relative.
No word of mine could console them.
May the throne -0f grace be appealed to
by the whole land in. prayer .for these
beftaved ones,” satd My Davis.

2 Are In Death.

“Pn the midst of life we are in death.
There is something infinitely better than
living this life for today alone. It may
be ithat God will so consecrate this
summons—this disaster—that every heart
will be aroused. Believe in the Lord
Jesus Christ and you shall be saved, so
that in the last hours you will be able to
say, as the brave officer said, God's will
be done.’

‘““God is looking for llving souls,”

asser-
ted the speaker. -‘Are you Christ's, or
are you not Christ's? That is the

message.”’

‘““There is only one city where such an
expression of manly and wemanly sym-
pathy could be shown today, 1 am sure.
That city is London,” declared Rev. F.
C."Harper. “There is only cne thing mak-
ing you come here this afternocn, under
uncomfortable circumstances.”” he said to
the great crowd, seated in the full heat
of the blazing sun. ‘‘That is love.”

Faced End Bravely.
“It would be cut of place to sreak sad-

ly of those soldiers who are gone,” he
said. Do you speak sadly of those who
have made a good fight? They died
pravely. They died as brave men should

“There are some things which cannot
be explained. They died by God's will

God's will be done. That is a good doc-
trine, and a good principle cf life. Stand
on the bank of the St. Lawrence. lLook
at the grave of the Empress. Take the
truth of uncertainty of this life, and the
truth of the certainty of heaven, and live
a better life. May it make us better men
and women.”
Might Have Been Avoided.

“Let us not try to put heavier reéesponsi-
hility on the Almighty than belongs to
Him,” said Rev. A. J. Johnston. “There
has been human responsibility. In the in-
vestigation of the disaster, we hope that
nobody will be found directly responsible.
We will always have the hﬂuxlting sus-
picion, howevews, that «it~could have been
avoided.

“Those fen and Womén were a sad
sacrifice to the God of Speed. Had those
poats been in less undue haste to reach
their destination, these people would have
peen saved,” declared Mr. Johnston, “Let
ue hope that out of such terrible acci-
dents as this, shall come the thought,
‘Safety First,’ ' said the speaker. “Safety,
not destruction of life, should be - the
prayed today.”

“With all the horror of the disaster,
there were some beautiful touches, which
we all felt deerly, for cne ‘touch of sym-
pathy makes the whole world kin.’ One
of these was the story of a little girl,
washed up on the shores of the St. Law-
rence. Some habitants living near found
her. Over her body they laid garlands
of spring flowers. To the bereaved par-
ents they sent ,a beautiful. message of
sympathy and consolation when the beody
was sent back to them. ;

Peter Rusié]l Thinks Relatives’
Remains Are Still in
Empress.

Failing to fina the bodies of any of
his nine relatives who perished in the
Empress of Ireland disaster, for whom
he spent an entire week searching the
morgues in Quebec, Peter Russell, of 9
Elgin street, Earling, East London, re-
turned home on the noon C.P.R. train
Sunday. His lost relatives were William
Russell, his father; Miss Sarah Russell
and Mrs. Peter Kerr, his  sisters; Peter
Kerr, his brother-in-law, and the five
children of Mr. and Mrs. Kerr. All were
returning home to Scotland, where they
intended to make their home, and where
Mr. Russell has one sisted still living.
They formerly lived at 4 Pearl street,
East London.

“I think they must be imprisoned with-
in the beat,” said Mr. Russell yesterday,
referring to his failure to find the re-
mains of any of his relatives among the
bodies recovered. ‘If the company raises
the boat, or if I lrear of any more bodies
being recovered I will go down again.

“The C.P.R. Company was very Kkind
to me, and told me I could have transpor-
tation whenever I wanted to go back.
There were about forty bodtes still
unidentified when 1 left, but many of
them appeared to me to be foreigners.
There is a popular belief that bodies of
drowned persons come to the surface on
the ninth day. This is the ninth day, but
1 don’t know whether there is anything
in the belief. It probably is only a super-
stition. g

East Zorra Woman Picked Up Dead and Husband Was Found
Fatally Injured Some Distance Away.

[Special to The Advertiser.}

WOODSTOCK, June 7.—Two people were killed and damage
which will run into many thousands of dollars was caused tonight
when a cyclone swept over East Zorra.

The dead are: Thomas Barclay, aged 84, and his wife, aged 60.

Were Eating Supper.

