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(From Toronto Telegram.)

Presuming that Sir Allen Ayles- 
worth is right in contending that 
all legislation under the war meas­
ures act, ends with the proclama­
tion of peace with Germany and 
Austria-Hungary, there are other 
orders-in-council besides that 
against speculation on horse racing 
which will soon be invalidated. The 
most important of those which 
have not already been repealed is 
that which has made Ontario no­
minally ‘'bone-dry" for the past fif­
teen months.

The war measures act was passed 
by the Dominion Parliament August 
22, 1914, in view of a state of 
war then existing against Germany 
and Austria-Hungary. The former 
minister of Justice proclaims that 
when His Majesty George V. offi- 
cially proclaims the British Empire 
again at peace with those two 
original belligerents the act itself 
and all orders-in-council issued 
under it have no further validity.

On December 22, 1917, announce­
ment was made of an order-in- 
council, prohibiting the importation 
of liquor into Canada after Decem­
ber 24, 1917, and the transportation 
after April 1, 1918, of intoxicating 
liquor into any part of Canada 
where its sale was Illegal under 
local enactments.

As soon as this order-in-council 
ceases to be effective—which will 
presumably be within a few days 
it will be possible for residents of 
Ontario to import again from other 
countries.

In addition, while retail sale was 
recently legislated against in Que- 
bec, provision was made for the 
selection of ten firms who were to 
be allowed to import into that 
province and export into the rest 
of Canada. It is understood that 
they may also act as Inter-provin­
cial distributors for such wet goods 
as are still allowed to be manufac­
tured under the Quebec act.

Pressure is said to have been 
brought to bear upon the Ontario 
Government to divert to this prov­
ince from Its eastern neighbor some 
of the profit of this sale for home 
consumption, which it is powerless 
to prevent, in view of the Senates 
action in throwing out the bill 
passed by the House of Commons to 
extend the term of national pro­

League. Berlin, July 23.—Ten persons were 

shot during disorders which attended 
the breaking up of a Majority Socialist 
meeting by Communists and Spartacans 
here Monday. Those attending the 
meeting, which was held in the trades 
union building attempted to lynch the 
man who fired the shots, but he was 
saved by his helpers who were in the 

i building. Several Majority Socialist 
I meetings did not develop as smoothly 

and quietly as they began. Commun­
ists and Spartacans, by a pre-arranged 
plan, smuggled fellow Radicals into halls 
where the Majority Socialists were con­
gregated, and there broke up the meet­
ings by cat-calls and other noises, and 
even by violence.

At countless meetings the Majority 
Socialist speakers gave up attempting 
to speak after half an hour of shout­
ing, and in the trades union building, 
where the biggest meeting was held, 
chairs, beer bottles, glasses, and even 
tables were flung about in a successful 
attempt to break up the gathering. All 
had been quiet, serious and earnest; 
when the correspondent visited the, 
building in a tour of the meetings. The 
Communist agitator responsible for the: 
uproar in the trades union building 
jumped on the stage while Erish Kutt- 
ner, editor of the Vorwaerts, was speak­
ing and made a counter-speech.

Shots Were Fired.
The hall instantly was transferred| 

into bedlam, which increased as the| 
opponents began to throw glasses and 
seize chairs with which to belabor" 
each other. Suddenly shots were fired. 
Some ten persons were wounded, in­
cluding Herr Kuttner, who was attend­
ed by workers and hospital helpers. The 
audience tried to lynch the shooter, 
who also was saved by the hospital 
helpers.

WINNIPEG, July 22.—No holidays 
will be given to civic employees who 
went on strike.

BargainsLaidWASHINGTON, July 22.—By a vote 
of nearly three to one. the House, 
weary of talk on prohibition, today 
passed a bill for its enforcement, with 
provisions and penalties so drastic as; 
to bring from the men who framed it ! 
the prediction that it would forever; 
suppress the liquor traffic on American! 
soil.

Exactly one hundred members—52 
Democrats and 48 Republicans—refused 
to support it. Against this even hun- 
dred, the prohibitionists, putting up a 
solid front to the very last, polled 287 
votes. The measure now goes to the 
Senate, where many of its restrictions! 
may he modified or stricken out. The 
cloakroom rumor persisted that all of 
this legislative effort might end on the 
shoal of a presiden ial veto, although 
the general view was that it would be 
signed as passed.

Provisions of Bill.
The bill ,as it passed the House, pro­

vides:
After January 26, 1920: Every person | 

permitted under the law to have liquor 
in his possession shall report the 
quantity and kind to the commissioner 
of internal revenue (this applies to 
chemists, physicians, etc.)

