Russian Left Fights Desper-
ately, But Is Also Com-
pelled to Retire.

St. Petersburg, Oct. 14.—The Emperor
has received thé following dispatch, dated
yesterday from Gen. Kuropatkin: “Two
regiments of the Russian right, on Oct.
12, sustained heavy losses. The com-
mander of one was killed, and the brig-
ade commander was wounded. Both re-
giments - were compelled to withdraw,
abandoning their artillery, but subse-
quently, under Col. Vannovsky, who tem-
porarily assumed command of the brig-
ade, they, after a desperate assault, re-
gained possession of the guns, with the
exception of sixteen, which remained in
the hands of the Japanese. The final
issue of the battle on Wednesday "on this
flank was unsuccessful for us. On ac-
count of a night attack of the Japanese,
who executed a turning movement, our
troops were forced not only to abandon
their positions, but again lost the guns
previously recovered from the Japanese.
Our forces retired to the position pre-
viously prepared on the Shakhe River.”

were one of the most interesting fea-
tures. They were under the direct su-
pervision of Mr., Byron McCarty, and
he was able to secure Some of the best
horses- in  the district for the trotting
events,

The town hall was taken

The bride-elect of the Grown Prince
is a pretty, unaffected, yellow-haired
girl, who has been brought up in simple
domestic fashion, after the manner of
the smaller German courts. Her fa-
ther's (now her brother’'s), dominions
have a population of less than half a
million, which, like that of other of
the German States, is diminishing ra-
ther than increasing, owing to the
ever-flowing tide of emigration to
Ainerica,

The Dukes of hoth Mecklenburgs
(Schwerin and Strelitz), blossomed into
grand dukes only after 1815, and there
is a curious family compact between
them that if either of the two lines dies
out the other is to inherit the vacant
dukedom. It does not, however, seem
likely that this agreement will come
into force just yet.

London, Oct. 13.—“Drifting Together.
Will the United States and Canada
Unite?” So the Express heads an
article by Andrew Carnegie, who says
those born north or south of an imagin-
ary line between Canada and the
States, being all Americans, must soon
merge. It were as great folly to re-
main divided as for England and
Scotland to have done so. Born Cana-
dians and Americans are a common |
type, indistinguishable one from the
other. -Nothing is surcr in the near
future than that they must unite. It
were criminal for them to stand apart.

No Changes To Be Made at!

Present, as the Manufac- |
turers Are Satisfied.

Ottawa, Oct. 13. — The time fixed by |
the railway commission for filing stan-
dard freight tariffs to govern the rail-
ways of Canada expired on the first of
this month, but it is learned that ‘a
further extension will probably be
granted for two different reasons. The
board has been so fully occupied with
other work that it is not yet ready to
grapple with the subject, although
three of its officers are devoting nearly
all their timé to an investigation of the
tariffs that have been presented. In
the second place, the Canadian Manu-
facturers’ Association, whose member-
ship is chiefly interested in the freight
schedules, has asked that the existing
temporary tariff, sanctioned by the
commission last summer, be continued
for some little time longer until the
Mmanufacturers are prepared to express
their opinion of the changes that the
new tariffs propose. The existing tem-
porary rates are, on the whole, fairly
satisfactory to shippers as a result of
the concessions that were obtained
through the commission, a few moisths
ago, so they are in no hurry to see
them changed. There have been go
many complaints from fruit shippers
coricerning the manner in which thelr
shipments are handled by the railway
companies that the railway commission
hasg decided to ascertain the best type
of car for fruit carriage, and to impress
the desirability of its adoption upon the
raitway companies. One of the officers !
of the board. acting in conjunction with
4 representation of the fruit shippers,
will make an examination of the vari-
ous types of fruir cors used in Cana-
dian and American roads. If possible
they will endeavor to pick on one that
can readily be adopted to the carriage
of other classes of goods when the fruit
seagon is' over.

of freight; baggage, and passengers,
They. asked that an interim order issue
sanctioning the use of the forms now
employved until a hearing can be ar-
ranged for a permanent determination
of. the question.

JILTED GIRLS
~ TAKE POISON

They Both Commit Suicide in
a Sensational Manner.

DEATH CAREFULLY PLANNED

Left Explicit Directions for a Double
: Fuueral—Wrote to Relatives
aud Friends.

Kankakee, Il., Oct. 13.—Lulu Cook,
aged 15, ahd Minnie Ifland, aged 19,
jilted by the two young men who for
@ time had been attentive to them, and
fearful of ridicule-from the town g0s-
sips, committed suicide together by
Ppoison. a

The two girls went: @out preparing
to die with a great deal of delibera
tion and a care for details and dramatic
effect. They wrote many letters, made
their wills, and did many other little
things that showed how much import-
ance they placed upon what they be-
lieved to be public opinion in the little
town of Buckingham, in which they
were known to everybody.

The two girls killed themselves with
strychnine in the home of Mr. and Mrs.
James Cook, the parents of Lulu Cook,
the younger of the two girls.

The young men, or rather boys, in
the case are James Ifland, a brother
of one of the suicides, and Henry Fer-
den. who had been calling upon Miss
Ifland.

The boys declare they had no inten-
tion of wounding the feelings of the
girls, and say they knew nothing of
the suicide compact.

SUICIDES LONG PLANNED.

A
pitcher could work three or four times
a week without injury, for there would
be comparatively no strain on his arm,
Many pitchers are more successful
even now with a straight ball than they
are with a curve.

“I am not advocating this measure
-by any means, but if the people that
are anxious to increase the batting in
the game want a good way to do it
let them take up that line of argu-
ment.”

Mordecai Brown was a party {to this
conversation, and had this to say:: i

“I haven’t any doubt .but that it
would increase the batting so that it
would satisfy any one, but' if they
should make such a law thev will have
10’ supply the pitchers with armor-
plate protection, for I'm sure I would
not be willing to risk my life in front
of the gun. It is bad enough on a
pitcher the way it is, and unless a
pitcher is a good dodger these days
he is likely to be put on the hospital
list any time.”
