A QUESTION FOR MR. MARX.“The Sin of Infant Baptism." Thia 
was the subject upon which Rev. J. 
J. Ross, pastor of the William street 
Baptist church, preached last Sun­
day evening.

For the last few Sundays Mr. Ross 
has been preaching a series of spe­
cial sermons, which boive been much 
talked about by the different church-

We think Mr. Marx, along with 
all other students or observers of 
the liquor traffic, will admit that 
the treating system is the greatest 
cause of excessive drinking.

He will also admit if he has given 
the liquor act of 1902 any considera- 
tion, that if it is brought into force 
that it will practically do away with 
the treating system, and the penal- 
ties in respect to this in raction in 
particular are too severe to be light­
ly overlooked.

Now granted thait this contention 
is correct, that as a result of this 
law coming into force t'hait our tax 
rate will increase one mill or even 
two mills, as another ratepayer 
claims it will, this will mean for the 
average workingman, an increase in 
his taxes of not more than one dol­
lar and a half or in other words 
one day’s work each year.

Now unfortunately for this question 
Mr. Marx is not blessed with a son, 
but no doubt he can appreciate what 
is a parent's feelings, now does he 
believe he can find ten men in this 
town, who through their own desire 
to drink liquor freely or their love 
of accumulating money, are so lost 
to their sense of parental responsi­
bility and their love for their boys 
in particular that they will say, "We 
are not willing to give one day's 
work each year in extra taxes in 
order that our boys may be spared 
the temptation of the open bar.”

Now Mr. Marx will admit that one 
fact is worth a dozen theories, here 
is one fact that could be strengthen­
ed by dozens of others, that will 
show Chatham has nothing to fear 
should this law be enacted.

The figures given below are taken 
from official reports of the city of 
Quincy, Mass., a city similar in 
size to Chatham and where the law 
is only the local option a much 
more difficult law to enforce than

I 
believe that infant baptism is a sin 
and my belief is the result of deep 
thought and study. I am prepared 
to prove through bibical references 
that what I say is true. Too many 
people in this world believe one thing 
because their ancestors believed it 
before them. This is very wrong. A 
man should not hold any belief un- 
loss he is in a position to prove 
his belief to his own satisfaction."

He then stated that it was not 
his intention to ridicule those who 
held opinions different to his on this 
subject. There were some Baptists 
who did not agree with him in this 
belief. Nowhere in the Bible is it 
proved that infant bapt ism is right. 
In fact it is strongly condemned. 
Those denominations which upheld 
infant baptism give as a proof of 
their belief that Christ has said 
"Suffer little children to come unto 
me." If it is right to baptize a child, 
either by sprinkling or immersion, 
it is also right for them to take 
sacrament. No one will say that it 
is right far children to be allowed to 
take sacrament, and if we reject one

Mr. Ross then started the case of 
a certain Roman Catholic priest who 
said that he believed in infant bap­
tism not because the Bible said it 
was right, but because it was the 
custom of the church. He also said 
that in the Greek churches the chil­
dren were immersed. This, he 
thought, was wrong. He thought 
that a child should not be baptized 
until he or she was old enough to 
realize the meaning of baptism. It 
is stated in the gospels that only 
believers shall be baptized. The 
Methodists and Presbyterians, he 
said, believe in this because they 
think it does the child good in after 
life. He then read part ions from the 
Methodist creed and the Presbyterian 
confession of faith, which showed 
that infant baptism was included, in 
their doctrines. This, however, he 
said, is strongly forbidden in the 
Word of God.

In the course of his remarks he 
said that he had the greatest of re­
spect for the other denominations, 
especially the Presbyterians, and said 
if he. was not a Baptist he would 
like to be a Presbyterian.

His sermon throughout was from 
an argumentative standpoint and for 
each statement which he made he 
produced bib: 1 references to sup­
port his belief.

Dr. Brodrick’s Scheme to Raise 20,000 

Men—What Canada Is to Supply—Ques- 
tion of Naturalization.

In his address to the Colonial Con- 
Jerence, Mr. Brodrick, Secretary of 
State for War, suggested in general 
terms the raising, of 20,000 men by 
the colonies to be trained with a lia­
bility to oversea service in case of 
Imperial emergency. Mr. Brodrick 
did not go into detail on the propos- 
ition, but a memorandum produced 
by Lieut.-Col. E 4. Altham, C. M. 
G., Assistant Quartermaster-General 
at headquarters, embodies the views 
of the militia advisers as to what 
should be the action of the colonies. 
The proposals made in this memor­
andum contemplate the organization 
of the following troops for general 
Imperial service in war.

Australia—Two mounted brigades, 
one infantry brigade; approximate 
strength, 9,000 men.

New Zealand —One mounted bri- 
gade, two infantry batallons; ap- 
proximate strength, 3,000.

Canada—One brigade division field 
artillery, one infantry brigade; ap­
proximate strength, 3,000.

