In other council business, Earl reported that 
several positions have had nominations ex­
tended to Wednesday, February 13, for the 
upcoming student elections.

"Cooperation from the SUB and CPs appears to 
be excellent" he commented.

Council also approved several housekeeping 
measures of a financial nature. Howes would 
not comment on the state of financial affairs 
involving last week's winter carnival but did 
not deny that financial losses were involved. A 
full report will be presented when all 
particulars have been accounted for, he sold.

Council's next regularly scheduled meeting 
will take place Monday night.

A change in bylaw five of the UNB Student 
Union sparked a controversy at Monday's 
regular council meeting. The motion, introduc­
ed by SRC president Perry Thorbourne sought 
the permission of council to lower the required 
number of times council could meet each 
month.

Presently council must meet three times a 
month during the academic term. Thorbourne's 
motion would have changed this motion to 
read "up to three times per month". Thor­
bourne said the reason for this change was to 
facilitate more work at the committee stage 
so that council could meet less often but make 
more meaningful decisions when It did meet. 
Thorbourne implied that too much time is 
spent on matters which would better be 
settled prior to coming before council. Thor­
bourne also expressed the hope that 
commmlttee work would spark the Interest of 
more councillors.

Several councillors including Engineering 
Rep Carol Ann McDevItt spoke against the 
motion.

"Council is being asked to be a rubber stamp' 
she claimed. The motion was finally defeated 
because it did not get the necessary two-thirds

approval of council to change the bylaw.
In a related matter, Vice-President Chris Earl 

Introduced a motion which would give council­
lors free admission to all SRC sponsored 
events, such as orientation and winter carni­
val. This motion is scheduled for debate at 
next week's council meeting.

Another motion introduced would give the 
comptroller and the assistant comptroller of 
the student union free passes to attend all 
events of clubs and societies sponsored by the 
union. This motion, as well. Is scheduled to be 
debated at council's next meeting. A quick 
negative reaction to this motion was expres­
sed by Forestry Rep Andrew Wort who felt this 
motion created "loopholes for possible abuse'.

In other business council approved a motion 
to appoint four members to the Student Union 
building Board of Directors. The new members 
appointed include former SRC president Steve 
Berube and CHSR director Doug Varty as well 
as SRC Chairman David Kay and senate 
candidate Michael Collins.

Council accepted the decision of the applica­
tions committee and approved the appoint­
ment of Bob Jacobson as the new Campus 
Police chief. He replaces Gord Bryant who 
recently resigned. Two new assistant CPs were 
also appointed. Jim Pellerin and VIctorLentini
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Student Union Vice-Presi­
dent Chris Earl blasted 
councillors in the wake of 
events wich took place at 
council's regular meeting 
last Monday. He is the 
second member of the SRC 
executive to blast council in 
recent weeks. SRC Presi­
dent Perry Thorbourne 
scored councillors lack of 
attendance at council 
meetings on a previous 
occasion.

In an interview with the 
Brunswickan following the 
meeting Earl sold "the 
majority of councillors 
appear to feel that the SRC 
executive are untrust­
worthy." In addition he 
said, councillors lack the 
interest to bring forward 
concrete proposals to 
council. Earl's comments 
may have been sparked by 
council's refusal to pass a 
motion which would in 
effect have lowered the 
required number of council 
meetings from the now- 
standard three per month 
to "up to three" meetings 
per month.

"The problem is amplified 
by council's lack of prepar­
ation for each SRC meeting. 
Coupled with this is a lack of 
Involvement in committees 
and events on campus 
bringing about a lack of 
awareness of whets going 
on behind the scenes and 
lack of contact, in the 
majority of cases, with their 
constituents," Earl said.

"The problem Is so serious 
that council does not even 
trust its own committees," 
Earl said. In fact, they may 
not even trust their own 
executive, he concluded.
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Campus Security Chief Charles Williamson reminds 
drivers that his force is in the midst of an active 
tow-away campaign. The two-away zones are clearly

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Legal Lite

The most popular question which face lawyers from an inquiring 
public is "Oh, so you're a lawyer! Well, how can you stand to 
defend a person you know to be guilty?" The question which is as 
much a moral statement as it is an inquiry, is an important one for 
those attempting to understand the nature and function of the 
criminal justice system under which we live.

