The rolling back of the 
stone signifies th : removal of the stone of 
sin In m the soul of the sinner, by which 
it is rendered cold and wanting In spiritual 
life. Secondly : The resurrection ol Christ 
wae real. It cast off all semblance of 
death. The winding sheet was laid aside. 
In like manner we must cast away all 
semblance of spiritual death, avoiding the 
occasion of a relspse into sin, and stead­
fastly walking In the newness of life 
which we have assumed, The rev. father’s 
discourse was listened to with rapt atten­
tion, and left an impression in the hearts 
of bis hearers which will be productive of 
much good.

St Clair's Mass was rendered by the 
choir in admirable style. Mre. Durkin, 
the organlat, deserves every credit for the 
great success attending the musical part of 
the service.

The offices of the week concluded with 
solemn Mass on Holy Saturday, at which 
the Paschal candle and Pa chal water 
were blessed.

On Eiater Sunday His Lordship Bishop 
Walsh cachet a discourse which went 11 
the hew.ta of the vast congregation which 
filled the cathedral. The Church, he said, 
during the Lenten time, passed through a 
trying and melancholy ordeal. She called 
upon her children and invited them to 
accompany her back In spirit to tha 
memorable scenes, and assist not as lrrev 
•rent spectators, but with hearts rent with 
bitterness and woe, at that awful tragedy, 
the passion and death of Jeene, the Son of 
G id. Oouerquently, she watched and 
prayed with our Saviour iu the
Garden of Olives—she witnessed the 
scourging at the pillar and the
crowning i f thorns. With hands tied 
behind His back, a heart rending picture of 
«ufferltg and scorn, she saw Him dragged 

& criminal through thts streets of Jar* 
usaient. She saw Him die between two 
thieves on the cross. She saw all this, aad 
greater and more vest than an ocean was her 
sorrow, because everything epoke of great 
affliction on account of the sufferings aud 
sorrows of Jesue Christ her bridegroom, 
aud from her maternal heart proceeded the 
pitiful cry, “Comg all you that pass by the 
wfty, ftttend and see if there be any sorrow 
like unto my sorrow.’’ But to-day her 
sorrow le changed Into the greatest joy, for 
Christ has triumphed over tin and death, 
aud hae risen glorious and Immortal from 
the tomb : “Ye seek Jesus of N ninth 
who wee crucified. He la risen. He la not 
here. Behold the place where they laid 
Him " His Lordship proceeded to demon 
•trate that the resurrection of Christ from 
the grave wae a proof of Hie divinity. 
Many miracle» had Jeaua wrought dur­
ing H is public miction on earth. He had 
made the blind tee and the lame walk 
He railed Laiarus from the tomb and 
restored to the widow of Naim her eon. 
But great though these miracles were— 
though eech one wea in itself sufficient to 
prove the divinity of His mission—yet 
not upon those did He oho» to rest the 
proof. He appealed time and again to 
the faot that He would one day rise 
again from the dead, and on this faot 
alone was He content to rest the asser­
tion that He was the long promised 
Messiah, who ctme to redeem mankind 
nnd to save them from the jaws of an 
everlasting death. “I will lay down my 
life,” He said to Hie disciples, “that I may 
take it up again.” On another oooaaioo, 
when asked for a sign of the 
divinity of His mission, He ssid, 
"Destroy this temple, and in three 
days 1 will build it up.” In these words 
He hid reference to His future resurreo 
tion, although the Jew* thought that He 
spoke of the material temple built of 
stone. But He spoke, as the evangelist 
adds, of the temple of Hie own body, 
Christ, therefore, by raising Himself from 
the dead proved Him»lf God nod put 
upon His doctrines the stamp of divinity. 
Hie Lordship then spoke at length of the 
lessons which we are to learn from the 
resurrection of our Blessed Saviour from 
the dead. He said that the resurrec­
tion of Christ was a figure of the 
interior resurrection of the soul from 
the fetid sepulchre of sin, and that 
we shall be convinced of our spiritual 
resurrection from sin when it hears all 
the maiks and characters of the resur 
reetion of Christ. He hoped that all 
had fulfilled tne obligations of this 
holy season, and referred in sad 
terms to those who still remained insen­
sible to the repeated call» dt the Cnurch 
to repentance and graoe, and who had 
no abate whatever in the resurrection 
of the Redeemer of mankind.

The cable Informe ua that M. Wort, 
editor of a Catholic journal at Luxem 
bnuTg, was recently fined four hundrul 
maiks for puhllehlcg a statement that, ac­
cording to the teachings of tne Talmud, 
Jews might rightfully deceive, rob and In 
any way plunder those who are not Jews. 
Tbo editor sought to justify hlnmlf In 
quotations from numerous writers, but the 
court held that such evidence was Inadmis­
sible, the artlcli being militions, and 
tending to injure religion, whether the 
quotations from the Talmud were geuuiue 
or not.

This decision, while based upon the 
truest Carlettan priucl tiles, is something of 
a novelty, at least to English readers. It 
is not often that Catholics cm be justiy 
accused of misrepresenting the views of 
non Catholic-, and when oue does eo, U I, 
well to see the offender brought to prompt 
punishment. The Church dues not per­
mit, nor need, the use of such weapons In 
Its warfare againet error.

It Is far otherwise with our enemies. 
The Protestant writer who gives a fair 
presentation of the Church’s position on 
any snbj set of controversy Is so rare that 
he Is quoted with admiring wonder by 
Catholics and usually with condemnation 
by his co-religionist». People who, we 
trust, would be Incapable of wilfully 
slandering theft fellow-men as Individuals, 
do not hesitate a moment to speak and. 
print the moat Infamous falsehoods about 
them as members of a hated Church.

It Is true that Ignorance Is more reapon • 
ilble than malice for much of the slander 
that is circulated about Catholics and their 
belief ; but ignorance no more excuse» the 
crime when Its victims are libelled as a 
Church body than ft would If they were 
slandered in their private characters. The 
Luxembourg editor has been taught a les­
son the very li st rudiment» of which 
have not yet been learned, If we may 
judge people from their utterances, by 
millions of honest Protestants in England. 
America, aud elsewhere.

As for the dishonest ones, the profes­
sions! no Popery Propagandists, their 
methods usually ensure them Immunity 
from the notice of respectable people.

