The late Dr. Olin,
OF MIDDLETON, CONNECTICUT.

Dr. Olin occupied a deservedly high posi-
tion, not only as a man of letters, but as a
preacher and divine ; and his death has cast
a gloom over all the religious circles of the
United States. He was educated in Middle-
burg College, and while there was successful
in carrying off the highest honours; but had
never, acquired any definite notions on the
subjeet of religion, and such as he had were
sceptical. Being elected Principal of a school
i the state of New York, he was required
by the rules of the institation to open and
close the exercises of the day by prayer.
His moral sense of honour revolted at the
idea of daily uttering words to which he
attached neither force nor meaning, and his
seruples drove him to examine minutely into
the proofs upon which the truth of Christi-
anity is based. The result was just what
might have been expected in the case of a
man posseseing a mind so candid and sincere,
and yet so logically powerful. He became
a sincere believer ; and to his already great
store of worldly attainments, he was now |
enabled to add that knowledge which maketh |
wise unto salvation. He now joined the
Methadist Church, and soon after entered the
ministry ; and was admitted into the travell-
ing connexion, and stationed at Charleston.
His preaching instantly produced the most
striking effect. The scenes which took place |
on some occasions when he was officiating
strongly remind us of the accounts given of
Dr. Chalmer’s audiences in the Tron Chureh,
Gilasgow.  We cannot do better than present
our readers with the following account of his
tirst sermon in Charleston, published by one
ot his friends in an American paper :—

“ We remember distinetly the first sermon
he delivered here. It was at night, during
the sitting of the conference, and at the old
Trinity Church. He rose in the pulpit, tall
and ungraceful ; went through the introduc-
tory exercises, particularly the prayer, with
a simplieity of manner, and an earnestness
of tone, and a style of supplication, very
different from the ordinary style of such a
service ; read out his text, closed the Bible
and turned it rgund, laid his hands upon its
corners, and began preaching. He had no
divisions in his sermon, and yet it was the
very soul of method, so clear that you saw
through all its connections at a glance as he
went along.  His subject was the conversion
of St. Paul.  He struck at once into an ori-
ginal track of thought—profound, searching,
brilliant, chaining the attention. His sea-line
took all the soundings of the human heart ;
his nn:\ly<ii was master of the deepest intri-
cacies of human motive and passion ; his
imagination soared on majestic wing into the
lieaven of invention ; his action, at going off,
awkward, and his long arms thrown about
without the slightest reference to rhetorical
canons, presently seemed the fittest in the
world to accompany an intellectual handling
of the subject, perfectly sui” generis, the like
of which had never before been known.”

In 1825 he was again stationed in Charles-
ton, and while here, formed the project of
establishing a religious periodical, the “Wes-
leyan Journal,” which he was to edite himself.

He went to
hear him preach, but the eloquence of the
Scotch divine produced such a fit of nervous
excitement that it brought on severe illness,
which kept him hovering for six weeks at
the edge of the grave.

He so far recovered, however, as to be
able to visit Italy, England, and Belgium.

“gypt, Arabia, and the Holy Land. He
has left two delightful volumes, containing
detailed accounts of his travels in these time-
kallowed regions. They are characterized
by broad and sagacious views, and faithful,
striking observations, rather than by anti-
quarian disquisition or scholarly research,
Health and circumstances did not allow the
latter ; for the former he was eminently
qualified. These volumes constitute the only
large contribution he was allowed to make
through the press to the literature of the
country. An occasional article in the Re-
views, and one or two commencement ser-
mous, are, we believe, the principal publica-
tions in which his name will go down to
posterity.

After an absence of three years he again
returned to the United States ; but finding
it impossible to live in the hot climate of the
south, in 1842 he accepted the Presidency
of the Wesleyan University, and was marri-
ed in the following year to Miss Lynch, the
daughter of the Honourable Judge Lynch,
of New York.

The mind of the mere gene-
ral student is like a calm and motionless lake,
reflecting in its waters the old grey rocks
around ; while that of the minute investiga-
tor is like the pellocid stream, gambolling
among green meadows, and sporting with
the pebbles in its bed.

