CORRECT IN VISITING CARDS.
By no small point is one’s worldly 

experience gauged so easily as in the 
selection of one’s visiting cards. Woe 
to. the unfortunate who is striving! for 
a place in the social firmament if he 
attempts anything novel or unconven­
tional in the scrap of pasteboard which 
announces his coming or departure. To 
be correct at the present time the visit­
ing cards must be of very fine thin 
pasteboard engraved in script or black 
letters.

I A gentleman’s card is smaller than a 
lady’s and narrower In proportion to 
its length. The proper sizes of Various 
cards of correct form are exactly given 
in the illustration.

A gentleman’s card always bears the 
prefix “Mr.” It is optional whether the 
full name shall appear, but it is bettey 
form that the entire name be engraved* 
or that one of two names preceding a 
surname be dropped, rather than use 
an initial, which is not considered 
smart.

A married woman’s carâ is engraved 
with her husband’s full name. A widow 
may, according to the latest dictates of 
fashion, retain her husband’s name.

Formerly this was considered bad 
form and even now there is much argu­
ment concerning the propriety of call­
ing a widow “Mrs. John Martin” when 
there is no Mr. John Martin, and she 
has no legal right to use his name. As 
a concession to the sentimental side of 
the question the usage is permitted.

Eldest daughters, after they have 
passed five and twenty, use cards 
separate from their mother’s.

Eldest single women belonging to the 
el lest branch of a family may use cards 
engraved with the simple prefix Miss, 
as “Miss Brown” or "Miss van Rensse­
laer.”

Wives of eldest sons of the eldest 
branch of a family may use the prefix 
Mrs. only as ‘Mrs. Spencer,” or ‘‘Mrs. 
Churchill.” Wives of other branches 
must have their husbands’ names upon 
their visiting cards; for example, "Mrs. 
James Brown Spencer” or “Mrs. 
Thomas Gray Churchill.”

Addresses are engraved in the right- 
hand corner and are no longer fashion­
able, it being agreed that every one in 
smart society is too well known to re­
quire an address.

Husbands and wives have separate 
cards. A single gentleman may put the 
name and address of his club on his 
cards if he chooses.

A lady, if admitted to pay a 
may leave her card on the- hall table; 
she should not hand it to the servant 
but give her name, which id announc-

LIVE STOCK 1TARKET9
TORONTO

There was a very good trade done in Per cw'' 
cattle at the Western Market tills morn­
ing. Tlie arrivals were heavy, being 60 
carloads, made up of 1,000 cattle, 500 
sheep and yearlings, 75 milch cows, 60 
calves and 1,200 hogs.

Weighqiaster D. Walker reports that 
the total amount of stuff received for 
the week ending July 1st was :—Cattle,
2,787 ; sheep and yearlings, 2,603 ; 
calves, 125 and hogs 4.307. The weigh 
scale receipts were $152 38.

Trade showed a marked improvement 
in almost every branch to*day, and»the 
market showed more life. The general 
tone of the market ruled steady to firm.
Values for cattle remained unchanged 
from Friday, with the exception of 
butchers’ grades, which were a little 
easier. The quality of fat cattle was 
good, the offerings .Deluding a number 
of exceptionally good export cattle.

Export Cattle—The '.market was 
steady. Although cable advices from 
Great Britain remained steady, there 
were a few bunches of heavy evporters 
offered on the market, which brought a 
little more than the ruling price., The 
supply, which was moderate, was about 
equal' to the demand. Choice heavy 
exporters werg,quoted at $4 75 to $5 
per cwt, and $5 10 per cwt for an 
occasional hnneji of extra* choice.
Light were in ample suppy at unchang­
ed prices, or $4 60 to $4 70 per cwt.

Butchers’ Cattle—The movement in 
this line was not very brisk, and the 
supply was a little, draggy. Prices for 
choice were f quoted a little easier, 
while common grades also showed a 
decline. The supply of the latter 
gçaçlçs ^s large but. the demand was 
slow, and, as a result, the bulk of the 
offerings were left over in the pens at 
the close. Choice selections were quot­
able at $4 25 to $4 50 per cwt, and 
medium and common grades fetched 
prieçs ranging from $3 25 to $3 75 per 
ovtt. Inferior grades ,were slow at $3 
per cwt The smarf supply of the 
heavy exporbhulls met with a fairly 
good demand at steady prices or $3 75 
to $4 25 per cwt. Light stock bulls 
were titm at $2 50 to $3 per cwt.

Stoekers and Feeders—The market 
for Canadian stoekers for Buffalo to-day 
was -not quite so active. The offerings 
were light; but the demaud was fairly 
active at times. Prices were a shade 
lower, and heavy stoekers were quoted 
at $2 50 to $9 per cwt,, and light stock 
heifers fetched $2 75 to $8 per cwt.

Sheep and Lambs—The arrivals cf 
export sheep to-day were a little heav­
ier than anticipated, but the. demand 
was brisk for choice selections.

One, two and even three rinsing wa­
ters are not too much to put the 
clothes through, as they should be free 
from every trace of suds before being 
put in the bluing water. If ammonia, 
javel water or washing powders are 
used the clothes require much more 
rinsing than if only soap is used.

Each piece should be thoroughly 
shaken out in the rinsing water and 
then put through the wringer into the 
bluing water, which is blued by stir­
ring idto the water a pint of blue wa­
ter obtained by shaking a ball or 
square of powdered bluing strongly 
wrapped in a piece of flannel into the 
water. The clothes should not stand 
in the blue water but should be wrung 
out immediately and hung upon the 
line.

the strawberry, nor one which can be 
served in a greater variety of ways. 
Whether for breakfast, luncheon, din­
ner or supper, strawberries are equal­
ly appetizing What can be more ef­
fective for a centrepiece, than a low, 
quaint-shaped bowl, heaped high with 
the large, luscious berries resting on 
a bed of their own green leaves ?

Cunning individual dishes containing 
a dozen large berries with the hullS 
left on, with a little pulverized sugar 
on the side, are frequently served as 
a first course for breakfast or lunch­
eon.

Bryan, Texas, July 3rd.—Reports 
from the Brazos river continue to show 
that the raise in the river is unparallel­
ed. Thousands of acres of corn and 
cotton which was “laid by," are under 
water, and the loss cannot be estimated 
until the floods recede. Those who 
have visited the river bottom at the 
Jones irou bridge, nine miles [south of 
here, report that horses, household 
effects, bedding, trunks, hogs and cows, 
alive and dead, and hundreds of other 
things were coming down. Parties Who 
went out to investigate the flood sit­
uation between the Big and Little 
Brazos rivers above here report that 
the two rivers met Friday below 
Hearne, forming a vast basin of water 
covering large plantations on which are 
gins, stores and residences. The same 
conditions prevail in the bottom beyond 
the Big Brazos. The river is spreading 
out opposite and beyond Bryan, prin­
cipally on the Burleson county road.
William, Thomas and Patrick Ward 
have returned after a 25-mile trip $ 
through the overflowed districts be­
tween the Big and Little Brazos rivers.
They went to a number of neighboring 
towns in their trip, rowing over and 
through the plantations. The water 
was 28 inches deep in front of the 
stores at Steele. The Hearne and 
Brazos railroad is probably submt ged 
its whole length and much of it washed 
away. The people have been gathereu 
together at the gins by the plantation 
owners and are reported safe. Tin 
same plan seems to have been pursued 
across the Big Brazos in the bouom, 
and there was only one or two instances 
of drowning.
