Dr. Eugene Haanel has republish-
ed his article on ‘‘Peat as'a Source
of Fuel” from the ninth annual re-
port of the commission of conserva-

The total peat area of Canada is
37,000 square miles. The known
peat bogs of Manitoba, Ontario-

peat fuell with a moisturecontent of
25 per cent. ' The . 12,000 square
miles will. therefore contain abhout
9,300,000,000 tons of peat, having
a.fuel value to-about-5,400,000,600
tons .of good coal.
