With a Red-Hot Wire.

A terrible accident occurred Tuesday af-
ternoon at the wire rod mill of t ‘ambria
works at Johnstown, Zelvin E. Fisher, a
young man nineteen years of age,
ployed at the reel, and his dut consisted in
taking off, with the aid of a pair of tongs, the
cuils of wire which are reeled up as the ma-
terial passes from the finishing rolls. He
had been at work in that establishment
since it first sts , and was not only com-
petent, but very careful. At the hour
above indicated he was stonding near the
reeling apparatus, ting for a coil to be
wound up, when the wire caught at the fin-
ishing roil, and the boy at the reel failed to
slack up the wheel in time. The re-ult was
that the strand was pped asunder, and
the one end was jerked around with 1
ning-like rapidity, striking Mr. Fishe
the right arm between the elbow and the
shoulder, penctratir
entering his breast, when it again pas-ed out
near the top of the breast-bone. The bra-
chial artery was severed, the muscles badly
torn, and the flesh seared by the hot wire.

Actual trial must
determine whether the action of this auto- |
matic bar regulator will secure a steady |
light. It would hardly be just to criticise |
minutely all that Mr. Edison is reported fo |
| have said about this and other inventions of |
| bis. But enough has been indicated to
| show that illuminating gas can be manufac- |
| tured profitably yet, notwithstanding all |
