The first takes no pains
to hide this feeling; the latter conceals
his grin.of derision behind a smiling mask.
And both alike invade our shores, not
with the object of becoming useful eiti-
zens, of building up homes or of rearing
a family of sturdy young Canadians, but
like leeches, to suck the life blood from
just that class of people which is now and
ought to remain the bulwark of the com-
monwealth, our white laboring class,

He Had a Pleasant Time Visiting

Relatéves ‘and Friends.

CANADIAN BOYS WIN PRAISE

Tir. Whitaker-Wright Nay Visit Rossland—
Three Subsidiary B. A. C. Companies to
be Floated—War Spirit Strong in Great
Britain,

Mr. Edwin Durant, financial manager
for the British America Corporation, re-
turned from a visit to England on Tues-
day evening, where he has been for the
past four months on a well-earned holi-
day. The visit has greatly improved Mr.
Durant, and he looks ‘fit” for another
long siege of work like that which he
passed through previous to his departure
for the other side of the Atlantic. He
has many friends here who are greatly
pleased to ‘see him back. He was inter-
viewed ‘lhursday by a Miner. reporter.
He said: ‘I passed most of the time
while 1 was away in London, and in visit-
ing relatives and friends in various por-
tions of England, and must say that T
greatly enjoyed the rest and the sight of
the faces of relations and old friends, al-
though you may be assured that I am
glad to be back in Rossland and among
my friends here.

“The mining business in London is a
shade dull, owing to the war, and invest
ors are awaiting its end before venturing
into mew deals. A great deal of attenion
has been attracted to Canada and to
British Columbia by the successful and
magnificent work done in.South Africa by
the Canadian contingent. The loyalty dis-
played by Canada and the gallantry 'of
fer troops is a subject which is contin-
vally being commented upon, and every-
body almost is anxious to learn all th'at
they can concerning this country and its
resources. . The help of Canada and the
other colonies came at a time when it was
actually needed, and made the people of
the United Kingdom realize that they had
waluable allies in her own people in her
colonies. This attention will extend to
something beyond mere sentiment, and in
#urn for the favors shown the mother
<ountry I believe that she will take a
-deeper interest than ever in the mines and
other industries here. I think tha% this
interest will manifest itself very promi-
nently just as soon as the war in South
Africa is ended.

“Mr. Whitaker Wright, of the London
and Globe and the B. A. C. and its subsid-
iary companies, told me just before I left
London that it was his intention to visit
Rossland during the present summer, pro-
vided he could get away from his very
pressing business engagements.

THE CEMETERY ROAD MUDDLE

THE EXPLANATION AS GIVEN BY
MR .H.'B. SMITH.

‘The Uase Against the City Authorities Is
Clearly Stated—How, But Not Why,
the Blunder Originated.

Kditor Miner: 1 am not desirous of

placing my own personality before the peo-
ple of Rossland, and my reason for so do-
ing is the prominence my name occupies
in your issue of today in conmection with
certain works carried out by the corpo-u-
tion of the city of Rossland. 1 desire,
therefore, that you will allow me to place
before your readers the following facts:

1 never at any time occupied the posi-

tion of city engineer of Rossland. My
professional connection ‘with the corpora-
t.on was simply that my office would car-
ry out whatever instructions f > corpor-
ution chose to favor me with. DBeyond
the due execution by me of such instruc-
tions, 1 have had no other responsibility
whatever.
_In regard to the cemetery wagon road,
| .was instructed in July last by the cor-
poration to locate a wagon road from the
graded part of the city to the city ceme-
tery. 1 located this wagon road from
St. Paul street eastward along Fourth
avenue to Georgia street, which was at
that time the extreme eastern end of the
platted portion of the city. From Georg-
ia stréet my location passed by easy grades
over the unoccupied lands of the Nelson
& Yort Sheppard Railway company to the
north boundary of the cemetery. In this
focation no grade was steeper than that
on Washington street between First and
Second avenues. This fact can be read-
ily ascertained from the profile _ied by me
in the city offices. The work involved
was light, and might have been rendered
nominal, if so desired, by merely making
a temporary grade, sufficient for present
purposes. This might have been done for
an outlay of five or six hundred dollars.
Had my location been adhered to and com-
pleted to grade, not only would Fourth
avenue have been graded to Georgia street
but an excellent wagon road would have
been secured without tredrassing on any
lands but the unoccupied lands of the Nel-
son & Kort Sheppard Railway company.

I detined the location on the ground
in the usual manner, submitted a work-
ing plan and profile to the city authori-
ties, and forwarded them- a right of way
plan, ready for registration. These mat-
ters done. my connection with the road
ceased. A few days after, however, hav-
ing observed that my location was being
ignored and that the road was being con-
structed over private properties, I point-
ed out to Mayor Goodeve and Alderman
Hooson that every owmer of a lot over
which the road was being built could bar
the road at his pleasure.

