London, Oct. 30.—In future I will 

telegraph the purport of the French 
Russian and Belgian, as well as the 
British Official Reports.

Yesterday progress was made 
around Ypres and south of Arras; and 
in the forest of Apremont. Some of 
the enemy’s trenches were retaken be­
tween the Aisne and Argonne.

Very Important.
Russian victories on the Vistula 

front are very important, and all the 
Austro-German army corps in that re­
gion arc in retreat. Russian cavalry 
have entered Radom, and a further 
victory has been won north of the 
River Pilitsa. The Russians have cap­
tured severa/ thousand prisoners.

A Britislt naval flotilla continues to 
support tile Allied left with effective 
and accurate fire. On the 27th and 
28th the enemy brought up heavy guns 
and replied vigorously. On the 29th, 
opposition from the shore virtually 
ceased.

Well Protected.
Enemy’s submarine s arc reported 

seeking opportunity to attack our 
ships, which are covered by destroy­
ers. Our casualties are small, and 
structural damage to our ships trifling.

Oct. 31.—A casualty list is­
sued by the War Office tonight and dat 
cd October 25th gives the names of 
fourteen officers as killed and fifty 
wounded.

In the list is Capt. the Hon. Chris­
tian Mc.lise Home Ruthven, of the 
Black Watch Regiment, third son of 
Raron Ruthven, also the names of Lt.- 
Col. Cecil Pyckford Higginger, of the 
Shropshire Light Infantry, and Capt. 
Sir Fredk. Villiers Robinson, of the 
3rd Northamptonshire Regiment.

An Admiralty statement issued to­
night gives the casualties of the Bri­
tish flotilla operating off the Belgian 
coast.

The statement, dated Oct. 30, reports 
one man as having been killed on 
board the sloop Itinaldo, one man dan­
gerously wounded and eleven men 
wounded. None of these arc officers.

The men previously reported as 
missing from the monitors Severn and 
Humber have rejoined their ship.

Brussels, via London, Oct. 28.—

The American Minister to Belgium 
says that less than two weeks supply 
of food remains in the cities, while 
conditions in the country distrets are 
even worse. Though Germany has 
sezed the food in some cities for her 
soldiers, she still disclaims responsi­
bility for feeding.

Feeding 100,000 Needy.
One hundred souu kitchens are feed­

ing over 100,000 of the needy in Brus­
sels. Families formerly rich arc dis­
charging their servants, because they 
are bankrupt. Noblemen may be seen 
slipping into the soup kitchens.

The factories are closed. Many 
stores remain open, but have no busi­
ness. The railway train service has 
been suspended. The supplies of cof­
fee, tea, flour and salt arc practically 
exhausted.

The 
chimes in the medieval town hall just 
across the public square had tinkled 
a whole chorus on a set of bells that 
sounded like a child’s music box. The 
more sonorous bell had boomed out 
the hour of 2. Then suddenly came 
the familiar tramp, tramp, tramp upon 
the cobblestone streets and with it one 
of those rhythmic marching songs 
that the Germans know how to sing 
so well.

“The Germans crossed the frontier 
from Belgium to France with a song 
on their lips. Laurence Sterne Stev­
ens, formerly of Grand Rapids, Mich., 
told a dramatic story of the passing 
of the line by the German troops. 
Stevens is an artist who determined 
to go to the war on his own account 
to find material for sketches.

“ ‘We had been on a brisk march 
all day and knew we must be near the 
French frontier,’ said Stevens, 
course, the Germans were anxious to 
invade France. I was quite a dis­
tance from the front of the " column, 
but when the men began cheering I 
knew that they had reached the line. 
Immediately the first companies 
across broke out into “Deutschland, 
Deutschland Ueber Ailes.” Then all 
the regiments joined in.

HOUSANDS of Germany’s spies 
never, from year’s end to 
year’s end, send or receive 

a letter through the post re­
garding their work, nor does 
any letter to an agency on 
the Continent concerning them 
contain their name and address, 
but merely either a Christain name or 
a number.

