Inquiry ln'to Bow Park Fire
Was Adjourned Two
h Weeks.

The only #ight shed upon the Bow

Park Farmsfire was, as Coroner Dr.
E. C. Ashtén suggested, darkness.
Witnesses there were and many of
them, but their stories were all very
similar. The outstanding tale was
that of the night watchman and even
his, was non-committal and quite
tame. True, he named a man upon
whom his suspicions centred, but the
name never got beyond a slip of
paper and was not divulged. The
other “witnesses, although examined
by Mr. Wilkes, gave corroborative
statements, and the only men. who
might havé known something start-
ling, were not present.and. the .in-
quest was therefre adjourned. A

Walter Pyne, a laborer ' at the
Dominion ~ Canners_ farm said he
had been employed. there for some
eighteen months and during that
time, two. fires. had _occurred . and
caused a great deal of loss:’ He was
on duty on the night ot fire. His
instructions were to watch the
poultry department, -especially, as a
man who Had charge of it was leav-
ing. Spitework was expected, |but
nothing in the way of a fire was
iooked for. He had to watch -the
buildings as secretly as possible. At
about 5 minutes past three he noti-
ced a fire had started in thle stable
portion of the drive loft. His im-
mediate thought was to raise the
alarm and then to attend to the
horses and powder. He found a
door locked which is usually kept
open .and this delayed him a httle,
while and when he got to the horses
they were all suffocated, as at this
particular place the smoke was quite
dense. . Seeing that the animals were
tlead, he rushed to save the powder
dept. In this he was, successful, It
was a particularly bright night and
Pyne had not noticed any suspicious
tharacters round the buildings. Per-
sonally, withess had his suspicions,
and these he put on paper.

There had been a feeling -of ;un-
test at' the buildings during the
whole ‘summer and ‘many - changes
were, and still are being made. A
man whiom Pyne took to be a new
manager arrived just, about two
weeks before the fire. He admitted
he was a smoker, and had smoked
on the might = of the fire, ' but had
not smoked in or near the buildings
which took fire. He said he thought
the fire was no accident and was an
act of deliberation. From his orders
lie knew his employers were expect-
ing something to happen. ¢

MONTREAL, Dec. 30.—This city
has entered upon its fifth day of an
inadequate water supply.. This thorn-
ing a dangerous fire was only confin-
ed to -oné building on St Lawrence

street because of the absence of wind
while prompt work by the firemen,
many of whom have not had their
clothes off for several days, account-
ed for no other blazes.
