among these the demand for

hard floors and rugs, which has in-
creased and prevailed throughout
our country within the last quarter
century. The rage for rare and
costly rugs is reckoned among the
sinful misuses of wealth, which oc-
cupy the thoughts of professional
casnists, who furnish copy (at regu-
lar rates) for magazine columns. In
fact, hard floors and movable floor
coverings are sensible innovations,
because healthful and economical.
Our grandmothers prided them-
selves upon keeping carpets “down’
for a term of years, yet keeping
them in good order all the time.
Their floors were of soft wood;
refuse odds and ends of boards were
reckoned good enough, since they
would always be covered. Dirt, beat-
en fine by the broom, sifted through
ingrain, three-ply and rag carpets
into the cracks below; and with dust
went “germs.” When disease got
into a house and stayed there, the
afflietion was accounted “a visita-
tion of God.” Carpets, however
‘scrupulously “broom-clean,” were
sure breeding places for perils in-
visible to the naked housewifely eye.
There. are still honorable women
not a few who object to hardwood

floors as “troublesome” beyond the
capacity of housemothers of moder-
ate means. They must be swept
twice a week, we are told, and dust-
ed daily, if one would keep one’s
'house decent. Putting  aside the
question as to the composite nature
of the dust removed, and which
would, if left in a woolen carpet,
find its way gradually, but surely,
into the lungs and stomaehs of those
who walk, sit and sleep in the rooms
thus made “comfortable,” let us rea-
son together over this same obliga-
tion of sweeping.

A soft hair broom is usually sold
for this purpose. I find a stiff,
staunch, rather broad besom of the
regulation broomcorn variety, cov-
ered with a snug bag of red flannel,
altogether the best agent in the
work. It is as easily handled as a
cloth duster; it may be untied,
drawn off and washed when soiled;
and it does not scratch the polished
surface of the floor.

The rugs, be they cheap or expen-
sive, should be lifted and shaken

“once a week, then laid upon the

grass and swept on both sides. After
which leave them lying on the grass,
if you have a patch of turf. If you
are a flat-dweller, let shaking, sweep-
ing and sunning be done upon the
housetop or in a vacant lot or in a

' THE BATH ROOM
—

URING periods of cleaning and
settling it is very essential to
guard bath rooms against abuse
through misuse. Scrubwomer

and those who generally do rough work
cannot be expected to realize the very
great importance of keeping everything
that pertains to a bath room in dainty
condition, for they have neither training
in nor time for careful ways, and are
usually much hurried, going from place
to place about a house doing the hard
work that falls to their lot. Therefore
they are not to be blamed for any dam-
age, if no provision has been made by a
responsible and interested person for
guarding a bath room and everything in
it from being defaeced while cleaning is
in progress.

Of course, where there is a house-
maid’s closet, with hot and cold water
faucets and a waste basin of ample di-
mensions for receiving pails of water
dashed into it in a hurry, the bath room
can then be locked and kept in perfect
condition against the coming of the
family who are to live in the house, But
then the waste basin should have some-
thing placed in the bottom to hold back
all clogging stuff, or that pipe may get
choked. An ordinary wire sieve set in
over the opening, or an old colander,
will answer the purpose. They can be
lifted as often as necessary and the dust
and refuse collected therein sent below
to the garbage can. But if there be no
such place convenient for the workers
to use, they will have to go to the bath
Toom, for the steps of day-by-day toil-
ers should always be considered and no
more imposed upon them than the ex-
igencies of the occasion demand. There-

= fore, if the bath room must be open to
them, every means should be employed
to protect it from injury.

KEEP PLUMﬁEB,S AWAY

Before any cleaning begins the floor,
if of hard or stained wood,. ought to be
covered with strong paper fastened
down to keep it immovable under the
treading of feet. There is a stout dark
paper which comes in rolls for protect-
ing floors during cleaning times, always
used by skilled floor polishers, that
bears very hard usage without tearing.
This paper is thie best thing that the
writer knows of for such occasions. The
bathtab and the basin can both be pro-
teéted by placing in each, over the
waste exit, the in.ia rubber mats that
come for that purpose. Upon these pails
can stand without marring the porce-
lain or marble.

Waste water should never be thrown
into a bathtub because it makes ex-
traordinary ‘cleaning frequently neces-
sary to prevent staining the tub. What-
ever place may be chosen for getting rid
of the dirty water during cleaning times,

An early call upon—and' from—the
plumber for repairs is not invariably
fraught with unalloyed pleasure to a
household, either immediately or when
the inevitable bill is presented for pay-
ment. Far better, by a little forethought
and painstaking, avert possib:.e mischief
than experience the vexatious conse-
quences of one’s own omission to safe-
guard exposed places. It is childish to
blame others for damage occurring be-
cause of our own indolence or negli-
gence. Better is it to accept blame with
responsibility, and be wiser the next
time.

USEFUL FURNISHINGS

There are various inexpensive conven-
iences and aids to tidy housekeeping
which make small extra jobs that are
much easler attended to at settling time
than later on, when everything is in
order.

One very great convenience in a bath
room is a towel bar at a suitable height,
placed against the wall all around the

. room, except where it would interfere

with other stationary furniture. Bars
of heavy glass or nickel plate are easiest
kept clean.

very bath tub should be provided
with a large sponge-holder of wire or
metal, and ‘a soap-holder also, either of
metal or india rubber. They all srould
hang, not stand, on the bath tub’s edge.
Over the face basin, or else beside it, an-
other soap-holder should hang. It is less
trouble to keep things looking nice in a
bath room where nothing is allowed to
stand on the basin’s ge or on the
bathtub, because when left on those
places they are apt to get pushed about
and have no settled abiding place, and
it takes longer to clean up with things
in the way to be lifted about.

A set of inclosed hanging shelves can
be used for many things .needed in a
bath room; they will, at the same time,
aid in preserving order. In fact, that
end should be always in view when
house-settling is going on. Ingenious
people can contrive many inexpensive
additions to a house that will cultivate
habits of order in those who seem most
disorderly.

Three or four large double clothes
hooks screwed upon the-inside of a bath
room’s door, and left exclusively for the
use of persons going in there for a bath,
are among the requisites for that room.
No one should be allowed to monopo-
lizc anything in a bath room used by
several persons. It should be always
free ana open to all, and invariably left
in order by the last bather. A bottle of

_, inodorous disinfectant eught always to

be kept.in every bath room, but beyond
the reach of children. At least once a
week some of the bottie’s contents
should_ be poured dewn every waste pipe.

When you close your quarters for
the summer—or for the winter, for
that matter—have every rug well
beaten. Flexible rods that do not

If this eannot be done, make
a “smudge” of sulphur scattered
upon a pan of burning coals in the
bottom of a large packing box, and
lay the rugs, ome by one—

left in the rugs and the sewing is
properly done, hone can get in.

As was
the case to such -a large extent this
spring. ' The motion was seconded by
C. C. Righy, Balgonie.

The Fuel Question

The question of fuel supply came
up on motion of Jas. Leslie, Saska-
toon, who urged that the Saskatche-
wan and Alberta governments make
efiective efforts to prevent a fuel fame-
ine such as we had last winter.Supt.
Brownlee stated that in the railway
territory under his supervision there
was consumed last winter 3€0,000
tons of coal, which means a hundred
cars a day for three months. He
thought that the safe way is for the
dealers: and consumers ‘to stock up
before the crop begins to move. The
convenfion did not take a decided
stand in this maltter till later in the
prograni,

The next question dealt thh was
the better equipment of railway lines
in the ‘west. There was no opposi-
tion o this resolution.
