C hicago, June 15.—The convention to 
name a Republican candidate for Presi­
dent of the United States is on hand. 
The gathering in the big Coliseum in Wa­
bash avenue—made up of representa­
tives from every State and territwfv in 
the Union, as well ns the mory^ecentlv 1 
acquired island possessions—will l>e j
t-alied to order to-morrow at noon by i 
Harry S. New. Chairman of the Repub- I 
ican National Committee, who will in- • 
troduce Senator Julius C. Burrows, of 
Michigan, as temporary chairman. In 
issuming the gavel during the tempor­
ary period of the convention's existence. 
Senator Burrows will make an extensive 
(speech, designed to embody the keynote 
;>f the coming national eampaingn. and 
to proclaim the principles and achieve­
ments of the Republican party during its 
many years of existence. When his 
speech has been concluded Senator Bur­
rows will announce the important com­
mittees. including that on credentials, 
and the convention will adjourn until 
such time as the latter committee is 
ready to report.

There is considerable discussion as to 
the length of the convention, some of 
the leaders holding to the original esti­
mate of five days, iif which to conclude 
all of the work to come before the dele­
gates and others more optimistic, deelar 
ing that three days should see the end 
of all deliberations and the departure of 
the convention representatives for home.
It is certain that the Credentials Com­
mittee will not he able to report the 
permanent roll until Thursday at the 
very earliest, and if the “allies " opposed 
in Secretary Taft insist upon their an­
nounced determination of presenting at 
least 150 of the original 329 delegate 
cases to the committee, there is likeli­
hood that the permanent organization 
may be deferred until Friday, the 19th. 
Just as soon as the permanent list of 
delegates is concerned, nominations for 
President will be in order. The managers 
of the Taft campaign profess to have 
not the slightest doubt as to the results 
of the first ballot and declare they have 
no apprehension as to the action of the 
credentials committee upon the contest­
ed delegations. The ‘‘allies.” however, 
continue to maintain a bold front, and 
declare that not until the first ballot 
is ended will they admit defeat.

n»e second day of the convention per 
od. Wednesday, the 17th, will he given 
over as usual to the parades and the 
marching dubs. This is intended to 
make interesting the idle hours for most 
of the delegates while the credentials 
committee is passing upon the merits of 
contested ea.ses and drawing up its re-

ACQUITTED OF FRAUD IN FURNISHING PENNSYLVANIA CAPITOL.

Harrisburg. Pa.. June 15.—After deliberating for twenty-two hours, the capitol trial jury at 9.30 a. m. on Saturday acquitted Congressman H Hurd 
Cassell, and Architect J. M. Huston, charged with conspiring to defraud the States of Pennsylvania in the metallic furniture for the State capitol. In 
his charge. Judge Kunkel directed a verdict of not guilty as to ex-Treasurer W. L. Mathues. James M. Shumaker and "W. P. Snyder.

When the negro foreman of the jury had handed up the verdict Judge Kunkel discovered that the costs had been put on the comtnonwealth. He 
told the jury they must either put the costs upon the defendants or the prosecutor uf the county, and suggested that they retire and place the costs pr> 
fierly. The name of County Detective James T. Walter, representing the commonwealth, a opeared on the bill as prosecutor and he was ordered to pay 
the costs. The defendants were not in the court room when the verdict was rendered.

. the normal measure of protection at 
home; the aim and purpose of the Re­
publican policy being not only to pre­
serve without excessive duties that se­
curity against foreign competition to 
which American manufacturers, farmers 
*nd producers are entitled, but also to 
maintain the high standard of living of 
the wage earners of this country who 
are the most direct beneficiaries of the 
protective svstem.

Between*the United States and the 
Philippines we believe in a free inter­
change of products with such limitation* 
is to sugar and tobacco as will avoid 
injury to domestic interests.”

Uttle Gladys had a granite 
dinner pail in her hand, and when aha 
got off the car. van around tire front ol 
it- Just as she was about to cross over 
the trnck to reach the south side of the 
street, Mr. I Leslie Crooks with his moth­
er. Mrs. Thos. Oooks, and sister, - Misa 
Grace Urooks, and the chauffeur came 
up on the south side of the street car 
in their automobile. They had turned 
out from the right side of King street 
to avoid the people who were getting 
off the car, and when they had turned 
to the left side of the street, the chauf­
feur could see no obstruction ahead of 
him. Just as the automobile reached the 
front of the street car, Gladys ran di­
rectly irt front of it. The dinner pail 
struck one of the lamps on the auto, 
scattering the contents over the pave­
ment. The little girl was struck by the 
mud guard and thrown to the ground. 
She never moved after being struck, and 
Mr. Crooks and another gentleman who 
witnessed the accident carried her into 
Mills' drug store at the corner. I>r. 
Balfe happened to be near at hand and 
took her to the City Hospital in his auto­
mobile. Mr. ( rooks hurried down in his 
automobile for Dr. Amott. and took him 
to the Hospital. It was found that the 
little one had sustained a fracture of the 
left side of the skull. It was decided 
that an operation of trephining would be 
the °nly measure that might save the 
girl’s life. TTiis was performed, but it 
was found that no hope could be held 
out, and the parents were . it nntifil 
About 9.30. She died about II o’clock u. 
Saturday evening.

The accident happened so quicklv that 
there were very few who really* were 
witnesses. It was quite unavoidable, as 
the chauffeur had not the slightest inti­
mation of the proximity of the child, she 
being hid by *he street car, until she 
had darted out in front of the machine. 
The auto was under control, and was 
stopped immediately. A wagon was 
standing in front of* the Rank of Hamil­
ton. closing the space on the north side 
of the street.

EARL DERBY DEAD.
WAS FORMERLY GOVERNOR-GEN­

ERAL OF CANADA.

Held Positions of Distinction in British 
Ministries Under Disraeli and Salis­
bury—Will Be Succeeded by Former 
Postmaster-General of Britain.

London, June 14.—The Earl of 
Derby, formerly Governor-General of 
Canada, died here suddenly on Satur­
day night.

Frederick Arthur Stanley, sixteenth 
Earl of Derby, was a statesman of 
note as well as one of the great land­
lords of England. He was born in 
1841. a younger son of the distinguish­
ed fourteenth Earl, who was thrice 
Premier of Great Britain. He receiv­
ed his education at Eton, and entered 
the army nt the age of seventeen, re­
tiring in 1865, however, to stand for 
Parliament. He first represented 
Preston, then North Lancashire, where 
his family's estates chiefly lay, and 
latterly the Blackpool division of 
Lancashire. In 1868 he entered the 
Disraeli Ministry as Lord of the Ad­
miralty, but lost his position when his 
chief was defeated by Gladstone. In 
1874, when Disraeli's political fortunes 
mended. Mr. Stanley, as lie was then 
known, was made Financial Secretary 
to the War Office, and in 1877 to the, 
Treasury. In 1878 he became Secre­
tary of State for War. but was forced 
to relinquish his position when Glad­
stone came back for the second time. 
In 1885, in ihe first Salisbury Admin­
istration, he was Colonial Secretary, 
and in the second Administration 
President of the Board of Trade. In 
1888. as Lord Stanley of Preston, he 
became Governor-General of Canada, 
and held that position until 1893, when 
he was succeeded by the Earl of Aber­
deen. He succeeded to the Earldom 
on the death of his brother, the fif­
teenth Earl, in 1893. His heir is Lord 
Stanley, who was Postmaster-General 
in the Balfour Cabinet.

Plot Against the Life of the Emperor of 
Germany.

New York, June 14.—The Sun has 
received the following cable despatch 
from Vienna :—A Prague newspaper 
reports that a plot to take the life 
of the Kaiser was frustrated at Vien­
na during his recent jubilee visit to 
the Emperor Francis Joseph.

A MYSTERY.
TWO HUNDRED POUNDS OF DYNA­

MITE IN TWO HOLES.

Mr. C. W. Simons Gives Evidence Re­
garding the Winnipeg River Accident 
in Which Nine Men Were Killed— 

' Names of the Victims.

Kenora, June 14.—The inquest follow­
ing the terrible accident nt Winnipeg 
River crossing, in which nine men were 
killed and two injured, as the result of 
a premature explosion, opened yester­
day morning, and after the evidence of 

;('. W. Simons, the sub-contractor, in 
: whose camp the accident occurred, and 
' that of \V. (j. Munser, father of one 
of the victims, had been taken an ad­
journment was made for two weeks to 
procure the evidence of the injured 
men. who are expected to be able to 
testify by that time. They are probably 
the only ones who will ever he able to 
throw any light on the terrible affair.

Mr. Simons testified that he acted as 
foreman for his company, and that he 
had had eighteen years’ experience in 
rock work, and this was the first acci­
dent that ever occurred under him. He. 
with another powder man and two help­
ers. were engaged last Thursday in load­
ing two holes, which had been sprung 
six days previous, and thu* were cer­
tainly not hot. He had finished his job, 
having placed 150 peund* of HO per cent, 
dynamite in. and was hack about 30 feet 
stripping powder for #a not her hole, 
when, without any apparent reason or 
warning. the explosion happened. 
Shorten had placed about 50 pounds of 
dynamite in the hole upon which he 
was working, so that there was quite 
200 pounds of the explosive discharged. 
It turned the whole face of the rock 
over into the cut below, where two 
teamsters and seven muckers were at 
work, crushing them to instant death.

