WHAT CAN BE DONE FOR 
OUR INDIANS.

It is only necessary to glance 
through the pages of the report 
Just, published by Sir John Mac­
donald to see that the present 
Government are fiot neglecting 
the poor Indian, once the inheri­
tor of the land that we now so 
glory in as Canadians Beyond 
this again, we have further assur­
ances of the good management of 
the Indians in the peaceable atti­
tude of all the tribes located with­
in British territory, while the per­
petual squabbles between the In­
dians and the Government across 
the line, is a disgrace to the 
Agencies, if not to the American 
Government. Sitting Bull whose 
name is a terror far and wide 
through American inland homes, be­
came a quiet and interesting sav­
age when heading his warriors in 
Canadian territory—became so 
bland that several of the enter­
prising correspondents interview­
ed him, and found that he “read 
Milton, admired By ton and Shakes­
peare, and nigh worshipped Napo­
leon.”

What we desire to say7 however 
is, that we think the Government 
has not done all it might do to im­
prove the habits of the Indian, and 
to put him at such 
employment as would better 
accord with his erratic and 
peculiar habits. We have often 
thought that while good reports of 
how the Indians are doing reach 
the departments every year, that 
in a large measure the race is de­
generating into thiriftlessness and 
vagabondism. We have before us 
now a paper written on this sub­
ject by a gentleman who has inter­
ested himself much in the welfare 
of the Indians, and has for many 
years observed the “gradual falling 
off” which he says must eventu­
ally lead to their utter demorali­
zation. He does not approve of 
the principle of giving money as a 
donation--and the Government the 
past year has grante'd our Indians 
between $4,000 and $5,000,—so 

.long as for the same money, or a 
"little more, the Indians could be in­
duced to take up employment more 
congenial with their tastes. As 
we have used some of his ideas,we 
only take the following portion of 
his remarks, and we respectfully 
submit these to the consideration 
of Sir John Macdonald, who is the 
bead of- the Interior Department 
and who seems zealous in promot 
ing the well being of the dispos­
sessed savage.

■ It has occurred to me that the pro­
per course by which to aid these people 
is to find out what business or trade 
would best suit their nomadic natures 
and lead them slowly into it by fur­
nishing them with such aid as they 
might require iu the prosecution of the 
same. Indians iu general are but poor 
larmers : they are entirely ignorant of 
the business, and indeed it appears to 
be uusnited to their erratic natures.

They arc not accustomed to wait so
long for a return for their work, as 
from the Spring to the Autumn, and 
their circumstances are usually 
such as to necessitate immediate com­
pensation for the products of their 
toil.

The most ready way in which their 
industry and skill can be utilized is in 
the manufacture of the various articles 
made from wood, such (for the men), 
as bread-trays, wooden spoons, butter 
prints, handles for axes, picks and 
other tools; to these might be added 
the manufacture of pipes from the same 
kind of stone their fathers used and 
which Is found in many different parts 
of the Province—at Springhill near 
Fredericton, on the Mirnmichi, and on 
the Island of Grand Manan, and indeed 
through various parts of Ontario and 
the North-West. Some of the In­
dians are expert and tasty in carving 
botli in stone and woo.i, and. can imi­
ta e with great facility the works of 
others.

For the squaws there is beadwork, 
smoking caps and ornament moccasins, 
designs for both of which could be fur­
nished them,—baskets, of which they 
make so many varie ics, many of them 
extremely curious andgraceful. There 
are also the chip liais ornamented with 
feathci s and flowers, made from wood : 
these have been very much admired by 
strangers, and in some instances have 
been carried by visitors as presents to 
their friends in Europe. There are also 
the small canoes which we sec in the 
shop windows. These arc but a few of 
the articles on the manufacture of which 
these people might bestow their labor 
with profit. Enquiry at home as well 
as abroad would develop other objects 
and implements which they could learn 
in a little while to manufacture.

