Bas-
katchewan and Alberta, together have pfcbably about
half the number as Maniteba, and the number in all the
provinces is bemg slowly buL surely -added to every
year. ’
“. With' plenty ‘of -ungecupied prairie land growing an
abundance of nutritious:grasses the cattle feed problem
in Western Canada has not been a really difficult vne in
past. During the summer months the stock’ cculd
totage aver a largé section of the country and there
was 1o need for the owmner to compute how many acres
would 'support'a cow.  The obtaining of winter feed
was just a matter of energy—a man could have as much
hay as he couid cut, free for the cutting. With such
conditions as these,~and they still prevail in many parts
of the country, the need for silos has not been greatly
felt up to now.

But the :days of free range are drawing to a close.
Already there are parts of the country where little or
none is to be bad. And as the country is getting more
and more settled, and, moreover, as a system of mixed
farming is becoming the Tule throughout every pro-
vince, even in those parts where for many years
straight grain growing was practised, the need for some
additional means of ensuring a steady supply of feed all
the year round & beginning to make itself felt in various
parts of Western Canada.

Silos will, ‘therefore, continue to sprizg up through-
out the country. Near Lacombe, Alberta, a ranching
company, which has made a great reputation for the
quality -of* beef. it produces, i8 contemplating. the erec-
tion. of four mew -silos this.-year.. . This company- has
found with the silos it has in use that it can fnaintain
double the number of cattle hitherto supported on'the
same area of land. Many smaller farmers :are having
the 'same -experience. ' - It is, as one farmer-aptly ex-
presssed’. it, “likeé gétting another farn for ‘nothing.”
In times not long past it was. not difficilt to get a
farm “for nothing” or "next to nothing” almost- .anywhere
in ‘Western Canada, and althoughland is'still very chedp

Rewghage and Roots Give Bulk t@
the Ration, But Production De-

pends Upon the Grains, Mill-feeds
and Oflcakes.

ANY  people forget that a
hén reguires feeds other
than grain in order to be ia
good health and to lay.

All-grain rations are neither con-
ducive to health or egg production.
At times when hens have the run of
the  stables and the yards, together
with house seraps, they do very well,
owing to the faet that an opportunity
is given them to pick up bits ot
clover leaves, roots, .nd such like
material,

A certain amount of meat foods is
essential in order to produce the
white of the eggs. Too much of such
fsed is apt to cause trouble'z with the
general digestion of the bird.

Milk as a drink, is, without doubt,
the best arimal feed known. It gives
the best r2sults when sour. When
“birds are accustomed to it they will
not take too much.

Beef serap and high grade tankage
are used very extensively on largs
poultry plants  where milk is not
available. .These are 11.1ixed with
ground grain, generally in the proe
portion of fifteen to twenty per cent.
For the general purpose breeds the
former amount is sufficient, Breeds
such as Leghorns will make good use
of twenty per cent. of meat scrap In
the Tation.

Cooked butchers' meat, green eut

bone, cooked beef head, lungs, liver,
etc., are all very good feeds and may
be fed in a manner similar to meat
scrap.
_ Some people think that because a
little of meat feeds are good, more
would be better. Experience has
shown that such is not the case. Too
much often causes serious trouble.

Green feeds are essential for
health and for economy.
should have all . the green feed she
will consume.

Where birds are not {ed
any green feed, in the course of time
they become unthrifiy. lay poorly and
moreover, the €ggs from such birds
many times are very low in hatchmg
power.

ventage of protein and fat and a
large amount of a digestible form of
the carbohydrates is called a concen«
trated feed or :* concentrate. Thus
grains, mill feels and oil eakes are
concentrates. Oun the other hand, a
feed low in these valuable constitu-
onts and high in indigestible carbo-
Bydrates, or crucde fibre, as, for in-
stance, straw, hay, corn stalks, are
called roughage o1 bulky feeds. Roots
may also' be put in this class because
they contain a very high percentage
of water and they are for this reason -
bulky.

These bulky feeds havo their placo
in the ration, indeed in the case of
full-frown animals on maintenance
ration, they may form the whole of
the food; but it is impossible for a
young animal to make rapid growth,
& cow to give & large amount of milk
or a horse 4 work hard on sueh
feed. The hard woody fibre of the
straw almd hay are difficult to digest
and mted of the energy that should
' g0 to production of work or increase
‘is used up ‘in digesting the food.
Consequently when production is de-
sired the amount of roughage feed
must be reduced and the concen-
trates increased.

Another reason why conecentrates
must be used is that to get the larg-
est production we must have the ani-
mal digest and absorb the maximum
amount of the various constituents
)which together form a food. A cow
‘cannot long continue to furnish a
large amount of casein in milk unless

!xt gets the material from which to
{form it from the food. Neither can
a steer make rapid growth and fat-
ten on a food that does not furnish
|a large amount of the food constitu-
lents essential for growth. These
cannot be supplied in the largest and
best guantities ex¢ept by the use of
the concentrates. The coarser feeds
jor roughagé are necessary to give
bulk to the ration, but there must
be an abundance of easily-dimestible
materials if the best results are to
be obtained and this is the place of

‘concentrates in the ration. We want

some coarse feeds, even if they are
poorly digested, but we also want

|some concentrates to supply the ma-
terials for growth and production,
Furthermore within eertain limits
the more of the concentrates fed the
reater the production,e— Praf, R.
