OF INTERST TO OUR READERS. 
Scent In Horace.

The finest and deepest emotions of a dog 
seem to be dependent on his sense of 
smell. Not only does he carry his busi 
ness of hunting or guarding through its 
aid, but his devotion to his master and his 
recognition of lesser friends depend largely 
upon his nose. According to Horse and 
Stable another among the humbler friends 
of man is keen and delicate of scent.

The horse will leave musty hay un­
touched in his bin, no matter how hungry 
he may be. However great his thirst he 
will not drink of water objectionable to 
his questioning sniffs, not from a bucket 
made in the least degree offensive.

His intelligent nostril will widen, quiver 
and query over the daintiest bit offered by 
the fairest of hands. A mare is never 
satisfied, either by sight or whinny, that 
a colt is really her own until she has 
certified the feet by means of her nose.

Blind horses will, as a rule, gallop wildly 
about a pasture without striking the sur­
rounding fence. The sense of smell in­
forms them of its proximity. Others, 
when let out from their stables will go 
directly to the gate leading to their ac­
customed feeding ground, and when desir­
ous of returning, after hours of careless 
wandering, will distinguish that one out­
let, and patiently await its opening. The 
odor of that particular part of the fence 
serves as their guide.

The horse, when browsing, is guided en­
tirely by the nostrils in its choice of proper 
food, and blind horses never are known 
to make mistakes in their diet.

Nervous and timorous as this noble 
animal known is to be, his fears are, of 
course, double by this keenness of scent, 
for not only does the eye inform him of 
danger, but the nostrils also herald its 
presence. The mere scent of a buffalo 
robe is sufficient to cause extreme terror 
in many horses, and some, scenting the 
smoke of a train which has long since 
passed, show all the fear evoked by its 
actual presence.

A REAL RUSSIAN HORROR.
A very lurid light has just been thrown 

upon the life and superstitions of the Rus­
sian peasantry by the preparation of a 
gruesome crime in the name of what they 
take to be Christianity. A rich, popular 
farmer died rather suddenly in the village 
of Sooroflsky. He had been seen in the 
enjoyment of excellent health on Thurs­
day, and was found dead in his bed on 
Friday morning. He was prayed fpr.and 
duly “waked,”, after which, he wa^carried 
to the grave, almost all the inhabitants of 
the village, inclusive of the priest, follow­
ing him to the churchyard. Just as the 
body was being lowered, the lid, which 
had been fastened rather loosely with 
wooden nails, began to rise up slowly and 
detach itself from the coffin, to the inde­
scribable horror of the friends and mourn­
ers of the deceased. Then the dead man 
was seen in his white shroud, stretching 
his arms upward and sitting up. At this 
sight the gravediggers let go the cords, 
and, along with the bystanders, fled in 
terror from the spot. The supposed cqrpee 
than arose, scrambled out of the grave, 
and, shivering from cold (the mercury was 
two degrees below zero, Fahr.), made for 
the village as fast as his feebleness allowed 
him. But the villagers had barred and 
bolted themselves in against the “wizard,” 
and no one made answer to the appeals he 
made, with chattering teeth, to be admit­
ted ; and so, blue, breathless, trembling, 
he ran from hut to hut like a rat in a burn­
ing room, seeking some escape from death.

At last fortune seemed to fevor him, and 
he chanced on a hut the inmate of which 
was an old woman who had not been to 
the fanerai, and, knowing nothing of his 
resurrection, had left her door unbarred. 
He opened it and entered, and going up to 
the stove seemed as if he would get inside 
it, if he could. Meanwhile the peasants 
gathered together, armed themselves with 
poles and stakes of aspenwood, the only 
effectual weapons in a fight with a“wizard,” 
and surrounded the cabin. A few of those 
whose superstition was modified by faith 
in the merits of modern improvements al­
so took guns and pistols with them, and 
the door being open the attack of these 
Christians against this “devil’s ally” began. 
The miserable man, dazed by all that had 
happened that morning, and suffering from 
cold and hunger, was soon overpowered 
and his neighbors, with many pious ejacu­
lations, transfixed him, though alive and 
unhurt, with holy aspen stakes to the 
ground in the court before the hut. When 
things had reached this point the priest, 
who had recovered somewhat from his ter­
ror, came upon the scene, with a half de­
veloped idea that perhaps after all the al­
leged corpse had been plunged into a 
lethargic sleep and might recover and live 
as before. But he found the unfortunate 
man pinned down to the earth with the 
aspen pales, with no manner of doubt 
about his death. The police superintend­
ent (Stanovoy), who lived close by, then 
arrived and also saw the murdered man, 
and made inquiry into the manner of his 
death. The peasants had gone to their 
daily work, leaving the body, according to 
the requirements of the superstition pre­
vailing in Russia, until sundown, when 
they intended to draw out the stakes and 
throw the corpse into a bog. Cases of this 
kind are of not unfrequent occurrence in 
Russia.

RED CHEEKS IN DEATH.
Elizabeth Bering, daughter of August 

Hering, a farmer living near Hackensack, 
died Friday and was buried. The neigh­
bors insisted that the girl was buried alive 
because a glow had been detected in her 
cheeks as she lay in the coffin. Hejjng 
was so importuned that the body was 
burned, and is now lying in the receiving 
vault of New York cemetery, where 
crowds of people besiege the superintend­
ent for permission to see the remains. 
The glow on the cheeks is ascribed to 
washing .the face in soap and water after 
it had been treated with a chemical pre­
paration containing saltpeter.—New York 
Evening Sun.

SIBERIA’S HORRORS RIVALED.

The Cruelties of Georgia’s Brutal Convict 
lease System —Woman Stripped 

and Flogged.

Macon, Ga., April 4.—The State of 
Georgia is absolutely and entirely without 
the least semblance of a state peniten­
tiary. The commonwealth has no place 
whatever to send its convicts to and they 
are consigned to camps where their labor 
is leased to manufacturers and contrac­
tors. One of these camps is at Chatta- 
hooche, and William Seabrook, a colored 
man, aged 24, who had just been released 
pending a new trial for an alleged assault, 
tells this story of the cruelties practised 
there:

“ When I went into the prison I was 
told that if I didn’t do just right I would 
be whipped and I was given to under­
stand that I’d better keep my mouth shut 
when any strangers come around if I 
knowed what was good for me. I’d been 
there only a day or two before I see them 
whipping some of the prisoners. Cap’n 
Woodruff, who is the whipping boss ap­
pointed bylaw, did the whipping ; nobody 
elge was allowed to. The women con­
victs were not moved from Chattahooche 
to Bolton until about a month ago, and 
they used to whip the women just the 
same as the men. Vvhen Woodruff 
would say, ‘ Down your dress,’ the 
women would know what that meant, and 
they’d take their dresses off sometimes as 
far as below their waist, although often 
and often, sir, I’ve seen women convicts 
made to strip stark naked before all the 
men convicts, and they were whipped 
right there. They didn’t use to take 
them into any special building to whip 
them, but it would be done right there 
where the women happened to be totin’ 
(carrying) brick. I saw twenty-one or 
twenty-two women whipped — nearly all 
there was in the prison.

“The men prisoners was treated about 
the same; they’d be made to take off 
everything except their trousers, and they 
tifcve to slip them down to their knees. 
Then the man or woman who was to be 
whipped would be made to bend over 
4hj]e standing up and the whip would be 
pjit on. They were all whipped below 
t#ie waist. Tve seen half-a-dozen pris- 
xihers whipped at one time. If any 
prisoner resisted or tried to fight five or 
six others of the biggest and strongest 
convicts would jump on him and hold him 
on the ground on his stomach while 
Woodruff licked him. I’ve seen black 
men whipped, mister, till they turned 
pale, and I’ve seen white men whipped 
till their flesh turned black. They’d 
fcream and holler, and pray, and bleed 
like slaughtered hogs ; but, Lord ! what 
good would it do them to pray and hol­
ler? There wasn’t nobody there to help 
’em, sah, not a one.

“There are always some illegitimate 
children around the camp. They were 
the children of the women convicts by the 
white guards. If the women didn’t do as 
the guards wanted them to they’d report 
them and have them whipped and get 
even with them that way. It wouldn’t 
be long before the women would submit.

FARMING MATTERS.
HINTS USEFUL TO THE FARMER.

An Important Subject.

It would be a good thing for every farm­
er to take a walk over his grass land now 
and note the condition, not only of every 
field but of every part of each field. There 
is not much that he can do for the fields 
just now, although there may be a water 
course here and there that ought to be 
opened ; but he can note the condition in 
which the grass land is, that is whether it 
is bare, or covered with snow and ice. Let 
him take note of this so carefully when 
haying begins he can go over the fields 
again and say this part was covered with 
ice, this with snow, this was bare, the 
water was running over this, and so on- 
The object to be gained by this ts to ar­
rive at a solution of the vexed question : 
What causes winter killing ? and possibly 
to discover a remedy. One of the most im-, 
portant problems for New Brunswick farm­
ers to consider is this winter killing of 
grass. Thousands of dollars are lost be­
cause of it every year, and a most import­
ant subject of investigation is whether the 
causes are to any, and if so, to what extent 
within our control.

