FARM AND FIRESIDE.
Timely Hints Useful to the Farmer and 

His Household.

The stalk of corn that grows the tallest 
and appears the most conspirions, nearly 
always bears a blasted ear.

Oats are too light to be made a main 
part of the feed of hens. The fowls will 
not eat them at the same time with other 
grain. Young chicks grow on a diet of 
oat meal sifted so as to remove most of the 
hulls, and then mixed till nearly solid 
and dry with sour curd cheese.

In a week or two after farrowing, the 
sow will develop an enormous appetite, 
and she should have all she can eat, but 
not food of a fattening character. Skim 
milk and fine wheat middlings make the 
best combination. This furnishes mater­
ial for making a large amount of milk ; 
though it may not be the richest it will 
keep the pigs thrifty. If the pigs do not 
get enough it is better to feed sparsely, 
than to give richer food to the sow, which 
will be likely to fatten her. On the right 
kind of diet a young sow will make a con­
siderable growth of frame while she is 
rearing her pigs. If she does not it is 
evidence that she is not given enough 
food or of the right quality.

A New Zealand farmer tried sowing 
brimstone on a patch of Canada thistles, 
and he reports that it completely destroy­
ed them. He sowed it thickly enough to 
destroy all vegetable life for two years, 
but after that the soil was as productive 
as ever and he had rid the land of thistles. 
There are other much less expensive ways 
to destroy Canada thistles than this. Let­
ting them get into blossom and then 
plowing them under deeply, so as to cover 
the-growth of tops, with little breaking of 
the roots, will destroy them. If any ap­
pear from roots that are not attached to 
the stalks, cultivation during the summer 
so that none are allowed above the surface, 
will make a finish of them.

In times of great scarcity of potatoes it 
is possible to get good crops by removing 
the outside skin, cutting pretty deeply 
where the growing germs are set, and 
planting these, while using the middle of 
the potato as food. But it needs rich soil 
and well-prepared seed bed to do this. 
The substance of the potato in connection 
with the germ furnishes the first susten­
ance for the young plant until its roots 
get hold of the soil. It is diffiult to get 
the right kind of plant food for the potato 
set where it can be used so easily as in the 
setting itself. Economy of seed should 
only extend to care not to plant too many 
eyes or buds in a hill. The larger the 
piece of potato attached to each of these 
the better it will grow.

A, STUDY IN CHURNING.

We hear so much of late in regard to 
the great loss caused by the imperfect 
separation of cream from the milk, as re­
vealed by means of the Badccck test, that 
we forget the loss which the same unerr­
ing detective points out to us in the but­
termilk. By referring to the report of 
tht travelling dairies we find that the 
average of butterfat in the samples of but­
termilk which were brought in to be test­
ed by farmers was over one per. cent., 
while individual samples went even high­
er. Nor is it the private dairyman alone 
who is losing money in this way, for by 
examining the buttermilk at creameries 
and large dairies, the same tale is told, 
though in a less marked degree.

During the past year Prof. Wallace, of 
the Iowa Exeperimental Station, has been 
devoting special attention to this loss of 
fat in buttermilk, with a view to ascer­
taining the cause and finding out whether 
this loss can be avoided, and if so, the 
conditions necessary to secure the best re­
sults. He states that during the past sum­
mer a large numder of samples of butter­
milk from both creameries and private 
dairies were tested. In only one sample 
was the amount of fat found to be as low 
as two-tenths of one per cent., and one 
sample tested as high as seven and two- 
tenths per cent. The loss by farmers and 
in private dairies was found to be much 
larger than that from the creameries, but 
still it was found as high as two and a 
half per cent, in some factories. From 
careful investigation it was estimated that 
a factory which recieved 10,000 lbs of 
milk, or its equivalent in cream, would 
lese between $5 and $6 per day, while 
some of the large factories daring the 
greatest flow of milk would lose from 
$15 to $30 daily from suffering the fat to 
pass off in the skim milk and buttermilk. 
From previous experiment it was thought 
that the degree of ripeness of the cream 
has a decided relation to the proportions 
of butterfat lost in the buttermilk. To 
decide this point, and at the same time to 
prove the practihility of a chemical test 
for the right degree of acidity, Prof. Wal­
lace had recourse to “ titration,” a method 
used in chemistry to tell the strength of 
acids by means of a standard alkali solu­
tion. His work in this direction showed 
that the degree of acidity had a very 
marked effect on the complete separation 
of the butter globules ; that the range 
of this correct degree was very slight, or 
that both insufficient ripening and ovor- 
ripening had the same efllct of increasing 
the per cent, of butter in the buttermilk.

Prof. Wallace closes with the follow­
ing summary:—“ While this report covers 
a great many churnings, and represents 
much work, we shall continue investiga­
tions in this line during the coming year, 
until we secure results which are fairly 
derisive. The results of our work so far 
seems to indicate that the acidity of the 
cream hears a decided relation to the loss 
of fat in churning, and a test of this kind 
for acidity cannot be but of consierable 
help to the butter-maker, even though he 
has had years of experience.”

TUBERCULOSIS.

Tuberculosis, at the present time, is re­
ceiving a great deal of public attention, 
not only on this continent, hut in Europe. 
Science has thrown new light on this 
hitherto little understood disease, and it 
is now enjoying what might be termed a 
“ boom.” The newspapers publish, under 
flaring headlines, all kinds of misleading 
statements, generally mixing up tubercul­
osis and pleuro-pneumonia. “ Expert evi­
dence,” is not wanting of the most blood­
curdling nature as to the imminent danger 
to human life in partaking of the milk or 
meat of an animal however slightly affect­
ed ; others, again, taking the opposite ex­
treme, claim that tuberculosis is no more 
prevalent nor the death rate from con­
sumption in the human subject no higher 
than in past years.

While “ doctors disagree ” as to the ex­
tent to which the human subject is liable 
to contract the disease, one thing appears 
clearly demonstrated : That the tuber­
culin test is an almost infallible diagnostic 
of bovine tuberculosis ; something over 
80 per cent, of cases, showing the reaction 
Irom the test, prove to have tubercules ip

some organ of the body. The rise in tem­
perature, however, is just as marked if 
only a bronchial gland is affected as if 
both lungs and all the intestines were far 
gone with the disease, although its extent 
or location cannot well be located till after 
death.

One thing more that seems not vc j 
clear as yet is that in most cases where 
the disease has affected whole herds, it 
has been among pure-bred cattle, kept 
under what has been considered most 
favorable conditions, as to care, warmth 
and ventilation.

Now, while science is settling these 
problems, every cattle breeder should look 
well to his own herd, and, if he has any 
suspicious cases, it would be well to have 
the tuberculin test applied, and do all 
possible to stamp out this dreaded plague.

Veterinary surgeons should provide 
themselves with the lymph and acquaint 
themselves with the method of applicat­
ion.

The city and town population are wak­
ening up to the seriousness of the situat­
ion, and demanding protection in their 
milk supply, and rightly so. Corporations 
should insist upon the inspection and Judge Steadman from recounting the 
purification of all dairies supplying mttfc "’TOttSSpind declaring who had been duly
to consumers within their limits ; but if 
animals belonging to private individuals 
are to be killed for the public weal, the 
public should be willing, in some way, to 
compensate the individual loser.

HOEING.

