The
principal drawing room is approached by
an antechamber, commaunicating directly
with Prince’s morning reom, and the
eye will be caught by a fine picture on
the wall of the Czar with the Prince by
his side in a sleigh drawn by three
horses, which appears to be galloping eut
of the canvass. I caa not, if indeeed my
readers wished me to de, describe the
interior with the precision and detail of
an inventory, se I shall content myself,
and hope I them, with saying that the
drawing room is stately and bright: a
painted ceiling ; panelled mirrors which
reflect the light frem the windows,
whence there is a view over the park ;
flowers and shrubs; ‘‘sweetness. and
light ;” & pretty piece of statuary by
Madame Jerichau, the ‘‘Bathing Girls;”
another gromp hy the same sculptor—
these are the chief features of the room,
beyond which there is the dining room.
This is now hung with beautiful
tapestry, a present from the King of
Spain, made expressly for the Priuce,
which replaces with vivid scenes of
Spauish _ life, pertraits of the Crown
Prince and Princess of Germany, the
Royal Princess, the Prince in the uniform
of the Tenth Husears, and Landseer’s
“Mare and Foal,” which formerly filled
the pauels. In this room the visiters at
Sandringham, and those who are staying
at the Cottage, breakfast, and here the
Prrince and Princess appear at lunch-
time with their children. There is a
fine buffet, with many pieces of interrest-
ing and beautiful plate. At dinner the
room presents a very bright and stately
appearance. The scarlet and gold-lace
of the royal liveries,.the play of lights,
the plants and flowers en the glittering
table, lend the mneedful color to the
scene. The billiard-room, against the
walls of which are cabinets filled with
arms, some exceedingly rare and curious
of all countries and periods, in beautifvl
order, lies at the end of a passage, be-
yond the dining-room, and hither,when
the Princess has left the drawing-room
and the ladies have retired for the night,
the guosts follow the Prince, unless the
bowling-alley asserts superior attractions,
and a gane in which the Princess and
a game in which the Princess and many
of her guests take much pleasure, and
which excites pleasant rivalry between
the contending ‘‘sides,” carries thelip on
toward the wee sma’ hours. FronPthe
bowling-alley the serious little room

The pictures, drawings, and sketches
at Sandringham are mostly illustrative
of the Prinee’s life ; but there are por-
traits and many paintings, souvenirs of
friende and of incidents in scenes dear
to the Princess. On one side of the
great salon a picture, dated 1863, repre-
sents the palace in which_ her Royal
Highness was born, and a larger oil-
pamting by Hansen, of the same date,
of the royal palace at Copenhagen. Por-
traits of tho King and Queen of Der-
mark, drawings by the Princess Leuisa,
sketches by the artists who accompanied
the Prince of Wales on his various ex-
peditions, deeerate the walls. “‘Sir
Edwin Landseer and his Dog¢” attraets
the eye, and another painting, of Dun-
robin in 1866, by Sir Edwin recalls a
visit paid to the Duke of Sutherland.
Sketches of scenery by Mr. Brierly and
L E.; reminiscences of India tiger hunt
ing by Hoyer, Akin, Simpson, and S.
Hall alternate with souvenirs as the
“‘Serapis at Sga,” and one described as
*“The Commanding Officer of the First
Battalion of the Grenadier Guards, Au-
gust. 1861.” The progress through In-
dia is commemorated by splendid tro
phics of arms, by wmany objects of art,
oblets of iron inliid with silver, and
‘‘kooftygari’ steel inlaid with go'd. M.

a prepesal that he should jein the appli-
eant in an experimental vineyard in the
Vosges ; an entreaty that he would en-
able a working jeweller to redeem his
lathe and tools. Needless to say, he is
also assailed by the ignoble, malicious or
eilly people whe write anonymously, and
by the erack-brained *‘prophets” dealing
in menaces of death and of eternal de-
struction on various theologieal or poli-
tical bases, who, with the writers of
threatening letters, form a very consid-
erable legion. From every eapital
and court in Europe there come also
the important thewgh unofficial cor-
respondence by whieh the Prince of
Wates adds daily to his knowledze
of the secret forces which move and
direct the policy of states. There are,
moreover, the special busiuess of the
Duchy of Cornwall, and  regimental
affairs in the cerps of which he is Culo-
nel, which are clusely investigated by
the Prince. Divided in his affection for
the two services, he naturally gives the
greater shore of his attention to that in
which he holds rauk, and in which he
was reared and trained. A pertion of
his time is also devoted to the intersts of
the Masonic body, the increase and
vitality of whieh, in England, owe much
to his care and patrouage ; and the Ruyal
College of Music, the numerous institu
tions of which he is patrou or chief, and
innumerable charities and societies which
he encouriges and aids, make their
several demands on the life of the
busiest man in Europe, and their claims
allewed.
There are very few men in England
who can make as good a speech as the
Prince of Wales. His voice is sin&ilar-
ly far-reaching, clear, pleasant, and - s
delivery is simple and dignified. But it
must not be supposed that the ease and
fluency which now characterize his pub
lic dwscourses were attained without
trouble, or that the Prince is one of the
“*meb ef gontlemen who ‘speak’ av ease,’
and have very little to say worth listen-
ing vo. At first, when he had to address
an audience—and it fell to his lot to be-
gin speech-making whilst he was very
young indeed— he spoke with some hesi-
tation, and he gave his.audience the idea
of vne whe would be very glud when he
could sit down ; but by persistent prac-
tice, stimulated by the eertainty that he
must lovk forward to cpnstant calls upon
him, and animated by a high senss of
duty,the prince overcamo the difficulties
which beset most young oraters, avgra-
vated in his case by the consciousness
that every word he uttered would be
eagerly weighed and recorded. He has
acquired a conmand of language and a
felicity of éxpression which commended his
matter to the most critical, whilst it is
at the same time judiclous in substance
and much te the point. No ene can
make a better case for a charitable insti-
tution than the Prince, and his appeals
to the pockets of his hearers when he is
presiding at a dinuer to premnte the
work of seine beneficent association, or
to further some useful and meriterions
enterprise, are sc successful that it is
considered the fortune of an evening,
from a tinancial point of view, is seeured
when the Prince of Wales has consented
to take the chair. On occasions of
national importance and interest, such as
the opening of public institutions, the
Prinee's speeches, carefully prepared
and excellently pronounced, are models
of what such work should ble, setting
forth the objocts in view, the history of
the movement, and the claims it has to
support or approval, in well-chosen and
effective words. The Prince has had
practice enough certainly, for since his
marriage he has been associated with
every movement in the kingdom, and
has bsen called upon te open exhibitions,
bridges and buildines, parks and
museums, “inaugurate’” statues, lay
foundation stones, preside at commis-
sions and banquets year after year, uud
has arswered to the call with unflagzing
spirit,cheerfulness, and etfvct. —[ William
