o Bl ot won o toea| LORD CECIL'S FATE,

Converted With Drawn Sword.

Lord Adelburt Percy Cecll, as Relat-
ed by the Rev. W, Haslam,

From the Toronto Telegram.

If has often been remarked that whon
soldiers fall under spiritual influence
they manitest greater earnestness and
force of conviction than men in other
walks of Jife, Lord Adelburt Percy
Cecil was not an exception to this obser-
vation,

Lord Cecil, late lieutenant 1st Rifle
Brigade, was one of the younger sons of
the Marquis of Exeter, and was born
July 18, 1841. He is descended from
William Cecil, Secretary of State under
Edward VI, and Elizabeth, and elevated
to the peerage under the title of Baron
Burghley, Feb, 25, 1571. The
quisate’ dates from Feb, 4, 180L
The family seat is Burghley, near Stam-
ford, Northamptonshire ; the town house
is 36 Grosvenor Square, London.

Under the heading ‘‘The
Nobleman,” his conversion is thus
described by the Rev W. Huaslam, for-
merly incumbent of Curzou Chapel,
Mayfair, London, in his book *“‘Yet Not
I.” Mr Haslam several years ago cons
ducted a series of revival meetings in
Toronto.

“In 18G5, one evening after I had
been preaching in the Town Hall at
Hythe, a young gentleman came up to
me and said: ‘You are the very
man I have been wanting to meet fcr
several years.” He told me that one
day while he was with his_regiment in
Canada, he was marching along with a
drawn sword in his hand, and the band
was playing a quick, lively tune, when
all at once he felt that God loyed him,
and that his sins were pardoned. This
made him exceedingly happy, and he
went along with a light, buoyant step,
scarcely consciou§ ot anything but his
joy. One afternoon I was invited by
Lord A to his room in the officers’
quarters to give an address. There were
present fourteen oflicers of all grades,
from a colonel down to an ensign, They
were free and friendly enough with me
till after the prayer for a blessing on our
gathering. Then, as if they were afraid
some action would take place, the major-
ity of them went away behind me, ‘out
of range,” as they called it, and sat upon
his lordship’s bed at the other end of the
room. One evening after my address I
called on some one to pray. Im anin-
stant Lord A—— broke out in prayer as
if he could not restrain himself. The
adjutant was'present, Lord A was
reported to the Colonel and placed under
arrest, The regiment with the obnoxious
officer was shortly afterwards ordered to
Canada. Then my lord had more liberty
and used it freely till he came into col-
lision with a bishop. In his surprise at
some of the Episcopal statements he could
not help asking the bishop if he was con-
verted.

A good quality of seamless matting can
be bought for §16 a piece of forty yards.
It is not necessary to use rugs, but even
a few bright home-made rugs are a great
addition to any room. A large comfor-
table lounge ought to be a part of the
furniture of almost any summer room.
Light rattan or willow furnitare is to be
preferred in the parlcr to any uphol-
stered furniture. Hanging scarfs, man-
tel draperies, which make a winter room
iook cosey and ‘‘furnished,” have no
place ira summer room, All cushions
to chairs should be made so they
can ba turned over. At this season the
oil or gas stove may be supreme and
prove an economy and comfort. With
an iron or brick oven for baking and a
small stove for laundry work it is quite
possible for a large family to leave the
large range whick 1s a8 necessity in win-
ter unlighted all' summer. If the bed-
ding is arranged the first of Juune for
summer, and the heavier winter bedding
packed away, much inccnvenience and
wear of material will be saved. Always
leave out one heavy blanket fur each
bed, however, to meet suiden changes
of weather, which occur so frequently in
our chmate. There are many ingenious
ways which a good housewife will tind to
increase the comfort of her family and
guests during the heated term. This
above all things she will not do—allow
herself to become 1rritated in mind Jand
jaded in nerves by attempting more work

. Dainty Dishes of Strawberries. .

A strawberry ice cream is certainly
one of the most delicious creams mady,
and one of the most ornamental served
in little ice-glasses on standards as it
frequently yis. The French recipe for
 this cream, which is the simplest, is the
best. Weigh out two pounds of ripe
wild berries, if you can get them, rub
, them throughja fine sieve or tammy 8o
| a8 to remove the seeds, add to the pulp
) three quarters of a pound’ of sugar and
the juice of a lemon. Soak two ounces
of gelatine in celd water tor two hours,
stir 1t over the fire with half a cup of
boiling water till it is all dissolved, then
strain it inte the strawberry pulp, and
finaliy add a quart of rich cream, and
freeze. Serve with angel cake or some
other white cake or with waters.

Strawberry Jelly and Blanc-Mange. —
Make a nice blanc-mange with gelatine,
| flavoring it with lemon peel, and set it
aside in a mould and prepare the jelly.
This is made of wild strawberries or any
strawberry rich in flavor. Soak half a
package of gelatine in a gill of cold
water for two hours, then add the juice
of one lemon and a half a pound of

sugar and a gill of boiling water, Mash
the strawberries, straining enough

through a flannel bag to make a pint of
juice. Strain the gelatine on the straw-
berry juice, and strain the mixture
through the flannel bag once or twice.
It should be a clear crimson jelly when
cold. Keep the jelly and blane-mange
on the ice till just before serving, Turn
the blanc-mange out on a low crystal
platter and break the jelly into pieces
the size of tablespoonfuls and wreath
!them around the blanc-mange. The
jelly may be served by itself or in layers
' with blanc-mange, It is excellent serv-
ed with vanilla ice cream.

Muscovite Ice-Cream with Strawber-

IT LOOKS “FISHY.”

Arthur Henry Newton Jenkins, who
“¥acently figured as an unsuccessful de-
fendart in a libel suit in this county, is
talking of bringing an action againsi
editor Kerr, of the Bruesels Fost, for an
©pen letter published in that journal
last fall by D. McGiliicuddy, of Gode-
rich. The letter in question was written
in reply to a blackguardly attack made
upon McGillicuddy by Jenkins when the
latter was in jail for contempt of cours
in the Grant libel case. Jenkius, like
most people of his kind, could not stand
fire, and now assumes the air of an in-
jured innocent, and talks of seeking
redress in the courts. Poor fellow !
If he had not been so “‘fresh” in his at-
tacks upon other people’s roputations, he
would not now be seeking the rehabilita-
tion of his own, The Post sizes the matter
up as follows ; and will neither be bul-
dozed nor.cajoled :

““We are in receipt of a lelter from
Loftus E. Daucey, Burrister,of Seaforth,
asking us to apolovize to A, H. N. Jen-
kins for the insertion of a letter signed
“D. McGillicuddy,” in our issue of the
Post, dated Oct. 12cth, last. We re.
gret to state that we cannot accede to
Mr Dancey's request. The letter was
signed by a responsible person, was in
reply to a malicious and scurrilous at-
tack, and appeared in the tost in the
public i_terest, to the best of our know-
ledge and belief. We owe no apology
to the latest client of Loftus E, Dancey,
and we decline to give one.”
