In the Senate.

Bowell Com­
batted the idea that the French treaty 
was the first negotiation without Brit­
ish aid, and regretted the clause re­
quiring direct shipment to secure the 
reduction. This would retard the 
velopment.

Scott replied that no man could say 
that Canada had not prospered since 
1896. The balance of trade need not 
ba quoted to prove that Canada wag 
poor, when everything wenfto show 
the most prosperous country on earth, 
so prosperous that a $500 head tax 
would not keep the Chinese out. The 
financial stringency in the United 
States showed the stability of the 
Canadian financial system. The 
growth of the Northwest was due to 
the government’s courage in spending 
money to advertise its advantages.

WILL RE-OPEN SMELTERS.

Granby Consolidated Has Decided to 
Resume Operations at Grand Forks.
Grand Forks, B.C., Deo. 3—J. p. 

Graves, general manager of Granby 
Consolidated, which owns extensive 
copper mines at Phoenix, 23 miles 
distant, and the greatest smelting 
works in Canada here in Grand F'orks, 
arrived yesterday from Spokane. Af­
ter a conference with A. B. W. 
Hodges, manager, Mr. Graves stated 
that the directors had decided to re­
open the mines on Dec. 5th and the 
smelter two or three days later, giving 
employment to nine hundred men 
when operating at full capacity.ffl

Mr. Graves said: “Since closing our 
mines and smelter three weeks ago on 
account of the low price of copper 
and the high price of operating cost, 
we have been able to bring about 
s#iue reduction in-tho eoet of supplies 
and general expenses and have been 
approached by our former employees 
asking if we could resume on a scale 
of wages paid about a year ago and 
as is now in effect at Rossland, Butte 
and elsewhere. Under the proposed 
reductions the Granby company can 
afford to again operate. I am of the 
opinion that the price of copper will 
remain at twelve to sixteen cents per 
pound for some months. We will pro­
ceed as fast as possible to increase 
our output at the mines and increase 
the smaller* capacity that we have un­
der contemplation. \

Viscount’s Recall Disturbs U.S.
Washington, Dec. 4.—The recall of 

Viscount Aoki was the sensation of 
yesterday in Washington, and its sig­
nificance is heightened by the infor­
mation allowed to leak out that he 
lias been withdrawn in spite of the 
earnest intimation made to his gov­
ernment by President Roosevelt, that 
he would be glad to hâve thé ambas­
sador remain in the Ü tilted States.

In his message Roosevelt 
not only describes the cruise of thri" 
battleship fleet to the Pacific as a 
practical measure, but dwells Upon 
the friendly relations of the two coun­
tries, and recommends that an imme­
diate and generous appropriation be 
made for representation by the United 
States at the national exposition, to 
be held in Tokio in 1912.

CARON FOR OTTAWA.

Liberal Cadidate to Succeed Belcourt
—Laurier Present at Convention.
Ottawa,Dec. 3—The Ottawa Liberals 

in convention tonight chose J. B. T. 
Caron to represent them in the bye- 
election on Dec. 23 to fill the vacancy 
caused by the appointment of Bel­
court to a senatorship. Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier was present and characterized 
Borden as an opportunist. Admitting 
the racial prejudices in British Colum 
bia to be considered, he would say 
to British Columbia: “I do not share 
your sentiments. So long as I have 
the honor to be the adviser of His 
Excellency never shall I do anything 
to endanger the feeling between the 
British lion and the Japanese crown. 
No man is worthy of calling himself 
a lender of a political party who is 
not ready to run the risk of losing 
the pepnlaritjr-of hrs party trrrrf-to do 
his duty by his country.”

Hon. Mr. Pugsley took up the chal­
lenge of Mr. Borden, who had alluded 
to some remarks he made in the New 
Brunswick campaign regarding the 
conduct of the Conservatives at the 
general election in 1904. Mr. Borden 
threw out a challenge that could n6t 
be complied with under law. He had 
no hesitation in saying that a vaster 
sum was poured into the province on 
that occasion than ever before. To St. 
John alone was sent from Montreal 
between $35,000 and $40,000, and to 
Carleton between $25,000 and $60,000. 
He had not the shadow of a doubt 
there had been halt a million dollars 
raised between the party managers’ 
friends and supporters, and if a libel 
suit were brought against him or a 
certain Liberal- paper which publish­
ed it, he was ready to prove the case. 
Hon. Mr. Graham was also present.

branch. Counsel for the Canadian 
Northern argued that when the order 
was granted the location belonged to 
the Canadian Northern by right of 
seniority. It was held that the Can­
adian Northern plans were filed with 
the department of railways one year 
before the C. P. R. Creelman will 
reply on behalf of the C. P. R. It 
is not likely the oilier will be issued 
at present.

Railway Withdraws From Combine.
New York, Dec. 4.—Notice has been 

given by the Erie Railroad of its in­
tention to withdraw from the Central 
Passenger Association at Chicago. No­
tice becomes effective in. thirty days and 
as a result the Erie road will be in an 
entirely independent position in every 
way, free to.make rates and arrange­
ments without conference with its com­
petitors.

BY WAY OF IRELAND

Deputation of Irishmen in Canada To 
See Sir N^frid in Reference to 
Securing Route by Way of Black- 
sod Bay.

Montreal, Dec. 3.—Rev. Dr. Clancy, 
Bishop of Sligo; Dr. Ambrose, M.P., for 
Sligo and Rev. Denis OTJoherty, of 
Boyle, Ireland, arrived today en route 
to see the premier in regard to the All 
j£ed route

“We want to show Sir Wilfrid that 
the scheme is practically impossible un­
less it runs through Ireland. We warft 
his assurance that when he does take 
active steps in forwarding his great 
plan that he will advocate the Blacksod 
Bay route. The reason for our urgency 
is, a company is prepare^, to build a 
railway from ' the Bay to Collooney if 
they can get assurances that the route 
will lie to that port.

AUCTRALIAN WHEAT ,
CRÔP A FAILURE.

Ottawa, Dec. 3.—Australia will reap 
only half a harvest this season. Reports 
were received today from J. S. Burke 
and D. S. Ross,. Canadian trade commis­
sioners at Sydney and Melbourne re- 
spertively, absolutely confirming the 
previous forecast about the partial fail­
ure of crops. Both agree in estimating 
the yield of wheat at thirty million 
bushels us compared with sixty-eight 
million last year. XNith the surplus 
left over from 190Ç this will just be sufli- 
civnt. for home consumption. The short­
age has been caused by continued 
Irouth which lias also affected the out­
put of dairy products and inquiries are 
beginning to be made as to tlie possibil­
ities of products being secured from 
Canada.

SATURDAY'S GRAIN MARKET.
Winnipeg, Nov. 30.—'The November 

market for 1907_ made a good if not 
spectacular close. Tlie foreign cables 
ivetc all lower, hut the estimated 
shipments were small, and there was 
no improvement in tlie situation".

, WILL YOUR SEED GROW7

W. C. MeKillican, of the Dominion 
Seed Laboratory, Calgary, warns the far­
mers of Alberta to be careful in select- 
ing their seed for next year's sowing, 
lie says: i

This is a question of greet importance 
in Western "Canada this year. There are 
many farmers who will be tempted to 
use frozen grain for seed. This is done 
with a view to eco..omy. If through 
using dead seed, next year's crop is a 
lailure, the loss will be many times 
greater than the cost of good seed. The 
only way to insure having seed that will 
grow, is to test it, or have it tested 
for germination.

For the convenience of farmers in the 
\VcSt, the Seed Branch of the Dominion 
Department of Agriculture established 
last year at C'algary a Seed Laboratory 
for the testing of seed grain. This work 
is being continued again this year, and 
any samples sent in by the farmers 
will be tested free of charge.

I'urity tests are also made when de­
sired. The purity test is not for the 
purity of the variety, as some have mis­
understood it, but for the purity from 
weed seeds and foreign matter. Samples 
should be marked "Purity" or "‘Ger­
mination’’ according to which test is 
wonted.

For a germination test about MOO 
average grains is the size. of. sample re­
quired. Fcr a purity test about 1-4 lb. 
of the cereals, dr an" ounce of clover or 
grass seed is required.

Postage is required on samples of seed 
sent to Calgary. The sender ehbnld be 
sure to put bis name and address on the 
packages. Address samples, "Seed Lali- 
oratory. Dominion Department of Agri­
culture, Calgary.”

APPLE SHIPPERS COMPLAIN.
Toronto, Ont., Dec. 3.—Apple shippers 

throughout Ontario do not "like the way 
in which they are being treated by the 
railroads, and they intend doing some­
thing to remedy the situation if pos­
sible. Since the first of September the 
Ontario exporters have sent from the 
port of Montreal 625;0*6 barrels of ap­
ples. There are still scattered through­
out the province between 406,000 anti 
500,000 barrels. These latter, roughlv 
estimated in vaine, amount to one mil­
lion dollars. It is the intention to hain 
them all shipped by March .31 anti 
about 6.000 cars "ill be required. All 
autumn or since the apple season com- 
hiVnced, shippers claim that they have 
been hampered by lack of cars wlncb 
necessitated storing the fruit. There 
are also instances in which fruit has 
been lost through delay. Apple men, it 
is said, are not protesting against the 
treatment they have received this fall 
alone, ,bjit now while the situation > 
still acute they want more assurance

TUESDAY’S GRAIN MARKETS.

Action at Law Arising Out of Defunct 
Sulphite Company.

Toronto, Dec. 4.—A quarter of a 
million dollars is at stake today in 
the n-on-jury assize court before Judge 
Mabei'. Mrs. June Jacques Stuart, 
or Toronto, is the plaintiff, and the 
Bank of Montreal is the defendant. 
The case involves the rise and fall of 
the large business of the Maritime 
Sulphite Company, '.of ChathJa.ni. 
This company was started in 1886 
with a capital of $125,00(). and in­
creased it from time to time, and 
failed in June, 1901, with a capital of 
some $1,000,000. Mrs. Stuart had 
b;en left some $260,000 and real es­
tate by her father. Her husband, 
interested in the financing of the com­
pany had obtained lier signature to 
certain pajrers, guarantees and con­
veyances of real estate in favor of 
the Bank of Montreal. The guaran­
tees were taken up, and Mrs. Stuart 
was denuded of all her property. She 
now claims tliiit she signed docu­
ments without understanding them, 
and asks that they be cancelled and 
her fortune returned, or if the court 
will not .decree this, that an account­
ing be màde and all the sums on her 
husband’s liability of $125,000 be re­
turned.

SOME MUNICIPAL FIGURES.
A detailed statement has been issu­

ed showing the total debenture indebt­
edness ol the city. The total deben­
ture debt of all kinds amounts to 
$2,857,884.03, including $850,000 not 
yet issued. _

The general debenture debt is given 
as $2,425,229.76, and the debt incurred 
by issuing special debentures $393,- 
964.79.

The general debt includes $1,079,161 
.28 invested in public utilities, which 
are or will become self-sustaining. 
This leaves the general debt payable 
from the taxes, $1,346.068.48.

To meet this it will be ^necessary to 
set aside $92,000 from the taxes next 
year, equal to a levy of 4 mills on an, 
assessment of $23,000,000. In other 
words, about one dollar of every three 
paid in taxes' next year must go to 
the payment of the general debt.

Among the items charged to self- 
sustaining utilities in the amount is 
$184,000 put in whole or in part into 
the street railway. Clearly this en­
terprise cannot begin to pay for itself 
for some time. In the meantime the 
interest and sinking fund to meet the 
debentures must be taken, presum­
ably, from the general taxes. This 
brings the total at present chargeable 
against the taxes from $1,346,068.48 
up to $1,630,068.48, and raises the sum 
to be directly extracted from next 
year’s taxes to something over 
$100,000.

This by no means of course repre­
sents the total amount the ratepayer 
must provide next year toward the 
payment of the debt. It represents 
only what he will pay directly to 
ward the general debt. There is be­
side the general debt incurred-on ac­
count of the public utilities and the 
special debt incurred to carry out 
special improvements. The former 
will be paid in electric light rates, 
water charges, telephone rents, etc. 
The latter will be paid directly by spe­
cial assessment' levied on the prop­
erty benefitted by the special im­
provements.

But in each and all cases the rate­
payer is the man who foots the bill. 
He is the only source of revenue aside 
from the trifling amounts gathered in 
from license», fines, etc. Whether the 
debt be incurred for general improve, 
ments with no earning power, whether 
to install or extend a service which 
pays dividends, or to carry on work 
of value to a certain portion of the 
city, the burgess is the man upon 
whose shoulders the burden rests, and 
from whose pocket the money must 
come to pay it. In the form of gen- 
eral taxes, of charges for light, water 
and telephone, or of special frontage 
tax, he must discharge some time the 
whole $2,857,824.06, which the city 
has borrowed for these several pur­
poses, „

How much the ratepayer will have 
to provide next year of this total in­
debtedness may be calculated from 
the amount to be taken from 
the taxes to meet the debt charge­
able against them. If $92,000 will be re­
quired to meet $1,346.068.48 of the 
debt, the whole sum demanded to 
pay interest and provide sinking funds 
on the $2,867,824.08 cannot fall far 
short oi $200,000. That this sum will 
not all be collected directly in the 
form of taxes does not alter the case. 
It makes no difference to the ratepay­
er’s purse whether he pays it under 
the name of taxes or ot charges for 
light and water service.