The cyclone struck their house as they were eating supper.
The building was torn to pieces in a few seconds.and parts of the
roof and framework were scattered for 200 yards around. Many
of the timbers were hurled 50 feet in the air.

Allan Barker, a neighbor, who witnessed the wrecking of the

house, rushed across as quickly as possible.

Carried Fifty Feet.

He found Mrs. Barclay lying dead about 40 feet from where
the house had stood. Her husband lay some distance away, in a
pile of boards, with his leg fractured in three places and suffering
from internal injuries and shock. He died a few minutes after

Mr. Barker found him.

Their son, Thomas, had been visiting at a neighbor’s, two
miles away, and knew nothing of the tragedy until he hurried
home. He was greatly affected when he found his parents dead.

Hurled Seventy-Five Feet.

Miss Mary Robinson, who resided with Mr. and Mrs. Barclay,

probably owes her life to the fact that she had gone out on the

fawn a few minutes before the

house was wrecked. After the

blow was over she found herself in the stable yard on a manure-

pile.

She thinks she was lifted bodily by the force of the wind

and. carried to the spot, which is about 75 feet from where she
had been standing, but can remember little beyond the fact that
there was a terrific roaring, and she felt herself caught in the
greatest wind she had ever experienced.

Some Remarkable Sights,
There were some remarkable sights

in the vicinity after the cyclone. A.

buggy had been lifted into a tree and
rested in the Dbranches, fifteen feet
from the ground. A democrat wagon
had been picked up and .deposited n
another tree. All about the place
fences were blown away, trees in the
orchard ripped up and general de-
vastation wrought.

While the cyclone stretched over a
length of over two miles, the wind
seemed to reach its maximum velocity
at the Barclay place.

Tree Trupk in Window.

At the home orf Henry Enthwistle,
on an adjoining farm, a chimney on
the house was blown down and the
orchard badly damaged. After the
storm part of a large tree trunk was
found sticking through one of the up-
stair windows. All about telegraph
poles were blown over and trees up-
rooted.

At W. J. Brown’s place,
trees and fences were
whirled high in the air.

Some of the families in the vicinity,

As nearly as could be learned to-
night, the cyclone started in the vicin-
ity of Karn’s farm, and spent itself in
Jackson’s bush, three miles away.

It seemed to cut a clean swath in
many places. A fence on one side of the
road would be ripped to pieces. Across
the ‘'road the fence would be untouched.

A SCATHING CRITICISM

Oonservatives and Liberals
Unite in Denouncing Report
on Trent Valley Canal.

[Special to The Advertiser.]
OTTAWA, June 7.—A condemner
was himself condemned in Parliament

Saturday.
G. Howard Ferguson and the report

which he made upon the Trent Val-
ley Canal were denounced by Liberal
and Conservative members. The man
who broke the law of the land to
muck-rake the canal construction and
who had to have an emergency law
enacted at an all-night sitting of the

' Legislature to clear him, found no
friends in Parliament.

Not singe. F. B..Carvell drove the
Hon. A. B. Morine out of Canadian
public life with a.speech or since Hon.
G. P. Graham pilloried Gutelius and
Staunton for their Transcontinental
report, has a royal commissioner of
the Borden Government been the ob-
ject for such censure as was passed
upon G. Howard Ferguson.

The Government has been unfor-
tunate in its choice of scandal-hunt-
ers. They have not found scandal, but
they have made it.

To Shame of Country.

“It is to the shame of our country
that such a man ‘remains in public
life,” was the comment of Mr. Gau-
vareau upon Mr. Ferguson. “The
whole cenduct of the man appears to
have been gravely reprehensible and
embued with distorted partisanship,”
said Hugh Guthrie. “His findings are
largely both unwarranted and untrue,
and in many cases are disproven by
the evidence itself. He has suh?it(ed
a strangely perverse report which ap-
parently is ~eliberately untruthful.”

D. D. Mackenzie declared that it
was the duty for the Government to
geek the recovery of the money which
had been paid Mr. Ferguson for his
alleged services as royal commission-
er.

These words of reproach were all
from the Liberal side, but Conserva-
tives failed to give the report of Mr.
Ferguson their support.

Honest Man Accused.

Hugh Guthrie 8aid that Mr. Fergu-
son had made grave charges against
William_Hewitt, superintendent at the
Hawk Lake Dam. “All that I have
been able to learn concerning this man
shows him to be both honest and ef-
ficient,” said Mr. Guthrie.