After February 1, 1920: The posses­
sion of any liquor, other than as auth­
orized by the law, shall be prima facie 
evidence that it is being kept for sale 
or otherwise in violation of the law. It 
will not be required, however, to report, 
and it will not be illegal to have in 
one's possession, liquor in a private 
dwelling, while the same is Occupied 
and used by the possessor as his private; 
dwelling, and the liquor is used for per­
sonal consumption by the owner, his‘ 
family or his guests.

The possessor of such liquors, how- 
ever, bears the burden of proof that 
the liquor was acquired and is possessed 
lawfully.

Two and a Half Per Cent the Limit.
Intoxicating liquor is defined as a 

beverage containing more than one-half; 
per cent of alcohol. /

Any house, boat, vehicle or other 
place where liquor is manufactured or I 
sold is declared a nuisance.

No person shall manufacture, sell,I 
barter, give away, transport, import, 
export, deliver, furnish or receive any 
intoxicating liquors.

Liquor for non-beverage purposes and 
wine for sacramental uses may be sold! 
under specified regulations.,

Denatured alcohol, medicinal prepara- 
tions (including patent medicines) unfit 
for beverage purposes, toilet articles, 
flavoring extracts and vinegar are 
exempted.

Liquor advertisements of all kinds are 
prohibited.

Sale, manufacture or distribution of 
compounds, intended for use in the un­
lawful manufacture of liquor, is pro- 
hibited, together with sale or publica-• 
tion of recipes for home manufacture. £

The 
mind of the criminal becomes darken­
ed, and sagacity departs. But before 
that tragedy, Germany had. when the 
Lusitania was torpedoed off Kinsale 
Head on May 7, 1915, taken the third 
great step towards her own destruction 
a step that she completed when, by the 
policy of unrestricted murder at sea, 
she arrayed a hundred million Ameri­
cans against her. On the anniversary 
of the sinking of the Lusitania the 
terms of her judgment were handed to 
Germany. And while the body of Nurse 
Cavell was borne through England, 
amid the proud sorrow of a nation, the 
man who brought a great race so low 
that they applauded the murder of a 
woman lay at Amerongen awaiting his 
final doom. It is a drama of divine 
judgment, unfolded in the seeing of all 
the world, whose last scene was en­
acted on Saturday.

It was printed the 
day after the treaty of peace was 
signed. It contains many compre­
hensive expressions. It is a splendid 
summary, and reaches just conclusions 
such as “Wherever our dead lie they 
died for the one end—the deliverance 
of the world’s soul.’’ “Today all that 
power and glory and dominion have 
passed like the baseless fabric of a 
dream. The supermen of a year ago 
have sunk to the lowest depths of 
humiliation.” “Today the man who 
plunged the world into a bath of blood 
is left in his exile to contemplate the 
end of all his crimes. With the rattling 
sabre he demanded a place in the sun. 
And he has got it. The white beam of 
history will light up his infamies and 
his crimes forever; a dismembered and 
well-nigh bankrupt Germany with 
never a foothold left in the sun is his 
monument."

“Today Galilee has conquered Pots­
dam. In the antithesis moral values 
are rightly expressed—these conflicting 
ideals are finally determined by 
the peace which was signed on Sat­
urday. For a generation Germany rang 
with the watchword: World-dominion 
or downfall, and she hay verily secured 
the downfall. It is hard to believe that 
a year ago Germany was still hurling 
calamity on the world. Her legions 
were across the Marne, only 40 miles 
short of Paris; the channel ports were 
still menaced, and our weary troops 
were holding a swaying line; to the

Flume and Shantung were the two issues 
that came closest to wrecking the Peace Confer­
ence. After some sensational backing, stalling 
and filling, Italy compromised over Fiume suffi­
ciently to avert a split. On the other hand, 
Japan assumed a take-it-or-leave-it stand in re­
gard to Shantung, refusing any compromise. The 
conference, after some argument, despite refusal 
by China to sign the peace treaty, conceded Shan­
tung to Japan, explaining that the alternative 
meant withdrawal of Japan from the league of 
nations. This, it was maintained, would inevit­
ably lead to a combination of powers opposed to 
the league, and might bring on another struggle.

It would be foolish to dodge the fact that 
Japan was in a position to dictate, and took ad­
vantage of it to hold up the conference. Japan, 
with a powerful military organization, was pre­
pared to carry the issue to the point of war. To 
accept this challenge was impossible, and China 
was compelled to submit. China calls this a de­
sertion by the powers, without whose support she 
is helpless. The truth is that the Peace Confer­
ence was as helpless as China in the matter of 
Shantung’s disposal. It was painful for China 
that she should be made the “goat,’' but that

they surrendered their armaments:

Lloyd George s War Work
The peace treaty having passed its third 

reading in the British Commons by a great major­
ity, the people of the United Kingdom have given 
their approval to the product of the long and 
painful toil at Versailles. The acceptance of the 
agreement is the culmination of Lloyd George’s 
war work. The British premier’s bit makes an 
amazing recital of courage, statesmanship and 
political acumen. It is not an exaggeration to 
say that at times Lloyd George held the Empire 
to its great purpose of crushing despotism by 
sheer force of his personality. Clemenceau, when 
dark hours enveloped France, scolded and 
prodded his countrymen into fresh fervor for the 
fight, lifting them from the mire to the mountain, 
top.