Total, 16,500 men.
Col. Altham quotes from the re­

port of the general officer command­
ing in Canada the statement that 
the city corps have absolutely no 
training whatever in the field duties 
of a soldier and that the rural corps 
will never be made even fairly fit to

•England. It may, therefore, be con 
eluded that the best way in which 
Canada can co-operate in Imperial 
defence is by making her militia an 
efficient force.,

"It is more important that the 
Canadian Ministry should be urgent­
ly pressed to take this reasonable 
precaution than, that they should 
maintain contingents for general Im- 
perial service. Nevertheless the ser­
vices rendered by Canadians in South 
Africa, as well as the history of the 
last Anglo-American wai, show that 
the Canadians are excellent fighters, 
and would be a valuable addition to 
the Imperial forces. It is reasonable 
to assume that Canada will desire to 
co-operate with Australia in any 
steps that may be taken for creating 
a permanent organization of colonial 
Imperial forces, and if such a desire 
be felt there are strong political reas­
ons for encouraging it. Moreover, 
it is possible, that, by the example 
of a Canadian Imperial force, the 
militia in general might be worked 
up to a higher standard of efficiency. 
The strategical position of Canada 
makes it, however, unwise that any 
large contingent should be drawn 
from her defence force unless the 
strength of that force should in the 
future be increased. It is suggested, 
therefore, that if a Canadian Imper­
ial force be organized it should be 
limited, for the present, to a brigade 
division of field artillery and a bri- 
gade of infantry "

The blue book on the Colonial Con­
ference contains a minute of council 
adopted by the Canadian Govern­
ment in reply to a circular despatch 
from the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies asking whether, in view of 
doubts and difficulties which have 
arisen in connection with the inter­
pretation and administration of the 
naturalization acts, legislation for

.sirable, and, if so, what scope and 
direction such legislation should take

COLONIAL TROOPS.
Dr. Brodrick’s Scheme to Raise 20,000 

Men—Whet Canada Is to Supply—Ques- 
tion of Naturalization.

In his address to the Colonial Con- 
Verence, Mr. Brodrick, Secretary, of 
State for War, suggested in general 
terms the raising of 20,000 men by 
the colonies to be trained with a lia­
bility to oversea service in case of 
Imperial emergency. Mr. Brodrick 
did not go into detail on the propos- 
ition, but a memorandum produced 
by Lieut.-Col. E. A. Altham, C. M. 
G., Assistant Quartermaster-General 
at headquarters, embodies the views 
of the militia advisers as to what 
should be the action of the colonies. 
The proposals made in this memor­
andum contemplate the organization 
of the following troops for general 
Imperial service in war.

Australia—Two mounted brigades, 
one infantry brigade; approximate 
strength, 9,000 men.

New Zealand—One mounted bri 
gade, two infantry bat alions; ap- 
proximate strength. 3,000.

Canada—One brigade division field

Altham goes on to say: "In the 

event of war with the United States, 
it is on this Canadian militia that 
must depend the entire safety of Can­
ada until reinforcements arrive from 

•England. It may, therefore, be con 
eluded that the best way in which 
Canada can co-operate in Imperial 
defence is by making her militia an 
efficient force. /

"It is more important that the 
Canadian Ministry should be urgent­
ly pressed to take this reasonable 
precaution than that they should 
maintain contingents for general Im- 
perial service. Nevertheless the ser­
vices rendered by Canadians in South 
Africa, as well as the history of the 
last Anglo-American wai, show that 
the Canadians are excellent fighters, 
and would be a valuable addition to 
the Imperial forces. It is reasonable 
to assume that Canada will desire to 
co-operate with Australia in any 
steps that may be taken for creating 
a permanent organization of colonial 
Imperial forces, and if such a desire 
be felt there are strong political reas- 
ons for encouraging it. Moreover, 
it is possible, that, by the example 
of a Canadian Imperial force, the 
militia in general might be worked 
up to a higher standard of efficiency. 
The strategical position of Canada 
makes it, however, unwise that any 
large contingent should be drawn 
from her defence force unless the 
strength of that force should in the 
future be increased. It is suggested, 
therefore, that if a Canadian Imper- 
ial force be organized it should be 
limited, for the present, to a brigade 
division of field artillery and a bri­
gade of infantry."

The blue book on the Colonial Con 
ference contains a minute of council 
adopted by the Canadian Govern­
ment in reply to a circular despatch 
from the Secretary of State for the 
Colonies asking whether, in view of 
doubts and difficulties which have 
arisen in connection with the inter- 
pretation and administration of the 
naturalization acts, legislation for 
the amendment of these acts is de­
sirable. and, if so, what scope and 
direction such legislation should take 
Lord Minto, in transmitting a copy 
of the minute, says: "It will be ob- 
served that Ministers express their 
concurrence in the principle that res- 
idence in any British possession 
should qualify for full naturaliza­
tion equally with residence in the Un­
ited Kingdom, but suggests that in 
harmony with the amendment by 
which it is proposed to substitute 
‘the King’s dominions’ for ‘the Unit­
ed Kingdom’, in the declaration by 
the alien as to his place of future 
residence, it should also be provided 
that part residence for a period of 
five years within 'the King's domin­
ions' instead of within ‘the United 
Kingdom' should satisfy the condi­
tion of residence required by the nat­
uralization law."

of the reigning Prince of Montenegro, 
his cherished ambition to mount the 
Servian throne, for which, in the event 
of King Alexander having no heir, he 
is a strong candidate. Prior to Prince 
Mirko’s marriage last July with Na­
talia Constantinovitch, daughter of the 
grand uncle of King Alexander, he had • 
love affair with a Servian actress and 
wrote her many letters containing criti- 
cisms on the policy of several European 
States. The Czar and the German Em­
peror were especially hard hit, while the 
Servian people were slightingly and 
scornfully referred to. After his mar- 
riage Prince Mirko sent a trusted ad­
jutant to buy the letters from the act­
ress. She readily sold them, but the 
adjutant, who is a native of Servia, sold 
them to the Servian Government for a 
considerable sum,after having bad print­
ed copies made.