The question arises in the public's mind serves to underline a 
principal confrontation - a confrontation between an individual s 
concept of justice of generally accepted modes of "doing justice” 
and the legal principles underpinning our criminal justice system. 
That such a conflict exists is not surprising if one considers that 
legal principals are checked constantly by a judicial hierarchy 
culminating in the Supreme Court of Canada whereas 
individual basis our sense of justice often reflects our changing 
moods and considerations resulting from our personal exper­
ience. This is precisely what places our sense of justice in the 
realm of opinion, whereas legal prinicples, made predicatble to a 
degree by the force of accepted authority are backed by what in 
most cases will be the high point of our society's judicial wisdom. 
This is obviously not to argue that the law is or should have 
permanent and everlasting features-but change of fundamental 
principles should come only with due consideration of the 
consequences involved.

What are these principles which deserve to be so highly 
espoused, particularly if we know the truth in a particular case of 
criminal involvement? In that case, should the principle serve to 
protect the guilty? To begin with, some of these principles are 
household phrases in our society "Innocent until proven guilty' 
beyond a reasonable doubt' and every person has the right to a 
fair trial' are three such common principles. The rules of evidence 
and procedure which surround these principles are supposed to 
ensure a modicum of respect for them and an adherence to them.

An example might be the restricted use of hearsay evidence. 
Although admitted in some situations, the general rule is that if 
the accused does not have an opportunity to question the source 
of the evidence (i.e. person who made the statement but who is 
not now in court) then it should not be admitted against him. The 
crown has the favour of the same rule, of course.

Even if the community has judged a person's guilt or innocence 
before trial, this should have no effect on the outcome of the trial.
Sometimes, despite concrete and reliable information presented 

in court, the accused goes free. Naturally this situation is looked 
upon by the public as a 
reason to dispense with some if not all of our principles. What is 
often not considered however, is that these principles so deftly 
used by the accused's defence counsel, do not simply function to 
guarantee that no innocent person suffers, but they also function 
to eliminate resort to community violence. If a rapist or murderer 
poses a certain threat to the community, a lynch mob, summary 
execution or a kangaroo court would make life generally 
intolerable not to speak of being nasty, brutish and short for the 
innocent and guilty alike.

Within this context the defence lawyer's duty is quite simple 
realy, and that is to give his client the best defence the law offers.

No question of morality can enter into this framework and the 
lawyer is never to assume the role of the judge. This is so even if 
your client tells you, yes, he was the person who committed the 
crime - if there is a defence at law then the lawyer has an ethical 
duty to present the defence. If a lawyer doubts his own ability to 
perform this function, then he shall remove himself from the case, 
and probably from practicing criminal law altogether, for there 
are very few accused who need a silent judge for counsel.

Defence counsel can and should demand from their client a full 
disclosure as to the charge in question, and no client who holds 
back information from their lawyer can expect that the lawyer has 
an obligation to continue representing him. Such disclosure, of 
course, is privileged and given not for the purpose of morally 
judging the accused, but the for purpose of allowing the lawyer to 
suitably prepare an adequate defence.

In conlcusion it should be rememberd that no accused is guilty 
at law, until so found by due process. Moral guilt is another 
question, and is only imperfectly reflected in our criminal law. The 
reason for this is that there are more considerations which should 
have priority in a mature society, other than that of reaping 
vengence on the basis of moral outrage. Far from suspending 
moral feelings, we should attempt to recognize the moral quality 
of living in a society relatively free form spontaneous violence and 
personal vengence.

Intramural events are going on 
every night as well as most 
weekends. The women's program 
has expanded not only to include 
residence teams, but also off- 
campus and faculty teams, while 
the men's program has continued 
to maintain a high level of interest 
and competition.

Women's programs include flag 
football, softball, volleyball, bas­
ketball, swim meets, and a num­