NEW BOOKS. A VICTORY FOR TENANT RIGHT.
The appeal of Mr. Wm. O’Brien against 

the decision of Resident Magletiate Cecil 
Roche, wae the occasion for a decisive 
victory for the tenants on the Kenmare 
estate. Meglitrate Roche’s conviction 
wee on a charge that Mr. O’Brien had 
taken pert fn a conspiracy known as the 
“Plan of Campaign,” which wae entered 
into by the Kenmare tenante for the pur­
pose of forcing Lord Kenmare to admit 
their claim for a reasonable reduction of 
their rents. The amount of reduction 
demanded wse 40 per cent, for yearly 
tenants, and 20 per cent on judicial rent-. 
Thte was refused by the agent, Mr. 
Leonard, aud the tenants declared at 
that they would adopt the Plan of Cam. 
palgn.

Mr. Leonard stated that he had no 
authority to agree to this but he promised 
to bring the matter before the truateea of 
the estate, who are the Marquis of Lane- 
downs, Lord Castlerosie, Colonel Deeee 
and Mr. Freehfield.

It Is quite n new departure that the 
judges ihould proposa arbitration 
means of settling the difference* between 
Irish landlords and tenants, but Mr. 
O’Brien had already proposed this mode 
of settlement on the Kenmare estates, 
and Mr, Heily, his counsel, declared that 
the same offer which had been previously 
made op the part of the tenants Is still open. 
Judge Curran’s recommendation to leave 
the matter to arbitration la not merely sn 
evidence that he has some sympathy with 
the tenantry hut It shows that coercive 
measures ere recognized to have resulted 
in failure, and that even the landlord 
class are beginning to appreciate that they 
must come to terms with the people, or 
be left to suffer the losees which their arbi­
trary cinduct entails even upon them­
selves.

"The Jesuits submitted to their hard 
fate without a murmur. Those who had 
been represented by their enemies as 
men putted up with pride and ambition, 
and full of intrigue and mischief, now 
suffered themselves to be immolated 
without a complaint or a struggle. With 
their learning, their numbers and their 
union, they might have made a formid­
able resistance ; and on the other hand 
they knew that tame submission would 
give their enemies reason to exult, be­
sides apparently confirming the slanders 
which had been eireulated against them.
Yet they cast all these consideration» to 
the winds. They remembered that 
their High Model had “been led like a 
lamb to the slaughter without opening 
His mouth.” The authority which they 
had ever recognizad had spoken, and 
consisted with their principles, they 
bowed to Ite decision, leaving their fete, 
at well as the vindication ol their char­
acter, in the'handaof God. Perhaps the 
record of this act of submission, with its 
circumstances, is the brightest page in 
their history I”

Thus fell the Jesuits—not as offend­
ers, but as martyrs—not as the convicted, 
but as the innocent ! and with all the 
corresponding traits ol holy obedience.
They were not, however, doomed to die.
The world soon felt the want of such 
skilful labourers in the religious and 
literary sterility which everywhere began 
to he marked as the fatal effect ol their 
overthrow ; and, in the year 1814, it was 
the will ot Pope Pius VII-, founded on 
urgent appeals from all parta of the 
Corjstian world, to re-establish them as 
an order of tbe Church.

The following extract from the Bull by 
which their re establishment was de 
dared, will serve 'to show the anxiety 
with which the Christian world desired 
that event, as well as the just apprécia 
tion of its necessity felt by the sovereign 
Pontiff himself.

“Tne demands lively and pressing on 
the part of our venerable brethren,
Archbishops and Bishops, and of persons 
tbe most distinguished of all rank», 
made upon us almost every day convince 
us of the unanimous wish of almost the 
entire Christian world lor the re-estab 
liehment of the Society of Jesus ; and

The Catholics of Scotland appear to 
have been in high tavor with tneir 
brethren in England. Mr. McPherson 
wnen in London on hie way to Home 
dined one day together with Bishop 
Douglas, with two hundred members and 
benefactors of a charitable inhtitution 
wbo drank to the health of Bishopa Hay 
and (redden, not forgetting to honor the 
national toa.t "Ibe land of cakes.” Mr 
McPherson met with much civility aud 
kindness on the part of Bishop Douglas, 
whose gordnets and piety be admired 
more than his abilities. Some among 
the elerev and the C .tbolic laity caused 
the good bishop a great deal ot trouble. 
“In comparisou wnh these,” writes Mr. 
McPhen on, “the most refractory sub 
jests in Scotland were as lambs."

Mr. George Chalmers, also, having 
received Bishop Geddes’ letter ol intro 
duotion, gave a cordial welcome to Mr. 
McPherson, who wrote about him alter, 
wards, as an accomplished scholar and 
in the full sense of the word, a gentle­
man. Mr. Chalmers was a true friend to 
the Scotch Catholics, and as, from his 
acquaintance with many leading states­
men, he professed great influence, he 
proposed recommending the matter of 
placing national superiors over the col­
lege, at Rome,to Mr Dundee,and through 
him to Lord Grenville. The distinguished 
author of “Caledonia” could not have 
more effectually shown his good will. 
Bishop Douglas, on the contrary, when 
consulted, showed himself jealous of 
Bishop Hay or any one else but himself, 
interfering with the question of national 
superiors. The Bishop of Rhode z being 
in London, on bis way to Scotland, hon. 
ored Mr McPherson with several letters 
of introduction ; among the rest, one to 
Cardinal Bernis,

Mr. Alexander Paterson, the priest of 
Gleolivat, in giving a full account to 
Bishop Hay ot the discontent of the 
Douai students at Scalan, makes allow 
aura lor the great change in their food 
and studies, but thinks that if the 
bishop had remained there would have 
been no complaint. He lays all the 
blame on the youth in whose charge 
they were left. “A young man,” he 
writes, “in entering on a new charge, 
ought to be extremely cautious and 
cumpect in showing bis authority. This 
precaution, I believe, Mr Carruthers 
was not careful enough to take. He had 

former companion, his 
own schoolfellows, his most intimate 
friends. Too overbearing a disposition 
with regard to some, gained him tbe 
disaffection of all. One thing biougbl 
on another, and Scalan became disgust 
ful. To be sure, they ought to have 
behaved otherwise than they did. But 
methods must be sometimes contrived 
to make them do from inclination what 
they are obliged to do from duty. I 
know Mr. Carruthers to be a lad of solid 
piety, much good sense, and not ordin 
ary abilities ; but, whilst in otlwr things I 
commend him, in this (the college matter)
I do not commend him." Tne worthy 
farmer at Scehn was resolved to leave 
it. On Mr. Paterson asking him his 
reason, be replied that Mr. Carruthers 
had found fault with his work, and did 
not seem to care that he should go back 
alter being ill some time, but engaged 
another man, whom he shortly dis. 
missed without paying hie wages, 
because he < bad been absent 
for a day or two on his own farm. If 
Was. Carruthers went on in tnat way 
not a lad in the country would come 
near Scalan. Mr. Paterson, who knew 
the worth of the good servant, advised 
him to consider only Bishop Hay’s 
interest. He acknowledged the Bishop's 
kindness, and said there was not one in 
the world whom he would like better to 
serve ; but he could not and would not 
be “bullyragged” while he was able to 
earn his bread more peaceably and 
advantageously elsewhere. The good 
housekeeper, whose services the vener 
able Bishop highly appreciated, was 
thinking ol leaving on account of Mr, 
Csrruthers’ treatmentofher. Mr. Alex­
ander Peterson’s conclusion was that 
Mr. Carruthers should be immediately 
superseded, and Mr. James Peterson 
put in his place. This young man, in­
deed, was only a student, but happily 
he understood the art of teaching others ; 
and he was feared and loved, at the aame 
time, by the younger boys under hie 
charge. All this Mr. Peterson oould 
bear withers to from bis former knowl 
edge of him,