There is ample scope for investigation and
discovery in every branch of matural science.
Hitherto every advance has brought into
sight new landin z-places and higher emi-
nences. Ilow little are we acquainted with
the habits and characteristics of fishes and
birds, for example ; and how many of the
peculiar properties and ingredients of things
are still problems for future chemists to solve !
How far distant is the goal of perfection ; and
although no oue is debarred from entering
this temple, how meagre are the offerings
yet placed upon its shrine !

False notions with regard to the study of
nature, is in some respects the cause of this.
An acquaintance with technieal definitions
and logical distinctions were supposed to
constitute philosophy. But it is not the
being able to tell into how many classes
Linnmus divided flora, or to follow Bacon in

[ the deep mines of his inductive philosophy,
or to know the abstruse divisions of Reamur,
Cuvier, or Buffon, in the animal kingdom ;
but a thorough acquaintance with facts, a
rigorous application of these, aided by a dis-
criminating judgment, that are the marks of
A philosophic mind.  Nomenclature, though
| useful in its place, is the mere exterior of
science—the binding of the volume, and not
its contents.

Every one has a bent of disposition, which
leads him to prefer certain chjects of study
before others. It is evidently, then, of the

{ first importance to obscrve our distinctive
habit of mind ; and having found the path
of inquiry that seems most agreeable to our
feet, to follow it alone. If my mind is so
| constituted, that it “roams and revels” in
| obscure mathematical disquisitions, let me
| not endeavour to engage in pursuits requiring
more mechanical than logical application.
On the other hand, if | have an aversion to
the difficult and laborious processes of the
geometer, and feel myself at home in accum-
ulating examples, in making experiments,
and in discovering proximate causes, it would
be marring every prospect of eminence or
usefulness if I were to leave the sphere in
which I felt at liberty, and were to confine
myself in the strait-jacket of metaphysical
speculation.

Not only do we
arrive at principles and laws by this minute
attention, but we also obtain from it a pecu-
liar gratification. Proofs of design meet us
everywhere, but strike us more especially in
those walks of learning in which we can see,
and touch, and analyze the subjects of con-
templation. In plants, the gructure of parts
is amazing. Each species has its own pecu-
liarities, regulated by climaie, soil, or situa-
tion, while all its arrangements are subser-
vient to the formation snd preservation of
the seed.  Space would fail us to mention a
tithe of the adaptations o flowers. We have
often been speechless with surprise, as their
internal elegances have for the first time
burst upon us. Not only is nature, in this
department of her multifarious works, the
best painter, but she is ala the finest sculptor.
We have seen vases in scme simple weed,
which for delicacy of form and chasteness of
ornament, equalled if ‘mot surpassed the
noblest productions of Etruscan or Grecian
art ; and then their complexity of parts is |
astonishing. Any one with ordinary eye-
( sight, can discern more than 7000 stalks pro-
ceding from a single root of hemlock.

And as to the insect world, each member
composing it seems to vie with his neighbour.
The spider or the beetle has anatomical
arrangements no less marvellous than that
of man himself. No wender that Swam-
merdam was so engrossed in the examina-
tion of insects. They have a circulation of
the blood, respiratory ard digestive organs,
muscles, fibres, and all the other apparatus
of animal life.  'What is apparently smail
and feeble, is frequently the most useful and
indispensable in the system of things. The
thunder, so tumultuous asd terrific, is not so
powerful as the air that circulates unseen
and noiseless around us The coral insect
is a diminutive creature, but it bas reared
those lovely islands that gem the great
Pacific.  The art of America could be
crushed by hundreds beneath our feet : but
it uprears edifices which, proportionably to
the size of the architeets, exceed in extent
and height the Pyramids of Djizeh, St
Peter's of Rome, or St. Paul's o London.
And who knows not of the hexagonal cells
of the bee, constructed with the adroitness of
a practised architect, the skill of an engineer,
and the accuracy of a mathematician.