Mr. Dean’s assertion, as stated in your
issue of today, that the present road was
planned by Mr., H. B. Smith, has no
toundation. His assertion that the loca-
tion along Kourth avenue as far as Geor-
gia is impracticable,/ is simply absurd. I
recommend to his considerafion” the pro-
file on file in the city offices. .

In regard to the cemetery, I laid out
between 600 and 700 lots, the greater por-
tion of which are on high, dry, gravelly
soil, excellently suited to the purpose ‘u-
tended. Just why that portion. of the
ground which is swampy in spring should
have been chosen for the present burials,
previous to drainage, is beyond my com-
prehension. Why the corporation failed
to iperform the first steps required in open-
ing a new cemetery, viz: efficient drain-
age, is a matter for the mayor to explain.

The walks and drives in the cemetery
were designed amd located after careful
instrumental survey, and, when construct-
ed, will afford the easiest grades obtain-
able, and render the whole cemetery an
object of attraction.

THE FEDERAL BUILDING.

It Ts Thought Work Will Soon Be Com-
menced Upon 1t.

It now looks as though it would not be
long before work will be commenced on
the Federal building on the corner of Lin-
coln street and Columbia avenue.

MILITARY LEAGUE.

The Training of Rifle Shots Is the Object
Aimed at—Rossland’s Chances.

Several members of the local rifle as-

sociation are desirous of joining the Canad-
ian Military league, which exists for the
purpose, among others equally laudable,
of promoting accurate rifle shooting
throughout the Dominion. Each. year
teams of 10 men each are selected from
every rifle corps or association desirous
of competing and four matches are shot
off simultaneously during the season. The
results are telegraphed to headquarters.
The team obtaining the highest aggregate
score in all four matches obtains an ex-
tremely handsome silver cup which is its
exclusive property. The best aggregate
score in each team receives a gold badge.
A healthy emulation is thus established
which infallibly results in a number of
excellent marksmen being trained every
year.
The terms of the match are that seven
shots be fired at three different ranges
at each match. The total number of
shots for the season will be, therefore,
84. Each team contributes $10 to the
league but for this amount the ammuni-
tion is supplied free. Although there are
one or two good shots in this city, one
of whom has several gold badges, yet it is
not likely that a team from this city
could beat the best teams in the Domin-
jon but it will -be known exactly where
Rossland stands-amongst the marksmen of
Canada.

Several Fractional Blocks Are Being Plat-
ted to the North—Size of Lots.

H. B. Smith, M. 1. C. E., is engaged in
platting five fractional blocks to the
north of Washington street on the space
reserved for the Red Mountain railway
yard. The lots thus surveyed lie north
and west of the Red Mountain railway
track, leaving the swampy portion of the
yard untouched. On the north it is
bounded by the Idaho ground and west
by that of the Nickel Plate.

This will mean the opening of Washing-
ton street up to the Idaho ground, and
the clearing of parts of Fourth, Fifth and
Sixth avenues. All lots facing on Wash-
ington street will be 25 by 75 feet, and
most of the remainder 25 by 105 feet. A
few on the boundaries will necessarily be
irregular in shape. The object of thus
reducing the size of the lots from the us-
ual size of 25 by 100 feet is to give the

owners of squatting shacks on the rail-
way ground an opportunity of acquiring
sufficient land to which to remove their
houses at a reasonable price.

THE CEMETERY ROAD MUDDLE

BEEN WASTED.

There Is Much Recrimination Among the

Officials, but None Seem to be Anxious
to Shoulder the Blame—Many Names

Are Mentioned.

If this is the
case, the chairman was asked why did the
city spend several hundred dollars last
year in making the new road now fenced
off. Mr. Dean said that the road was,
planned by Mr. H. B. Smith. That gentle-
man being appealed to, said it was nothing
of the kind. He had begged Mayor Good-
eve to drive the road down Fourth ave-
nue to Georgia street, but that gentleman
insisted on running the road over private
property. John Dean says this is imprac-
ticable, first because the road would be
too steep, and next because it would dese-
crate the graveyard. But it is stated that
for some private reason Mr. Dean will
not open the road on Fourth avenue. And
g0 on ad infinitum.

Where so. many contradictions follow
one upon another and everything seems
to be in an inextricable muddle, it is none
too easy to get at the real facts of the
case. l'aking the story as told by each
party it will run as follows:

H. B. Smith says he was asked to plat
the cemetery and devise a means of aec-
cess to it. He was not the city engineer,
and simply was paid to do certain work,
and he did it. He laid off the cemetery,
platted two blocks for the graves, one of
which he called the potters’ field, now a
swampy piece of ground, but which could
be made into the prettiest part of the
park. ‘The other is on a side hill, and
ghould, ordinarily speaking, be free of
water, and as a matter of fact will be
just as soon as the surface waters flow
off. Through this upper plat runs a stream
which he advised should be trenched and
confined to its bed, which trenching would
clear the knolls of all surface water. If
this has not been doné, contends Mr. H.
B. Smith, it is not his fault. He recom-
mended it to the mayor, and the matter
was then out of his province.