They deliver their reports in per­
son as a rule, partly in writing and 
partly verbally to a travelling agent, 
and receive their pay and their in­
structions in the same way.

The reports from the theatre of war 
show how many of these spies were 
still in France in spite of the efforts 
made by that country to trace them 
during the past thirty years, and 
there are still innumerable spies at 
large in England, who can never be 
apprehended unless they are caught 
in the act. Moreover, many of them 
are not Germans, but Belgians, Swiss, 
and English, and they are waiting un­
til their services are required.

As regards the carrier-pigeons, 
they did not come from Germany, but 
almost all from Brussels, which was 
the chief agency, and this is why Ger­
many attaches so much importance to 
Brussels.

T
Private Sullivan, of the King’s Roy­

al Rifles, told an interviewer at the 
West Ham Hospital:

“At two o’clock in the morning of 
Sept. 13 we were told we had to shift 
some Germans who held some ridges.
At about three o’clock during our 
march we were suddenly met with a 
terrible rifle fire from a hill, 
colonel in charge ordered us to "At 
them with bayonets,’’ and we did.

We got to the top of the hill with 
Germans flying in all directions, but 
all at once German machine-guns 
on top of a haystack, but two of our 
boys crept forward and set fire to 
them, and those Germans were soon 
roasted.

Ten minutes after that I was hit, 
but I managed to go on for about three 
quarters of a mile before I became 
dizzy.

The fighting, added the soldier, is 
terrific and hard and the German 
shelling is terrible, but our boys are ^ 

all cool, cherful, and calm, 
time a shell comes over you hear a 
shout, “Look out, here comes another 
of Jack Johnson’s' rights.”

A wounded sergeant of the Royal 
Berks Regiment, staying with friends 
in Garlands-road,'Redhill, yesterday, 
gave an account of the night attack 
at Cambrai when the regiment lost 
120 killed and wounded:

The alarm was sounded about nine 
in the evening. D company, my com­
pany, was billeted in a schoolroom, 
and we fell in just outside and march­
ed along the road. After going about 
half a mile there was a turn in the 
road. As soon as we reached this 
spot we were faced with bursting 
shells and" rifle fire.

We scattered on either side of the 
road, and crept on our hands and 
knees for about 100 yards and charg­
ed the bridge over the canal. Here 
we met the Germans in full force, and 
we fought as we never fought before.

About twenty of our men climbed 
through a fence, and, up to their 
waists in water, broke through barb­
ed wire entanglements. They got out 
of this.mess and charged the enemy 
with bayonets on their left, while the 
remainder of the company used their 
bayonets on the Germans on their 
right.

When at close quarters the Ger­
mans screamed and tried to get away, 
and nearly everyone left was wound­
ed in the back. Quite suddenly a 
large number of what appeared to be 
blue lights were thrown at us. We 
made inquiries next morning as to 

1 what they were, and ascertained that 
the lights were poisonous fumes.

RESIDENT COAKER for weeks 
since the war began and up to 
the middle of October did all 

in his power to move the Opposition 
Party led by Mr. Kent to make pro­
posals to the Government in view of 
keeping shore fish to $6 per qti. and 
Labrador to $4. The Opposition met 
the Government to discuss the matter 
of prices and after a two hours’ con­
ference the Premier decided to take 
no action.

The consequence of his refusal led 
to a 25c. drop in the price of shore 
and 00c. drop in the price of Labrador. 
Had the Premier endeavored to back 
up Mr. Coaker’s proposals some $100,- 
000 that have been cut off fish prices 
would today be in the pockets of the 
fishermen.

Time has shown that Mr. Coaker’s 
contentions were accurate and well 
founded and he was right throughout. 
That a panic did not ensue is not the 
fault of the Government; that it was 
prevented and prices fairly maintain­
ed is due solely to the methods and 
action of Mr. Coaker throughout the 
crisis.

The fishermen and country will 
never realize what they owe to Mr. 
Coaker for the way in which he has 
maintained the price of fish this Fall, 
and prevented the bottom from fall­
ing out of the whole fish business.