The cut where the victims were nt 
work was about twenty feet deep. Mr. 
Simons had no theory to advance as to 
what could have caused the explosion. 
The powder semed to he in first-class

W. CL Munser. whose son was one of 
the killed, did not witness the accident, 
fvnd could throw no litrht upon it. He. 
however, stvonely condemned the prac­
tice of nermitting men to work under a 
lcdev where shots wore being loaded.

PETBRBORO’S NEW CHURCH.

The Corner-stone Laid on Sunday by 
Bishop O’Connor.

Peterboro. June 14.—The corner-atone 
of the new Roman Catholic church 
building, situated on Romaine street, in 
the south end of the city, was laid with 
elaborate ceremonial this afternoon hv 
Bishop O Connor.

MOTHER MURDERED SIX.

She Killed Husband end Children, Then 
Committed Suicide.

Cadillac. Mich., June 13.—Seven per­
sons. all of the family of Mr. and Mrs. 
Daniel Cooper, with the exception of 
one son. were murdered some time last 
night, probably by the wife and mother, 
who has been insane.

Fred Cooper, a son, aged seventeen, 
years, is the only one of the family now 
alive, and he is dying at Mercy Hospi­
tal. unable to give any account of the
tragedy.

In every instance the victims were 
killed with a bullet through the head. 
The dead are: Daniel Cooper. 48 years 
old; Mrs. Cooper. 45 year,* old : Harry, 
fourteen years old: Inez, eleven years 
old; Samuel, ten years old; Georgina, 
five years old, and Florence, one and a 
half years old.

When Mrs. Cooper's mother and other 
neighbors entered the home on Chapin 
street this morning, about which there 
was no sign of life, bodies of the vic­
tims were scattered all nlxuit. Some 
were in their beds and others on the 
floor. Mrs. Cooper lay across the body 
of the ha by on a bed with an emptied 
revolver beside her.

U is believed Mrs. ( coper committed 
the murders and then killed herself. She 
was once confine,! in insane asylum, 
and for some time had been brooding 
over she fact that Cooper was out of 
work. A few days ago she is reported 
to have said she would end it all.

General Of Canada on June 11. 1888, and

1893. l.ord Derby was the sixth Gover- 
nor-General of Canada since Confedera­
tion. At the age of 24 years, he was 

• elected to the British Parliament to re­
present P rent on. Three years later he be­
came a member of the Disraeli Ministry, 
and in 1877 found himself Secretary to 

..the Treasury. In 1878 he became Secre­
tary of State for War. but Gladstone's 

1 return to power forced him out of of­
fice. In 1885 he became Salisbury's Col­
onial Secretary, and later President of 

! the Board of Trade. When he attained 
! to the earldom in 1893. he retired from 

the Canadian Gox-ernor-tieneralship.
The surviving ex 4 iovernor*-General of 

Canada are: The .Duke of Argyll. I»rd 
\ 1-ansdowne. I»ord Aberdeen. l»nl Minto, 
l md the present incumbent. Lord Grey.

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HARASSING THE
SPECTATORS.

New York, June 13.—Three hundred 
uniformed policemen and scores of plain 
clothes men swarmed Gravesend race­
track to-day and gambling was practi­
cally stopped, in compliance with the 
Hart-Agnew laws. A few bookmakers 
made quiet attempts to take wagere, and 
of these ten were arrested and arraigned 
before Magistrate Tighe. Five of the 
bookmakers were discharged and the 
others released in $500 bail for examin­
ation on June 22.

Sixteen thousand persons went to the 
track to-day to see a day of racing with­
out the interest of a spéculât ive element, 
and except for the deserted betting ring 
there was nothing to indicate any un­
usual situation. An hour before the 
trumpet called for “posts” on the first 
race a line of one hundred and fifty po­
licemen went into the betting ring, and 
the gathering crowds were informed 
that the ring was to be used only for \ 
thoroughfare. Meantime John Cfcivan- 
augh, head of the Bookmakers’ 'Club, 
mounted a stool and told the bookmak­
ers that the Jockey Club would aid the 
police in the execution of the laws. The 
bookmakers filed out of the ring and 
dispersed among the spectators on the 
lawn and in the grand stand.

With all hope of gambling on a large 
scale abandoned, some of the bookmak­
ers stood along the rail and made beta 
with friends. This was quietly done, and 
only when the police were out of ear-

Several wagers were made along the 
rail, by passing money in handkerchiefs.

Toronto, Jùn» 16.—W ith the arrival o! 
the Californian delegation this morning, 
ihe list of delegates to the convention 
of the I. O. F., which opens on Tuesday, 
will be complete. Canada will be repre­
sented by 64 delegates, the -United 
States by 94, the British Isles bv 10 and 
Australia by one. Doubt as to how the 
delegates will line up on the all-import­
ant question is daily diminishing. The, 
committee which has had. the matter un­
der consideration is one so widely drawn 
and representing such a diversity of dis­
tricts that its expression of opinion can­
not fail but to have considerable influ­
ence. They have absolutely opposed any 
cutting down of the value of policies, 
and the proposal that old members 
might borrow or pay into the society 
the difference between the low rates 
which they have been paying and what 
it is considered they should have paid, 
and continue at the rates charged to 
new members.

In their proposals that the rates for 
old members should be increased, how­
ever. they have not gone all the way 
with the Supreme Chief Ranger, and 
will not recommend that the old mem­
bers should be penalized to the extent 
of the difference between their old low- 
rates and the new, but will favor that 
such difference should he charged up 
to loss and gain. This will remove the 
objection which many delegates had to 
the Executive's scheme, and solidify a 
large body in favor of the proposed

So strong have been the expression 
of opinions by arriving delegates that 
last night the rumor that Mr. Harry 
Collins might withdraw from the con­
test gained considerable strength.

The salaries paid to officers will no 
doubt receive some attention. In view 
of the present position of the order it is 
thought that the present rates of re­
muneration are too high.

DEDICATED.

Imprenive Ceremony Condncled by 
Rev. W. H. Sedgewick.

Sermon by Rev. Dr. Herridge, ef 
Ottawa.

Afternoon Address by Rev. R. 
Whiting, of Centenary.

Standing a magnificent monument to 
Î Presbyterianism in Hamilton, and a 

worthy tribute to the zeal and ambition 
of the congregation, which, undaunted 
by the crushing blow that fell two years 
ago, when the old edifice was destroyed 
by fire, erected the beautiful new struc­
ture, Central Presbyterian Church was 
formally opened yesterday.

The dedicatory services, beautiful and 
impressive in their simplicity, were par­
ticipated in by congregations which fill­
ed the big building to its utmost capa-. 
city. It was the first view the majority 
of the people had had of the interior of 
the imposing structure, which represents 
an outlay of $150,000, and it far sur­
passed their fondest expectations.

Rev. W. H. Sedgewick, associate pas­
tor, officiated at the dedication, the con­
gregation standing to chant the re­
sponses to the impressive form prescrib­
ed by the Presbyterian Church for occa­
sions of the kind. The dedicatory prayer 
was by Rev. Dr. Lyle, the pastor, while u\ir t Un-..;,)*,.,. ii n s>f «at a«.Rev. W. T. Herridge, D. D., of St. An­
drew’s Church, Ottawa, an eloquent pul­
pit orator, preached morning and even­
ing. In the afternoon Rev. Richard 
\\ niting, pastor of Centenary Methodist 
Church, spoke. The musical portion of 
the service, arranged by C. Perch ai Gar­
rett, organist and musical director, was 
a notable feature of the day. Mrs. 
Frank MacKelean, Toronto. Miss Ger­
trude Stares, Miss Mary Gartshore, Har­
old Hamilton and the quartette and 
choir assisted.

Before beginning his morn nig sermon 
Dr. Herridge took occasion to express 
his pleasure at having an opportunity of 
taking part in the dedicatory services 
with the pastor who had labored so long 
and faithfully among the people, ami 
with his associate, under whose care he 
wished Central Church continued pros­
perity. The congregation he congratu­
lated on the completion of the work. It 
pleased him to »ee that in the erection 
of the ohurvh ecclesiastical traditions 
had been observed. It was beautiful 
and commodious. One might almost call 
it a cathedral, and there was no reason 
why Presbyterians should not have their 
cathedrals. Hé hoped that the new 
church would prove a greater inspiration 
to the people in their service to God, 
to whom it was dedicated. "May God 
bless you in your home and. give you 
many years of rich worship in it,1 he
said. ..Dr. Herridge is a commanding figure 
in the pulpit and his splendid sermons 
made a deep impression. In the morning 
he preached on "'The Value of Know­
ledge and How to Retain It,” basing Vis 
theme on words from Rev. xxi. 1, “1 saw 
A new heaven and a new earth for the 
first heaven and the first earth had 
passed away.” Referring to John's vis­
ion, which was the reward of his yearn­
ing for new and better things, the speak­
er declared that every man had his Pat­
inos, his longings and hope®. Even 
though a new heaven and a new earth 
had never been clearly outlined, one 
watched for it and it came in the know­
ledge and grasp of Jesus Christ. t>r. Her­
ridge painted a graphic word picture of 
the disappointments in the changes of 
life, within and without. With the 
passing of the day. the clouds grew and 
the storm beat down with merciless piti­
es the first heaven and the first earth 
passed. To him the chief attractiveness 
of the apocalypse lay in its promise if 
new and better things.u This was only 
possible in one's Inner development, 
where the vital force would lie felt on 
every side, grasping the knowledge of 
Jesus Christ, learning more and more 
the meaning of life, when that which 
appeared old would assume a new signi- 
figance and be clothed with a new light 
and fresh inspiration. There was no rea­
son why anyone should be shut out of 
this wonderland of joy. We had eyes to 
see and the way to see was to grasp the 
knowledge of Christ. Some people were 
Opposed to new things and shut out 
knowledge.