The plan therefore which presents 
itself is: That some suitable person be 
appointed to ascertain what articles the 
Indians can make, and where the same 
can be marketed at home or abroad, 
and at what price. That on such fact 
being ascertained, an order be given 
the Indians for a specified quantity of 
sucli articles as he may deem to be most 
ready of sale, the same to be paid for 
on delivery during the winter or early 
spring (when the Indians and their 
families may he most in need.) This 
by some reliable and intelligent man 
residing in their vicinity, in whom they 
have confidence. The trader to keep a 
strict account of articles received and 
money paid, and to be repaid his ad­
vances (which should be limited to a 
certain sum) by the Dominion Govern- 
ment every three months or at such 
period as may be agreed upon. That 
when such person receiving the Indian 
goods should deem it advisable to 
sell that he might sell the 
same to the best advantage 
possible and pay the proceeds into 
the Dominion Treasury. A year 
or two would establish the fact as to 
whether this could be made topav—the 
loss if any would be small andthe Dom­
inion Government would not be so 
much out oi pocket as it is at present. 
Industry would be encouraged and 
idleness punished.

These are but crude and ill digested 
ideas, yet by following a course of 
action somewhat similar, I entertain 
not the least doubt, but, that the moral 
and material interests of the Indians in 
New Brunswick as well as in Nova 
Scotia, Ontario, Quebec and the North 
West could be greatly aided and ad­
vanced.”

We think these ideas are well 
worthy the attention ot the Head 
of the Department, and we submit 
them, with that belinf. ..

WOODSTOCK BRIDGE.

JUDGE PALMER !

That unfortunate ship-scuttling 
case which has now lasted 44 days 
is drawing to a close. We do not 
suppose Judge Palmer is likely to 
take his place upon the Bench and 
help to give judgment in this par­
ticular case. We notice Mr. Palm­
er left the charging <>f the jury to 
Chief Justice Allen also. Wewonder 
at this, because on all great moral 
questions like this and the Canada 
Temperance Act—and cases of 
Forgery, and Perjury—the Bench, 
according to J McLeod, Esq., of 
the Intelligencer and other moral­
ists of his pattern, had been sddly 
in need ot a moral and enlightened 
Judge till Justice Palmer mounted 
its sacred steps. It will be re­
membered that the great argument 
in favor ot the morality and legal­
ity of the Canada Temperance Act 
was that an enlightened and moral 
Judge like Mr. Justice A. L. Palm­
er, cast his great opinion—even 
without hearing the arguments on 
both sides—even long after the 
time of “judgment” had passed 
aWay—in favor of that Act.

The Woodstock railway bridge 
is in a precarious condition. An 
immense pile of logs is heaped across 
the draw from pier to pier, and the 
pile continues to accumulate. This 
offers a resistance to the high water, 
and the bridge is every moment in 
danger of ' going. The piers are 
twisted around, and crossing has 
ceased, while the town folk throng 
the bank iti hundreds, expecting 
every moment to see it go.

We may say it would serve the 
Woodstock people about right that 
this bridge should go, since 
they were either too carelésS 
or too penurious to tax their 
city to pay men for keeping 
the logs from piling up at the draw. 
This might have been done with 
pike poles; or better still, shears 
might have been so constructed as 
to send the logs safely through. The 
following ishhe latest despatch upon 
the subject :

But the Government will have 
the right to create a sinkingfund of one 
per cent.,which at5 percent, compound 
interest will suffice to extinguish the

A travelling Star representative 
called yelterday upon Mr W C Watson 
who some time a<ro purchased the Pnm- 
pelly property. Mr Watson is a native 
of Spenser, Massachusetts, where he had 
been a dealer in manufactured lumber. 
Lastsummer lie purchased thePumpelly 
property at Shogomoc, which Bad cost 
PtimpellV $40,000. The representative 
asked Mr Watson : “What are your ex­
pectations here?”

I believe that in this property I have 
a fortune in my hands. The past win­
ter I put in 1,000,000 feet of logs into 
the mill pond, hauling them rather than 
submit to the risks attending the‘drive.’ 
Next winter I propose putting in at 
least 4,000,000 feet. I never need anti­
cipate trouble here for sawing, be­
cause the water power is the best in 
the Province. Above the property the 
Shogomoc forms a chain of lakes, the

I am making improvements here 
every day, and propose putting in a 
new gang saw and two shingle ma­
chines. I employed here the past win­
ter 16 horses and 50 men ; next winter

‘Will you do much here in the hem­
lock bark line?’

‘Yes. Wc commence peeling next 
week, and propose getting 200 cords. 
The logs from which we get this bark 
we will haul to mill next year.’

‘After the bark season is ended what 
then ?’

The hemlock season ends here about 
Angtist. After that ;-We go raising 
pines. This pine which consists of 
numbers of fallen trees, grows on the 
granite region, and is the very best in 
the Province. This lumber takes a fine 
finish and we will dispose of it chiefly 
for doors, sashes, &c.’