SOWING OATS IN THE SPRING.
Science is valuable to the practical man 

because it teaches him the principles of 
things, explains causes and effects, and 
shows him how to produce desired results. 
In regard to the sowing of seed, for in­
stance, the best manner of doing this is 
learned by knowing how plants grow and 
feed, and the relation of their parts to each 
other ; the functions of the roots, and their 
manner of gathering food from the soil and 
supporting the plant in it. And when this 
is known, we find that the proper place for 
the seed is in the soil, and not on the sur­
face of it. So that when any person, al­
though he may be able to write a very 
readable article upon the subject of sowing 
oats upon the frozen ground and leaving 
the seed to take care of itself, advises farm­
ers to follow this practice, a reader who 
knows how roots grow and gather the food 
for the plant, will not be missed into the 
following very bad advice to sow any seed 
whatever without giving it sufficient and 
safe covering of soiL

It is a common assumption — it cannot 
be said a belief or opinion — that oats do 
not need covering, and will grow anyhow 
if only sown on the ground. They will 
grow to some extent, and the seed will 
germinate if the weather is moist and 
ksepe so, but if a frost or a dry wind should 
happen, the tender rootlets are killed at 
once and the seed perishes. This also oc­
curs when the seed has not covering 
enough to keep it moist, and protect the 
young spire and roots from a frost, and al­
though the seed, that is sown in frozen 
ground, may fall into the cracks, or if 
sown upon mud may sink in it, the cover­
ing thus secured is not sufficient, and will 
not protect the seed.

Oats are one of the best useful crops, and 
deserve the best treatment. They should 
be sown early, on land prepared in the best 
manner and well manured. The seed 
should be thoroughly harrowed in and 
well covered; three inches is the best 
depth to secure abundant roots firmly set 
in the soil, and protection from late frosts. 
And with this treatment a yield of 50 to 
75 bushels per acre may be reasonably 
looked for, and exemption from rust and 
smut, which mostly attack the weak plants. 
But these may be entirely escaped if the 
seed is steeped in a solution of four ounces 
of sulphate of copper to the gallon of wat­
er, as is usual with wheat.—Practical Farm­
er. _________ ______

FATTENING CHICKS.

DUSKY AMAZONS.
King of Dahomey’s Famous Body Guard.

A New York correspondent tells this 
weird tale :

Equestriennes afoot have become a com­
mon sight in New York City, and they are 
to be seen in their variations of the con­
ventional horseback costume walking to 
and from the stables around Central Park. 
They look like those heroines which old 
fashioned novelists and daamatists used to 
put in their romances and who were ever 
being saved from deadly perils by the op­
portune heroes. But these New York maid­
ens of the saddle are more utilitarian. One 
of them was on a fractious horse and the 
beast pranced, shied, reared, plunged and 
seemed determined to throw her off. She 
kept her seat in a most determined man­
ner. At length the beast gave unmistaka­
ble evidence that he was going to lie down 
and roll over.

“Help ! help !” thé* girl cried, showing 
for the first time any fright.

It was no pale and poetic young man 
who responded, but a burly park police­
man, who said, as he seized the now squat­
ted horse by the rein : “Get off, miss. Why 
don’t you get off?”

She seemed strongly fixed in the saddle, 
and even when she and the horse both lay 
flat she was inseparable from her seat.

“Are you glued fast?” the officer asked, 
as he tugged at her arms.

“No, not glued,” she gasped, “only but­
toned on.”

And indeed she was. Determined not 
to be thrown by her spirited steed she had 
devised a scheme of fastening herself to 
the saddle. But hereafter she will use it 
only on a horse that cavorts without lying 
down.

“It is no use telling you to look pleas­
ant,” said the photographer to the pretty 
young lady, “for you cannot look any­
thing else.” Anfi his scheme worked 
beautifully.

Several recommend the practice of con­
fining chickens in a coop and fattening 
them, says the Irish Farmer’s Gazette. For 
market purposes it is necessary. Some 
people like to have fowls very fat ; these 
will have recourse to fattening ; but we 
consider a chicken allowed to run over a 
quiet lawn, well fed on good food till fit 
for table, perfection, and, like turkeys 
similarly treated, they are usually fat 
enough.

To those who wish to confine their chick­
ens and fatten, we say : Be sure to have 
them well fed from the* very first, so thai 
they have plenty of flesh on them before 
they are put up. Put them in a nice clean 
coop, so constructed that each bird, or at 
most each pair of birds, will have a sep­
arate apartment. Attend to the ordinary 
rules of health, keep them scrupulously 
clean, give a little grit and almost no grain, 
as their digestive organs will not be in a 
proper state to digest it.

It is a good plan to feed on oatmeal, In­
dian meal and rice meal. Some like buck­
wheat. We like to mix whatever meal is 
given with warm milk, and give the food 
warm. They cannot be confined more 
than three weeks. For the first week they 
fail, then they improve for the next two 
weeks, after which they again decline, and 
would continue to fail till death would en­
sue from enlarged liver or bowel derange­
ment. Great care must be taken that their 
coops are very clean, for if neglected, their 
flesh will have a most offensive taste when 
it comes to table.

About 260 years ago the King of Daho­
mey, defeated in battle by a powerful 
enemy, fled to his capital before his pur- 
surers. In sheer desperation he armed 
2,000 of his palace women and sent them 
out to turn the fortunes of war or perish in 
the downfall of their master. Victory 
sided with the female legion ; they routed 
the invaders, and their deeds of valor 
are perpetuated in Dahomey to this day. It 
is not known whether women ever bore 
arms for their King in Dahomey before, it 
is certain that ever since old King Agaja’s 
brilliant expedient of 1727 the most re­
markable future of the country has been 
its regiments of Amazons ; and some of 
these celebrated female soldiers were found 
dead the other day among the two hun­
dred warriors of the King, the victims 
of French bullets, who were left on the 
battlefield in Porto Novo.

There is no doubt that these women 
died fighting desperately. They are sol­
diers by profession. No man may marry 
them unless the King himself chooses now 
and then to take a consort from his female 
army. Trained in a school where every 
womanly sentiment is suppressed, where 
they are taught that they are not weak, 
but strong, and that to know no fear is the 
crowning excellence they should strive for, 
no wonder they are unsexed and become

UNNATURALLY FEROCIOUS.

In battle they surround and guard the 
mouarch, and are usually called into action 
only when the contest is very hot and 
close.

It has been the good fortune of two 
Englishmen, Skertchly and Burton, to 
study this unique feature ofmilitarylifein 
Dahomey. Burton says that, as soldiers, 
the Amazons are very formidable enemies. 
They are armed with flintlocks, and load 
and fire rapidly. Time and again they 
have shown the most desperate courage 
and reckless daring. Skertchly, who lived 
nearly a year at the king’s great town, re­
ports that the Amazons delighted in noth­
ing more than in polishing their gun 
barrels which gleamed like silver in the 
sun. He formed, however, a very poor 
opinion of their marksmanship, and was 
actually so ungaliant as to say that if they 
hit a haystack it would probably be purely 
accidental.

THE FLOWER OF THE^FAIR SEX

of Dahomey is likely to get into the army 
as well as nearly all the strong-minded 
women, the viragoes, the unfaithful wives, 
and the unfortunate females who, judged 
by the standards of the country, are wholly 
unattractive and undesirable as a part of 
household furniture. Before a man can 
wed he must send the lady of his choice to 
the king, who, if it pleases him, drafts her 
into the army without any regard for the 
feelings of the despoiled Dridegroam. The 
army is a convenient receptacle for women 
whose husbands, for one reason or another, 
desire to get rid of them. It is a curious 
fact that while an Amazon can never wed, 
married women who enter one of the 
regiments are allowed to maintain relations 
with their husbands ; but all their female 
children are Amazons from birth, and the 
only future before them is the celebate life 
of a soldier.

Whenever the Amazons are on parade 
a show corps is seen, composed of little 
girls ten to fifteen years of age, who march 
with toy weapons, dance and sing and live 
with the warriors, but do not go on cam­
paigns with them until they are strong 
enough to handle a flintlock. They are 
the Amazons of the future, undergoing a 
process of hardening disciplime, brutalising 
alike to mind and feelings, which shall fit 
them to take their place among the fierce 
women-fighters of Dahomey.

STRANGE LIVES
these women led. In the streets of the 
capital and on all highways of the King­
dom they are more isolated from the other 
sex than any nun. The man who dares to 
keep the road when a squad of Amazons 
approaches pays for his temerity with his 
life. The well-known tinkle of the Amazon 
bell makes proclamation to all the male 
creation that it is high time to skurry 
dowfa the byways or ingloriously retreat to 
avoid meeting the King’s warriors.

The fair warriors of Dahomey have no 
menial drudgrey to dull the fine edge of 
their martial spirits. Women captured in 
war, and not a few females too of their 
own people, are cooks and water carries 
and beasts of burden for the Amazon regi­
ments. She is, indeed, a lucky soldier 
whom the King promotes to the most 
sacred precincts of the palace; for she 
becomes one of

THE LEOPARD WIVES,

and has privileges not conceded to the 
rest of the royal household. Perhaps, how­
ever, she has yearnings now and then for 
the old life when she shouldered a musket, 
dressed in a uniform of varigated colors, 
including jacket, skirt, cross straps and 
leather ammunition bag, and swaggered 
along the road while all the gentlemen of 
the kingdom scampered for dear life. 
Burton says the training of the Amazons 
begets in them a bold, free manner, and a 
swagger in their gate which has no re­
semblance to the cowed and humble bear­
ing of most negro women.

Independent and favored as their posi­
tion is in some respects, life is not exactly 
a perennial picnic for three Amazon regi­
ments. If they are not drilling or dancing 
or fighting for the King, they are apt to 
be scattered far and wide on hunts for 
ivory or in other ways adding to His 
Majesty’s revenues. Parties from the 
Elephant regiment are sometimes away 
from the capital two years at a time chasing 
the elephant. If they do not have the 
drudgery of carrying the ivory, all the 
dangers of the chase are theirs, and on one 
melancholy occasions, a few years ago, 
twelve of them were killed in a day by,a 
herd of uncommonly ugly beasts.

The Dahomians are pagans, and the 
tiger is

THEIR PRINCIPAL FETISH.