The planting for this season now sub­
stantially over, next in order is the hoe­
ing. On lands where the preparation has 
been thorough and complete, this need be 
but a comparatively easy task, provided 
always that the work is properly handled. 
There are certain rules, now well defined, 
that modern practice has established, that 
it may be well to observe in carrying on 
this work.

1. Hoe before the weeds appear, (weath­
er permitting). It is then easier to do the 
work, while it is even more destructive to 
the weeds than delayed to a later period.

The broadcast weeders now provided 
enable one to hoe early as well as 
often on most on most lands, and at the 
same time at small cost. But in order to 
be effective, the work must he done in 
time.

2. All hoeing should be shallow. Re­
member we hoe to kill weeds. To effect­
ively accomplish this, stirring the surface 
is all that is wanted, and therefore all 
that is called for. Plants soon send their

'«loots well out into the soil, when all deep 
stirring, works injury by disturbing and 
cutting the roots and checking the growth 
of the plants. Early, often and shallow 
is the kind of hoeing we want.

3. Continue the hoeing as far along in 
the season as practicable. That is, hoe as 
long as necessary, or till the weeds are de­
stroyed. No rule as to the number of 
times to go over the fields with this oper­
ation can be set down.

4. Destroy the weeds. No farmer can 
afford to grow weeds. The destruction 
must be complete and no compromise, let 
the cost be what it may. Weather favor­
ing, it is not an expensive job.

5. The tools should he adopted to con­
ditions. The Breed’s weeder or the fine 
tooth harrow will easily keep down all 
surface growing weeds till the growing 
crops get too large to be run over in that 
way. Witch-grass lands call for more 
heroic treatment and must be worked 
slightly deeper, and with implements that 
take hold stronger than those which 
merely scarify the surface. For this there 
is nothing better than the Planet Junior 
cultivator with its chagneable teeth, suited 
to the condition of the soil and the special 
work called for. No one style of imple­
ment is adapted to all kinds of hoeing. 
Select the kind of weeder or cultivator 
suited to the case in hand. The horses 
must do most of the work.

HOUSEKEEPING HINTS.

Salt dissolved in alcohol will take out 
greese spots.

Moths dislike newspapers as much as 
prepared tar paper.

Court plaster should never be applied 
to a bruised wound.

Banauna peel will clean tan shoes as 
well as regular dressing.

If a screw is soaped before it is put into 
wood it is much easier to put in.

Wood ashes very finely sifted are good 
for scouring knives and tinware.

To clean a sewing machine of oil and 
dirt go over it with a rag wet with coal'oil.

A teaspoonful of powdered borax added 
to cold starch will tend to give the linen 
extra stiffness.

Rain water and white castile soap in a 
lukewarm suds are the best mixture in 
which to wash embroideries.

Articles of old furniture are sometimes 
made to appear new by washing them 
with lime water and then applying a coat 
of oil.

Gum arabic and gum tragacanth in 
equal parts, dissolved in hot water, make 
the best and most convenient mucilage to 
keep in the house.

When lamps are not used for a week or 
more the oil should be poured out, or the 
stale oil will cause an unpleasant smell 
when next lighted.

HAMTOWN.

May. 30.—Owing to the excellent weather 
for farming lately, the farmers are nearly 
through farming for this year.

A bear or two has been seen in the neigh­
borhood this spring, and one of our farmers 
having a trap and plenty of bait, having 
lost a cow, concluded to set the trap in 
what proved to be a good place ; for on his 
third or fourtli visit to the trap he was re­
warded by finding a small bear.

Mrs. James Bird died at her home, Bird- 
ton, after a short illness, and the funeral 
wes one of the largest ever witnessed here. 
Rev. Mr. King conducted the services.

The queen's birthday gave the teachers 
who are away from home an opportunity 
to get home and see their friends. By 
taking Friday they were able to make quite 
a stay.

Miss Richards, who is teaching at Dur­
ham bridge, Nashwaak, was at her home in 
Cardigan, and was accompanied by her 
cousin, David Richards of Nashwaak. Our 
teacher, Geo. H. Johnston, of Lower St. 
Marys, spent his holidays in Fredericton 
and vicinity.

A fewlof the residents of Fredericton took 
the 24th'1 as the day to breathe country air, 
to have a look over the face of nature to see 
how it was succeeding in putting forth the 
three prevailing colors — red, yellow and 
green, aud also to have a fish.

QUEENS COUNTY STEAL
Ur, Bills’ Imprisonment Discussed In 

Parliament.

The house of commons, which has been 
exceedingly dull this session, was aroused 
last week by Hon. L. H. Davies bring­
ing to its attention the imprisonment of 
Mr. Ellis of the Globe, and the events 
which led up to it. Mr. Davies reviewed 
the whole case, reciting the facts begin­
ning with the Queens county steal away 
back in 1887. It will be remembered 
that in that election, Mr. King, the liberal 
candidate received a majority of sixty-one 
votes, but returning officer Dunn assented 
to the view put forward on declaration 
day that Mr. King had been irregularly 
nominated, because his agent had not 
paid in the deposit in the form prescribed 
by the law, and declared Mr. Baird duly 
elected by acclamation. A recount was 
applied for before before county Judge 
Steadman, but the conservatives applied 
for and obtained an order from Judge 
Tuck of the supreme court, prohibiting

elected. These facts Mr. Davies said, sent 
a thrill of horror and disgust from one 
end of Canada to the other. In the heat 
of the excitement, the press reflected the 
public opinion, and the arbitrary conduct 
of the returning officer was roundly con­
demned. The St. John Globe, among 
others, commented upon what it called a 
flagrant outrage on popular rights, and a 
grossly immoral transaction, and referred 
to Judge Tuck’s interference as a prosti­
tution of judicial authority for party pur­
poses.

Mr. Davies in an able speech, argued 
that the law of contempt was intended to 
enable judges to preserve authority or 
order within the precincts of the court, 
but if the character of a judge was assailed 
in the press, that judge had his remedy 
in an action for libel tried before a jury. 
If Judge Tuck considered himself wronged 
said Mr. Davies, and did not wish to take 
a civil action for libel, he might have 
gone to his brother judges and laid a 
criminal information, or he could have 
gone before the grand jury and preferred 
an indictment. Any of these remedies, 
however, would have entailed the trial 
by jury which is the right of every man 
accused of crime. Instead of that, the 
court assumed the power of prosecutor, 
jury and judge. This was un-British, 
and involved a question aside from the 
question whether Judge Tuck was right 
or wrong. The court held that whether 
he was right or wrong, the contempt was 
equally proven and Mr. Ellis was impris­
oned. Mr. Davies also pointed out that 
the court did not resent the articles until 
one of the conspirators, the man who had 
stolen the seat, went before the court and 
declared that he had been injured by the 
articles and that the dignity of the court 
should be vindicated by the punishment 
of Mr. Ellis.