The statement proceeds to calculate 
the relation ot the net debt to the as­
sessment and to the individual tax­
payer. The net debt chargeable 
against general taxes is $1,346,068.48; 
the assessment is a trifle under 
$22,0004)00. Therefore, it is calculated 
the assessment per head fs $1,221.43; 
the net debit per-head $74.78; and the 
net debt 6 1-2 per cent, of the assess­
ment.

The calculation ia quite correct, but 
also altogether misleading. As a cal 
eolation based on tBe "net” debt, it is 
accurate, but the “net” debt is not 
the proper basis for such calculation 
The "net" debt is not the whole' debt 
nor half the whole-debt. It ia not the 
ine&sure of the city’a Indebtedness 
It does not determine the standing of 
the city’s credit, ft doep not deter­
mine the legal margin of credit yet 
unused. It is not the whole amount, 
nor hall the whole’amount, which the 
citizens oi Edmonton are pledged to 
pay' because ot the city’s undertak 
inge.

The proper basis for such calcula 
tion, and the only proper basis, is the 
whole debt of the city, not the com. 

pnrativcly small proportion issued on

general debentures not chargeable 
against public utilities and payable 
directly from the general funds. The 
whole debt is $2,857,824.06. It amounts ; 
net to $74.78, but over $168 per head 
of population ; and is equal to not 6 1-8 
per cent, but to 13 1-10 per cent, of 
the total taxable assessment.

The average family in western cit­
ies comprises at least three members, 
on which basis Edmonton’s popula­
tion of 18,000 represents not more 
than 6,000 families. The total debt 
of the city per family amounts there­
fore to something over $474. And tho 
$200,000 which must be collected in 
one way or another to meet this debt 
next year equals an assessment of $33 
1 3 per family. It should be remem­
bered of course that against this in­
debtedness we own our public utilit­
ies, and a large proportion of this 
$33 1-3 represents what would other­
wise be paid to companies owning the 
electric light, waterworks and tele­
phone systems.

Perhaps the most suggestive portion 
of the statement is the concluding 
table showing the amount of the total 
debt, the assessment and the rate of 
taxation each year since 1904. Last 
year our total.debt was $1,608,621.77. 
This year it is $2,489,824.08, or includ­
ing the unfinished contracts for which 
debentures are to be issued $2,857,824 
.08. The addition to the debt in this 
year of ’’retrenchment” has thus been 
roughly one and one quarter million 
dollars. The query is suggested of 
what it would have been if the money 
stringency had not occurred.

A consequence of this is reflected in 
the taxation table. Last year, on an 
assessment slightly over seventeen 
millions we paid 10 12 mills; this 
year we are paying 13 1-2 mills on an 
assessment slightly under twenty-two 
millions.

the "tariff graft.’1 According to this! 
authority, when the 45 per cent, duty 
was imposed, every one concerned in 
the process of manufacturing saw his 
opportunity to raise prices, and did 
so. The producer of the raw material 
added another large slice of profits, 
the primary manufacturer did * the 
same, the maker of the finished arti­
cle followed suit, the wholesaler got 
in the game, and the retailer kept up 
the fashion. This series of "extra pro­
fits" were in the end added to the 
price demanded from the consumer 
and lie had to pay it because the tar­
iff prevented him importing goods at 
any lower prices. According to Mr. 
Miles, the total thus filched from the 
consumers of the United States every 
year reaches the enormous total of 
$500,000,000.

VERY PROPER.
It is understood the C. P. R. agree­

ment will be referred to the ratepay­
ers. The course is both wise and just. 
In fact to not do so would be neither 
wise nor just. Much may be gained 
and nothing will be lost by popular 
understanding and discussion of the 
question, and the people have a right 
to pronounce on an agreement involv 
ing the expenditure of money. The 
document should be made public as 
early as practicable and ample time 
allowed for its consideration.

RETROSPECT AND PROSPECT.
The speech from the throne on 

Tuesday comprised as usual a brief 
review of the year, and a forecast of 
the Government business to be pre­
sented to the House during the ses­
sion. The review must afford sincere 
satisfaction to every Canadian who 
rejoices in the progress of liia country. 
Our trade with the world has expand­
ed until it far exceeds even the splen­
did records of recent years. The reve­
nues have been more than sufficient 
to meet the expenditure of every kind, 
current and capital, and leave a mag­
nificent surplus of three million dol­
lars with which to reduce the public 
debt. Immigration continued to in­
crease and a larger proportion than 
ever before hailed from the Mother 
Lands. The revenues of the postal 
department have increased. Substan­
tial progress has been made on the 
construction of the National Transcon­
tinental. Happy are the people who 
at this time can look back upon a 
year oi euch splendid national pros­
perity. Though in Canada as else­
where the scarcity of money is at 
present insufficient to meet the enor­
mous demands fof investment and de­
velopment purposes, the review voices 
the hope and confidence of the nation 
that this condition is only temporary, 
and that the world-wide recognition of 
Canada’s resources is the assurance 
that our progress will suffer no per­
manent check.

The sessional forecast is promising. 
The minutes of the Imperial confer­
ence will be laid on the table. The 
new treaty with France will be sub4 
mitted for ratification. The report of 
the commission on the Quebec bridge 
disaster will be submitted, and ways 
considered for resuming the construc­
tion of the work. Bills will -be intro­
duced to establish Government con­
trol over all telegraph end telephone 
companies operating under Dominion 
charters; to extend the boundaries of 
the Province of Manitoba and other 
provinces; to provide for the payment 
oi Government annuities to aged per­
sons; to amend the Insurance Act. 
Tho'Dominion Lands Act, held over 
from last session, will be re-introduc­
ed. The programme is lengthy and 
contains many items of more than 
usual importance. With the routine 
business of reviewing the year’s opera­
tions and providing for the coming 
twelve-month, it should form the 
basis for a good session’s works.

THE POLICY OF PLUNDER.
The chairman of the Tariff Commit­

tee of the United States Manufactur­
ers' Association estimates that the 
people oi the United States are an­
nually chested out of $500.000.000 by

This, of course, is altogether over 
and above the legitimate profits which 
the manufacturers and dealers charge 
for their services and the use of their 
capital. It is merely the extra sum 
altogether aside from their profits, 
which they levy on the consumer for 
no other reason than that they want 
the money and that the tariff enables 
them to take it. It is the "rake-off"J f 
by which their "infant industries” 
are "fostered” by an infatuated coun­
try. It is the sura which the tariff 
permits them to extract from the com­
merce of the nation more than that to 
which they are legitimately entitled. 
For it they make no return either to 
the consumer or the state. From it 
the consumer receives no rebate and 
the state no revenue. Its recipients 
assume no greater share of the public 
burden because they are permitted to 
Collect it; its victims receive no re­
mission ot public burdens because 
they are forced to pay it. It is oi 
the nature of a gift in that no compen­
sation is required; it is of the nature 
of robbery in that no value is given.
In essence and in practice it is simply 
a sum of money which one class of 
the community are authorized to ex­
tort from the other class of the com­
munity without compensation in any 
shape, manner or degree. It is a spe­
cies of commercial piracy, perpetrat­
ed year after year under the protec 
tion of law and with the consent of 
the victims. -v

There is nothing surprising in the 
statement of Mr. Miles except the en­
ormity oi this amount. That the pro­
cess he describes follows naturally 
from high protection every observant 
person understands and every candid 
person admits. Whatever might hap­
pen in a world of angels or of saints, 
none bnt the purblind and the preju­
diced will deny that in this wbrld in­
habited by neither angels nor saints 
the inception of high protection is fol­
lowed invariably by the wrongful ele 
vation of prices at every step of the 
journey from the ’ sources of the raw 
material to the delivery of the finish­
ed product, and that every boost in 
prices at every step in the journey 
falls ultimately on the consumer of 
the manufactured article. It must be 
so. High protection being of the na­
ture of a graft can only perform the 
functions of a graft. Its business is 
to draw the sustenance from the com­
mercial organism into the en-grafted 
interests. This is why it is adopted. 
This is fhe purpose of its mainten­
ance. Aside from this it can have no 
reason for 
ior its inception is that it will “fos­
ter manufactures." And how is it to 
foster these except by drawing into 
them more of the national strength 
than they normally derive? And how 
is it to do this without impoverishing 
the other interests also dependent for 
sustenance on the commercial organ­
ism? •

But that this process has reached 
the tremendous proportions estimated 
by Mr. Miles may well excite sur­
prise. It should provoke surprise 
even among the American people 
where the evidences of the process are 
always and everywhere apparent. It 
should awaken apprehension in Can­
ada. where a political party clamors 
for power for the purpose of institut­
ing a similar system. The United 
States provide homes for 80,000,000 
people. Canada has a population of 
6,000,000. If $500,000,000 are wrongiul- 
ly taken from the people of the United 
States every year merely because the 
tariff system permits one class of citi­
zens to levy tribute upon all the rest, 
the same tariff system would enable 
the Canadian manufacturers to plun­
der the Canadian people to the extent 
of $37,600,000 per year. What won 
der then that the Canadian Manufac 
turers’ Association appeals to the Op­
position to propagate the high tariff 
doctrine in Canada, and promises po­
litical support in return? What won­
der that the needy mnstèife of the Op­
position grasp the offer to renew alii 
ance with tliia powerful body? That 
the leader stumps the eastern prov­
inces with a high tariff propaganda 
while the leading organ opeps war on 
the low tariff policy of the Govern-

TRADE AND REVENUE.
"Gentlemen of the House of Com­

mons,—Again in meeting you at a 
period of your most convenience for 
the despatch of business, it gives 
me great pleasure to be able to con­
gratulate you on the remarkable ex­
pansion of the trade of Canada with 
other countries, the total trade of 
the past year far exceeding that of 
any of its predecessors. A gratifying 
feature of this expansion was that 
the revenue ol the last fiscal period 
of nine month! was more than suffi­
cient to meet expenses of the con­
solidated fund, national transcon­
tinental railway, capital and special 
outlays, and all the expenses of the 
Dominion of every kind, and leave 
a balance of over $3,000,000 to be 
applied on the reduction of the pub­
lic debt,"
This opening paragraph from His 

Excellency’s speech from the Throne 
should fix itself on the mind of every 
Canadian concerned in the progress 
of his country, and the means by 
which that progress has been encour­
aged. Two facts stand out from the 
paragraph; first, that Canada’s trade 
increased rapidly during the last fis­
cal period, and second, that the reve­
nue from this increasing trade was 
more than sufficient to meet all the 
expenditures, leaving a handsome 
amount to pay on the public debt. 
Not only were our splendid records 
in trade expansion and revenue 
growth maintained, but surpassed. In 
no previous nine months ot our his­
tory did Canada do so much business 
with the world, and in no other nine 
months were the revenues derived 
from that trade so ample.

This is a continuation oi conditions 
with which we have been familiar for 
a decade. During the past ten years 
the question has not been is our trade 
growing, but how much is it grow­
ing? That it was growing everyone 
understood, whether or not he recall­
ed the figures representing how gigan 
tic were its strides, and how enormous 
the volume to which it was attaining. 
Figures, indeed, have not been neces­
sary to prove the growth of cur trade. 
The signs of it have been about on 
every hand. Everywhere and in every 
avenue of activity were movements 
which eduld only result in the in­
crease of our national business with 
the world. Tito farmer knew that he 
was selling more grain; the rancher 
that he was shipping more cattle; the 
merchant that, he waÿ buying and sell­
ing more goods ; the, manufacturer that 
he was unable to till his orders; the 
mechanic that jobs were plenty and 
wages goon; and all knew that the ag­
gregate result of all this could only 
l>c an enormous growth in the volume 
of business we were doing with the 
world.

The evidences of our growing reve­
nue liave been equally apparent. The 
development and settlement of the 
western country lias itself thrown an 
enormous burden on almost every 
branch of the government. The very 
increase in trade has created demands 
ior better shipping facilities which 
could not be ignored. To attract set­
tlers to Canada it was necessary to 
organize a complicated and expensive 
immigration department with repre­
sentatives in every country from

existence. The argument we hoPed to induce P^P1* to
------ To facilitate their location thecome
Crown lands had" to be surveyed, land 
offices erected or leased, and officials 
engaged. To provide the new-comers 
a reasonable chance of success, the 
public services had to be extended 
to them. New mail routes by the 
score had to be established by rail and 
by stage, post offices have been open­
ed by the hundreds, and postmasters 
engaged. Public buildings Have been 
erected, many of them ot splendid 
character and involving large expen­
diture. Finally* the development 
reached a stage where the creation of 
new provinces became necessary and 
generous provision was made for their 
financial needs. Meantime, the other 
portions of Canada had progressed in 
like proportion, and each step in pro­
gress created a fresh demand on the 
treasury. In the maritime provinces 
the port facilities had to be improved 
and extended everywhere. To place 
our goods in the- distant markets in 
satisfactory condition, subsidies had 
to be paid to steamship lines. Fin­
ally to accommodate the stupendous 
volume of trade, It was necessa'ry to 
undertake a new transcontinental rail­
way as a through highway from sea 
to sea. These are signa "oi large ex 
penditurc which have been before the 
public. Yet that expenditure has 
been met, not by plunging the coun­
try into debt, but even while paying 
off some of the debt incurred by the 
former administration. What need 
then of figures to prove that we have 
had a rapidly growing revenue?