“There is no better man and none
more honest,” said Col. Sam Hughes,
emphatically.

“I believe that,”” said Mr. Guthrie,
“but here is what Royal Commissioner
¥Ferguson says of him.” Mr. Guthrie
then read from the Ferguson report.

“That is humbug,” said Col. Hughes.

Where the Wine Went.

A paragraph which Mr. Guthrie
redd from the réport stung two Con-
servative members in the House. Mr.
Ferguson commented upon the prac-
tice .of buying expensive wines and
costly foods for consumption on the
canal and charging them to the Gov-
ernment. Mr. Guthrie read an affi-
davit which affirimed that the food and
drink in question was bought for the
consumption. of J. H. Burnham, the
Conservative member for West Peter-
boro; for J, H. Sexsmith, the Conserv-
ative member for East Peterboro. and
for Mayer Bradburn, when th se
gentlemen made an inspection trip up-
on the canal
i The Conservative members jumped
to their fee* instantly.

. *I didn't knew that we were getting
anything on the Government; I didn’t,
anyway,” said Mr. Sexsmith.

“l paid for everything that
protested Mr. Burnham.

Mr. Guthrie read a list of the lux-
vries which the report enumerated as
‘having been consumed on the trip. The
recital was punctuated by sarcastic
comments from the Liberal side.

“What did yvou have ” asked A. K.
MacLean.

“How much did you consume?” in-
quired Mr. Gauvareau.

Mr, Burnham and Mr. Sexsmith pro-
tested that the report was most un-
alr. .

“You appreciate how untrue most of
this report is,” retorted Hon. G. P.
Graham.

Sought a Partisan Report.

Mr. Guthrie opened the matter, and
at the outset declared that he had no
intention of shielding wrong-doing.
He believed that the superintendent
had done wrong and that there seemed
to have been a wrong system on the
work throughout. However, the great-
est wrong which had been committed
in carrying but the work of construc-
tion was nothing to the wrong which
had been done by Mr. Ferguson as in-
vestigator. - Instead of fairly dealing
with the merits. of the charges and
honestly reporting upon them, Mr.
Ferguson had attempted to twist
everything to- make ' out a partisan
case against the late Government. The
result was a report which was flag-
rantly dishonest and in many cases
directly contradictory to the evidence
and to the facts. The report was mis-
leading, and an unfair sunma y was
given to the press for the purpose of
poisoning the public mind.

A Bogus Witness.

The House was startled by the dis-
closure which Mr. Guthrie made of the
jinvestigation methods of Mr. Ferguson.
He read affidavits which showed that
where evidence was given which Com-
missioner Ferguson did not want, he
ordered the stenographer “Not to take
it down,” and it was suppressed. In
some cases he had refused to hear the
evidence -of witnesses. Mr. Guthrie
drew attention to a witness said to
be Miss Carr, a stenographer. She
bad said that there was no such wit-
ness and that the pay list had been
padded with her name.

Mr. Guthrie read an affidavit made
by Miss Carr in which she stated, un-
der oath, that she had been paid only
for the work .whieh she-did.

Among the affidavits read were one
from Hon. J. R. Stratton and one from
Mr. Robert Hall, both former members
of Parliament.

Mr. Ferguson had not made a re-
port upon the fact that a boat used
on the canal had been hired from &
prominent Peterboro Conservative and
“renovated at the expense of the
people.”

Col .Hughes Does Not Belisve Report.

“l do not believe the findings
brought by the commissioner so far as
McLelland is concerned,” said Col. Sam
Hughes, “and as for this man Hewitt,
he is as square a man as ever lived,”
added the Minister of Militia.

There was a comment from the
Liberal side on the fact that a Con-
gservative minister did not agree with
a Conservative investigation. “I don’t
care about that, I am telling the facts
as they are,” said Col. Hughes, warm-
ly. He added that the names of inno-
cent people should never have been
introduced into the report as they had
been done by Mr. Ferguson.

Hon. J. D. Reid, who spoke a little
later, indorsed this opinion.

“I think that in a great majority of
cases the Government got dellar for
dollar for everything that was supplied
the canal,” concluded Col. Hughes,

Hon. Mr. Graham said that the Fer-
guson report was another example of
the unfairness and bias of the com-
missioners who had been appointed by
the present Government for investiga-
tions. The ministry had appointed
such men that discredit had been
thrown upon Investigations by royal
commissions.