Using other methods, but equally successful, 
was Lloyd George in rallying the British people 
in those hours when morale was lowered dan- 
gerously by repeated disasters. It was on these 
occasions that Lloyd George's faith, his cheery 
facing of stupendous tasks, his superhuman over­
coming of obstacles, restored to the nation the 
vigor and confidence that carried it to victory. 
Destiny may lead Lloyd George to further amaz­
ing achievements, but few will surpass his splen­
did record of the war.

It is stated that Vera never left 
town since she escaped from the jail 
while awaiting sentence for acting as 
an accessory after the fact in McCul­
lough’s case.

The plans for the surrender were 
agreed upon today by Mr. Horkins, 
Miss Lavelle’s counsel, and the police.

Arrangements are under way to have 
the girl tried tomorrow by Judge 
Coatsworth.

The Lavelle girl was taken into cus­
tody at 2:35 this afternoon on Beverley 
street, a few feet south of College 
street, by Detective Walter McConnell. 
The arrest had a theatrical taste to 
it similar to the explois in which Mc­
Cullough revelled. Miss Lavelle simply 
surrendered herself by a prearranged 
plan between herself and counsel, W. 
B. Horkins.

WASHINGTON, July 22.—Despite all 
precautions taken by civilian and mili­
tary authorities, rioting between 
whites and negroes broke out again 
tonight in Washington and a report 
reached the police at 10 o’clock that a 
white man, a home defenuce guard, had 
been enot and killed in the northwest 
section.

Soon after the killing of the home 
defence guard, the police received a 
report that another guard also had 
been shot by a negro. He was re­
ported as fatally wounded. A detach­
ment of cavalry and a squadron of 
marines were rushed to the scene of 
the shootings, which was at Eighth 
and M. streets, in the heart of the 
negro district.

Three Riot Calls.
Shortly after 10 o'clock three riot 

calls were sent in simultaneously from 
a district in the negro section of the 
northwest, covering at area of about 
three squares. A cordon of cavalry, 
marines and infantry were thrown 
about one block, in which considerable 
firing had been going on.

The defence guard, killed later, was 
identified as Isaac Halbfinger. He was 
on duty at Ninth and M. streets, north- 
west, and was killed by a negro in a 
speeding automobile. Crowds of whites 
immediately gathered in the vicinity, 
and several shots were reported to have 
been exchanged with blacks.

Rioting between whites and negroes 
in Washington the last three nights 
was the subject of a half-hour confer­
ence between President Wilson and 
Secretary Baker late today at the 
White House.

Demand Martial Law.
Congress was asked to take notice of 

the race riots and the crime wave in 
the national capital today, and Pres­
ident Wilson was asked to declare 
martial law and police the city with 
troops in resolutions introduced in the 
House by Representatives Clark (Dem.), 

I Florida, and Vale (Rep.), Colorado, 
respectively.

Soon after noon the nearest official 
estimate of last night’s riot stood at 
five dead, ten expected to die, scores 
of lesser wounded or injured, and the 
cases of 175 rioters docketed in the 
police courts.

A bill for the separation of the races 
on street cars in the District of Colum­
bia was introduced today by Senator 
Harrison (Democrat), Mississippi, who 
said he was prompted to offer the 
measure because of the race riots.

When some 175 cases of men arrested 
during the rioting were tried today in 
the police court, maximum sentences 
of a year’s imprisonment and fines of 
$500 were imposed on all found carry­
ing concealed weapons.

M. Fournier opening the debate, re­
called the meeting of Friday when the 
vote on the food policy showed the 
Government to have a minority. He 
said M. Boret, food minister, who re­
signed, was abandoned by his col­
leagues who left him to struggle alone, 
but that it was the Government's 
economic policy that led to M. Boret's 
resignation.

Economic Situation Serious.
He said the economic situation was 

serious, and that the country considered 
the Government's announced program 
to be insufficient.

After criticising in detail the 
economic policy of the Government M. 
Fournier took up the foreign policy. He 
advocated a more intimate alliance with 
Italy and concluded by asking the 
Chamber to say if it indorsed the 
Government's errors which he declared 
compromised the fruits of victory.

New Food Minister Speaks.
M. J. B. Noulens, the new food min­

ister. in reply, outlined the Govern­
ment’s economic policy. He told of 
measures taken to increase the supply 
of wheat and sugar and asserted the 
Government could not be taxed with 
lack of foresight. In conclusion, he 
said he would oppose food speculators 
implacably and would prosecute all 
offenders.