Mr. McPherson on reaching Bruges 
wrote to. Bishop Geddes informing him 
of some additional incidents of his 
journey. He expressed great surprise 
at the attention shown to the French 
emigrant clergy in London. There were 
about 16,00 of them there. The same 
was the ca»e at Dover. So many of them 
were, met in the streets there that one 
might conclude the town was half filled 
with French priests. Every one paid 
them the greatest respect | whilst, on 
the other hand, at Bruges, where he was 
writing, they could hardly appear in the 
streets without being hissed. “Gener­
ous Britain !” exclaimed the agent, 
“Heaven must reward such eminent 
charity.” Not a farthing was exacted 
from the French priests passing between 
Dover and Ostend. The British Govern­
ment provided for their fare : and Eng. 
liah passengers, when there were any, 
paid tor their food. If there were none, 
the brave tars would say and, what 
they said is best given in their 
own language—“D-1—n their eyes, 
would they .allow a poor French priest to 
pay for a meal or two 1” This homely 
utterance shows how widespread, where- 
ever there were •Englishmen, on land or 
at eee, was the sympathy of tbe British 
people with the victims of a revolution 
unparalleled in its atrocity. The agent 
then gives an acount of the escape of the 
principal and some students from the 
Scotch college at Douai. He concludes 
his letter by remarking that the majority 
of tbe French people were friendly to the 
English ; but that revolutionary emissaries 
with the malignity cf demons, were doing 
everything In thrlr power to exasperate 
them against British subjects.

Bishop Hay found it to be necessary to 
write to Mr. Andrew Carruthers, plainly 
telling him his mind as regarded the 
trouble at Scalan. But It was no easy 
matter to make the young man sensible 
of his anon. The Bishop had ascribed 
to his “barshnns and severity” the mis 
conduct of some at the seminary and the

def.-ndvd himself lngeti jutly, but In that 
ioibidciogly affected and pompous ityie 
which was then habitual to l.lm. The 
bishop, moreover, had condemned him f r 
giving his opiniou so freely about the 
seivsnts. Iu regard lo this matter be 
wisely promised to do better fur the 
futuie. But hie tone la full of 
quence, rs If he were welvlng a right for 
the uubi: goul. This tffiir and othois 
he ,11,cussed with the bishop, with the air 
of a man who was debating with tn equal, 
and who sa-, lu fact, the aggrieved end 
nobly-forgiving opponeut of the bishop 
and of oveiy one at Scalan. All U is la 
written with the utmost reluctance. It 
would please the writer more to dwoll, 
aud dwell only, ou Mr. Oarruthere’ 
devoted and unremitting attention to the 
Invalid bishop ; but inexorable history 
requires, above ell things, that the truth 
be told.

It «is desirable, considering the aliéna 
tlou of the colleges in France, that eul jects 
ftrthe mission should be obtained fr, m 
the Scotch monastery at Rstisbon. 
But such was the state of that 
House that anything of the kind was 
out of the question. Mr. Macpoereon, 
on arriving at Railabon, found that the 
two Scotch convents iu Bavaria main­
tained very dangerous piitclples. Ignor­
ance, he slated, was the cause. One of 
tbe Scotch monks seriously assured him 
that St. Augustine wro e all tie works 
la Greek. Another, a few minutes after 
wards, said that throughout all the saint’s 
writings, the Manicheau heresy was clear, 
and that certainly he. never kuew a word 
of Greek. They conversed only about 
gambling, hunting, aud a kind of politics. 
He would be sorry to heir of ote of them 
being iu the missions. Notwithstanding, 
he was kindly entertained in both the 
monasteries. It was quite different at 
the English academy of Siege. There 
the good old maxima prevailed. There, 
also, he was hospitably entertained 
The remedy, Blshcp Hay conceived, for 
the bad state of matters at Rstisbon was 
to have the monastery converted into a 
college ; and an excellent ground for pro 
ceedlug on was the Impossibility of find 
ing subjects for the monastery. The 
monks must all be natives of Scotland ; 
aud how could Scotland supply such 
persons now that It wis so generally Pro­
testantized ? Now that the national 
colleges In France were lost, it would be 
an irreparable loa« to religion In Scotland, 
if Ratlsbon and Wirlzbuigh were nullified 
for want of subjects.

The Bishops row issued a pastoral 
letter acknowledging the eminent ser­
vices of our public men and the better 
feeling of tho people in passing the 
Relief Bill. Referring to the repealed 
laws as they once stood against Oatho- 
lics, it is observed : “Those times, blessed 
be God ! are now no more. Our human 
and generous legislators, after being 
fully satisfied ss to the innocence of 
tenets, the purity of our moral doctrine, 
our attachment to the Government, and 
our love to the happy constitution of our 
country, have, with the greatest unani­
mity and approbation of both houses of 
Psrliamtnt, repealed the penal laws 
that stood against us and extended to 
us, tbe Catholics of this country, the 
favour lately granted to those of Eug. 
land and Ireland, by which we may 
enjoy the free and undisturbed exercise 
of our holy religion.” The faithful were 
then called upon fo return thanks to 
Almighty God for His recent goodness 
to them. To Him they owed the humane 
disposition of their rulers ; to Him the 
acquiescenoe of tbe whole nation in what 
their rulers had done for them To 
gratitude they were bound to join a 
sincere repentance for their owu oins 
and the sins of their forefathers which 
bad provoked the Divine anger against 
them. As to their earthly rtilers Cstb 
olics were bound to pray for them, and 
to show, on ail occasions, a high respect 
for, and a strict obedience to the laws, 
as faithful subjects of Hia Msjesty, as 
good citiz-ns and worthy members of 
society. Tbe bishops, in conclusion, be 
sought the Catholic body to use their 
recovered liberty with prudence and 
moderation, so as by their quiet and 
peaceable demeanor to convince the 
world that they were not unworthy of 
the favor lately bestowed on them. 
The pastoral letter presented an admit 
able model of temperate and chastened 
expression. It was dated July 12 b, 
179.1
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Bishop Hay now resumed the princi 
pal charge ot the congregation at Edin­
burgh, with Mr. Junes Sharp for his 
assistant. He went to reside in the 
house underneath St. Margaret’s chapel, 
where his name, Mr Hay, in faded paint 
might have been seen, not long ago, and 
may still, perhaps, bn seen, on tne strong 
outer door of the house, opening on the 
third floor ol the common stair. Mr 
James Sharp, when on his way to Scot­
land, found Mr. 0 iver at Ostend, on a 
mission of charily to some sick soldiers 
of the 27th Regiment. Some of them 
desired ut become Catholics. “Fpintus 
uko vult spimt ”