As for the road to the cemetery, Mr.
Smith expldined that within the city offi-
ces today were his motes showing ' the
grade along Fourth avenue as far as Geor-
gia street to be less steep than Washing-
ton street. Beyond that point the road

road is

hearse to get down. trim-

men in the course of a forenoon,

ground, then unplatted, to the cemetery.
He advised Mayor.Goodeve to take this
route, and the railway company was will-
ing to grant the right-of-way through its
lands for the portion off the city roads,
as an avenue would be opened up to its
property. This the city would not do.
Subsequently the railway company platted
two more blocks east of-Georgia to Park
and View streets. This it will not now
sell except at lot rates. It is almost the
only practicable route to the cemetery,
and the lower half of the road’ is now
upon that property and has no right-of-
way, which will now have to be acquired
at a very much enhanced cost. If the road
be abandoned altogether the city will be
the loser of the money spent wupon it,
some $800. If it gets the right-of-way it
will have to buy it.

As for the upper hialf of the road start-
ing from Monte Christo street; it was Mr.
Smith’s advice to run it straight down
Fourth avenue. Mayor Goodeve had,
however, insisted upon running it upon
the lots mnorth of that proposed
thoroughfare. He had warnedy him
at the time of the co uén-
ces, but as he was paid to do
whiat he was told, he laid out the road as
directed. The road has been fenced off.
and half of it was riow useless and half
the money wasted, but, Mr. Smith de-
clared, that could not be laid to him.

The chairman-of the ' board- of works
went over the ground, and pointed out
to a representative of The Miner that
the old road could be used for a while.
It joined the nmew road about half way
down. It was a little rough, but could
be put right in a day. On being asked
why if this road was considered all right,
what was the use of building the new
road, he said the old road was none too
good. On it being pointed out to him
that the old road ran over private prop-
erty, and that the upper part of the uzable
portion of the new road ran also over
- private property, he said -that it would
do for a time; the owners would not fence
it in, and he intended to have a proper
survey -made, and probably would runthe
road down Le Roi avenue and go north
and east, dropping a block at a time till
the cemetery was reached; that is to say,
if it were found- practicable. The Fourth
avenue grade was impracticable, and it
would run across Beatty’s burial ground
at its intersection with the railway. The
old road also ran across the burial ground,
but he declared it did not desecrate any
graves. T'his, however is not borne out by
an inspection of the old graveyard. Be-
sides, he could run down the lane south
of Fourth avenue and imtersect with the
old road if the upper part of that was
fenced in, as was possible.

As for the cemetery, Mr. Dean declared
that it had been platted very badly, and
the map roads could not be made where
proposed. He declared he was doing the
best he could for the city, and would
show great improvements if not interfered
with.

Holmes, the owner of the lot fenced
in, was not at home when called upon by
the reporter, but Mr. Steinke. who was
working within the fence, and who owns
the next lot, over whichi the new road

THE CANAIL OUTRAGE.

U’robability of Light Being Thrown' on the
Crime.

London, Aprit 30.—Reports come from
Dublin of considerable uneasiness in the
circles with which Nolan, Walsh and Ro-
wan, the three men arrested in Canada in
connection with thie blowing up of & lock
of the Welland canal near Thorold, Ont.,
on the evening of April 21, are alleged to
be connected, and the authorities antici-
pate some hasty departures from the city.
It is said that John Nolan had previously
been arrested for complicity .in the Ex-
change court explosion near Dublin castle.

Nolan, Walsh, Rowan and John Merna
sailed for Philadelphia in November, and
it is now suggested that Merna has been
“removed by his comradies.” It is further
alleged that if Nolan and the others are
convicted, light will be thrown on several
noted crimes.

This will inevitably be
the case unless the council puts a curb
upon Mr. John Dean; the chairman of the
board of works, and impresses him with
the fact that he is not a city autocrat but