Prominent fish buyers in this city 
asserted again and again this fall 
that they would no t buy fish at 
$6 because they were sure to buy it 
at $5 or $5.25. When one interested 
looks back to the first week in Septem 
her when out of all the buyers in St. 
John’s only one would offer $6 for 
the first load of shor^ fish which ar­
rived here when the markets were 
bare and the best prices ever offered 
came from the European markets, it 
appears miraculous that in spite of 
the combined attempt of Water Street 
buyers and the total indifference of 
the Government and the bitter 
position of some of the Government 
papers, the price of fish has been so 
well maintained.

If any sane sensible man requires 
any further proof 06 the usefulness 
of the F.P.U. and the beneficial work 
of President Coaker than that demon­
strated in this city this fall and sum­
mer respecting the* fish situation, that 
man is not open to believe the truth 
and refuses to believe what his eyes 
behold.

Sir Edward Morris had a grand op­
portunity to gain the Union’s good­
will and to establish himself in the 
good wishes of the fishermen when 
President Coaker asked him to take 
steps to keep shore fish up to $6 and 
Labrador soft fish to $4. The prices 
should not have fallen one cent be­
low these figures and if the trade 
knew that no one would be permitted 
to buy at lower prices, all would 
have gladly bought in at those prices 
even if 50,000 qtls. more had been of­
fered for sale by the fishermen. To­
day the stores are clean of fish; 
stocks for winter sales are on hand.

When President Coaker met the 
Government he asserted that 70 
cent, of the catch of shore fish had 
been disposed of by the fishermen

aconfess that he was ashamed of be­
ing born a Newfoundlander and that 
was when he met the so called chosen 
public men of the country at a con­
ference to discuss the fish situation. 
He was disgusted to find that the 
principal public men of the Colony 
when convened in conference knew so 
little about interests that involved 90 
per cent, of the country’s productions. 
He claims that the Executive Coun­
cil should embrace eight men select­
ed from representatives of outport 
districts, responsible to *the fisher­
men and who come in constant con­
tact with the fishermen.

What can men belonging to St. 
John’s, holding office and possessing 
all power care for outport interests 
or the fishermen’s interests as long 
as they are maintained in place and 
power by means and tricks 
which the fishermen 
have no control?

What interest have Morris, Bennett, 
Gibbs, Squires, Blandford and Bishop 
in outports concerns?

They are there regardless of any 
outport power or interests to remove 
them. They are responsible to 
one interested in the fishermen.

What right has St. John’s West to 
two votes in the Executive?

What right have Gibbs, Squires, 
Blandford and Bishop to votes in the 
Executive?

TURKEY’S
STRENGTH

Has Army of 700,000- Men of 
All Classes—Navy.is Ra­

ther Ineffective

Washington, Oct. 31.—Tile full war 
strength of the Turkish Army is 
300,000 trained men, according to 
statistics given here, but in addition 
it is believed there are abolit 400,000 
irregulars, some of whom actually 
have joined the army, wdiile the rest 
are ready to do so.

The Turkish Naval strength con­
sists of 3 battleships, 4 cruisers, 3 
torpedo gunboats, 10 destroyers, a 
coast-defense ship and some auxiliary 
craft.

The battleships are old and none 
has guns larger than 11-inch. Two 
of the four cruisers are the Goeben 
and Breslau, recently secured from 
Germany.

Defeats for Austrians

Paris, Oct. 31.—The Havas Agency 
has received the following official com 
munication concerning the fighting in 
the East as issued by the War Office at 
Petrograd.

Severe fighting is taking place along 
the East Prussian frontier. Our troops 
have repulsed repeated attacks in the 
region of Balkalbeve. Beyond the Vis­
tula, our troops are on the heels of the 
rear guard of the enemy.

On the Ledz-Yawaghvesk front, a 
number of artillery parks and aero­
planes have been captured.

In the region of Tarneve, the re­
treating Austrians were attacked, on 
Jet. 29th, by our troops, who crossed 
the Vistula south of Luzezoff.

Caught under a cross fire, the ene­
my sustained considerable loss in kill­
ed or wounded and left a thousand 
prisoners in our hands.