Life was full of novelty, declared the 
Speaker, despite a class which admired 
nothing and discarded enthusiasm as a 
vulgar passion. Few people were born 
Stupid, some took it upon themselves to 
achieve it, and some were unfortunate 
enough to have it thrust upon them. 
The wild hunt for money and reducing 
life to a sensuous delight was a super­
ficial waste and a fundamental vice 
which ignored the most important side 
of life. To live a useful life was to re­
tain knowledge. To retain self respect 
end know the meaning of life it was not 
only necessary to keep out devils, hut 
to have angels within. While it might 
fee urged that there was not much time 
for thinking except of practical things 
It was wrong to make material things 
the main pursuit of life. Underlying the 
material was the spiritual which deter­
mined the meaning of life. The man 
poor in material things, who had the 
hard intelligence, which grasped some of 
the best treasures of the ages, was bet­
ter off than the millionaire.

Inquest Into Italian Asphyxiated

PARIS WAITERS MAY STRIKE.

taurant and kitchen, telling the pub­
lic the conditions under which the 
food is cooked, even in the best res­
taurants, how sauces are made and 
other dread arcana. This, it is 
claimed, would rob the world of its 
blissful ignorance.

VALUABLE COINS STOLEN.

Raymond Garfield and Wife Under 
Arrest at Brighton, Ont.

Rochester, June 14.—Raymond and 
Ada Garfield are under arrest at 
Brighton, Ont., on a charge of grand 
larceny, second degree. For three 
months the police have been search­
ing for the couple, who are accused of 
having stolen nearly one thousand 
half and quarter dollars belonging to 
John V. Lighthouse. The latter has 
the largest collection of American coins 
in the world, the aggregate being 
valued at $75,000.

The Garfields lived at the house 
where Lighthouse’s secretary resided. 
Lighthouse was taken ill in February 
and went to a hospital. During his 
absence the Garfields are alleged to 
have stolen some of the coins and to 
have disposed of them wherever pos­
sible. lhen they fled the city. The 
theft was not discovered until March.

One of the half dollars wae minted 
during Washington’s administration, 
and is valued at $350. The valxie of 
the coins stolen is placed at $5,000. 
The Garfields will be taken to Cobourg 
to-morrow and brought beck to Roches­
ter.

Disastrously.

Forty-Five Defaulted on Even the 
Interest en Bonds.

(Toronto Mail and Empire.)
It is not probable that one man in a 

thousand kgows that Municipal Owner­
ship has already been tried in Ontario, 
and has failed.

The story of the “Municipal Loan 
Fund” is interesting and should not 
be forgotten. j

With the construction of the Grand 
Trunk Railway, and the Great Western 
—now Grand Trunk—it was natural 
that every town, village and township 
should long for a railway or branch line.

A Millennium.
The usual arguments were used, 

"That trade, commerce and manu­
factures should be encouraged at all 
points, creating widespread prosperity 
and remunerative employment for all. ’ 
Tue question was: "vNiiere was the 
money to come from?” At that date 
there were only eight Chartered Banks 
with capital so limited as to be barely 
sufficient lor ordinary business pur­
poses. Borrowing in England was out of 
the question. Municipal credit had not 
been established there; some sort of 
legislative approval became necessary.

the difficulty was solved by the 
Legislature of the day passing what 
was called "l'he Municipal Loan Fund 
Act, A. D. 1852.” Under its provi­
sions money was permitted to be 
borrowed by the various niA'ücipali- 
ties for the construction of Ffiilways, 
local improvements and industries. In 
a short time after the passing of that 
Act no Municipal Councillor considered 
himself fully equipped unless appointed 
a railway director, with a full line of 
railway passes.

How It Arrived.
The following is a list of municipal 

investments and the results under 
municipal ownership:

Paying the Piper.

The above sums were borrowed in 
1853 for the construction of the Buffalo, 
Brantford à Goderich Railway. Any 
scheme which those counties, townships 
and towns had in view utterly failed. 
The investment proved a total loss. In 
1801 those municipalities became finan­
cially embarrassed. It required some 
effort to persuade the Grand Trunk Rail­
way to take the road as a free gift. 
Having wrecked their fortunes a great 
corporation picked up the scraps for 
nothing.

Similar Instances Follow. 
Brockville ran up a railway debt of 

$400,000, which proved worthless.
Cobourg borrowed $50,000 for invest­

ment in Cobourg A. Peterboro Railway 
—a total loss.

Chippewa borrowed $26,000.
Town of Niagara $280,000.

Wreck and Ruin.
These accounts were borrowed for the 

construction of the Erie A Ontario R. R. 
When Niagara's day of settlement came, 
the arrears of interest were $286,000, 
making a debt of $560,000. The invest­
ment was a total loss. »

The Town of Dundas borrowed $52,- 
000 for the Desjardins Canal. It is there 
vet, a total loss.

In 1854 the County of Elgin borrowed 
$80,000.

City of Ivondon, $373.000.
And a further loan of $220,000.
These sums were borrowed /or the 

construction of the Ixmdon A P<Kt Stan­
ley R. R., a 25-mile road. All fold, Lon­
don put in $615.000. For some years 
the City Council ran the road. Then 
the Great Western R. R. ^eased for 
twenty years at a small rental, but de­
clined* to consider an offer to purchase 
at any price. D was an utter failure as 
a municipal ownership scheme, as an in­
vestment it was a total loss.

Losses on Railways.
The Township of Lanark and Renfrew- 

borrowed $800/)00 for the Brockville A 
Ottawa Railway. When bankruptcy and 
dav of settleemnt came, the arrears of 
interest were $627.834, making a debt 
of $1,427,834. The Township of Eliza 
beth borrowed $154,000 for the same 
road and became bankrupt with a debt 
of $282,316.

The Town of Guelph borrowed $80,000 
—all lost in the Galt A Guelph R. R.

The Township of Hope borrowed $60,- 
000, and Port Hope borrowed $860,000 
for the Port Hope and Lindsay R. R.— 
a total loss.

Money Thrown Away.
Township of Norwich borrowed $200,- 

000. Township of Woodhouse borrowed 
$80,000; Township of Windham, $100,- 
000; Township of Woodstock, $100,000; 
Town of Simcoe, $100,000; in all $580, 
000 for the Woodstock A l*ke Erie R- 
R. The present line of railway is not 
even upon the graded and bridged line 
of railroad partly constructed by the 
municipalities. The investment was a 
total lose.

Ottawa borrowed $200,000 for Bytown 
A Prescott R. R., now St. Lawrence A 
Ottawa R. R, usually described as a 
total loss. Prescott borrowed $100,000, 
last in same railway.

The Town of Peterboro borrowed 
$100.000 for a branch railroad from Mill- 
brook; a portion of this was saved; a 
personal bond having been given.

Worthless Stocks.
St. Catharines borrowed $190,000 for 

the Port Dalhousie A Welland Railway, 
for carriage drives, and the 8t. Cathar­
ines A Welland Canal Gas Tight Com­
pany. These investment# resulted in 
“no revenue” and “worthless stocks.” 
St. Catharines was scheduled in the list 
of bankrupt municipalities.

And there are others, including cities, 
towns, counties and township*. Forty- 
five municipalities failed to pay interest 
on their debenture issue, and were 
scheduled as “bankrupt.”

Twelve Millions in Debt.
In 1872 the municipal indebtness cre­

ated under the municipal loan fund act 
amounted to $12,000,000 with practically 
no assets. The equivalent of about $30,- 
000,000 at this date. A number of muni­
cipalities were in the hands of the sher­
iff and the financial standing of the 
whole Province va# seriously affected 
and endangered. A commission was ap­
pointed by the legislature of Ontario 
to investigate and report. That report 
said; “That the dehte having been per­
mitted to be contracted under ‘legisla­
tive enactment,’ the municipalities must 
have legislative relief, and the munici­
palities got out of the hands of the sher­
iff and save the financial standing of 
the Province.” It was then discovered 
that a municipal corporation has no as­
sets except the taxing power.

A settlement was made by which the 
municipalities undertook to pay (by de­
benture issue) $1,500,000. and the Pro­
vince lost about $10,500,000.

The Province's Credit.
Even one defaulting municipality can 

seriously affect the credit of the entire 
province. As late as 1880 some of the 
w'ealteStst and most solvent counties 
which had never been drawn into the 
municipal ownership bubble, had diffi­
culty in borrowing upon debentures for 
legitimate local improvements. Every 
municipality in Ontario has a direct in­
terest in guarding against legislation 
which creates an opening for financial 
disaster. It should not be overlooked 
at the present time when the air is high­
ly charged with electricity and a munici­
pal ownership craze full on. that a 
precedent has been established that the 
province must "foot the bill” for all 
“frenzied finance” losses made possible 
under legislative enactment.

English Financiers Frightened.
That the credit of the province was 

seriously affected, at that time, was 
too clearly proved by the failure of 
the late Hon. Adam Crooks, a Min­
ister of the best reputation and high 
standing, to float the $1,500,000 munici­
pal bonds in England.