‘Where do you expect to find a mar­
ket for your hemlock?’

“ I have been down to Fredericton 
and have engaged schooners to take my 
manufactured lumber to Spencer. I 
have a largo contract with Isaac Front 
& Co. of that town, also a large contract 
with Chas. Herrington & Co. of the 
same place, all for hemlock plank. I 
may say the latter firm represents over 
a million dollars cash. I expect to find 
a market for hemlock boards tor finish­
ing in Boston, the wood is of such a 
superior quality«”

“ It is somewhat inconvenient for you 
to get all this to market?’

“ Well, I can manage that. Besides 
there is a railway projected from Harvey 
station to the Antimony mines, thence 
to Shaw Brothers, further north on the 
river bank. I may say, the road once 
built to this, I would finish it myself to 
my own property.

The Shogomoc at this season onr re­

presentative says is just emerging from 
its winter’s sleep. There are about a 
dozen houses there, and the largest Mr. 
Walson is painting and papering for 
the reception of his family who will 
come on in a few months. Mr. Watson 
says that the scenery about the lakes is 
charming, and iie intends putting on a 
number of sail boats; that a large num­
ber of his friends will visit him this 
summer for fishing aiid sailing.

THE EMIGRANTS HE BRINGS AND 
THOSE TO FOLLOW.

On the 5th of last February, Mr. Christian 
Petcrseu of New Denmark, left this Province 
for Denmark, his trip being partially in the 
interests of emigration to the Colony in Vic­
toria County, N. B., and also a visit among 
his friends.

Mr Petersen passed through Fredericton 
esterday on his return to New Denmark. He 
rought with him two young men and a 

family consisting of a man and wife, and two 
children. These left for the settlement with 
Mr Petersen.

But this has not been the full result of his 
mission. He says during the summer about 
two hundred immigrants will arrive here, and 
that several of them are on the way by this 
time. The class of immigrants whom he in­
duced to advertize their houses and proper­
ties for sale, are farmers, millmen and me­
chanics : and all live inCopenhagep. Severe 1 
had sold their houses, and properties, but 
could not get the money or they would have 
come on with Mr Petersen : and very many 
bad their properties advertized for sale.

The emigrants come by steamer from Conc- 
bagen out the Cattegat, the Skager-ltaek, 
thence by the North Sea to Hull, where they 
take another line of steamers to Liverpool, 
thence to various points m. the New World. 
All those for tho Lower Provinces disembark 
at Halifax, those for the Upper at Quebec.

The emigrants token up yesterday by Mr. 
Petersen will he lodged in the Emigrant 
House till they are provided with homes. 
There are two Emigrant Houses In the Settle­
ment, and it would seem they are destined lo 
be well occupied through I he summer.

Indian Legends of the Saint 
John River.

A “ STAR ” REPORTER INTERVIEWS 
GABE, WHO HAS A FUND OF INDI­
AN LEGENDS ON HAND.

HE TELLS HOW THE MILICITES OUT­
WITTED THÏ MOHAWKS ÙP RIVER

> .

IN THE LONG AGO.

A VERY INTERESTING STORY.

Onr Reporter has just returned from 
the Indian camps'on the banks of the 
river just opposite the city. He had -q 
lengthy talk with Gabriel the dis­
tinguished Sachem of the remnant 
Milicitc, and lias much of interest to 
relate in this and future issues.

Gabriel’s memory is excellent and lie 
seems to live in the long ago, delighting 
to tell the exploits of his tribe when 
their wild war-whoop was dreaded 
wherever heard. The Indians are nat­
urally taciturn, yet the stories of olden 
times areusc their curiosity and set 
them gabbering.

Gabc has read books and is a careful 
preserver of traditions: but, different 
from the rest, he delights to tell his 
Icgcudstothc “ white faces,” while the 
rest prefer to talk aud tell them iu their

says,
‘Books lie, Zand he tells truth,” that 
this legend is “truer than any book 
story.” The reporter does not give ex­
actly Gabrill’s own Aydkfla/Alidnai that 
Indian as a guide wJUitrificers aim oth­
ers, has acquired a very fluent and cor­
rect use of.English.