They are blood-thirsty, but hospitable and 
courageous. Once a year the monarch— 
whose people approach him by crawling 
with their faces in the dust—sprinkles his 
ancestors’ graves with human blood. There 
is an annual festival which takes place 
about October and lasts several weeks. 
During the Saturnalia many human victims 
are put to death with great barbarity. 
At one stage of these “customs” the un­
fortunate wretches, chiefly captives taken 
in war, are dressed in white shirts night­
caps and tied on baskets. They are then 
taken to the top of a high platform and 
paraded on the heads of Amazons together 
with an alligator, a cat and a hawk in 
similar baskets. After the King has made 
a speech the victims are hurled down into 
the midst of a surging crowd of natives, 
arid meet with a horrible death. The 
skulls are used to adorn the palace walls, 
and King’s sleeping chamber is paved with 
the heads of his enemies. The skulls of 
the conquered kings are converted into 
royal drinking cups

About one-fourth of the females are said 
to be married to the fetish, many even be­
fore their birth. It is said that at the 
death of the King a horrid scene ensues. 
The wives, after the most extravagant 
demonstrations of grief, attack and murder 
each other, and remain in an uproar until 
order is restored by the new sovereign.

OUGHT TO BE LYNCHED.
San Francisco, April 7. — As the day 

draws near for the fulfilment of the proph­
ecy that Oakland, San Francisco, Chicago j 
and Milwaukee are to be swallowed up by 
an earthquake, the excitement among Eric- 
son’s followers in Oakland increases.

The police have broken up all public 
meetings, but the cranks assembled in 
private houses and made converts the last 
week.

Dealers in real estate and second hand 
furniture report that cranks have left meny 
orders with them for the disposal of prop­
erty for cash. To-day was the date fixed 
by Ericson for the beginning of the exodus 
to the mountains, and hundreds set forth 
for St. Helena, the centre of wine making 
in Napa county, which is over a thousand 
feet above the sea level and about seventy 
miles from this city. They have rented 
rooms and cottages and are prepared to 
remain throughout the month and await 
the doom of Oakland.

About a score of families have establish­
ed a camp in the foothills back of Oak­
land, where they have raised tents and 
propose to hold a series of camp meetings. 
From the preparations noted in Oakland 
it is likely that several hundred people 
will flock to this camp. Even in San Fran­
cisco many credulous people are alarmed 
and country resorts will profit by their 
fears. At Santa Rosa several of the faith­
ful have joined Mrs. Woodworth, the origi­
nal leader, who is responsible for Ericson’s 
prophecy. She is a shrewd woman, how­
ever, and proposes to,start early this week 
and will not have to face her dupes. Ner­
vous excitement over the predicted calam­
ity has proved too much for several women 
in Oakland, who have been sent to the In­
sane Asylum. Early this morning, on 
Washington street in Oakland, a young 
and good-looking woman, well dressed, 
and with long brown hair flowing down 
her back, ran wildly down the street, with 
arms outstretched, as she loudly screamed ;

“I’m coming, good Lord, I’m coming ; 
wait, only wait for me. Oh take me to 
Him. Take me to the Lord to be wved.”

The police took her to the station where 
she continued to rave wildly.

ANOTHER POISONING CASE.
James McLeod, who was suspected of 

poisoning his wife at White Hill, New 
Glasgow, Nova Scotia, was lately, com­
mitted for trial at the supreme court. The 
inquest on the remains of the unfortunate 
woman was commenced about the same 
time that the sensational proceedings in 
the Weeks-Sutherland poisoning case at 
Charlottetown were begun there. Mrs. 
McLeod was a Miss Jane Sutherland, 
daughter of respectable residents of White 
Hill. She married McLeod about two years 
ago and
LIVED WITH HIM FOR A SHORT TIME ONLY.
McLeod is a shoemaker. His sister Christie 
McLeod, lived with them. On account of 
extreme cruelties the young wife left the 
house and undertook to make a living for 
herself in another part of the settlement. 
She was McLeod’s second wife. In response 
to urgent invitations from McLeod and 
promises of better treatment she again took 
up with him, but was put into quarters in 
an old house adjoining the one occupied 
by McLeod and his sister. For several 
days he visited her taking food and drink, 
At length some tea which she took made 
her violently sick and she complained of 
it to the neighbors.

IN A WEEK SHE WAS DEAD. 

Previous to the burial an examination was 
asked for by the husband, and the medical 
examiner declared everything all right. 
This did not satisfy her friends and they 
had her stomach sent to Prof. Lawson and 
afterwards to Mr. Best of St. John. The 
result of this was that oxalic acid in con­
siderable quantities was found, and the 
adjourned inquest held the 1st inst., put 
McLeod in such a compromising position 
that a verdict of murder was brought in. 
By a strange coincidence the names in this 
case and the circumstances bear a vivid 
resemblance to the Charlottetown case.

NOT A HOUSE LEFT.
Louisville, Ky., April 8.—It is just learn­

ed here that Harper’s Ferry, Henry county, 
was almost completely destroyed by the 
tornado. The village, composed of less 
than two dozen houses, is a considerable 
distance from any railroad. The houses 
were not far apart, and every one of them 
directly in the course of the tornado. Men, 
women and children were buried beneath 
the ruins. Not a house remained stand­
ing, and the whole surrounding country 
was covered with wreckage. Mrs. Laura 
Thomas, the wife of a farmer, was found 
dead by the side of a large tree about a 
hundred yards from her home. An infant 
child of a farmer named Fletcher was 
found beneath the ruins of its father’s resi­
dence, smothered to death. Seven or eight 
were injured badly, but none fatally. 
Those who escaped took the others in 
charge and carried them to a schoolhouse 
in the hills not far distant, where they re­
mained until morning. Then assistance 
came from the farmers whose houses es­
caped. The property loss will amount to 
$20,000.

A special cablegram to the Herald, dated 
Cannes, April 6, says : The unveiling of 
the monument presented by the Queen in 
memory of the late Duke of Albany was 
performed lately by the Prince of Wales 
in the Albany Memorial Chapel of St. 
George’s, on California Hill. Seldom has 
such a ceremony been performed before 
so thoroughly a sympathetic gathering, or 
amidst such lovely surroundings, for the 
church had been by delicate hearts and 
tender hands transformed into a floral 
Mecca. The church was well filled. After 
the service the Prince of Wales, Prince 
Nicholas, and Chevalier Colquhoun step­
ped from the Royal pew, and entering the 
Memorial Chapel, uncovered the statue 
It is a full length figure in Highland cos­
tume.

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THE CHARGE AGAINST MR. BLAIR.

Dr. Atkinson at the instigation of Mr. 
Gregory formulated a charge against the 
attorney general of having corruptly re­
ceived money from James D. Leary in 
consideration of the award to him of the 
St. John dock contract, the money to be 
used in the York election. This is the charge 
which Dr. Atkinson thought he was mak­
ing, but the phraseology of the resolution 
was such that a committee appoi nted under 
it would have a roving commission to 
enquire into all matters relating to the 
dock contract. While it may be admitted 
that the latter is a legitimate subject of 
enquiry, it cannot with any show of fair­
ness be contended that it ought to be gone 
into in connection with a charge of per­
sonal corruption against Mr. Blair, except 
so far as it bears directly upon that charge. 
This was the view taken by the large 
majority of the assembly and the com­
mittee appointed is confined to the issue 
which Dr. Atkinson intended to raise and 
thought he was raising, but which his 
political mentor.who framed the resolution 
surrounded with matter foreign altogether 
to it. The opposition in and out of the 
house have pretended to believe that this 
is an effort to “burk” the enquiry. They 
know better; and a little consideration 
will show how unfounded such a pretence 
is.
t No graver charge can be preferred against 

a public man than that he corruptly en­
tered into a contract for a public work. 
The leader of the opposition expressed 
surprise that Mr. Blair met the charge 
with warmth. What Mr. Hanington’s 
idea of such things may be we do not pro­
fess to know ; but if Mr. Blair had not 
shown indignation at so unwarranted an 
attack he would have exhibited a lack 
of honorable instincts. It will be conceded 
that the charge is a grave one. It is also 
a personal one. These are the words in 
which it is preferred :

Resolved, That M.C. Atkinson, a member 
of this house, having stated in his place that 
he is creditably informed and believes that 
he can establish, by satisfactory evident ti 
that in anticipation of the general pro­
vincial elections held in January last, an 
agreement was entered into by the Hon. 
Andrew G. Blair^attorney general and leader 
of the government, and one James D. Leary 
and other persons interested in the making 
by and procuring from, the government to 
said J. D. Leary a contract for the construc­
tion of docks and harbor improvements in 
the city of St. John, whereby the said J. D. 
Leary, by himself and his agents or such 
other persons, agreed to furnish a large sum 
of money to assist and aid the said Andrew 
G. Blair and his colleagues in securing their 
elections and the election of some of his 
supporters, in consideration that the pro­
vincial government would enter into and 
deliver to the said J. D. Leary, or in his 
name, a contract for the construction of 
certain dock and harbor improvements in 
the said city of St. John ; that the said Hon. 
A. G. Blair, under the said arrangements, 
did by himself and his agents, receive from 
the said J. D. Leary and his agents a large 
sum of money, to-wit, several thousands of 
dollars, to aid him and his supporters in the 
election at the said general election, on the 
understanding that the said J. D. Leary 
should rece ve the contract for said docks 
and works, and the contract between the 
government and the said J. D. Leary for said 
dock and works, dated the 17th day of 
January last, was delivered to said J. D. 
Leary’s agent or some one or other person 
aforesaid alleged as interested in said con­
tract, upon such payment being made and 
in consideration thereof and in connection 
therewith.