Mr. Davies then sailed for ex judge 
Palmer, who he said had left the bench 
to escape impeachment' in parliament. 
He here read the article in the St. John 
Globe of last June, asserting that Justice 
Palmer had accepted $5,000 from the ex­
ecutors of the Parks estate after he con­
cluded the administration of that estate 
in his capacity as judge in equity. Mr. 
Davies described this as an acceptance of 
a bribe, a corrupt act, which stamped 
Judge Palmer as guilty of the highest 
crime of which a judge could be accused. 
This was owed the man who prepared 
the judgment in the Ellis case and it was 
evident that while not daring to deny the 
charge, Judge Palmer in sentencing Mr. 
Ellis to jail for thirty days with a heavy 
fine, was indulging his personal resent­
ment against Mr. Ellis. Mr. Davies con­
cluded by moving a resolution reciting 
the facts of the case, and declaring ;

That in the opinion of this house, the 
action of the returning officer was a gross 
violation of law and justice and a wicked 
and indefensible act and an outrage on 
the rights of the electors of Queen’s county 
and pregnant with much danger to the 
future political government of Canada, as 
to have demanded and justified on the 
part of the newspaper press, the severest 
possible condemnation and censure ; and 
further, that the jurisdiction claimed by 
judges of superior courts of punishing by 
fine and imprisonment for constructive 
contempt being practically arbitrary and 
unlimited, and exercised by judges who 
are at the same time judges of the law of 
the facts and of the sentences, whose de­
cisions are given without the aid of a 
jury and without being subject to review, 
is opposed to the genius and spirit of con­
stitutional liberty and ought never to be 
exercised when there is another remedy ; 
that the punishment inflicted upon Mr. 
Ellis in October, 1893, was arbitrary, ex­
cessive, inimical to the public interest 
and deserving of censure.

Quite a lengthy discussion ensued, in 
which Messrs Hazen, Baird, Weldon and 
Sir John Thompson opposed the resolut­
ion, and Hon. Mr. Laurier, Mr. Mills, Mr. 
Gilmore and Mr. Casey supported the 
view taken by Mr. Davies. Hon. Mr. 
Laurier took the ground that the course 
of the New Brunswick judges in the Ellis 
case, was gross tyranny and injustice. 
Their conduct might be legal, but if so, 
the law ought to be changed at once. Un­
less judges were amendable to public 
opinion as ministers of the crown, and 
other public servants, the country would 
soon have an incapable and corrupt judic­
iary. Mr. Ellis should have been tried 
by a jury of his peers, and given an oppor­
tunity of proving that bis charges were 
true. The petty powers claimed by 
judges to imprison citizens who remon­
strated against their misconduct, must be 
swept away. Tyrannical judges should 
not be vested with power to gag the pub­
lic press (cheers) and such was clearly 
the motive of the New Brunswick judges 
in passing the outrageous sentence upon 
Mr. Ellis. That was clear from the lan­
guage of Judge Palmer, who had fled 
from the bench rather than meet the 
charge of accepting bribes while acting as 
a judge.

I will not, continued Mr. Laurier, enter 
into the many issues of this question as it 
has been presented to the House. Many 
things have been imported into the de­
bate which I believe are not conducive to 
the elucidation of the point we have un­
der discussion. The Prime Minister un­
dertook to whitewash Mr. Dunn, the re­
turning officer. I will not attempt to fol­
low him upon this point. If I did, how­
ever, I would say this : That the Prime 
Minister has been very lenient indeed 
with Mr Dunn. The Prime Minister 
said, in exculpation of the conduct of Mr. 
Dunn, that he had acted to the best of 
his judgment when he declared that Mr. 
Baird had been elected by acclamation, 
that there had been no election at all. 
Therefore, though he had received the de­
posit, though he had received the nomin­
ation paper, though he had granted a poll, 
all that was done was null and void, be­
cause there had been an election by ac­
clamation. Now, that was the view of 
the Prime Minister of the action of the 
returning officer when he was acting in

favor of Mr. Baird ; but when he was 
dealing with his own case, he charged and 
was paid by the country for his services 
in an election at every poll in which those 
illegal votes had been recorded. The re­
turning officer had a certain law for Mr. 
Baird, but for his opponent he had an­
other law. There had been a contested 
election and other proceedings.

However, I discard all these matters. 
The case with me involves greater issues. 
It is not as to the conduct of Mr. Baird, or 
of Mr. Dunn, or of Judge Steadman, or 
even of Judge Tuck. I will not even re­
view the question as to whether Mr. Ellis 
outstepped the bounds of proper criticism, 
whether Mr. Ellis was guilty or not guilty 
of a libel. The only point I wish to es­
tablish at this present moment is this : If 
Mr. Ellis was guilty, common justice de­
manded that he should have been given 
an opportunity of meeting the charge and 
making his proof that he did it for the 
public benefit. Moreover, he should have 
been tried by a jury of his peers. If we 
are to preserve our free institutions intact 
we must brush away all despotic powers 
claimed by the judges, and let the judges 
know they are like anybody else, free 
citizens of a free country, entitled to all 
the privileges of their office, hut also sub­
ject to all the responsibilities of their 
office.

The other point I want to establish is 
this, and to this point I specially call the 
attention of the House. Let us admit for 
a moment that Mr. Ellis was guilty of a 
libel ; let us admit that if he was brought 
before a jury of his peers he would have 
been found guilty. I put it to the judg­
ment of every fair-minded man in this 
country that the sentence passed on Mr. 
Ellis was simply outrageous in its severity- 
condemned to thirty days imprisonment, 
a fine of $200 and costs, which I am told 
are claimed to be over $3,000. This is an 
outrageous sentence in severity. My hon. 
friend beside me, (Mr. Davies), put a ques­
tion yesterday : What was the cause 
which prompted the passing of a sentence 
of such unusual severity 7 The cause is 
not far to seek. The reason was simply a 
desire to gag the press, to make it impos­
sible for any man to review the conduct 
of the judges, even if they were found to 
prevaricate, because there are very few 
men in this country who wovld be able to 
pay $3,000 of a fine and undergo all the 
cruel punishment to which Mr. Ellis was 
subjected. The reason, I repeat, was to 
gag the press, to crush the press, and to 
make a repetition of Mr. Ellis’s action to 
be impossible. I am speaking by author­
ity—I am speaking by the authority of 
Judge Palmer himself. I will quote his 
own words. Here is what he said— I am 
not quoting from the sentence, but from 
the judgment rendered in 1887 or 1888. 
Judge Palmer said :

“ All I at present say is that sufficient is 
shown to make it our duty to bring him 
into court to answer for the act charged 
against him. When here it will be the 
duty of this court to give him an oppor­
tunity to fully defend himself, and if it 
turns out according to his own oath that 
he has not violated any of the principles 
I have endeavored to state it will be the 
pleasant duty of this court to acquit him 
if otherwise it will be our duty, no matter 
how unpleasant, to inflict upon him the 
punishment that the law directs, which is 
just such punishment as will preventja re­
petition of the crime by him or anybody 
else.”