The growth of trade and the growth 
of revenue were not merely coincide 
cnt. The growth of trade produced 
the growth of revenue. Our nationalment? The plunder of the Canadian

goods imported the larger the reve­
nue that will be returned, unless the 
tariff ia made so low that it cannot 
contribute to our revenue in any 
measurable degree. We have secured 
the revenue because we have engaged 
in the trade, and if we had not had 
the trade we could not have secured 
the revenue. It is to our trade expan­
sion that we owe the money which 
has enabled us to meet the heavy de­
mands tor expenditure created by the 
development and progress of the coun­
try. The problem for the opponents 
of our present trade policy is how 
without that policy they would have 
provided for that expenditure.

Neither the increase in trade nor 
the increase in revenue came by 
chance. Both came because we dis­
carded a policy which stifled trade 
and adopted a policy which promoted 
trade. For seventeen years we had a 
tariff whose business was to prevent 
trade with foreign countries. It work­
ed splendidly. Our trade was kept 
from growing, and the revenue col­
lectable from the trade could not 
grow. In seventeen years our trade 
increased by only $86,000,000, and our 
tariff revenue by $8,000,000. We have 
had ten years of a tariff whose busi­
ness is to encourage trade. In that 
ten years our trade has increased 
$363,000,000 and the revenue returned 
from the trade has grown $34,000,000. 
That is the difference between a policy 
which prevents trade and a policy 
which encourages trade; between the 
high protection policy of the tormer 
administration and the low tariff pol­
icy of their successors.

THE CONVICTION OF THE 
LUMBER DEALERS.

The conviction of the Alberta Re­
tail Lilmber Dealers’ Association is a 
penalty the members have brought 
upon themselves. The prosecution 
and conviction grew out of the Parlia­
mentary investigation into the con­
duct of the lumber business. That 
investigation was the response of Par­
liament to the demand of the public. 
That demand was the expression of 
public belief that the lumber business 
of Western Canada was controlled by 
an organization or organizations whose 
business in life was to stifle competi­
tion and to unduly enhance the prices 
of lumber. For the creation of that 
public conviction, the lumbermen 
have themselves to thank. It was 
neither born of prejudice nor fostered 
by unreasoning antagonism. It was 
created and developed by a consistent 
course of studied greed on the part 
of the lumber dealers themselves. For 
tiie trouble it has brought upon them 
they have only themselves to blame. 
It ia merely an illustration of the 
time-honored maxim that “Chickens 
come home to roost."

At the same time a large measure 
or credit is due the Government of 
Alberta for promptly testing the val­
idity of this public belief by entering 
prosecution against the lumber dealers 
on the strength of the report of the 
Parliamentary committee. This course 
was demanded both in justice to the 
public and in justice to the lumber 
dealers. The public had a grievance; 
it was the busines of the Government 
to reveal whether or not that griev­
ance had a foundation in fact. The 
lumber dealers were accused of an 
offence against the laws ; it was equal­
ly the duty ot the Government to give 
them an opportunity to prove the ac­
cusation taise. This duty to the ac­
cusers and the accused could be dis­
charged in only one way—by prosecut­
ing the accused in the name of the 
accusing public. Either that course 
must be adopted or a public griev­
ance must go unheeded, and the stig­
ma of an untried- accusation be left 
upon a large and reputable class of 
citizens. The prosecution was begun. 
The case was tried on its merits. It 
the result is unsatisfactory to either 
party they have the consolation of 
knowing that it is so because their 
cause had so little'merit. To the Gov­
ernment belongs the credit of having 
faithfully discharged their duty to 
both parties. As the representatives 
or" the public they put p public griev­
ance to the test; as the guardians of 
public rights they provided the accus­
ed section of the public tire opportun­
ity to defend themselves from the ac­
cusation. With the result of the case 
the Government had no concern. The 
undertaking and prosecution oi the 
easo was their public duty. Their 
credit is that they did not shirk that 
duty. The result of the case reveals 
what their devotion to duty meant for 
the public.

The result of the Alberta prosecu­
tion should have far-reaching conse­
quences in Western Canada. It should 
be followed by prompt action on the 
part of the Manitoba Government in 
prosecuting the Western Retailers’ 
Association, which operates through­
out Manitoba and Saskatchewan. The 
Parliamentary committee found the 
Western Association equally culpable 
to the Alberta Association. The head­
quarters of the Western Association is 
in Manitoba. It was organized there.

extended its operations over the en­
tire prairie country, but continued to 
be engineered and directed from Win­
nipeg. The separation of the Alberta 
dealers left it in control of Manitoba 
and Saskatchewan. Presumably the 
Roblin Government has been waiting 
to see how the Alberta prosecution 
terminated before entering action. 
The result is before them. It is up 
to them to follow suit.

Of still more consequence would be 
the prosecution of the Mountain Mill- 
men’s Association, and the Coast Mill­
ers' Association by the Government of 
British Columbia. The members oi 
these Associations control the source 
of lumber supply for the whole West­
ern country. They have it in theii 
power to say how large or small that 
supply shall be and to whom it shall 
or shall not be sold. The Parliamen­
tary investigation and the Alberta pro­
secution produced a large volume of 
evidence that they have used this power 
tor the maintenance of the Retailers’ 
Associations. Had they not done so, 
it is difficult to see how the retailers 
could have maintained' organizations 
of the nature and for the purpose of 
those operating on the prairies. No 
combination of retailers on the prair­
ies could suceesfully stifle competition 
if the mill-owners provided stock 
equally readily to retailers not in the 
combination. No retailers’ combine 
could maintain exorbitant prices it 
the millmen sold at equally favorable 
terms to non-members of the combine. 
The Parliamentary committee recog­
nized this, and recommended the 
millmen’s organizations to the atten­
tion ot the British Columbia authori­
ties. Those authorities have as yet 
made no move toward their prosecu 
tion, nor even toward the further in 
vestigation of their manner ot opera­
tion. The conviction of the Alberta 
Retailers’ organization as an illegal 
combine throws an additional obliga­
tion on the McBride Government to 
test the legality of the Millmen’s Asso­
ciations. If it moves them to action 
along this line we may have an early 
remedy to the evil of improper mani­
pulation of the lumber business. 
Without such action, the prosecution 
of the Retailers organizations can at 
best only curtail the evils.

On the commercial life of the Prov­
ince the prosecution of the lumber 
dealers should have a wholesome in­
fluence. To all who may be disposed 
to follow their methods it extends the 
prospect or sharing their fate. It 
establishes the Provincial Govern­
ment as a representative body in dis­
position as well as in positron. It is 
the proof ot their responsiveness to 
public opinion. It should be a suffi­
cient warning to others to -not provoke 
the public opinion.

CURRENT COMMENT.

Something new in the way of muni­
cipal financing came to light at last 
night’s council meeting. Among the 
accounts was an item which repre­
sented the city owing the assessor 
$10,000 for taxes. An inquiry follow­
ed and adduced information of one ot 
the expedients by which we have been 
enabled to pull through the summer. 
When the financial market tightened 
up we were leit absolutely without 
cash. The bank would lend us no 
more. An appeal was made to a pri­
vate firm to advance a loan ot $10,000 
as an advance of their taxes, which 
would be due this fall. The appeal 
was met and the money loaned us at 
six per ceijt. At the time we were 
paying the bank eight per cent. The 
head of the firm who thus came to 
our relief was the gentleman whose 
candidacy for the mayoralty has 
drawn upon him the accusation of be­
ing lacking in public spirit.

The nomination of Mr. McDougall 
is the protest oi the business men of 
the city against the kind of adminis­
tration we have been getting—not ne­
cessarily an expression of antagonism 
toward the personnel of that adminis­
tration. Who has administered the 
city’s affairs is not the question. The 
point of importance is how they have 
been administered. To put it mildly, 
the method ot administration has not 
been satisfactory. In the face of a 
money stringency we plunged into a 
programme of enormous expenditure 
without knowing where the money was 
to come from. Once undertaken, the 
programme could only be partially 
abandoned. A large part of what 
was abandoned was left in a 
half-completed condition. A large 
part of what was not abandoned 
was muddled. In either case the lat­
ter state was worse than the first. Al­
together we spent this year a million 
and a quarter dollars, and contracts 
have been let bringing it up to a mil-’ 
lion and a half. For a large part of 
this we have received no fair value. 
Meantime, having no money when we 
began work we have been financing 
as best we might, and in a time of 
stringency the best is not very good. 
We have carried enormous overdrafts 
at the bank at high rates of interest. 
We have sacrificed debentures in an

unfavorable market. In one ease we 
sold to a purchaser, who could not pay 
for them and generously waited near, 
ly six months until he got the money. 
In the meantime we borrowed the 
money from the bank at seven per 
cent. Presumably, too, the purchaser 
of the bonds will come on us for the 
interest from the date on which he 
purchased them. If so, then for that 
six months we shall have paid some­
thing like twelve per cent, for the halt 
million dollars we were supposed to 
gi-t at four and one-half. Is it any 
wonder the business men of the city 
rose in protest and presented one of 
their number with the largest requisi-. 
tion ever tendered a candidate for 
municipal honors in the. city?

So far the only argument raised 
against Mr. McDougall’s candidature 
is the very reason for which he was 
asked to become a candidate. It is 
argued that he has been too discerning 
and too successful in his private af­
fairs. Well, it is some considerable 
time since the city of Edmonton suf­
fered an excess of sagacity or a sur­
plus of success in the management of 
it; affairs. If Mr. McDougall can 
bring to the management of civic 
business one-hali the astuteness ire 
is accused of having displayed in his 
own business, and if he can produce 
at the city hall any reasonable imi­
tation o£ the success his opponents 
announce him to have achieved in 
private, he will have fulfilled the pur­
pose of his nomination and left a 
record which his successors will have 
trouble in reaching. That a man has 
been diligent and successful when 
working tor himself is surely strange 
ground on which to put forth the ar­
gument that he would not do good 
work for the city. That he lias had 
large and successful experience in 
finance is surely a poor argument to. 
raise against a candidate when the 
city is rolling in the trough for want 
of an experienced man at the wheel.

The Dutch have taken Holland. Mr. 
John Stanfield carried the constitu­
ency of Colchester, N.S., on Friday in 
the Conservative interests. Since Con. 
federation the riding has twice gone 
Liberal, on the former ot these occa­
sions political issues being side-track­
ed by the temperance question. The 
late member, Mr. E. J. Lawrence, was 
therefore the only Liberal who ever 
succeeded in carrying the constituency 
in normal conditions and on purely 
political policy. Mr. Stanfield is a 
large manufacturer, and will no doubt 
become an eloquent advocate ot high­
er tariff on underwear.

Several communications have come 
to the Bulletin of late unsigned, and 
for that reason have not appeared in 
print. Two of these contain pointed 
references to the Mayor, and would of 
course be published only ever the sig­
natures ot the authors. Others, while 
unobjectionable in themselves, do not 
reveal their authorship. It is a stand­
ing measure of self-defence that a 
newspaper must know the names of 
correspondents, and this rule the 
Bulletin will not vary. The Bulletin 
would prefer that every letter appear­
ing in these columns should be affixed 
by the name of the author, as a guar­
antee to the public of his good faith. 
It reserves, however, the privilege of 
publishing over nom-de-plumes com­
munications dealing with purely pub­
lic matters, and whose publication 
appears likely to promote the publie 
welfare. This, of course, without 
varying the rule that the authorship 
of all communications must be known 
to the Bulletin.

King Carlos of Portugal concluded 
some time ago to govern without the 
assistance oi the legislature, some 
members of which , had held very un­
complimentary language regarding his 
manner oi ruling witn the help of that 
body. 'The curtain w-as promptly 
drawn, and the outside world has 
heard tittle from Lisbon since. That 
tittle, however, is sufficient to indi­
cate that the head that wears the 
crown of Portugal ties uneasy. Bomb 
outrages, riots, clashes between the 
military and the mobs, the suppres­
sion of newspapers, appear to be some 
of the casual incidents of the day in 
the gay capital on the Tagus.

The Winnipeg Telegram coolly an­
nounces that the Alberta Government 
copied the telephone policy of the 
Manitoba Government. This is cer­
tainly news. Alberta has now 500 
miles of government-owned and oper­
ated telephone tines. How many miles 
has Manitoba? As far as can be 
learned from this distance Premier 
Roblin’s telephone activity has been 
pretty well limited to the establish­
ment of "corporation connections.” If 
Premier Rutherford had followed any 
such lead as that, his cabinet would 
be a wreck instead of a Government, 
To Alberta’s administration belongs 
the credit of planting the first govern­
ment-owned telephone pole on Cana­
dian soil, and of following that ex­
cellent precedent as rapidly as men 
arid money could accomplish the 
work.
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WHAT CANADA BOUGHT 
AND SOLD THIS YEAR

\

Big Budget of Interesting Things 
Culled from Trade and Navigation 
Bluebook—Figures Worth Read­
ing.