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5 FOUND STEANER
REALLY BESSEMER?

Question Raised as One Funnel

Is Seen Instead of Two—

Captain White Thinks Other
May Have Gone.

[Special to The Advertiser.1
Erieau, June 8.—Is the hull of the
steamer located fifteen miles south-
west of this port by the White
Wrecking Company, the long lost Bes-
semer No 2? L
This is the question that is being
asked today. Since the discovery of
the hull, the greatest interest has been
aroused, not only in Erieau, but
throughout the country. The disappear-
ance of the Bessemer, that went down
in 1909 with a total death roll of 32,
created the liveliest interest in the dis-
covery of Captain White.

Since the discovered hull has been
buoyed, the water has cleared some-
what and a funnel has been seen, four-
teen feet under water. The fact that
there is only one funnel is the reason
that the question has been raised whe-
ther the boat is really the Bessemer.
The big car ferry had two, but Cap-
tain White has given his opinion that
one of. these may have been carried
away.

; No Other Missing.

So far as Erieau people know there
is no other boat that has gone ashore
in this vicinity in recent years that
has not been accounted for, the White
Company alone having located three
wrecks. Therefore, many of the water
wise are convinced the discovered
hull is that of the Bessemer.

While the White Company has lo-
cated the hull, the work of raising it
will be done by another company. The
Whites are simply employed by the
Underwriters as “locators.” .

Divers Expected.

It is expected that divers will come
here today from Detroit to make an
investigation into the boat and prove
its identity, as well as make an ex-
amination as to whether or not it
can be advantageously raised. If an
unfavorable report on this latter pro-
position is made, the hull will be de-
stroyed by dynamite to safeguard na-
vigation.

The boat lles in about fifty feet of
water and is fifteen miles southwest
of the Erleau harbor.

The main question in dispute, the dec-
laration of an armistice, is a matter of
considerable difficulty to arrange, as the
Constitutionalists do not care to run the
risk of stopping their forces without
knowing beforehand some of the detalls
of the peace plan.

A Menacing Situatlon.

Washington, June 8.—Administration
chiefs face a menacing situation at Tam-
pico, where two of Huerta’s gunboats
were to arrive today, to blockade the
port and seize & war cargo on the Cuban
merchant marine Antrila. Thers wers
indications that the United States would
balk any such move. That might result
in complications which would threaten to
break up the Niagara conference.

Secretary of the Navy Danfels’ state-
ment that ‘“‘there has been no change in
the polioy of the Government in refer-
ence to its desire that the port of Tam-
pico shall be open to all commerce”
aroused widespread discussion. However,
whether ‘‘all commerce’” meant contra-
band of war, no administration official
would discuss.

The Huerta gunboats were reported at
Tampico early this morning. It did not
seem probable that any actual crisis
would be precipitated before the arrival
of the Antilla tomorrow or Wednesday,
unless the Huerta ships immediately de-
clared a blockade. Rear-Admiral Mayo
had transferred his family to the battle-
ship Minnesota outside Tampico harbor,
and the Constitutionalists there were pre-
paring to resist any attack on the port.

No Party Question.

“A feeling may exist in the minds of
some of you that having espoused the
cause of the new carganization, you must
be loyal to your party. I don’t think the
idea of loyalty to any party should sway
you."”

‘““We have not arrived at that stage
where we are divided into opposing fac-
tions and it is possible that that time
may never come.’’

He went on to say that tha eppon-
ents of union contended that praectical
unanimity was necessary before such
a union as suggested could be success-
ful and that such unanimity did not
exist; that when the Ilast vote was
taken a very considerable number were
opposed to union and that there was
no indication of any change in the situa-
tion.

Change Indicated.

“There is indication of a change,” he
said. ‘“We have not held any caucus to
find out what the present situation is,
but there are evidences of a very de-
cided change. For instance, at the as-
sembly in Edmonton some years ago
the committee appointed to consider
this question contained quite a large
proportion of men opposed to union,
but at least six of them have changed
their attitude and have come over to
the majority.

“If we do not proceed along the lines
of the present majority recommenda-
tion and give our people a chance to
vote on the question, we shall ba break-
ing faith with them; we shall not be
acting as honorable men. We are not
justified in stopping now.

Let Majority Rule.