M. Clementel, minister of commerce, 
emphasized the necessity of maintain­
ing control of wheat and sugar through­
out the world and announced that the 
Allied governments had decided to 
organize conferences, in which neutral 
nations should take part, to reach con­
clusions on the critical economic situa­
tion throughout the world and to sub­
mit these findings to all governments.

Tiger’s Eyes Gleam.
Annoyed during the debate by re­

peated interruptions from the Social­
ists, in which Jean Bon and M. Var- 
enne were conspicuous, M. Clemenceau 
himself ascended the tribune amid tense 
silence. The old man walking slowly 
up the steps and, turning and salut­
ing the Right and Centre and glower­
ing at the Extreme Left. The light of 
battle was gleaming in the "Tiger's" 
eye as he said, in a low voice:

"You blame me for not having 
chosen my colleagues from the learned. 
An eminent man is not necessarily a 
member of the French Academy."

The House laughed and was dis­
armed. Strolling up and down the 
tribune, the premier hestitated, stop­
ped and then continued:

"You wanted me to make war. I 
have made war. You wished me to 
make peace. It is harder to make 
peace than it is to make war. It is a 
question of confidence. I have ob­
tained all that France could desire 
and many things that France could 
not hope for."

LONDON, July 22.—(By The Associ-| 
ated Press.) —On the morrow of the 1 
peace celebration, with the newspaper 
columns still paying plentiful tribute to 
the great demonstration and urging 
that the nation now settle down to : 
work, Great Britain finds herself con­
fronted with one of the most serious 
economic crises in her history.

Alarm is everywhere felt at the ac­
tion of the coal miners in putting a 
stop to the output in a large area of 
the coal fields, and especially at their 
risking the permanent destruction of 
some of the mines by preventing the 
pumps from operating. The London 
press voices this alarm in unmeasured 
terms, seeing the nation faced with un­
paralleled calamity. Except in Social­
ist quarters, the conduct of the miners 
is condemned with varying degrees of 
vehemence, and characterized as some­
thing from a deplorable blunder, to 
wicked Bolshevism.

Balance of Mines Down.
A dispatch to the Evening News 

from Bradford, Yorkshire, today, an­
nounced that pumping would cease in 
the remainder of the Yorkshire coal 
mines this afternoon. This would be 
the first time in 45 years that ventila­
tion in the mines had been stopped. 
The correspondent adds that the de­
fiance of the miners' federation by 
Herbert Smith, president of the York­
shire Miners' Association, declaring 
that the miners would fight to a finish, 
created a sensation in Bradford. The 
dispatch adds that a long struggle isi 
feared.

Government Criticized.
The decision of the Government to I 

employ navy men to pump the mines 
in the "terrific dilemma," as one char­
acterization has it, and thus to save 
a naval asset, is approved by news­
papers of widely différent views, but 
in some quarters the Government is 
sharply criticized as having blundered 
in handling the situation and allow­
ing it to drift, without fulfilling the 
promises given the miners to carry 
out the findings of the commission 
which were embodied in the Sankey 
report on the mining industry.

For the moment the situation shows 
no hope of improvement. The miners' 
federation today had not replied as 
yet to the Government's appeal that 
the federation communicate its views 
in the face of the disastrous flooding 
of the mines, and in the end it seems 
uncertain whether the federation will 
be able to take effective action. The 
men are represented as acting in de­
fiance of the federation leaders.

The southern front reaches from the 
Caspian Sea to the Dnieper River, 
where the volunteer army, the Don 
and Tersk Cossacks and mountaineers 
of the Caucasus are fighting under 
Gen. Denekine.

Along the northwestern front, run­
ning from south of Pakov to Petro- 
grad. Russian and Esthonian troops 
are grouped. On the northern front, 
from Onezhsk Lake to the mouth of 
the Pechora River, the army is com­
manded by Gen. Muller.

Why War Extra? At Least 
Thousand Persons Ask 

—Cops, Too.

“Resolved that we, the officers and 
members of No. 1 Command, G. W. V. 
A. of Canada, hereby place ourselves, 
on record in protest against the con-1 
tinuance of the act known as the On­
tario temperance act, inasmuch as the. 
act, as at present in force, is, in our 
opinion, an inquisition in itself, also 
a menace to democracy, and the best 

;traditions of British citizenship. Fur­
ther, that its operation is undoubtedly 
causing a great deal of dissatisfaction 
throughout the province to all classes 
of citizens resident therein.

"Furthermore, its operation, owing to 
its entire lack ot justice and reason;

His 
report was adopted, and a hearty vote 
of thanks given him. It was declared 
to be the best report that has ever been 
brought back by a delegate from a 
convention.