Bishop Geddes on arriving at Scalan 
found the community there in good 
health, and under the terapotary charge 
of Mr. Andrew Canuthers. The Duke 
of Gordon had paid a visit to the Semin, 
ary the week before, and had expressed 
himrelf sa tit lied with the condition o< 
the place. Bishop Geddes availed him 
self ol tbe Duke's visit to say that he 
hoped His Grace would give them a long 
lease, as a good deal of money had been 
laid out on the establishment. The 
Duka replied that they should not differ. 
The Douai students, recently placed in 
the Seminary were discontented, and 
gave trouble. They complained of the 
beds, of the food, of the untidiness of 
their companion», etc.

As has been aeen, the court of Rome 
had expteased a desire for the pro­
tection of the British Government 
against the French. Tbe request was 
now renewed through Bishop Douglas, 
as the states of the Church were seri­
ously threatened by Fiance. Incompli 
ance with the application presented by 
Bishop Douglas, Lord Hood’s fleet was 
sent to defend the Roman court. It 
appeared to be a favorable opportunity 
for insisting on having national superiors 
in charge of the British colleges, Bishop 
Douglas, if necessary, would induce L ird 
Grenville to support the measure.

The Rev. Paul McPherson was now 
taking leave of hi* friends and preparing 
for hie journey to Rome. Bishop Hay 
prpyided him with letters of introduo 
tion to numerous influential parlies in 
the Holy City. He addressed, in his 
favor, with special recommendations 
Cardinals Antonelli, Albani, Caratfa 
Trajetto and Borgia, who was recently 
created a cardinal. The bishop, still 
more particularly, solicited for the 
agent the good will of the Cardinal, 
Duke of York. In his letter of intro­
duction he reminded the cardinal ol 
their friendly relations in 1782, when Hia 
Eminence expressed the desire that the 
Bishop should write to him when the 
affairs of the mission required jt, tanquam 
Kpitcopusad Episcopum It was this ex­
pression of the cardinal’s goodness which 
encouraged him to recommend Mr. 
McPherson, in a special manner, to hie 
protection. The Bis hop,moreover,prayed 
His Eminenoo to obtain tor him from the 
Bataria, the pension enjoyed by the last 
two agents.

In July the Romans were anxiously 
looking lor the arrival on their coast of 
the British Fleet. Spanish ships of war 
were cruising in considerably force, be 
tween Genoa and Corsica, in order to 
prevent tbe landing of French 
on the Island. General Paoti was in tne 
field at the head of a considerable force. 
He had declared his independence, and 
was only waiting, it was understood, for 
the arrival of the British fleet to make 
himself master of the whole Island.

Tne students who had come Irom 
Douai were now an occasion of some 
difficulty. They could not remain at 
Scalan. After some discussion it was 
decided that they should be sent to pro 
secute their studies at Valladolid with 
the exception of two, Alexander Bad- 
enoch, who retired to bis family until 
his health should be confirmed, and 
Andrew Scott, for whom, as he was 
truly p-ous and could be depended on it 
was appointed that he should stay with 
Bishop Hay at Edinburgh. It would 
appear that the boy, Andrew Scott, was 
in delicate health, it being mentioned 
that hi* stay at Edinburgh would prove 
heaefioial, as it gave him the opportu-

With the full 
knowledge that such wu essentially our 
belief, fall freedom wu granted to the 
Catholic population of Canada when the 
treaty of Paris wu agreed to, end those 
Protestants who desire to force upon ns 
» repudiation of this doctrine, ere the 
reel enemlu of religions liberty. They 
would subject us tu the degrading and 
abeerd doctrine that a temporal sovereign 
is the supreme authority which should 
decide matters of divine revelation. They 
would, in fact, Impose upon Catholics a 
doctrine In which they do not themselves 
believe, end besides they w aid take away 
the liberty which the treaty of Pails 
guarantees.

Once It Is admitted that Catholics have 
a right to regard the Pope as supreme In 
the Chuicb, the Junit Estates Act be­
comes perfectly clear and reuonable. 
The Quebec government acknowledges 
that there It a morel, if not a legal, oblige- 
tion to make restitution of property of 
which the Church wu unjustly deprived. 
The Government seeks to settle the 
claim by a compromise. With whom, 
then, could they 
settlement ? Cardinal Taschereau is the 
highest Canadian authority with whom 
they could deal, bat no one pretends that 
he could have settled the question him­
self, end indeed there wu » difference of 
opinion between the parties most 
cerned In Canada u to whet would be n 
judicious end just apportionment of the 
funds. It ie very euy to roeert, u the 
opponents of the Act do, that the Govern­
ment could make n final settlement itself, 
but who ever heard It broached u a prin­
ciple of justice end morality that a debtor 
bu the right to mnko settlement of e 
claim by plying portion of his debt to 
each claimants and In each proportion u 
he thinks proper? It is euy to see that 
the Pope alone, u Heed of the Church, 
could utile both the amount whleh would 
be deemed satisfactory, and the pertiu to 
whom payment was to be made. The 
Q xebec Government, therefore, acted 
wisely In Consulting hlm u the chief 
claimant to the property, and the only 
person whose decision would be acceded 
to by ell the claimants.