. simply a city alderman, and that he has

“no power to order civic work to be done
~on liis own responsibility, and must not
«do so.
Lagt year, when it was decidéd to make
a plat of the cemetery, Mr. H. B. Smith
was asked to take charge of the work, and
when the question of access to the new
burial ground came up for consideration
he gave the advice that a competent engi-
neer would. He pointed out that Fourth
avenue should be extended to Georgia
street and then a road constructed over
the C. P. R. property, which would run
first to the south and then by a north-
easterly curve to the cemetery. This de-
tour was necessary, owing to the impossi-
ble, steep grade which prevents the exten:
gion of Fourth avenue beyond Georgia
street, and the right of way over the
suggested course was offered free by the
C. P. R. as an inducement to the city to
open up Fourth avenue east from Monte
Christo street. Mayor Goodeve, at the
time, refused to accept Mr. Smith’s coun-
scl in the matter, and the board of al-

dermen supported him in his refusal. In-
stead of extending Fourth avenue it was
determiined to open another road a little
te the north which would run ower pri-
vate propegiy andben to build the road
over the, C. P. R. propatty es suggested ¥
Msn Smith from a point which would be
the junction of Fourth avenue and Georgia
street were these thoroughfares open. The
decision of the Mayor, however, Ileft
Fourth- avenue unextended, and it Seems
that because of this the C. P. R. refused
the right of way, as it had a perfect right
to do. Despite this, however, the plan
of the Mayor was carried out at a cost of
$800; that is to say, $300 was spent on
the construction of a road over private
property, and «as the right of way had not
been granted the thoroughfare existed and
now exists simply by sufferance of the
Railway company, and may be closed up at
any time. As it is, too, that part of the
road north of Fourth avenue and which
also runs over property owned by citi-
zens who have built on their lots has been
closed and there is now no access to the
cemetery. The position simply is that
Mayor Goodeve insisted, against the ad-
vice of the engineer in constructing, at a
cost of $800, a road which does not belong
to the city, which cannot be expropriated
and which is the only present route to the
cemetery. The money has not only been
thrown away, but a great deal more will
now have to be expended in extending
Fourth avenue and buying from the C.
P. R. the right of way which last year
was offered for nothing. It is possible
that Mayor Goodeve may appeal, not-
withstanding the absolute loss of dignity
entailed in doing so, to the C. P. R. to re-
new its offer, but when was that bale-
ful corporation ever kmown to show! a
spirit of generosity to the living or a sen-
timent of respect for the dead. And, any-
way, Fourth avenue will have to be cp-
ened up.

Now Alderman John Dean is attempting
to make matters worse by insisting on
finding another route on which more
money is to be expended or rather thrown
away. Mr. Dean is no doubt a very con-

| scientious man, and regarding matters re-

lated to his trade and business his opin-
ion is probably of value, but he knews
nothing about road construction or civil
engineering. He had better confine him-
sélf, therefore to dealing with subjects of
which he has some acquaintance, and
when any work such as that now in ques-
tion is to be done he had better put him-
self in the hands of the city engineer. He
must not tell citizens that this work or
that will be done when it suits His Al-
dermanship. He was net eleeted to dic-

tate what shall or shall not be done; but

to consult with his colleagies and give
instructions to the proper officials to car-
ry out the decisions of the council.

SHOULD BE NO MORE DELAY,

The county commisiofiers of Stevens
county have voted: $1,500 for the wagon
road from Northport to the international
boundary line. The citizens of North-
port, it is 'stated, on Saturday last, raiced
$1,000 to be used in aiding the construction
of the road. The Velvet Mines, limited,
will build a road from their property to
the international boundary line to a junc-
tion with this highway. = The company
wishes to haul in a large power iplant so
that they may extensively develop their
property, and to haul ore out so inat it
may be smelted. The effect of the ma*
ing of this highway will be to divert ¢»
Northport the trade of the mines on the
west slope of Sophie mountain, which is.
next to Rossland, the most important
mining sketion in the Trail Creek division.
The *trade at present amounts to con-
siderable, but in a few years, after the
section is afforded means of transporta-
tion, it doubitless will have hundreds of
miners nd will ship large quantities of
ore. The present traffic would pay this
city to look after now, and should be a
source of large revenue in the future.
Under the circumstances a city on the oth-
er side of the line should not be allowed
to step in and wrest this trade away from
us. If Northport is able to raise $1,000
for a road, a city like Rossland, which is
many times larger and wealthier, ought
to be able to contribute considerably more
and trust to the provincial government
to reimburse it for the outlay. The road
is already surveyed and has been cleared
between this eity amd the Velvet mine.
There shiould be no more procrastinating
tactics in this matter, as the road should
be comstructed during the present season.
This city must secure the trade of the
Sophie Mountain section. The committee
to whom the matter of the road was
delegated by the board of trade should
reportto that body at the eal:liest possi-
ble moment, to the end that some deci-
sive ‘action may be taken.

THE VOTER’S LISTS.

An important question relative to the
voters’ list has been rtaised at Nelson.
The Miner notes it as follows: “If the
collector of votes, Harry Wright, reads the
law correctly, none of the names which
hiave been placed upon the voters’ list dur-
ing the recent rush can be removed at the
court of revision to be held on May 7th.
The law says that objection to names on
the list must be filed not less than 30 days
prior to the date of the count of revision,
and tbat those to whom objections are
made must be notified of such objection
it least 21 days before the court is held.