None of the English financial houses 
would touch them, although the in­
debtedness of each muncipality had 
been reduced to an amount so small 
that principal and interest could be met 
without increased taxation. The deben­
tures were as good as gold, but munici 
pal credit was gone. Mr. ' rooks finally 
succeeded in getting the Colonial 
Securities Company (for which he was 
solicitor) to take the debentures at 
rate to pay 7 per cent. At that date, 
A. D. 1873, some of the Toronto loan 
companies were borrowing upon deben 
ture in England at 4 per cent. The 
word "municipality” spelt “defalcation,
It is not surprising after these experi­
ences—now apparently forgotten— that 
the municipalities adopted a safer plan 
—the bonusing system—giving what 
they could afford, leaving the profits, if 
any. to those captains of industry who 
possessed that special knowledge to en­
sure success and give confidence in the 
money market when capital was re­
quired. The Mayor of Winnipeg. Mr. 
Ashdown, recently saved the credit of 
that city by “veto power.” It may be 
that he had knowledge of these facts.

A Slow Recovery.
The province did not recover from 

this municipal fiasco for more than 
twenty-five years. Taxes increased: 
loans ot money, on mortgage, ranged 
from 10 per cent, to 15 per cent, per 
annum; land was unsaleable; some 
localities have not recovered to this 
day. In 1668 an act was passed per­
mitting lands to be sold for taxes for 
what was offered, the accumulated taxes 
being far in excess of the value of the 
lots. Building ceased, the workingmen 
and young men of the country left in 
large numbers for the various American 
cities, leaving the land owners and 
house holders and the various estab­
lished business and professional interests 
to grieve and suffer from the depression.

Although the average standing of 
representative men fifty years ago was 
as high in Ontario, if not higher, than 
at,, present, they failed to make their 
municipal undertakings a success. All 
had great expectations and were hon­
estly enthusiastic. They embarrassed 
the entire province and checked progress 
for a quarter of a century.

Wakefield, Mass.
The question of abandoning the muni­

cipal lighting plant and purchasing elec­
tricity and gas for the town from some 
private corporation, or the expenditure 
of $72.000 to put the plant in first-class 
condition, is being seriously considered 
bv the town. It is claimed that the 
plant has been run at a loss for the last 
few years. A committee of nine has 
been appointed to investigate the matter 
and was also authorized to secure the 
services of an expert at a cost not to 
exceed $800, and to report not later 
than the November town meeting. The 
estimated cost of putting the electrical 
branch of the plant in up-to-date condi­
tion is $52.000, and an expenditure of 
$20.000 will be required for the gas 
plant.-—Electrical World.

A Glimpse of the Millennium.
Government ownership of railroads 

and telegraphs and municipal ownership 
of public utilities may come some time, 
but will never come without damage to 
the public welfare until every phase of 
the management and operation of the 
same is put on a strictly non-partisan 
merit system and thorough business 
principles.—-Mansfield, Ohio. News.

Remarkable, Indeed!
The remarkable showing made by 

some municipal undertakings frequently 
is the result of accounting which omits 
factors which no private concern can ig­
nore and remain solvent.—Chicago Trib­
une.

The Dream and the Reality.
Municipal jobs are usually given out 

as political rewards. The fitness of the 
applicant, his faithfulness to duty, his 
honesty, integrity and industry, nre all 
secondary considerations. His faithful­
ness and his value to party or faction 
are of first importance to the party 
managers, who really run all municipal 
plants. The result is indifference and ex­
travagance, high costs of production 
and operation; in short, the complete 
annihilation of the beautiful theory of 
the dree mere. —Connellsville. Pt., Cour­
ier.

An Unprofitable Monopoly.
During the uast two years the operat­

ing costs of the municipal electric light 
plant of Yerndale. M,inn.. exceeded the 
receipts by 35 per cent. If interest and 
depreciation were added the excess 
would be 50 per cent. The plant has a 
monopoly of the lighting business.

The Political Curse.
According to the St. Louis Post-Dis­

patch the lighting committee of the Civic 
League of that city has reported against 
the establishment of a municipal street 
lighting plant “on account of the dan­
ger of partisan politics, which tends to 
reduce efficiency and increase cost.”

A Change in Chicago.
According to reports from Chicago all 

the generating stations of the municipal 
electric light plant have been shut down, 
and current is being purchased from the 
Chicago Sanitary District which utilizes

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the water power of the drainage canal. 
That this will reduce the coat oi lighting 
the streets is reasonably certain; but 
there is no certainty that it will reduce 
it to a figure as low as would be given 
by a private company, because a large 
proportion of the lighting—distribution 
and maintenance uf circuits and lamps— 
will still be in the hands of the city, 
and therefore most unlikely to be econ­
omically administered.

NIAGARA UNHARNESSED.

The Falla on the U. S. Side Ran Fret 
for Five Hours.

Niagara Falls, N. V, June 14. All 
the power plants on the United States 
Bide were shut down for five hours to­
day, and the load of 175.000 horsepower 
was shifted to the Canadian plants to 
enable engineers to examine the Am­
erican abutments of the upper steel 
arch bridge which the current had 
undermined, it was thought. The 
United States Government also took 
observations of the volume of water 
going over the American fall when the 
power houses were not diverting it. So 
far as the eye of man can distinguish, 
the American cataract has lost nothing 
either iu volume or in beauty by the 
diversion of water for electric power 
development.

Promptly’ at midnight the gates of 
the Niagara Falls Power Co. were 
closed. In *pite of the fact that six years 
have passed since the last examination 
of the tunnel was made, there was not 
a brick displaced, nor were there any 
marks of erosion. Everything wag as 
trim as the day the tunnel was com­
pleted.

All the time the inspection of the cat­
aract and the tunnel was under way 
the engineers of the International 
Railway Company in charge of Thomas 
Pomfrey were hard at work investigat­
ing the condition of the North Ameri­
can shore abutments of the upper 
steel arch bridge.

They found the abutments in a much 
better state than was thought. The 
trouble has not so much been that the 
masonry has been washed away, but that 
the foundation on which the protecting 
wall rested has been undermined by the 
current.

The international engineers professed 
to believe that another and sufficient 
wall might be built tv hold the water 
off, but no decision was reached.

REJECTED JUDGE’S ADVICE.

BOYS DROWNED.
TWO ENGLISH LADS NAMED LILLY 

UPSET FROM SKIFF.

Infant Son of Gordon Fraser Drowned 
Near Brandon—Charles Bisley Falls 
Off Steamer at Collingwood—In­
dian’s Body Recovered.

Cornwall, June 14.—James and Albert 
Lilly, two young lads only a year or so 
out from England, were drowned 
in the St. Lawrence near the foot of the 
Cornwall Canal on Saturday afternoon. 
They had started out on a fishing ex­
pedition, and their boat was overturned 
by a cross current. They were inexper­
ienced boatmen, and could not swim ; 
consequently both were drowned. A 
lad named Archambault made an effort 
to save them, but turned back when 
James, the larger of the two, tried to 
seize him. James Lilly was eighteen 
years old, and Albert, who was a son of 
.John Lilly, was twelve. The latter’s 
body was recovered.

Brandon. June 14.—Gordon Fraser, 
aged two years, was drowned while 
playing or. his father's farm to-day.

Mattawa, June 14.—To-night about 8 
o'clock Mr. Colley, druggist, with Mr. 
Taylor, jeweler, took two sisters named 
Perrier and Miss Brown, boating. Both 
young men being inexperienced in a 
canoe, allowed their canoe to drift down 
near the Mattawa Rapids. Before they 
could realize that they were going 
down into the rapids their canoe struck 
a jam of logs, and the two young men, 
along with Miss Perrier and Miss Brown, 
clung to the jam of logs. The oldest 
Perrier girl jumped just before the jam 
was reached, and was taken over the 
rapids and drowned. Every effort is 
being made to find her body.

Collingwood. June 13.—While painting 
the City of Toronto, one of the North­
ern Navigation Company's steamer®, 
here, Chas. Bisley, a well known paint­
er, was drowned from a fall between 
the dock and the boat.

Brockville, June 14. - The body of 
Mitchell Barnhart, one of the two In­
dians drowned three miles west of here 
on May 20th, was discovered floating 
late yesterday afternoon two -niles be­
low the town and near the asylum.

CHATHAM LADY SMUGGLERS.

Twenty Notified They Must Repay Price 
of Articles Smuggled.

Chatham, Ont., June 14.—About twen­
ty Chatham ladies, including some of the 
city’s leading society women, have been 
notified by the Customs Department 
that they have been discovered smug­
gling from Detroit, and they will now 
either have to repay the price of the 
articles smuggled, plus the duty, or re­
turn the goods, else they will be forced 
to suffer the consequences.

The affair has caused quite a sen­
sation in this city, and it is understood 
that many others, who have not receiv­
ed notice, are shaking in their smuggled

boots, for fear the blow may fall on 
them next.

It is understood that the merchants 
of the city have upon many occa­
sions objected strongly to the leniency 
shown by the Customs officers. For the 
past few weeks spotters have been at 
work in Detroit, under the pay of the 
Chatham officials. They carefully wait­
ed for the bargain-hunters from Chat­
ham, and followed them around through 
the different stores, gathering evidence.

The articles smuggled were chiefly 
wearing apparel, although in some 
cases articles were brought over 
which would cause any ordinary man 
to wonder how they could be concealed.

MAN DEAD, WIFE MAY DIE.

Brutal Murder Committed in Vancouver 
on Saturday.

Vancouver, June 13.—A water front 
murder of a most brutal type occur­
red early this morning. The victim 
was an Irish fisherman named Pat 
O'Brien. His throat was cut from ear 
to ear. He had been dead probably 
ten hours when the police Uvcame 
aware that a crime had been com­
mitted. The dead man’s Indian wife 
was also frightfully injured. Her 
throat is cut and gashed, and though 
she was taken to the General Hospital 
and is still alive, it will be almost a 
miracle if she recovers. A negro, 
name unknown, is suspected of the 
terrible crime.