THE MOIIAWKS X)N TH& k’Aft.fVnf. S

“Long before the White Men took 
our Country from us,” said Gabc, “our 
worst enemies <ywcbp the. Mohawks.” 
War parties or these Indians used to 
portage from the St. Lawrence to the 
head of the St. John, which they de­
scended nnfii they reached our settle­
ments,. They attacked onr villages in 
the darkest"nights—when there was ho 
moon—-bumf _onr Ctfttrp's, tied' toma­
hawked our womch’dfM clilMrtSri.

Many, many moons ago one of otiZ 
braves went out in his canoe, and pad- 
died up the river till he cangc to the 
mouth of the Ainvrohneç, [T.bis.you 
white faces call Muniac.] He, was 
going to spear some fish, and was,pad­
dling along, when he thought lie could 
see in the early morning a smoke aris­
ing from the river’s bank near where 
the stream empties into the main river 
Pushing his ennoo ashore he 
carried it into the woods where he hid 
it behind a fallen pine and then went 
through the forest until he came nearly 
opposite die month of the Maniac. [On 
arriving there he saw through a : thick 
clump of wild cherry trees behind 
which lie lay concealed, a ptnty of 500 
or 600 Mohawks. They were even then 
making their breakfast ofi tlie body’s ot 
several dogs whose grinning skulls were 
lying on the shore, their white teeth 
glistening in the morning sun. He had 
seen enough! so starting back cau­
tiously as a fox and silently as the night, 
to where his canoe lay hid, he carried it 
hastily to the shore and in less than five 
minutes was paddling for dear life, for 
Auglipack the head of tide as the In­
dian Village at Savage Island, near tho 
Mouth of the Keswick, was then called.

The day was just breaking as he glid­
ed past the Mactaquacand shot'down 
stream to the village whose barking 
dogs gave notice of his arrival. He 
was scarcely able to lift his canoe 
ashore, and on entering the first hut 
where a young squaw was broiling 
some salmon roes on the coals for her 
mother’s breakfast, he \Vas stunned to 
hear that all tho warriors except 
five had left the village and were at 
Passamoquoddy, pollock fishing. There 
was no time to send for them and if 
anything was to be done to save the 
lives of the women and children who 
had now gathered around him and 
were shrieking and sobbing bitterly at 
the terrible news which lie related to 
them, it must be done at once.

Sitting down on the green grass be­
side the mighty river he addressed the 
five warriors as follows :

“Brother’s tho savage Mohawks 
thirst for our blood; they have had 
their war feast. I have seen the heads 
çf the dogs which they have eaten; 
would you die to save our women and 
children ?” j

Eazch of the five bowifcg: liis head 
gave thcîndian assent, “A Hit. *, 

Let us be off then to meet the Sw^ft 
Feet? so with three canoes two menjn 
each, they ascended the,over to. flic 

^Muniac, hugging the opposite shore .as
■Peterson S return theY neared their enemies who were 

still camped on tjie ground where flic 
warrior had first seen them. ÏA 
great storm threatened over.the woofts: 
the saw-whet cried out through the 
pines, but there was no other bi'cntli; 
and just before dawn they lit a number 
of fuies in the woods so ;as to make it 
appear a party ot Milicitc braves were 
camping opposite. After doing this 
and so soon as day broke they carrfed 
theiri canoes through the woods 
across the bend in the river 
and placed them in the river below 
where the Mohawks could not find 
them. They then poled boldly tip 
stream in full view of their enemies, 
(being beyond the" reach of arrows) 
deliberately landed and again took 
their canoes on their shoulders aud car­
ried them across the point, put them 
in the water, poled them up again in 
the face of the Mohawks, and thus flic 
six men kept on describing a circle for 
three days, shewing two or three 
canoes always passing iir front of flic 
Mohawks, who by this time had got 
very uneasy at alt- the warriors 
the Miliciics ... -, were -, - flatting ; 
and concluded now they were 
numerous as the leaves on the trees. 
Holding a Council, the Mohawks de­
cided that they would have a pow­
wow with the Miliciics, and an inter­
preter was sent in his canoe lo the 
middle of the river demanding a parley 
with them. The six who were lying 
in the woods on hearing the request 
for a parley shoved out in their canoes 
until they came within a short distance 
of the Mohawk canoe. An agreement 
was made that six of the Milicites 
should come over and arrange the pre­
liminaries of a lasting peace between 
the two nations.