In response to a question put by the 
speaker, Dr. Atkinson said the words “ his 
colleagues ” in the recital meant the other 
York representatives. We defy any man 
to take this charge and show from it that 
it is other than against Mr.Blair personally. 
It charges an arrangement between Mr. 
Blair and Mr. Leary and the receipt of 
money by Mr. Blair from Mr. Leary. The 
introduction of the words “ himself and 
his agents ” in connection with Mr. Blair’s 
name does not make it any the less per­
sonal. The closest scrutiny of the charge 
will fail to disclose words extending its 
scope any farther than as to what Mr. 
Blair did either personally or by agents. 
Here we have a specific, definite accusation, 
which can be met as it has been met by a 
specific, definite denial and in support or 
contradiction of which evidence can be 
given. •

Having made this specific charge, Dr. 
Atkinson asked not only that a committee 
should be appointed to enquire into it, but 
into “all the negotiations and circum­
stances connected with the granting of the 
contract ” to Leary. To the latter request 
Mr. Blair very properly objected, saying in 
effect : “ You have made a specific charge 
against me upon which I am anxious that 
there should be an immediate investiga­
tion, but I am not willing that under the 
disguise of enquiring whether I have been 
guilty of prostituting my office you should 
have a roving commission to investigate 
other matters.”

This is not only fair, but it is good par­
liamentary practice. It is one of the rules 
of procedure that if a member in his place 
in the house makes allegations of wrong 
doing against another member or in con­
nexion with the administration of affairs, 
and states that he believes he can prove 
them, he shall be granted a committee for 
that purpose ; but unless such a charge is 
made no committee shall be struck. The 
house is entitled to know what the accus­
ing member proposes to prove. The 
accused has a right to know what he is 
charged with. The wisdom of such a rule 
is obvious. If members could get com* 
mittees struck in order that by calling up 
witnesses and swearing them they might 
elicit something on which to base a charge, 
there would be an end of orderly pro­
cedure. As well put any man in the 
prisoner’s box and call up the whole com­
munity as witnesses in the hope that they 
would tell something on which he could 
be indicted. This was the position which 
Dr. Atkinson took after being coached by 
Mr. Gregory and championed by Mr. 
Hanington. He charged Mr. Blair with a 
grave violation of trust and asked for a 
committee not only to investigate that 
charge, but to call witnesses for the sake 
of finding out whether there was not some 
reason to charge somebody else with some­
thing. To this unreasonable request the 
house declined to accede, but it has given 
Dr. Atkinson power to investigate the 
whole subject referred to in his resolution 
so far as relates to the charge preferred. 
Surely no one with a sense of fairness 
could ask anything more, just as Mr. Blair 
could not desire that anything less should 
be allowed.

The Ottawa politicians who talk tariff

MR. BLAIR’S ASSAILANTS.

A grosser and more inexcusable assault 
upon a public man than that contained in 
the Gleaner on Wednesday never disgraced 
Canadian journalism. It is painfiil to think 
that this community is cursed with a 
sheet so utterly devoid of character, so 
absolutely unscrupulous and so given over 
to unbridled malice that, without a title of 
evidence, without any basis whatever ex­
cept the miserable suspicions of a man 
whose jealously has perverted bis .reason, 
it will assail a public man with charges of 
the basest character. The commonest 
criminal, the man who betrays those who 
place the most implicit confldenœ^n him, 
the sinner against society,—these m&B are 
treated as innocent until they have been 
proved guilty,and then often public opinion 
forbears to deal out to them the just re­
ward of their misdeeds ; but it is suffi cent 
in the opinion of the Gleaner that a base­
less charge shall be made against a man to 
warrant it in treating him as a criminal al­
ready proved guilty and denounce himwith 
unmeasured abuse. There is, of course, a 
reason for this. It is well known, to none 
better than to Mr. Gregory who was the 
inspirer if not the actual writer of the at­
tack upon Mr. Blair, that the accusation 
which he found Dr. Atkinson willing to 
make could not be substantiated. Hence 
in preparing the resolution he was careful 
to include in it a request for an investiga­
tion, which he knew could not be gone in­
to under the charge. With a cunning of 
the class that usually outwits itself he pre­
pared the way for an attack upon Mr. 
Blair, when the inevitable failure of the 
charge wras demonstrated. In brief his 
plan was : to put Mr. Blair on trial on an 
acAsation against him personally and then 
seek to introduce irrelevant testimony, 
knowing that it would be shut out, when 
he would cry out that the investigation 
was being “burked.” Mr. Blair detected 
his little game and blocked it. He said in 
effect : You may try me as soon and as 
thoroughly as you wish ; but you are not 
going to mix up with an attack upon my 
personal and political character other is­
sues, the character of which even you 
yourself do not know—indeed, you do not 
know that there are any other issues, but 
simply seek to hunt around for them on 
the pretence of trying me.

By the Gleaner’s own confession, and in 
making it it only reflects the statements 
made by the opposition members in the 
house, nothing can be proved against Mr. 
Blair ; but say? that sheet : if we could 
show what Mr. Pugsley or Mr. McLellan 
did we would soon dispose of Mr. Blair. 
Why then in the name of common sense, 
not to say common decency, do they not 
make their charges against Mr. Pugsley 
and Mr. McLellan 7 If Mr. Blair is guilty 
of wrong doing, which can only be shown 
by an enquiry into what these other gen­
tlemen have done, the proper course, most 
people would think, would be to prefer the 
necessary accusation against these other 
gentlemen, have a committee struck and 
make the investigation. If the assertions 
now made,that thoughMr.Blair is personal­
ly guiltless hie colleagues in the government 
are guilty, are true, why was not the charge 
made against his colleagues in the first 
place ? The answer is upon the face of the 
question. The whole accusation whether 
against Mr. Blair, Mr. Pugsley, Mr. Mc­
Lellan or any one else is a baseless slander. 
Proof is not wanted by the men who have 
made it, they simply want to put them­
selves in a position to deceive the public 
as to the real facts, to be able to make con­
scienceless and unlimited slander take the 
place of evidence. Like vultures, they 
turn aside from the sweet and wholesome 
facts to feed upon the putrid carrion of 
their own suspicions.

We tell these slanderers that they have 
gone too far. The public have not forgot­
ten the past. They have simply forborne 
to recall it, but there comes a time when 
forbearance ceases to be a virtue.

The Amendments to the Election Law.

In China the punishment for persistent 
intoxication is beheading. It works an in­
fallible cure.

The proposed amendments to the election 
law have elicited some comment and on the 
whole it is favorable. Of course the ex­
treme opposition newspapers are excluded 
from this statement, because it is sufficient 
that the government proposes anything to 
call forth their most violent denunciation.

The division of the city and county of St. 
John into three ridings is good of itself and 
a step in the right direction. The union of 
St. John and Portland practically shuts the 
county of St. John out from representation. 
This will be remedied by the proposed act. 
The principle of division by electoral dis­
tricts instead of by counties is the correct 
one, and will, at some time or other, be 
adopted over the whole province. To call 
such a measure a “ gerrymander ” is a gross 
misapplication of the term.

The proposition which calls for the most 
comment is that by which it is proposed 
that a petitioner who seeks to unseat a 
member-elect must come into court with 
clean hands. It is surprising that any men 
can be found to object to this — particularly 
surprising is it to find the most extravagant 
denunciation emanating from men, who 
have all along been assuring the country 
that, whoever else may have employed im­
proper agencies they at least were pure. 
The driven snow was pollution itself com­
pared to what these gentlemen claimed to 
be until it was proposed that they would 
lave to show their hands that the court 

might judge of their purity. Now they 
shout lustily “ Blair intends to kill the peti­
tion against himself.” Softly good friends. 
If you are half as immaculate as you have 
pretended you are, you ought to hail with 
delight the opportunity of establishing your 
spotlessness. It is a principle which will 
commend itself to every fair-minded man 
that where both parties in an election have 
violated the election law, the unsuccessful 
party ought, neither ought to be allowed to 
allege the infraction against the other, but 
should be compelled to abide the result of 
the election —- that the courts ought to be 
open only to those who have themselves 
not violated the law.

But, say the opposition, Mr. Blair ought 
not to introduce such a measure because he 
himself is petitioned against. Well, Mr. 
Blair is petitioned against. He was also 
elected by an immense majority — a major­
ity which it would be an insult to the 
county of York to say was obtained cor­
ruptly— and he is petitioned against on be­
half of a person who exhausted the re­
sources of bribery and corruption only to 
meet with humiliating defeat. He owes it 
to the constituency to compel the arch­
mischief maker, who devotes himself day 
and night to Scheming to weaken the in­
fluence of York in the province to come into 
court in his true colors. So far as Mr. Blair 
and his colleagues are concerned they need 
fear the result of no investigation, and 
might with perfect confidence again appeal 
to the people ; but they have a right, if they 
can, to put their accusers on trial.

So far as the effect of the proposed bill 
upon pending petitions goes there are peti­
tions against six government supporters 
and against twelve oppositionists, so that 
its so-called “white washing” effects are 
two to one in favor of the opposition.

In proposing this legislation the govern­
ment is only putting itself abreast of public 
opinion which discountenances election 
petitions by persons who themselves have 
violated the law, as is shown by the almost 
invariable return of the gentlemen who are 
unseated. ________________

A DISTINCTION AND A DIFFERENCE.

The Sun seeks to draw a parallel betwëen 
the action. of the federal government in 
regard to the Pacific scandal and that of 
Blair in regard to the accusation made 
against himself personally. To state the 
two cases is to show the distinction be­
tween them, a distinction which is a real 
difference. In the Pacific scandal case the 
accusation was against the whole govern­
ment; in the case now occupying the 
attention of the legislature Mr. Blair is 
singled out as the object of attack. It fol­
lowed as a matter of course that when the 
whole government were attacked the 
whole government should be put upon its 
defence ; and equally so that when Mr. 
Blair alone was charged the enquiry ought, 
in fairness, as it would in strict parlia­
mentary practice, be confined to matters 
relevant to himself. The correctness of 
the proposition is shown by the confession 
of the opposition speakers and their calu- 
minous organ that they can prove nothing 
against Mr. Blair personally, and that it 
was only by seeking to introduce extrane­
ous matter that they hoped to get a peg to 
hang their suspicions on.

RUSSIAN AFFAIRS.