Here is the cause. And by whom was 
this language used? By the man who, 
when four or five years later he passed 
sentence on Mr. Ellis, had been charged 
with having sold justice, with having 
$5,000 in his pocket from a suitor. Judge 
Palmer, forsooth, could not allow any im­
putation to rest on the character of Judge 
Tuck, but Judge Palmer never took any 
steps whatever to defend his own reputa­
tion when he was met,not by vague insin­
uation, but by the charge, made by the 
man who had made the attack on Judge 
Tuck, that Judge Palmer had at that 
moment in his pocket $5,000 which he 
received from a suitor. This is the man 
who lays down the doctrine that the pun­
ishment according to the law must be 
such as to deter any journalist for ever 
from attacking a judge. And Parliament 
did not dare to say a word, says my hon. 
friehd. No I beg pardon. There are men 
in parliament who dare utter words. When 
t.he conduct of Judge Palmer who is now 
in receipt of a pension from the Govern, 
ment, was called in question, and the 
charge was brought against him that he 
had received the sum oi $5,000 for having 
sold justice, when that matter came before 
this House there were some hon. members 
that said that Sudge Palmer should not 
be made the subject of attack. The 
hon. member for Albert (Mr. Weldon) 
said yesterday that we were in danger of 
invasion of democracy in this country. 
Let me say this to the hon. gentleman: 
that Liberal as I am, I will lament the 
day when the democratic practices .which 
prevail in some other countries are intro- 
ducted here, but if we want to maintain 
pure and intact, the foundation of justice, 
the first step to he taken is to call to the 
bench men who are qualified for the 
office by their official capacity and integr­
ity, and not as a reward for political fav­
oritism, and the second step to be taken 
is this ; that when a judge is found guilty 
of malfeastance in office he must be dealt 
with without mercy, and not rewarded» 
as has been the case of late.

Mr. Davies resolution was defeated by 
almost a strict party vote.

CUISINE OF CANABALS.
Australian Bushmen Say White Men’s 

Flesh is “ Too Salty ”

“Never have a black fellow behind you” 
is a proverb in the Australian bush. The 
bushman’s first business in life is to eat, 
and it matters not whether he eats white 
or black flesh, serpent, cattle, kangaroo or 
lizard—only that it is flesh.

Of course th j flesh-eater has tastes, the 
more epicurean the more varied his carni­
vorous education. He eats the flesh of 
white men under protest. He perfers the 
flesh of his own sable compatriots. White 
men’s flesh, he will tell you, laying his 
hand on his stomach with a suggestive 
expression of disgust, is “ too salty.”

The black eats no salt on his food, and 
after a while even the white explorer of 
the Australian hush learns to relish larvae, 
kangaroo steaks and snakes’ kidneys 
without the addition of salt. In this way 
he gradually renders himself more pala­
table to the natives. It is a mistake to 
suppose that human flesh is the daily diet 
of these cannibals, for, in truth, they are 
rarely so lucky as to procure a morsel of 
their favorite food. The man who stands 
highest in the estimation of the various 
tribes is he who is most expert in procur­
ing human flesh. The black fellow rarely 
kills one of his own small tribe for food, so 
he has to content himself with eating his 
enemies or such of his friends who die a 
natural death.
Snake bite and disease impair the quality 

of this flesh, and in the tribes where it is 
eaten it is usually left to the women, who 
are not considered worthy to eat the sup­
erior delicacy of the flesh of murdered 
men. The natives firmly believe the kid­
ney to be the seat of life, and they do not 
only aim at this vital spot in fighting, but 
perfer it to any other part as food, tor not 
only is the flavor to their liking, but in 
this way they insure all the strength and 
prowess of their victim passing into their 
own bodies. The women are, in the main, 
providers ot food, and the hideous old 
women learn a witch-like cunning in snar­
ing and bringing to camp game, and even 
at times the precious “ talgoro ” (human 
flesh) itself.

The commoner kinds of food, such as 
wallaby, kangaroo meat and lizards are 
cooked by throwing the flesh on live coals. 
When a crust is formed the natives snatch 
the meat from the fire and gnaw off the 
seared surface and then return the raw 
part to the coals. No matter how large 
the game or how much there be of it, it 
is unusual for a particle of it to be left for 
another time. The lean bodies of the 
naked blacks swell under the strain, but 
they continue to gorge themselves until 
the last bone has been gnawed and the 
last drop of grease licked from their hands.

A sort of barbecue method is used in 
preparing the rarer meat of the cattle, 
python or “ talgoro.” A hole is dug in 
the ground and filled with fire and small 
stones. When the stones are almost red 
hot the fire is dug out and the flesh is 
packed in and covered with fresh leaves 
and then, with heated stones, the whole 
is topped off with a layer of earth, which 
keeps in the steam and flavor of the 
slowly roasting meat.

The python’s great length, of from ten 
to twenty feet, makes it an unwieldy crea­
ture to roast. The natives coil him down 
into a ring, as sailors “ flemish down ” 
their ropes, and fasten the ring with vege­
table fibres. It is then possible to roast 
it in a large hole in the ground. It is a 
curious picture to see the natives squatt­
ing about the fire, their mouths open with 
greed, waiting for the buried flesh to be 
roasted. They seem to know by instinct 
when it has cooked enough, for all togeth­
er lean forward and tear open the mound, 
and bring out the great, coiled serpent.

A black jerks from the snake’s head the 
jawbone, with which he slits open the 
creature’s body. The instant the body is 
open the whole party scramble for the 
favorite parts.

The body of the snake is divided into 
lengths. This they do by sitting about 
on the ground and biting into the body 
until they succeed in gnawing and rend­
ing it into sections. Nothing is rejected. 
A feast is none the less repulsive when it 
is of a cannibalistic sort. In that case the 
kidneys, fat and thighs are considered the 
choice cuts.

At the death of a relative the black fel­
low goes into mourning ; that is to say, he 
changes his conplete nudity for a string 
of short yellow straws about the neck and 
abstains, during the days of mourning, 
from the daintier dishes of his tribe. 
This insures sorrow for the dead. He 
wails horribly for a short time, and especi­
ally loving widow has been known to go 
the length of turning violent somersaults 
during the time her husband was engaged 
in dying. Family affection is not usually, 
however, so strong, as mothers allow their 
young children, in some tribes, to be 
crushed to death and join in eating them 
with maternal enthusiasm.

Although the bushman can climb the 
smooth stem of a tree over two hundred 
feet from the ground, he has no word for 
tree. He can tear a python from its hiding 
among the fern wreaths that encircle 
the gum tree at a dizzy height, hut he 
has no word for snake. He can snatch 
a handful of earth from the ground at the 
root of a hollow tree and tell from the 
smell whether or not the kanagroo is 
at home, but he has no name for game.

With the eye of a hawk, the scent of a 
hound, the greed of a boa constrictor, the 
agility of an ape, he is still man, and loves 
tobacco. The nursing baby lets go with a 
snap to fasten upou and suck its mother’s 
pipe, and the passion never leaves him.

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SOMETHING HAS DROPPED.

Not the report of the Bathurst school 
Commissioner or the vote of the legislature, 
but a decision of the supreme court, and 
its dull thud can be heard Tfrom Charlotte 
to Restigouche and froni Carleton to 
Westmorland, The local opposition, the 
religious fanatics who have been Stirling 
up sectarian strife on account of the al­
leged infraction of the free school law at 
Bathurst, have again got it where the 
chicken got the axe. The agitators com­
menced their work some two years ago 
and have been at it ever since ; they have 
for their over-selfish ends, set class against 
class and creed against creed ; the 
country has rung with the alleged 
Popish tendencies and Mr. Blair and 
of his government ; this county of 
York by the unfounded assertions of 
demagogues was led from its allegiance to 
the support of the agitators ; and the 
government has been denounced from 
every cross roads hustings where the 
fanatics could secure a hearing. The At­
torney General has even been charged 
with being the direct emissary of home to 
break down New Brunswick’s free school 
system and hand it over to the priests and 
nuns. But gradually the people are get­
ting down to the bottom facts, and the 
reaction will send the demagogues back 
to their former obscurity.