Ottawa, Nov. 18.-—The trad- and 
navigation returns of the Dominion 
of Canada is not one of those vol­
umes to which tire general reader 
would turn for a variety of reading; 
but if it is examined with ear- a 
number of facts concerning the com­
mercial relations of Canada are to be 
found, which might almost be termed 
curiosities ef commerce.

The political correspondents have 
already given the salient features of 
the blue book, such, for instance, a? 
that our total trade in the fiscal year 
ending March 31, 1907, was $462.- 
532,079, of which $169,717,174 was with 
Great Britain and $234,964,509 with 
the United States, and the balance 
with other countries.

Our Ports of Export.
Of the Canadian exports, Montreal, 

of course, had the largest share, its 
total being $53,024,839. St. John 
N.B., came next with $13,209,946, 
while Halifax was third with a total 
of $6,844,463. The chief port of ex­
port to the United States was Niagara 
Falls, which sent out $13,465,204 
worth, but Coaticook, Que., was a 
good second with $11,011,363.

Winnipeg imported goods to the 
value of $15,625:384, and exported 
goods to the value of $514,070, but of 
course the bulk of the exports via 
Emerson ($2,138,118) should be really 
credited to Winnipeg.

Vancouver had a big lead over Vic 
toria in imports, but the two were 
nearly equal in exports, the figures 
being: Imports, Vancouver, $6,654,- 
828; Victoria, $2,882,079. Exports, 
Vancouver, $3,542,955 ; Victoria, $3,- 
160,549.

Much Trade Done Via the U.S.
The St. Lawrence continues to be- 

the chief artery of our commerce, thi 
total trade via that route in the fiscal 
year 1907 being $114,233,352.

On the other hand, we were depen­
dent upon the United States for com 
munication with foreign traders to a 
value of $56,125,881. For instance, 
we imported $9,314,536 worth of Bri­
tish goods to the States, and of our 
exports to the mother country no less 
than $16,839,227 worth went thither 
via United States ports. All our 
imports from Australia came direct to 
Canadian ports, but of our exports 
thither no less than $1,143,968 out o 
a total of $1,984,552 went via the 
United States, most . of it probably 
via New York in order to save the 
long railway haul to Vancouver.

On the other hand, nearly . the 
whole of our trade with Chi mi and 
Japan went and came through Cana 
dian ports. From China we bought- 
$469,361 . ttoTth, but only $85,473 
of that came via the United States ; 
while we sold to China $351,877 worth 
and sent only $10,833 via tno States. 
From Japan we imported $1,658,414 
worth, of which $271,369 came vie 
the States, and we sold Japan $538,- 
548 worth, of which all but $62,701 
went direct from Canada. -

Some Curiosities of Commerce.
So much for generalities. Now to 

come down to some of the curiosities.
We exported agricultural imple­

ments to a value of $2,489,330, but we 
imported agricultural implements 
worth $1,845,648.

We sold $978 worth of domestic ale 
and beer, but imported $420,444 worth.

We exported $311,902 worth Of 
alluminum in bars, but we bought 
$218,399 of the same metail in a 
similar form.

In antimony ore we sent away 
$31,477, but we bought $51,881 worth.

We sold ready made clothing to a 
value of $86,377 (mostly to the United 
States), but we imported ready made 
clothing to the value of $593,315, ot 
which $367,213 worth came from 
Great Britain.

Many Apples Imported.
No one would think that Canada 

would have to import dried apples, 
vet we did from the United States 
to a value of $11,477. On the other 
hand we sold $231,550 worth, nearly 
all of which went to Holland.

In green apples the comparison is 
better, but even in this staple of 
Canada we imported 43,392 barrels, 
worth $138,544 from the States. Our 
exports of green apples totalled 977,- 
961 barrels, worth $2,634,608, nearly 
all of which went to Great Britain 
though the United States took $10,- 
752 worth.

Arsenic is a Canadian product. Vet 
we imported $6,116 worth and only 
sold $4,918 worth. All of this went 
to the States.

Asbestos Automobiles.
Asbestos on the o'therhand is a 

mineral we sold and did not buy, 
at least in its crude state. Our ex­
ports of asbestos for the year reached 
a value of $1,206,766.

Another natural product which it 
is surprising ta see iniported is pot 
and pearl ash. We imported $5,291 
worth, but we sold $33,824 worth.

In automobiles we bought 350 
worth $534,620, but we sold 85 valued 
at $76,267. The bulk of those im­
ported came from the States ; the 
majority of those exported went to 
Australia and New Zealand, though 
we also sold machines to Great Brit­
ain, South Africa, the States and 
the East Indies.

Another strange feature of the trade 
returns is that we imported bacon to 
the value of $157,062. But on the 
other hand we exported $9,222,122 
worth. Nearly all our imports of 
bacons and hams came from the 
States, while nearly all our sales were 
to Great Britain.

Bait, Bark and Barley.
A remarkable contrast in values is 

shown as regards bait fish. We sold 
V54 barrels, valued at $2,786, whil< 
ere bought six thousand barrels, val- 
trA st only $203. All this trade is 
with the States.

In bark for tanning, the balance 
of trade is all in our favor. We only 
imported $277 worth, but. we sold

$30,911. This also is all trade with 
the States.

We exported $637,571 worth of bar- 
ley, nearly all to Great Britain, but 
we bought $221,058 worth, nearly all 
from the States. I

One item of trade in which there 
were no imports was in that ot 
barytes. We sold $6,750 worth, all 
to the States.

Beans, Berries and Peef.
Beans are an article which on 

would think Canada could produce 
in sufficient quantities, yet we im­
ported $40,511 worth, nearly all from 
thp States, and exported $48,794 
worth.

There must have been a lot of cran­
berry sauce eaten in Canada last 
year, for We imported $75,044 worth 
from the States, notwithstanding that 
Quebec and the Maritime Provinces 
grow the best cranberries in the 
world. Of other berries, including 
blackberries, gooseberries, raspberries 
and strawberries, we took $16,121- 
wort h from the States. On the other 
hand, we sold $118,381 worth of ber­
ries, practically all to our American 
cousins.

Most people will be surprised tc 
learn that we imported more beef 
than we exported, yet such was the 
case. We bought $132,747 worth and 
sold only $102,560 worth.

In bicycles we sold $86,606 worth, 
practically all to Australia, but we 
imported $25,481 worth, nearly all 
irom the States.

Biscuits and Boots,
Biscuits afford another surprise. 

We sold $28,296 worth of which 
$18,962 went to the British West In 
dies. But we bought $62,806 worth, 
the bulk of which came from Eng­
land.

The United States supplied $983/ 
359 worth of the leather boots and 
shoes which we imported, out of a 
total of $1,057,923. XVe exported only 
$111,568 worth, more than half oi 
which went to Newfoundland.

Our bones mostly went to the 
States, which took practically all o. 
an export valued at $31,686; but we 
imported $15,519 worth, mostly from 
Newfoundland.

Bran is another product which we 
should not. have to import, yet we 
bought $57,527 worth, nearly all from 
the States, yet we sold $56,072 worth. 
Here is another curiosity. Britair. 
bought 131,624 cwt., valued at $127; 
146, while the 165,846 cwt. which wen 
to the States was valued at only 
$77,178.

Two gallons of Canadian brandy 
were exported to the United States, 
which looks mighty small when wt 
are told that Canada imported $457,- 
274 worth.

We imported $88,144 worth of build 
ing brick, mostly from the States 
but we exported $5,882 worth.

While we sold $196,002 worth o 
buckwheat, we imported $3,566 worth 
nearly all from Japan. Great Bri 
tain and Belgium were our best eus 
tourers.

Queer Butter Figures.
Last year was a bannof year fo. 

th» butter industry in Canada, whei 
we Exported $4,011,609 worth. Yet wt 
had to purchase $157,062 , worth, o 
which Australia sent us $47,172. O 
the imports $1 worth canto from New 
foundland, and of the exports $2), 
worth went to Turkey.

We sold $2,479 worth of buttons tc 
the States, but we imported $413,871 
worth, more- than half coining across 
the border.

New Zealand, proved a, good custo­
mer for Canadian made candies, tak 
ing $7,819 worth out of a total expor­
tation of $14,889, the bulk of the res 
going to the States. On the othe 
hand, we imported $52,638 worth 
more than half coming from Ameri­
can factories.

In carriages we bought $72,708 
worth, and we exported $15,300 worth 
South Africa was our best customer.

Many Cartridges Go South.
Whether the prevalent unrest in 

South America is responsible or not, 
it is curious to iearn that among the 
purchasers of our cartridges were Ar­
gentina, Brazil, Ecuador, Mexico, 
Panama and Peru, while Cuba was 
also a purchaser. The total exports 
were valued at $72,860. But we also 
bought $353,267 worth from Britain 
and the States in about equal quanti­
ties.

Argentina was our best customer in 
the matter of carts, purchasing $5,- 
842 out of a total exportation of $7,-

Xn cattle, of course, the balance is 
all in our favor, the total export be­
ing valued at $10,922,105 ; but it is 
somewhat surprising to. learn that we 
bought $64,519 worth of cattle ftom 
the States.

The industrial activity of the coun­
try is illustrated by the statement 
that we purchased $524,003 worth of 

-Portland cement in the year, but we 
also exported $5,229 worth, of which 
Cuba took a good proportion.

The Breakfast Food Fad.
The breakfast food habit is respon­

sible for the export of $1,132,085 
worth of Canadian products, our cus­
tomers including South Africa, Aus­
tralia, Denmark, Norway and Hol­
land, while even China made a begin­
ning with $44 worth. But we also 
imported $147,861 worth, among those 
who sold to us being China, Japan 
and Turkey.

Charcoal is another Canadian 
staple which gives us a surprise. We 
sold $14,232 worth, but we bought 
$17.156 worth.

Why should Canada import $129,- 
960 worth of cheese when it exports 
that product to a value of $22,060,- 
584? France, Italy and Switzerland 
are of course responsible for most oi 
our imports, but why should we get 
cheese from Norway or what kind of 
cheese was- it which cam'; from China 
to a value of $1? But as we sold 
China $2,206 worth in return we 
should have no reason to complain.

Good Taste in Cigars.
A majority of our cigars come from 

Cuba, showing that we have a good 
taste in the matter of “smokes,” that 
island sending $360,832 worth, out of 
a total of $406,106. But British made 
cigarettes have the pull, amounting to 
$$4,533, out of a total of $69,991, 
EÉfypt being second with $20,539. We 
exported $940 worth of Canadian 
made cigars, of which Newfoundland 

„tpok $861, while of the $425 worth of 
Canadian made cigarettes exported,

8am evidently likes claims, for 
took $104,112 worth out of a total 
$122,441.

Coal and Coal Oil.
Coal is an important item in our 

trade. We imported $8,123,099 worth 
$300 worth went to Australia. Uncle 
of bituminous and $9,487,574 worth 
of anthracite or a total of $17,610,673. 
But we exported $3,346,403 worth, 
nearly all to the United States, 
though Bermuda, South Africa, Ar­
gentina, Cuba, and Mexico were 
good customers.

Another item on which the United 
States levied tribute was coal oil. 
We purchased $532,152 worth, nearly 
ill from them, and we exported $683 
worth, of which the States took $2 
worth.

A Fi*h Puzzle.
One of the mystc ies of the blue 

book is why we sh raid have import­
ed $51,095 worth of fresh cod and 
haddock, while we only, exported $1,- 
294 worth. In salt: d -cod on the othei 
hand the tables were turned. We 
mported $14,965 worth, but we sold 

$3,048,203 worth. Among our custo 
mers for this staple were Bermuda, 
British Guiana, the West Indies, 
Malta, Brazil, the Central American 
States, China, Cuba, Denmark, Hay- 
ti, Dutch Guiana, Italy, Medeira, Pa 
aama, Porto Rico, Portugal, San 
Domingo, Spain and Colombia, t( 
lay nothing of Britain and the States. 
Even Turkey took $40 worth.

The placing of Indian corn on the 
free list resulted in an importation of 
$5,175,875 worth, while we only ex­
ported $4,253 worth.

Copper All Goes to States.
Canadian copper was sent abroad 

,o an amount of $5,096,999, while we 
imported $484,804 worth. Practical­
ly all of this trade was with the 
States.

N;w Zealand was our best cus­
tomer for cotton fabrics, taking $91,- 
524, but China was a good second 
,rith $72,041. Great Britain, of course 
aas command of our import trade.

Condensed milk was responsible 
;or importations of $5,878, but $400 
worth from the States; but we ship­
ped abroad $46,041 worth, South 
Arnica taking $22,082 of ' the total. 
Here again China was a good custo­
mer, while Denmark took $533 worth, 
which is rather surprising.