“I am not behind any man in my love
for the Presbyterian Church in Canada,
but I have always believed and 1 still
do believe that In this great church of
our fathers we come to discussion of
questions on which there must be dif-
ference of opinion at times. We know
that good men may differ, and the only
way those differences can be settled is
by a vote of the majority.

‘“Many times when a vote hag been
taken I have been on the losing side,
but I have always gone away with the
feeling: ‘Well, I will abide by the wishes
of the minority.” It would hurt our
feelings very greatly if we went away
from this gathering with the feeling
that the minority has been allowed to
ruley”

J No Ritual Absolute.

‘““The minority may say to that, that
this is not a question of majorities or
minorities, but of the very constitution of
the church itself, and that we have no
right to discuss the obliteration of the
Presbyterian Church in Canada. My re-
ply is that, to my thinking, there 18 no
organization, no set of forms, no ritual
which in the divine order is absolute
forever. To my thinking that under-
standing of every true Presbyterian. The
view of the minority seems to. be that
God has given to a certain organization
grace, and that only In that organization
can grace be found. 1 cannot understand
any free man holding that view.

Church Has Changed.

““As & matter of fact the church has
changed. The Presbyterian Church of
my boyhood days is not the Presbyterian
Church of today. We are not adhering
to one absolute typse. We are free men
and we are bound to deal with the condi-
tions which face us now in Canada. And
those conditions are not the conditions of
a generation ago. If the minority is al-
lowed to rule and call halt to our work,
I for one will feel like going away from
this assembly saying: ‘Ichabod—the glory
is departed.”

Cannot Go Back.

If we take the position that we are
superior to the Methodist Church, that
we are too big to unite with them, that
is Pharisalical and there will be an in-
tensifying of the demoninational pride
and denominational effort. We cannot
simply go back to where we were at the
beginning of these negotiations.

Another thing we have to take into
consideration is the fact that many people
are coming into this country to whom the
Presbyterian Church means nothing, but
who are human souls for whom Christ
died. If we don’'t Christianize these peo-
ple they are going to swamy us.”

At this point Rev. Dr. Campbell rose
and objected to Dr. Clark attempting to
give his opinion as to the views of the
minority. Dr. Clark, he said, had no
right to put into ghe mouths of other
people the arguments he expected them
to make.

“I would not attempt to do that,”
was the reply, “the minority will have an
opportunity to express their own views.”

Certainly, his
return was looked forward to by Do-.
minion Immigration Agent, John Riggs,
and a large number of farmers, who
hoped to secure farm laborers from the
party of immigrants Mr. Benstead was
expected to bring with him. Word was
received from Mr. Benstead that he was
sailing on May 15, which he did, making
a safe and uneventful voyage.

Landing in Quebec¢, Mr. Bénstead some-
how failed to meet S. D. Dawson, sta-
tioned there to meet incoming immigrants.
and came on to London. He had secured
men for all of the farmers, making agpli-
cation for help before Mr. Benstead left
for England, and he brought with him
a number of other men not placed in ad-
vance, and also seven domestics, for
whom positions were waiting.

Mr. Benstead ticketed straight through
all the men for whom positions were wait-
ing and sent the others to Mr. Riggs, who

EAPLAIN PUBLIC HEALTH
10 WOMEN'S INSTITUTE

Dr. Hill Lectures at Annual
Meeting and Shows Women
Research Work.

An interesting address on the work of
the Institute of Public Health was given
by Dr. H. W. Hill at the annual meeting
of East Middlesex Women’s Institute,
held in the Public Health Institute build-
ing on Saturday afternoon.

‘“While the Women’s Institute and the
Institute of Public Health could not ex-
actly be called sister institutions.” said
Dr. Hill, “they might very well be con-
sidered as brother and sister institu-
tions.”

After speaking of the great advantages
of rural life, Dr. Hill showed and de-
scribed {llustrations of a great many
disease microbes, germs and cultures
which are under observation at the pub-
lic health institute. Afterwards the
members of the Women’s Institute were
conducted through the health institute
and shown the laboratories, research
rooms, lecture rooms, animals for experi-
mental uses, and other departments of
the institute. The work conducted for
the Provincial Board of Health, the eclin-
fcal work for the physicians of London
and Western Ontario, and the work of
the institute as a department of the
Western University was explained.

The prize-winning essay on *“The Fu-
ture of Rural Life in Ontario” was read
by Mrs. Dawes, of Belmont, winner of
the competition conducted by the Wo-
men’s Institute. Mrs. W. §. Laidlaw,
retiring president, presided. .