The question of the Introduction cf the 
Pope’s name Into the Act It In reality 
raised, not for the purpose of maintaining 
the Queen’s sovereignty, which ie In no way 
attacked, but with the design of leaving 
the matter itill unsettled. The Citizens 
Committee, and the opponents of the 
meuure generally, really with thit resti­
tution be not made at all. The people of 
Quebec end the Government recognize 
the moral claim of the Church, bat the 
Ontario malcontents, parsons and Orange­
men, are unwilling to acknowledge that 
the Catholic Church or any Catholic rellg. 
loue order can baye any moral claim at all. 
This Is the secret of the opposition of the 
Citizens’ Committee to the Estates Act, 
end this feeling, which Is at the bottom of 
the whole present agitation, 1» made suffi­
ciently clear by the second "ground of 
protest” on which they rest their cue. 
They say :

"It (the Estates Act) places $400,000 
of public funds at the disposal of the 
Pope for ecclesiastical and sectarian 
purposes—an appropriation of public 

contrary to the whole spirit of 
and Oanedian legislation, unjust 

to the Proteitsnt minority in Quebec, and 
subversive of the religious equality which 
ought to exist.”

These gentlemen very quietly Ignore 
the fact that what they call “public 
funds" are funds of which the Catholic 
Church hu been deprived for a century, 
because Lord Amheret looked upon them 
with a covetous eye, and brought about 
their confiscation with a view of procuring 
the property afterwards for his own use.

There wu undoubtedly a morel claim to 
the property which could only be can­
celled by making restitution. We do 
not pretend I hit the Pope hie any civil 
"jurisdiction In Canada, but we fell to see 
that the Jesnlte’Estates Act recogn'zeeany 
civil jurisdiction In him. It merely re­
cognizes hlm u having proprietary rights. 
Without his consent a settlement could 
not be made. It was therefore absolutely 
necessary that hie consent should be 
obtained.

The Southern Cross of the 22 ad of 
February gives a rod account of the ter­
rible condition to which t number of Irish 
immigrante from Cork, Tipperary, Clare 
end Llmerlek were reduced on their 
arrival et Buenos Ay res. On their passage 
they were well treated, bnt on their 
arrival et their destination they experi­
enced the most dreadful sufferings. The 
Rev. Father Qsughteo, O. M. I., writes in 
the Southern Cross a description of the 
scenes of which he was an eye-witness, 
than which nothing more deplorable cen 
be Imagined.

From the steemthlp Dresden 1800 pas­
sengers were landed on Saturday, 16th 
February, bnt as no provision wae made 
for their accomodation, men, women, and 
ehlldren.efter the fatigue of their journey, 
were left without food and the shelter of 
e roof, to sleep on the flags of the court­
yard of the Hotel dee Immigrants. The 
officials who were paid to look after the 
poor sufferers showed for them not;the 
least sign of sympathy, and one ehi d 
died from exhaustion during the night.

Only when there i» question of 
solemn definition is he preserved from 
error. The limits of infallibility ere 
very clearly marked, end this Brief hss 
absolutely nothing to do with them, it is 
quite outside ol them ; it might have 
been a mistake from beginning to end, 
so far ss infallibility is concerned. Like 
the ca-e of Galileo, it does not enter 
into the sphere to which infallibility is 
promised,

Mr, Roy proceeds to speak of the death 
of the Pope :

“Clement XIV. followed up this Brief 
by appointing a congregation of oar 
dinals to take possession of the tempor­
alities of the Society, and armed it with 
summary powers against all who should 
attempt to retain or conceal any ol the 
property. He also threw Loren zo Ricci, 
the General, into piison in the Castle of 
6t. Angela, where he died in 1775.

In September, 1774, Clement XIV. 
died after much suffering, and the ques­
tion has been hotly debated ever since, 
whether poison administered by the 
Jesuits was the cause of hie death.”

Now, 1 ask you if the General of the 
Order was imniisoced, and all the mem­
bers of the Order near snd round about 
were suppressed and hounded down by all 
the governments, how do vou suppose they 
could have}got into the Vatican to poison 
the Pope ? Of course the enemies of the 
Society who never met a Jesuit are accus­
tomed to stories about crypto-Jeiuite aud 
lay Jesuits. On their theory, you never 
know in what unexpected situations you 
may hit upon a Jesuit. Perhaps your cook 
or your housemaid may be a Je mil. That 
is the Jesuit of fiction ; the Jesuit of fact, 
the teal Jesuit is very different. There 
are no lay Jesuits, no female Jesuits, no 
crypto-Jesuits. Thus, even if Jesuits are 
held to be monsters of iniquity—an opin­
ion which their prompt acceptance of the 
Brief that killed them, wherever it was 
duly promulgated, emphatically contra 
diets—the charge of poisoning Clement 
XIV. is too ridiculous to be listened to. 
Mr. Roy himself, despite hie animus, 
merely insinuates it a la Littledale.

On the Suppression and what followed 
It yon will allow me to quote from an 
excellent pamphlet recently published by 
the pastor of St. Patrick’s C lurch, my dear 
friend Father Whelan. It la one of the 
best I have ever seen.

‘•I shall now read,” says Father Whelan, 
“from a reliable bend book lately pub­
lished on this subject

“The Brief of Suppression Is a valuable 
document In the history of the Society of 
Jesus, and ft is especially remarkable, 
because, as ii observed by Protestant His 
torlan Scbœtl, It condemns neither the 
doctrine, nor the morals, not the discipline 
of the Jesuits. The complaints of the 
Court against the Order are the only 
motives alleged for its suppression. Iu 
Rome, although unfortunately some of 
the cardinals and prelates only too faith­
fully served the interests of the Bourbon 
Courts against the S-.clety, the testimony 
of Cardinal Antonelli, one of the most 
eminent members of the Sacred College, 
gives ample evidence tint this feeling was 
not nnlversal, and in a report addressed to 
Pins VI, only two years after the suppres 
slon, he thus expresses himself :—The 
impartial world recognized the Injustice of 
the act ’”

Cardinal Antonelli here speaks boldly,
“And those who do not recognize It 

must be either blind or else hear a mortal 
hatred to the Jesuits. What rule was 
observed in the judgment rendered sgainst 
them Î Were they listened to Î Were 
they allowed to bring forward their 
defence Î Such a mode of proceeding 
proves thst there existed the fear of find­
ing them innocent.”
The Pope had written'!Inristophe de Beau­

mont, Archbishop of Paris, requesting thst 
the Brief be published ; and Caristophe de 
Beaumont, one of the brightest and noblest 
figures In the Church of France In the last 
century, wrote back to the Pope a remark- 
able letter, the purport of which 
“How can I do such a thing, when only 
lately all the Bishops of France assembled 
together, approved of the doctiluee of the 
Society, and protested against its suppres­
sion 7” And then, he expostulated with 
him as a son wonld with his father, agalnit 
the publication of this Brief. Cardinal 
Antonelli goee on :

"As for me, 1 affirm, without fear of 
error, that the Biief is null, invalid and 
iniquitous and consequently that the 
Society of Jesus Is not destroyed. My 
araertion le founded on e number of proofs, 
of which I shall be satisfied with bringing 
forward a few." *

Mark well that thle was written only 
two years after the suppression.