As no-objections Have been handed to the

THE. IMPERIAL SENTIMENT.

The community of interest which exists
among the people, in whatsoever part of
the world they  may be found, who are
proud to call themselves British subjects
is shown in a most gratifying manner by
the despatch appearing in this morning’s
paper from Lagos, in West Africa, in
which the sympathy of the residents there
is conveyed to the sufferers from the Ot-
tawa fire.

It is not the simple
kindly instinct felt for suffering and the
humane desire to relieve distress whica
prompted the message of sympathy and
called forth the substantial assistance ac-
companying it It is was the recognition
of the fact that the victimis of the fire
were of the same blood and nation as those
on the far West coast of Africa which
has anpealed to their hearts. It is the
imperial sentiment which makes the Brit-
ish people ome, and which will guard and
extcnd the dominions of the Queen.

“common soldier.” He is excluded from
any theater where dress clothes are a sine
qua non, he is prevented from entering a
high class restaurant or bar, as too many
scandals have shown, and generally speak-
ing, he has to take a back seat. At the
conclusion of his service practically mo
provision is made for him, Waterloo: and

Crimean veterans have before mow been
reseued. from the poor house by - private

subscriptions If he rises from the ranks
the conditions of the 'officers’ mess in
which he finds himself are far too expen-
sive, and he is usually sidetracked. Mess
and dress uniforms that run a tailor’s bill
varying from $400 to $1,000, even in the line
regiments, are beyond the purchasing pow-
er of hig purse, nor can he afford 4o play
polo, and enter the thousand and one sub-
seriptions which make up cantonment or
garrison life. He is out of it, and the prac-|
tical knowledge of his profession is lost
to his country. The German Emperor has
stopped this sort of thing. His officers
are not ashamed to appear in their uni-
forms in public places nor are they al-
lowed to keep epicurean tables.. His re-
tired ‘soldiers find positions on the gov-
ernment post offices, railways or other
departments; preference being ever -ac-
corded them. Ours are glad to pick up a
job ‘as commissionaire at a London store,
and thank themselves favored and lucky
men. Reform is necessary, and must be-
gin at headquarters. When tne public
tind that officers and men respect each
other and that they are not ashamed but
proud of their profession they will also
begin to respect both, and to think them
worthy” of not the back seats but -the
foremost places.

ALLEGED DISCOVERY.

Letters Between Christ and Agrippa Said
to Have Been Found at This Late Date.

New Yeork, May2.—The Herald and the
Jowradl and Advertiser print today special
cables from Londor and Rome respective-
ly, which say thet two letters, one from
King Agrippa to Christ and the other
from the Savior to the king in reply—let-
ters referred to by KEusebius, the early
church historian in the fourth century—
have been discovered after being lost 903
‘years: The letter from King Agrippa to
Christ reads :

1 have heard of Thee and the cures
wrought by Thee without herb or medi-
cine, for it is reported that Theu restor-
est sight to the blind and makest the
lame walk, cleanest the leper, raised the
dead, castest out devils and unclean spir-
its and healest those that are tormented
of diseases of a long continuance. Hear-
ing all this of Thee, I was fully persuaded
that Thou art the very God come down
from heaven to do such miracles, or that
Thou art the Son of God and perform-
est them. Therefore have sent Thee a
few lines entreating Thee to come hither
and cure my diseases. Besides, hearig.
that the Jews murmur against Thee an
continne to do Thee mischief, I invite
Thee to my eity, which is but a little one,
but is beautiful and sufficient to entertain
us both.”

Christ’s reply to the above reads:

“Blessed are thou for believing Me,
whom thou hast not seen, for it is writ-
ten of Me that they that have seen Me
shall not believe, and they that have
not seen Me shall believe and be saved.
Butl concerning the matter thou hast writ-
ten about, this is to acquaint thee that
all ‘things for which I was sent hither
must be fulfilled, and then I shall be
taken up and return to Him that sent me.
Buti after My ascension I will send one of
My disciples that shall cure thee of thy
distemper and give life to all them that
are with thee.” -

In an exhaustive explanation of't'he pol-
icy of the government, the Premier, who
was warmly received, first dealt with the
redistribution question.

Men who know Albi well and his
record, say that he is known to have shot
a man dead in Spokane.

The  most remarkable feature in the
weather report for the past month of
April has been the extreme range of the
thermometer daily.” - -This averages 28.8
during the ‘month," the highest being on
the 3uth ult., . when the difference between
the maximum and ‘minimum thermometers
was upwards-of 482 during the 24 hours.

The lowest range was observed on April 5,
which was 12.1, the day being overcast
with a little rain during the-afternoon.