AN ADDITION,

REQUIRED BY MANAGEMENT OF 
ST. JOSEPH’S HOSPITAL.

The Institution Crowded—A Splendid 
Work Done During the Depression 
of Last Winter.

The feast of Corpus Christi will be 
observed with beautiful and impressive 
service| in the Catholic Churches of the 
city on Sunday next. At St. Mary’s 
Cathedral, as usual, there will be a pro­
cession, in which the clergy, the sanc­
tuary boys, choirs, school cliildlen, the 
congregation and Catholic societies will 
participate. Benediction of the Blessed 
Sacrament will be celebrated on the 
lawn of St. Joseph's Convent, opposite 
the Cathedral.

In all the Catholic churches next Sun­
day special collections will be taken up 
in aid of St. Joseph’s Hospital. Reports 
of the work done there during the past 
year, and a review of what has been ac 
comphtshed since the opening of the in­
stitution on June 11, 1690, were distrib­
uted in the churches yesterday. No one 
is refused treatment at the hospital, 
whatever their creed or nationality, as 
long ns there is a free bed. Clergymen of 
any denomination are welcome to visit 
their patients. The hospital has no fund 
to draw on or any regular source of sup­
port, receiving no grant from the tit y 
or county, although many of the poor 
from these places arc treated free. The 
institution is largely maintained through 
fees from pay patients and a Govern­
ment grant.

In 1894 a $12,000 addition was built 
through the assistance of His Lordship 
Bishop Dowling, but the hospital is 
again crowded for accommodation. A 
bequest from the late Mrs. Kuntz-Perrie 
of $10,000 for enlargement purposes was 
received, but at least $30,000 will be re­
quired.

Since the opening of the hospital 7.805 
patients have been treated and 2.344 of 
these were free. Lust year 046 patients 
were cared for. of which 133 were free. 
On account of the distress that prevailed 
during the winter over 000 people were 
given meals, medicine and clothing. It 
cost $10,357 to operate the institution, 
and the receipts were $10,575.

Dr. Bruce Smith, the Gove minent In­
spector, pa; j a tribute to the manage 
ment of the hospital, refers to the ne­
cessity of a new addition, and says lie 
hopes Jiat the money will be forthcom­
ing for such a laudable purpose.

TO HONOR PRINCE.—- r
U. S. Battleship to Take Part In 

Quebec Tercentenary.

New York, June 15.—Work is being 
ruehed on the new battleship New 
Hampshire at the Brooklyn navy yard, 
that she may be ready to leave here on 
Saturday on her trip to Quebec to honor 
the Prince of Wales on his visit to Can­
ada. This will be her first ocean trip, 
and the Navy Department has assigned 
Captain Cameron McR. Winslow, who 
was lately relieved from the Bureau of 
Navigation, to command her.

The work of coaling the New Hamp­
shire will be commenced on Tuesday, 
and special quarters are being arranged 
for Vice-President Fairbanks, who will 
go to Quebec as the special representa­
tive of President Roosevelt. This will 
be the first visit of any United States 
warship to Canadian waters.

BIG TIME FOR FLEET.
Auckland, N. Z., to Provide Eater- 

tainmenl For Jackiei.

Auckland, N. Z., June 15.—Magnificent 
new bath house grounds will be opened
at Roterua, one of the hot lakes of 
North Island, New Zealand, in connec­
tion with the visit of the American fleet. 
Native festivities and dancing have 
been arranged for the entertainment 
of tkc visitors. The Auckland volun­
teers will act as hosts at a dinner to 
the petty officers.

JUBILEE OF 
LUTHERANS.

Fitting Celebration et St. Paul’s 
Church Yesterday.

Short History of the Church by the 
Pastor.

One of the Member» Honored 
Yesterday Morning.

The 50th anniversary of St. Paul's 
Evangelical Lutheran Church was celi 
ebrated yesterday, a large congrega­
tion attending the services. Rev. H. 
Hoffmann, a former pastor, now of 
Berlin, delivered a very impressi/e 
sermon, based on Psalms, 81. In the 
course of his remarks he said, “This 
day being a day of rejoicing for the 
congregation, should stimulate new 
loyalty and repentance within us, 
The prosperity of the congregation is 
a proof of the loyalty of the members, 
who have worked and prayed for their 
church.” After the sermon the Rev. 
H. Rembe read the history of the 
church. The congregation was organ­
ized in the year 1850. The trustees 
were Peter Grossman, William Gugsl, 
Mr. Bohnstadt, Mr. Sauer and Mr. 
Kerner. The congregation worshipped 
in the houses of the members at first 
until they were permitted to assemble 
in the Anglican Church until a church 
was built. The congregation as well 
as the Lutheran congregations *n 
Canada were then members of the 
Pittsburg Synod. Rev. Mr. Gerge- 
meier, of Toronto, was called to take 
charge of St. Paul’s in conjunction 
with Trinity Church, of Toronto, iu 
the year 1858. Rev. W. P.eckenberg 
took charge of the congregation until 
1862, the congregation then number­
ed between 60 and 70. The pastor’s 
salary was about $400. half of which 
was raised by the congregation and 
the other half by the Pittsburg Synod. 
In 1860 the pastor attended a meet­
ing of the Synod in the United States 
and in his absence of five weeks the 
congregation scattered and discontin­
ued for almost two years. In Sep­
tember, 1862, the congregation was re­
organized, Rev. A. Boettge was called 
and he stayed until 1885, the congre­
gation then severed its connection 
with the Pittsburg Synod and joined 
the Canada Synod, which was organ­
ized in 1861. The following is a list 
of former pastors at St. Paul’s Rev. 
Mr. Fisher, 1865-1837; Rev. G. Goepp, 
1867-1870. Rev. G Schmidt. 1870-1872; 
Rev. C. Schimmel, 1872-1876; Rev. J. 
Ppady, 1875-1878; Rev. B. H. Warnke, 
1878-1884; Rev. G. De Zocher, 1885- 
1888; Rev. E. Hoffmann, 1888-1904; 
and the present pastor. Rev. H. 
Rembe. When Rev. G. Schmidt was 
pastor, 1870-1872, the congregation 
numbered 151 communicant members, 
who paid off the mortgage on their 
church property. In 1873 the congre­
gation purchased the parsonage; In 
1874 it became self-supporting. In 
1884 the present church property was 
bought and is now free of debt. Ac­
cording to the church register there 
have been 906 baptisms, 370 funerals, 
455 persons confirmed and 185 couples 
married.

Mr. Ernest Faustmann, who has 
celebrated his 84th birthday, is the 
only living member of the first 
church board.

Sunday afternoon was spent with 
the children in the Sunday School. 
Rev. Mr. Weigand spoke fo‘ them on 
the subject “Remain Lutherans and 
Remain Germans.”

In the evening Rev. Mr. Beer, ot 
Ottawa, preached a very impressive 
and instructive sermon from St. John 
XV., 26. His subject was, “Whole­
some Ministers; What is Their Task; 
Where Do They Get Their Gifts; What 
is Their Reward?”

Prof. Vogt and the choir are to be 
congratulated on the excellent music 
and singing, which was much apprec­
iated by the large congregation.

At the close of the morning service 
Mr. George Hartmann, 115 Hughson 
street, who has been a member of the 
church council for 25 years and who 
has always taken a great interest in 
the affairs of the church was given 
a beautiful certificate declaring him 
an honorary member of the church 
council for life. The presentation was 
made by the pastor in the name t-f 
the congregation. Mr. Hartmann 
thanked the congregation and said he 
had done only his duty. Mr. Bart- 
mann and family are not onlv gond 
church people, hut are capable of en­
tertaining the visiting clergvmen who 
will always hold the family iii the 
highest esteem.

A CASE FOR HELP.

Martin hails from, and have received 
replies, amongst the writers of which 
are included men of the highest profes­
sional integrity, such as editor», law­
yers, doctors and clergymen, who all 
speak in the warmest terms of Mr. Mar­
tin as a frequent and able writer, and 
testify in an unquestionable manner to 
his hitherto unblemished character.

HE TOOK NOTES.
JOHN TCHERNIAC FOUND DEAD IN 

GUELPH, HOTEL.

Swallowed Repeated Doses of Morphine 
and Left a Record of His Act and 
Sensations While Poison Was Work­
ing.

Guelph, June 14.—Lying dead in bed 
with his clothes on, John Tcherniac 
was found in one of the rooms at the 
Royal Hotel this afternoon. Death 
was due to morphine, of which be had 
evidently taken about 30 doses or 
tablets, using chocolates to drown the 
taste. Life had been extinct for some 
six hours or more, according to the 
examination of Coroner Savage. The 
suicide was a most peculiar one, in 
that the victim had made an attempt 
to chronicle his condition as long as 
possible after he had taken the first 
dose, although his statements were 
somewhat unintelligible and disjoint­
ed. One note says that the druggist 
told him that fifty tablets were enough 
to kill a horse, and that “thirty ought 
to be enough for me; or, if not, he 
does not know his business. I hope 
to die.”

In another place he states that his 
only friends are Mr. Black, of Acton, 
with whom he worked; President 
Creelman, of the Ontario Agricultural 
College, and Dr. Cox, of Acton, to 
whom his watch and clothes were to 
be sent, while among his last notes 
he adds that he has another friend 
in the druggist who sold the drug. 
From the notes it is learned that the 
first dose was taken at 10.55. The 
next writing was at 11.15, when more 
pills were taken, and the victim 
writes: “Am sweating as though I 
were pitching hay on a hot July day.”