So, early the next morning the six 
warriors painting themselves with the 
red earth which is found in the neigh­
bourhood and ornamenting their heads 
with eagle’s feathers, calmly paddled 
to the Mohawk encampment. Here 
after representing themselves as the 
deputies of a Milicitc host of 1,000 
braves, they indignantly told the 
Mohawks if they did not leave their

river at once this force would cross 
over and take every scalp-lock in (he 
band. After a good deal of angry talk 
an aged Mohawk who had seen the 
snoWs of ninètv winters, arose and 
said, “Brethren, ")Farribrs:.4ny sun is 
nearly set, I look for rest àftd peaces if] 
would in quiet seek the happy hunting 
grounds of our fathers] grant 
me this favour—bury the 
hatchet and I die content.”
Rising as one man, they all replied,
“ Wc will, we will ; let peace be made.” 
So, descending to the mouth of the 
Muniac, all of the mohawk warriors 
and the six delegates from the imagin­
ary force on the opposite side of the St 
John ranged themselves close to the 
stream, while one representative from 
the Mohawk# and afl fntoFthe Mfiicites 
dug a deep hole in the bed of the stream 
in which they buried a stone hatchet, 
covering it with one of the great boul­
ders which the stream bad brought 
down from the distant mountains. 1

“There,” said babe, “it has re­
mained ever since, undisturbed; aud 
never since has a baud of Mohawk war­
riors descended onr river to trouble onr 
people.”

Our dusky informant wipc4,the Apit- 
piration from his*t>ffito, slowly droW 
his pipe and tobacco from his pocket, 
and, resuming his smoke, dropped into 
his usual Indian taciturnity ; and would 
no move reply to onr further inanities, 
thus compelling the abaifeonrrient of 
the further investigation ot this inter­
esting legend.

Knowing the pecuniar interest which many 
of our reader* have-in the progress of the 
river driving on the 8.W. Miramichi, wc have 
been at some pains to ascertain from reliable 
sources the state of affiirs as regards this 
.matter.

The drive on Bedell Brook, a large branch 
of the North Branch, of S. W. Mirnmichi, 20 
miles east of Glassvillc. has not yet been heard 
from. The ice in this Brook is late In break­
ing up and some fears are entertained that the 
logs In this stream, which are owned by the 
Messrs Fairly, may not come out.

McKicl Brook, on which Mr T. Lynch oper­
ated, has not been heard from.

The logs are all out ot Burnt Hill Brook, 
Clearwater;Stream, Rocky Broc*, the Sisters 
and Lake Stream, The Salmon Brook -thrive 
is not quite out but is considered safÂ

The Taxis drive which is large will be out 
in the Main S. W. by Monday night at the 
furthest.

Little Dungarvon drive owned by Justus 
Fairley, Esq., is in the boom, and the Big 
Dungarvon drive is below the Lower Falls 
and sure to come.

Owing to the high water at the commence­
ment of river driving the logs were thrown 
out of the streams and left high on the banks 
which will necessitate a good'deal of sacking 
to get them ofi ; but on the whole the river 
driving on the South West Miramichi will be 
done at a cheaper rate this year than is usu­
ally the case.

Fred Moore’s dfiye 5,000,000 on Aroostook, 
Presque Isle is “hung up” without hope.

REV MR MITCHELL BEFORE THE PRESS Y- 
r TERIAN INQUISITORS.

Wc arc quite ignorant of Presbyterian 
Church government, and therefore don’t know 
how that august body tries its defecting mem­
bers.

Miraculous Escape from Drowning.

Four miles from the mouth of the Clear­
water a large tributary of the Southwest 
Miramichi, there is a fall called Burnt Falls, 
where the river pitches six feet at one leap 
and about twenty imt|e distance of fifty yards : 
and below this the gorge is not more tBani 
twenty feet wide.

On Tuesday last Mr. Henry Turnbull’s 
drive had cleared these falls, and his two 
baggage skiffs with two men each, loaded 
with cooking utensils, food, tents and bag­
gage, were dropped down by the men to the 
hegiLof the pitch, where they intended to take 
them out of the water and carry them around 
the falls. Owing to a miscalculation the current 
being much more powerful than the boatmen 
thought it was, both skiffs were in a moment 
sucked over the falls, and the men thrown 
into the flood, which was boiling white with 
foam. The boats were uashed to pieces iu a 
moment, provisions and baggage borne away, 
but strange to say the men wero carried over 
the falls and through the gorge in safety.