A grave crisis is impending in Russia. 
During the nine year’s reign of the pres­
ent Czar things have been going steadily 
from bad to worse. The position of the 
autocrat of all the Russians has been and 
is a remarkable one. Though absolute 
ruler of millions of people, he is practi­
cally a prisoner. If he moves from one 
place to another decoy trains are sent out 
over the railways, trains made up exactly 
alike and no one knows until the last 
moment in which of them the Czar will 
be. Explosives are fo\ind in the palace 
gardens and even in his chamber, poison 
finds its way into its food. It is as 
though countless unseen swords, like 
that of Damocles, hung suspended over 
his head. That he finds himself unable 
to grapple with the true needs of his 
country, is not, under these circumstances, 
surprising ; that his mind is reported to 
be seriously impaired occasions no com­
ment. A great ruler might well shrink 
from the tremendous difficulties of his 
position, and, except physically, the Czar 
is not a great man. He is possessed of 
gigantic physical strength and this seems 
to be an index of his mind. He seems 
unable to conceive of other influences 
than brute force. Hence wholesale ban­
ishments, outrageous torture, numberless 
executions little short of judicial murders 
have marked his reign, and he is hated 
from one end of his vast dominions to 
another by every man with intelligence 
enough to understand what is transpiring 
around him. Hitherto the peasantry 
have been the embodiment of loyalty, but 
they are at last rising against their ter­
rible burdens. The students of the uni­
versities, having protested against some 
severe college regulations, their so doing 
is heated as a political offence, the 
universities are closed, the prisons 
are filled to overflowing with the so- 
called offenders—many being mere boys 
— and preparations are being made to 
send them by hundreds to Siberia. Things 
begin to look as though a crisis could no 
longer be defined. In what shape it will 
come no one pretends to foretell ; but all 
Europe is looking for a catastrophe.

Subjects Discussed In the Great News 

Centres.

Edmund Yates, in hie London letter to 
the Tribune, says the federal princes of 
the empire have no sort of belief in the 
brilliant capacity of Emperor William. 
They are disgusted and terrified at his 
recent vagaries. The Duke of Saxe-Coburg- 
Gotha and a dozen German royalties took 
advantage of his relationship to remon­
strate in strong terms with the emperor, 
and he was justified in so doing, as the 
trusted friend and often the confidential 
adviser of his majesty’s father and grand­
father, but his protests were of no avail. 
The duke was so indignant that he refused 
to stay in Berlin for a chapter of the Black 
Eagle, but went off to Coburg. The duke’s 
sentiments are most fully shared by the 
King of Saxony, the Prince Regent of 
Bavaria, and above all the Grand Duke of 
Baden. It is expected in diplomatic circles 
in Vienna that Count Kalnoky will be 
succeeded by Count von Wolkenstein, 
Austrian ambassador to Russia.

A HORRIBLE STORY

comes from Morocco. A large box was re­
cently brought from the interior to the 
port of Mazagan for shipment. When 
opened a ghastly sight was revealed in 
the box. Packed closely together were 
the bodies of sixteen young women, one 
man and a negress. All the victims had 
been decapitated, and their heads were 
missing. Their bodies were embalmed, 
and had evidently been in the condition 
in which they were found for a long time. 
The slaughter had been to all appearances 
the work of some pacha who visited ven­
geance on his harem for unfaithfulness.

Court circles are
ENJOYING A SCANDAL

in the little principality of Schwarzburg, 
Sondershausen. Prince Leopold, brother 
of the reigning sovereign, Prince Charles, 
has removed all his possessions from the 
palace, where he has been living for years, 
and taken lodgings at a hotel. Hitherto 
the two Princes who are both Prussian 
generals, respectively 68 and 58 years old, 
have been great chums, their intimacy 
even going so far as to include keeping a 
small harem on equal shares in the matter 
of expenses. Prince Charles, although 
married, is childless, and Prince Leopold, 
being a bachelor, recently decided, for 
state reasons, he had better marry. Two 
or three Sundays ago the two Princes 
talked matters over while at supper in the 
Casino Club, Sondershausen. Leopold 
demanded that in case of his marriage 
his allowance, $5 000 per annum, should 
be increased. The elder Prince did not 
take kindly to the proposition, and said 
if Leopold could not afford to support a 
Princess as his wife he should* try to 
marry a rich Jewess. This offended 
Prince Leopold, and he left the club ab­
ruptly and was on the way home to the 
castle when he was overtaken by Prince 
Charles, who sneeringly repeated his ad­
vice. Prince Leopold viciously turned on 
his brother and hit him in the face. A 
fistic battle ensued between the brothers. 
The sentries who were pacing the road to 
the castle did not dare interfere, but some 
officers arrived, who by shielding the 
reigning Prince with their bodies suc­
ceeded in lulling the storm. Everybody 
retired to bed and in the morning both 
Princes had black eyes and remained in­
visible. ______

The row in St. George’s Anglican church 
Ottawa has reached a climax. One third 
of the congregation and the rector, Rev. 
Owen Jones, whose ritualistic practices 
are criticized by the rest of his flock,"have 
resigned. Among those who resigned are 
Justice G Wynne of the supreme court, 
Major Walsh, Dr. Cousins and Dr. Powell.

A. E. Walder, newly married man, 
residing at East Sherbrooke, was instantly 
killed by the Quebec Central night train 
from Quebec, at Newington, just outside 
Sherbrook. He was walking on the track, 
and in some unaccountable manner did 
not notice the approach of the train. Hie 
head was completely severed from his 
body. There is a rumor that there was 
some kind of foul play.

The steamer Siberian, from Glasgow^for 
Boston, which arrived at Halifax on Thurs­
day reported : April 5th, latitude 45 north, 
longitude 41 50, passed an iceberg one mile 
long and only fifty feet high ; the berg was 
very flat and being so low looked like a 
table and was exceedingly dangerous to 
shipping at night. The Siberian has a 
number of valuable race horses to land at 
Boston.

A terrible drowning accident occurred 
near Croton, Ont., by which two yojlng 
ladies lost their lives. Miss Ettie Snajrey, 
aged 17, daughter of John Snarey, and 
Miss Très Huffman, aged 19, daughter of 
Melvin Huffman, were crossing the river in 
a small boat, accompanied by a young man 
named Charles Hart. The boat swamped. 
Hart was unable to save them owing to 
the swift current. The bodies have not 
yet been found.

The house of Moses Wilson, Salisbury, 
was destroyed by fire Tuesday night to­
gether with the house adjoining, owned 
by E. W. Elliott of this city and occupied 
by John Blakney, and an old shop owned 
by Mrs. Golden. How the fire originated 
is a mystery, as the Wilson house was not 
occupied. It was insured for about $800. 
Mr. Elliott has $250 in the Norwich Union. 
Mr. and Mrs. Blakney were away at the 
time, but the neighbors saved their prop­
erty.

About 7 o’clock Thursday the two-year- 
old son of Robert Carlin of St. James street 
St. John, was horribly scalded and may 
possibly die. The boy was sitting in his 
high chair and upset it, the little fellow 
felling on the floor. In felling he struck 
the tea pot on the stove and it fell on top 
of him, the hot tea running over hi» body 
and scalding him so badly as to cause the 
skin to peel. Dr Daniel was summoned 
and made the little sufferer as comfortable 
as possible. There is a fear inflammation 
may set in.

Stiles, it is alleged, found a ready 
backer in Deacon Vance for the reason 
that Dr. Whitman had been provided by 
the deacon with a boarding place at his 
sister-in law’s, Mrs. Ford, a widow, which 
place, it is alleged, he had to leave on the 
advice of parishioners, because it might 
cause talk,”

The Late Jamee Tlbblts.

Few men have been associated with the 
affairs of New Brunswick more closely than 
was the late James Tibbitts. whose death was 
referred to in The Herald. Bom in 1804 
Fredericton, he engaged in business in this 
city when a very young man. His energy 
and business tact soon brought him to the 
front, and after a few years he began to take 
an important part in lumber operations on 
the Upper St. John. His growing interests 
in that part of the country led him to make 
his home in Quebec, where for some years 
both alone and as a partner in the firm of 
Tibbitts, Petersgill & Co. he did one of the 
largest businesses ever carried on in that city. 
He built ships, managed steamers, acted as 
consignee of vessels inaugurated the ferry 
service at Quebec, had mills at Arthabasca, 
Quebec and Aroostook, N. B., and carried on 
extensive lumber operations at the same 
time. In those days, Aay from thirty-five to 
forty-five years ago, the name of James Tib­
bitts was known far and wide as that of 
one of our most enterprising business 
men. The province has had, in the celebrat­
ed lumber claim, a legacy of the extensive 
business carried on by him. In 1846, while 
a resident of Quebec, he determined to enter 
public life, and was a successful candidate 
for the Legislature in Carleton, which then 
included what is now Victoria and Mada- 
waska. He did not offer at the election of 
1850 but in 1854 he with Francia Rice was 
elected from Victoria. In 1856 he was again 
successful in Victoria, the present Judge 
Watters being his colleague, and on the house 
being dissolved these gentlemen were again 
returned in 1857. In 1861 he offered again 
for Victoria but was defeated. He was not 
a candidate in 1865, but having removed to 
the province was elected again in Victoria in 
1870 and again in 1871. In December 1873 
he was sworn in a member of the Executive 
Council without office, continuing in the 
position until the election of 1874 wheai he 
was defeated by W. B. Beveridge, Victoria 
county having in the meantime been dkifl- 
ed by the erection of the county of Matiia- 
waska. This was Mr. Tibbitts’ last political 
act. At this time and for some years previ­
ous he had been engaged in lumbering opera­
tions on Salmon River, Victoria, but the 
venture not proving a success he returned to 
Quebec and took up his residence on a farm 
on the outskirts of Levis, where he resided 
until his death.

Mr. Tibbitts had many of the elements 
which make up a popular man. He was 
generous, hospitable and of a Very cheerful 
disposition, greatly liked by all who knew 
him.