The investigation of Commissioner 
Fraser and his report, proved beyond the 
shadow of a doubt that the allegations 
of the agitators were false and unfounded ; 
the supreme court decision of Wednesday 
confirms the commissioner’s report in an 
important particular, and the agitators 
are left wittiest a leg to stand on. The 
action in the supreme court was taken as 
a test one. One Johnson, a Protestant rate­
payer in Bathurst, sought to have his 
school assessment quashed, and the agi­
tators took hold of his case and carried it 
to argument, employing able counsel and 
hoping for a favorable judgment. In the 
argument, Mr. Skinner, their counsel ad­
mitted that the real purpose of the ap­
plication was to obtain the opinion of the 
court upon the way in which school affairs 
were administered at Bathurst, and 
whether the school trustees were acting 
legally or otherwise. The court held that 
the assessment was strictly legal, but re­
fused to express any opinion as to whether 
the school law had been administered 
legally or otherwise, and dismissed the 
application. The court has therefore 
knocked the pin from under the last hope 
of the agitators. Of course they would 
express no opinion on the political side of 
the question ; that was not their business ; 
but the judgment taken with Commis­
sioner Fraser’s report,and the facts elicited, 
prove beyond a doubt that the agitation 
has been a wicked creation of fanatics 
and disappointed politicians, who are left 
to gather up what is left of their reputa­
tions and recede as quickly as possible 
from the public view.

HINDRANCES TO RIVER NAVI­
GATION.

The steamer Aberdeen on the route be­
tween this city and Woodstock, is out of 
business because of low water in the river. 
She made only eleven trips this season 
and has been of little benefit to the trade 
up river. Captain Duncan told the Wood- 
stock Dispatch that there are two points 
in the trip which are the greatest hind­
rance to the boat running regularly. One 
is a sand and grrivel bar at Grand Pass, 
near Springhill, about six miles above 
Fredericton. The channel there is along 
the eastern shore, but it is proposed to 
make it on the opposite side, when the 
work of improving navigation is com­
menced. The other bad place is Bear 
Island bar, twenty-five miles above Fred­
ericton. This is a little higher than the 
grand Pass Bar. Were these two places 
attended to, the boat could run in a foot or 
fifteen inches less water than she does. 
The Captain thinks a comparatively small 
expenditure on these two bars would be 
of great benefit.

And why should there not be an expen­
diture,and a large expenditure for the pur­
pose. Millions upon millions can be spent 
in canal improvement in the upper prov­
inces ; tens of millions have been lavishly 
scattered in the development of railway 
communication in the Northwest. Only 
last year $200,000 was squandered in the 
construction of the Curran bridge near 
Montreal. A million has been uselessly 
expended in the revision of electoral lists, 
not to mention the jobbery and rascality 
of the Dominion public works department 
by which McGreevy, Connolly and their 
ministerial associates, put their hands deep 
down into the public treasury, yet when 
it is proposed to improve the navigation 
of an important public thoroughfare like 
the St. John river, a few paltry thousand 
dollars is all that is offered. If New 
Brunswick had anybody of influence in 
the federal cabinet, the St. John river 
could be made navigable to Woodstock 
until the ice formed in it, by a reasonable 
expenditure of public money.

The Quebec government are sending 
Mr. Gigault, their secretary for agriculture 
to Europe to study the butter and cheese 
industry. Butter and cheese are two 
moving factors in Canadian life to-day. 
The farmers are coming to the front and 
encouraged by the legislators, Dominion 
and local, are giving this country a name 
for intelligent and practical development 
of two important industries. In none of 
the provinces, however, has recent im­
provement been greater than in New 
Brunswick. The local government’s wise 
policy of promoting the butter and cheese 
factories, is bearing excellent fruit, and 
when both the authorities here and at 
Ottawa, cooperate with the farmers, the 
work must go forward with a bound.

C. H. Fairwbather, of St. John, who 
died on Tuesday, was one of the most 
prominent and enterprising merchants of 
that city. He was a native of Kings, and 
started in the wholesale grocery business 
jn St. John, forty years ago, in company 
with S. S. Hall, the firm ever since that 
time having been known as Hall & Fair- 
weather.

INDUCE THEM TO REMAIN.

By the disastrous fire on Tuesday morn­
ing which destroyed the canning factory 
of D. W. Hoegg & Co., Fredericton loses 
for the present at least, one of its leading 
industrial establishments and one which 
every citizen regarded with pride. The 
Herald understands that the proprietors 
have not yet arrived at a conclusion as to 
rebuilding their factory in this city, but 
it is to be hoped that the civic authorities 
will take prompt action in holding out 
inducements for the Messrs. Hoegg, 
to remain. The corporation on several 
occasions has been prepared to offer free 
water, exemption from taxation for a term 
of years and other inducements to any 
company or individual coming in here 
and starting a factory. Why not now ex­
tend these privileges to Messrs. Hoegg as 
an incentive for them to stay with us and 
re-establish their cannery. These gent­
lemen, who by the way are American 
citizens, have expended a large amount of 
money in Fredericton and vicinity ; they 
have developed an entirely new enter­
prise, have given employment to a very 
large number of hands, young and old of 
of both sexes, and have never asked or 
been granted any privileges. They have 
landed thousands of dollars in the pockets 
of the farmers in the vicinity of Freder­
icton, and in view of the heavy loss the 
firm have sustained by the fire, it would 
be a graceful act and one which would 
commend itself to the citizens of Fred­
ericton, if the city council would step 
promptly to the front and present such 
inducements to the Messrs. Hoegg as would 
insure the rebuilding of their cannery in 
Fredericton.

NEGLECT OF DUTY.

In the face of the general belief that 
recent fires have originated from the in­
cendiary’s torch, the civic authorities have 
made but small effort to discover the 
criminals, beyond the investigation into 
the Grieves’ blaze held by the Police 
Magistrate. It is the duty of the Police 
under the Police Magistrate’s direction, to 
use all possible means to fix the crime on 
the proper persons, but the authorities 
over them should also take action. The 
opinion is that days ago the Mayor should 
have summoned the city council in special 
session to offer a reward for the apprehen­
sion and conviction of the fire bugs, and 
what His Worship means in not acting, is 
puzzling everybody. It is a damaging 
impression to go abroad, to be put into 
the mouths of insurance companies that 
Fredericton is liable at any time to be­
come the prey of fire bugs ; that property 
and even life is in jeopardy, and that no 
practical steps have been taken to discover 
the guilty ones. The Herald is not an 
alarmist, but it is expressing the opinion 
of the citizens of Fredericton when it 
condemns the apathy, the evident indif­
ference of the civic authorities to the 
dangers which threaten the city from in­
cendiarism. If the Mayor is not suffi­
ciently impressed with need for immediate 
action, perhaps somebody else can start 
the civic machine, and keep it running 
until the City Clerk has authority to ad­
vertise a respectable reward for any 
person who will come forward and present 
evidence for the conviction of our enemies, 
to the fire bugs.

EDITORIAL JOTTINGS.

Here is a record breaker. At Orono, 
Maine, last week, Mrs. Cota gave birth to 
a male child weighing twenty-four and 
a half pounds.