A Sign of Prosperity.
The influx of population in Canada 

is well illustrated by the statement 
that the household effects entered 
were valued at $5,775,378, while those 
entered for export ' totalled only 
$1,205,585. Those. going to the 
States were valued at $ 1,1 14,345, wlult 
those coming from the States totalled 
$4,062,083, quite a change from the 
agures prior to 1897.

There seems to be something the 
matter with the Canadian hen. Why 
rise should we have to buy $142,868 
worth of eggs from the States - and 
onlv sell them $7,632 worth? Out 
total exports of eggs amounted to 
$556,557 most going to Britain, while 
our imports of eggs totalled $144,630 
Iti is interesting to notice that China 
Wt up 10,559 dozen eggs and Japan 
163 dozen. : ,r . • , .....

We sold $198,443 worth of fertili­
zers, the greater part to ,toe Umed 
States, though Hayti und'Jâpaii were- 
good customers. On the other hand 
we imported $25,044 worth, mçstly, 
from across the border.

Nearly all our tresh herring was 
sold to the United States, or $90,- 
?96 worth out of a total of $90,907, 
and we only imported $1,031 worth. 
In pickled herring on the other hand 
we sold $488,404 worth and imported 
$29,615 worth. Holland sent us $275,- 
309 worth; our best market was the 
West Indies, th-2 United States, Hong 
Kong and Japan.

We Lead in Lobsters.
Lobsters are in a class by them­

selves. We only imported four barrels 
of live lobsters and 491 lbs. of canned, 
while we exported $163,472worth of live 
and $1,368,927 of canned. France was 
our best customer-for the canned, tak­
ing $545,029 worth and Great Britain 
and the States were about equal in 
their demands. Other customers were 
Argentine, Belgiam, Denmark and
S'piekled mackerel was another fish 
product on which the balance was m 
our favor largely because of the de­
mand for States, but salmon is a good 
illustration of the valus of our fisher­
ies. We sold $156,493 worth of fresh 
and $1,992,011 of canned, the fresh 
being divided almost equally between 
Britain and the States, with Germany 
a good third, while as for the canned 
it went all over the world, the bulk 
going to Great Britain, but the Aus­
tralian Commonwealth took $214,8/8 
worth and little Fiji $21,000 worth. 
Yet we bought $7,965 worth of fresh 
and $28,466 worth of canned from the

St\\V' imported $3,361,390 worth of 
flax seed, mostly from the States and 
we sold $145,244 worth practically all 
to Great Britain.

Little Flour Imported.
Canadian millers seem to have 

practical control of the flour market. 
We only imported $117,013 worth, and 
we sold $4,095,207 worth. More than 
half of our exports went to Great 
Britain, but South Africa, Newfound­
land, the West Indies, British Gui- 
ana, Australia, Fiji, Malta, China, 
Japan, Norway and RusMa also took 
substantial amounts.

Nearly all our gold ."wejnt to the 
United States, only $350 out of a 
total export of $7,226,954 going to 
Hong Kong. - - , - , ,

We sold $1,034,948 worth of hay, but 
we bought $115,230 worth, all from the 
United States. Of our exports Great 
Britain took more than half, but the 
States purchased 9295,105 worth, 
Cuba, Mexico and Bermuda were also 
16rge purchasers of Canadian hay.

Our imports of-hides and skins to­
talled $5,667,425, while we exported 
to an amount of $2,608,875. The Un­
ited States took nearly all our hides, 
paying us $2,543,119, but on the other 
hand we had to pay them $1,491,342. 
Argentine was our second best souroî 
of supplv and Great Britain the third.

Who would think that Canada had

The United States is our best mar­
ket for our sewing machines; taking 
$12,364 worth, out of a total of $29.- 
708, but Newfoundland, Germany and 
Mexico were also good customers. 
It seems strange to think of Canadian 
machines going to those countries, yet 
they did. On the other side we 
bought $259,311 worth of sewing ma­
chines, and most of them were Amer­
ican. The English sewing machine 
seems to have lost this market alto­
gether.

Nearly all the lard imported into 
Canada Comes from Chicago. It 
reaches the total of $584,275, but 
China also sent us $3 worth. Our ex­
ports of lard amounted onlv to $20,- 
161.

Products of the forest are responsi­
ble for a total of $28,710,285 in ex­
ports and of $5,785,361 in imports. 
The United States was of course our 
best customer, though Britain was1 a 
good second.’

In pulp wood we sent the States 
$2,397,448, out of a total export of 
$2,984,945, and we imported $35,960 
worth.

syrup. Blit we did. We bought $1,- 
158 worth from the States, but we 
sold them $148,421 worth in return, 
as well as $164 worth of the syrup. 
Australia does not buy the sugar but 
took $302 worth of syrup, while Brit­
ain bought $1,266 worth of the sugar 
and only $544 worth of the syrup.

Our Organs Go to Germany.
Great Britain bouth $141,115 worth 

of the total of $194,289 of Canadian 
organs exported, and $4,020 of th> 
pianos, the total of which was $37,- 
466. Germany was curiously enough 
the second largest purchaser of our 
organs, takipg 233 valued at $12,264. 
The United States bought most of thr/ 
pianos sent away, ■ With Australia in 
the second place. Altogether Aus­
tralia took $26,000 worth of tfaese in­
struments, while Japan and South 
Africa fiach purchased one Canadian 
piano. Most of the imported pianos, 
which were valued at $211,076, came 
Irom the States, and the same thing 
applies to the imported organs. ^En­
gland seems to have lost this market 
altogether in pianos, but has a big 
lead in brass instruments.
Oats and Oysters Furnish Surprises.

Oats is another staple which it 
would not be thought possible to im­
port at a profit, yet we bought $176,- 
236 worth from tlte States and only 
sold them $46,577 worth in return. 
Our total exports of oats amounted to 
$ 1.855,300, all of which, except $300,- 
000 worth, went to -Great Britain.

In oatmeal, on the contrary, the 
imports yere small, only reaching a 
total ’ of $187, while the ekports 
amounted to $544,445. Norway, Rus­
sia and- Denmark were our best cus­
tomers after. Britain. .

Who would have said" that Cknada 
imported m'oie thttrf Hghty-two' times 
4s many oysters assshe exported? Yet 
that is the oases, e bqught 2,944 
barrels of sitell oysters, valued at 
$21,321, ^and" 189,23fl gallons of bulk 
oysters, worth $262*44',' from the’ Uni­
ted States, and wte’bnly sold $3,446 
worth. -!•; ;

Potatoes are archer line of pro­
ducts which give us a surprise. We 
imported $72,282 wdrtii; $23,209 from 
the States. And we 'exported' $377,160 
worth, only $4,250 of which went to 
the adjoining nation. Cuba and the 
West Indies took the bulk of our ex­
ports.

We sent the [United States $1,060,- 
580 worth of sheep, $883,291 of these 
being under one year old, and we im­
ported from them $288,380 worth of 
sheep. Our total exports of sheep 
amounted to $1,302,824.

We bought eleven ships from the 
United States, valud at $9,625, and 
we sold a similar number for $56,160.

Silver a Big Export.
Our exports- of silver ore totalled 

$5,507,259, the United States taking 
nearly all. Belgium bought $50,243 
worth ;. China, $94,984,, and Japan 
$26,272. We did not import any sil­
ver ore, thanks to Cobalt.

Tea a Big Item.
Tea is a very important article of 

our commerce. We imported 21,947,- 
881 lbs., valued at $3,157,087, direct 
from the country of production, as 
well as 260,766 lbs., valued at $2o,324, 
via other countries. We exported 
1,859,974 lbs., valued at $439,201, of 
which 1,726,619 lbs., worth $404,392, 
went across’ the border.

Typewriters do Well.
The type-writing industry is getting 

a very important one. Last year we 
exported 4,490 machines, worth $126,- 
986. Of these Great Britain took 2,- 
934, Belgium (550, France 333, Ger­
many 231, Italy 180, Holland 144, and 
the United States 70. We imported 
4,423 machines, valued at $283,494, all 
but 4 coming from the States.

Railway Equipment.
Forty-one locomotives were import­

ed from the United States during the 
year. They were valued at $204,175, 
and paid a duty of $62,969. Only one 
passenger car was imported. It came 
from the States, was valued at $1,700 
and paid a duty of $510. But 455 box 
cars were brought in, valued at $155,- 
838, and paid $37,757 in duty.

These are but a few of the curiosi­
ties of Canada’s commerce.

Mr. F. C. Cromwell, who left Ed­
monton on July 18th on an overland 
trip to the Pacific coast by way of 
the Yellow Head pass, returned to the 
qity last night. The party consisted 
of F. C. Cromwell, New York; H. E. 
Ritchie, Calgary ; and N. A. Fielders, 
■Edmonton. Leaving ■ Edmonton with 
eleven pack horse? and supplies they, 
reached Tete Jeune Cache on August 
15th. From this point they canoed 
down the Fraser and had many thril­
ling experiences with the “dugout,” 
especially at the Griscome canyon, 
where three of the G. T. P. survey 
party were drowned on October 4th. 
Following the course of the Fraser 
they reached, the Clearwater and pol­
ed up this river against the current 
forty miles. Here they left the 
“dugout” and with a pound of flour 
and a pound of bacon per day they 
trudged over the mountains until they 
picked up the north fork of the 
Fraser.

Mr. Cromwell states there is con­
siderable timber on the Clearwater 
arid the fork of the Fraser, which will 
be of great advantage for railway 
building, both for bridge timber and 
ties,

Mr. Cromwell states that the G. T. 
P. traverses a splendid portion of the 
Fraser valley, which is sure to be­
come a great agricultural settlement 
as soon as the road is through.

“The G. T. P. has one of the finest 
grades in America.’

The party continued their- descent 
of the Fraser to Quesnel, thence by 
steamer to Soda Creek, and from this 
point by stage to Ashcroft.

Foley & Larson, the railway con­
tractor, were gathering men for G. T. 
P. construction in Vancouver, while 
Mr. Cromwell was there. “A party of 
200 men were sent to Prince Rupert by 
this firm,” he says, “and they are ail 
white men. They are trying to get 
white men for all their contracts.”

After criticising the proposal oi 
under secretaryship and declaring his 
intention to give the two new minis­
ter® ft fair chance before expressing an 
opinion of their ability, he took up 
the challenge oi the Hon. Mr. Pugslev 
for an Investigation ihto the election 
funds.

“If any investigation is desired as 
to campaign funds)” he said, “we are 
ready for it. If the government desire 
an investigation of the La Presse deal, 
the Opposition is ready for it. If 
there is to be an inquiry, let it not 
stop short on the second deal by 
which La Presse is now controlled by- 
certain political interests.”

Daring his address Mr. Borden ques­
tioned the premier in reference to the 
senate appointments and the recent 
elevation of A. F. Laurence, of Col- 
Chester, N.S., to the bench.

“What has become,” he asked, “of 
the rule formerly advocated by the 
Liberals, that no member shall re­
ceive an appointment until he has 
been out of the house for two years?”

Touching on the French treaty, he 
hoped it would greatly increase the 
commercial relations with France. It 
was too early to express opinion, as 
the information for judgment was not 
at hand. He wished to point out one 
characteristic. He was surprised iri 
view of ^on. Mr. Fielding’s Well- 
known temperance sentiments, thpt a 
feature in the uew treaty was a de 
crease in the duties on gins and ali 
sorts of liquors.

Quebec Bridge Disaster.
Touching on the Quebec bridge dis­

aster, Mr. Borden declared the gov­
ernment was doubly responsible un­
der the legislation of 1903." The plans 
wore to be approved by the governor- 
in-council, and payments made under 
guaranteed bonds on the production 
of the estimates on certificates, of a 
government engineer. The govern­
ment had gone out of its way to sup­
port the promoters in an extarordin- 
ary way, and it wW tftae to ask wheth­
er the governing*» engineers had su­
pervised the coAetrûetion.

On the JapattaUb’ hnmlgration prob­
lem, Mr. Borden declared tie would 
support the government making repa­
ration to "the Japanese people for anv 
wrong done them,.

Dealing with the -expenditures and 
taxation, the latter, he said, was stea­
dily increasing, for five years preced­
ing 1896 the average taxation was 
twenty-seven and a third million dol­
lars, and the per capita tax $5.56. For 
five years preceding 1907 the average 
taxation was sixty-six and three quar­
ter million dollars and the per capita 
tax had jumped to $9.47.

During the five years closing 
with 1905 the average balance against 
Canada was $8,261,90. For five years 
previous to 1907 it was $57,432.00.

GIVEN HEARING
Public Meeting Addressed by Mayor­

alty and Aldermanic Aspirants— 
McDougall’s Fine Reception

The mayoralty and aldernmnic can­
didates presented themselves and 
their platforms at the public meeting 
held in the Separate School Theatre 
last night. Tlw hall was-well filled. 
The audience Was_ attentive and) fair. 
Both mayoralty" candidates were well 
received, an exceptionally enthusiastic 
outburst of applause greeting Mr. Mc­
Dougall when he stepped to the front 
of the platform to address the meet­
ing. The candidates Who took seats 
on the platform were : John A. Mc­
Dougall and Aid. J. H. Picard, 
mayoralty candidates; Messrs, Clegg, 
Edwards, Johnson, Mclnnis, Lee, 
Maiison, Bellamy, Gilbraith, Lane, 
Weeks, Calhoun and Armstrong, al- 
deraifinic candidates, and Alexander 
Butchart, Public School Candidate.