“The Cardinal then enumerates the rea­
sons which, in his opinion, Invalidated the 
Brief, I.—When the Pope promised to 
suppress the Society he was only a private 
Individual, unable to estimate the full 
consequences ol hie ect, 2.—The Brief 
wee extorted from a man, fettered by hie 
previous engagment, by those whose only 
object was to rain the Church. 3 —In 
this infamous transection, false promisee, 
criminal thrests aud open violence were 
made use of towards the Head of the 
Church. 4 —The Brief was destitute of 
canonical forms requisite in a solemn 
sentence of this description. It Is believed, 
adds the Cardinal, that Clement XIV. pur­
posely neglected these formalities, in order 
to render the Brief leee binding. 5 —In 
the executlou of the sentence, the eccles­
iastical and civil laws of justice were 
equally violated, ti —The sentence rests 
upon unproved accusations, and unon
calumnies which It Is easy to refute. 7__
The Brief contradicts Itself, asserting in
one part what it denies In the other. 8_
It contains confused and ambiguous ex­
pressions, and in the part relating to the 
simple and solemn vows, the Pope attri­
butes to himself powers that no Pontiff 
ever claimed. 9.—The motive alleged for 
tha suppression of the Society might, 
under the same pretext, be applied to 
every religious order, and the Brief Is, 
therefore, an Instrument prepared for the 
general destruction of religious orders. 
10-—It annuls, as far as It can, a number 
of Briefs and Bulla, issued by the Holy 
See and accepted by the Church, without 
giving the reasons of this sweeplog con­
demnation. 11.—It was a cause of scan 
dal to the Church, and a subject of joy 
only to Infidels, heretics and bad Catholics. 
‘These reasons,' continues Antonelli, euf. 
ficiently prove the Brief to be null and 
Invalid, and In consequence the so-called 
suppression of the Society Is unjust snd 
Irregular.’ ”

I do not wish to say that this opinion ol

Cardinal Antonelli Is comet I thln^ 
there are some inaccuracies In It. It is 
only the opinion of a fallible man who 
was in a high position ; but it shows what 
views were current In Rome shortly after 
Pope Clement’s death

“As might be expected, the Jesuits, 
against whom accusations of regicide have 
been r.onstaully brought forward, were 
charged with having poisoned Olauent 
XIV. To to contemptible an accusation 
silence is perhaps the best answer. At the 
same time it may be mentioned, that even 
Protestant historians, aod the enemies of 
the Jesuits deny It. Thus, In the letters 
of Gsvszzl and Malve zzl, both men who 
had taken an active part in the eappres 
slon, the charge is contradicted ; and 
Frederick of Prussia, writing to D'Alem. 
belt, on November 15tb, 1774, ays : 
‘nothing can be more false than the 
rumors of the Pope having died of poison. 
* • * He of en reproached himself for 
the weakness with which he had sacrificed 
•n Order like the Jesuits to the caprice of 
his rebellious children. * * * During the 
latter part of his life his temper became 
gloomy and morose, and this contributed 
to shorten bis days.’ Moreover, the Pope’s 
physicians, Sallcettl, and Adlnolfi, in an 
officiel tltclstation, asserted that the 
Pope’s death proceeded solely from natural 
causes ; and their testlrooay was can- 
firmed on oath by Father Marzonl, Gen­
eral of the Franciecsos, and the intimate 
friend of Clement XIV-, whom he at­
tended during his last illneee. ”

I will now quote to yon the words of 
three Proteeiante giving their general 
opinion of the jistlce or Injustice of the 
suppression of tne Society :

“Schoxll—Cours d’histoire dee Etste 
Européens, vol. 44, p. 71, ays : War 
agsioet the Jeeults became popular ; or 
rather, hatred and persecution of an order, 
whose existence was bound up with the 
Catholic religious and the throne became a 
claim to tha title of philosopher.”

All that was required to poee as a 
philosopher was to declare oneself against 
the Jesuits. There must be a great many 
philosophers about just now.

“Secondly, Schlossib—History of the 
Political and Literary Revolutions In the 
8th century, vol. I : Some people had 
aworn irreconcilable hatred to the Cath­
olic religion * * * To complete this 
Interior revolution aod to take away 
from the aucient Catholic ayatem its 
chief prop, the several Bourbon Courts, 
not knowing that they were thus going 
to place the instruction of youth in very 
different hands, united against the Jesu­
its from whom the Janséniste had long 
since filched, often by dubious means, 
tbo esteem they had enjoyed for cen­
turies."

So Schlosser admits that it was a war 
of prejudice carried on by the Jansenists, 
a body that called themselves Catholics, 
but were steadily repudiated by the 
Catholic Church as heretical.

“Guizot—Hist. France, Vol. V. 5, ch. 
54, A strange and striking reaction in 
human affaire ; the condemnation of the 
Jesuits was the precursory sign of the 
violence and injustice which was soon to 
be committed in the name of the most 
sacred rights and liberties * * * The 
deal ruction of the Jesuits served neither 
religion nor reason, for it was contrary 
to justice as well as to liberty ; it was 
the wages and the bitter fruit of a long 
series of wrongs and iniquities com­
mitted, but lately, in the name of religion, 
against justice and liberty."

The Society of Jesus was restored in 
1814 by Pope Pma VII., no longer by a 
Brief, that is to say, a document of 
secondary importance, but by a Bull, a 
more solemn document, and in that Bull 
he says :

“Tne Catholic world unanimously de­
mands the restoration of the Society ol 
Jems. We daily receive the most 
est petitions to this effect from our 
venerable brethren the Archbishops atd 
Bishops, and from other earnest persons. 
Wo should deem ourselves guilty of 
great negligence before God, if, in pres 
ence ol the perils that threaten Christen- 
dom, we neglected the aseistance given 
to us by God’s special providence ; and 
if, placed at, the helm of the bark of 
Peter, tossed by continual tempests, we 
refused to employ vigorous and experi­
enced seamen to master the waves that 
threaten every instant to cause destruc­
tion and death,”

A few years ago, a certain Catholic 
clergyman, who had prejudices against 
the Society of Jesus, attempted to prove 
that the present Society of Jesus was 
not the old Society, but simply a new 
congregation. He published what pur­
ported to be a learned work on the 
subject, but it had not been long pub­
lished before it was condemned by the 
present Pontiff, Leo XIII. Afterwards 
Pope Leo XIII. addressed a letter to the 
General ot the Society of Jesus, in which 
he shows that the Society was the 
as it bad ever been, and in which he 
confirms all the privileges granted to the 
Society by a score of Popes, except those 
privileges that were incompatible with 
the common law of the Oburcb, as it had 
been modified sinoe the time of those 
Popes. He thus restored everything 
that could be restored to the Society, 
and he expressly said that it was the 
same Society as it had ever been. So, 
taking the Pope's view of it, there 
be no question but that the Society has 
been re-established, as I said in my 
letter, and not re-created.