The highest temperature ‘observed was
on’ April 30, 85;; April 28, 75.2, and April
1, 742. The average maximum tempera-
ture for the month was 62.7. The lowest
temperature was recorded on April 9, and
was 22.3 or nearly 10 degrees of frost. The
mean temperature for the first of the
spring months is, ‘therefore, 48.3.

During the menth there was a total
precipitation of 1.105 inch, which in-
cludes 5.2 inches of snow which fell upon
the 7th ult. Rain fell on 8 days only, and
there was cloudy weather on'3 days in ad-
dition, leaving a bright sky flecked with
a few cloudg on the remaining 19 days of
the month.

The prevalent wind was from the south-
west, as usual, although the direction of
the wind has been more variable during
the month of April than during any -ether
months of the present year. For 27 days
the wind was light, two days, the 7th-
and the 17th ult, the breeze freshened
somewhat and on one day, the 2lst, the
wind fell altogether. o

Collating the months of the year, the
mean ‘temperature is found to be 34.7; the
mean range, 20.8, and the extreme range
£4.5, from minus 9.5 on Feb. 15 to 85 on
April 30; the highest and lowest so far
recorded this year.

ROBERT McARTHUR STILL LIVES

H1S CONDITION, HOWEVER, 18 SAID
" %0 BE BOMBWHAT CRITICAL.

History of the Killing of James Lacey,
Alias the Toronto Kid, by William R.
Albi.

Robert McArthur is not yet pronounced
out of danger. He is still at the Sisters’
hospital. While the course of the bullet
in the bowels of the unfortunate victim
to the fury of Albi, who is named by his

definitely determined, yet it is thought
not to have passed ‘through or lodged in
any vital spot, The wounds on McAr-

thur’s head, caused, as it is thought, by

the violent jaubbing of the muzzle of a
revolver agaimst his brows, will probably
remain as life-time scars.

McArthur was employed as a dish-
washer on Washington sireet. He seems
to bave been on a regular drinking bout

but was not by any means incapably drunk
though certainly obfuscated.  Vamouls
theories have been propounded as to the
cause of the ill-feeling between him and
Albi. It is not, however, definitely known
that such ‘ill-feeling really existed. The
police are carefully following up the ragged
clues afforded by the case, and a detailed
statement of the facts will doubtless be
forthcoming. +

Following the old French detective’s
motto, “cherchez la femmie,” the theory
has been proposed that there is a woman
at the bottom of the matter and that a
quarrel arose between the men over .such
a person. This is denied at headquarters,
but, of course, there may be some truth
in_the matter. On the other hand it is
also stated that MeArthur accused Albi of
being mixed up with the late case of al-
leged arson on First avenue. This would
in itself afford sufficient motive for a hot-
blooded man who is known to have been
mixed up in murderous affrays before his
coming to this city, to hayve made his at-
tack.

The following are the facts, as far ae
can be learned, of the killing of John Hal-
ley, alias James Lacey, alias the Toronto
Kid, by William Rafael -Albi in Septem-
ber, 1898 in the Coeur.d’Alene theater,
On the 17th of June, 1898,
Lacey and John Murphy entered the
People’s Saloon on Sprague steet at 1 o’-
cloek in the morning. William Albi was
attending the bar, and there were five
railway men in the saloon. With drawn
guns and threats of death they compelled
the railroad men to turn their faces to
the wall and took their watches and mon-
ey. Lacey went behind the
bar and took what ~money was
in the till, and also a revolver,
which was in the same place. In all they
secured 8300 and six watches. Of this{
sum, $60 belonged to the Albi brothers
They also took William .Albi's watch.
Lacey struck Albi over the head with a
revolver and kicked him. Before the two
thigs ‘left the saloon they loeked Billy
and the five rmailroad men in the side
room. - While Lacey was behind the bar
his mask. which consisted of a blandker-
chief. fell off, and this gave Albi a good
opportunity to see his face and remember
him. Tacey had a broken nose, so that
any one seeing him once would not fail
to Tecognize him again.

Murphy ‘and Lacey quarreled over a
division of the ¢poils of the holdup on
June 23rd, and the former shot the lat-
ter through the heart, killing him instant-
iy. Lacey was tried © for the
murder and was acouitted on
the ground of self-defence. It was prov-
ed at the trial that Murphy was a thug
and had been following him around and
endeavoring to kill him, and, therefore,
he was acquitted.

Tmmediately after the trial and acquit-
tal of Lacey for the killing of Murphy,
his trial for the holdup in the Albi sa-
loon came up. William.Albi testified that
Lacey had beaten him over the head with
a gun and kicked and robbed him. There
was no other testimony to corroborate

his, as none of the others in the saloon
biad an opportunity of seeing Lacey’s face
when the mask fell off, as their faces
were turned towards the wall. Two of
Lacey’s rals, “Red” Murry and James
Riley, swore that he was in Seattle at
the time of the holdup, and therefore he
could not have been in Albi’s saloon in
Spokane. Lacey was dismissed on motion
of the prosecuting attorney after he had
heard the evidence. .