At 11.19 five more tablets were 
taken, and the notes state that the 
unfortunate was beginning to have dif­
ficulty. One minute, later another 
note was made, but it was unintellig­
ible, except that five more tablets were 
taken. The last writing was at 11.25, 
which states:—“I have just taken an­
other five tablets. I won't be long 
now.”

A letter was also found from his 
mother from Cannes, and a couple of 
applications for work. The deed had 
evidently been premeditated, as he 
only had a few cents in his pocket, not 
enough to pay for the night's lodging. 
He registered yesterday afternoon.

Tcherniac was known here, having 
been a student at the Ontario Agri­
cultural College a year or so ago. He 
was then considered a kleptomaniac, 
and was convicted of a couple of thefts 
in the city. He was dismissed from 
the college, and he had been working 
at Acton with Mr. Black for some 
time.

He came to college from London, 
and was known as a remittance man, 
although one of the letters found 
states that he had been employed in 
a woodenware factory in the States.

ARE BADLYliT
NEED OF RAIN.

GRAIN CROPS IN NIAGARA DIS­
TRICT NOT DOING WELL.

Hay Cutting Already Begun—Cut Worm 
Doing Mischief Among the Tomato 
Plants.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)
Beamsville, June 15.—Farmers in the 

southern portion of the peninsula are 
busy cutting and hauling in their hay. 
The yield is only fair. There seems to 
be a goodly number of young beef cat­
tle in the fields this ..tear, and their pre­
sent appearance augurs well for the 
owners later on iu the season, provid­
ing of course, the grazing does not dry 
up too quickly. Wheat is heading out, 
but the growth is very sparse. Whatever 
may be stated to the contrary, and af­
ter viewing the outlook for wheat in 
these same localities for several years, 
vhe present one seems a poor excuse for 
a wheat crop, and this .-peaks for it in 
general all the way from the mountain 
brow, and over an era of twenty-five 
miles in the vicinity of Wellanduport 
and Fenwick. Corn and clover are the 
best of the growing field crops. The 
outlook for these is most encouraging, 
and there is a large acreage of the for­
mer grain. Seen on Saturday, the oats 
are not advanced even to a decent stage 
of growth, and here and there are just 
coming through.

Rain ia badly needed to aid the oat»-. 
Another week of dry weather will prove 
very injurious and ruin a third of the 
crop. Cut worms are proving a menace 
to the young tomato plants. One grower 
informed your correspondent that his 
patch was full of them, and that he lost 
as many as twenty plants in a night.

ITALIANS TO 
DROP KNIFE.

Sir Willie* Mulock’s Advice Is 
Being Acted Upon.

Interpreter Scarrone Addrened 
Meeting In This City

And Another Will be Held Next 
Saturday Night.

A movement among Italians, which it 
is hoped will spread throughout Canada 
and the United States, was launched 
here on Saturday night, when sixty of 
the best people among the foreign colony 
in Hamilton gathered in St. Mary’s hall 
and pledged themselves to do all they 
could to discourage the carrying of the 
stiletto or other weapons by their 
countrymen. An organization was
formed with that aim in view. Rev. Fa­
ther Bonomi, of the Cathedral staff, be­
ing elected President, and Louis P. Scar­
rone, who acted as interpreter at the 
Greco trial, Secretary. Mr. Scarrone, 
who took steps to form the organization, 
after receiving a letter from Chief Jus­
tice Mulock, making the suggestion, was 
delighted with the success of the inaugu­
ral meeting. Another meeting will be 
held on Saturday night, when it is ex­
pected two hundred Italians will be pre­
sent, including many from Dundas. It is 
likely that the matter of sending a peti­
tion, signed by the Italians of Hamilton 
and vicinity, asking for a commutation 
of the death sentence on Greco, will be 
taken up at the next meeting. It is 
thought, that the forming of this organi­
zation will have considerable influence in 
saving the unfortunate man from the 
gallows.

Mr. Scarrone, in addressing his coun­
trymen in their native tongue on Satur­
day night, said in part:

Friends and Compatriots: In calling 
this meeting I did not intend to satisfy 
a personal desire of ambition, but *1 
want to execute an order of which I feel 
highly honored; an order received from 
the Hon. Sir William Mulock, the Chief 
Justice who presided at the trial of 
Guiseppe Greco, closed recently with his 
sentence of death as guilty of murder.

The arguments contained in the letter 
of the Judge are of such great import­
ance for the Italians that I did not hesi­
tate in accepting the order, fully confi­
dent that all the Italians would recog­
nize the necessity of adopting his sugges­
tions, and without exception they should 
be carried out.’’

The letter from the Chief Justice was 
then read in Italian and explained to the 
audience.

Ae -'ou hear> the Judge desires that 
the Italians would recognize the foolish­
ness of carrying weapons,” said the in­
terpreter, "because the Canadian laws 
are administered with such promptness 
and severity that the rights of the citi­
zens are absolutely guaranteed without 
the necessity of taking the law in our 
own hands.

"llto case of Guiseppe Greco is the 
most splendid evidence of this. The night 
of March 1^ the murder was committed, 
and in a little over two months the se­
vere sentence of death was pronounced 
at the Assizes.

"But many more considerations 
strengthen the advices of Chief Justice 
Mulock to abandon the carrying and us­
ing ot weapons, particularly ine knin-: 
Auionb other coiisKteration*, the capital 
one 1s that the carrying and u0e of wea­
pons inevitably brings the carrier under 
very severe punishment, especially when, 
for very alignt reason, be uses tne knité 
in ottending others, and because with 
the repetition of crimes amongst the 
Italian», not only in Canada, but in tne 
Limed .'States in larger proportion, tne 
public opinion is revolting against us, 
and to many good laborers the doors ot 
good employments will be closed.

"in many places good positions are 
refused to Itahaus, and tne reason is, 
not because the Italians are not good 
laborers, but because the opinion i» that 
they, tor unjustified reasons, sometimes 
take the kiute in their hands and do

"Many times 1 recommend factories to 
use Italians, absolutely able laborers, 
honest and of good character, but often 
the answer is mat they do not want It­
alians. Now, knowing that we are the 
people of a nation who for centuries and 
cent unes has been the teacher of all the 
world, we must feel seriously humiliated 
in finding our laborers nut liked, and 
more than that, discredited in conse­
quence of a bad opinion formed by the 
wrongdoing of a few. Therefore, for the 
purpose oi destroying this unfavorable 
opinion, we must demonstrate publicly 
tnat we are willing ami ready to aban­
don the use of carrying prohibited wea­
pons.

.Now, while we are here together, fol­
lowing the advice of such an authority 
as Mr William Mulock, who, with the 
kindest and fatherliest heart, is taking 
vital interest in us, we should promise 
formally and heartily that in the future 
not oniy we will not make bad use of 
any weapons, but we do not intend to 
carry them, as thus avoid any opportun­
ity of using them in any case of provo­
cation or offence. If we are in posses­
sion of weapons, we cannot in a moment 
of passion, arising from our hot blood 
prevent the using, and then we must ren­
der good reason to the Justices who are 
just now starting an era of a very severe 
treatment to all the carriers of weapons.

"And the consequences of our criminal 
actions do not fall only on our own head 
but they strike the family and the rela- 
lives for many generations. Our old 
fathers and mothers, our wives, our 
children, from Italy, are waiting the 
largest part of our earnings to support 
themselves and to provide for the exor­
bitant expenses for the cultivation of 
our land, but they will be deprived of 
everything when the son, the husband, 
the father, obeying an impulse of pas­
sion, uses weapons to avenge a slight 
offence, by stabbing or murdering an­
other, instead of asking protection from 
the courts, which are ready at any time 
to vindicate us in a legal way.
#But the consequences of a criminal ac. 

tlon as that perpetrated by Guiseppe 
Greco did not only affect his family, 
but will affect every one; the Italian 
name also will be offended. The As­
sizes of Hamilton never had an occasion 
of sentencing any Italian to a severe 
penalty before. The first one was Gui­
seppe Greco, and for the first sentence 
the penalty was the most severe—death. 
I know and admit that the crime com­
mitted by him is a horrible one; I be­
lieve that the family of the unfortu­
nate Rizzo have the right of demanding 
a severe sentence; but in consideration 
of all the circumstances, the youth of 
Greco, his good record before the crime 
and the doubt about the direct and im­
mediate cause of death of Rizzo every 
one waa expecting a less severe judg­

ment. His counsel, Mr. O’Reilly, did not 
omit any good argument. His defence 
was strong and very stringent, but it 
did not succeed in convincing the jury. 
Now he hopes to obtain from the Gov­
ernor-General the commutation of the 
sentence, and the Chief Justice himself, 
who was compelled to pronounce the ter- 
rihle penalty, seems willing to contri­
bute now in saving the life of Greco. 
1 herefore, if in your hearts you feel a 
sentiment of pity for Guiseppe Greco, 
do not hesitate in manifesting it. His 
execution, his death on the scaffold, can­
not alleviate the sorrow of the unfor­
tunate mother and family of Rizzo, can­
not bring any help to them—the exe­
cution of Greco would only bring more 
discredit upon the Italian name.

“I will not sav anything more, but 
will recommend the immediate and seri­
ous resolution to cease to carry wea­
pons. If you do that you will have no 
imore trouble; you could attend more 
carefully to your occupations, and your 
savings will greatly increase, because 
just as soon as the confidence and the 
esteem shall return in the mind of the 
Canadian people, you won’t be deprived 
of good and profitable employment and 
your families will bless you for ever.