FOREIGN NEWS.
A Summary of the Pres» Telegrams From 

all Parts of the World.

An anti-lottery league has been formed 
in New Orleans for the purpose of pre­
venting, if possible, the extension of the 
charter of the Louisiana Lottery com­
pany.

A cyclone on Wednesday passed over 
Kalamazoo, Mich. In the northwest part 
of the city the roof of the Woodward 
Avenue school was raised. Sheds and 
chimneys were also blown over.

Marcus C. Steams, of Chicago, who on 
Saturday last, in a fit of depression caused 
by illness, fired four bullets into his own 
body, died Tuesday. He leaves property 
chiefly real estate, valued at between $3,- 
000,000 and $4,000,000.

It is stated that Emperor William has 
decided to create several ministers for the 
whole German Empire, who shall be re­
sponsible both to the Crown and to the 
Bundeerath. The Chancellor is to be presi­
dent of the new ministry.

A tremendous hail storm visited Kobertsj 
Ills., on Wednesday night and nearly all 
window glass on the west side of the houses 
was broken. Some of the slugs measured 
7 to 8 i inches in circumference and weigh­
ed' as high as seven ounces.

Frederick Kimball, 35 years old, teller 
of the People’s Savings Bank at Worcester, 
Mass., is missing, and with him are $43,500 
of the banks funds. The bank will lose 
$33,500, as the Fidelity and Casualty Com­
pany of New, York., is on his bond for 
$10,000.

It is stated that Emperor William will 
appoint a court of honor to deal with quar­
rels between officers in the army. The 
Emperor will only permit a duel to be 
fought for a blow or an insult to a lady 
relative or a fiancee, to whom the offender 
refuses to apologise.

Near West Point Louisville, Tuesday, a 
derrick used in repairing a trestie fell. A 
rope which held the derrick in place broke 
while a large beam was being lifted. 
Four men were precipitated from the 
trestle 125 feet into the gulch below. Two 
were instantly killed.

LAUNCHED.
The Great Opposition Boomerang 

—The Charges Against Mr. 
Blair Investigated—A 

Summary of the 
Testimony.

THE RESULT WILL BE A TRIUM­
PHANT OF THE

ATTORNEY GENERAL.

Shortly before the six o’clock adjournment 
on Tuesday Dr. Atkinson in his position in 
the Assembly gave notice of the following 
resolution :—

“ Resolved, That M. C. Atkinson, a mem­
ber of this house, having stated in his place 
that he is credibly informed and believes 
that he can establish, by satisfactory evid­
ence, that in anticipation of the general pro­
vincial elections held in January last, an 
agreement or arrangement was entered into 
by the Hon. Andrew G. Blair, attorney gen­
eral and leader of the government, and one 
James D. Leary and other persons interested 
in the making by, and procuring from, the 
government to said J. D. Leary a contract 
for the construction of docks and harbor im­
provements in the city of St. John, whereby 
the said J. D. Leary, by himself and his 
agents or such other persons, agreed to furn­
ish a large sum of money to assist and aid 
the said Andrew G. Blair and his colleagues 
in securing their elections and the election 
of some of his supporters, in consideration — 
that the provincial government would enter 
into and deliver to the said J. D. Leary, or 
in his name, a contract for the construction 
of certain dock and harbor improvements in 
the said city of St. John ; that the said Hon.- 
Andrew G. Blair, under the said arrange­
ment, did by himself and his agents, receive 
from the said J. D. Leary and his agents a 
large sum of money, to wit, several thous­
ands of dollars, to aid him and his support­
ers in the election at the said general election, 
on the understanding that the said J. D. 
Leary should receive the contract for said 
docks and works, and the contract between 
the government and the said J. D. Leary for 
said dock and works, dated the 17th day of 
January last, was delivered to said J. D. 
Leary’s agent or some one or other person 
aforesaid alleged as interested in said con­
tract, upon such payment being made and 
in consideration thereof and in connexion 
therewith. Therefore

“Resolved, That a committee of seven 
members be appointed to inquire as to the 
allegations and facts aforesaid, and all the 
circumstances connected with the matters 
in question, and into the negotiations and 
circumstances connected with the granting 
and delivery of said contract for docks and 
works to said J. D. Leary and his agents, 
with power to send for persons, papers and 
records and to examine withnesses under 
oath, agreeable to the provisions of the 
statute and act of assembly in such cases 
made and provided, and all other powers 
then thereunto enabling and with instruc­
tions to report in full the evidence taken be­
fore and all the proceedings of said com­
mittee."

The attorney general at once rose, denied 
the charge, and said that for his part he 
waived all notice and would ask the house 
to allow the motion to be put at once instead 
of having it stand over until Friday, when 
it could only have been reached according 
to the rules of the house. A short discussion 
arose and in the course of it the speaker ask­
ed Dr. Atkinson what the words "his col­
leagues” in the resolution meant. The doc­
tor hesitated a little and finally said that it 
meant Mr. Blair’s colleagues in the county 
of York. The house then took recess. On 
re-assembling the attorney general asked 
the opposition to accept in lieu of Dr. Atkin­
son’s resolution the following :

“Strike out all after the word therewith 
at the end of the recital of the charge and in­
sert the following —

“And whereas, The said Andrew G. Blair 
is desirous that the said committee be ap­
pointed without delay, and the inquiry into 
the said charge proceeded with immediately; 
therefore

“Resolved, That a committee consisting of 
five members of this house be appointed to 
inquire into the said charges against the said 
Andrew G. Blair and into all the facts and 
circumstances connected with the matter of 
the said charge, with power to send for per. 
sons, papers and records and to examine 
witnesses under oath, agreeably to the pro­
visions of the statute and act of assembly in 
such case made and provided, and all other 
powers thereunto enabling and with instruc­
tions to report in full the evidence taken be­
fore the committee and their opinion there­
upon and all the proceedings of said com­
mittee."

A very exciting debate ensued in the course 
of which Mr. Blair made a most telling 
speech, protesting against the lack of fair 
play in the treatment which the opposition 
were extending to him and asserting his 
readiness to meet any case which they could 
make out. The opposition declined to ac­
cept the suggested amendment whereupon 
Dr. Atkinson moved his resolution seconded 
by Mr. Turner. The solicitor general there 
upon moved amendment the resolution of­
fered by Mr. Blair. There was a round of 
speeches. The opposition members profess­
ed to see in the amendment an attempt to 
prevent an inquiry, Messrs. Hanington. 
Stockton, Phinney and Atkinson speaking 
to the subject with great vehemence. They 
were replied to by the solicitor general, the 
provincial secretary and the attorney gen­
eral. The burden of the complaint made by 
the opposition against the proposed amend­
ment was that it restricted the enquiry to a 
charge against Mr. Blair and excluded a gen - 
eral enquiry into the conduct of other mem­
bers of the government ; to which the con­
clusive reply was made that the only charge 
made was ône against Mr. iÿlair, and it, was 
neither fair nor according to parliamentary 
practice to try charges against members with­
out formally preferring them. “Formulate 
your charges," said Mr. Blair, “and take your 
committee, but I decline to be put upon ray 
trial and allow you to sit in judgment at the 
same time upon other matters." On a vote 
being taken the amendment was carried by 
a large majority. The speaker then stated 
he would appoint the committee the follow­
ing morning. On Wednesday morning he 
named the committee as follows: Hon. 
Mr. Mitchell, Messrs. Wilson, Phinney, 
Hetherington and Atkinson. The com­
mittee met for organization on Thursday. 
Mr. AVilson was named chairman, Mr. 
Richards, secretary, and Mr. Frye, reporter. 
It was decided that no person not being a 
member of the house should appear as 
counsel, whereupon Mr. Hanington was 
named by Dr. Atkinson to act on his behalf. 
Subpoenas were issued for John Kelly and 
George Murphy, of St. John ; Jeremiah 
H. Barry, George I. Gunter and Willard 
Berry of this city. Mr. Mitchell wanted the 
enquiry to go on at once, but yielded to the 
urgent request of Mr. Phinney, and agreed 
to an adjournment until Friday morning. 
On Friday

The Examination of Witnesses
began, George I. Gunter being called. The 
Herald will publish the evidence in full 
when it has been received from the official 
reporter. At present a short summary only 
will be attempted. Mr. Gunter said that 
some time ago Mr. Kelly, of St. John, gave 
him a parcel to put in his safe, and after­
wards asked to be shown Messrs. Blair & 
Barry’s office. He showed the office to Mr. 
Kelly, but did not know if he went to it. 
The next day he went away and on his re­
turn his clerk told him that Mr. Kelly had 
called and got the parcel.

The committee at this stage was called 
into the house, when a discussion arose as 
to whether the investigation should con­
tinue during the sittings of the house or

only sit when the house was not in session. 
This brought up a long debate ; the oppo­
sition claiming that they wanted to call 
their witnesses in a certain order, and the 
government claiming that though they 
might call the witnesses in any order they 
chose, the investigation ought not to be de­
layed. Mr. Blair spoke briefly during the 
debate, but in a manner which produce a 
profound effect on the house. He referred 
to the charges made against them, spoke of 
his conscious innocence, said he had no 
fear of investigation, but did not fear delay 
as he had no wish that his name should be 
besmirched from one end of the Dominion 
to the other. The charge had gone out to 
the country and he wanted the evidence to 
follow it as quickly as possible. The oppo­
sition members, that is the more violent of 
them were clearly ill-at-ease under Mr. 
Blair’s

Eloquent Protest,
and the faces of the more moderate members 
of the party showed signs of sympathy with 
him. The opposition clamored for delay, 
but finally it was decided on a divisiew 
that the house should adjourn until five 
o’clock in order that the committee might 
meet. On the committee resuming its ses­
sion Mr. Gunter’s examination was re­
sumed, but nothing new was elicited.

Willard Berry, clerk of George Gunter, 
was called but his evidence was immeterial.