Hon Clarke Wallace, comptroller of 
customs, is stumping in Ontario for Mere­
dith, while he draws a $5,000 salary as an 
inferior minister in the federal govern­
ment.

The most unique railroad train that 
ever came into Maine, reached Poland 
Spring one day this week. It was the train 
bearing the state of Maine world’s fair 
building and it consisted of sixteen cars.

The Massachusetts house of representa­
tives have passed a bill prohibiting the 
manufacture and sale of cigarettes. How 
Dr. Stockton would shine among the Puri­
tanical blue law makers of the Bay State.

Felix Carbray, with whom the Con­
servatives expected to carry Quebec west, 
has backed out of the contest, and the 
government is again candidate-hunting. 
In the meantime, Hon. Thos. McGreevy 
has issued his card as an independent.

The steamer And es arrived at New York 
the other day with 18,000 bunches of 
bananas, valued at $20,000, and on open­
ing her hatches, it was found that the en­
tire cargo was completely destroyed by 
the failure of the patent fans used in the 
hold, to keep the fruit cool. The steamer 
was compelled to leave her dock at once 
and proceed to sea, to dump her rotting 
cargo.

The late Mr. Byrne whose very sudden 
death is referred to at length in our news 
columns, was for many years a citizen of 
prominence in Fredericton, and was gen­
erally esteemed for his devotion to his 
duty and his obliging disposition. Besides 
conducting the business of his office to 
the satisfaction of his employers, he put 
many a young man on the road to success 
by the thorough drilling he gave all who 
entered his service to learn the art of 
telegraphing. Few men have seen thirty- 
seven years service in the same employ. 
Mr. Byrne had become so entirely identi­
fied with the Western Union that the 
office will scarcely be recognizable without 
his presence.

Duncan McIntyre, who died at Montreal 
this week, leaves a fortune of five million 
dollars. He was born in Scotland, but 
came to Ontario when young, and served 
as a clerk in a country store. Later he 
went into the service of a Montreal dry 
goods~ house, of which he ultimately be­
came the head. He was one of the ear­
liest promoters of the C. P. railway, and 
made a large part of his fortune in that 
undertaking. Mr. McIntyre was a 
thorough going liberal, and once unsuc­
cessfully contested for a seat in parlia­
ment. The record of his successful life 
shows what a young man may accomplish 
by the exercise of industry and economy 
even when unaided by family influence 
or much education.

The Herald is pleased to note the suc­
cess of A. G. Blair, jr., son of the Attorney 
General, at the Virginia Law University at 
Charlottesville, Va. Mr. Blair has passed 
an excellent examination and is entitled to 
the law degree in that old and respected 
institution, being 21 in a class of 85 who 
qualified for the degree.

A SPLENDID RESIDENCE 

In Course of Breotlon for Joseph Moore.

The old exhibition grounds on Westmor­
land street, which , giace the last exhibition 
building was burned, have been in a state 
of chaos, now present a scene of activity, 
and are unrecognizable when compared 
with their recent condition. The first break 
was made when Saunders street was run 
through from Westmorland street to con­
nect with Victoria lane ; and the opening 
up of this new thoroughfare has given a 
great boom to that portion of the city. 
Three respectable residences are already 
nearly completed on the south side of 
Saunders street, and on the corner of Wes- 
morland and Saunders.

Joseph Moore
is erecting what will be one of the most 
modern, convenient and elegant residences 
in the city. Mr. Moore secured an acre of 
ground from the Campbell estate, covering 
the old exhibition building site and a lot to 
the rear, and ground was broken early this 
spring for his dwelling. The cellar and 
foundation walls are now completed and 
rapid progress is being made in the erection 
of the building itself. The work is being 
done by Albert W. Saunderson, one of 
Fredericton’s most intelligent and compet­
ent mechanics. The building fronts on 
Westmorland street and will be two storeys 
high, with a pitched roof. The main house 
will be 40 x 39, and the ell, also two storeys 
high, will be 24 x 43. There will be four 
bay windows, two in the main house and 
two in the ell. The ground floor will con­
tain the drawing room 24 x 14, with an oc­
tagon corner, facing eastward, a vestibule, 
10 x 3.9, a ball 10 x 20, sitting room 14 x 20, 
parlor 14 x 18, the two latter containing two 
bay windows, toilet room 9x 10, with an en­
trance from Saunders street, and a pantry 
6 x 61. The dining-room 14 x 24, will be in 
the ell, with a bay window in each end of it, 
and the back stairs will ascend from the 
rear. The kitchen will be 12 x 18, and the 
kitchen pantry 13 x 6.

On the Second Floor 
a large hall will run nearly the entire 
length of the house, along the side fronting 
on Saunders street. The front chamber 
will be 20 x 14.6, with closets in the rear, 
and there will be two other bedrooms 14 x 
15.9 and 18 x 14, a bath room 11 x 9.9 and in 
the ell a bed room 17 x 11.6, and nursery 
18 x 14 with closets adjoining. The attic 
will contain the servants’ apartments. A 
wide verandah will extend around the 
Saunders and Westmorland streets fronts. 
The house will be heated by hot water fur­
naces, and there will be open grates in all 
the larger rooms, including the bedrooms. 
The interior will be finished in whitewood, 
butternut, cherry and oak. The cellar is 
the whole size of the house, and will be 
brick floored. The walls are of the most 
substantial character and all surmounted by 
cut stone 21 feet deep.

Mr. Saunderson drew the plans and is 
superintending all the work, from the found­
ation up. Aid. Moore furnished the cut 
stone, and the masonry was done by ex-ald. 
Block, Peter Collins, James Ryder and 
Daniel Ryan.

Mr. Moore’s Barn
is already nearly completed, and is a model 
of convenience. It is 44 x 26 with an ell on 
each side. It is divided into carriage house 
26 x 26, with entrances from Saunders street 
and the yard, harness room with facilities 
for heating, four large stalls, and a large 
hallway. Up stairs is the hay loft and 
granary, ascent to which is gained by a 
stairway which would do credit to a modern 
residence. The building is clapboarded and 
shingled outside, and the roof is surmounted 
by a handsome cupola and weather vane. 
Internally the bam is ceiled throughout and 
stained cherry, the latter-work having been 
done by John Payne and Frank Strickland.

Mr. Moore, in planning bis buildings, has 
studied comfort and convenience, and while 
he and his family will be luxuriously 
housed, his horses, of which he keep^ a 
number, will be better domiciled than many 
Fredericton families. His property, when 
completed, will be a credit to the city, and 
will no doubt very greatly advance the de­
velopment of that portion of the city where 
it is situated.

METHODIST DISTRICT MEETING.
The clerical and lay delegates who at­

tended the Fredericton Methodist district 
meeting this week at Woodstock, con­
cluded their labors Thursday. Some im­
portant resolutions were passed during 
the session, among them (1) recommend­
ing the conference to unite the Gibson 
and Kingsclear circuits. Neither of these 
two circuits are self-supporting, both draw 
from the mission fund, and it is thought 
that one clergyman can do the work (2) 
recommending that the district be divided 
into two districts, to be called the Freder­
icton and Woodstock districts. Under 
the division, all the churches above Kes­
wick would be in the Woodstock district.