Mayor Griesbach was appointed 
chairman. The candidates retired to

the aldermanic candidates to speak. 
He referred to the fact that as an ald­
erman in 1905-6 he was termed a 
“knocker.” At that time he felt the 
city was going a little too fast, and 
that unless there were some repres­
sing influence brought to bear the 
city would find itself up against a fin­
ancial stringency, and would have a 
number of the utilities on their hands 
unfinished. Events had yiroven he 
was not far wrong.

He said he was in favor of munici­
pal ownership, and referred to the fact 
that he had been one of the first and 
most consistent advocates of munici­
pal ownership.

He 
thought inducements Of some kind 
.should be offered to get industries to

known maxim that one’s business was 
ilways better done by one's self. The

As to the Quebec bridge disaster it 
was not fitting to discuss the question 
while the enquiry was going on.

The Halifax Platform.
One of the most important parts of 

Sir Wilfrid’s speech was his criticism 
of, the Halifax platform of the Con­
servative party. In his opinion it was 
a remarkable structure. It was re­
markable for its elasticity, not for its 
solidity. It was built not of oak but 
of India rubber. It was intended to 
contract or expand according toTime 
and circumstances. Everything on it 
was coupled with a qualification. One 
step forward and another backwards. 
Like a caged squirrel always in mo­
tion; but always revolving in a circle. 
There was so much discord within the 
party ranks that the party could not 
be brought together to prepare a plat­
form, and the Opposition leader pre 
pared it for them.

The member for West Tôronto (Os­
ier) could not be trusted to meet the 
member for East York (Maclean) in 
thé question of public ownership, and 
the member for Brantford" (Cockshutt) 
could not be allowed to sit down with 
the Western members on the subject 
of protection. If this were done, dis­
cord would, be let loose and a verit­
able pandemonium would result.

That was why Mr. Borden prepared 
his own policy, and worded it in such 
terms that every body could find in it 
whatever suited his own passions, 
prejudices and convictions. The Iead- 
of the Opposition started out to evan­
gelize the country with his sails close 
trimmed so as to catch every passing 
breeze.

John A. McDougall was the first

He pleaded fatigue 
from the strcmnlusness of the last 
three' wdeks of campaigning.

One Of the first effects of his term 
of office, if he Were elected, would be 
to go thoroughly into the financial sit­
uation of the city.

He said his first 
duty would ba to see that a perman­
ent auditor was appointed. He point­
ed out that at present the ratepayers 
were not in a position to intelligently 
discuss the question of the civic fin­
ances, for the reason that there was 
not àn auditor’s statement ready.

He declared- he would put forward 
a scheme for the complete -reorganiz­
ation Of each of the public utilities of 
the city," ascertain the standing of 
the various utilities, and to demon­
strate the fact that municipally owned 
enterprises could ba operated to the 
advantage of the dty.

Next-year the mayor ; and council 
would be Called upon to immediately 
dispose of $850,060 worth, of bonds, 
and considerable other moneys would 
havBlto.be raised. .Thg market,for 
theèi Was /Ldndoti, ind 1* felt ,6e 
could hëgotiatd ëfebantute sMeS to ad­
vantage. He said if would be the 
cqertal’g'btwiitess -tarry out the 
Wufk 'ctontratibd for and commence 
some new work. The supervision of 
this work would require some careful 
management. He said he had the 
same plaa to make for the suffrage of 
the electors in the east end, as in the 
west end. His plea waiHhis business 
qualifications. He promised jtyie busi­
ness of the city his most careful at­
tention, the same attention and judge­
ment as he had given his own busi­
ness.
-He said he would play no favorites 

—every section of the city would re­
ceive the same attention from him.

Aid. J. H. Picard.
Aid. Picard said the candidates had 

been called to make a speech àlmoél 
every night for the past two weeks. 
He was not, he said, a public speaker, 
but would try, in the. short time at 
hie disposal ,to refer to a few of the 
public questions.

He did not come before the public 
unknown to -civic life for he had been 
ill the city council since 1892. Since 
that time lié had acted in the capacity 
of trustee of the city under different 
mayors, John McDougall, Mr. Edmon­
ton, Mr. McKenzie, Wm. Short, K. W. 
McKenzie, Charles May and the -pre­
sent occupant. Mayor Griesbach.

Mr. McDougall, his. opponent-, had 
said the great question was the financ­
ing of the city and lie and his follow­
ers were giving out -the erroneous im­
pression that the city is in a bad 
financial shape. They pointer! to the 
big expenditures but they forgot to 
say that $1,400,000 worth of deben­
tures had been sold.. Part of this was 
to cover work of 1906 which the coun­
cil of that year had lavishly voted, 
when money was plenty and the .banks 
were free to loan money. It was 
therefore unfair to blame the coun­
cil of this year for big expenditures. 
He had opposed some of these expen­
ditures but he was outvoted. Were he 
mayor it might be different for then 
he might control the council.

He referred to an article in the Bul­
letin with reference to the assistance 
given by McDougall & Secord. by the 
prepayment of $10,000 taxes and claim­
ed that they were Hot entitled to inore 
credit than A. W. Ormsley, city elec­
trician, who had also advanced $5,000 
in the same way. The rate paid to 
the bank was. never greater than 6 
per cent, not 8 per cent., as stated.

Aid. Picard said he had" opposed 
the high, assessment and ‘if any one 
doubted this they had only to consult 
the records of the city hall to find 
his statement correct. There-Vas not 
any great harm in the high assess­
ment for then the rate of taxation was 
low. The only object in not having 
n too high assessment was in order 
that it might not depreciate in future 
years. While the assessment was high 
the rate had dropped from 17 mills to 
10 1-2 mills this year. An auditor 
would be appointed whether he or

lie saw that $32,000 was paid this year 
for scavenging. This was at the rate 
of $2.50 a load, while last year it was 
at the rate of 75 cents. Referring to 
the cost" of boulevarding,. he quoted 
figures from last annual statement to 
show that the cast per lineal -foot was

Mr. Galbraith—“In some eases they 
are."

He was in favor of a careful selec­
tion of city employees. He was opps- 
od to bonusing railways, but was in 
favor of encouraging railways by 
cheap water rates, etc. The assess­
ment of the city should not lie on a 
speculative basis as at present. He 
was in favor of the present system of 
taxation and government by commis­
sion, both of which he had advocated 
in past years in ariother city.

Mr. Armstrong.
G. S. Armstrong, another East end 

man thought the first dut,y of the 
newly-elected alderman was to make 
himself thoroughly conversant with 
the affairs of the city. There were 
many important questions to consider 
here 011 accountNoI the public utilities. 
These should first be made to pay. The 
council - should endeavor not to give

LemleUx Banquetted in Tokio.

Tukm, Dec. 4.—ltudoiph Lemieux was 
tendered a banquet last night by the 
municipality. Among those present 
were Sir Claude McDonald, British Am­
bassador, Viscount Hayaski, Foreign 
Minister; Baron Ckinda, N, Shibusawa. 
It is understood that Mr. Lemieux has 
been informed positively that while the 
Japanese Government would not consent 
to. any modification of its treaty with 
Canada or enter into any new agree­
ment it would in future so control emi­
gration that it would not be a further 
cause of complaint. The details of such 
control arc now being arranged.

Predicts Canada Fifty Years Hence.
Ottawa, Dec; 4:—Speaking at the 

Canadian Club to-night, J. S. Ewart 
predicted that Canada in fifty years 
would be removed from a subordinate 
position. She would either have an 
independent republic similar to the 
United States, union with the United 
Kingdom, an indçiieiideiit monarchy 
under a British sovereign. Jt was not 
thought that Canada would leave tlië 
track at present, us the opposition 
was directed not against the King 
but against the Colonial Secretary 
who, as a rule, was ignorant of colon­
ial affairs. The present road led to 
ooiftplete self-government. In the dis­
cussion which followed, Col. Hughes 
opposed the idea. If after tlie Van­
couver riots, Col. Hughes said, Japan 
had commenced hostilities, it would 
finally have been generally'; conceded 
that Canada was still part and parcel 
of Britain.

Taft Meets the Czar.
St. Petersburg, Dec. 4.—Secretary 

Taft was to-day received in audience 
by, tlie Emperor at the Tzarskoe-Selo. 
He spent five hours with tlie Emper­
or, who expressed his sympathy with 
tlie United States, and had a long 
conversation regarding American pro­
blems.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-WEST
HOMESTEAD REGULATIONS.

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lauds in Manitoba or tlie 
North-West Provinces, excepting 8 
and 26, not reserved, may be home­
steaded by any person the sole head 
of a family, or male over 18 years ot 
age, to the extent of one-quarter sec­
tion, of 160 acres, more or less.

Application for homestead entry 
must be made in person by the ap­

plicant, at a Dominion Lands Agency 
or a, eurb-agencÿ. Entry by proxy may 
hoiveVcr, be made at an agency on 
certain conditions by the father, mo­
ther, son, daughter, brother or sistéi 
of an intending homesteader.

Ah application fbr entry or cancella­
tion made personally at any Suli- 
egent’s office riraÿ be wired to the 
Agent by the Sub-Agent, at the 
expense of tlie appliçaht, and if the 
land applied for is vacant on receipt 
of tlie telegram sucli application is 
to have priority and the land will be 
held until the necessary papers to 
complete Hie transaction are receiv­
ed by mail.

In case of “personation” or fraud 
the applicant will forfeit all prioritv 
of claim or if entry has been granted 
it will be summarily cancelled.

An application for cancellation niust 
be made in person. , The applicant 
must be eligible for homestead entry, 
tion will be received from an indivi­
dual Until that application ha® been 
disposed of.

Where an entry is cancelled subse­
quent to institution for cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant for cancel­
lation will be entitled to prior right 
of entry.

Application fot cancellation must 
state in what particulars the home­
steader is in default.

A homesteader whose entry is not 
the subject of cancellation proceedings, 
may, subject to the approval of 
Department, relinquish it in favour 
of father, mother, son, 'daughter 
brother- n>r sister, if eligible, but tr 
no one elsç, on filing declaration of 
abandonment. ,

Duties.—A settler is required to 
perform the conditions under ona of 
the following plans:--.

Howard Anjgus Kennedy, who went 1 up to the west from the other aide
of Cut Knife Creek. The creek itself 
was now invisible from the plain, its 
valley having almost been filled up 
since the year of the rising by a thick 
growth of poplar and willow—one of 
many indications that the forest, 
where not artificially checked, tends 
to spread over the prairie from north' 
to south On the turfy wind swept 
slope where we had been caught by 
the rebels, we now met Colonel Mc­
Donnell, of the Mounted Police, who 
had ridden over on the previous after­
noon (a forty mile canter is nothing 
out there) to bunt up some old Indian 
who had been in the fight. With him 
and his son, who talked Cree like a 
native, and last but not least, a swar­
thy, good-humored tribesman with 
long black hair, and a blanket suit. 
This was Piacutch, one of Poundmak- 
er's men who had done his best or 
his worst to defeat us, and who now 
quietly chuckled whenever he recalled 
their victory over “the police." But, 
I explained, there were only a hand­
ful of police in the outfit; most of us 
were not even regular soldiers, but 
just clerks and workingmen and such 
like who had never fought before. 
Piacutch did not contradict me, 
though it is one of the cherished tra­
ditions of the tribe that they “beat 
the police." He just smiled and said:

No matter, if you had all been police 
we would have beaten you all the 
same," Plainly, however, his feeling 
in the matter was purely academical ; 
he bore no sort of a grudge against 
either white men in general or the po­
lice in particular; and we went over 
the field together, comparing notes 
and correcting each other’s recollec­
tions, in the friendliest fashion. 

Identifying Spots.
There, in the middle of the slope, I 

mentioned that some of the horses 
had bunched together, and one of 
them was killed. "Yes," said Pia­
cutch, “its bones were there a long 
time: and down there—pointing into 
one of the flanking coulees—we found 
a dead policeman." He was not a 
pçliceman at all, by the way, but 
that was a detail. At the top of the. 
slope we identified the spot where the 
guns were planted—the poor little 
seven pounders, whose carriages col­
lapsed early in the fray, and the Gat­
ling, bravely handled by Captain 
Howard (who afterwards fought for 
us in South Africa), but as good as 
useless when the Indians had taken 
cover. The Indians did not all take 
cover, Piacutch was careful to ex­
plain. Walking westward a piece 
along the almost level plateau which 
had separated the guns from tlie In­
dian camp, he suddenly stopped and 
said : “There was an Indian here, sit­
ting up, not lying down, and firing 
at the police all the time; and the 
police couldn’t hit him." But close 
by he paused at a little hollow in the 
ground and said :, “There was a Ston- 
ey hit here, and buried here." Un­
happily the Stoney was not allowed to 
rest in peace. By whom the thing was 
done I know not, nor why, but the 
body had been removed; only Pia­
cutch poking in the ground with his 
foot, unearthed a broken piece of 
skull. The Créés, I should observe, 
have no affection for the Stoney In­
dians, dead or alive, though they 
were glad enough of their help in 
time of battle.