Mr, Roy proceeds to make 
apparently facetious remarks, which he 
prefaces with large print.
“Ihe Dead Lecturing the Living.”
“The Pope though ‘being dead, yet 

speaketh’ and, speaketh with infallible 
authority. He does more than speak, 
nay, he lectures. Hear, then, a dead 
infaliiblo Pope giving a lecture to a living 
Jesuit.’’

This makes me feel rather proud—to 
think that the Pope should take 'he 
trouble of speaking to me.

“Your loyalty 1 My rebellious son, 
alter having suppressed you for ever, 
how comes it that you pose as a great 
patriot in Winnipeg when so many 
’clamors and complaints’ have been 
raised about your disloyalty 1”

I do not pose as a great loya ;ist. I 
simply said that many of us belong to 
old Canadian families. What an excel- 
lent reason I have for making use of 
these words “when so many clamors 
hare been raised about (our) disloyalty ?” 
Hare the clamors and complaints proved 
anything? Unless they are proved to

be true, they are not obstacles to my 
loyalty. This I hare a right to affirm.

“It was your continued opposition and 
disloyalty to sovereigns that foioed me 
me to suppress your Order, snd you have 
placed youraeli to-day in the awkward 
predicament of having to d«cy my in 
t-illibiliiy to get rid of the difficulty.”

No, I bad not to deny the infallibility 
of the Pope, because no Catholic ever 
held that ibis Brief bad anvlhmg to do 
with infallibility, and Pius VII in a sub 
sequent Bali refereed wbat was only a 
judicial sentence.

Mr. Roy translatée “herein alone.” 
The difference in French is the differ­
ence ol only one letter ; it ie the differ- 
none between ci deeeui end ci destout I 
would not charge him with making a 
wilful blunder. I wish to give him the 
benefit of the doubt ; but it is a most 
aerioua mistake. If you take the text 
aooordicg to Mr. Roy’s veraion, tbe 
publication ol this Brief was all that waa 
needed for the actual auppressioo ; but 
when you read “in the form and manner 
that we have herein below prescribed,” 
you bave to examine wbat follows. 
Now, to the rest of tbe Brief, euch as it 
ie, there ie nothing »t all about the 
meaner in which the suppression ii to 
take place ; but we know that, together 
with this Brief waa sent to each ol the 
biahopi in the Caiholic world, a docu­
ment explaining how the suppression 
waa to be effected, Tbe formalitiee to 
be observed were so intricate aa to piece 
a her to the complete fulfilment ol the 
purpose expressed in the Brief, Some 
pretend that Clement XIV, wished to 
aetiify the ehemiee of the Society, and 
yet did not wiah to have the work com 
pletely done. However thia may be, 
it is well known that especially for 
Roman documenta the obeervanoe of all 
lormelitiee ie absolutely neoeeeary to. 
their validity. The formality required 
here waa this : Tne biahop of eaeb dio­
cese waa to collect together all the 
Jesuits of each college, to aend a dele­
gate, or to go to them himaelf and read 
to them the Brief of Suppression. 
Without that, the Brief would not have 
ite effect; ior it waa not addressed to 
any one in particular, and it waa not 
polled up 
Rome, aa 
portant Papal documenla.

Mr. Roy has no right to aide with the 
Pope when the Pope euite him, and then 
oppose or ignore bie according to cap- 
rice ; he ha* no right to blow hot and 
cold in one breath. If he wiahea to 
make capitol ou if the Holy See, he 
must take the Pop-j'a documenta in the 
Papal way. Now, from the Papal stand 
point, the Society was not suppressed in 
Prussia, in Russia, and probanly not in 
the Province of (j îebec, for we have no 
proof that the Bishop of Quebec ever 
read to the Jesuits the Brief of Suppres­
sion He obtained permission from 
Rome to read it and to allow them to re 
main aa they were. Other bishops ob 
lamed the same permission, ao that the 
Jesuits were not at all suppressed in 
some parti of the world They remained 
more especially in Ruaeia. At the 
beginning of the pontificate of Pius VI., 
who waa the euoeeaaor of Clement XIV., 
the Ruaaian Jesuits were in a great elate 
of eoDicientioua prepiexity. Of coune 
these who are deeply prejudiced against 
as will refuse to admit tkat we can have 
any coneoientioua scruples ; hot precisely 
as the beat way to know the history of a 
country ia to belong to it, so the beat 
way to know the biaiorv ot an Order ia 
to be a member of it. Whatever people 
may say, I have never found greater 
eineeritv than to the Society of Jeeue. 
The Jeeuit Father» in Ruaaii were ex. 
tremely exercised in their coneciencee 
to know what they ehould do. The 
Brief could not be publiehed unless the 
bishops read it out to the Jesuits, and 
the bishops did not promulgate it. So 
long ee it wae not read to them, they 
were bound by their vowe of poverty 
and obedience. In regard to priest», 
secular or religioua, of course the vow of 
chastity does not change. On the other 
hand, they heard in the newspapers of 
Europe that the Brief had been pub­
lished in other countries. They wanted 
to know what they should do. They 
met in council. Some of them laid : 
“We are bound to submit to the Pope ;’’ 
other» «aid : “Yea, we are bound to aub- 
mit to the Pope, but, aooordiog to hia 
canonical regulations, you cannot leave 
the Order until you are canonically sup­
pressed. Until that ia done, you have 
no right to use money aa your own, you 
are bound by your vow." While in thia 
great atote of preplerity, they lent a 
messenger to Rome to aee Piua VI., and 
Piua VI. said to thia meaaenger : “I 
want the Jeauiti to remain aa they are 
in Russia.” He would not give any 
written document, for the time» were 
too troubloue, the Kienoh Revolution 
wee at hand and the Government! of 
Portugal, Spain and France rould have 
clamoured against him ; but he allowed 
them to exist there, and before the end 
o! this century Piua VI. formally re- 
established them to the kingdom of the 
two Sieiliea. In the Bret decade of thia 
century, Piua VII. re-eetabliihed them 
in England, where they had always re­
mained since the auppreaaion.

In Maryland, Archbiahop Uarroll, 
formerly a Jesuit, and the first Catholic 
biahop in the United State», bailed with 
jcy the re.eatabiiahment of the Society in 
that great Republic. Finally in 1814 
Piua the VII. solemnly re eitobliahed 
the Order all over the world.