Lacey was released from custody at 12
o’clock, and his attorney had arranged
with his father to purchase a ticket =o
that, he might return to his home in To-
ronto, the: money being furnished by his
ronto.” He seemed to have ‘4 grievance
against Albi, who, he declared, had been
the cause of his being confined in jail for
a period of five months. While walking
along the street he saw Albi, and going
over to him he called him all the names
he could think of, and would have as-
saulted him if his attorney had net pulled
him away. Lacey parted from his lawyer
shortly afterwards and promised to be on
hand the next morning so that a new suit
of clothing and a ticket could be purchas.
ed so that he might start eastward to-
wards ‘his home. He promised to be-
have himself, and instead of doing this
he sought a dissolute woman, and the two.
who were opium fiends, emoked several
pipes and drank more or less. At about
7-30 in the evening he went to the Coeur
d’Alene theatre and began 'playing, hay-
ing $2 out of the $5 which had been given
him by his attorney. At this time he was
full of dope and whisky, and was in a
quarrelsome condition when he rose broke
from the gambling table. It was then
that he observed -Albi -standing a short
distance away, and he approached him
and began to call him vile names, and sud-
denly. he put his hand into his rear pock-
et, and those who were present thought
he was about to draw a pistol, and so
did Albi. The latter stepped quickly back
drew a revolver and fired three shots in
rapid suecession, killing Lacey.

At the trial of  Albi for murder, it was
shown that Lacey and Murphy had been
inmates of the Colorado penitentiary, that
they were wanted for the killing of a police-

Lacey
was a physical giant, standing over six
feet high, while Albi weighs only 120
pounds. ;| A number of leading citizens
testified that they had known Albi for
ten years, duiring wirich time he had been
a peaceable, law-abiding man. The result
was that he was acquitted of the charge
of murder.

COURT OF REVISION.

Voters’ List to Be Revised on Monday
Next—Large Additions Made Lately.

The voters’ List now aggregates over 4,
000 names, of which mire than 1,800 belong

to Rosg’and. Of this total about 1,200
have come in during the past few weeks.
A court of rewision will be held on Mon-
day next and all patent duplicates will be
struck off, but others that are doubtful
will be allowed to remain to be challenged
at the polling booths if requisite.

According to the present statute the
voters’ list must be revised twice yearly.
The last revision was on November 6th,
but since then an alphabetical addition
was /made on March 27th, including all
names given in up to that date. Since
then about 1,200 names have been sent in
and a third supplementary list, also ar-
ranged in alphabetical order, but not so
closely as the two preceding rolls, is now
being worked at and will be finished very
shortly.

No names can be admitted after May
Bth. Obiections can only be raised to
those names which are at present being
given in. Any objections must be lodged
with the proper authorities within 14 days
of the application of t_Ee voter to have
his name placed upon the list. If no ob-
jection is raised the name is duly entered
and cannot be evased until exception is
made at the place of voting.

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THEFIRE AT OTTAWA

Alderman McRae Tells How the Con-
flagration Started.

HE.LIVED THERE FOR Z5 YEARS

In Addition to This He Received Telegrams
From His Friends and Was Therefore Able
to Give a Very Clear Accourt of the Great
Disaster.

Mr. Hector McRae, who lived 25 years
in Ottawa, in speaking of the recent fire
there and in Hull, yesterday said: “The
fire started west of the Roman Catho-
lic church in Hull, a part of the city
whien is composed of wooden shracks, sim-
ilar to those of a Western mining camp.
The people occupying these shacks are mill
hands who work in the mills and yards
during the summer season, and in the
woods during the winter. The pay of a
miil hand will not average more than $1.60
per day during the summer season and in
the winter time from $25 to $35 per month
and board. Consequently at this season of
the year they have little or mnothing
anead in case of an emergency. From in-
formation which I got from home I
sbould think the number of these people
rendered homeless will range from 7,500 to
8,000 all told. On the Ottawa side of the
river in Roehesterville and St. Louis dam
I should think there are about 5,000, com-
posed principally of mill “handsj rail-
way employes, carters, etc. They are bet-
ter provided for, as a rule, than those
on the Quebec side. One of the great
drawbacks in Hull is the fact that most
of the land is held under leasehold so
that there is mno inducement for peo-
ple to put in a better iclass of houses
upon it. The greatest loss to the commu-
nity is the destruction of the E .B. Eddy
Company’s work, on Main street, Hull.
There Mr. Eddy had completed the finest
paper mills in Canada, supplying over 75
per cent of the newspapers in Canada with
their stock. He also had paper box fac-
tories, pail and tub factories, and proba-
bly one of the largest match factories
in the world. By the destruction of these
works alone over 2,000 people are thrown
out of employment for a year or more,
Mr. Eddy, however, is a man of indomi-
table nerve, and without a doubt he would
have a gang of men on ithis morning re-
moving the debris and within a week or
ten days will be starting foundations for
the new works. This is the third or
fourth time that Mr. Eddy has been burn-
ed out, and he has commenced building
before the embers were fairly cool. tus
office and warehouses were: solid stone
structures and the latter were always
heavily stocked with goods ready for ship-
ment. His residence, of beautiful cut
limestone, cost something over $100,000, all
of which has been burned. The fire, ev-
idently, through a freak, missed the Hull
Lumber company’s mills, which have a
sawing capacity of about 60,000,000 feet per
season. It then followed the inter-provin-
cial bridge, a new steel structure, erected
under the late government. The road-
way over this bridge; of course, was heav-
ily planked, and consequently the bridge
was destroyed through this wooden por-
tion catehing fire.