“Remember, that just in this moment 
perhaps your children, in tender age, 
your parents, probably near the grave, 
are raising prayers to our Lord in heav­
en for your health and for your fortune. 
Do not refuse the great benefit of those 
prayers for a moment of passion."

Mr. O’Reilly and Father Bonomi also 
addressed the Italians and urged them 
to accept the advice of the Chief Justice.

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inOPENING OF 
NEW RAILWAY.

C. P. R. Road From Toieato to 
Sidbnry Now Ronniag.

Special Train Took Agents to the 
New Stations.

Read Began Three Years Ago aad 
Cost $11,000,000.

Toronto, June 15.—At 1 o’clock in the 
dark morning hours of Friday last there 
crawled out from the Union Station, 
through the deserted railway yards, 
past North Parkdale, a strange train— 
an engine hauling a few freight cars, a 
caboose, a day coach, a sleeper, a dining 
car, and on me end an official business 

' |ar. Nobody in particular saw the 
‘ train go out or thought about it when 

it disappeared into the north. And it 
was gone two days. At 3 o’clock yester­
day morning it crawled back again into 
the big, empty station. It was covered 
with white dust and drawn by a work- 
etained, sweating engine. As the releas­
ing air-brakes whistled under the cars a 
handful of railway officials and news­
paper men stumbled sleepily out on the 
platform and went home ' under the 
Dreatking dawn.

That was the return of the first Can­
adian Pacific train to travel through on 

- the new Toronto to Sudbury line and 
back again. It signified the completion 
of the last 136 1-2 miles of the most dif­
ficult kind of railroad engineering work 
outside of mountain construction; the 
final link between Bala, on the Muskoka 
Bakes and Romford Junction, on the 
C. P. R, main line close to Sudbury, con­
necting Toronto direct with the latter 
station, providing a rout 60 miles short­
er than the North Bay route, and cut­
ting in distance and connections eight 
hours from the time formerly required 
to reach main line points west of Sud­
bury. It signified, too, the completion of 
a task on which thousands of men have 
been toiling in the rocky wildernesses of 
northern Ontario for three years ; the 
completion of a road hewn through 
granite hills, carried over oink holes and 
bridged above mighty rivers. It stands 
for the accomplished end of ah expen­
diture of time, patience, genius and of 
lives, and eleven million dollars. At 12.01 
o’clock, eastern time, yesterday morning 
the new line passed from the control of 
the construction department to that of 
the operating department of the (J. P. 
R~ and became part of the great system^ 
and a direct line over C. P. R. rails from 
loronto to Winnipeg. At 9.30 last night 
the first passenger train left Toronto 
for Winnipeg.

Opening a New Road.
When the special pulled out of the 

Union Station she carried besides the 
company's officials and the news­
papermen, twelve men going up as 
station agents into the new country. 
In the baggage ear and the freight 
cars were the'hundred and one little 
things that go to make up the equip­
ment of a station from tne ink to the 
clock. It was no tour of inspection 
in which the officials were engaged. 
■Every department of the company’s 
work connected with stations was re­
presented on the train. Mr. J. R. _\>!- 
®on was aboard as divisional superinten­
dent, and Mr. John G. Sullivan as man­
ager of construction cast of Fort Wil­
liam, Mr. William Marshall as superin­
tendent of telegraph construction ; Mr. 
1. F. Savage, travelling freight agent ; 
Nlr. G. Appe, assistant general baggayv 
•gent; Mr. T. C. Ray, train ami station 
inspector; Mr. D. J. McF.ggan, route 
ngent, Dominion Express Company ; Mr. 
B- W. Armstrong, city passenger agent 
Party Sound; Mr. J. W. Porter, and Mr! 
A. J. Isbester, assistant engineers, and 
Mr. D. Carmichael and Mr. A. V. Har- 
ahaw, trainmasters. Mr. J. J. BrignaM, 
travelling passenger agent, not onlv 
iooked after his departments interest 
but acted also as a most efficient host 
Xor toe party.

The door is un 
locked and Superintendent Marshall 
shoves in the telegraph plug and tests 
the wire. Meantime a clock, a desk 
stationery, forms, scales, lamps, pic­
tures of lake liners, brooms, paiia and 
personal effects are hustled out from 
freight cars, and the train moves out 
again.

In one case the station and the sec­
tion man’s house wÜjgfc, the only build­
ings in the community and the woods, 
dark, untracked, unknown, brushed the’ 
sills of the new building.

“Hope mine’s a bit more lively,” 
commented one young man on the 
train.

The latest man installed heard the 
remark. “Oh, I don’t know,” he said 
“J guws this'll be all right. Look at 
that! I've a rose garden!” Out of 
a seam in the great bald rock beside the 
building grew a profusion of wild 
roses.

’’That’ll help some, kid, but I’d ad­
vise you straight—get married,” the 
other returned, as the train moved out.

Millions of Pounds of Dynamite.
There were from four million to five 

million pounds of dynamite used in 
blasting for this section of the C. P. R. 
That means over 2,000 tons, and it is 
not unnatural to expect interesting fea- 

. tures along such a road. The jagged 
cuttings, the rusted faces of the rocks 
made grim pictures that stood iu bold 
contrast to the places where lakes lay 
dreaming among the hills, surrounded 
by evergreen woods and filled with sha­
dows and reflections. All along the way 
were exqujgite views—that of Georgian 
Bay’s vl<y)shaded waters from the 
1,800-foot viaduct that carries the train 
103 feet above the streets of Parry 
Sound, and that of Bower’s Bay, farth­
er north, and the “Hole in the Wall” 
beside it. Here and there inviting 
streams of clear, swift water fled into 
the woods, or great rivera like the 
Magnetawan and French rolled in state 
under the C. P. R. bridges. Deserted 
log shanties hinted of the winter work 
of the construction camp, while every 
now and tfoen the old Government road 
between Byng Inlet and Parry Sound

crossing the track gaYe vistas of the 
inner woods.

Friday evening the train stood for 
some time on the huge tree tie over the 
Magnetawan River. The sun was slid­
ing behind a sunset cloud," and the 
dusk was creeping over the black wat­
er. Beside the bridge an Indian was 
fishing, solemn and content, with a 
sickly smudge curling upward from the 
bow of the canoe. Presently he caught 
a fish, a good-sized pickerel. He dan­
gled it before the eyes of the audience 
m the train, then cast it to the bottom 
of the canoe and went on fishing. That 
night the fireflies made fairy carnival 
in the low-lying land along the track, 
and the mosquitoes made another car­
nival inside- the car. Once the train 
passed a construction camp, where the 
Hungarians stood in groups about lit­
tle red fires trying to keep the omni­
vorous insects away. They looked up 
stolidly.

End of a Long Work.
All the construction men saw in the 

coming of the "special” was the end of 
a long work. From the "dagoes ’ to 
the tanned boss, from the boss to the 
assistant engineers, even to the chief 
himself, they all looked at the passen­
ger coaches as though they were an in­
trusion. We first saw the real “boss,'" 
Mr. John G. Sullivan, hanging by one 
hadn from the side of a flatcar on a 
ballast train waving signals to the en­
gineer and ordering nis men about in a 
voice that carried the impulse to obey 
quickly. He told the reporters that the 
work on this road began in June, 1905, 
It has cost $11,000,000, or about jp45,000 
per mile, including bridges. Some years 
ago Mr. Sullivan was assitant chief en­
gineer on the Panama Uanal, yet he 
stated that in the work there there had 
been probably less engineéring difficul­
ties day by day than were met on the 
C. P. R. line.

First of Its Kind in World.
“This is the first piece of road 226 

miles long in all the world,” he said, 
“built to so high a standard, that is, 
40 curves and 3-10 per cent, grades. At 
the time we were grading we had 5,000 
men working on the line with between 
500 and 000 teams. We have 1,000 
men working now. Our bridges and 
rails are all from Canadian works.”

Speaking of the French River bridge, 
which, by the way, is so designated that 
it may be made into a swing bridge 
in case the Georgian Bay Canal were 
built, Mr. Sullivan stated that the 
foundations alone had cost $45,000. One 
of the piers stands in 45 feet of water. 
The bridge itself weighs 2.800,000 
pounds. The loss of life in the build­
ing of the line had been comparatively 
small, three men in the actual work and 
four men in other ways.

It was an engrossing story Mr. Sul­
livan told of how one of the C. P. R's. 
engineers, Mr. Kilally, of Montreal, had 
walked the whole length of the route 
on a recognizance tour before the sur­
veyors set out.

DIVER LOST HIS LIFE

While Crowd Cheered His Act at Bergen 
Beach.

New York, June 13 —While hun­
dreds looked oil and cheered him for 
what they believed was a part of his 
daring act, Joseph Jakobe, a profes­
sional diver, lost his life at Bergen 
Beach to-day, when the rope which 
held his sliding seat on a descending 
wire broke and plunged him into 
Jamaica Bay, nearly one hundred1 
feet below. Only the diver’s wife and 
two children, knew that an accident 
had happened. Jakobe died within 
two hours after being taken from the 
water.

Jakobe’s act was to slide on a slop­
ing wire attached to two poles set in 
the water, and when midway between 
them to jump from his seat and turn 
several somersaults before striking 
the water. While making the slide 
to-day the strap holding his suspend­
ed seat to the wire broke, and Jakobe 
fell flat upon the water.

CHIEF JUSTICE HONORED.

Sir Charles Fitzpatrick Appointed to the 
Hague Tribunal.