George Murphy,
George Murphy, sworn, said : I am one 

of the firm of Kelly & Murphy, St. John. 
Kelly was and is one of the aldermen of St. 
John. We are carriage makers. We have 
done some business for George Gunter, Fred­
ericton. I was.in Fredericton the week be­
fore election, on 16th January. I got hereon 
the evening train. I Went immediately to a 
hotel. I don’t remember where I went to 
from there. I am not sure whether I went 
to Gunter’s or not. I had a parcel with me ; 
brought it in my hand. I had it in my 
pocket ; it was seven inches long, five high 
and four broad. There was $1,500 in it. 
There was just the one width of notes. I 
counted part of it—counted it in Blair & 
Barry’s office. Mr. Barry is Mr. Blair’s part­
ner. I was told to leave it with Mr. Barry. 
Mr. Kelly told me to do so. I took a receipt 
for it. Gave the receipt to Kelly. I did not 
know that it was to be used for election pur­
poses. I left it there some time after dinner 
on Friday 17th. I took it to, Gunter’s the 
evening before. I was at Barry’s office the 
evening before. Mr. Gunter showed me the 
the office. I did not inquire whether Mr. 
Blair was in town or not. I did not know 
what the money was for. I was to deliver it 
when I had word to deliver it. The word 
was to come from Mr. Kelly in St. John.

An altercation here took place between 
Mr. Hanington and the solicitor general, the 
latter accusing Mr. Hanington of saying that 
he could prove that Mr. Blair was directly 
interested in the matter. He considered it 
very objectionable that the learned counsel 
should make such statements. He could 
say that he had been' informed by Mr. Blair 
that he was not in any way, directly or in­
directly, connected with the matter, and 
knew nothing about it in any way. If any 
election funds had been contributed by any 
one in St. John the attorney general knew 
nothing about it.

The examination then continued. Wit­
ness said : I was in Barry’s about half an 
hour and then went to a hotel. I think I 
met Mr. Barry there. I saw him about five 
minutes. I saw Mr. Barry next day ; saw 
Gunter next day. I did not know whether 
or not Gunter was working for the govern­
ment ticket. I told him I was to keep 
charge of money until I heard from St. 
John. I did not deliver the money until I 
heard from St. John—heard by telephone 
and telegraph both. I knew that Mr. Kelly 
was anxious to have the Leary dock built in 
St. John, and that Leary should set the con­
tract. (Conversation between Kelly and 
Murphy on the Leary dock ruled out). The 
money was not counted in St. John in my 
presenee. I got it in our office from Kelly. 
They were out of British Bank and Bank of 
New Brunswick. They were five dollar 
bills. I have seen Mr. Leary. He was at 
our place of business enoe or twice. He 
and several gentlemen were there. Mr 
Pugsley was among them.

Question—You paid it over after you 
were told to do so from St. John 7 Ans.— 
Yes.

Q.—Who did you pay it over to? A.— 
To Mr. Barry.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley — Had you any instruc­
tions to see Mr. Blair ? Witness—No.

Mr. Phinney — You had instructions to 
bring this money from St. John. Witness- 
Yes.

Mr, Phinney — Do you know of your own 
knowledge where the money came from !

Witness — It came from the British Bank 
and was drawn from our own account.

Mr. Phinney — Do you know for what 
purpose you brought the money here ?

Witness — I did not ask the question as to 
what purpose the money was sent by me.

Mr. Phinney — The money was never re­
turned to you? Witness — No.

Dr. Atkinson — If this money was drawn 
on your account and Mr. Kelly’s, would you 
not be responsible for half of it? Witness — 
Yes.

Mr. Hanington — Will you swear that you 
didn’t know that that money was for the 
York Co. election ? Witness — It might have 
been. I don't know. Mr. Kelly told me to 
deliver the money and that is all I know 
about it.

Mr. Hanington—Didn’t you believe that 
money was to go for, election purposes in 
York? Witness—I didn’t believe 'anything 
about it. My partner gave me the money 
and told me to deliver it in Fredericton.

Mr. Hanington—Didn’t Kelly tell you 
^when you got back to St. John that Leary 
had the contract? Witness—No, Mr. Kelly 
didn’t say anything at all to me about it.

Mr. Hanington—Don’t you know the con­
tract was signed the very day you paid the 
money to Mr. Barry? Witness —I don’t 
know anything of the kind.

At 11.20 o’clock the committee adjourned 
till 9 o’clock to-morrow morning.

Saturday Morning.
The following is a brief summary of Mr. 

Barry's evidence :
J. H. Barry of the firm of Blair & Barry, 

was the next witness called, being sworn 
said : I took an active part in late campaign, 
could not say f was treasurer of committee, 
as there was no regular executive committee. 
Am acquainted with Mr. Murphy who gave 
evidence last night. He gave me $1,500 on 
the 17 of January .last. I do not know where 
he got it, I understood that friends of the 
government in St. John had subscribed some­
thing towards the election fund here and 
that a messenger would bring it up. He paid 
it over to me in my office. I do not know 
how much or whether any of it was used to 
buy votes at the polls. I paid out printing 
and horse hire and other election bills which 
might have taken it all. Had other election 
funds and did not keep this separate from 
them. I had no conversation with him about 
Leary Dock or he with me. I had no conver­
sation with attorney general about Leary 
Dock. I did not see nor hear of any such 
contract being in our office. Mr. Blair was 
away most of the time. I had no conversa­
tion with Mr. Wilson about money matters. 
Mr. Murphy did not tell me that he could 
not pay me over the money until he lied 
heard from St. John.

John Kelly was sworn and said : I reside 
in St. John. Was a member of the firm of 
Kelly & Murphy. He was an alderman, and 
supported the government in the last elec­
tion. Was anxious that dry dock should be 
built in St.John if satisfactory arrangements 
could be made. He was not anxious that 
they should get the dock unless he made 
satisfactory arrangements with the council. 
Leary’s plan was anxious to get a subsidy 
from local and Dominion governments. 
Leary had informed him that the $2500 sub­
sidy was not enough. He had been 
on a delegation that 'came from St. 
John to urge the government to 
increase the subsidy. He was told 
sometime after that, that the contract would 
be given to Leary. He was not told so by 
Mr. Blair. He never made any conversation 
or contract or agreement with Leary that he 
did not make in public and was not afraid to 
hav e this matter frilly investigated. He was

not afraid of the results. The only infor­
mation he got about the contract being given 
to Leary be got in and above board way from 
members of the government living in St, 
John and not from' Mr. Blair., \

In regard to the $1500 he said it was 
paid by his firm out of their own ftinds to 
be repaid by a collection among the gov­
ernment friends in St. John, and that his 
telegram to Mr. Murphy to pay the money 
was sent because he had been recouped by 
subscriptions from several parties, but Mr. 
Leary did not contribute any part of it.

Mr. Kelly’sexamination is being continued 
as we go to press.

Death of Judge Botsford.
On Saturday night Judge Botsford Tell out 

of a second story window in Stevens' Block, 
Moncton, occupied by the Moncton club. 
The judge and several others had been in 
the building during the alteinoon, and about 
six o’clock he left the room in which they 
were, saying he was going home. What fol­
lowed is thus described by an eye witness on 
the street. He says that he was going up 
Main street in search of the Qeeen hotel, and 
was looking up at the window and saw the 
judge putting on his overcoat in the front 
room, at the same time edging towards the 
window. When the judge reached the 
window he only had one sleeve of his 
coat on and appeared to stagger as in a faint 
and crashed through the glass,

FALLING TO THE GROUND,

a distance of fifteen feet, turning a complete 
somersault on the way down and alighting 
on his back. The sound, when the body 
struck the sidewalk, was very loud and he 
uttered a groan and became unconscious. 
A crowd soon collected, and it was thought, 
at first the judge was dead, but after being 
taken to Dr. McCully’s office he • showed 
signs "of life. A hasty examination was 
made by Doctor’s Ross and Bourque and it 
was discovered that no bones were broken. 
He was then taken on a stretcher to his resi­
dence, Church street. During this time he 
had not regained consciousness, but groaned 
heavily and asked to have his head raised 
higher, on being laid down in his room. 
Thé doctors then took off his clothes and, all 
of a sudden,

HE CEASED BREATHING.

and it was thought he had expired, but "the 
pulse soon commenced beating again and he 
was put to bed. An examination was after­
wards held by the above named doctors and 
Dr. A. H. Chandler, and it was found that 
no bones were broken nor bruises visible- 
He had, however, recived internal injuries. 
About 11 o’clock at night he regained con­
sciousness, but could not say how the acci­
dent occurred. He continued to steadily 
grow worse until morning, at 11.45, when he 
expired. The internal injuries consisted of 
paralysis of the bowels, heart and spine.

Judge Botsford was 77 years old and 
weighed over 200 pounds. The cause of his 
felling is attributed to a fainting spell, the 
deceased having been subject to them lately.

A NEW ROBINSON CRUSOE.
Beautiful Story About a Shipwrecked 

Sailor on a New Found Island.

News received from San Jose, the capital 
of Costa Rica, says that in a recent return 
cruise from the coast of Patagonia to the 
port of Santa Cruz, the Argentine revenue 
cutter San Juan sighted and came to anchor 
off an island hitherto unknown, fifty miles 
from shore, three miles long by one mile 
wide, averaging probably thirty feet above 
high tide, with a rocky, almost perpendic­
ular coast line, extremely tedious of ascent. 
In the interior, however, it was found to 
be well wooded, and the Captain of the 
cutter reports having encountered in his 
rambles many species of wild animals and 
thousands of birds. A number of clear, 
sparkling fresh-wateç springs were seen. 
Besides one of these a human footprint was 
discovered. A search of the vicinity led 
to the finding of a man asleep upon the 
ground, close by the beach. He was per­
fectly devoid of clothing but a snow-white 
beard and hair reached nearly to his knees. 
When first awakened he attempted to ex­
cape and acted like a wild man, but, being 
captured soon recovered his speech.