A FIRE CHIEF KILLED-

A terrible accident happened at New­
ton, Mass., Monday afternoon, whereby 
Henery L. Bixby, chief of the Newton 
fire department lost his life, and his driver 
received fatal injuries. The fire brigade 
was responding to an alarm, and between 
West Newton and Newtonville on Brook- 
side avenue, the street is very narrow. 
An electric car stopped just as the appara­
tus was coming down the street and an 
ice wagon drove out of a side street com­
pletely blocking up one side. The chem­
ical engine in the lead got safely by on 
the other side. District Chief Randlett 
turned the corner suddenly and in his 
efforts to avoid the car he struck a pole 
throwing him out and demolishing his 
wagon. Chief Bixby came tearing along 
just then and he tried to avoid the car, 
the ice wagon and the wreck of the dis­
trict chiefs wagon, but he struck the ice 
cart with a terrific force. He fell out on 
his head and Driver P. A. Rawson fell on 
top of him. The horse was thrown several 
feet into the air and the wagon was 
smashed to kindling wood. The chief was 
taken to his home where he breathed his 
last the same night, and Driver Rawson 
lies in a dangerous condition.

Michael Adams, M. P. for Northumber­
land, who has been in ill health for two 
or three years, had a hemorrhage at Ottawa 
Tuesday night, and is in a very weak con­
dition. Mr. Adams has made up his mind 
to retire from public life, and it is said if he 
regains his health he will remove to Otta­
wa to practice law in partnership with a 
well known barrister of that city.

Erastus Wiman’s trial for forgery in 
New York resulted in conviction, and 
sentence was deferred until the 20th.

Monday morning burglars blew open the 
safe of T. J. Gould & Bros.’ private bank 
at Uxbridge, Ont., and got away with 
$4,000.

The agricultural commitee of the House 
oTTemmons at Ottawa have passed a re­
solution asking the government to grant 
$10,000 towards a dairy exhibition.

By a decision of the supreme court on 
Wednesday, the costs in the Ellis case 
which Mr. Ellis was condemned to pay, 
were reduced from $3,800 to less than 
$1,000.

Sir Matthew Begbie, chief justice of 
British Columbia is dead. He was by 
birth an Englishman but had been a 
resident of the Pacific province for nearly 
half a century.

Hon. A. S. White, of Sussex, Solicitor 
General in the local government, L. A. 
Curry, R. F. Quigley, J. D. Hazen, of St. 
John, and A. B. Connell of Woodstock 
have been created Q. C’s.

At London, Ont., Tuesday, Mrs. Jepson 
went insane and drowned her baby in a 
cistern. She was about to drop her 6-year- 
old boy in also, but the little fellow strug­
gled so violently that he got away.

Mrs. W. B. Snowball, of Chatham, died 
quite suddenly on Wednesday evening. 
The husband of the deceased lady is a 
son of Senator Snowball, and a nephew of 
Mrê. F. P. Thompson, of FrederkAon.

At Toronto Wednesday night Hon. S- 
H. Blake described Howland, one of 
Meredith’s candidates, as “a straggling 
reformer, whom they have tickled and 
dreseed up in an old suit of tory clothes.”

Lord Chief Justice Coleridge died at 
London Thursday, aged 75 years, and is 
succeeded by Lord Russell, the late at­
torney general, who is the first Roman 
Catholic to become chief justice since the 
Reformation.

The governor of British Columbia has 
telegraphed to Ottawa that the effects of 
the flood have been over-stated ; that the 
greatest loss is in this season’s crops ; that 
no lives have teeniest, and that no stock 
has beetbdjstfqyed.

The supreme court has granted a new 
trial in the case of B. Theriault, who was 
convicted at Andover last autumn for 
shooting a young man who, Theriault 
alleges, attempted an entrance to his 
house.

As it passed parliament, Mr. Charlton’s 
Sunday observance bill prohibits the sale 
of newspapers on the Sabbath, and pro­
vides for the closing of all canals on Sun­
day from 6 a. m. to 9 p. m. The measure 
was badly lacerated in committee and de­
feated in the senate.

The New Brunswick Methodist con­
ference opens at Sackville, N. B., on June 
20th. The Nova Scotia conference meets 
at Amherst about the same time, so that 
brethren being only nine miles apart, can 
easily exchange fraternal greetings.

John Flood has commenced the erection 
of the big chimney at the asylum for the 
insane, Fairyille. It is to be one hundred 
feet high, and will contain about 60,000 
brick, and is required because new heat­
ing and electric light apparatus are to be 
put in. >

In the interprovincial rifle match at 
Bedford, N.S., on Thursday between teams 
from N. B., N. S. and P. E. I., the Nova 
Scotians won with a score for eight men 
of 708 points. N. B. was sixteen and 
P. E. I. sixty-six points behind the 
winners.

Warden Woodbridge, of the Connecticut 
State Prison, has placed in the new execu­
tion house an improved gallows, by which 
a condemned man becomes his own execu­
tioner. By stepping on the drop he starts 
a flow of water. The weight of the water 
finally releases the spring which holds the 
drop. Cronin has been sentenced to die 
by this machine on August 2.

St. Stephen society turned out in force 
on Thursday evening to witness the mar­
riage of Miss Bolton, daughter of the late 
Hon. John Bolton, M. P., for Charlotte 
and Rev. R. L. Sloggett, of Pottsville, Pa., 
formerly rector of Trinity Episcopal 
church, St. Stephen. The bride who is a 
sister of Mrs. W. F. Todd, is a bright, at­
tractive woman, and very popular in St.

A DESTRUCTIVE FIRE.

Hoegg'e Canning Factory Falla a Prey 
to the Incendiary’s Torch.

“ Hoegg’s canning factory is on fire ” was 
the cry that resounded through the streets 
of Fredericton at 1 o’clock Tuesday morn­
ing, as the alarm bells rang out their wild 
peals and the firemen hurried off to the call 
of duty. The alarm sent a thrill of terror 
through the populace who were awake to 
hear it, for it was known that the cannery 
had been unoccupied for some weeks, and 
the fire must have been started by an in­
cendiary. When the firemen arrived on 
the scene, the building was already well oc­
cupied by the flames, and the best that 
could be done was to save as much of the 
machinery as possible, the stock inside, and 
surrounding buildings. Five streams were 
thrown on the angry flames, which soon 
had the whole structure wrapped in their 
fiery embrace, and when the firemen had 
the conflagration subdued little beside the 
tall chimney amid the smoking ruins re­
mained standing. The engine escaped 
serious injury, but the other machinery was 
considerably damaged. An amount of can­
ned goods was got out in a damaged con­
dition.

The factory was owned by D. W. Hoegg 
& Co., of whom the junior partner, Geo. W. 
Hoegg, is a well known and popular citizen 
of Fredericton. He, however, with his 
father, was on the North Shore attending to 
the firm’s lobster packing industry, when 
the fire occurred, but arrived on Wednes­
day. The building was formerly the old 
tannery premises of the Fredericton leather 
company, and was an immense wooden 
structure five storey’s high and situated on 
the corner of King and Westmorland streets. 
The firemen have always regarded it with 
fear ; its immense size, and inflammability 
outside and in, making it a striking mark 
for the incendiary torch. It is generally 
conceded that the fire was the work of the 
deadly “ bug,” and it was fortunate that he 
chose a perfectly calm morning for his ne­
farious work. The cannery would have re­
sumed work in July or August, giving em­
ployment to a large number of people 
throughout the autumn, winter and spring. 
Blueberries, corn and apples were the prin­
cipal articles canned here by the firm, and 
the farmers and others who supplied these 
articles will be losers if the factory is not 
rebuilt.