“And where were you?” I asked. 
Piacutch led me down the hillside 

into the coulee on the south of our 
position, turned round, and began 
stealing slowly up the slope, stooping 
low and pointing an imaginary gun at 
about the point from which I well re­
membered watching the progress of 
events.

Where Poundmaker Was Kill

through the Riel rebellion of 1885, as 
war correspondent of the Montreal 
Witness, and this year travelled over 
the Canadian West as special corre­
spondent ot The London Times, has 
brought out a book, “New Canada and 
the New Canadians," (Musson, Toron­
to), in which he writes interestingly 
of the West, contrasting the country 
as he found it in the ypar of the re­
bellion with its present development. 
The book will, no doufct, be widely 
read both here and in Great Britain. 
Mr. Kennedy was present at the en­
gagement of Cut Knife Creek, and this 
year he revisited the scene of that 
little and rather unsatisfactory battle, 
and compared notes With no less a 
person than Piacutch, an Indian, who 
was an active enemy in that fracas. 
In 1885 Kennedy was with the force 
which set out from Swift Current for 
the relief of Battleford, then beleag- 
ured by Poundmaker's braves. The 
Indians moved off without exchang­
ing blows, and 300 men were sent after 
them to teach Poundmaker a lesson. 
The thing did not come off right. The 
police and militia came up with 
PouBdma*ker’s warriors at Cut Knife 
Creek, in the early morning, and after 
a six hours’ engagement pulled out 
and returned to Battleford—in a day 
and a quarter marching in all eighty 
miles and spending six hours in fight­
ing.

It will be remembered that in this 
expedition, as in the case of Gen. 
Middleton at Batche, the officers were 
unnecessarily nervous about letting 
untried volunteers take the aggres­
sive. At Batoche the men took mat­
ters into their own hands at last and 
carried all before them.

Describing the affair at Cut Knife 
Creek, the author says that the vol­
unteers, whatever they felt, seemed in 
action to be as cool as veterans; cool 
of nerve, that is, for the sun beat 
down upon them with all its western 
might. And there were brave deeds 
dene among them that day; deeds of 
positive as well as negative courage. 
Let me only instance one. Three of 
the Battleford Home Guard who had 
been trying to clear out the enemy 
from the creek bed in our rear were 
cut off by a bunch of Indians, and 
their only way of escape was by reach­
ing and climbing a perpendicular 
earthen cut-bank. Two of the Queen’s 
Own, theological students from Toron­
to, named Atcheson and Lloyd, who 
had themselves got separated from 
their company, caught eight of the 
Battleford men from the top of the 
bank and recognized their desperate 
strait.
i Bravery of Archdeacon Lloyd.

Atcheeon stretched himself over the 
edge and hauled up the refugees by 
main force as soon as they reached 
the foot of the cut-bank, while Lloyd 
took aim in turn at every Indian that 
rose to lire at the rescuer—took aim, 
but dared not let fly, for he had only 
one cartridge left. So hot, was the 
Indian fire that every one of the three 
Battleford men was shot dead as soon 
as, he reached the top of the bank. 
One of them got a second bullet in 
him while Atcheson was carrying him 
back, and they rolled over together.

Atcheson wag picking the man up 
again when a half-breed scrambled up 
out of the gully and levelled his mus­
ket at the rescuer’s back. Lloyd fired 
his last cartridge and knocked over 
the half breed, whose body carried 
down with it half a dozen Indians 
who were scrambling up behind him. 
A moment after, a bullet pierced 
Lloyd’s side, took off a piece of verte­
bra, and stretched him paralyzed on 
the turf. Atcheson, all his ammuni­
tion gone, sprang to Lloyd’s defence, 
and stood over him with clubbed rifle ; 
but neither of them would have lived 
another minute if a handful of their 
comrades had not come up in the nick 
of time and driven off their assail­
ants.

It is that same Lloyd, now Arch­
deacon of Saskatchewan, who is so 
well known and gratefully remember­
ed in England for his indefatigable 
efforts to supply the spiritual needs 
of the new settlers, and whose name 
is immortalized by the town of Lloyd 
minster.

jcutch said: "There was an old Indian 
] named Jacob-with-long hair who al­
ways got up before everybody else. 
He went out over the hill, and his 
horse put up its ears, and then he lis­
tened and heard waggons ooming ; so 
he galloped back and told us, and we 
strung out as quick as we could, one 
by one/’

“And when we went away," I ask­
ed. "Were you one of the lot that 
followed us?”

Well, all he was willing to admit 
was that when we were going down 
the hill they went down after us to 
gather up the biscuits and cartridges 
“and rifles.” In one spot, it appear­
ed, they found quite a pile of biscuits 
—I only wish I had known where to 
get one or two that day—and cart­
ridges were as thick on the ground as 
wild strawberries. As for empty cart­
ridge cases and Canada militia but­
tons, there are plenty of them on the 
hill to this day.

“So you really did not mean to pur­
sue us?”

"The young men wanted to,” an­
swered Piacutch, ‘to catch you as you 
went home through the woods, but 
Poundmaker held them back out of 
pity for you."

In describing this incident another 
old Indian asserts that Poundmaker 
brandished his whip and threatened 
to flog any Indian 'who dared to go 
after the white men.

So the enemies of twenty years ago 
sat down and took pot-luck together 
on the battlefield—pot-luck being a 
couple of prairie chickens brought 
down from the tree top beside the 
trail—and while the red man went 
back to his farm, the white man set 
out on a long ride of two hundred and 
fifty miles southward across the great 
central plain of Southern Saskatche­
wan.

Below is President Roosevelt's mes­
sage in part, so far as it specially in­
terests the Canadian public:—
To the Senate' and House of Repre­

sentatives :—
No nation has greater resources 

than ours, and I think it can truth­
fully be said that the citizens of no 
ViatLon possess greater energy and 
industrial ability. In no nation are 
the fundamental business conditions 
sounder tlian in ours at this moment; 
and it is foolish, when such is the 
case,for people to hoard money instead 
of keeping it in sound banks; for it 
is such hoardiing that is the immedi­
ate occasion of mone,y stringency. 
Moreover, as a rule, the business o' 
ourpeople is coonducted with honesty 
andprobity, and this applies alike to 
farms and factories, to railroads and 
banks, to all our legitimate commer­
cial enterprises.

Some Are Dishonest.
In any large body of men, how­

ever, there are certain to be some who 
are dishonest, and if the conditions 
are such that these men prosper or 
commit their deeds with impunity, 
their example is a very evil thing for 
the community. Where these men 
are business men of great sagacity and 
of temperament both unscrupulous 
and reckless, and where the condi­
tions are such that they act without 
supervision or control, and at first 
without effective check from public 
opinion, they delude many innocent 
people into making investments or 
embarking in kinds of business that 
are really unsound. When the mis­
deeds of these successfully dishonest 
men are discovered, -suffering comes 
not only upon them, but upon the in­
nocent men they have misled. It is a 
painful awakening, whenever it oc­
curs; and, naturally, when it does 
occur those who suffer are apt to for­
get that the longer it was deferred 
the more painful it would be. In the 
endeavor to punish the guilty it is 
both wise and proper to endeavor so 
far as possible to minimize the dis­
tress of those who have been misled 
by the guilty. Yet it is not possible 
to re'rain because of such distress 
from striving to put an end to the mis­
deeds that are the ultimate causes of 
suffering, and as a means to this end, 
where possible to punish those respon­
sible for them. There may be differ­
ence of opinion regarding many gov­
ernment policies; but surely there can 
be no such differences regarding the 
need of unflinching perseverance in 
the war against successful dishonesty. 

Interstate Commerce.
No small part of the trouble that 

we have comes from carryiing to an 
extreme the national virtue of self- 
reliance, of independence in initiative 
and action. It is wise to conserve 
this virtue and provide for its fullest 
exercise, compatible with seeing that 
liberty does not become a liberty to 
wrong others. Unfortunately, this is 
the kind of liberty that the lack of all 
effectual regulation inevitably breeds. 
The founders of the constitution pro­
vided that the national government 
should have complete and sole con­
trol of interstate commerce. There was 
then practically no interstate busi­
ness save such ns was conducted by 
water, and tliis the national govern­
ment at once proceeded to regulate in 
thoroughgoing and effective fashion. 
Conditions have now so wholly chang­
ed that the interstate commerce by 
water is but a fraction compared with 
the amount that goes by land, and al­
most all big business concerns are 
now engaged in interestate commerce. 
As a result it can be but imparti­
ally controlled or regulated by the ac­
tion of any one of the several states; 
such action inevitably tending to be 
either too drastice or else too lax,

“Poundmaker was done here," he 
says, “with the biggest band, and it 
was here that old Napatekisik (Man- 
with-one-eye) was killed. He was 
Coming-day’s father, and he was an 
old p>an. All the Indians were going 
to show their heads, and he said : 
’Don’t show till I see.’ He put his 
head up and a bullet went into his 
chest.”

My new friend and old enemy insist­
ed that he and his comrades did not 
take shelter in the bushes lining the 
trough of the little valley; their only 
cover was the^curve of the hill; nor 
had they, as we believed, prepared 
for our reception by digging rifle-pits 
in the coulees, half-breed fashion. 
After the fight, he admitted, the wo­
men dug holes there, in case of an­
other attack.

Pointing to the hill crest on the 
far tide of the coulee, I said I remem­
bered having seen Indians firing at 
us from that exposed position.

"Yea," said Piacutch, after thinking 
a little, “that’s true; they were trying 
to hit the police who were going for 
our camp. When a man came from 
the tents telling Poundmaker that the 
camp was in danger, Poundmaker 
brought most of us up the coulee to 
save it." That, in fact, was the criti­
cal moment of the whole affair, as the 
Indians evidently recognized. And 
Piacutch, for all his certainty that wc 
were bound to be defeated, confirmed 
what was the strqpg belief of the force 
at the time, that if we had pressed on, 
instead of halting cooped up on the 
hill, not only should we have got out 
of a most unpledsant position our­
selves, but we could have captured 
the enemy’s camp and compelled the 
Indians, if they wanted to defend it, 
to come up into the open.

What Might Have Been.
“If the police had stayed on their 

horses," Piacutch confessed, “ they

Cut Knife Creek.
Just now, however, (writes Mr. Ken-
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mean that there should be an exten­
sion of federal activity. This is not 
advocating centralization. It is mere­
ly looking facts in the face, and real­
izing that centralization in business 
has already come and cannot be 
avoided or undone, and that the pub­
lic at large can only protect itself 
from certain evil effects of this busi­
ness centralization by providing bet­
ter methods for the exercise of control 
through the authority already cen­
tralized in the national government 
by the constitution itself. There must 
be no halt in the healthy constructive 
course of action which the nation has 
elected to pursue, and has steadily 
pursued, during the last six years, as 
shown both in the legislation, of con­
gress and the administration of the 
law by the department of justice. The 
most vital need is in connection with 
the railways. As to these, in my judg­
ment, there should now be either a 
national incorporation or a law lie1 
ensing railway companies to engage 
in interstate commerce on certain con- 
ditons. The law should be so formed 
as to give to the interstate commerce 
commission power to pass upon the 
future issue of securities, while ample 
provision should be given to enable 
the commission whenever considered 
necessary, to make a physical valua­
tion of any railroad.

Sherman Anti-Trust Law.
Moreover in my opinion there 

should be additional legislation look­
ing to the proper control of the great 
business concerns engaged in inter­
state business, this control to be ex­
ercised for their own benefit and 
prosperity no less than for the pro­
tection of investors and of the general 
public. As I have repeatedly said 
in messages to the congress and else­
where. experience has shown definite­
ly not merely the unwisdom but the 
futility of endeavoring to put a stop 
to all business combinations. Modern 
industrial conditions are such that 
inevitable. It is so in the world of 
business just as it is in the world of 
labor. Corporation and labor union 
alike have come to stay. Each if 
properly managed is a source of good 
and not evil.

The anti-trust law should not be re­
pealed; but it should be made both 
more efficient and more in harmony 
with actual conditions. It should be 
so amended as to forbid only the kind 
nf combination which does harm to 
the general public, such amendment 
to be accompanied by, or to be incid­
ent of, a grant of supervisory power 
to the government over these big con­
cerns engaged in interstate commerce.