Hitherto, miking a concession to Mr. 
Roy, I have considered thia Brief aa if it 
wore infallible, but no Cstholio theo­
logian—and Catholic documenta, if used 
against ue, muat be examined on Catho­
lic principles—holds tbat it ia an in- 
fallible document. An infallible docu­
ment muat be one which defines a doc­
trine, and not limply a letter (Brief 
means letter) containing a judicial aen 
tence. The Brief of Suppression ia not 
a Bull defining matter» of faith or morale. 
All agree that auch a letter ia not an in. 
fallible document. Catholics know very 
well that the Pope ia infallible only 
when speaking, exetthedra, that ia to aay, 
from the chair ol St Peter, teaching the 
whole world doctrines that 
faith or morale. Protestants of course, 
who are enlightened, will know the same 
thing. Even Mr. Roy must be aware of 
thia, for ho quotea the very word» of the 
Vatican Council. Outside of the cir- 
cumatoncea in which infallibility is prom­
ised to him, the Pope may make mis-
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rules of ell prieen. He loaded shine 
with provisions for Europe, and if those 
ships had reached their destination he 
would have been able to pay off every- 
thing ; but unfortunately wgr broke out, 
the efijpa were seized by tbe English 
acd he lost 50U,0»)0 francs. There was a 
great fuos made about the matter, the 
Order was called up before tho Pariia. 
ment and taken to task. Father Lava, 
lette stated himatlf tbat he bad done 
wrong. He sent a paper to his superior 
sayirg that hia fault waa a personal one, 
that tbe Society was not to Ham», and 
he openly left the Society with the 
permission of the authoritiea, in order 
tbat hia aciion might not in any way 
reflect upon the Order The eremiee 
of the Society overlooked his disclaimer, 
and fastened upon ua the act ot one . 
man. If all societies were judged in thia 
way, none would aland ao iniquitous » 
teat. There was no diahoneety, no un- 
just use of money, but limply an lrnpru. 
dent commercial speculation, and yet 
Mr, Roy hold» thia up to ua aa a crime, 
and add» :

“And besides, was not your order 
suppressed to Canada in 1774 by a royal 
decree ol the Imperial heretical Parlia­
ment of Great Britain ?”

There ia no proof tnat it wae suppressed 
aa a society, lor the last Jesuit was 
known to be a Jesuit, living to Quebec 
in 1800. He waa Father Oasault. He 
was known to be tbe heir of all the 
Jesuit revecg»», which then amounted 
to about $8,000 a year. It waa known 
that he always had his pockets full pi 
money, that tbe good old prieat would 
go about the atreeis of Quebec giving 
money to every poor person who asked 
him fer it; He spent everything ho had 
on the poor. Thia fact ia undeniable. 
On education Mr. Roy aaya :

“You claim to have done much valu­
able work iu teaching. How dare you ’ 
Read my Brief and relreah your memory 
In the bosom of your Society, tesreely 
cut of ite cradle yet, various germs ol 
discord and jealousy bad aprung up, 
which led them to eet themselves up 
against the universities, the colleges and 
the public schools. There is baldly an 
accusation of the most serious nature 
tbat was not brought up against your 
Urder.”

No; I did not say anythiog in my 
letter to the Free Press about the work 
ue had done ; I spoke of tbe woik 
dotny As to the past, I have shown 
that Pope Clement XIV. does not pre­
tend to infallibility on this point, as the 
very form ot hie Brief proves, and, in 
thia particular pasiage he tuma up hia 
entire indictment as an accusation and 
nothing more. In regard to religion, 
Mr. Ray, with a heavy kind of humor, 
says ;

“You have written in black and white 
that your whole lives were devoted to 
religion, and religion is the bulwark of 
society. But my rebellious son, which 
religion do you mean ?”

In what sense Mr. Roy can personate 
my father, it is not easy to imagine. 
But let this pass. I mean of course the 
relig’on which I profess, the Roman 
Catholic Apostolic religion, Mr, Roy 
embracra the Protestant religion : let 
him make the best ol it, but I hoid that 
mine is best

“If the religion ol Christ is the bulwark 
of society tkat religion is certainly not 
your own.”

Mr. Roy, you are not infallible.
Then be «peaks on patriotism, a 

matter which I have already touched 
upon. But what seems to have stung 
him to the quick is what I said a!,out a 
useless secret society. “Tbe Society of 
the Order of Jesus, we are told, is not a 
useless secret society, whose only pur­
pose is to brsg and bluster. But the 
Jesuit Order is a secret society.'’ Mr. 
Roy’s affirmation ia no proof, and he 
gives no other. I have already told yon 
that I distinctly denied this in my MS. 
letter to the Free Free», and my denial 
was omitted by the printer, Mr, Hoy 
continues :

“Peace and tranquillity will not be re­
stored to our Dominion, and the brag 
and bluster will not oease until Pope 
Clement’s remedy be applied by Her 
Majesty’» Protestant subjects.”

Protestante are thus called upon by- 
Mr. Roy to persecute Cathoiios. Is thie 
according to the Proteatant idea of civil 
and religioua liberty ?

“We have been adviced to study hia- 
tory better.”

I did not adviae anyone ; I leave pom­
posity to Mr. Ray. 1 merely spoke of 
my friend» who read biatory aright, am* 
of my honest loea who should cease to be 
ignorant if they studied biatory better.
If this cap fits Mr. Roy, let him wear it;

He proceeds
“An honeat and sincere Jesuit, who 

thus venture» to apeak, shows that he 
must have read the history of the Jesu­
its as written by themselves only. But 
»• we are all blind to our own faults and 
never see ourselves aa other» aee us, I 
would strongly advise Father Drum­
mond, before he again lecture» the gen­
eral public on the study of hiatory, to 
widen the range of hia readings, and aee 
how impartial, trustworthy, nay in- 
infallible, writer» have written the his­
tory of the Company of Jeans,”

1 am thankful to Mr. Roy for this. 
He alludea to me ae an honest and ain- 
cere Jesuit. Now it aeema to me very' 
hard to reconcile those two things—that 
I should belong to auch a black, damn, 
able order with all those horrible crimes 
about it, and yet be an bons at and ein- 
cere Jesuit, who must have read the hia- 
tory of tbe Jeeuita aa written by them- 
selves. Unfortunately, I am forced to 
read the other aide of the queation. It 
may be possible for a Proteatant to read 
only one side of it ; but in English speak­
ing countries it is absolutely impossible 
for us not to know all about that Pro­
testant side. It is thrust down 
throats every day.

Then comes the finale