ATTEMPTED ARSON.

A Fruit Dealer on lirst Avenue Is Ar-
rested by the Police.

Toney- Soccormormann, fruit dealer and
grocer on First avenue, is in the city gaol
charged with arson. He was arrested
yesterday morning and will come up for
preliminary hearing before Magistrate
Boultbee today. .

Just after midnight on Monday morning
Ofticer Raymer saw the prisoner closing
the door of his store and throwing some-
thing into the foot broad passage between
the shop and the lodging house next door.
He said something about being afraid. of

somebody tampering with his front door
and tne officer passed on thinking but lit-
tle of the incident. Just about 4 o’clock
In the morning as Raymer came into ¥irst
avenue, through the alley running north
from the International, he noticed smoke
to his left. Running to the spot he found
a biaze proceeding from a pile of excel-
sior placed between the two houses, the
lodging house and the fruit store, which
proved to be saturated with coal oil. It
had just been lighted. Quickly exinguish-
ing the flames he reported the matter to
Chief Ingram.
Examination showed that the work had
been very deliberately done. The excel-
sior had been dragged from the basement
of the house through a crevice under the
floor on the sidewalk. Oil had . been
thrown on the walls, which was being
licked up by the flames at the moment of
Officer Raymer’s arrival.
The fire was evidently but just lighted.
There was no opportunity of the incen-
diary getting away on First.avenue, for he
must have been observed by the approach-
ing officer. Nor could he have got away
to the rear, for a pile of old lumber
blocked the passage over which sufficient
time was not afforded to scramble. Under
the buildings there was no ingress. An
open door led' into the room behind
Boccormormann’s store, and in that room
in company with an open coal oil can and
a measure in which a modicum of kerosene
yet remained, was the prisoner found by
Chief Ingram.

FIRE IN SUMMIT.

The B. C. Mine Runs a Great Chance of
Being Destroyed—Stored . Dynamite.

Grand Forks, May 2.—The office, shaft
and powder houses of the B. C. mine in
Summit camp had a narrow escape from
destruction by fire yesterday. A heap of
brush along the railway spur near the
dump was being burned, and the sparks,
carried by the wind, ignited the adjacent
dry grass, trees, cordwood, stumps, etc.
Soon it expanded over several acres. The
heat was terrific. :

All the miners above ground ,were form-
ed into a’bucket brigade, directed by Su-
. perintendent Scrafford and Accountant
Mackintosh. e

A fire hose did good service but the
flames were not checked until they had
reached within = 20 feet of the powder
house, where thousands of "pounds of ex-
plosives were stored. One shack was de-
stroyed, and the occupant, a miner, had
a mnarrow escape. Standing on the spur
were a_number of cars loaded with dyna-
mite. They received a scorching, but were
shifted down the track in time. :

After half an hour’s work the wind
shifted in an opposite direction. The fire
then swept through dry trees and finally
exhausted itself in the green timber. Sev-
eral acres were swept over. ;

At one time it looked as though the fire
would extend across the hill to Summit
City. Mr. Mackintosh sent a warning,
and Colonel Haywood and the inhabitants
turned out prepared for any emergency.

At 4:30 this morning Phoenix was start-
led by the loud report of a powder explo-
Investigation found the sound. to
come from a small log building used for
thawing out powder, about 400 feet from
the No. 1 old shaft house on the Old
Irongides. Frank Clemgrener, who was
standmng within 20 feet of the house, was
seriously though not fatally injured. Ev-
ery vestige of the hounsé was blown:away
by -the: 75 pounds of dynamite stored
there. 1t cannot be ascertained how the
‘explosion took place.

On the Phil Sheridan claim of the Earth-
quake group in Brown’s camp, north fork
of Kettle river, a shaft 4x8 is being sunk
on the ledge and has now attained a
depth of 15 feet.