Ottawa, June 14.—Sir diaries .Fitz­
patrick, Chief Justice of the Supreme 
Court of Canada, has been notified of 
his appointment by the Imperial Gov­
ernment to succeed the late Major- 
General Sir A. J. Ardagh as one of the 
tour representatives of Great Britain 
on the Permanent Board of Arbitra­
tion at The Hague to settle interna­
tional disputes. Some time ago, in 
ratifying the oppointment of Sir Charles 
Fitzpatrick as joint representative of 
Canada, Newfoundland and Great Bri­
tain for The Hague tribunal to adjudi­
cate on matter# in dispute with the Un­
it** SUtee in reference to the Atlantic 
fisheries, the British Government sug­
gested that Sir Charles might also be 
appointed as a permanent member of 
I he Hague board to fill the vacancy 
caused by the death of Major-General 
Ardagh. The suggestion was naturally 
gratifying here, as being a significant re- 
cogmution of Canada’s partnershin in 
the affairs of the empire as a whole, and 
the appointment ha# now bean maria.

GERMANY ALARMED.
FATHERLAND FEARS IT IS BEING 

ISOLATED.

Remarkable Outburst by a Berlin News 
Agency—Britain Warned to Check 
Her Sovereign’s Ambitions—Visit to 
the Czar of Threefold Importance.

Berlin, June 14.—Although in re­
sponse to august inspiration the more 
important sections of the German press 
have refrained from a violent expres­
sion of opinion in regard to King Ed­
ward’s meeting with the Czar, it is an 
open secret that the Reval “entrevue” 
is viewed with the utmost displeasure, 
not far remote from concern, in "re­
sponsible quarters in the fatherland.

No amount of protestation» such as 
were contained in the toasts exchanged 
between the King and Czar on Wednes­
day, to the effect that the Anglo-Rus- 
sian entente was intended only to con­
serve the world’s peace, can persuade 
all Germans that both the Anglo-Rus- 
sian and the Anglo-French ententes 
are not aimed primarily at hemming in 
the fatherland and circumscribing ita 
political, naval and military activities.

A news agency, known to enjoy 
highly confidential relations with the 
Chancellor, this week issued an irra­
tionally violent and personal attack on 
King Edward. The outburst was so 
remarkable that the editors of the lead­
ing Berlin papers hurriedly got togeth­

er and decided that it must be sup­
pressed at all costs. In addition to 
some references to the King’s private 
life, the article definitely warned Great 
Britain that it would do well to check 
its Sovereign's vaunting ambitions to 
encompass the political paralysis of 
Germany.

The German military-naval party, 
Avhich includes practically every commis­
sioned officer in the two services, heart- 
ily supports the Idea of breaking the 
artificial bonds which British diplomacy 
is accused of so sedulously wearing 
around the despised fatherland.

London. June 11.—In the efforts to 
convey to the popular mind in England 
an impression of the importance of the 
Revnl visit the utmost has been made 
of such features of the meeting as are 
suggested by the pomp and circum­
stance with which the ceremonial acts 
of the world's monarch» are habitually 
invested; but all attempts to throw 
on t° canvas any of those warm, 
brilliarit hues which marked the Lon­
don visit of the French PreaMent have 
proved n lamentable failure^ and the 
picture that remains is a cold, gray 
scene in which the central figures, 
however worthy of praise, inspire vo 
enthusiasm.

Some little irritation is manifest over 
the suspicion with which a section of 
the German press regarded the meet­
ing, hut the acknowledgment by the 
Berliner Tageblatt that there could be 
no doubt that King Edward was sin­
cerely striving for the maintenance of 
the world’s peace tended to allay this.

There is little prospect of the power 
question being settled by the council 
for another week. The city has received 
from the Cataract Power (Company a 
contract, embodying its offer to supply 
power at ten per cent, less than the 
Hydro Commission, but the aldermen 
have had so little time to go into the 
Witter that Mayor Stewart does not 
think they are sufficiently familiar with 
it to deal with the matter at the special 
council meeting which he was instruct­
ed to call for to-night. He does not 
think it is wise to push an important 
issue of this kind until the aldermen 
have a chance to study the details, and 
he thinks a week will not be any too 
long to give them. It was necessary to 
call the meeting to-night because the 
council had given instructions to that 
effect. The Mayor will appear and 
about all he will have to do is adjourn 
it because there is little chance of a 
quorum.

The Cataract’s contract is worded 
Very similar to the one whiclx the (gov­
ernment is asking the municipalities to 
sign. Une new concession, and a very 
important one, which should remove a 
lot oi objection, lias been made by the 
company. It agrees to charge the city 
on the twenty-minute maximum amount 
of the peak load for the month instead 
of by the year. Ureal objection was 
taken by the aldermen to the company 
basing the charge on the peak load for 
the year. Mayor Stewart, when asked 
to-day if this was likely to change his 
views on the matter, said he had not 
time to go into the contract, and was 
not read}7 to express an opinion yet.

Under the agreement the company un­
dertakes to at any time after the date 
of this contract supply fifteen hundred 
(1,500) horse power, or, as a minimum,
40 per cent, less, ready for distribution 
at approximately 2,200 volts either two 
or three phase, and at approximately 
sixty-six and two-thirds cycles per see­
m’d frequency.

^st the expiration of a three months’ 
written notice, which may be given by 
the city from time to time during the 
curr-ncy of the agreement, the corn- 
par... agrees to supply from time to time 
to the city in addition to the said 1,600 
horse pow-er, such amounts as may be 
required up to a further 1.600 horse 
power, making a total amount of three 
thousand horse power.

Su long as the city faithfully observes 
the provisions of the agreement, the 
company will, upon the conditions, for 
the purposes and within the limits here­
inafter stated, develop and supply to 
and for the city at its distributing sta­
tion for a term of five years, beginning 
on the date of the first use of power, 
hereunder, electric current to the 
amount of 1,51)0 horse power, such cur­
rent to be available for use at all hours 
every day of the year; and the city 
agrees to* use and pay for the said cur­
rent the fixed sum of sixteen dollars per 
horse power per annum, as required at 
the greatest twenty minute maximum 
demand for .aid current, in accordance 
with and subject to the term* set forth 
in clause 14. Provided, however, that 
•uch twenty minute maximum demand 
for said current shall not include or be 
based upon any emergent or abnorma 
demand caused bv purely exceptional 
circumstances or conditions ami not 
arising irtra the ordinary use of power 
by the cit v for its purposes as herein­
after mentioned, which abnormal in 
crease shall lx- specially dealt with from 
time to time as the occasion may arise.

Provided, however, and it is hereby 
agreed, that instead of the said $16 per 
horse power a» aforesaid the cHy shall 
at any time have the right or option 
to readjust the amount to be paid by 
the dty for power set forth m tins 
paragraph, on the basis of ten per oent. 
leas than the amount tlhat will bechaig- 
ed by the Hydro-electric commission of 
the Province of Ontario to any city, 
town or municipal corporation west of 
Hamilton or to the city of Toronto, due 
and proper allowance being ma* for 
any difference in the cost of transmis­
sion: provided, however, that the said 
qost to such other city or town shall in­
clude all items of cost, but shall not |

vided by the city, and shall be installed 
in a manner satisfactory to the Cana­
dian Board, of Fire Underwriters.

TTie city shall also provide (unless one 
of the company’s sub-stations is used by 
the city) suitable spaçe supports and 
housings for the transformers or other 
appliances that may be installed by the 
company.

The power is to be exclusively used 
for operating motors and electric lights 
and nothing else, which motors and 
lights shall be suitable to the sys.tem in 
use by the company, and shall be subject 
to the company’s approval before being 
connected, and only for the purpose of 
the city's own business; and the city 
shall not disturb, rent, sell or make any 
use thereof or of the power herein con­
tracted for, except as herein provided.

The company is to provide such re­
serve machinery (including two trans­
mission lines to its generating station 
at Power Glen and a steam auxiliary 
plant), as will insure as nearly as is 
practicable a continuous supply of pow­
er, but shall not be liable for damages, 
nor be in default for non-commencement 
or through interruptions of supply due 
to accidents.

In case the supply of electric current 
should lie interrupted for one or more 
hours consecutively, by any cause or 
reason for which the city by its officers,, 
agents or servants is not responsible, tie 
city shall lie entitled to a pro rata abate­
ment of the charge for power during 
such period. The city shall at all rea­
sonable times allow the authorized em­
ployees of the company access to the 
said distributing station of the city for 
the purpose of inspection and repairs and 
measurement.

This agreement is to continue in force 
after the expiration of the tenu of this 
agreement, lor a further i*eriod of five 
years, and so on from term to term each 
of five years, until either party shall 
give notice in writing at least six months 
before the expiration of any term of the 
desire to terminate the same.

Clause fourteen provides that the city 
agrees not to use more current than the 
amount heredn contracted for, but phall 
have the privilege of contraeii ig from 
time to time for additional power, in 
such amounts as may be desired un 
the maximum of an additional fifteen 
hundred horse-power, at the rates herein 
specified. In case the city should with­
out notice in that behalf use more cur­
rent than the first amount herein men­
tioned of fifteen hundred horse power, 
the company shall notify the city in 
writing of such increased use of current 
and such notice, subject to verification 
of measuring instrumenta, shall consti­
tute a binding call and obligation on the 
city to receive and pay for the addi­
tional power for the remainder of the 
term of this agreement, and It shall 
thereafter, during the term of this con­
tract, be supplied by the company and 
received and paid for by .the city at the 
same pro rata rates as the original am­
ount contracted for, the total -apply 
being within three thousand norse-power.

The city may, if it so elects, install 
a recording watt hour meter and take