He was a native of Spain, 48 years old 
and gave his name as Mariano Rodriguez. 
He said he had shipped from Montevideo 
in 1880 in an American schooner from 
New York, bound around the Horn. A 
violent storm had cast the vessel upon the 
rocks, and he alone of all the crew had 
succeeded in gaining shore in safety. No 
other ship had been sighted since the day 
he landed until the San Juan come. He 
had lived on raw shellfish and birds eggs, 
which were obtainable in abundance; but 
his sufferings from exposure to the weather 
at times variable and bitter cold, had been 
terrible and almost unbearable.

The island has been named “ Isle de 
Rodriguez,” after this new Robinson 
Crusoe. Rodriguez was sent back to Spain 
a few days ago at the expense of the Gov­
ernment of Costa Rica. Congress will be 
asked at its coming session to vote a gold 
medal to the Captain of the San Juan for 
having discovered the island and rescued 
its solitary shipwrecked occupant.

THE WAR ON LIQUOR.
The women of Missouri are again com­

mencing the anti-drink crusade. The 
movement was re-commenced by one of 
the women attacking saloons single-hand­
ed with an axe, after which the ladies of 
the town served notice on the saloon­
keepers to close or be closed by them. 
The saloon-keepers, in return, swore out 
warrants for the women on the charge 
of conspiracy, but if with the intention of 
frightening them it had but little effect, 
for this morning, Mrs. Jennie Foster, Mrs. 
G. W. Williams, Mrs. Howard Jerrold, 
Mrs. William Adgers and Mrs. Finlay met 
at the Presbyterian church during prayer 
meeting with an axe hidden under their 
heavy shawls. When they left the church 
they were joined by a dozen other women 
similarly armed, some even carrying rifles, 
and marched down the road to Delossus, 
singing temperance hyms. Half a mile 
from this place they met August Tomson 
driving a waggon-load of beer. On their 
rather threatening invitation he dismount­
ed, aided them in unloading the kegs and 
and was a witness to their work of de­
struction and the manner in which the 
crusaders, unaccustomed to the character­
istics of the beverage, bedraggled them­
selves as it spurted up through the newly 
made bungholes. Mrs. Foster now assumed 
command and drove her troops in the 
beerwaggon to the Delossus railway station, 
where twenty-six kegs and twenty-five 
cases of beer were destroyed. The saloon 
men are highly excited about the matter 
and are arming themselves for the purpose 
of taking the law into their own hands 
should the women try to carry out their 
threats to destroy all the beer in Farming- 
ton. _______________

A TRAVELLING PULPIT.
A curious colonial relic, known as the 

“open-and-shut” pulpit, was sold by auction 
at Danielsonville, Conn., last week. One 
report of the sale says of the relic :—“It 
had been in the Read family for 160 years, 
and was the property of Rev. Amos Read, 
the first Baptist minister in the state. Mr. 
Read had to travel great distances in order 
to ‘spread the gospel,’ and had this pulpit 
made to take with him. It opens and 
shuts with hinges like a chest whose lid 
is very much larger than the box part. 
When the pulpit is shut up it is seemingty 
a fair sized box ; opened, the solid lid 
stands straight before the preacher, a 
pulpit standard, on which the minister 
lays his Bible and hymn book, and behind 
which he discourses, standing on the other 
part of the box. Rev. Amos Read, when 
he set forth, to preach in distant parts, just 
strapped up hie pulpit, balanced it on his 
horse’s back, and trotted forth, carrying 
church as well as gospel along with him.

AFRICAN AMAZONS.
Dahomey is again at war with an Euro­

pean power, and some of the famous amaz­
ons or female soldiers of the king have 
been killed in a battle with France’s Sen- 
galese troops. The king’s regular army is 
a permanentestablishment, all the soldiers 
being enrolled for life or until incapacita­
ted for further service. For special needs 
the regulars are reinforced by large auxil 
iary bodies, but these irregular troops are 
disbanded as soon as the particular occas­
ion that made them useful has passed.

The amazons belong to the regular army, 
and they are recruited in a remarkable 
manner. If a woman in Dahomey is 
found to be unfaithful to her husband she 
is at once sent to military headquarters 
and enrolled among the amazons. If she 
has an acrid temper or fails to bear children, 
or if her husband wants to get rid of her, 
he honors himself by presenting her to the 
king, who, if she has the requisite physical 
qualifications, turns her over to his army 
officers to be drilled as an amazon.

The amazons accompany the king on all 
his expeditions, but they do not usually 
play a very active role. They guard the 
baggage and the camp, but are not often 
taken into action if it can be avoided. The 
garrison of Abomey, the king’s capital, is 
composed almost exclusively of amazons. 
A recent visitor to the capital says there 
were only thirty male soldiers in the gar­
rison. The amazons are also trained to 
fill the peaceful role of ballet girls. One 
of the big sights of Dahomey is to see the 
amazons on gala days frantically brandish­
ing their weapons, uttering their war cries 
and going through their dances before the 
king. _______________

GLADSTONE’S HALE OLD AGE.

Nothing could be more charming than 
the relationship all round of the Gladstone 
family. The term “ happy family ” is 
thoroughly realized. A friend of mine, a 
rather distinguished sanitary engineer, has 
frequent occasion to visit Hawarden, and 
is therefore brought into personal contact 
with the Gladstones, young and old. He 
(my friend, I mean) speaks in glowing 
terms of the Grand Old Man. As for his 
physique it amazed him. u He could walk 
me off my legs and he is very nearly twice 
my age. ” My friend was sent for to cure 
the draining defects of Hawarden Castle, 
and it was a long and tedious operation, 
for the system was radically wrong, and 
when that was reformed the problem of 
disposing of the sewage had to be taken in 
hand and practically solved. This latter 
business involved many consultations with 
the Gladstones, and in all of them the sani­
tary doctor found that he had at least one 
marvellous man to deal with. He appeared 
to have a knowledge of everything.

RAINING ASHES FROM THE SKY.
An American has arrived in this city 

from Guanajuata, where he was during a 
rain of ashes that fell in the city. The 
peculiar phenomenon, according to a state­
ment made to a reporter, began at about 
10:30 o’clock in the morning, when ashes 
started to fall from a coudless sky, and 
when there was no wind prevailing near 
the earth. The lower classes were badly 
frightened, thinking that the strange 
phenomenon was the precursor of some 
dire event. The churches were sought by 
them, where they offered up prayers to 
the Creator to save them from destruction.

At times the fell of the gray material 
from the sky was very thick, resembling 
materially a snowstorm. The buildings, 
streets, trees and people were covered with 
ashes at the conclusion of the peculiar 
storm. The ash storm was Very general 
in the state of Guanajuata. It is the gen­
eral opinion that the ashes were wafted 
by a northeasterly current of air across 
hundreds of miles of country from the 
active crater of the Columa volcano.—Two 
Republics.

BLACK HOSIERY IN DEMAND.
Every once in a while some prophet of 

evil will arise and announce that black 
stockings must go. It’s all absolute rub­
bish. Women will not give up the hosiery 
that makes the feet look small. The black 
silk Stockings are not going, but growing. 
They are having their apotheosis. I was 
shown some the other day which have 
left the stocking age behind and have be­
come full fledged tights. Yes, the swell 
girls wear now with their riding habits 
and tailor-made frocks nothing less (or 
more) then black silk tights, which cover 
feet and limbs to the hips and are there 
joined to a yoke of flesh-tinted silk. ISome 
very beautiful black hose were also shewn 
with stripes of various colors running hor­
izontally up the back and sides, leaving an 
inch or two of the plain black on the front 
of the stocking. This is a much prettier 
effect than where the stripes are in front, 
and is much newer.

TERROR IN ST. PETERSBURG.
London, April 4.—It is impossible to 

ascertain the exact state of affairs in St. 
Petersburg. The censorship, applied 
with more than usual rigor, stifles authen­
tic information. All kinds of wild rumors 
prevail in consequence and cause alarm 
here. It is evident danger again hangs 
over the house of the Romanoffs.

The latest conspiracy against the Czar, 
revealed by the letter of the dying naval 
officer who committed suicide, is thought 
to have led to the Czar’s illness, which 
has disquieted every market in Europe.

This letter, it is said, disclosed the fact 
that the plot was not directed against the 
life of the Czar alone, but threatened the 
lives of his daughter, the Princess Zenie ; 
his uncle, the Grand Duke Constantine, 
and Elizabeth, the wife of the Grand 
Duke.

In view of these disclosures it is not 
surprising that a reign of terror prevails in 
the Russian capital.

THE TRIPLE ALLIANCE.
French and Russian politicians try hard 

to persuade themselves that with Bis­
marck’s retirement the Triple Alliance has 
fallen to pieces. If their assertions could 
create facts, then Undoubtedly this would 
be the case, but, for the present, at least, 
the Triple Alliance is rather stronger than 
ever. Bismarck was far more pro-Russian 
than the Kaiser is, and far more anxious 
to preserve the Czar’s good will, even at 
the cost of pocketing affronts and submit­
ting to injustices. William will do neither 
and, moreover, he is bound by his great 
personal friendships with the Emperor of 
Austria and the King of It^ly, while he 
and the Czar are not at all well affected 
toward each other

JOAN OF ARC.
M. Lesigne has given a new turn to the 

modem Jeanne d’Arc cult in France by 
issuing a learned book studying the whole 
subject dispassionately by the light of all 
the available historical documents, includ­
ing many hitherto unknown. He seems 
to make it tolerably clear that so fer from 
being burned, she was happily married, 
and lived to old age. It was only after­
wards that the legend about her was built 
up to fit the fabulous prediction of Merlin. 
This fetal blow at the aureoled figure over 
which Republicans and Clericals are fight­
ing for possession is resented by both 
parties, and papers of all shades deplore 
the attempt to weaken faith in the pat­
riotic and inspired maid.