There was an insurance of $2,000 on the 
building in the Western office at St. John 
and $3,000 on the machinery and stock in 
the Central of this city. The losses have 
been adjusted, the Western losing the total 
amount and the Central $2,476. The losses 
were appraised by F. R. Butcher of St. 
John. ________________

Give Him a Marriage License.

The soldier Bechner, whose escapades 
have furnished the newspapers with a weekly 
paragraph for the past two months, again es­
caped from the military authorities at St. 
Johns, Quebec, last week, and was arrested 
here Wednesday, and has been returned to 
St. Johns. It is believed he is crazy ; if that 
is so the fact might easily be ascertained 
and the country saved the expense of his 
numerous trips from Fredericton to St. 
Johns. Discipline must be very loose at St. 
Johns when Bechn- can escape as fast as 
be is delivered over to the authorities there. 
“ Love laughs at locksmiths ” is well exem­
plified in Bechner’s case. It is said he has 
a sweetheart here, and prison bars cannot 
separate %im from the dearest idol of his 
heart. Why not present him with a mar­
riage license, and let him take his “ dovey ” 
up to St. Johns with him on the next trip 
which in the order of things ought to be 
due abont the last of next week. That 
would be cheaper than paying railway fares 
for the prisoner and a guard every ten days, 
and would probably satisfy all parties.

The New Scholarship.
The new University scholarship, estab­

lished by the class of 1894, the founding ef 
which was briefly announced in his val­
edictory by Mr. Maggs, is to be $35 in value, 
and its first award will be made to the per­
son obtaining the highest marks in the 
matriculation examinations next October, 
provided he held no other scholarship. A 
person intending to enter the freshman 
clasp at college alone is eligible, senior 
matriculants being debarred. The money 
is to be paid in full at the beginning of the 
Easter holidays. It is the present intention 
of the class to continue this scholarship, 
the conditions of its award to be changed 
from year to year. Beginning with the 
academic year 1895-6, the award will be 
made by each member of the class in suc­
cession, in alphabetical order.

ALMOST INSTANT DEATH.
J. G. Byrne, the Western Union Manager, 

Very Suddenly Expires In 
his Home.

"Oh this terrible oppression.” “Send 
for a clergyman and a doctor ” were the 
last words uttered by John G. Byrne, who 
expired so suddenly at his home on Bruns­
wick street about midnight, Monday. Mr. 
Byrne had not complained of previous ill­
ness. He was at his office all day Monday 
and up to 11 o’clock in the evening. As 
was his custom on the way home at night 
he called for George C. Hunt, the druggist, 
and the two gentlemen sauntered leisurely 
along, parting at the corner of Regent and 
Brunswick streets. When Mr. Byrne 
entered his home

He Found Company There,
Mrs. P. Dever, Miss Owens and Miss M. 
Sharkey, who had been spending the even­
ing with Miss Byrne. They got up to go 
home ; Miss Byrne offered to escort them, 
and Mr. Byrne, who was apparently in his 
usual health and spirits, offered to go 
along. The party first saw Mrs. Dever up 
to York street and returned, Miss Owens 
and Miss Sharkey separating from Mr. and 
Miss Byrne at Regent and Brunswick street 
corner. When just opposite Rev. Father 
McDevitt’s residence, Mr. Byrne suddenly 
stopped and uttered the words at the first of 
this article. He sat down on the fence 
curbing, but after a moment arose, and 
with his daughter’s assistance, reached his 
home, which he was

Never Again to Leave Alive.
Miss Byrne, after propping her father up as 
comfortably as possible, notified Father 
McDevitt, who arrived in a moment, and 
she then ran to Mrs. Barker’s across the 
street and telephoned for Dr. McLearn, but 
Mr. Byrne was past benefiting from the 
good offices of either clergyman or doctor. 
He expired without uttering a word to 
either ; indeed he had breathed his last be­
fore the doctor arrived —the time elapsing 
between his arrival home and breathing his 
last being only a very few moments. Miss 
Byrne’s painful situation can better be 
imagined than described, but she mani­
fested rare pluck in the face of her great 
bereavement. Kind friends soon arrived to 
her assistance and comfort.

Dr. McLearn, with whom The Herald 
talked, expressed the opinion that Mr. 
Byrne’s sudden death was

Duo to Heart Disease.
When he arrived at the deathbed the 
patient was dead — Father McDevitt had 
forced some brandy through the dying 
man’s lips, but no earthly assistance could 
have averted the visit of the silent 'mes­
senger. Hurried messages were sent off to 
Miss Lizzie Byrne, who resides in Boston, 
and to C. F. Byrne, the only son, at North 
Sydney, and undertaker J. D. Hanlon took 
charge of the body to prepare it for burial. 
C. F. Byrne .arrived on the first train Wed­
nesday, accompanied by Ernest Gregory of 
AntigonishTa nephew of the deceased, and 
the funeral took place at 4 p. m. the same 
day. The casket was covered with beauti­
ful floral tributes, and many kind friends 
called at the family residence during the 
afternoon to offer their condolence to the 
bereaved family. Services were said at St. 
Dunstan’s church by Rev. Father McDevitt, 
and the remains were interred in the 
Roman Catholic cemetery at the Hermi­
tage, the leading business and professional 
men joining in the cortege. The mourners 
included 0. F. Byrne, Ernest Gregory, Supt. 
Dawson of the Western Union telegraph 
company, and the company’s local staff.

A Personal Sketch.
Mr. Byrne was a native of St. John 

County, and when a young man went to St. 
John to learn the business of telegraphing 
then in its infahey in this province. He 
entered the service of the Western Union, 
another learner with him being the late R. 
T. Clinch, for many years the company’s 
superintendent in the Maritime provinces. 
The deceased soon became an efficient 
operator, and he remained in the same 
company's service until his death. Thirty- 
seven years ago he became the manager of 
the Fredericton office, and later handled the 
American express business here, and in all 
his relations with the public he

Was Popular and Esteemed.
He was constant in his attention to his 
duties, and no company ever had a more 
conscientious or industrious officer in its 
employ than Mr. Byrne. It is said that in 
thirty years he was only known to take a 
holiday once Late and early he was at his 
place of business, superintending all the de­
tails of the office, and his genial face and 
kindly word will be sadly missed by the 
patrons of the Western Union. In his 
family, while strict and exacting, he was a 
kind father, fond of his home and generally 
in it when not attending to his office duties. 
He was a wide reader, and could discuss al­
most any subject intelligently and well. 
Mr. Byrne married Miss Doherty of St. 
John, sister of Mrs. C. C. Gregory, of Anti­
gonish, and the issue was two daughters, 
and one son, already named. Mrs. Byrne 
has been dead stone twenty years.

The Herald joins in the general sym­
pathy expressed to the bereaved family, 
who in their trouble, have the satifaction of 
knowing that their father left to them an 
unspotted name, and that his memory will 
be cherished as that of an honorable man, 
who served faithfully in all life’s relations, 
and was sincerely esteemed by those who 
knew him best.

Already 
he has made friends of those who have met 
him either in business or socially, and The 
Herald heartily welcomes him to a resi­
dence in Fredericton.