Tha Tariff.
This country is definitely committed 

to the protective syste/n and any ef- 
ort to uproot it could not but cause 
widespread industrial disaster. In 
other words the principle of the pres­
ent tariff law could not with wisdom 
be changed. But with a country of 
such phenomenal growth as ours it is 
probably 'well’ that every dozen yean, 
or so the tariff laws be carefully 
scrutinized so as to see that no ex­
cessive or improver benefits be con­
ferred thereby, that proper revenue 
is provided, and that pur foreign trade 
is encouraged. There must always be 
a minimum tariff which will not only 
allow for the collection of an ample 
revenue, but which will at least make 
»ood the cost of production here and 
abroad; that is, the difference in the 
labor cost here and abrojad, for the 
well-being Of the w âge-earner must 
ever be a cardinal point of American 
policy. ffl ffi

Income Tax.
When our tax laws are revised the 

question of an income tax and an in­
heritance tax should receive the care­
ful attention of out legislators. In 
my judgment both of these taxes 
should receive the careful attention 
of our legislators. In my judgment 
Loth of these taxes should be part of 
the federal system of taxation. I speak 
diffidently about the income tax be­
cause one scheme for an income tax 
was declared unconstitutional by the 
Supreme court; while in addition it is 
a difficult tax to administer in its 
practical working,, and great care 
would have to be exércised to see it 
was not evaded by the very men whom 
it was most desirable to have taxed, 
for if so evaded it would of course be 
worse than no tax at all; as the least 
desirable of all taxes is the tax which 
bears heavily upon the honest as com­
pared with the dishonest man. Never­
theless a graduated income tax of 
the proper type would be a desirable 
feature of federal taxation, and it is 
to be hoped that one may be devised 
which the Supreme court will declare 
constutkmal. The inheritance tax, 
however, is both a far better method 
of taxation and far more important 
for having tlie fortunes ol the coun­
try bear in proportion to their in­
crease in size a corresponding increase 
and burden of taxation.

Canadian Pulp Wood.
There should be no tariff on any 

forest product grown in this country; 
and, in especial, there should be no 
tariff on wood pulp; due notice of the 
change being given of course to those 
engaged in the business so as to en­
able them to adjust themselves to the 
new conditions. The repeal of the 
duty on wood pulp should if possible 
be accompanied by an agreement 
with Canada that there shall be no ex­
port duty on Canadian pulp wood.

Presidential Campaign Expenses.
Under our form of government vot­

ing is not merely a right but a duty, 
and, moreover, a fundamental and 
necessary duty if, a man is to be a 
good citizen. It is well to provide that 
corporations shall not Contribute to 
presidential or national campaigns, 
and furthermore, to provide for the 
publication of both contributions 
and expenditures. There is, however, ■ i 
always danger in laws of this kind, ] 
which from their very nature are dif- j 
ficult of enforcement ; the danger be- | 
ing lest they be obeyed only by the j 
honest, and disobeyed by the unscrup­
ulous, so as to act only as a penalty 
upon honest men. Moreover, no such 
law would hamper an. unscrupulous 
man of unlimited means from buying 
his own way into office. There is a 
very radical measure which would, I 
believe, work a substantial improve­
ment in our system of conducting a 
campaign, although I am aware it, 
will take some time for people so to ! 
familiarize themselves with such a 
proposal as to be willing to consider 
its adoption. The need for collecting 
large campaign funds would vanish ; 
if congress provided an appropriation 
for the proper and legitimate expenses

of each of the great national parties, 
an appropriation ample enough to 
meet the necessity for thorough or­
ganization and machinery, which re­
quires a large expenditure of money. 
Then the stipulation should be made 
that no party receiving campaign 
funds from the treasury should ac­
cept more than a fixed amount from 
any individaul subscriber or donor; 
and the necessary publicity for re­
ceipts and expenditures could without 
difficult be provided.

A National Gallery of Art.
There should be a national gallery 

of art established in the capital city 
of this country. This is important 
not merely to the artistic but to the 
material welfare of he country; and 
the people are to be congratulated on 
the fact that the movement to estab­
lish such a gallery is taking definite 
form under the guidance of the Smith­
sonian institution. So far back as 
there being a 'tariff on works of art 
brought into the country, their impor­
tation should be encouraged in every 
way. There have been no sufficient 
collections of objecte of art by the 
government and what collections have 
been acquired are scattered and are 
generally placed in unsuitable and 
imperfectly lighted galleries, ffl ffl 

The Army.
Not only there is not now, but there 

never ha., been, any other nation So 
wholly free from the evils of militar­
ism as is ours. There never has been 
any other large nation, not even 
China, which for so long a period has 
had relatively to its numbers so small 
a regular army as has ours. Never 
at any time in our history has the 
regular army been of a size which 
caused the slightest appreciable tax 
upon the tax-paying citizens of the 
nation. Almost always it has been 
too small in size and underpaid. Nev­
er in our entire history has the nation 
combination is not only necessary but 
suffered in the least particular be­
cause too much care has been given 
to the army, too much prominence 
given to it, too much money spent 
upon it, or because it has been too 
laree. But again and again we have 
suffered because enough care has not 
been given to it, because it has been 
too small, because there has not been 
sufficient preparation in advance for 
possible war. Every foreign war-in 
which we have engaged has cost us 
many times the amount which, if 
wisely expended during the preceding 
years of peace on the regular army, 
would have insured the war ending in 
but a fraction of the time and but for 
a fraction of the cost that was actu­
ally the case. As as a nation we have 
always been shortsighted in provid­
ing for the efficiency of the army in 
time of peace. It is nobody’s especial 
interest to make such provision and 
no one looks ahead to war at any per­
iod, no matter how remote, ae being 
a serious possibility; while an impro­
per economy, .or rather niggardliness, 
can be practised at the expense of the 
army with the certainty that those 
pi actising it will not be called to ac­
count therefore, but that the price 
will be paid by the unfortunate per­
sons who happen to be in office when 
a war does actually come.

CREAT LABORWAR 
CALLS FOR TROOPS

Hungry Miners in Nevada Use Force 
to Drive Out Agitators of Big 

Minets’ Federation.

Goldfield, Nevada, Dec. 5. — In 
Goldfield last night an armed conflict 
between the striking miners and 
townspeople was1 believed imminent. 
An appeal has been made to the na­
tional government for protection. The 
miners yesterday reiterated their de­
termination not to resume operations 
until the Western Federation ol Min­
ers’ agitators were driven out by 
force by the law-abiding workers. The 
Federation in turn is preparing to 
make a last stand here in a struggle 
for existence. The ininws’ funds are 
exhausted.

The hunger-gripped men, thrown 
out of work by the action of the min­
ers’ union in calling off tha strike, 
are wild, and numerous burglaries 
and hold-ups are recently committed, 
terrorizing the residents of the town. 
Mine owners are watching every move 
of the miners and express confidence 
that trouble is brewing. Mining 
camps. in other sections o£ the State 
are in accord with operators. The 
fact may either provoke or prevent 
violence by the miners at Goldfields, 
who know that in many places of 
the Stata hundreds of idle men are 
walking the streets hungry and cold. 
All depends on which of the local or­
ders con use the greatest influence 
over the miners.

RAILWAY COMMISSION.

Ottawa, Dec. 4.—The railway com­
missi on this morning concluded hear, 
ing the cases before the preeent sit­
ting. The decisions held over the ma­
jority of the cases heard, including 
an aplication from Alex. Loiselles, 
merchant, Red Deer, to have returned 
to him land obtained by the C.P.R. 
for a proposed branch line, also for 
an order forbidding the company 
crossing where the proposed line 
crosses the highway. Another western 
application heard was that of the Van­
couver, Victoria & Eastern Railway 
and Navigation Co. for authority to 
expropriate additional lands required. 
in New Westminster district for the 
purpose of a diversion of a road in 
the municipality ot Dale. Hal Mc­
Govern opposed this application on 
behalf of the landowners. Chairman ! 
Killnm asked the counsel of the ap 
plieant company to furnish additional j 
particulars.

The Liberal convention for the Ed­
monton Federal constituency will be 
held in the Mechanics’ hall, Third 
street, on Tuesday evening, December 
10th, for the purpose ot nominating a 
candidate to contest the riding at the 
next Dominion elections. The Edmon­
ton constituency includes the provin­
cial constituençies of Stoney Plain, 
St. Albert and part of the Sturgeon; 
as well as the City of Edmonton. De 
legates have been appointed, and be­
sides the delegates so appointed, every 
Liberal is invited to be present, and 
take part in the convention proceed­
ings except in the case of a possible 
vote being taken.

A special train service has been ar­
ranged on the Morinville and Stoney 
Plain lines. The train will leave Mor­
inville on Tuesday afternoon at four 
O’clock on nomination day, and leave 
Edmonton at nine o’clock the next 
morning for the return trip. On the 
Stoney Plain line the train will leave 
Stoney Plain at 1.45 o'clock in the 
afternoon of tlie lOtli, and return the 
next morning, leaving Edmonton at 
9 o’clock.

The Liberal associations of Edmon­
ton are arranging tea- a smoker to be 
held at the Hose of the convention 
proceedings. Prominent Liberals will 
address the gathering, and matters 
pertaining to Federal politics will be 
discussed. Every Liberal is invited to 
the convention, which should be an 
especially large one.

Workman Guilty of Counterfeiting.
St. Paul, Minn., Dec. 5—Ernest 

Workman, of Winnipeg, indicted by 
the federal grand jury on a charge of 
having violated the federal law re­
garding counterfeiting, was arraigned 
before Judge Page Morris in the Un­
ited States district court here today 
to answer the charges. He pleaded 
“guilty" and at the request of assist­
ant U. S. Attorney Dickey, sentence 
was deferred until Monday. The in­
dictment- returned against Workman 
states that he made 100 “bogus" $20 
gold certificates. He was arrested on 
Nov. 8, in this city. The prisoner is 
liable to a fine of $5,000 or 15 years at 
hard labor in the penitentiary, or 
both.

How Will They Face 9 Hour Day?
Minneapolis, Minn., Dec. 5.—There *s 

much speculation in railroad circles as 
to how the railroads will meet the re­
quirements of the federal law limiting 
to a nine hour day tlie work of railway 
telegraph operators. The act becomes 
effective next March. Some railroad 
officials are of the opinion that the 
phone will have to supplement the tele­
graph to a certain extent. Experiments 
to that end are being conducted in dif­
ferent parts of the country. The nine 
hour law will necessitate a third shift 
at the telegraph offices, involving the 
employment of one third more operators 
than are no won payroll. The officials 
argue that it will be impssihle to get 
that number of extra men, there being 
a scarcity under the existing conditions.

King Carlos Drives in Lisbon.
Lisbon, Dec, 5—King Carlos today 

fearlessly drove through the streets of 
Lisban in a carriage, and this after­
noon visited the military hospital. The 
Crown Prince was also out driving. 
Perfect tranquility prevails. The for­
eign correspondents who came here on 
account of alarmist reports are leav­
ing.

HE BLAMES OLD REGIME 
FOR PRESENT TROUBLES

Premier of Lisbon Says Elections Will 
Only Be Called When Old Parties 
Discard Selfish Aims.

Lisbon, Dec. 5.—Premier Franco has 
announced his determination to compro­
mise with the opposition and expressed 
the conviction that the country will re­
main quiet and that the government’s 
programme will triumph.

He said, “We are seeking to destroy 
the vicious regime whereby the old mon- 
archial parties reduced parliament to 
sterility and debauched the administra­
tion. My purpose is to end these abuses 
and restore a sound system; in short to 
regenerate the country politically. When­
ever the old parties are reatiy to agree 
to discard selfish aims and devote them­
selves to the business of the country 
elections will ba ordered and not be­
fore/'

Premier Franco predicts that the meet 
ing of opposition leaders next Sunday 
will be as barren of results as their pre­
vious efforts, and that discouraged by 
their non-success they will yield perhaps 
sooner than expected.

Guillotine For Madame Gould.

Monte Carlo/ Dec. 5.—After a speedy 
trial before the Supreme Couft Yere* St. 
Leger Gould and his wife Marie were 
convicted yesterday of the murder of 
Jtimma Levin last summer. The court 
found Mrs. Gould was the chief insti­
gator of the crime and sentenced her co 
death by guillotine, that Gould was less 
responsible because he was under the 
influence of liquor at the time the mur­
der was committed and sentenced him 
to life-imprisonment. In the last half 
hour of the case during advocate-gener­
al Allain’s scathing address, Mrs. Gould 
had one fit after another of hysterics.

She was supported by carabiniers be­
side her, and when her husband bent 
over her solicitiously the guard pushed 
him back. Shé appeared to be in the 
last stages of physical collapse as she 
might well be after three hours direct 
attack by the government prosecutor 
who left no part of her life fre§ from 
accusation. He ridiculed her aristocra­
tic pretensions and explained her peas­
ant origin, and described the life the 
couple led amid luxury in Monte Carlo.

the southern part of Ontario county. He 
attended Toronto University and gradu­
ated in 1906 taking the scholarship in 
.Natural Science. He took an active part 
in university life-and was acknowledged 
leader of the unionist party in the uni­
versity elections when it triumphed for 
the first time. He also won the gold 
medal in the oratorical contest in the 
university in 1906;. After graduating 
ia May, 1906, he came directly to Ed­
monton and took a position on the Bul­
letin staff. During the last session of 
the legislature his reports of the pro­
ceedings clearly indicated his ability 
as a writer.

THE LORIMER ’PHONE SYSTEM.
The question as to when the new 

Lorimer automatic telephone cystèm 
will be in operation is becoming a very 
insistent one at the present time in 
view of the large number of applica­
tions : for telephones that are neces­
sarily being turned down.
